To snob speeches, yells,
gronus, and delirieus lasigiter fero Gtting res-
pense. And se the Gommons go round and
round, dancing ont thse sesall heucs, through oncis
division lobby ; made as mueh Illiko tinta a
wlsoel," as their enmies could desire. At last,
tIse clear grave gray ot daiva-liglit bringz uttor
wvearines te the body, if net conviction te the
mind. Of wvhat was I excellent srort, iP faitllit
suve o'elock- 5 would it wore dune" is foit at
fouir.

The IlWaterloo " among parliamentitry battios
of tlîis kind was fouglit oa thse 121h of Mardis,
17l. The gamta of obstinacy was thon pin>l cd
out te thie full. Delay solely for delay's sakie,
iad annoyanco only te anno>', werù tisat dal
inflictcd by Edmund Blurke upon tis lieuse of
Gommons. Led hy ite, tise minorit>' did al
their possible te obsîruet tho majority ; and as
their abject was freodom of to press, we, at
least,, may pardon an obstinacy tisaI seemcd in-
stinct with faction.

The year 1771 was central, il ivili ho rensem-
bered, in tise period of national unrest tsaI piro-
ceded Pitt's supremacy. Ail classes ef sociot>'
thon wero aimîng et mastery ; but master there
was ne. Riets disciosed the power oi tise
people, and lihels oi thse press. Tise strenglis of
Parliament was shown b>' arbitrary exçrtien ut
tiseir privilegos. Tise cit>' ef London addrosscd
unconstittienal language te the sovorciga ; and
lie extendud unconstitetional influence wherover
hoe could roachs. Everybody's hand was agaiest
creryhody; but it was only te irritate. 'Thse
Lords quarrelled with tise Gommons, and the
Commons with the Lords, aned baths with the
people. The King quarrolcd with bis Minis-
tors, and would have qnarrelhedl wsith bis Par-
liamont, hall ho net proterred te bribe il. One
power aloe maintainod ils greued, namol>', the
power ai tise pampisîcleer; nor was tIsaI without
trial. Printerswoefined and imprisoed by'tise
Lords: tise Gemmons roprimanded and commit-
ted thoera te the Sorjeant. The Greva gave te
thseso proceedings bols countenance and ceura-
sel. But il vas in vain. Tise orders et Parlia-
intl wero cvaded: thse augis was turned against
it; and Inugister usuailly bespeaks the wineing
sidle.

The eveniesg et 121h Mareh, 1771, was tise
climax of tho streggla botween Parhiament and
thse press. Tise libeller, however, vas net thon
seiccted for attack*: it vas oni>' thse more pnb-
lisher et parliasneaWy debatos. And if popelar
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feeling was tae strong for Parliament, ivlien tihe
cause of hiterar>' decene>' vas auivoccted, sie
cess vas hardly t0 ho anticipsclod in the case of
a more breacli of privilego. Thîon, as iiwv, pul.
licctioîs of parlianicntcry ulebates ires a direct
infiraction of the orders of bath Hianses; nor
liat tise spsirit ot thîe rue, tîsosîgl dojsarting,
ceased to antiralte tise latter. The eticacy
of Iiat order ivas luis yoar, for the first tinse,
openly tested. Tise maigazines were coin-
niencing te priîut tise debates, giving, withotit
disgssise, lIhe naines efthIle debatera. Nor wvas
tbis lifter thie session 1usd coîîcindued ; the uiar-
rative of parlianscnitary transasctionss ivas madie
publie, wlîîle the liuses were sitting. Thîis
was a signal preai ofthlIe auîdacity of tihe
press. Ily steaîtîs enly, isowever, the repsorter
stili exercised bis callisîg ; and le impose unulue
concealinents on a lsarmless effort, olten acta as
a..premplor te harînisslîîess. tlndeservcd obicur-
il>' tenipts an usn<esis.,blc îsuhlicity. Rteports
of thse demites were accomisanied oftcn by most
irreguilar communts :meashera ivore net oîîîy
inentiened b' an'», bast opeîuly ebused. And
nesvspapors nialurally attncked titose thaI weîild
natnraity attack ie. TIhe two Oisslows, for
inîstance, thie Colonel ansd George, were by fam-
ily tradition speciall>' honnd lu mainlain tIse
dignity ot the Gommons. The>' were son and
nephoew et the laIe Speaker: Ilîcir very camte is
stili redlent of a pathiamentar>' savour. IlCeck-
ing George,"»I "pustry, insignificant insects," and
Il scounidrels,» theo Ilgreator and tIhe lasser," wPve
prolixes t00 comînenly appcnded ta tîseir namnes.
Tiso Onsleovs sut îuenaturally did vliat îisey
could in rotture. Eusrly in buis session of 1771,
nt tîsoir instigation, the Gommons ordored two,
printers mbt custody. It was competent te thse
Ileuse te make the order; te entorco it, prorod
impsossible. London sidcd wilb the printors;
the mussongors of l'arliamoint were iiustlod
away; tiîcy returined te Weatmius#,- enspty
handed.

This sign of tise times vas, bowever, unlicdcd
by tise champions oi privilege. On tihe l2tlî
March, 1771, Colonel Onslow lodgod a foimnsal
Icon.piaint against "1 the isrintedl newspepors in-
tiluled"l T/se AlrniusgaudThe 8t.James'sCitron-
ice, Thse .London Packet, Thse lYhitehaIl Evening
Post, ansd Thse Gencral atnd Thse Londons Esren-
iag Port, and ngainst their prnaers and pub-
lishiers, Woodtnll, B3aldwin, Evans, Bladon, T.
Wright, and J. Miller. The charge vas made
wits due tormalit>'. It vas alleged that lîse
nowspapers containcd tise debates, and miaro-
presented tise speeches et membors ef Parlia-
montl, Ilin coîstempt of tise orders, nnd ils breecs
of thse prileges of this Henso.» Thon followed
tise grenit battie of dclay. The saajorîty nt tise
oulset mustorcd 140, sund the minorit>' 43; tîse
numisers dwindled te 72 and 10 durng tise
tvelve heurs' struggle tisaI ensued.
