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TWO CLEVER THINGS.

SIR W3, V. HACUURT AB A HUMORIST.

In a speech recently Sir Willinm Harcourt, after pronouncing Lord
Sahisbury the ** Malaprop of Politics,”” went on to say that Lord Sal-
1sbury never meant to pat hypothetical rebels in Ulster on the back.
Nothing of the kind. It wus only n pious opinion (loud laughter).
He only ngsured them that if they happened to rebel they might do 8o
with perfect impumty.  Wicked snd unjust men have called him a
protectionist. Protectionist | Not ho. He is only a rotaliator—a
fur more amiable and engaging character (laughter and cheers), You
have seen in the comic newspapers a series of illustrations of “Tlnings
one would rather not havo snid.” I think that a very admirable col-
loction of that character might be made out of the dizcourse of the
Prime Minister, and 1 should suggest that its title be, * T'he Malaprop
of Politics ™ §loud laughter).  First of all, a good many years ago,
there wus u famous Conservative surrender, when Mr. Disracli was
denounced as * an unprincipled adventurer " for giving household
sullrage to the voroughs. ‘Thon there wero tho Irish people compared
to * Hottenlots.” Then thore were the Queen's subjects in India,
who were disparaged as ** black wmen," because a native of Hindostan
presonted himself as o candidate to an Iinglish constituency (cries of
Shame).  Then Jdiere was * the horeditary und irreconcilable foe of
England **- -the Irish people.

‘A HOSTILE ISLAND ON OUR FLANK,'

I am not going to oceupy much of your time with the Ulster fan-
faronnade (luughter). Everyone knows very well that it 1s an elec-
tioneering manauvre and nothing olse. It 18 not meant for lrsh
consumption. Nobody in Ireland believes n ** the last ditch ** per-
formanco (cheers and laughter). Ob, no, gentlemen, the Orangemen
are not going to die in u dump ditch (laughter). When they die—
and L hope that time 18 a long way off-~they will die in their own
comfortable beds. wlich they have taken care to feathor very nicely.

A great deal of this sort of nonsense was talked at the time when
the Parhament of Ircland was most unjustly taken from her ; and 1t
means just as much when that Parlisment is abous to be restored to
her (cheers).  All these red and blue lights, which are burnt to illu-
mnate the stuge performance, all these excursions and alarums, all
- ‘hese troops of Orangemen and elarming charactors who go up and
u. ¥ through the trap-door—they are all meant for the purpose of
frightening simple und quiet people here, und elderly and respectable
ladies in Fngland who might be alarmed by thie kind of talk (laugh-
ter). I was wnused to see in the Tfmes this morning a letter address-
ed o me by Colonel Snunderson, who is the commander-in-chief of
the insurrcetionary fovees {lnughter). He invites me to be present at
the Belfast Ulster demonstration. I am very sorry that I am not able
to go. Colanel Snunderson isa capital fellow and charming company,
and 1 should be very glnd to go with him anywhere and to uccept his
gufe conduct next month in Bolfast, which is, I have always under-
stood, about the time of the summer solstice, apt to be a very lively
place (laughter).  But, unfortunately, I have a great deal to do nearer
home at present, and I am likely to have more to do, I believe, next
month (cheors).  Besides, this immedinte demonstration in Ulster is
only a prehmnury review of the rebel forces. Now, I have always
found these sham fights and reviews rather dull and inconclusive
aflairs ; and I must postpone my visit to Ulster until the real business
begins—when the Orange oriflamme is cast to the breeze, and when
the civil war 18 actually declared. I understand that in these days
distinguished members of Parliament accept the situation of news-
paper correspondents, very often at a very lugh remuneration. It
occurs to ma that under those circumstances I might, perhaps, go as
war correspondent to the 7Timew newspaper (laughter and cheers) to
report upon the civil war in Ulster. I do not know whether it is set-
tled yet what umform is 1o be worn by the rebels agamst the crown
(lnughter). 1 do not huow to wlieh side I should attach myself to
report the transaction , but I canaot help feeling that I might be per-
sonally safer it I were un the side of Parliament and the Crown, in-
stead of finding mwyself m the insurrectionary camp. After all, the
lust diteh to which we should have ulumately to retire ught be rather
damp (laughter;  Now all tlus spread eagle Orangeism 1s, 1 think, a
littlo out of date (cheers).  There were times when the English people
were less educated thun thoy are now, and when 1t was thought that
if you ullowed a Catholic to vote and to sit in Parlinment, within a
fuw months the Pope would celebrate High Mass in Westminster Ab-
bey.  Asa fact, that has not hiappened (ughter). We have got a
little past that now and a ** no popery ™ ery in England to-day 13 as
much out of fashion as ducking a witeh. Now I am coming to a close.
I am not gong at any leugth into the Irish question. 1 have spoken
upon 1t so fully and <o often that 1 eannot repeat my argument every-
where.  You know the basis of our policy is to give to Ireland the
management of its own local affuirs in the mmnner and on the condi-
tions prescribed by Parlinment with security for the integrity of the
kingdom and the general interest of the Empire. 1f I spoke for an
hour 1 could not tell you more than that (laughter). The Duke of
Devoushire is really a Home Rule Paganim (lawghter); he is always
playing the same tune upon one string (renewed Iaughter).

