EDITORIAL NOTES,

It would be interesting to know why a letter addressed to Rev. Hugh
McMillan, posted in Bermuda oa the 26'h of November, should be found
lying among a lot of car sweepings near the Narrows Bridge on December
1st. It may have been by accidert that this happened, cr there may have
been gross carelessness or worse on the part of the railway postal authori-
ties, The letter was found by Mr. T. €. Conbor, contractor, of Moncton,
N. B., who kindly took the trouble to mail it again. It was of considecicble
importance, and contained a cheque for a sum of money. In the ordinary
course of events this letter should have ceme to Halifox via New York by
rsil, but by some mischence it failed to reach its destination, In view of
the importancs of having the mails strictly inviolate, this case sppears to
call for investigation.

A man, who must certainly have bsen madder than a March hare,
entered the office of Russell Sage, the many-times-a-millwonaire, 10 New
York, last Friday, and demanded $1,200,000. Failing to obtain this rather
large amount of booty, he threw to the floor a bomb, which demolished the
building and killed five people, including bimself, and injared five or six
others. The man is supposed to bave been H. D. Wilson, an escaped
lunatic, but there is some suspicion ihat he belonged to a gang of orgamiz=d
bomb throwers, pledged to %..I1 all monopolists. A mau nsmed D. South-
wick has since been arrested on suspicion of having bad some connection
with the affair, but we thiok it is most likeiy that the man who threw the
bomb was insane and committed the deed on his own account. At any
rale, if this was an organized attempt to terror,zs millionaires, it has proved
s failure, for Russell Sage appeared to be the least injured of all the occu-
pais of the roum, scd the crack himsclf paid the penaicy of his crime with
his life.

The question aa to the liability of the Mutual Reserve Fund Life Asso-
cixtiap ior the 310,000 life insurance policy cffzcted by the late James
Maybrick in favor of his wife Florence, now in jail under life seotence for
eausing her husbacd’s death by administering poison to him, hae been
scttled. Tho judges of the Court of Appeal in London, on Monday,
decided that the Association is liable for the payment, provided the wife
does not prefit by it. This decision is most importaot, as it establishes a pre-
cedent in law efiectiog life {osurance. It will appear to most prople as just
snd cquitable. Maybrick effected the policy, and he could not prevent the

manuer of his death, therefore, it would be unfairthat his heirs should be
deprived of the benefit of the provision he had made for their comfort.
Mzrs, Maybrick, if she committed the crime for which she is imprisoned—
which many people doubt—would naturally bs shut out from the enjoyment

! of the money, but it would not seem right that the insurance company

should reap any benefit from the crime. It would be different if a man
committed suicide, for that would bo perpetrating a deliberate fraud on the
insurarice company. .

The course pursued by Newfoundland towards the Canadian fishermen
has resulted in the puttiog in force by the Dominion Government of the
clauses of the custows act levying duties upon fisk imported from New-
foundland. The formal proclamation to this effect was signed by the Gov-
ernor General ou Tuesday. This is Canada’s first return blow for the
unfriendly treatment r¢ceived from Newfoundland, and it probably means
only the beginning of the fray. The breach between the Dominion and the
Ancient Colony hss been slowly wideniog for some time, but it now prom-
ises to become irreparable, It i3 not improbable that Newfoundland will
now impose discriminativa duties upon all Canadisn products, and that in
return for privileges granted to United States fishermen, the United States
will abolish duties upon Newfoundland products, aud thus direct the tide
of trade away from Canada. The turn affairs have taken is much to be
regretted, for complications may arise out of this hait question which will
seriously embarrass the empire. It is a not-tc-be-contemplated-contingency
that Newfoundlacd should ever transfer its allegiance to the Stars and
Stripes. Britain would not allow it, and if any serious teudency towards
such a move were noticesble, she would make bare her arra in sbort order.

The Presbyterian denomination in the Lower Provinces hes hed very
sorrowful news from its missivns in the New Hebrides. Rev. Joseph
Annand writes from thyse islands that some time ago Rev. Mr. and Mrs.
Laurie, misstonariss, lost a child, which so preyed upon Mrs. Laurie’s mind
that she becamo crazy, and had to be removed to Austrzlia—atask that was
accomplished with difficulty. Aavther lady, Mrs. Segget, wife of 2 mission-
ary, became insane and committed suicide by haoging. The third tragedy
is the most terrible of all. A youong planter who had been murried but two
days, went with his partner in business from the small island on which Mr.
Appand lives to an adjoining one to engaye in his reguisr occupation. A
commotion was observed on the beach of the island duriog the day, and
when help arrived it was found that bushmen from the interior had come
down aod kiiled the young bridegroom and two natives, whose bodies they
carricd away for a cannibal feast. These sad incidents in the lives of the
nissionaries will servo to awaken deep sympathy for them. The Gospel
has done rauch for the natives of these isiands, and while biave men are
found willing to carry on the work it will not fail. Mention was made of
the sad news in all the Presbyterian Churches of the City on Sunday.
Much sympatiiy is felt for the Mission Society.

The story of the finavcial wreck and break down of the health of Cyrus W,
Field, the famous originator of the Atlantic cable system, illustrates most
forcib'y the instability of fortune. Mr. Field entered 2 mercantile house
at the age of fifteen, and by his ability and perseverance in business was
ensbled to retire with a fortune st the age of thicty-fuur, and devote himself
to the accomplishment of an object on which he had set his hopes—the lay-
ing of a cable across the Atlantic. A Canadian electriciap, Mr, F. N. Gis-
bnrac, 1t is said, made the fitst suggestions which led to the formation of 2
company for the purpose of establishing a telegraph line from the American
Continent to Ncwfoindland, and thence to Europe. A number of pro-
minent American capitalista were associated with Mr. Field in this venture,
and several attempts were made to lay the cable, but they failed of accom-
plishment.  Mr. Field then went to Londca and organiz:d & new compauy,
subscribing one fourth of its capital himself. Both the British 2ad Uaited
States’ Grveraments were induced to aid the enterprise by ships and other
means, and the third effyrt to 11y the cable proved successful. Commaaication
thus established lasted oply three weeks, aad affairs looked rather hopeless.,
This was in 1858, and it was not until 1365 another expedition was fitted
out, and the Great Eastern started to lay a cable. The first attempt by
this monsirous si2amer was a failure, but in the {ollowing year she managed
to connect the old and vew worlds by the slender tie which bas, in a maager,
sonihilated space for us. It took twelve years of incessant toil, and the
penalty of crossing the ocean fifty times before this result was achieved, and,
Mr. Ficld was acknowledged to be a bapefactor to the world. Hoaors and
fame were his, but now he is overcome by trouble. Lho death of his wile,
the failure and insasity of his son, and his daughter’s illness, together with
his own impoverishzd state, form a sorrowful setting to the latter end of
life that has becn exceptionably useful to his fellow men,

The announcement is made that Canada is to have a monthly magazine,
The Dominion lustrated, which has been a welconte weekly vicitor, and
has done much gocd work since its first publication, is to be changed 1o a
first-class monthly, such as our literateurs will be glad to contribute their
beat wotk to, and which will bea credit 1o Canada. The cry has often
been raised that we have no mogsrine that can compete with the grest
United States publications, but we hope this reproach will nos be perman
ently removed, and that the Duminivn Illustrated Monthly will be a success
from the word go. It will be under the same management as the weekly,
with Mr, Fdwards os head cditor.

