CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

DULLNFSS is the leading characteristic
of the market this week. Pine men state,
however, that there lias been more i-
quiry for their goods, but whether it
means an imniediate forward movement
it is iard to tell. They trust, however,
that it signifies good sales in the near
fnture, and a partial clearing out of stocks,
which are so large as to fill up piling
ground to an unusu-l extent. Prices,
however, do not show any sign of advanc-
ing. In hardwood there is no movement
and quotations are nominal.

QUEEc AND NRW DRUNSWiCK.

The outlook for spruce is mose favor-
able, and there is a prospect of a good
denand for United States consumption
ihis fall. The droutht has seriously crip-
Âiled the Maine nills, and there is littlk
danger of spuce men in the lower pro-
virces having to send forward consign-
ments for sale, the actusal requirements of
dealers being such as to takc about all
they will be able to supply. One of the
best mill men in Nova Scotia has a choice
lot of two inch spruce plank, sawed
specially for the Boston market, which he
cxpects to close Out at £13 a thousand.
That figure is «bout the ruling price for
Boston random. Choice good widths
and long lengtls will bring $16.50 deliver-
ed in New York. Fron all appearances
thbre is going ta be an unusuially large
cut of spruce logs in New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia the coming winter. Mill
men have been giving c!oser study to the
eastern market, and wdl cut lumber next
season better adapted for that trade,
and wili therefore compete more vigor-
ously with the New England nills. Wagcs
are probably lower in the provinces, and
there being no duty, the lumber can be
produced cheaper in Canada. The United
States men appear to be afraid of the
competition, and if Canadian lumbernien
take advantage of conditions, they can
probably work up a good trade. At-pre-
sent prices have not advanced, in fact
therc is a good deal ofccutting.

nRITISI[ COIUMDIA.

Trade :s decidedly looking up, the boom
in South Africa having given an imipetus
to shspnents. Puget Sanl has, perhaps,
reaped the greater part of the benefit so
far, and it is well for the B.C. lumbermen
to be careful, for the general impression is
thai the boom will not last long, ard some.
body stands to lose heavily when the pre-
sent rush is over. The mills are busy.
The Moodyville mill lias again started,

and the Hastings mil[ has been cutting
full lime all season. Wholesale dealers
report that fairly large orders are being
received fron the interior, and as this was
not looked for it is encomiaging. Anum-
ber of prominent members of the Van-
couver board of trade have left for Koote-
nay, in an attempt to capture some of the
trade. As the Canadian Pacific Railway
have given the sase rate froi Victoria to
the interior as from Vancouver, the
chances of tride are equai between the
two cities. Hopefulness is seen on all
hands and the prospect is encouraging.

UNITED STATES.

The reports frotn the great luriber
centres vary considerably in tone this
week. October trade shows a sensible
improvenent over Septemiber, which lat-
ter was certainly disappointing. Chicago
shows the greatest advance, due to activi-
ty in building operations. The figures for
building in that city for the first nine
months of the year show an increase of
ten per cent. over the corresponding
period of 1894, and it looks as if the im-
provement had come Io stay. In the
Northwestern States the improvement is
not sa marked. At Buffalo and Tona-
wanda there is a sensible increase in de-
mand. In New Yok buyers are cautious,
and are willing to rick leaving in first
hands titi wanted. At Saginaw and Bay
City buyers are inquiring more freely, the
resuslt doubtless of high freight rates from
Lake Superior, but they look upon Michi-
gan prices as too high, and are buying
littie. In the west low prices for grain
retards business. In the south cotton
has advanced n price and the lumber
business must be favorably affected.
While there is a depression then in some
districts, there is a decided gain in others,
and the outlook on the whole is cieering.
White pine in the Lake Superior region is
lower than last year, due to a variety of
causes, one of thein being the competition
from Canadian lumber in the east. The
demand for yellow pine in the west seems
to have fallen off at present. Hcmlock at
Buffao and in Pennssylvania shows consid-
orablestrenstth. Spiucc isalnost thesanie
as last weck. A large incrcase in ship-
ments of Douglas fir trom Puget Sound
ports mh reported. In hardwood, Septem-
ber was behind expectattons, nut only in
volume of business, but as to prices. Oc-
tober so far shows somie improvement.
Vholesalers arc, however, buying c:uti-

oussly. Oak sell facely, for ailoer woods
the demand as only fair. !n Bnffalo there
was an increase of sales in September,

-but prices are loc low. There is a scar-
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city of cars on the Pacific coast, and re
cedar shingles, which are wantecd in th
east, cannot be got forward.

FOREIGN.

Farnuo-th & Jardine's circular date
E st Oct., gives the arrivais fron Bris
North America for the month as 34 veE
sels, 31,198 tons, as against a7 vessel
25,528 tons last year. This shows a grati
fying increase. There lias been a bette
tone in busine.s, and more inquiry, bu
values have not improved. Imports hav
been liberal and consumption satisfactor3
but stocks arc sufficient. Importation
of wancy timuber from Canada have beei
moderate, chiefly on contract and for im
mediate consumption, with prices un
changed. Of square pine the imp->rt ha
been hight, but sales are slow. Of re,
pine, stocks are light. First-class oak i!
asked for at slightly better prices, second
class is hard ta seli. Ash shows small un
ports, poor demand and lower prices. Ir
elm, prices are firn with only a modeirat
stock. There bas been a falling off in im
ports of pine deals, still stccks are toc
heavy, and vaiues dificult ta maintain,
There has been a considerable increasc
in imports of sprucc deals from the lower
provinces. Prices are firmer. Therewere
no importations of British Columbia fir.
From othcr countries the arrivais have
been moderate. Othei foreign maîkets
indicate little change from last week.

Yellow cyprus is an exceedingly
valuable wood, used largely in fine cab-
inet work.

Freights from Nova Scotia ports ta
Boston usually run from $2 ta $2.25 per
thousand, occasionally advancing ta $2.5o
if there is a demand for vessels ta carry
potataes and apples. Just now potatoes
are so cheap in Boston that there is little
inducement ta send them in. Neverthe-
theless, it is hard ta get the righ* kind of
vessels for lumber.

HOW IT IS DONE.

A salesnan on the road in the eastern
states tells how a Nova Scotia lumber-
man disposed of a cargo of spruce lumber
and how little he got for it. The cargo
was consigned to a concern in Boston,
who had no knowledge of the Itimber
trade, but who finally succeeded in giving
away a pretty good cargo at about $1o
per thousand merchantable, with two-
th:rds price for refuse, Boston survey.
After settling and getting a note from a
tesponsible lumber firm, the commission
man could not place the note, and finally
sold the note ta a regular comntission
bouse, less 5 per cent. No doubt the
Nova Scotia manufacturer finally paid two,
commissions on his consignment, and ifhe
ever finds out the way be was treated be
may hereafter consign his lumber ta re-
gular lomber commission merchants. If
the latter -)uld handle ail the lumber
which gocs there from Nova Scotia there
would be at least $i a'thousand more ob-
tained for it.
