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THE SUNDAY SOHOOL.

A paper read before the Minaesota Church
Sunday School Association, held in St. Paul's
Oburch, Minneapolis, Wednesday and Thurs-
day, Februrary 27th and 28th 1889, by the Rev.
James Dobbin, D. D., Rector of Shattuck
School, Faribault.

- My theme is in two parts: 1st. The object
of the Sunday school.” 2nd. Itsnecessity.

It seems to me that for a Christian to ask the
object of the Sunday echool, is much the same
a8 to question the object of the Church of Christ.
At least it suggests the fact that one very im-
portant principle in the ref rmation of human
nature is lost sight of. To win sonls to Christ,
and to oultivate the spiritaal life involve in-
struction and training no less than worship.
Muoch of this instruction can be given to the
young better in the familiar question and
answer, and by personal teaching, than is pos.
gible by the lecture or the rermon. It makes
the information more pgreonal; it brings the

- teacher. and the tavght more closely together;

whatever is taught can be more easily and
minutely explained ; it iscommitted to memory;
and it prepares one for a better understanding
of the instruction given afterwards in service
and sermon. Henve the Sunday school shounld
be considered not as a substitute but an adjunct
of the Church,

For we must not think for one moment that

the Church and the Sunday school are of the
same authority, or that the latter should ever
in any case usurp the place of theformer. Ob-
jection is gome time made to the Sunday school
with some show of truth, from the fact that the
school is made, oris allowed to assume im-
portance and place, as if it were the “Children’s
Churoh.” The school that takes its place in
the people’s minds as such, or that thinks to
build up the Christian character in children by
instruction apart from the worship and sacra-
ment, i8 not the agency we are pleading for.
The one ia that organism divinely appointed
which has been tho keeper of the trath in all
these ages, which administers the Word and the
sacraments for the gslvation of men, and which
brings men visibly into the invisible commun-
jon with the Divine Head; the other is a hu-
man agency for educating and training children
for this membership of Christ, and the soul of
all its methods and the letter and spirit of its
work must be this one purpose of bringing
ohildren out of the world, gy the aid of person-
al influence and religious instraction into the
Churoch,

Yet the Suoday school, while only & human
‘means of & divine end, is none the less one of
the most effentive of bringing children into the
fold. Inono sense it is preparation which goes
hand and hand with the epiritual training
which a true ritual of worship always gives in
and of itself. For woe must always keop in mind
that the trae idea of the school is not only in-
telligence but devotion; that intelligence in re.
ligions matters is a necessity to children, but &
necessity that is met only when it ripens into
religious and a devotional life.

The work of the Sanday school teacher must

not be thought of simply in connection with
some lesson to be learned, whether that lesson
is & study of the Bible, or of Churoh history, or
of the Catechism. Any one of these can be
taught 8o that it shall be little moro than au
intelleotual exercise. It may be merely fixing
faots, or principles of conduct or belief in the
memory, without giving them the life or the
light that quickens acd enlightens the spirit,
and finds its end in holier living. It may be
mere committing to memory. - How many les-
sons are that and nothing mbre.

So no true work oan bo done in any sacred
lesson unless the mind of the teacher is con-

stantly looking out for some way in which to
make personal application to the actual needs
of the learner’s life, It must not be & general,
vague explanation of truth, bat it must be
shown it has & personal fitness to the life we
are appointed to lead among men; it must ~bs
made to waken the apiritua! consciousness, and
to lead the learner to see that all revelations of
divine trath are given us to show how we must
live oar earthly life, that we may be prepared
for the heavenly. It must kindle faith in the
verities of religion, and be made & power under
God to form the character.
And while this i trme, it is just as meedful
we should remember that we have to be patient,
and learn to bide our time in the development
of the spiritual ides in the minds of the young.
Wao shall not often find, if we look for it, very
much conscious growth of the moral sense in
the earlier years. Thelesson taught seems very
ofien not to bear fruit; there is a heeedlessneas
in most children that is appaling to a novioe;
& want of understanding of the relation of con-
duot to the character, that is apt to discourage
the teacher who lacks experience, or who has
ngt learned that moral and spiritnal sense noed
time for development no less than the mental
and tho physical powers. But we may be sare
that no right training altogether fails to  make
its impression. The seed well sown in - youth
may lie dormant, and many years after be seen
to bring forth the peaceable fruits of righteons-
ness, We oan not be improssed too deeply
with the fact that the spiritual perceptions of
childhood, as a rule, are not keen, but they can
be oultivated. The moral and religiouns life in
children, is very largely & matter of habit, and
you will build & bridge that will oarry the soul
over many an inclination to do wrong. Yon
will make it & pcwerful aid to the performance
of duty, a faot that should be made the most. of
until a deeper sentiment takes possession of the
soul, '
The object of the Sunday school may be
summed up in one brief statement ; it is to win
children to Christ. As things are, it seems to
be the only means, certainly by far the bast
means of generally instructing and winning
and guiding their footsteps into tho Church.
[t is therefore the most practioal way by which
we Christians oan fulfil the law which we be-
lieve Christ laid upon all pastors: ‘Feed my
lambs." — Minnesota Missionary and Church Re-
sord ‘

NOTES FROM THE AMERICAN
CHURCH 8. S. MAGAZINE, (Phila)
FOR JULY.

The Secularization of Hducalion in the
public schools should meet with resolute op-
position. If it goes on to the exclusion of
morals along with the exclusion of the Bible,
the varions churches and denominations will
have no refuge but to establish parochial
sochools, and put in & olaim for state help for
the children, If parents have a right to with-
draw their children because the Bible ia read,
certainly other parents might have an "equal
right to withdraw their ohildren from schools
where morals are negleoted and roligion ostra.
oised. Either let the schools teach morals on &
Christian basis, or else let the pablic school
fund be divided among the denominations for
the support of schcols where virtne and reli-
gion ave recognized as inseparable.

The Bible as the Rule of Faith has always
been so recognized by the Church of God. The
Church is not founded on the Book but on the
Person of Christ, and the Church as a living
witness existed before the New Testament was
completed, bnt it is to be remembsred that the
Old Testament Soriptures were used substan.

tially by the Apostles ag weuse the New Testa-
thent. The habit of reference to Soripture is
and has always been the same 8o far as Sorip-
ture existeds Now if one says the Church was
befora the Bible, what follows ? Oaly this, that
the Bible is the latest, fullest, ripest ntterance
of the Chareh, i.e,, the voice of the Church and
rale of faith, The diotionary is the rule of a
language, but language is not founded on the
dictionary. The relation is mutual, and invites
& prooess of comparison and verification alike
reasonable and wholesome.