Sir Willism V., Harcourt has nlso writton the following pretty
skit to the sanguinary Mujor Saunderson ;

My Dear Savnnersoy—Your lotter of the 28th reached me simul-
taneously with its publieation in tho Limes, )

Nothing could be more ngreenblo to mo than to necopt an invitation, .
whether public or private, whish would give me the advantage of your,
society—a pldusure cqually appreciated by your opponents as by your
friends. I bave never witnossed o good Belldsy * faction tight " —
which, I believe, is sbont this time in season--and L um sure that
under your proffered safe conduct [ should fiud it at once an enter-
taining und instractive spectaclo for theso who, like myself, belong to
the party of * Law and Order.”” 1 have, however, st present o good
many engagements, and sm likoly to have more next month in this
duller corner of the United Kingdom,

I understand that your June parade is rather in tho nature of a
preliminary review with a 1ogurd to future contingencies than an im-
mediate call to arma with a view to instant hostilities. [ must con-
fess to you that I find teviews, whether in printor in the field, rather
sud amusements. When your hypothetienl insurrection is a little
more advanced und war is actunlly declured, [ may, perhaps, take
advantage of your offor and solicit & plucn ug spectator on your staff,

1 do not know if your plan of cumpnign contemplates a mareh upon
London againgt the Crown and tho Parhisment ; if so, I might meet
yon half way at Derby, which was the plncs where tho Liberals of the
last century eucountered the * loyal uud patriotic ** Highlanders who
digapproved of the ** Act of Bettlemont® and resolved to resist it.
They were also a  powerful section’ ot the Scoteh people, who ob-
Jected to the transfer of their wllogisnce, 1 presume that might be
the point where the rebel army would effect its junction with the ducal
contingent from Chatsworth under thy command of the Lord Lieuten-
ant of the country. It must be u sutisfuction and an encouragement
to you to know that the Prime Minister would regard it as an ** out-
rage " to oppose your progross, which will secure you a bloodless vie-
tory over the statute book. 1In the meaniigne I fear I must trust to
the ordinary channels for informution ng o the mobilization of the
Orange array. But I can ussure you that I shall wateh your strategy
with interest, and try to alurm mysolf us muen as I ean manage.

Soxr: years ago wo wroto in these columns of certain prayers which
are said to have been found in the sepulehro of our Lord, and which
make extraordinary promises to sll who make use of the formulas.
We are reminded of the necessity of speaking of such things by the
fuct that printed copies of these und similar prayers are being sold
quite_extensively. Peddlars have been hawking about Italian and
English copies which we have, aoen, and no doubt the prayers are to
be found,in other lunguages,

This is a miserable morconnry sham and can only serve to bring
ridicule and contempt vpon genuire devotion.  As if to forestall eriti-
cism or contradiction these prayors threaten all sorts of maltediction
upon any person who shall dare to dispute the genuinencss or value
of the intended dovotions.  Anc yot thoy ure the buldest of forgeries
a8 they are now sold! One of them printed in u tasty mauner bears
the signature of our late Bishop. The very manuer in which the
signatuie is presented shows forgery—¢ Rt.” Kov. Bishop Gilmour,
Cleveland, 0."