Political speechifying has been rampant on both sides of the Atlantic of
late. Lord Salisbury and Mr. Gladstone have been *going it" at couven-
tions and elsewhere, and party feeling runs high. On this side of the
Atlantic a good desl of the talking has been done by Canadian leaders in
the United Statee, which is really a very strange state of 2ffairs when we
look atit closely. Would itnotappear cdd if Mr. Gladstone betook himself
to Frauce to talk about the affairs of Britain, or would we take much inter-
est in an Amcrican politician, even Blaine, Hsrrison, Cieveland, or the
famous William McKinley, were one of them to come to us with long stories
about their country—if they would do such a thing? Why cabnot our pub-
le men deliver their messages to our own people when they feel called upon
to deliver themselves? There is alwaps some excuse for these excursions
abroad, but they do not convey a semse of fitness to the minds of home:-
loving people.

An alderman of Philadelphia who conducts a successful private busi-
ness, boldly aseerls that under existipg circumstances it is iwpossiblo to
conduct the affzirs of the city on a sound business basis, In the Forum for
October he gives many illustrations to prove his assertion, of which wegive
the digest of one. Says Alderman ' Realizing the advantages of
open squares or breatbing places in the growing part of the city, I recom-
‘mended the couscil to purchase certain large vacant properties ; at the s2nio
time pointing out that Ly lccating on cach an open squore or small park
the contiguous larnd could be laid off into building lots und sold at such zn
advanced price a3 would enable the city to puy fur the squate out of its
profits.  The matter was referred to the Recorder, who advised the councceit
that the city could not go into land speculations, and thus the patriotic 1dea
was thwarted.” Whatis tiue of Phalsdelphia 1s Jikely to be truc of Hali-
fax, and this will prcbably sccount for seme of the transactions of the coun-
¢il which the putlhic have regarded as unbusiness-like,

Our wealthy blueroses who- purpese making benevolent and public-
spirited b. questa should tuke a warning from the outcome of the will of the
late Ssmuct J. Tilden, of New Yoik, and so srrange thewr affairs while
living as to msurc the carrping out of their purposes after death, Mr.
Tilden was a Jawyer of bigh standing, but in the making of his will ke
secured the assistance of tho best legal talent to be obtained in New York,
thus hoping to make his last testimony full and secure. He bequeoathed the
magnificent sum of £6,000,000 towards the foundation of a free public
‘library, but despite his owi care and that of his friend, the heirs discovered
‘% flaw in the will, and the courts have juet decided in their favor., One of
the heirs, who, under this decision, is entitled to 83,000,000, has decided to
allow twc-thirds of the amount to be appropriated in accordance with the
expressed wishies of Mr. Tilden. Had the testator, while still living, donated
$6,000,0c0 towards a public library, he would ncver have missed the same,
and he would have had the pereonal satisfaction of seeing that his money
was applied in such a2 manneras he desired.

The experiment made by the United States people in forming cavalry
troops aod infantry compsnies mado up of Indians, appears to be meetiog
with success so far as civiliziag the braves iz concerned. They are said to
make good soldiers, learn the drill readily, and are obedient, acd have in a
marked degree that esprit de corps which is necessary to turn uniformed
saen ioto soldiers. This ilustrates the trath so often spoken, that the
chacacteristics of individuals or tribes need only to be guided aud directed to
mako them of use to the pubiic instead of 2 menace. The Iadians are
naturally warriors, and when hostile to the United States are a troublesome
problem, but this fighting instioct tarned into other channels by the pale
faces becomes of value. It would be uscless to try and crush out instisct,
and to civilize the Indiens by main forae, but when once taken :nto the con-
fidence of the nation and made part of its fighting orginization, they reslize
that civilization a3 demonstrated to them 1s worth loovking into. Secretary
Proctor hopes that when the Indian troopers have served their terms and go
back 1o their tribes they will preach civihizaunon, It is 10 be hoped so.

The Manipur affair, which has growa faint in the memorics of many of
us, has again been brought prominently before the notice of the public by
the striking off the names of two officers concerned, Csptain Boileau and
Captain Butcher, from the army list.  Full reasons for this severe course are
not givew, but it 1s hinted that they were guilty of cowardice in the retreat
from the Residency, in which Mrs. Gnimwood joined. ‘The whole affair
appears to dave beena blunder from the first, tor Mrz. Grimwood, in her
book, states that her husband considered the Sznaputty as the most reliable

as well as the ablest of the Manipur princes, and 1t was against his advice | J

that the fatal cffort was made to treacherously capturs him. The Govern-
ment of India is comng in for a good deal of blamoe in counection with tims
blundering, and alikiough the ofticers who have been dismissed their regi-

ments may have acted in an unsoldierly manner, their punishment does not
seem to do all that is called for. Whatever mistakes they made originated
in mal-administration, and the entire dieaster should receive a thorough
investigation, Captain Boileau, it may be added, has an excellent record,
and his fricuds are unable to understand why he should be cashierod.

A London paper, speaking on the subjoct of tho surplus of women in
the matrimonial market in England, makes a mistuk= in indicating Canada
n8 o ficld for those who cannot find huebands at home. We bave quite ag
many, if not more, marriageable girls in this part of Canada than there are
husbands for, and other things being equal it s rather better for our young
men to sclect their wives frem emong their own countrywomen, than take
even the choicest from nmong those left over after Englishinen have had the
pick. There are quarters of the globe, we believe, where there are not
enough women to supply the men with a wife each, and a short time ago
The Popular Science Monthly and Goldthicaite's Geographical Magasine
contained articles on polandry, or the custom of one woman having several
husbanus. It ie up north somewhere, if wo remember rightly—Biffia Bay
or theresbouts—where this custow is still in force, so if there is truth in it,
we could have no possible objection to the Eoglish surplus shaping its
course for that place. We have little anticipation of the lorn fair ones
takiog a fancy to the climate or the inhabitants, so they will have to seek
som:e other aud more congenial vutlet, It would be a good thiog if this
matter could be adjusted exactly right, so that there would be a mate for
everyone, but it isa delicate matter to interfere with and must perforce
be left to manage itself.