A barrier to unbelief has been fourd in the his-

toric Christ, All attacks on the New Tosta-
ment have failed jast baoanse they cannot get
rid of the person of Christ; so also attacks on
the Old Testament fail because they canmot
blot out tho strong central fizare of the fonader
of Hebrew inatitutions. Moaes is the stambling -
stone of skeptics who attack the validity bf the
Pentateuch. Quae school, reading the monn-
ments in Egypt, have tried to prove that the
Hebrew institations were an imitation of
Egyptian models. Another school endeavor
to prove that Hobrew institutions date properly
from the time of the Babylonian exile These
efforta neatralize each other, and between them
the olaims of Moses remain solid. Unbelief
will not win s0 long as the central psrsonages,
Mo es and Christ, are recognizad as God’s
agents. It is a large contraot when men nader-
stand to overthrow such tenacious historic
lines as the Hebrew race and the Charch of
Christ. '

Popular Misconceptions of religion ought to
be overhauled and gotten rid of. How shall
thig be brooght abont ? If it is undortaken in
the pulpit the clergy may seem to be hitting at
orthodoxy when they really mean to expose
only erroneous impressions of orthodozy. In
our day, when to sit in the seat with scoffers
may gt & man & repatation for brilliance and
soientific acumen, there is no doubt & decided
temptation to adopt a tone which, although
not intended as a sneor, sounds very much like
it.. No man can sneer well, and the habit of
contemptnous salire only costs the loss ot a
hearing. Some other way of getting rid of
popular misconceptions must be found. A very
s'mple and honest method is for the work to be
done by every one but himself —yet not by him-
self, If one sits down by himself to piock to
pieces his inherited Creed he will end by get-
ting into confusion of thought, but he can ex-
smine his faith for himself without getting by
himseif and setting up 8 new departare, Let
the inquiring mind associate itself with a Bible-
olass under & candid but experienced leader, a
clergyman if possible ; if not, then under one
known to represent conservative but earnest
views of the Bible and the Church. The two
questions are, first, what are the doctrines of
revealed religion found in the Bible and taught
in the Churoh ofall ages?- Second, what are
the veal facts about the Visible Church of
Christ ? The private individval has generally
taken his faith as it is hauded down withoat
examining it, satisfied with iia temper and
gpirit of receiving it as indorsed. There is jost
as little nourishment in swallowing the creed
whole as there is in bolting one's comumon food.
It is not irreverent to digest the bread which
God gives us, Try to get an accmrate idea of
the doctrines of religion as contained in the
Apostles Creed, A definite faith has greater
power than a mystical revervnce, though
roverence i8 by no means ever done away in
dealing with nfiuite trath, Try to know as
much as is revealed, and there will still be left
enough myatery for reverence.

THrex are many ways of rebuking sin, One
effootive way, that of Chriss, is to cast one's in-

fluence immediately on the right side. Inveo-
tive against evil is seldom as efficient as a silent
but firm stand apon the platform.

EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS.

Sir,—An -advertisement of ®t. Catharines’

Hall, Augusta, Me., in your last issue, has sug-
gested to me the propriety of a few remarks
commendatory of that most excellent school for
youung ladies. To that end I now ask the pri-
vilege of & short space iua the CHURCH GUAERD-
1AN.

In Canada and the United States the old fos-
silised idcas that it was destructive of woman's
usefulness, and her characteristic charm ia the
home cirole, to know more than fitted her for
the actual duties of domestic life, and deroga—
tory, also, to the digrity of a lady to earn her
own livelihood, are fortunately now amoug the
things of the past. Everywhere throughout
the length and breadth of the vigorous young
countries, and now, also, even in conservative
old England, women is making ber power to
be felt in the varions walks of life, and that
100, without inthe least necessarily detracting
from her position asdatiful daughter and tender
loving wife and mother. Indeed, it is the
admission of many & so called ¢ lord of creation’
that his domestic happiness and success in life
have been the direot result of the scund judg-
ment, developed through high training at
school, of the presiding epirit of his housobold,

Bat to effect this end, partial training is in-
sufficient, and partial training is that system
whose aim is only the secular education of the
pupil, To prodace the perfect type of woman-
hood the highor prinoiples of the heart as well
as the Jatent powers of the mind must be devel-
opoed and directed. The religions element no
less than the secular must be allowed its full
share in the good work.

Amongst the many excellent schools both in
Canads and the United States working on this
principle of religious and secular training,
speaking as a parent who has had experience
in both countries, 1 know of no institation
where these blended forees for developing the
true woman is ocarried to greater perfection than
at St. Catharines’ Hall. As a father, I feel a
debt of gratitude to that school, and it is out of
the abundance of the heart that I have under-
taken to recommend it to the serious consider-
ation of parents seeking such training as will
develope to their fall perfection those budding
graces of mind and heart, body and spirit,
which they now so fondly contemplate in their
daaghters.

Sig,—In your issuc of 1st May appears a re-
print from the London 7ablet, what purports
to be the sentence passed upon the Lord Jesus
Christ by Pontins Pilato and assessovs condemn-
ing Him to be cruocified; the said sentence {or
a copy.of it) being engraved upon a copper
plate enclosed in an antique vase of white
marble, found in the Tibec in A ». 1280, the
sentence being in Hebrew, and the dute 26th of
Maroh, in the 17th year of the reign of Tiberius.

In a work entitled *“ Mun all Immortal,” by
the Rev. D. W. Clark, D.D,, published in 1864,
the author mentions the finding of this marble
vase and contents, which he assures his readors
is undeniable proof of oar Lord's Jrucifixion at
the time mentioned above; bnt he gives the
years of the finding of the vase 1850, and the
date of the sentenoe 24th March.

In Smith's History of Rome the date of the
predecessor of Tiberius, namely Augustas, is
given at 19th August, A.p. 14, when the former
became sole emperor, hence Tiberius wasin the
17th year of his reign in the month of March,
A.D, 31; the new mooun in the same month
having failen at Jerusalem upon Murch 10th at,
or within less than one hour over or under 1 hr.
26 min. 48 sec. a.m. ; hence the first day of
the Hebrew month began at sunset of the 10th
and ended at the sunset of the 11th, and there-
fore the 15th began on March 24th a: sunset
and ended on the 25th at sunset. The time of
full moon I calculate to have been at 3 hours.
3 min, 68 sev. p.m. ot 25th March, the 15th of
the month in question, in this case correspond-
ing to the date of the fall mooa.

In Valentine’s Hebrew Almanack the earliest
date for ihe 1st day of the first Hecolesiastical
month, Abel or Nisan, is March 12th, which
givea for Niean 16th, March 26th, being the
earliest day for the observance of the Passover,
and, therefore, March 26th A.p. ; 31st was the
15th day of the mooth Ve-adar, tho year being
intercalary.

The date 26th March A.p. 3lst is N.S, and,
therefore, Pilate, who knew nothing of New
Suyle, it having been first invented in A . 1682,
must have given the date in 0.8, the yesr of
the Julian period being then 4744, which gives
the Cycle of the Sun 12, fur which the Domini.
cal letter is G, corresponding to March 25th,
and the difference between the date of the O.8.
being two days in the century in guestion
greater than those of the N.3, it follows that
if Pilate had had anything to do with the slleged
docament ha must have dated it March 27th.
Again, the 8.L. for A.D.31st N.8, is K, corres-

vnding w March 23rd; hence March 25th

.8., March 27th, 0.8, A.D. 31st—Tuesday

Oar Lord having been crucified on Friday as
is olear trom ihe Evangelists, and March 25th

N.8. having occurred on Tueedsy in the 17th

yeur of tnesolo reiga uf Tiberiag, acd tho month
not havirg beon Nisua, bt t:e ssooni Adar,

A SUMMER RESORT FOR CLERGY.