Bishop Gilmour never signed his nume in snch a manner, and be-
sides, ary person who knew would say at once that he never gave the
least aign of approval, mmch less his signature, to any such prayer.

Another printed sheet pretends to ho s * Letter of Jesus Christ,”
and to contain rovelations made by Him concerning His Passion.
iveu the language of this sheet is very bungling and suggestive of
an awkward, ignorant origin, bul when wo see it stated in black and
white that this sheet was ** blossed by His Holiness Pope Leo XIII.,
at Rome, the 20th of June, 1887, wo recognize that those who dis-
seminate such stuff have not evon the oxcuse of innocent ignorance.
1 hey are malicious forgers playing upon the credulity and the pockets
of the uninstructed.

Here is a quotation from this wretched print : * ‘Phose who do not
believe that this letter ia written by divine work, and dictated by the
sacred mouth of God, und who will keop it hidden from other persons,
will be cursed by God and condemned on the day of Judgment, etc.”
The author evidently appreciated the benefit of advertising and wanted
it done cheaply.

Apart from the external evidonces of runk forgery, the intrinsic
character of these protended devotions ought to render them suspicious
at once. They promiso too much.

The Church presents to us many authorized and valuable devotions
and we ought ¢ be cautious in accepting anything which does not
bear the manifest approbation or toleration of ccclesiastical authority.
Far from meeting with any malediction on sccount of such prudence
we can only deserve commendation and roward.—7". . Mahar, D.D.,

MOZART'S « TWELFTH MASS.”

1o the Fditor g Areadia .

S, -1 poticed a few yvears ago in  Laclede’s Ephemerides ™ an
asserhion that the so called Twelfth Mass of Mozart was not by this
author. I asked for his authority, but his only reply was that every-
body wha ¢ knew ™ knew that it was not by Mozart. Now, can you
throw auy light on tus subject, and give me the name of the true
composer? 1 have spoken about 1t to several musicians, and they all
declare their ignorauce on the subject.

June 206, 1893,

“I'he Mass comuonly known as Mozart's Twelfth was publhished in
score by Simrock, at Bonn, in 1821, and by Novello for organ and
voices.  In July, 1826, Ritter Igu. von Seyfried opened & controversy
m the Cuailie in regard to the work, enumerating various mstances
of weakness in part writing and tonality, and pronouncing ilie com-
position spurious. Lo this communcation the pubhsher of the Mass
replicd, throngt the sawme joursal, that he had recerved the MS. from
Carl Zuleliner, who would, doubtless, explain how 1t had come into
his possugsion , a challenge, however, to which Zulehner made no
response. Jahn, the great authorily in matters pertaining to Mozart,
agrees with von Seyfricd, and Kocl  adds, ¢ This Mass 18 declared
by all connoisseurs to be decidedly spurious.” As regards the true
authorskip, there1s a theory that it is the work either of August Eber-
hardt Muller ;1 of Wenzel Muller, on the testimony of the violinist
Jansa,who reengnized it asa Mass in which Loused tv singas a boy,then
known as * Muller's Muss.” Perhaps a more plausible conjecture is
that Zalehper was himself the author. ile was well acquainted with
Mozart, worked for Siwrck, and, from what is kunown of him, he
would seem to have been quite capable of attempting to palm oif his
own composition as that of a greater man.

The writer of the article in Grove's ¢ Dictionary of Music and
Musicians,”” from whicl the above is condensed, says further: ** It
seems as if we had a Mass in C minus the Kyrie, and as if & Kyrie from
3omo other source had been prefixed to completo it. It is interest-
ing to note that tho only really strong movement in the Mass, the
great fugue *.Cum Sancto Spiritu,” winch 1s well worthy of Mozart,

is expressly stated by Simrock, in s answor to Soyfried, Lo have
been performed long before the publieation of the Mass, in the chapel
of the Elector of Cologne, in a Mass of Moazart’s: and ho mves no
such testimony of any other part of this Mass, It may, therefore,
be llzosixiblo to cling totho behief that this singlo movement is genuine.”

THE ENGLISHI ELECTIONS.