The Toronto Globe would squelch 8l our hopes of a Nova Soolian win-
ter port at one fell swoop. Last woek it discussed the matter in a very
off-hand way, and diemissed all our claims, on the ground that geography is
against us. The Qlohe is needlessly severe in saying ¢ the case serves to
illustrate a curious weakness of the Maritine people—their unwillingness to
look facts in the face when the facts are disagreeable.”” We object to this
superior tone on the part of the Qlobs,; Maritime peop.2 are not at all
behind their compatriots of the Upper Provinces in good sense and ability
to distinguish hetween justice aud injustice. We will neser be sble to
agree with the Globe, huwever, that Canadian rairoads are compelled to
build up inland territory at our expense, and to give Cavadian ocesn ports
the go-by in favur of United States purts.  Of course there are difficulties
about procuring a fast steamsbip service between Canada and Great Briuin,
but they can be got over if the right means are taken.  Cunada cannot at
fist undertake to comprte with such steamers as the Tenfonic and others
masniug to New York, but it we hud a snuable lige estabiianed taere would
not be muca trouble ubout sccuring sufficient passeogers und freight.  The
travelling public will go by the best route, aud there is no reason why a Cana-
dian route should not come near enough to perfection to secure all the traffic
it needs. Halifak is a port with immense possibilities, and even if it be
¢¢ childishness,” as the GQlobe assumes, for us to continue “to keep on clam-
orilz;g year after year,” we have no intention of giviog up asking for our
rights,

& London has been experiencing the excitement of a sensational divorce
suit brought by a lady of rank, Countess Russell, against her husbsud, Eart
Russell, on the ground of cruelty of an extrome and extraordiaary nature.
The hearing of the case was bzgun on December 1st, and has attraced great
attention. According to evidence given by the Countess, her noble lord
compelled her to do menial offices, frequently told her to “go to the Devil,”
and reproached her iu the coarsest manner, because she had oo children.
Hia ill-treatment of Lady Russell appears to have been brutally persistent,
and according to the reports of the affair in court he treated all the Countess’
recitzl of her injuries ss a joke, and hid his face in his hands and laughed.
Lady Russell is a beautiful woman, and had, ss her leading counsel, Sir
Edward Clark, Solicitor-General. The Earl, who is only twonty-six years
of age, very plain and “ washed out” looking, was defended by Mr,
Lockwood and Sir Charles Russell. The latter, in concluding his present-
ment of the case for Earl Russell, declared that the petitioner was petulant
and nervous, with an exacting temper, and he ridiculed many of her state-
ments as grass exaggerations. Surely such things as these are no excuse for
a man's cruelty to his wife, however much they may annoy him. The dis-
graceful disclosures made by the plaintiff regarding the relations between
her husband and Professor Roberts, were such as to drive ladies from tb_c
court room—where by the way, they had no business to be. The fact is
that the carly training of Earl Russell was of a sort that would not be hikely
to produco the best of men, His father, Viscount Amberley, directed in
his will that his children, samong them the heir to the Earldom, won by his
father, the celobrated Lord Juhn Russell, wore to be brought up to disbelieve
in Christianity, and now we find that his infidel training is:not doing itsclf
much credit. ~ Of courae there are Christians, more’s the pity, who have dis-
graced their faith in the same way, but there is little doubt that if the
obligations of Christianity were altogether removed, we would suffer far
more from immorality than we do now. Infidels whoabandon Christianity
of their own accord are in a very different position from those who are
brought up without aoy regard for rcligion. The former are usually
thinkers, and act from conviction, but the latter have no standard, and do
right or wrong as they feel inclined. The summiog up of the evidence by
udge Butte took place on Friday last, after which the jury returned a ver-
dict for Earl Russell. There will, of course, be nothing to prevent the
Countess leaving her husband at any time, but she will have no claim for
alimony.

Perscns with a strong instinciivo tendency to countradistions are apt to
become ubprofitable compawons. Our thoughis are plants that nover
flourish in 1nhospitubie eoila or chilly atmospheres. They are sll started
under glass, s0 to speak ; that is sheltered and fostered in our own sunny
couscionsness, They must expect soms rough treatment when we lift the
sash from the frame and lst tho outside clements in upon them.

On Monday morning the Halifax Creamory Co. made us a present of
four glass jars of milk, eech bolding one imperial ¢,aart of a splendid quality
of the lacteal fluid. The staff of THE Critio took kindly to the contents of
the jars, and only ono was left to set for cream. This method of delivering
milk is as far ahead of the old tin can as the electric light is ahead of tallow
dips, and we hope it will be gecerally adopted by all milk dealers. The
wagon in which the jars are carried to customers is quite sumptuous, being
heated by an oil stove in cold weather so the milk will not freeze. The
inside is lined with shelves and is capable of containing between four and
five hundred bottles. A fine pair of iron greys are attached to the wagon,
which is a creditable turn-out in all respects. To judge by the samples of
milk submitted to us, we should say the customers of the company are for-
tunate in obtaining a superior article, such as would scora the imputation of
adulterdtion or depreciation of any kind, The wagons of the company were
built by DeWolfe, Son & Co., who are also building two sleighs foy use
when the snow arrives.

BOOK GOSSIP.