If we do
that tho project becomes too alarming and would
resuit in the abandonment of the primary objoeot ,
A Clergy Resort s the only want the Diooese
requires moeting to mako it & perfest Diocese,
a model divcese. Tho projuect is endorsed by all
the rural clergy, and, it I s rightly informed,
by the city clergy. Weo want s beginning, a
nucleus, aed I am quite sure it will then grow
in importance—in kesping with all our Church
funds, ¢ from small beginnings often greatness
springs.” 8o it would bo here. We have sons
of wealthy men who luxariate in seasida resi-
dences; sy ! men and women t00, whose sym-
puathetic hearts are readily tonched where real
wants aro presented to them This is & real
want capable of extended development and
worthy of effort. Think of men of education
passing yesr aftor yoar, it some remote eoun-
try Mission, out off from all the social refine-
ments ot eivilization, often without a single
friend of mental culture, with thoe daily jig trot
of & faithful nag, ministering hore and there in
the high ways and by ways to the wants of his
people, with no break in the monoioay of his
work, Why, a month at the seaside with ocoa-
sional access to cultivated minds and intercourse
with refined society, and a chance to rub off
those rude and hursh coraers natarally acqaired
by doing ut Rome as Romuns do, and whioh the
polish of civilized life alone is ablo to accom-
plish, would be oro of the greatest blessings
you could offur the poor follow. Will not some
noble mindod son or daughter of the Charch
start the work ? I mistako the measurs of our
able Charchmon if there is not ono todo it, and
I anticipate with much fuith that our good
Bishop wiil soon be placed in a position of en-
couragement by some liberal contribator.

King's CoLLEGE, ENCENIA

1be Encenia held on the 27th ult,, at Wind-
gor, N. S., appeared to huve been a groat suo-
cess.

Among those attending from Halifax besides
the Lord Bishop and Dr. Partridge, were Sena
Pryor, two' en-
thusiastic friends of the College, who have at-
terded nearly every enceria for the last half cen
tury ; Hon. 8, L. Shannon, who gradusated from
Kings’s college fifty-three years ago; W. C.
Silver, one of the most venerable and highly
esteemed supporters of the college and
of the church ; Dr. Trenaman, president of the
Alumui Assooiation, and from other parts of tha
province: Rev. Dr. Ambrose and Mrs. Am-
brose, Digby; Ven. Archceacon Kanlbach ;
Rev. H. A. Harley and Mrs. Harley, Pictou;
Rev. Oanon Brigstocke, St. John; Bligs Carman,
Frederioton ; Douglas Sladen, the national poet
of Australia; Rev. Dr. 8. T. Rand, Hantsport;
N. W. White, Q. C., Shelburne; Dr. Bordea,
M. P., and Mrs Borden, Canning; Rev. W. J.
Ancient, Rawdon, and Rev. &. B. Dodwell,

The proceedings commenced by the celebra-
tion of Holy Communion in the Hensley momo-
rial chapel. At 10:30 service was held in the
beautiful parish church—one of ihe most at-
tractive on the inside to be found in the pro
vinoe, and finished in native oak, The sermon
was preached by Ven, Archdeacon Kaulbaok,
of Troro, from Job, 28th chapter and 28:h
verse, ' The favor of the Lord, that is wisdom,
and to depart from evil is understanding.”

The Convoostion proper opened in the after.
noon, in Convocation Hall, after that full jas-
tice had been done to an excellent lunch pro-
vided by the Governors, to which about 100
persons eat down. Rev. Dr. Wellets, who was
the previons appointed President of the col-
lege (of which he has been aoting president for
the past year) presided. He delivered a lengthy
address, in the courae of which he eulogised the
graduates of the Collo%e who had passed away
during the year—Dr. DeWolf Fraser, Rev. Dr.
Crawley, Dr. Benjamin Curren, Canon Walker
for 63 years rector of Sussex, and Chief Justice
.Gray, of British Columbia, He described the
ohanges made in thestaff. Dr. jones, who had
graduated at Heidelberg with the reputaton of
having passed one of the finest examinations of
any English speaking student within the re-
collection of the reoctor, had been appoirted
professor of modern languages, trusting to the
friends of the college to provide funds for his
galary. Rov. Dr. Brock had been succeeded by
Rev. F. W. Vroom as professor of divinity.
Prof, Vroom's appoiniment ought to prove an
additional bond of union between King's and
New Brunswick. Ring's College counld no
longer be reprouched with passing by its owa
graduates in seeking professors, Of the staff
of six professors three were graduates of King's,
Under the managoment of Mr. Miller the col-
legiate school had maintained its excellent re-
putation. The Governors had to devise means
to meet the increased expenditures, Instead of
the endowment fund, attention had been given
to raising a Suarantee fund. Arrangements
were being made to canvas New Brunswick and
Nova Socotia for this fand, Dr. Willets empha-
gized the faot that the college was not the
private property of a small clique, but the com-
mon heritage all Church people in the pro-
vinces. If the olergy would instranot the peo-
ple in the past history of the college and what
it hopes and cught todo, and as to their duty to
it complaints of apathy, indifference and ig-
norgnce would soon cease. And Church peo-

ple would be found just as willing {o contribute
to King's as Baptists did for Acadia, Metho.
dists for Mount Allison and Presbyterians for
Dalhousie. He called attention to the resolu-
tion passed by the Synod providing that an an-
nual collection should be taken up in every
parish for King’s and he regretted to find that
only 22 or 23 of the 70 parishes had contribp-
uted, ard that their total contributions only
aggrogated $231, 45, or $4.50 per week, or one
half cent per head for 60,000 Church people of
Nova Scotia—to the support of religious edu-
cation. After pointing out the solemn duty
that rested upon the clergy in reference to the
college, Dr. Willets addressed himself to the
gradunates.

‘ During the thirteen years 1 have been in
Windsor I havo over and over again heard it
asked: “ Why do not the graduates of King's
college take more interest in their own instita-
iion, and why do they not do more for it?
They come to the College, they epjoy all its
advantages and privileges: almost all of them
have benefited by nominations which exempt
them from all tuition fees daring their three
or four year's course, ac well as from the fee
for their B. A, degree—advantages I may say,
which, to the best of my belief, are not offered
by any other college in Canada—and then they
go away and apparantly forget the advantages
they have enjoyed, and fail to realize that their
colloge has any claim upon them.” Though I
fear this may be trne generally speaking, there
are several notable exceptions, one or two of
which readily ocour to me, The late Rev.
George Hodgson, one of the best men King’s
college aver tarned out, showed his gratitnde
and luve towards his old college by bequeath-
ing to it his library and all his property,
amounting to between $30,000 and $40,000, one
life only intervening.

Dr. Jacob Mountain, another graduate, has
recontly given about $3,000 towards the endow
ment of 4 professorship. There are others, too,
whom it wight appear, invidious to mention,
who are working hard for their College, and
never lose an opportanity of farthering its
interests. Now every graduate can do some:
thing, oven thongh in mapy oases it may be
bat a little. Let me then earpectly entreat
you every oue to contribute liberally ascording
to your means towards the support of your old
coliege, Bsar in mind that she is the Alma
Mator who has been chiefly instrumental in
furpishing you with that mental equipment
which has enabled you ail to hold yocur own
and make your way in the world, which has
indeed enabled many of you to attain fo positions
of high honor and responsibility, and some of
you even to positions of eminence. It is true
that by careful management she can with her
present means conlinue to oarry on her
work and give a good education, But surely
you have an ambition for her beyord that.
Surely it is your wish and intention that your
old college shall keep pace with the educational
requirements of the day ! Do not then forsake
her. Do not for a <ingle moment think of
allowing her to be handed over to the tender
mercy of strangers, howover well-meaning
they may be and however wide they may open
their arms to receive her. But as she cared
for you in yoar yoath, so let it be now your
duty asnd your pride to care for her in her old
age. She has done her best for you. Do you
in retarn do your best for her and with the
bishops, clergy and laity make without delay a
determined effort on hor behalf which shall nJst
fail of success ; 8o that when nex: year comes
round and we celebrate her hundredth anniver-
sary, her means shall have received an increase
80 substantial as 10 ensure her many years of
inoreased usefulness and prosperity.