Thar the Congervatives will Jose possession of the House of Com-
mons and that a Liberal aaminigtration will suceeed to Lord Salis-
bury's, scems as nearly certain ag any political event of the future.
But a great deal will depend upon the size of the majority, for if the
tenure of the new administration were to depend upon the Nationalist
contimgent its hold upon office would be excredingly precarions.  "L'ho
Nationalists are so bitterly at war among themselves, that they cun-
not be counted on to furmsh steadfast support to any admnistration,
however, friendly to Irish mtervests. If Mr. Gladstone were to come
back with a slender majority, in which the balance of power was
held by the Nationalists, his control of the administration would prob-
ably be brief. 'T'he response which he made to the eight-hour delega-
tios which waited npon him recently is reported to huve heen wnsat-
isfactory to the ropresentatives of the labor interests; but there is
something morally impressive in the singleness of purpose with which
he adheres to the one issue of Iome Rulo fur Ircland and refuses to
take up with other questions which might for tho moment iucrease
his popularity only to prove clements of weakness afterward.  Six
yenrs ago his opponents anade no sceret of their capectation that he
would not survive to lend another campaign mminsy them, and with
brutal candor they speculated upon the chances of his desease.  But
now, at the nge of 83, with his natwal powers but hitio abuted, aud
as ficry and vigorous an antagonist as ever, he confronts them with
the same demand for fair play for Ireland, and he Las the Iaberal
hosts at his back.— Beston Journal.

Confident hope wus expressed thut the Knights would soon become
vne of the greater orgunizations on the continent. He recommended
the incorporation laws of New York as the beat protection of the order.

The Supreme Secretary, Thimothy Nolao, read his annual report.
Thirty four commanderies had been orgamzed during the yenr with
about 1.200 members. The membership now amounted to 9,994, an
increase during twelve months of 1.688. The total membership of
the widows' nud orphans’ fund was 1,684,

Suprems P'reasurer George J. Muthison presented his annual re-
port. During the yenr ending on the 15th June, the receipts of the
Widows' and Orphans’ Fund had been $1,220 and the disbursements
$9,000. The recoints for the Genera! IFund for tho same time had
been $2,382 and the expenditure $2.056

Pittsburg was chosen as the next place of meetiug, ona vote of 133
ngainst 88 and 7 for Indianapolis and Saginaw ity respoctively.

I now pubhely thank Your
Lordshup, and pray that (iod may long sparo you to reign over a happy
and prosperous diocese.

T'o my confreres and colleagues in the ministey I am indebted for
thns flattening address and testimomal, which, although wholly un-
deserved, are a proof of the kindly feehings and spmpathetic relations
that exist to-day, as they have for the last quurter of a century sub-
sisted most happilv between us. I feel pround to declare 1z, that no
diocese 1n the worid is found where priests are more firiny united.
We are of different nationulities; some are natives of the soil, other
some from different European nations, but where has 1t ever been
known that any dissension or misunderstanding ever arose amongst us
on account of diversity of nationality ¢ 1t must be a source of much
gratification to all the people of this e.tensive diocese, ae 1t is of con-
solation to the worthy and venerable Bishop who presides over them,
to know that the pricsts who labor under him are one and all actuated
by a true spirtt of Apostleship ; that they aro ono in the mmnistry, as
our Blessed Lord pruyed that they should be one; and so far they
have never, overn for one dauy, been divided by sectionnl or clashing
interests of any nume or kind.

Gentlemen of the comunttee, I return my warmest thanks for tho
beautiful address and valuable testimonial with whiek you have hon-
ored me. If I ncceptod the title of D. D.—and I do accept it with
forvent grauitude to the bestowers—it was chiefly because it would ro-
flect honor on the whole parish, and that I knew your feelings of gra-
tification on this occasion would be more intense by far than my own.
Wo were always one in joy and sorrow, in labor and triumph.

What you have said about the work dono in the parish 1s true, but
you have left out in your address tho praise that s due the great and
good Bishop who initiated and urged on svery useful undertaking, who
is now Archbishop of Toronto, and to the generosity of your own
sympathios and contributions in helping mo to prosecute the work and
puy to the last farthing for all improvements made and all deeds ac-
comphlished.