Mrs. Mary Hartwell Catherwood bas taken as the subject of her story,
¢ The Lady.of Fort St. John,” the important epoch in the history of Acsdie,
wheu Marie de laTour was left in charge of Fort St. John and bravely defended
it with her small garrison sgainst D’Aulnay de Charnissy until a trsitor
within her walls sold her to the cnemy. The bare historic facts bave been.
very much enlarged upon, and a considerable plot is made use of in: working
out the narrative. A number of interesting charactors are introduced who

ve life and color to the scene. Not least of thess is Le Rossignol, who,
although her introduotion is needlessly abrupt and unexplained, and whose
diminutive size and long flights on the Swan are calculated- to tax our
ctedulity, is.yet.made to.play an.importaut part in the.tale. The style in
which the book is written is quaint and attractive, and the dislogue is
interesting and bright. Some little slips in matters of- detail we obeerve,
such as the calling of the bit of ivory used in playivg the mandolin, a
“ disk.” We never heard of a circular plectrum.being-used for the purposs.
As far as the personality of tho heroino herself is concerned, we are amply
satisfied with the picture Mrs. Catherwood has made to live before us. She
is tho sweet, brave woman such as we have alivays thought of, womanly
with all her ability to command in time of war. A touch of pathos beside
the main tragedy of the story is given in the hopeless but pure love of
Edalwald de Born for bis lady. The death of de Charnisay in the quick-
sands, ss described by Le Rossignol, and his calling for help, ¢ until the
tide’s borses tramped him under,” is one of the finest pieces of writing in
the baok. For a story of which the key-note is tragedy, the filling in is
remarkably bright, but we canuot say that local color is one of its strong
points. The wonderful tides of the Bay of Fandy, of which everyone has
heard, are referred to & fow times, but otherwise thero is little to show where
Fort St. John was situated. By the way, as Le Rossignol was a womsn,
would it not have besn better to have given her the feminine, La Rossignol,
asa name? Taken 23 a whole the atory may be called decidedly good, and
it will doubtless find many sppreciative readers, especially in this part of the
world. It is not a great book, such as we would like to ses founded on some
incident connected with our history, but it is interesting and well written,
The dedication rather puzzles us, for the book is inscribed to * two Acadians:
of tho present day ; natives of Nova Scotie, who represent the learning and
gentle attainments of the new order : Dr, Jobn George Bourinot, C. M. G.,
etc., clerk of the Canadian House of Commons, and Dr. Geotge Stewart, of
Quobec.”

EDISON'S NEW METHOD.

Referring to the recent published intorviews with Mr. Edison concerning
the improved system of atroct-car propulsion, a general and wido spread
impression £ooms to have beon created that tho new mothud is to entirely
suporcede the present troliey system. This is absolutely not so. .

Mr. Edison has dovised this now system for loads of heavy traflic in
large citics whero tho expense of the original iostallation is warranted by
the traffic, and whero the trelley system will not be permitted. For
instance, tko new system would not be applicable, in & commercial senge, to
long roads operating less than 50 cars eimultancously. It must therofore bo
undorstood that outside of the large cities the best systom that can be
advocated is tho trolley,

In ordor to havo a bettor understanding as to just what this new system
is for largo cities, wo are furnished tho following information by Mzr. Pdison :

Tho ovorhead system is entirely dispensed with.

Tho presont cars, trucke, tracks and road-heds as now in use are rotained
with certain changes in the joints and cross-tics.

Tho power furnisbed by 1,000 volt gensrators is distributed to reducing
apparatus placed in boilor plate manholes at intervals varying in accordance
with the number of cars roquired to booperatel, At thoso various reducing
points the curront is transformed from 1,000 volts to a 20 vo:t pressure and
connected direct to rails of track. This limit of 20 volts is fixed in order
to prevent any effuct of the currunt on horses,

Tho cconomy of curront is sbuut tho same as present system of trolloy.

Tho car motyrs heing wound with uninsulated coppor bars and the
pressure current boing so low, there i3 entiro freedom trom burning out
arm.tures, a8 waler can bo poured ou tho armiturs Witaout any ill elfect. o

The problem of pruducing a perfect rail juiut anl the picking up of
heavy current through a mud-covered rail has beon solved in a practical
manner. The road at Mr. Edison's laboratory is a quarler of a mile long
with a six per cent. grade and very short curves. It is oporstod succossfully
when the whole of tho rails ato burisd in mud, and also in dry sand.

Mr. Edison is arranging to havo the systom placed in pmctical operation
on a heavy troftic road in & large city, probably New York, to demonstrate
its practicability. This will be done during the coming yoar.

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COMMERCIAL,

‘With the cold wave of lsst weck dealors gonorally hoped for some
improvement in bueiness, but theso hopes met dieappoiniment, as a spoli ot
warm westhor sot in which has cuntinued till the present wnung, Uundor
its influence tho frost which had partially entered tho ground was driven
out, and roads and fields and forcet lands resumed the swampy appearance
that has characterised them generoliy fur the past six or eight woeks. x'hie
bas, to a very unsatisfactory dugree, stopped the prograes ot trude throughout
this Province. Unti! really Lard weather sets in and drives farmors indoots
or on the rosds, no watked iucreass in the volume of buviness cin be
expected. Still, lccil buriness generally has been fairly good, aud wnile
there is not much, if any, nctual increass of traffic, thero is unabated confi-
dence in business for the wintor and spring.

‘Remittances in all lines continues to be extromely slow and unpromising.
Careful enquiry shows that this is a very general subject of complaint, and
that the difficully of making collections vory soriously hampers the course of
oresect business. Old accounts, such as intorest on mortgages, bills for
sgricultura! implements and farm stocks, otc, eto., aro boing pressed so that,
despite the heavy yield of last sumnier, and tho fact that goud prices have
and do rule, the majority of formers find thewselves, so fur a8 tho control of
ready cash and the consequent puwer to freely supply thewselvos with aru-
cles necessary for uee, practically no better off than they were duning the
previous {wo or three years when the result of thoir labors was poor,
Farmers are being forced to pay off their more pressing claims and to defer
their payments to storekeepors to a later date. A poruon of the communny,
such as monoy-lenders, eotc., is reaping tho benefit in tho meantime, Yet,
on the whole, there is an increasing feoling of confidence in the future, and
most of our wholesale merchants anticipate a better spring trade than has
been experienced for years. The prospects are also favorable for an ample
supply of money to carry on the increasing trade of the country at reasonable

“ rates of interest and discount. This, coupled with the fact that this Pro-
vince is full of fruit, hay, butter, choese and other arlicles that wo export,
and for which thero is a constant and increaeing demand abroad st good
remunerative values, augurs well for our commercial future.

WeekLy Fivancian Xueview oy Henry Crews & Co., New Yong,
December 5, 1891.—“Again a week of marked duliness and of some weakness
of prices on the Stock Iixchange. And yet, along with this, thero are no
conditions that can be coneidered sufficient to account for this state of
things. The London market, which ina certain sense may be eaid to be a
branch of oure, bas shown a bealthful snd, according to despatches, evon 2
¢ cheerful ’ tone, and is only waiting for the signal from this sids to start up
an active ‘bull’ movement ; and yet this attitude has no encouraging effect
on New York. Tho Bank of England is rapidly increasing its reserve and
is expected to s00n reduce its rate of discount to 3% or 3 percent. The
Continental bourses bave shown a marked recovery of confidence; and at
Paris, Berlin, Madrid and, Vienns, there is no longer any apprehension of
finsnoial trouble. Following the visit of M. do Giers 0 the governments of
France, Germapy and Italy, there is a cessation of disquieting political
rumors, and Lopes arc entertsined that eomoe way has boen found of estab-
lishing, at least for the time being, more barmonious relations among the
divided powers.