Dicorsax Syxob.

The Twentieth Session of the Diocesan Synod -
of Fredericton opened on the morning of the
3rd July, in the Church hall. The Most Rev-
erend the Metropolitan presided; the Right
Rev. Dr. Kingdon also having & seat on the
platform. There was a large attendance of
clergymen and laymen.

After the usual prayers the Bishop informed
the Synod that owing to ill health Rev. Canon
Medley wished to resign the office of Secretary ;
Rev. O. 8. Newnham was acting as secretary
at his request.

On motion, Rev. Mr. Newnbam was appoint-
ed Seoretary pro tem. After the constitution
of the Synod .bad been duly settled by the ex-
awination of the certificates of delegates, the
Rev. Mr. Newpham was duly appointed secre-
tary of the Synod, and the following resolation,
moved by Hon. D. L, Hanington, -as ocarried
by a standing vote: '

That the Synod in being deprived of the val-
uable services of the Rev. Canon Medley as their
Secretary, an office which he has efficiently
held for many years, desire to place on record
their high esteem for his character and work,
and tender to him their warm and heartfolt
gympathy under the circumstances which have
required him for the present to give up his offi-
ocial duties,

After the Bishop had made a few remarks in
which he explained that it was only ill health
that prevented his doing more work this year
than usual, certain Standing committees were
appointed, and also the Board of Domestio and
Foreign Missions, viz : Clergy—Revs. Dr, Brig-
stocke, J, H. Talbot, W. O. Raymond ; Laity—
C N. Vroom, W. M, Jarvis, G. Berbert Loe.
~=Bishop Kingdon then read the report of tho
committee on the Union of The Church in Brit-
ish North Amerioa under one ecclesinstioal
jurisdiction, as follows: The report of the Synod
of the Diocese of Toronto contains a preamble
and three propositions which may be summaur-
izad as follows: (a) That the Church in each
civil province should have the power of form-
ing iteelf into an ecclesiastical province coter-
minous with the civil province in which it is
locally situated, (4) That there should be a
General Synod for the whole Dominion, which
should meet once in five years, (¢) That an act
of Parliament would be requisite for the forma-
tion of sach & Dominion Synod. Examining
the preamble and these propositions the com-
mittee find that the preamble ¢ontains an inac-
ourate statement with respeoct to Australia, as
may be seen from the appended extract from
an article by the primate of Australia in the
National Review. But as this does not affect
the propositions that follow the committee
would do no more than refer to it. (A) The
first proposition is one which can only be suit-
able to the Province of Ontario, from which
provinge the suggestion emanated. It may at
gome future time apply to British Columbia,
but at present the dioceses are not willing to
unite in one ecclesiastical province, as may be
seen from the charge of the Bishop of Rupert’s
Land to his Synod, extract of whioh is anpend-
ed. In the opinion of the committee this is
enough to condemn this proposition, (B) In
the resolutions of the Provincial Synod it seems
taken for granted that such General Synod is
advisable. Oa that point the committee is not
at present prepared to offer an opinion, (C) Lo-
asmuch as the Church of Eogland in Canada is
free to aot in all matters of self government,
and possesses inherent powers of framing rules
and regulations for the government of its mem-
bers, the committee are of opinion that no act
of Parliament is at all necessary for the forma-
tion of & General Synod of the whole Dominion.
This committee would therefore deprecate any
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applioation t Parliament for an act which can
do non good and may do harm by givieg rise to
& variety of interpretations. In reference to
this the committes beg leave to amend the in-
terim report presented to the Synod of Oatario
on the proposed incorporation of tho Provincial
Synod. :

DIQCESE OF TORONTO.

Tainity CoLLgar, Porr Hopr.—* Spéech
Day” at Trinity College school, Port Hope, is
one of those delightful events that are always
looked forward to by every one interested in

what may be termed the social phases of school
life, This happened on the 11th of July, this
year, the proceedings of the day began with the
celebration of the Holy Communion in the
Chapel at 7 8. m., at which the head master of
the school, Rev, C. J. Bethune, officiated. At
half.past ten choral services were conducted in
the same place, Rev. G, H. Broughall singing
the prayers. The lessons were read by Prof.
Jones and Rev. Mr, Nichol. Resv. Mr. Mac-
Kenzie, of Brantford, preached the sermon
for the occasion from I. Thesszeonians, bth
chapter and part of the 23r3 verse. In his
opening words he said that it was not his
object to say anything new to his bearers, but
to remind them of some familiar truths. He
then spoke of the relations existing between
the body, the mind, and the spirit. The body
is not a prison put a temple, for God the
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit have
doigned to dwell in it. Calling the attention of
his hearers to the mnecessity for observing the
laws of the body, he addressed the boys and
urged them to take part in field aports in order
to keep their physical and mental health in
harmony. Spesking of cricket in particular,
he advised them to take part in it and to see
that the grand British games were not degraded
by gambling. He referred to the attention
given to physical culture by the Ancient
Greeks. He pointed out that the spiritual
nature of man should not be neglected, but
rather be attended to most strictly. The ani-
mal nature of man should bs kept in subjection
to the spiritual. A thorough system of edaca-
tion must rcoognize the spiritual part of man as
well as the mental and physicial. Mr. Mac-
Kenzie congratulated the boys on their past
success on the cricket and football fiolds, and
gaid that they had much to be thankful for in
being able to attend a school where they had
80 many athletic, mental, social, and religions
-privileges as they had at Trinity College
school. ) .

The little chapel~so much admired by every-
one who visits the school—was well filled, bat
not overcrowded, with the pupils and their
friends. The choir, under the charge of Mr, K.
Styles Houghton, sang in a manner that did
great credit to both themselves and their in-
structor., They were robed in white surplices
over black oassocks. The service closed with a
processional hymn.

- Shortly after the service, the doors of the
speech-room were opened and_the pupils took
their seats at the back and sides of the hall,
The centralp art was filled by the visitors. On
the platform sat Hon, G. W. Allan, Chancellor
of Trinity University; Prof. Clark, Mr, Edward
Martin, Dr. Geikie, Prof. Jones, Mr. William
Ince, and Dr. Bethune.