THIE KNIGHTS OF ST. JOHN.

Tue Gatholic Knight of Cleveland, Ohio, says :—

Tho Kmghts of St. John wero given a right roynl reception in Toronto last
week. The city contributed about £1,500 towards entertaining the delegates
and furnighed carriages for a drive through the city and suburbs. The parade
was hield on the same day on which the Orangomen held their preparatory par
ade for the celebration of the 12th of July. Notwithstanding the fact that
‘T'oronto is noted for the number of Orangemen 1n it, and that their following
is very largo, the Knights held their parade unmolested, and thoe only act of
violonce committed was by some unknown party who struck an Orangoman
during their own parade in the evening. Here is practical proof that ther
formor bitter anti Catholic feeling is being subjected to common sense. . .

. The Knights will remember -vith pleasure their visit to Toronto. It has
been productive of much good all round.

The Knight does the Urangemen of Toronto altogether too
much honor. They did better than usual, because they could
not do much worse. When, some months ago, the project of
bringing the Knights here was first mentioned, the Orange fuc-
tion was moved to its core. It passed resolutions to the City

Council, and to everything olse in sight which might have an
influence adverse to the holding here of the Convention.  To the
honor of Toronto as & corprration, be it told, that their resoln-
tions went unanswered and their rancorous talk unheeded.
Toronto is several sizes bigger, and u very great deal botter,
than its Orange bosses.  An oceasion such as this convention
is, in its way, n census of publie opinion.  We find by it, not
indeed a deereaso in the animosity of Orangeism to the Catholie
body, but a sign of the increaso of an cloment in the Protestant
population which is awaking to the fact that it has been too
long led by an organized band of shouters against Popery,
whose caro fQr Protestant intovests is aboul as one to seventy-
nine to its own care for nico, well-paid eivie situations or nice,
well-paying city contracts.  The Orangemsn of tho city Gimply
could not do otherwise than be civil, for the whole town ingisted
on Toronto’s reputation being maintained.

but it would indeed bo a blessing to greet the dny which should sce the end of
tho controversy about Home'Ruloe, which should render to Ircland what, as Car-
dinn) Maunning saird, was * boyond the domain of politics : it was o simple mut-
ter of justice.”

UGANDA.

We have refrained from noticing the horrible outrages perpe-
trated by servants of the East African Company on Catholic
nassionaries and converts until ofticial reports could be avail-
able.

WHAT A COMPARISUN!

AN editorinl in the Evening News dated June 25th, and headed
“No Intolerance in Toronto,” concludes : “The fact that a
“‘double demonstration, Orange and Catholic, could take place on

“ance even of disturbance, is the best advertiseruent Toronto
‘“could have, and a most effective illustration of the superiority

theyv think it intolerant to suppress such a procession ? Cer-
tainly not.  Yet this is precisely what the Catholics of Montreal
have done; merely prevented such ruffianly insolence. Catho-
lics never dream ot wantonly insulting Protestants, even in
Montreal, where they are vastly inthe majority. Notwithstand-
ing the frequency of such insults to Catholics in Toronto organs
like the News will grind out over and over again, “ We have no
intolerance in Toronto.”  But the News knows well what will
take in ** Toronto the good,” and that is what he will deal out,
when Catholies are concerned, without any regard to justice or
truth.  Are Catholies all but excluded from office in Montreal
as Catholics are in Toronto? The News man has an idea that
the relaxation of the penal laws should amply satisfy all the
yearnings of Catholics, and, having liberty to live and say their
prayers in peace they should not feel any squeamish sensitiveness
about the insults by which Orangemen, in the name of Protest-
ism, choose to amuse themselves. Toronto has this time done
much toredeem itself, but from its past record it will tuke some-
thing more than a mere assertion on the part of the News to
convince the outside world that there is no intolerance here.

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CHARACTERISTICS OF THE TEACHING OF LEO XIII.