All this improvement in the tinancial and political affairs of Europe, it
would soem, ought to bo attended with some response in this market; and
in the foreign markets there really hes been a marked recovery in tho prices
of nearly all securities oxcept American ; but they have remained stationary
because Now York has been neithor active ror buoyant. On this side the
Atlantic the influontial factors bave been favorablo to cecurttics, whother
viewed from an investment or a speculative standpoint. The banks are
atill increasing their reserves end are becoming anxious to employ their
funds on time cngsgements. New eontorprises are being floated, aud
apparently with success. Tho railroads show ibcreasing carnings, both
gross and net, and yet thoy have received only a comparatively small per-
centege of the year's agricultural product., Tho Fall trade, which has been
held bsck by the cxceptional mildness of the seseon, mow shows clear
symplems of a very activo demand for goods for tho remainder of the
season, and accounts from tho interior leave no room to doubt that all the
reviving effocts of our great crops that have been boped for are to be forth-
coming.

‘What reasons then are to bo assigned for tho parnially reactionary spizit
that just now prevails jn tho stock market. On the surface nothing can bo
discovered beyond the feilure of Field, Lindley, Wiechers & Co.; and that,
{t must bo admitted, is an event which, if not from 1ts intrinsic impottance,
yet from its possible involvement of members of the Exchango, and its
eonnection with the semsitive issues of the wnion Pacific, as well as from
its sensationsl features, was calculsled to arrest buying, if pot also to
encoursge selling. The occurrence was a god-sond to the * bears,” who had
Inrgely over-sold the market and nceded s pretenco for attacking prices;
and their cobsequent activity, together with tho check upon buying, has
been perhaps the main element in producing the disappointing market of
the past week.

A slage of the year has now been reached when, in spite of favorable
eonditions, the market is not usually responsive to movements for advancing
prices. In threo weeks wo shall bo in tho midst of the diverting influences
of the chicf holidays of tho year. The period of taking stock, making up
annual accounts, providing for interest settloments and makinga vsriety of
annual liquidations, is not a timo for initiating a speculative campaign ; and
therefore, whatever may be thought of tho legitimacy of a rite in stock values
corredponding to the many-sided stimulus that now besrs upon the Stock
Market, it is not to bosupposed that any important movemeont of that charac-
%oy is likely to appoar until noar the closo of tho yosr or at tho boginning of

1892, During that interval, we may possibly witnoss somo irregularity in
tho markot. The *bests’ will reed to exert all thefr akill and power to oxtri-
cato thomsolves from their larga *ehort’ commitmonts ; anl sush tompurary
succossos as they may have will afford opportunitics for buying, Oa the
other hand, it scoms qnite probable that outside happenings may preponder-
ato on the favorable side.

In Chi-
cago the provision market has ruled dull and weak with uccasionsl elight
dashes for strength. The hog markot there was 5ec.to 10c. lowor. The
cattle market was slow and the sheop market steady.

BurzERr hss been arriving at this market very slowly during the weok.
Some dealers assert that cortain Nova Scotia jobbers and farmers are holding
back their stocks of late makes of butter, and of eggs, poultry, ete., in anti-
cipstion of realising enhsnced prices in two or throe weoks when the holi-
days aro here. Tf this is the case thoy are quite likely to overstep the mark,
as prices, especially for butter and eggs, will probably rule lower 2s soou as
these resorves are thrown upon the market A few hundred packages of
Eastern Nova Scolia and Cape Breton butter have como to hand per vessols
and havo boon placed at 16c. to 18c., and some small lots of fresh country
butter have also been recoived and sold readily av 22¢c. to 23c. The supply
of this is quite inadequato to fill tho domand. Canada townships butter of
fairly good quality brings 18c. to 19c. A small quantity of vory choice
Canada fall creamery is held hore by one or two parties and roadily brings
22c. to 24c., but the owrors look higher, A Montreal report says:—* The
butter market docs not show any improvement in the way of business, snd
gsido from the jobbing demand the outlet for stock is small. Somoe enquiry
was noted, however, from tho Lower Provinces which may lead to some-
thing, while thore is some chance for business in Western dairy for shipmens
when holders are ressonable.”” A London correspondent writes :—
“ Although the market is a decidedly dull ote, the Danish official quotation-
ista rofuse to go down another peg, and buyers are leaving this brand alone.
There is something rotten in the state of Denmark, Normandy and Brit-
tany aro oasier and purchascable at 3s, to 4s. less money, while American
and Cansdian run up to 104s., with plonty of demand thereat. Our Danish
friends must look out. This week their rival is again in tho field, the firat
arrivals of Australian having beon placed ot rattling good prices, running up
to 116a. per cwt., with exceptionally choice parcels topping 124s., which is
all owing to the splendid condition in which it arrived. Cavada, boewaro !
Do not lot the Australians teach youa lesson to your ruin, Canadian ship-
ments sro certainly improving, but they could still further improve with
advantage.”

Cueese.—Thero has beon no change in the local cheose market, though a
slight upward tendency is observable. For Antigonish factory choese 103e.
to 11c. may boe quoted for July and August makes and 113¢. for September,
Good Canadian, of which little is offering, is held at 103c.to llc. In
Montroal tho market does not change. Tho trade in Now York are agilated
over return shipments of alock from England, but it can hardly bo anythiug
importapt. In London *Choeeo is a firmer trade, though thero is no
chango o prices to report, buyors scemingly not being inclined to pay the

extreme rates domanded. Prices havo a long range, but the 60a. level is not
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apparently to be reached for some time yot, though come it must, especially
if advices from ycur side are correct as to loesencd stock, Suppliea in store
hero aro certainly not ¢n any moguificant ecale, though sume tudividually
roagnificent cheese can ho shown fur the asking by epeculative oporators fur
the Xmas trade. The ravge is §0a. tu 564., with inferior and heated cun-
sidorably lower.”