Rev, Mr. Bethune, after making a few ap-
propriate prefatory remarks, read & list of the
names of the old boys of the schocl who had
won University snd other distictions during

lhe boys of the school then sung ¢ See Oar
Oars with Feathered Spray,” with excellent
effaot, and the distribution of prizés fotlowed,
Rey. Dr. Bethune calling out the names of the
pupils and stating why they were awarded
prizes, and Hon. M. Allan handing the rewards
to the successful ones. The prizes were mostly
books, bound to order in London, Eogland.
They were ochiefly literary works “of the
ohoicest charaoter. :

After the distribution of the priz:s and the
reading of the honour list, Rev. Mr. Bethune
called on Prof. Clark, of Trinity College and
Dr. Geikie, ot Trinity Medical School, to
address those present, which each did most
happily. The Hon. G. W. Allsn also addressed
& few words, and then Dr. Bothuue closed the
days proceedings, thanking those who were
visiting the school for their presence, and
particularly to thanking his dear old boys He
admitted he had something to be envied for
when he was able to ses how well the Trinity
boys were turning out. Perhaps some of these
old boys thought there was no affeotion felt for
them at the old school, but he assured them
that if they did they were very mnch mistaken.
As he had already spoken his parting words to
the boys at present in the school he dismissed
the assembly by proncunocing the benedic
tion.

Dinner was served to the pupils and their
visitors in the dining hall, and altogether abont
250 persons sat at the tables.

Synop NoTEes.

Tae SuspAay SomooL Committes reported
that there in the diocese 267 congregationy ; of
these, as far as can bo ascertaiuned, about forty
have no Sunday schools, leaviog 227 sohools to
be aceounted for only,*but reports wore receiv
ed from ouly 164 schools, Thaesereport 346 of.
ficers and teachers; 377 male and 1,120 fomale
teachers; 6,587 male and 8,308 female scholars.
Total officers and teucherr 13843, and 14,895
scholars, To which may be added from the
Sohoo! Journal 41 schools, with 272 officers and
toachers, and 2,200 scholars., Total, 2,110 of-
ficers and teachers, And 17,0956 scholars. Forty-
five schools are superintended by the clergy.
and ladies (who compose over th.ee.fourths of
our teachers) are superintendents to the num-
ber of eight. Twenty-five schools are open for
only & portion of the year, ranging from four
to nine months, Thirty three schools have
weekly teachers’ moeting for the etudy of the
lesson; 38 schools hold from 1 to 12 business
meetings annually, and 84 report no teachers'
meetings. ’

Only three schools report no Prayer Book
lesson, 13 not giving any returns, 142 schools
memorize Soripture to the extent of one to six
verses, one going as high as 15; 33 schools
give no answer.

In hymn books and liturgies the greateat di-
versity prevails, the Hymnal Companion and
the Diocesan Litargy being the most general
in use, while in many echoels the Prayer Book
is used in preference to any litargy.

Seventy-five achools are supported entirely
by the B. S. offertory; in 47 the offertory is
supplemented by subscriptions or grants; 31
schools have apparently no offertory, and are
supported by the congregation of which they
form & part.

- Several schools (probably six) give their en-.
tire colleotion to missions or outeide work. The
-expenses of 122 schools amounted to $6,411.55.
Forty-four schools coutributed for missions,
eto., $1,161.59, o ‘

Twenty-four schools have separate baild-
ings; 10 moet in basement of the church.

One hundred and thirteen schools have lib-
raries containing 22 573 volumes; 32 schools
say they have no library; 18 make no return,
and one school has discarded books for illus.’
trated papers.

A sum not exooceding one thomsaud dollara
was appropriated by the Synod for the par.
pose of establishing in the Synod offise a per-
manent depository to supply the Suiday
schools of the Diocese at the lowest possible
prices with library and prize books, maps,
prayer aud hymn books.

An annual 8. 8. Convention is to be held in
each Rural Deanery for the purpose of awaking
deeper interest in Sunday school work, aund the
olergy were urged to devote one Sunday ser-
vice in cach year to the same objeot.

A resolution was adopted ordering that tho
Prayerbook and Hymnsl of the Charch be recom-
mended for nse in the opening and closing of
the Sunday sohool ; and snothor that teachers
meetings for the study of tho lesson be held
when possible, and that an offertory be madoe at
every Sunday school session, & certain portion
of which be devoted to missionary purposes,
Cavried. '

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

—

The Church Year of Florida, says : —

In noticing receatly the domineering infla-
ences of the Ruoman authorities in the public
affairs of the oity of New Yurk, and its efforts
tc bend to its own interests the public school
gystom of Massachusetts, The Church Year
spoke of the Papacy as not a purely religioas
organization, bat politico-religions.  Under
our constitation, every religions body has like
freedom for its work, and like indepandence of
oivil control, with every other, and no more.
There is not only no established religion, bat
there is great sensitivene s a3 to the tendency
of any, to acquire controlling influence over
civil offices, or pubiic institutions. It is well,
therefore, from time to time, to note, for the
public information, the evidences of any such
terdenoy. In this behalf, we quote from a late
artiole in the Southern Churchman :

The formost and most widespread of Roman
Catholic journals, and which may be considered
as the official organ of the system, is L' Univers,
published in Paris, the very centre of modern
thought. For thirty years or more it has not
ceased to cast in the face of our epoch such
words as these?

“All by the Roman Church and for it, or, better
still, by tho Pope and for the Pope. All power
has been given to him : in heaven, as on earth,
pot & right that does not balong to him or pro-
ceed from him. He is king of kings and lord
of lords, It is presumptuous and absurd, as
well as impious, to pretend that error has any
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right whatever (which means that all which
does not agree with the Romish eult is  error*).
There is but one trae church, that of which the
Pope, infallible and absolute, is head. All that
resists his suthority should be exterminated,
rooted out! In massacreing the Vaudois, the
Albigenses, the Huguenots of France, in oiting
before the tribunals of its inquisition all per-
sons of doubtful faith, and delivering to the
secular arm all convicted of heresy, the Church
has but exercised an inalienable right, fulfilled
a pacred duty 1" .

Pope Pius IX, nnder whom and for whom
the dogma of Papal infallibility was created, in
his famous syllabus avathematizad 83 87 many
monstrous heresies the liberty of the press, the
liberty of thought, the liberty of examination,
the liberty of conscience, the liberty of educa
tion, the separation of Church and State; in a
word, all that we are taught to consider ina-
lienable from the rights of the people~religious,
social or political.

It would seem that at least the Chiefs of
‘Romanism, citizens of this great country, edua-
cated and growing up under the tutelage of its
free institutions, ought to be strangers to such
sentiments and to repudiate things so openly
antaganistic to freedom. Bat let us see. It
was remarked, and not withou! sarprise, that
the least liberal of the Bishops, the most fana-
tioal in support of papal pretensions and usur-
putions, were those who came from the *.free
American States.” This is plainly scen in the
few signifiloant e xtracts we give:

‘*“They (Roman Catholics of the United
States) are as strongly devoted to the defence
and maintenance of the Holy Father's temporal
power as the Catholics of any other part of the
world whatever, and if it shoald ever become
necessary to prove this by aots they are ready
to do s0.”

¢ Religious liberty only endures until the
contrary can be brought about without peril to
the Catholic Church.,” These are ths’ words of
a bishop still living in Pennysylvania. :

Archbishop Kendrick, of St. Liouis, the most
liberal of the Ameriocan prelates, and the only
one who dared tv oppose and protest against
papal infallibility, says: When the Catholics
shall be in posseasion of a considerable majority,
which will not be tardy in coming, it will put
an end to religious liberty in the United States.
Our enemies say 30, and we believe it.”