Coneluded,

(2) A second way in which the Pontift teaches the world (and
here we shall find the snme characteristies m all=that Leo X111, has
saud or donei 18 by teaching governmonts the first princtples of polt-
teal justice, which are necessurily, ns we have seen, grounded on
certain truths ; which tenths are, in turn, grounded on ifallibtlity.
The Pope is not infullible upon politics , but he is mnfallible us to
those firat prineiples of Christiun justice whieh are harmonious with
the (ofallible) truths of Christin doctrine. Now, let us take a
glance at France, Germany, lly, and Russia, m their recent atti-
tudes towards the authority of the Holy See; and trace the charac-
teristies of the Ponnifl*s teaching. v s wonderful moral victories
over four governments.  Poor France, in 1880, was under tho heel of
Paul Bert, Jules Ferry, and other Godless doctringires and self-geek-
ers.  Roligion was the butt und scorn of the miserable government,
‘Then spoke the Head of the Catirolic Church. You are mad, he said,
in substance to the French government, to make war upon those hon-
orable igtitutions, --convents, monnsteries, seminaries, pastorates,—
which have beon the bulwark of your ewvilization for u dozen cen-
turies , which have been the nurseries of your religious and secular
knowledge, nnd from which the fine arts have received their warmest
nid. * As 10 the Jesans,” added the Pontifl, < not only are they
gutltless of ull offence, but deserving of all prase for their exalted
merit.”  And no sooner did the Poutfl speak, than the French clergy,
combimng heartily with his lofty teaching, and ranging themselves
undor the standurd of lus divine authority, stuck so manfully to their
rights and to their duties. that all Europe was forced to express its
adunration ; so that even the infidel press became nbashed nto mod-
eration ; and the London Protestant Times, eried *“shame.” Thus
Moral Force,—and we may well call this the charactenistic of all
Pope lLieo’s political conflicts with bad governments, —calmly com-
bated material or brute force ; right, winnmg the applause of even the
wicked ; and truth softenmg the temper of even the infidel,

Two or three sentences must cuflice as to Germany ; for the very
thought of that couflict 1s hke u volume. The dogmu of nfallibility
had aucited Pollinger and other rebels to try to create a schism in
the Chureh 5 the Franco-German war created a new, vast Protestant
power, which was in allianee with all the heretical sects m the world ;
Bismarck and the Fulk Laws were in such entty to the Catholic
Chureh, that twelve hundred and twenty five parish priests were
cither inzprisoned or bamshed 1 one year; when. just as the persecu-
tion was at is worst, Leo NI uflirmed before all Kurope that such
* disgraceful course of injustice must cease.  ** Does the Pope think,"
retorted Bismarck --the stalwart champion of brute foreo rersus moral
right  ** that I am o sort of man to go to Canossa 2 Within three
years of that vam retort, the Falk Luws were repealed ; Prassian
Poland, whose Untholicity hud stood firm. carae in for a share of re
higious und politeal freedom ; winle, only u few years later, Bismarck
was dismissed : the Pope remaining the most hohored figure on earth.
Moral Force! If the victory over Bismarck had been the only epi-
sode of his pontficate, it would have sufliced to mark Pope Leo’s
characteristic.

One item only shall be given regard to Haly. It shall be the
conthict which was stirred by the seizure of the Collegium Urbanum,
or the mission house of the Propugandu in Kome, by the perfidious
usurpers of the Papal States, who, after vowing that the Propaganda
should be forever unmolested, took possession of the Villa Montalto
m Tusculum : and by this act of fraud incurred the odium of all
Catholics, and shortly afterwurds ¢f the whole civilized world., Pope
Leo at once forwarded to all the courts of Europe a detailed statenent
of this mtoleeable wrong, branding 1t as so mfamous that he could
only deseribe it as * the dictates of an Oceult Foree,” and, at the
sume time, informing the Italian government that he - reproved and
condemned everything it had done.”  Half the newspayers of Europe
agreed with the Pope that this approprintion was an unpardonable
robbery, even the London Times calling it * a stupid attempt to par-
alyze the right arm of the Papacy.” A stupid attempt iddeed !
That right arm is now more vigorous than 1s rebellious Rome. Moral
Forco!

Lastly, the Cear Alexander 11, practised such heathemsh cruelties
agamst Catholics. that the English Protestant House of Commons
was startied out of its self-possession by the official communications
which was put before it. Leo X111 wrote a ternble rebuke to the
Czar. The persecution was at once countermanded.  Moral Forse!