Eoas.—Although this market is fairly well supplied, prices ountinua 1o
be very firm at 22c to 23c. fur choice fresh stuck and 2le. fur urdinary.
Mountroal reports that the eeg market continues sieady at 15 to 160, fur
Montreal limed with a very fair demand paesiug. It snoems that slupments
are to bo continued during the winter to Euglund through Buot.n, vne ficn
sending forward o carload of fresh stock tu-day. Thnese egys will have to
pay 26s. 8d. per ton epace fteight, and if they set out at this figure for
freight there scows t. ba good grounds fur the belicf that there is 4 market
in England for Can.diaw. eggs. In London * Thero bas been a grest scarcity
of Frooch egg-, and prices have advanced lo. per lung bLuudred, oiher
solections remnining unchanged in consequenco of inferior quality. Loud
complaints ag to thuso from Denmark aro resching revoivers, and liko the
butter trade, disfavor will beget the locking in uther directivns if stippers
are not carcfu). Canadians still keop in large supply at Liverpuul, and
though prices hero are not quite so good as they might have Leen, 6s. 10,
to 7e. 10d. cannot be considered an altogether unsatisfaciory quutation, If
Canadisn shippers aro content with present returns, we want and can take
all they like to sond.”

AprLEs.~There is nothing now to note respectiog apples in this market,
The supply is fully equal to the present demand and prices are very reason:
able. Most of thusy Lairels that we have wuspucted appeat tu nave beou
carefully ond houestiy packod—an improvement on furmer practicss winch
we aro pleased to note. The apple trade is still brisk bothin Liverpool and
London. Lsrge supplies to both markets havs little effect in seudiog down
prices, which Lave depreciuted but little. Tho arsivals in Londun have
been in splendid coudition, especially those from the Lake Districts of
Canada, which have sold at good prices up to 18s. to 193, per bbl.

Fnuir.—The demand for green fruit is of a jobbing character, and
oranges, lemons, etc, are unchanged. The demand for dried fruit is small,
and thore is no change of any kind to note, Currants are firm, while Valon-
cla raisine. are somewhat steadior than thoy were in consequenco of firmer
advices from abroad.

Sucar.—There has been no advsance in sag.r, but refiners etill refuse to
make large contracts. Tho demand is slow, and as soon as an improvement
sets in, a sharp advance may be look.d for, as the raw sugar markets still
continue to be very strong.

Motrasses,—There oro apparently some interesting developments ahead
in connection with the mulasses matket. Holders of Birbados are talking
very strong and predict an advance in the coarso of a month or 83, bising
their contentions on small stocks. Oa the other hand those in Montroal—
which market practically controls ours—who are handling the New Orloans
product say that thero i3 not much likelihood of any material
advance in prices, as the goods that they are handling aro meeting with
considerable favor and are proving a strong compoetitor of Barbadvs.

TEas are justnow in a very uncertain position. China teas were offsred
in Montrosl last week at 10c. less per pound than they wero bought for a
fow months ago, but without effocting business, as buyers hope to do better
in Eogland a little later on. The New York Commerciul Bulletin says:—
¢ Rathor more fault-finding can bo heard on this market, as neither tho dis-
tribution nor the call for invoices has quite come up to calculations.  Even
where dependent custom is known to be workivg on scant accumulations,
buyera adhore to the stand away policy and sllow thewsolves to eater upon
negotiations only when assortments absolutely require replenishing. QOvor
Pingsucys and Formosa holders maintsin a steady tone, but otherwise the
feoling 15 somowhat uusottled and :ather inclined to slackness.”

CorreE.—Stocks of coffeo aro reparted to be quite unususlly small in
this and other Canadian markets, and pricesatostitfer. Of the Now York
market, the Commercial Bulletin says :—* Owners hold on very well in some
cases and endeavor to abstsin from any appearanco of anxioty, but oxperience
difficulty in carrying conviction that thoir ideas of valuation are fully justi-
fied by surrounding influences. To-day, howover, the tone was protty firm
and the turn in favor of sellors. Offeringa appeared to bo smaller and made
with greater caro, and while the position on firm tendors was a little indofin-
ite, appearancos at the close proved strongor, and it was claimed that 12c.
could bo obtained on No. 7, cost and froight. As usual, it is somewhat
difficult to obtain s clear record of the deal when such would be most desira-
ble, but wo learn of 1,000 bags No. 7 por Advance at 12 15-IQc., 1,000 do.
per Culunia at 12.80c., and 600 No. 8 at 12}c. por Oransay, with rumors of
businoss at a fraction less esrly in tho day and a fraction higher at the close.”

Fisn.—This merket remains woak and dull tor all kinds of fish.
Teceipts and catches aro small, aud the demand both at home and abroad
nearly nil. We can sco nothing encoursging in the prosent position.  Our
outside advices are as follows :—Montroal, Dec. 9—* The market is firm
under light supplies. Labrador herring aro quoted ot $5.75 ; Capo Breton
25.75 to 86 ; shoro 85.25 ; green cod §6.25 to §0.50 for largo and 85.50 to
85.75 for No. 1 ; Nfld. salmon in tierces 819 to $20, and in bbls. $13.50 to
S14 ; fresh haddock and cod 3¢. to 4c. per 1b. o8 to quaniity ; frozen salmon
from Now Brunswick bave sold at 15¢. por 1b."” Gloucester, Mags., Dec. 9,
4 Tho season of '91 is practically closcd, all tho mackerol flzot boing in and
all the Grand Bank codtishermen but ono, (the Samucl V. Colby.)

—John Anderson is receiving large returns from his pro-
perty, and tho prospocts of increased yields in the futuro are good aa the
mine opens up well.

The famous Oxford mine was sold at New York last week under foreclo-
suro of a trust mortgage givon as security for a bond issue of $30,000.

What tho property realized or who wers the purchasers wo bavo not yet
been informed, it is gonerally understood, howover, that tho ssle will free
tho property from some sharcholders who would not pay assessments, and
that heroafter the mining work will be vigorously prosecuted.

The total Nova Scotia yisld of gold according to the official returns fur-
nished by the Mines Dopartment for the first six months of 1891, i e, up
to Juno 30th last was 10,650 ozs. 11 dwt & grains from 18,156 tons 18
cwt quartz crushed. Tho averago par ton is good, but 180,000 instead of
18,000 tons of quartz should have been crushed.

Caripov.—\Work ju this district is now principally confined to the
Herbert Dixon mine, which is a fine paying proporty.

At Moose River Mr. Arthur McGregor continues prospecting on the
Montreal Company’s property and crushing with their waler power mill.

MooseLaxbs.—Tho Mooselands Gold Mining Company, maaaged by Mr.
J. G. Stemshorn, bas pot boen making any roturns of late, but weo understand
that the prospects aro good.