The Catholic Review says: * Protestantism,
of whatever form it may be, has not, and should
not have, any rights where Catholicism
trinmpbs.” '

The Church of To-day has a thoughtful article
on the ‘* Ministry of the Wor d,” which ends as
follows:

‘“ An able, earnest, and faithful ministry of the
word is the need of our day, To show this it
is but necessary to refer to our ‘average’ Sun-
day congregations, ~Where are the men?
Why are they not with their wivee and daugh-
ters in church ? There are many reasons ; bui
one reason is this ; that the minister does not
place the Gospel before them as strongly and
as attractively as he ought! He is so busy
during the week in his ‘' pastoral work” and
his many organizations, that his sermon is
neither properly thought out, nor carefully
expressed. Wherever there is virile preach-
ing, there you will find & good proportion of

men. But much eacerdotalism and * frequent
services,” and guild, accompanied by a weak,
womsnish Gospel, will not attract them.”

We question, however, whether weakness of
sermons is often due to excess of ‘‘ pastoral
work” or ‘ many organizations,” and whether
these two itoems, and that of “frequent services,”
ought to be coupled necessarily with what is
called ¢ sacredotalism.”

We are inclined to think that if the men
really do stay away from church in greater pro-

portion than formerly, and if the quality of the
nreaching is the reason why they stay away,

the fault lies in the faot that the modern
“ germonizer” has taken upon himself the task
of entertaining rather than of teaching and feod

ing, and he can’t do it, neither is the Church the
place for entertainments.

THE TRINITY.

Nature ories out for & Creator, history ories
out for a Redeemer, conscienco cries out for a
sanctifier, Thus wo have already a presenti-
ment of God before we open our Bibles, When
the Bible. reveals the triune G)d, nature,
history and conscience ory in chorus, * All
hail!" The Bible is fall of a Trinity. Thrcagh
its web there ever runs the warp of Unity, into
which i8 woven, strand by strand, the blessed
Trinity, making more oclear the beautiful
garment of God. The Bible begins with a
Trinity: * Let us make man''—let us, not me—
‘ (et us make man in our image.” Make man
& trinity; make him intellectual, emotional,

volitional, three inrne. How strange that any
one should atiribute this dootrine to Athana-
sius. Suffering saints sang it in the Gloria in
Excolsis a hundred years before Athanasius
was born. It has been sung ever since by
Christian men of every name It is inter
woven through the ritual splendors of*Rome
and St. Peterburg, into the liturgic beanties of
Caunterbury; into the Paritan simplicity of
Princeton. It has survived ritnal changes and
the shifting modes of thought and work. As
some great oathedral it stands uachanged in an
ancient town where all has been swept away by
waves of war. The Trinity meuns something
more than merely three aspeots of God—as, for
example, the three phaser of the moon. It is
rather like the sun, whichk isone, and the light,
the color anl the heat of the sun, whioh are
three, Thus the essential elements of Christ’s
manhood dwelt in God long before his incarna.
tion by the Virgin; as the white ray dwelt
in the sun before it was incarnated upon the
oloud through the virgin raindrop’s lense. To-
day there encircles the earth an aspiration of
praise to the Trinne God; * Thou, only, O
Christ, with the Holy Ghost, art most high in
the glory of God the Father.—R. § Barrett.

THE THREEFOLD MINISTRY.

[From the Writings of the Bishop of Durham].

The following extracts from the writings of
the Bishop of Durbam which have been select.
ed and arranged by himself will, no donbt,
prove of interest to our readers :—

1. Commentary on the Epistle to the Philip.
pians (Easay on the Christian Ministry) 1868.

Apostolic direction; and short of an expres
statement, we can possess no better assurance ot
a Divine dppointment, or at least s Divine sanc-
tion. It the facts-do not allow us to uncharch
other Christian communities differently organ-
ized, they may at least justify our jealoms ad-
hesion to a polity derived from this source.

2. Commentary on th- Epistle to the Philip
pians (Preface tothe Sirth Editien) 1881

The president edition is an exact reprint of
the preceding cne. This statement applies as
well to the Essay on the Threefold Ministry as
the rest of the work. 1 shounld not have thought
it necossaay to be thus explicit had I not been
informed of a rumour that I had found reason
to abandon the wain opinions expressed in the
Bssay. There is no foundation for any such
report. The only point of importance on
which I bave modified my views since the
Essay was first written in the authentic form of
the letters of St. Ignatius. Whereas in the
earlier editions of this work I had accepted the
three Curetonian letters, I have since been con-
vinced, as stated in later editions, that the
seven letters of the Short Greek are genuine.
This divergence, however, does not materially
affect the main point at issue, since even the
Curetoniun letters afford abundant evidence of
the spread of Episcopacy in the earliest years of
the second century.

Bat ‘on the other hand, while disclaiming
any change in my opinions, I desire equally
to disclaim the representations of those opinioas
which have been put forward in some gaarters,
The objeot of the essay was an investigation
into the origin of the Christian Ministry. The
result has been a confirmation of the statement
in the English Ordinal, * It is evident uato all
men diligently reading the Holy Soripture and
ancient suthors that from the Apostles time
there have been these orders of Mimisters in
Christ's Charch, Bishops, Priests, and Deacons.”
But I was scrupulously anxious not to overstate
this evidence in any case; and it would seem
that partial qualifying statements, prompted by
this anxiety, have assumed undue proportions
in the minds of some readers, who have em-
phasized them to the neglect of the general drift
of the cssay.

3. Sermon preached before the representative
Council of the Scottish Episcopal Church at Glas-
gow, October 10, 1882.

When I spoke of unity as St. Paul's charge
to the church of Corinth, the thomghts of all
present mast, I imagine, have fastened on one
appliocation of the Apostolic rale which closely
concerns yourselves. Episcopal cdmmauaities in
Scotland outsiae the orgamzation of the Svot
tish Episcopal Church—this is a spectacle which
no onse, 1 imagine, would view, with satisfaction
in itself, and which only a very urgent neces-
sity could justify, Cun such a nocessity be
pleaded ? * One body” es well as “ one Spirit,”
this is the Apostolic rile. No natural inter-
pretation can be pat on these words which does
not recognize the obligation of external corpor-
ate union. Ciroumstances msay prevent the
realization of the Apostle’s conoception, but the
ideal must be ever present io our aspirations
snd our prayers. I have reason to believe that
this matter Jies very near to the hearta of all
Scottish Episcopalians. May God grant you &
speedy accomplishment of your desire. You
have the eame doctrinal formularies ; you
acknowledge the same episcopal polity; you
respect the same liturgical forms, * Sirs, ye
are brethren.” Do not strain the conditions of
reunion tco tightly, X cannot say, for L do not
know, what fanlts or what misunderstandings
there may have been on either sida in the past.
It there have been any faults forget them. If
there exist any misunderstandings clear them
up. * Let the dead past bury its dead.”

to the spacial blessings whioh you yourselves
eujyy, clingiog tenaciously to the threefold
ministry as the completeness of the Apostelic
ordinauce and ihe historical backbome of the
Charch, valaing highly all those sanctities of.
litargioal offize and ecolesiastioal season whiach,
modified from age to age, you have inherited
from an almost immemnrable past, thanking
God, but not thanking Him in any pharisaic
spirit, that these s0 maay and great privileges
are continued to you which others have lost,
you will nevertheless shrink, as from the venom
of a gerpent’s fang, from any mean desire that

The whole snbject has heen investigated by
we in an Essay on * The Christian Ministry,”
and to this I venture to refer my readers for
foller information It is there shown, if I mis-
take not, that though the New Testament itself
contains a8 yet no direct and indisputable
notices of a localized Episcopate in the Gentile
Churches, as distinguished from the moveable
Episcopate exorcised by Timothy, in Ephesus
and by Titus in Crete, yot there is satisfactory
evidence of its developement in the later years
of the Apostolic age; that this development was
not simultaneous and equal in all parts of
Christendom ; that it i3 more especially con-
nected with the name of St. John; and that in
the early years of the second century the Epis.
copate was widely spread and had taken firm
root, more especially in Asia and Minor and in
Syria. If the evidence on which its extension
in the regions e wst of the /B sean ai this epoch be
resisted, ] am ata loss to undersiand what
single fact relating to the history of the Chris-
tian Church daring the firat half of the sesond
century can be regarded as established ;
for the testimony in favor of this spread
of the episcopste is more abundant and
more varied than for any other institation or
event during this period, so far &s as I recol-
[ect.