«h Une word only shall be added as to the Pope’s purely social
teaching, as distinet from Ins ccclesiasticai und political teaching. It
15 true that all threo teachings are combined, since all are based. as
has been shown, i one - philo;ophy,” yet society 1s naturally dis-
posed to histen to the * Huly Father " more than 1t hstens to the
* Supreme Pontll™ to ** God’s Viear.” It mignt be true to say that
the Pope teaches soctety viery pronouncement which he makes
upon every subject, smee either Doctrine or Morals {on both of which
he 18 wialible: must be comprebended i all Pontifical Counsels.
True, tnere 1s no direet deassion on Doctrine or on Morals, 1n such

cases ag the arbitration between Germany and Spain, the gaining ofa
concordat from Portugal, or the concilinting of the 13mperors of China
and Japan, any more than in the creation of a Hierarchy in Herze.
govina, or the founding of a National College for the Armenians,
But though there is no direct decision on faith or on morals. there is
the assertion of Principles for the guidance of human conduct, and
these Principles are bused on Fuith and Morals.

Now, very briefly, the characteristics of the Pope's Social or Gen-
oral Teacnings. in regard to this insistence on Prineiples have been
the making it nbvious (1) that Oue divinely nppointed Authority must
antedate every perfectly assured truth; (2) that human principles
and divine principles must be identical in point of morality since hu-
man princip.es ean be based only upon divine principles ; and (8) that
Moral Right ie the sole dictator to Materinl Foree, und must ultim-
ately, in tho very nature ofthings, overcome it. I'hus may be a rade,
imperfect statement of the Pope's Teaching, yet it may suflice for our
apprehension of its characteristics.  The unton of the human aund
divine wisdom has been the keynote of Leo X{1L's ** popular * teach-
ing, so that whereas the world will have it that religion is one thing,
but human justice, natural propricty, quite another thng, the Pope
has taught us that there is no wisdom, no justice, no princinle which
can be dissociated from its First Parent, God. A profound but very
beautiful philosophy !  Politics, science, sociology, muy go wandering
about in search of their first principles—or. us they have often done,
may dictate first principles to the Church of God—but Leo. X111, has
rephed to them: ¢ You must all go back to the beginning, back
through Principle, Truth, Authority, to Almighty God.” God is the
beginning anl the end. Man can no more construct a philosophy
without God, than he can construct a beautiful Gurhic cathedral upon
a wave. The real cause,” has said Leo NIHI.,~and he has said it a
hundred times in different ways,—*¢ why the world is in such dire
confusion 1 it3 politics. in its diplomacy, in its innumerable social
relations or mutualities, as well as in its religious beliefs and practices
is, that it will separate the creature from his Creator, as though
Natore and God were two gods, instend of aflirming as the merest
postulate of common sense, that the human mind is a created child of
God, and is as absolutely incapable of thinking truth withent God, of
formulating first principles without His teaching. as un effect is an
impossibility without & cause. or a ray of the sun an impossibility
without the sun, But how, where, is the Divine I'rutl to be impart-
ed? Leo XIII. has auswered a hundred times—as all his predeces-
sors also answered in their duy. e who is infallible on the doctrines
of the faith is infullible on the first principles of morality. And since
on faith and morals «ll wisdom must be built, the Holy See is the
corner-stone of wisdom. This is about tie sum of the Papal philos-
ophy. And the characteristic of the present Pope is that he has
taught the unity of that philosophy ; asit were, the synthesis of divine
and buman trath.—4. S, Marshall in Donahoe's Magazine,

THE PEACE OF EUROPE.