Mr. Arthur Haro is doing considerable prospecting and is meeting with
success.

Taxcier.—Work in this onco noted district is confined to prospcctin%by
Messrs. Barlon and Murphy. No ons understands this district better than
they, and in all probability they will develop something of value.

Fixaxcur, Statexexts Br Mixisa Couraxizs.—Some timo ago certain
of tho Eunglish mining companios operating in other countries, adopted tho
plan of publishing monthly statements of their carnings and oxpenscs ; and
now almoat all the important Anglo- Amorican companies follow this custom.
In somo cases weokly statementls of production are mado, but in all, the
veturns, mado up from ostimates at tho minos, are cabled promptly at the
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closo of each month. It is to be regretted that more Amorican companies
do not follow this excellont custom. The numboer of those that do so can
bo counted on the fingers of ono hand. Indeed, among-those whoso
shares aro listed on tho several stock exchanges of the country, thero are
many which do not make even yearly statements. By some of tho exchon-
ges, companica aro required to make monthly reports, but.in nearly overy
instance tho intent of this regulatiun is evaded, an account of the develop-
ments in the mine, which is doubtless unintelligible to many share-
holders, being given, whilo abeolute silence is preserved coucerning the
finsncial condition of the company, which all partics concerned aro most
interestec to know. The great majority of American gold and silver min-
ing companies do not make even such statemonts as these, and the ignoranco
of many shareholders concerning the properties in which they are iuterested,
displayed by the frequent queries which we receive, is surprising. So lung
as this policy is pursued it will be impossible to induce the Fastern investor
to look upon a gold or siiver mining enterprise as an investment, and not
as & mere speculation, and business will be dull at the mining exchanges.
The preparation of such estimates as are made monthly at the mines owned
by English companies occupies no time and involves nv labor worth con-
sidering, and the stockholders in American public cumpanies should feol
that they have aright to eimilar information.— The Engineering and Mininy
Journal,

The mill at the North Brookfield mine has been runniug about fifteen
days and nights. Thers are about 150 tons of quartz now out, giving the
mill more than it can handle. The quartz maintains its former rich appear-
ance.—Gnld Hunter.

TaeE Jookour Party AT BEDFORD Catcm THE GoLp Frver.—Tiring in
their search for deserters and of apreading the scarlet fever amoungst the fair
and buxom domestics of the picturcsque little town of Bedford.the men forin-
ing the lookout party grew weary and were anxiously waiting to be relieved.
Last week, however, there was a startling change in their demearnor, list-
lessness gavo placo to animation, and many long sccretand earnest copsul-
tations were held. One of their number on his long and weary prowlin the
neighborhood of Moir’s dump and further along the road towards Halifsx
turned off the main road on to the old Bedford Road and followed it up
back of the Cullen homestead. Thure was a steep ascent, and frum its
cleared summit the view over the cove and basin with its weil wooded
banks was superb. The only sound was from the mill below, where buz-
zing saws and a croaking water wheel denoted active onterprise. Near bya
silvery stroam flowed swiftly but noislessly on its downward course to the
cove, while an old apple orchard, with gnarled trunks and leafless branches,
showed that icy-handed winter had already been at work. But the sen-
tinel had no time for sentiment. Tho ascent wssa vantage ground frum
which uneeen himself he could watch the road below and pounce upon any
suspicious passer. Scating himself oa a rock near the brink Le narrowly
watched approaching trains and the passengers who alighted from the train
at the dump, but nothing rewarded his vigil. Stocping to drink from the
brook, a glittering object attracted his attention. He fished it out and lo
and behold 1t was a rock fairly glittering with gold. He searched further
and the wholo bank was filled with the glistening metal—ho had found a
‘bonanza, and visions of unlimited beer and tobacco floated bofore him. On
his roturn to quarters ho took his comrades into his confidenco, and showoed
them tho rich samples. At once tho gold fover seized the whole party, and
they detormined to do a little wining on their own account. They wore not
skilled in mining it was truo, but they were perfect at dril! and noted
drillers, and tho change from picket to pick axe duty was only a slight one.
So oarly last Sunday morning as many men 28 cculd be spared from duty
proceeded to tho scene of operations, carefully conceahing sundry drills,
picks and shovels from tho oyes of prying passers. The * better the day
tho better tho deed ™ as their motto, and they worked away vigorously atl
day, taking no hoed of ths passing time cr the waruing church bells, and by
night fall thoy had safely sacked some hundred weight of the pracious
motal. Thon undor cover of darkness they safely returned to quarters fairly
staggering undor tho weight of tho plunder. Tho men on duty had a
smoking meal ready for them with a liboral supply of grog, aud whilo tho
good things wero Tapidly disappearing beforo their voracioas appotites au
old retired amalgamator dropped in.

After much deliberation it was decided to show him tho ore and ho was
t0ld of the rich find. A large sample was laid triumphantly beforo him,
but instead of being astonishod tho old man simply blow a scornful whiff
from his pipo and muttered, * that ain’t no gold, that's rock speckled with
mica snd ain't worth a d—n.” .

SwitriELD, Gurssona Cuunry.—Sonlo yoars ago galena ore carrying
considcrable eilver was discovered at Smithfield, Guysboro Couanty, and
wo have uften wondered why it Lad not buen furthor pruspected. It is
now being opened up by a Coluradv company—so it is 1oported— snd a
ll?“ll' ,pf rich ore has been struck, fine samplos of which Lave been aent to

alifax. .

The same quality of ore has been found at Smithfield, Colchester, and
very extensively developed, pruving an immense ore body to exist. By a
strange coincidence the oro i Guysbore County is founl on the Smith
humestead. Heney Swith, a sunof the owner of the Guysluro farm, settled
at Swithfield, Colchester, and it is on his farm some fuur wiles from
Middie Stowiucke that galena ore is found tuexist in such large quantities.
Tho two places are miles apart, but Smithfisld, Guysboro County, is almost
due East of Swithfivld, Co.chester Co. The ore doposits run east and wost
and crop up at difforer: places beiween the two Smithfie.ds and to the west
of Swithfield, Colchester County, so that it is not improbablo that work
will prove that there is a lung stretch of country oxtending almost across
the Province which abounds in galena ore. Thus in addition to iron and
copper smolting works thero is the probability of lead smeltisg works being
soon erected in this Province, and as galeua ore is found in Cape Breton
and in the Western Counties, the industry should prove a lasting and very
romumerative ono, At any rate there are already two Romeos in the fie'd.