But if this charge ails, what shall we say
of her isolation? Is not this isolation, so fur
as it is true, mnch more her misfortane than
her fault? Is she to be blamed bscause she
retained a form of Church government which
had bean handed dowa in unbroken contiauity
from the Apostolic times, and thus a line was
drawn between her and the reformed Churches
of other countries ? Is it a reproach to her
that she asserted her liberty to cast off the
acoretions which had gathered about the Apss.
tolic ductrine and practice through long ages,
and for this act was repudiated by the Roman
Church ? Bat this very position—oall it isola-
tion if. you will—whioch was her reproach in
the past, is her hope for the future. She wa4
isolated becaunse she could not comsort with
either extreme, Sho was izolated because she
stood midway between the two. This central
position is her vantage ground, which fits her
to be 8 mediator, wheresoever an ocoasion of
modiatios may arise.

But this charge of isolation, if it had any
appearance of truth seventy years ago, has lost
ita force now.

She is intermediate, apd she
may hetome  wediatoriasl  when the
opportanity occurs, It was this two-
fold inheritance of dootrine and polity which [
had in view when I spoke of the essentials
which conld, under no circumstances, be aban-
doned. Beyond this, it seems to me that large
concessivns might be made. Unity is not
aniformity. . . . . Oxn the other hand, it would
be very short sighted policy—-even if it were not
traitorous fo the truth—to tamper with- easen-
tials, and thus to imperil our mediatorial van

tage ground, for the sake of snatohing sn im-
mediate increase of numbers.

Bat, while we ‘‘lengthen our cords” we
must ‘ strengthen our stales” likewise. Indeed,
this strengthening of our stakes will alone
enable us to lengthen our corda with safely,
when the storms are howling around us. We
cannot afford to sacrifice any portion of the
faith once delivered to the saints; we cannot
surrender for any immediate advantages the
threefold ministry which we have inherited
from Apostolic times, and which is the historio
backbone of the Church.

ALLEGED FAULTS IN PRIESTLY
LIFE AND WORK TO-DAY,

Priests may minister to individual souls, in
most sacred ways of absolution ard direction :
or. they may minister through guilds and so-
cieties, or in various schemes of constant wor-
ship and instruction. Outside of all these, there
is room, of course, for kindly conference and
counsel ; for all offices pertaining to sickness
and sorrow and special adversities ;—for gui
dance which may or may not be sought, and
for such reality of care, as our ordinal expeots
and emphasizes, I am not quite sure, that all
our yoﬁnger priests, at any rate, are on the
right track in this matter: bat I am very cer-
tain that, in many localities, more is expected
and exacted, in the idea of pastoral work—as
distinguished, I mean, from priestly offices—
than is very good for the people, or quite pos-
gible for the olergy.

“To Know the Sheep” is & part of our com-
mission, and such diligence, a8 fairly meets
that requirement, as an evident duty. One
must watch his opportunities, and they will
como, when the seasonable word may be spoken,
and when it may be clearly intimated toa soul
% I shall hope to care for you.” '

Probably most of us wonld admit that we
could do more in the way of strengthening the
bond of rightful, and large-hearted sympsathy,
whick would bind together pastor and psople ;
and that it has been our fauit, here and there,
that one strayed from our ministerial care,
whom we might bave kept, by a due counsider-
sation of their needs and claims. :

.be the targets for so many arrows; that even
they should often seem to care so little about
their clergy, and that the clergy should ssem
in turn, to care so little for their Fathers in
‘God ; that envy and jealonsy should be almost
avowed, in regard to some elections and pro-
motions ; that rectors of adjourning parishes
should not rejoice in each other's success ; that
there is so little tenderness about the aged
priests, no longer welcomed in the work of
their office; and so scantily maintained, that
there is no haste to warn or help Bome tempted
brother, or to defend him when unjustly assail-
el ; that partisanship, shounld, separate, &nd
diverse views should more than sunder those
who share the same holy office; all these
things are pitifal indeed. I am afraid that they
are not quite unknowan.

For about twenty years—perhaps from its
birth—I have watched the Clergyman’s Mutunal
Ipsurance Leagne. We have been enabled in
that space of time, to divide sbout four hund-
red thousand dollars among the widows and
orphans of our members, K Yet in that period
the membership has decreased from about
eleven hundred as a maximum, to about three
hundred, which is our pesentnumber. Of the
eight hundred which have withdiawn, it can
be quite imagived that one half found that
they could not pay the small sum of two dol-
lars, as each death ocourred. Of the other
half, it mnst be feared that they had no such
strong feeling of fraternity as wounld urge
them, by strenuous offort, to provide for the
widow of & fellow prieat.

The spirit of the priesthood, as the com.
munity of Christ’s heralds and pastors, is often
very feeble; and where it is gone, there isa
grievous departure from the true ideal, and a
most real loss of heart power, in oar work. We
may come to recognize this, more and more
sadly ere long. The clergy must stand more
unitedly in their lot; npholding, of course, all
which belongs to the great office which they
share, and upholding al! the rights apd digni:
ties of their brethren, Very dsrk days bave
come already to the clergy in middle life, who
are likely, in many instancos, to find them-
solves excluded from all priestly toil and in-
come, and- sent into retirement, to live upon
nothing and to eay prayers, I suppose, all the
day long, for the increase of the miaistry. I
have just learned of a vacant parish, to which
a good and wise Bishop earnestly commended
a most worthy priest, whom the parish instant.
ly rejected, simply because he was forty-five
years old, adding that if he were just twenty
years younger, he might kave ihe rectorship.

Something may be done in time, if & broth-
erly spirit be cherished, to correct a few of the
present evils, and to extend and deepen among
us, reverence and love for those whom God has
joined with us, in the ministry of His Gospel
and Grace. -

"While I have been writing this paper, two
priests have come to me, and I have asked of
each the question, ** What are the real faults of
the clergy, which they most greatly deplore,
and hope to amend ?”’ .

The first said, very promptly, “I think that
I may fight, much like other men, against the
flesh and the devil, but just here in New York,
what I dread is the power of the World, and
the temptation to worldiness, and I must be-
lieve that others know that sort of fight all the
while,

VL The phrase, “a worldly priest of God,”
—define that adjective in any way you please—
seems almost a8 contradictory as it would be
to speak of & meek and gentle imp. Yet seou.
larity is alleged with regard to the priesthood,
a8 & very conspicious fanlt in some places.
Sharp eyes detect if, in its many, guises, and, as
the Irishman might say, they detect it often
when it is not there.