Tne meeting of the two Emperors at Kiel simply means that the
two sovereigne alike want peace and friendship to exist between their
two nations A glance at the European Parlianents shows that the
adversaries of peace are everywhere in a smnll mivority, and, as Rus-
sia is without a Parhiament or visible public opinion. it is represented
by the will of the Czar. lItis gratifving to see that this monarch
went to Germany to shuke hands with the ruler of that great country,
evidencing thereby the existence of normal relations between the two
neighbors. The world isin great need of peace, but no less of evi-
dences of the security of peace, and the Czar's visit is certainly one.
The meeting significs once more that neither of the two camps into
which Europe is divided wants to enter into a sanguinary combat, and
that the leading personages sirive to exercise a calming influence. It
is self-evident that the maintenance of peace has become wmch easier
since the last changes in Europe, for since these transformations the
co wiction has taken root that evcry country would risk more than it
could gain by war, and though 1t is not yet the time for putting off
their heavy armor, or even for lightening it, the rulers who alone can
give the signal are filled -vith a sense of responsibility, and they recog-
nize it as their duty to hold down popular passions, which might lead
to a general conflict. It is, in short, the conservative tendeney which
characterises the general situation, and the Kiel meeting evinees thie
resolution of the two Emperors not to place the enormous armies
which they have at their disposal in the service of national passions.

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A ZEALOUS PRIEST GONE TO HIS REWARD.

At the request of friends in Ontario we reproduce from the St.
Johim, N.B., Dady Sun, the following memoir of Rev. 1. J. O'Leary,
recently decensed :

Sorrow and mourning have come, and that quite unexpectedly, to
the parishioners of Grand Falls, Victorin Co., N.B. Little did they
auticipate when, only some tifteen mcuths past they wero presenting
an address to the good priest, who for mgh twenty-five yenrs had
been their most fuithful guide and friend, that they would so soun,
alag ! 50 soon, be culled upon to mourn his death. Then was all joy
and gladness, now all is sorrow and gloom and mourning.

The Rev. Joln Joseph C’Leary was born in Ireland, whence ho
came in his boyhood with his parents to New Brunswick. After
texching school for some time in St. John city he entered St. Michuel’s
College, Chatham, and afterwards finished lus theological course in
the seminary of St. Sulpice, Montreal, and wasordained to the priest-
hood for the diocese of Chathuin. In 1867 FFather O'Lenry was ap-
pointed parish priest of Grand Lally, o position which he continued
to fill up to time of his demise, to the constant spiritual and temporal
welfaroe of those committed to his charge, ineluding the Iudiuns at
tie mouth of the Tobique river. For the past few years the reverend
gentleman’s henlth had been failing, but no immediate fatal resule
was feared.  Towwrds the end of the past month of Nay he resolved
to go to Mantreal for medical advice and attendance in the Hotel
Dien hospital of that city.  But disease had made far greater inroads
on his system than he or any of his friends had mmagined, and on
the first of June he breathed his lust, fortitied by the sacraments and
all the reassaring comforts which Holy Clhiureh could bestow. His
remaing were taken to Chatham by his eoadjutor, Rev. Father ' Keefe,
and mterred under the lngh altar of the Cathedral, on the fourth
ult. The news of their dearly beloved pastor’s death cume, as may
be imagined, as a terrible shock to hiis parishitoners, as well as to his
hosts of friends in different parts of the Domumien. If tl:e deceased
had one chacacteristic more pronunent than another it was liis ever
readiness to ussist and comfort those in trouble, even when, perhaps,
pre-cxisting circumstanees or occurrences would seem to make such
nction unlikely.  Zealons in the work of lug Master, he never lost an
opportunity of furtherinyg the causes of religion, education and tem-
perance. The new Church of the Assumption at Grand Falls, now
uearly completed, au well as the parochial residence there, will remain
to after-times as memoriuls of his zeal. ‘T'he reverend gentleman was
a devoted student, while g genial and hospitable disposition endeared
him to all with whowm he came in contact.

Father O'Leary’s character 1s well portrayed by the poet, 1. S., n
the following lines :

Yea, weep for awhile § let the hot, slow tears full sadly,
See Jesur wept by the grave where Lazaras lay ;

For now by a new-mude grave stand many weeping- —
Tush ! Let us grieve ; speak not of solace to-day.

When the time to be healed shadl come we will not refuse healing,
Gently and sweetly shall memory come to s then,

Baaring with hands widefolded the fragrant amarauth,
Flowerets of deeds done never for praiscof men.

ULSTER AND HOME RULE.

Lovai Ulster loudly asserts that it has been Union enriched, made
abundoutly * prospervus and progreseive ” by the infumy against
whicl it fought aud bled, against which even tho baby Orange lodges
protested emplatically.