Suersrooke.—Prospects are a little better in the Sherbrooke gold
district. The DBluikie Gld Mining Company are working on the old
“ Rackvillo” property. They have opened a small whin Jead which shows
very good gold. Mr. Willis, the treasurer of the “ Sutheiland” gold mining
company, 18 in Sherbrooke. I: is not yet kuown whother he intends
starting work this winter or not. ‘Though a amall projperty, the ¢ Suther-
lapd’ bas been very httle pruspected. About 150 ounces of gold were
taken out of the * Sutherland" lead in February, March June and July,
1890. Since then very little work has been doue. A Company hasg been
formed to work tho arcas formerly owned by theRCoburg Company of
On.ario. The mive has nut been worked fur nearly twenty years, acd (as
far as can be ascertained) tho lead is from eight to ten inches thick and
good for seven or eight penny weights iu the bottom of the shaft.

A COLLIERY TO TALK ABOUT.

From the Journal and Necs,
{Concluded.)

A visit to the place in which the pillars are boing taken out nffords proof
that the system followed is n wiso ome. A balauce, say 400 by 500, is
taken at a time. The distance betweon say No. 7 balanco and No. 6 is four
kuodred feet. At a point fifty feet from No. 7 a cut i3 made, and the cosl
worked toward No. 7. It is not possible, owing to the pressure on the roof, to
get in every caes tho coal clean out to No, 7, but what the men are forced to
leave is 8 comparatively smell quantity. After this fifty foet cut has been
completed the men come back acd take n now cut of fifty feot, until the
whole is woiked out. The drawing of pillars is dangerous work as a rule,
and yet in the Drummond colliery no fatal accident has occurred at pillar -
work, nor in fact has any futal accident occurred to a miner when working
his conl durivg twenty yosre. This is a wondeiful record. Though the
Diummond colliery has been in operation for & quarter of a century, there
is 8till abundarce of coal. As we trail out we ure shown tbree balances,
400xb500 feet each, of ccal, none of which has been tovched ; thisis exclusive
of tho slopo pillar some 6003500, which will not be taken out till the mine
is all but exhausted. .

A run through the airways givee an idea how the miune is ventilated. In
the main airway there is a stifl breeze, A novice would think this a waste
of wind, but it i» all necessary. It has lots of work to do to free the mine
frcm gas made io tho now workings, to carry off what backs down even
againet the stropg current from the old workings, and to resist the pressure
1n these old warkings wkich but for the strongth of the air would force gas
into the working facee. The airwnys have in the past, on accounts of falls,
teen o souice of trouble, but now zll seems to be in sound conditinn due to
paipstakivg mapagemont.

As we ride upward st a fair rate of speed, the smallness in circumferonce
of the wire rope as compared with those in use years ago is noticeable.
This does mot look like a wire rope, for no strands ate visible, but like a
picco of eolid steel ; yet it is a wiro rope, ono of Sir George Elliot's make,
leck coil—very thrifty, as good ss new, though in uss 18 months. R.
E. Dawson, of Stellartun. represents the makers, and though the first cost of
the rofes is greater, hie is succeeding in introducing toem at 8 number of the
collieries.

If the works undergroucd ero characteristic of prudent and skilful
mapegemont, the overground workiogs indicate tbat the one who suparvisee
sll, M1. Fergic, has tho qualities which go toward auccessful mansgemsant,
viz, fidelity to detoils Improvements and additions are noticeable on every
hsnd. The bonk head has been rsised and extonded snd new screens built
so that coal mey be bandled quickly. It may be nocessary in a couple of
years to put a further addition to the bank hoad to allow of fiftcen or twenty
boxes being hoisted at a time. This is tho only way to make up for the
greater depth the mine must through time assume. But for present
requirements the spaco on bank beed suffices.

The new ongine bouse, a substantial brick affair, is the best without
doubt in the Prsvince. Nor is the exterior the only point to be admired.
Tho inside is iu keoping with the outside. When finished, with wainacoating
to a height of five feet, it will be a model one, which a tasty coginesr may
wake a thing of beauty.

8 Noxt, tho the coko ovens, some twonty i pumber, but not all at
this time heated. Tho demand for coke is chbiefly local. More blast
furnaces are required in the county befure & market for all the coke that can
be made can be obtaincd. The Drummond coliiory coho is bright looking,
and contidered by those who uee it a superior anticle.

Axd last, a visit to the Fan Iouse. 1low smoothly the ongine works;
all but neiseless, But for a slight crackling of heated grease, Do soung is
zudible, sxd for sixteen years day in ord dey out, with only short stoppages
¢f ton minutes, oxcrpt on onc occasion, has the engine made its revolutions
on which €0 much depende.  And for vixteon years, with a break of soms
fivo months, has the same ongine-man heen in attendance. Much depends
on tho fan, and while much 1olicd upen, it iz not the cnly mesns used for
circulation of air in the mine. Should accident occur thero i3 a ateam jot,
inspecied periodically, resdy 1o bo set in motion which will st 17,000 feet
of air per micute in circulation.

All the improvenients noticeable ¢ st much monoy, and this year thors
may be emall dividenda. Next year if the Dizcctora show push on their
p:att tho sharcholders should 1eceivo a haudsome return. Tho colliery is
thorougily equipped for o big output. Two hundred thoussnd tons should
bo bandied next year with cate.  This year the outpnt will fall bebind last
year by twenty thousand lons—Iast year's shipmente, bowever, were
oxcoptional,—bul this is o fault of tho management, but due in part to the

stianding of a sloamer and the delay in sending forward tho new engines.
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It lies now with the Directors to show what the: can do. New blood has
beon infused into the board. Mr, Angus of C. ;' R. fawe is a director, and
being full of push ho will uo doubt infuse his fetlow directers with that of
which he has a stock.

Though much hes been done, thore is to bo no halting, An additional
lift in the mine will bo begun at once, A drift is to be cut to the No. 2
seam some seven hundred feot in length, ‘I'nia will test the Scott pit coal
st a depth of threo thousand feet on the sngle. It is confidently anticipated
that.at that drpth the cual will be of excellont quality, as the dosper tho
Scott pit went the coal was found to improve. By continuing the dritt 400
faet further the third seam will be struck. At the crop out of this seam the
coal is nine feet thick, five feet only being really good, but 1t is thought thav
if a drift be cut it will be fuund to bo all of excellent quality. There may not
be 20 much coal in Pictou Co. as some imsgiue, but of the coeal that is, the
Intercolonisl Co'y havo a large share, say two equaro miles of coal or
sufficient to last for fifty years.