Somebody once defined ¢ Ritusalism,” a8
* everything, whioh I don't like in Divino Ber-
vice,” & very convenient word, to be sure, but

involving the farther knowledge of just what
you fail to approve. So ‘‘worldinesss” is pos-
sibly just that kind and amount of expenditure-
and enjoyment, just that spirit and style of life,
to which he, who uses the word, is never
tempted, or whioh he thinks shonld be con
demned.

It is relative tothe speaker, for the most
part: guaged and decided by an arbitrary and
uncertain test, none the less, it is a definite and
dresdful reality, although it be hard to define
and desoribe, If it be a fault among us, of the
priesthood, it were the part of a true humility
and oandor to own it, and the part of a troe
purpose to rise above it, until those great
words, ‘ not conformed byt transformed,”
might be truly said of those who are allowed to
serve in the ministry uf the Church of God,

great fault is this, that we lack & definite rule
of life, and the constant self discipline, which &
rale secures and implies.” I do remember, a
while ago, thata clergyman said to me, “I
hear very much about habits of men; Ihave

smooking cigars, and the habit of lying in bed
in the morning as long as this can be allowed."
Perhaps in this oase, there was room for a
slight extensio~ of his rale, in all its strictness.
More seriously, the very freedom which isours,
so largely, may allow more waste of time and
loss of energy and general relaxation, with very
sad negleot of study, than is good for us, or for
our work, We are always teaching, about the

and then keep them rigidly,”—It hardly leads
to happy issues, when our counsels are at vari-
ance with our own practice. It would be pain-
fully easy to draw from the pages of a hundred
recent novels, such piotures of priestly life, as
are often most unjust, but, sometimes, alas,
piotures drawn from life,

It were easier, by far, to extend this paper,
than to olose it, just here and now. But I spare
you at last. It has been written to elicit, if it
may, just that kind of discussion, which shall
stimulate each of us, in his own appointed
sphere, to probe more thoroughly the motives,
and the methods, and the spirit of his priestly
Jife, The writer will gladly learn of you to-
day, as so often in the past, far more than he
oan ever hopo to contributo. If he has ventar-
ed to spesk of faults, in his brethren, he is not
mindfal that they all lje at his own door,—

The
Church cannot ory down journsalism, a0 she has
pothing to do but cry up her own kind of
journalism, Hvery religious body but our own
is thoroughly satisfied of this and possesses
ably edited, thoroughly ciroulated and cheap
weekly papers, Their clergy understand the
great importance of these papers and seo to it
personally that every one takes them. KEvery
religious paper i8 & missionary. It preaches
the Gospel, it widens the reader’s ideas of the
Churoh, it makes truth and work more personal
to him. If the sabeoriber is miles away from

the nearest Churoh, and has but occasiona

e

spiritual life, *“ Make a few strong, clear rules -
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religious privileges, the weekly paper comes
like s letter from the editor, telling him that
at least one institution in the Church has not
forgotten him, and will eeek him out all the
year rourd for & welcome and the cost of a
ni%t‘s lodging.

hen the length and breadth of the Church
is gradually unfolded the reader begins to feel
that, however depressing the circumstance of
his local Church, he nevertheless belongs to.a
glorious Church, holding ‘“the faith once
delivered to the saints,” Support the journals
of The Church and you do 88 much to help her
work as in any possible way. Every pastor
knows that his sermons cannot possibly tell the
half of what is to be told, that his people seem
illiberal, not from a mean epirit, but because
the great needs of Christ’s work are not clear to
them, Why, thén, such half heartedness in
calling these valuable allies to your aid ? Help
the cheap paper, because every one can take it,
help the plain popular paper for the sake of
those who ask for easy reading. 8end in your
own name and the names of every one yoa can
think of. Circulation belps the advertising,
and advertising pays for the paper, and with
the paper paid for the editor's good hamor will
be g0 enlarged that he will always say pleasant
thinge of overybody, and thus keep and pro
mote tho peace.—Church Times.

Mr, Foss’ house has been
completed, and the echool and
school-house, of which the ground
lease had run oat, are about to be
re-ereoted on a more convenient
gite. This last change is being ef—
feoted without any additional bur-
den on the Society’s finances, partly
through the liberality of English
residents in Kobe.

“T hope to ordsin the worthy
head catechist of the Mission to the
diaconate during next year. The
congregation is already prepared
to defray the required portion of
his salary.”

With regard to Tokyo and its
manifold misssionary machinery,
gome parts more, and some less,
closely dependent on the Society,
the Bishop gives this interesting
SUMMArY :—

*“*QSince last spring successful
classes for youths have beeu carried
on, on five nightd'in the week, by
the Rev. L B. Cholmondeiey in the
pew St, Andrew’s School house.
The Rev. A F. King is now assist-
ing bim. During the past autumn
this effort has been rupplemented,
through the energy of Mr. Liloyd,
by a catechetical class for the train-
ing of Japanese mission agents, in
which there are at present some 10
students. To this again is to be
added with the new year, and under
the charge of Archdeacon Shaw and
Mr. Tarbet, morping classes for
especially selected students, from
which it is hoped we may draw in
time to come a class of native Chris-
tian workers of a higher oalibre
than most of those who are serving
the Church at present. The Rev,
F. E. Freese, who left Eogland in
January, will aeeigt in this work.
In connection with these various
edunational efforts, and for their
efficiency, 8 well instruocted Japa-
nese theological teacher is urgently
required. He should have a good
knowledge of English and of divin-
ity, and be fond of teaching and
translation. If the Rsv. J. Imai,
who was admitted to the diaconate
in March, 1885, can be relieved of
pastoral dugies, he would in several
respects fill very well this difficult
post. The present catechist of St
Androw's congregation would preo-
bably in this case be proposed as a
candidate for Holy Orders. He has,
perbups, some qualifications for a
parish pri st which Mr, Imai lacks,
There csn be no doubt that it is to
the training of the clergy of the
future that our best efforts should
be devoted. * *¥ The
Rev. A, Chappell, whom I hope to
bave ordained to the priesthood
before thi§ letter reaches you, is
working in Gifa. Tweoty miles
from that place is Nagoya—a place
which in point of populatior ranks
third in the Empire. These towns
will 8hortly be in immediate con-
nection with Tokyo by rail. At
Nagoya a Mission has just been
opened of & class on which the So-
ciety will look With special interest,

the Missionary Society of the Cana-
dian Church, and will, God willing,
be jnined by s colleagne, a graduate
of Toronto Uaiversity, during next
year. * * *

¢ Theso early Missions of the
Colonial Church will be of partican-
lar interest to tbe Society. They
cannot fail to be so, as the Society
will have a right te recognise in
the converts which God gives them
what one well called °spiritnal
grandchildren.’

“Mr. Lloyd’'s educational scheme,
to which I have already referred,
bas been farther developed during
the year, and bids fair to exercise a
wide influence on the fature of Ja-
pan. He himself will be sending
you details. * * * Tho
(Native) Japanese Missionary So-
ciety, founded at the Synod of 1887,
to which the Society, in common
with the C.M.S. and American So-
ciety, makes & small grant, has
been able daring the year to open
four stations, two in the ncighbour-
hood of Tokyo, one near Osaks,
and one in the sonthern island of
Kiushiu. The experiment of work-
ing miesion stations through the
initiation of the Native Church will
be watched with interest.
