fladstone Attacks the Irish MNembers!

TREMENDOUS CHEERS!!

THE LAND COMMISSIONERS.

Loxpox, July 12.—Last night Sir 8, Nosth-
cote severely condemned the attack upon Mr.
Forster by the lrish members as abusys of the
right to wova an ndjournment, inconsistent
with fair rules of party warfare, aud desvrv
ing of geucral reprobation and gemersl dis-
svowal,

Clauso 25 of the Laund BEill passed.
reaching clauso 206,

Mr. Cempbell (Liberzl) moved an amend-
ment imposing &8 & preliminary condition
that arrangements for promotiog emigration
be dependent upon obtaining suflicient
security for the money advarced.

Mr. Gladstone did not object to the amend-
ment, but believed its priaciple was fully
provided for in & subsequent part of the
clause. It was innccurate to suppose that the
Conadisn Government contemplated the
mere emigration of laborers, but the emigra-

tion of familivs was expected, and that pro-

vision shall be made for them of means for
their maintenonce as was done in Ireland. He
did not view favorably the decreaso of popula-
tion, but the Government felt it their duty,
under the circumstonces in which Ireland was
placed, to provide assistance fur those dosiring
to emigrate.

Mr. Campbell's amcodment was rejected.

Lospox, July 13.—In the House of Com-
mons Isst nigbt 0'Dounell (Home Ruler) de-
claimed against the proposal to depopulate
an alreudy under-populated country, uand
pledged the Irish members not only to ob-
struct the emigration clause in the Land Bill,
but to make it ridiculous and inoperative if
passed.

Richard Power (Home Ruler) said the
Irish members could use every form in the
Bouse to prevent its introduction into the
Bill.

Mr. Parnell and other members appealed to
the Government to withdraw the clause.

Sir 8. Northcote loped the Government
would not give up the clause, which he re-
garded as a valuable portion of the Bill.

The end of July i wow mentioned as the
tlme thv Land Bl will reach the House of
Lords. Kven that can only be nccomplished
by the nbandonment of the emigration pro-
visions, which it is belisved the Government
nov contemplate. The end of August will
probably tind Parliament still sitting.

Loxpox, July 14.—The amendment of Mr
Forster, omitting the words “ Canada” from
the emigration clause of the Land Bill, was
adopted. Mr. Parnell ndvocated the Uaited
States us o fisld for mesisted emigration.

Mr. Trovelyav, Secretary of the Admiralty,
gaid there were nine French irou-clads on
the African coast, including six first-class.
Admiral Seymour bas six on the Mediter-
raean, which were quite sufficient to cope
with the French nine. (Cheers.) Englsnd
hop, busides, in the Chaunel squadron four
lron-clads and nine coast-guardships.

Nr. John Bright complainud of the Irish
obstruction agafnst the Lund Bill, and said
the Irich members dared not vote against
the emigration clause.

Mr. Patnell protested against Mr. Bright's
statemout. He Intended to vole against the
cluuse himself, Mr, Parnell asked Mr.
Gledstone what limitation the Goverrment
Frovosed to placs on the emigration vxpendi-
uro,

Clause 26 wus finally possed at 3. 30 a.m.,
126 to 23,

Mr. Lvamy (Liberal and Homo Ruler)
moved 1o Teport progress.

Mr. Gladstons then envrgetically attacked
the Homy Rulers, who sought, by obstruction
to the Emigration clause, to re-establish
their damaged teputation as true frionds of
Ireland (tremendous applauge). The House
bad sat daily, witnessing wish indescribable
pain the success of a small bandfal of mem-
bers, and the degradation irflicted upon thia
noble essembly, which for generatious had de-
fended the right of the minority., An in-
siguificant minority were nttempting, by
Inere parsistence of words witheut thonght, to
Prevent the deliberate convictions of the
House, and take the legislative fuuctions out
of the hands of the majority to replace them
In the power of the minority. The Houae
must now choose betwesn succumbing to
attompts made with such unblushing open-
ness and carrylng tbe clause to a definite
conclusion st this sitting. (Tremendous
<Sheers, )

Progresa was then reported, and the House
Was counted out at 340 am. It s stated
that the Ministors had arranged to sic all
night, to pass the Emigration clause if neces-
:;ry. The feeling of indigpation agalnst

® #1x members who Impedod the Bill ran
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very bigh even on the benches whers hith.
ertot the Home Rulers found generous sup-
port.

Loxpox, July 16.—The House of Commons
hag eliminated all mention of particular
localities from the emigration clause of the
Land bill. The total to be expended on emi-
gration is limited to £200,000—not more
than o third to be expended in a single year,

Lowpox, July 15 —~The House of Commons
to-day made unexpected progress on the [rish
Land bill. In committes of the whole the
37th clause of the bill was reached, and its re-
maining clauses are of so unimportant a
character that their passing may be very
speedy, and the bill may be reported for its
third reading any day tbis week. It is now
the middle of July, and only four weeks re-
muin before grouse shooting begins. The
country members and the majority of all
others are anxious to get away by that time.

Loxnpox, July 16.—The House of Commons
last npight reached clause 42 of the Land
bill.

Loxpon, July 18.—Mr. Gladstone announc-
ed that the Commissioners under the Land
Bill would be as follows :—Sergeant O'Hagan,
Edward Falconer Lytton (Liberal member of
Parliameut for Tyrone) and John E. Vernon.
The Home Rulers received the last name
with prolonged groans.

Mr., O’Donnell will divide the House on
each neme. Mr, Vernon is Lord Pembroke’s
agont, and well-known in Ireland.

Clauses 42 to 45 of the Land Bill were
presed end the discussion on the 46th clause
wag begun when Mr. Gladstone moved to re-
port progress. The Opposition and Home
Rulers opposed the motion until Mr. Glad-
stone explained that the object was to allow
the House to go into Committee of Supply,
Mr, Gladstoue's motisn wes carried, 116 to
58.

Mr. Gladstone apnounced that the Scotch
Eadowment Bi!l would be persavered with
aud thy Bankraptey Bill abandoned.

MR. BIGGAR AND THE CANADA
PACIFIC R.R.

Loxpox, July 16.—MMr. Biggar (Home Ruler)
in yesterday’s debote on the emigratiou
clause of tho Land Bill attacksd the promo-
ters of what he cafled lund jobbing com-
panies in the colonies, and in dealing with
the Cenada Pacific Railway Company, which
is represented by Mr. H. 8. Notthcote, son of
Sir Stafford Northeote, aud member for Exeter,
accused that gentlomun of being nssociatsd
with swindlars, Mr. Northeote to-day made
a perconal statement, He sald the com-
panies be represented were not swindlers,
The directors were honest men. One of them,
Sir Johin Rose, was the son of s gentleman
well known to mary members of the House.
Sir John was an ex-Finance Minister of
Canada, and a gentleman of high honor and
integrity. Awnotber was Mr. Greenfall, a
member of the firm of Glyn, Mills, & Co,
“The President of the Company,” said
the epenker, “ has been for many years at tho
bend of abanking compeny in Montreal, is a
counection of mine by marriage, and a gentle-
man of the most stainless honor. The other
members of the Company are gentlemen
against whose character not one word was
brenthed in the Dominion Parliament when
the Pacific Railway contract was under dis-
cussion. 1 do not wish to say anything per-
sonally offensive to the member for Cavag,
or do anything more thaa clear the character
of my associates”

Mr. Biggar replicd that he was justified in
saying what he did. He continued :—s It ig
netorious that the great bulk of ths promoters
of public companies in the city are simply
adventurers. Thst {8 my opinion: Ithink I
was thoraughly justified in saying the fact that
the Company was promoted in Losdon for the
purpose of land jobbing in Camada proved
that its original promoters, whouver they
were, ware persons of a dishounest character.
I simply intended to convey that idea, and 1
think I wos justified in doing so. ‘The mom-
ber for Exuter i3 duped by designing persors
who have used his name wsnd hiph character
for the purpose of promoting their dishonest
ends.”

With this the subject dropped.

Papal bulls for the consecration of Dr. Mc-
Mullen, of Chicago, as Bishop of Davenport,
have arrived, and the ceremony will take
place in the Cathedral of tne Holy Name, on
Monday, July 25.

The body of Pope Pius IX. was removed
from St. Peter’s to the church of Sun Lor-
epz0, according to his wishes, ot 12 o'clock
July 12th. An immense number of mumbers
of the Catholic Association followed the body
with torchea.

The Pope has written privately to King
Humbert, compiaining bitterly of ths coadunct
vl the Government in not preventing the ro-
cent disturbancy, and declaring that hoe will
protest, in the face of Europe, in regardio the
position occupied by the Pontifl at Rome.

Onmt.—A good many ot our readers who
were acquainted with the Rev. Father John
Conlon, £, P., will regret to learn that that
much beloved and genirl gentlemen died at
Keeseville, N. Y., last Friday. He was a
first cousin of our well-known townsman, Mr,
Richard MeShane., Requiescat in pace.

The Holy Father, at an audience of the
Secretary of the Sacred Congrezation of
Briefs, ordained that for the future the In-
dulgeunce of 50 days granted to those who de
voutly kiss the foot of the small statues of St.
Peter should boe available only once a day.

p. 302 (Rom. Ed.). (8. C. Briefs, 27 Apri),
1880.)

The Sacred Congregation of Rites has under
examination the cause of Blessed Hilarion,
Priest and Martyr. He was born at Espalion,
in the diocese of Rodez, France, und
flourished ut the time of Charlemunge, being
a disciple of the great Alcuin. He died by the
huuds of the Suracens, and in the land of his
birth his memory has been held in great
veneration down to the present day.

The death is auuounced of the Right Rev.
Dr. Danell, Catholic Bishop of Southwark.
Dr. Danell was in his sixtieth year, and his
deuth was very unexpected. Ho was ordained
in 46, being sunt to the mission of St.
George's, Southwark, and on the doeath of
Bishop Grast, in ‘71, he was consecrated
Bistop of the diocese, which comprises Surrey,
Borkshire, Hampshire, Kent, Sussex, the
Xslands of Wight, Guernsey, J ersoy, aud the
adjacent islands.

The New York Sun says: Wm. G. Pownall
and Miss Lizzie Wells, both of them deaf
mutes, were married in the Church of S8,
Peter and Paul, in Becond street, Brooklyn,
recently. "The groom is a member of the fim
of UWarvey and Pownall, art stained glass
works, 469 Hudson Avenue, Brocklyn. Ho
is woll to do, u mau of educatiou, snd not
more than 28 years old.  Soon after his ar-
rival in this country from Loudon a yueur or
two ago he became a teacher of a class of deaf
mutes in 8. Francls NXavier's Sunday school
iu tuis city. One of his pupils was iliss
W.lls, with whom he thus first bhacamne
acquainted. She was ably to hear and to
spoak uatil she was five years old. Shethen
had a fall which destroyed her bearing, and
upon this misfortuae followed loss of speccl.
Her parents subsequuntly sent her to be
educated in the Buflalo deaf mute institu.
tion. Last Moy she romoved trom thiscity
to Brooklyn and bLecame a member of Fr,
Malone's church of §3. Puter and Paul.

Tho first funera] in the bJMidhurst distriet
with Catholic rites, sirce the change of re-
ligion in England, took place lately in the
churchyard attached to Woolbeding Church,
The deceased Catholic was a native of Ire-
lund, but had not seen his native land for
forty years. He had reached the advanced
aze of 97 years, many of which had been
spent in the neighborhood. The Protestant
rector of Woolbenivg, who isa son-in-law of
the late Denn Hook, of Chichester, with the
rural-dean of the district, witneseed the cere-
mopy. It was s singular sight to see u
Catholic priest walking in advance of ihe
vollin to the sound of the Protestant chureh
bell, which, by the courtesy of the recior of
the parisb, was tolled during thy arrival and
the proccesion of the body tn the grave.
Woolbed{ng is one of the loveliost spotsin
the most romantic pnrt ol Western Sussex.
Qlose to tho churchyard stands the mansion
of the Iate Lord Nanerton, a brother of the
Earl of Carlisle.

The will, as contained in eleven different
papers, of His Holiness the late Pius IX, who
died on February 7, 1878, at the Palace of the
Vatican, Rome, has within the last fow days
been proved in London by William Walker,
the attorney of Raphael, Cardinal Monaco,
John, Cardinnl Simeoni, and Theodolphus,
Cardinal Merte), the universal heirs appointed
in the will, the personal ostato in England be-
fng sworn under £800. The full text of the
principal document was published at the time
of the death in the Italian papers, and under
this, atter making various bequests, the testa-
tor gives ome-third of the remainder of his

propeity to Luigi Mastal, one-third to Ercole

Magtei, and one-~third to Anna Arsili, doughter
of VirginiaMastal. By the subsidiary papern
or codicils there are legacies, principally of
relics, plctures, and crucifixes, to the King of
Naples, the Duchess-Dowager of Modena,
the Grand Duke of Tuscany, the Duka of Patr-
m3, Don Alfonso di Bourbon, Count di
Ohiambo, the Princess of Thurn and Taxis,
Queen Isabella of Spain, and others; and to
several churches and charitable institutions,

Surrogate Calviu, of New York, rendered a
decision refusing to admit to probate the will
of Caroline A. Merrill, who dled leavingan
estate valued at $500,000. The will is dited
May 2, 1871, and is witnessed by Cyrus W.
Field and Banj. Cartwright. After bequeath-
ing small sums to relatives, she gave $50,000
to the New York Hospital, $50,000 to Cardi-
nal McCloskey or his successor, and the rosi-
due of her estate to Bishop Bacon, of Maine.
Moses Taylor and R. Q. Rolsto were appoint-
ed executors. Bishop Bacon having died,
she executed a codicil in Rome on December
9, whereby she bagqueathed the residue of her
estate to Cardinal McCloskey, or should he die
before her to Rev. Thos. 8. Preston for chari-
table purposes. When the will was offered for
probate in 1878 it was contested by George
Merrill, a nephew and alleged adopted son,
and by others next of kin, no nearer than he,
putting in issue the mental capacity and free-
dom of restraint of the decedent. Tostimony
was taken by a commission in Earope and in
the West, und after thirty-eight sessions were
held the case was submitted in the summer
of 1830. The Surrogato finds that the will
and codicil were executed by the decedent
while Inboring under an insaue dolusion as to
the charascter and conduct of her nephew,
Gao. Merrill, Had it been admitted Cardinal
McCloskey would have received over S300,-
000.

In the
year 1880 a numerously signed requisition
Rigned by tho Catholic ratepayers of the
Union, was presented to the Guardians, Tho
requisitionists called on the Board to {ollow
the example of twenty-eight out of thirty-
four Loudon DBoards, and under the Act of
Parlinmeat passed for this pnurposs, transfer
the children to certified Catholic schoola, It
app-ars that within the limits of the Union
sre three spleadid Outholic Industrial Schools
—one for girls, aud two for boys. To obviate
all pecuniary questions the schools ure ready
to admit the children at a sum as little as or
less than they now cost the ratepayers. T'he
Guardiang had, however, the inconceivable
meaanness sud bigotry to rvefuse to accedo to
this proposition, und the Catholic children in
the waorkhouse are now growing up without
raligious instruction, as the clargy found it
would only bu a farce to continue the at-
tempt. We recommend the case to tho eir-
nest attention of all Catholte M Py, and espe-
cially to Count Mnore, the constant friend and
protector of the Irigh Catholic poor in Kng-

THE BODY OIF POPE PIUS IX.
REMOVING 1T FROM BT. PETER'S TO THR CHURCH
OF SAN LORENZ0— DISGRACLFUL SCENE,
Rowmr, July 13.—At twelve o'clock last
night the hody of Pope Pins JX. was re-
moved from its resling place in 8t, Pcter’s to
the tomb provided tor it in the Church of San
Lorenza. Immediately after his death
the body of the Iate I‘opy, encased
in several cofling, one within tho other, was
elevated to a niche prepared for it high up
on the wallg of one of the chupuls of St
Peter’s. Mezuwhile, in accordrace with his
will, & pimple aud inexpensive tomb had been
propared as its last resting place, under the
altar of the Church of San Lorenzo, which i
some distence from the Vatican. Pins IX
had certain tender reminiscences conuected
with thi¢ church, snd wished the body to ro-
posa thero. The tomb in the Church of San
Lorec:zo has been comnpleted for some tirag,
but for reasons satisfactory to hils executors
the removal of the body was postponed until
Inkt night, During the day the stoues form-
ivg the outer door of the pichs were
removed, and soon after suvset the coffin was
drawn ont and let down to the pavoment of
tho cuapel. A careful watch was preservea
over it until the all the urrangements were
complete, At midnight the colflia was car-
ried from the chapel, and placed upon a bier
drawn by horees. 'I'ne bier was surronrded
by a lurge body of priests beuring lighted
candles, and was followed by an immenss
numbor of members of Catholic associations
with torches, "T'he sceme was solemn and
sombre in the extrome. Hardly had the pro-
cession lett thesteps of 5t. Petor's than a num-
ber of youny ronghs swarmed around it hust-
ling the priests, endeavoring to extinguish
the candles and to overturn tho bier, and
shouting, nLong live Italyl” «Down with
the Popel” «Away with the black gowns,”
and so on. The disturbance became so great
that the city authorities wers compelled to
intervene. The police force proving inade-
quate, some companies of soldiers were sont
for. The military soon dispersed all who did
not belong to the cortege, and the procession
moved on to its destination, The ceremony
of plaving the body in -the tomd at San

Lorenzo was compl ted before daylight,

Rowg, July 16.—Cardinal Jacobini told
the Ambassadors and Ministers accredited
to the Vatican that the Popu desirod them
to inform their Governments how deeply
pained he was at the insult offered the body
of the late Pius IX. Henceforth he must
consider himsalf more than evor a prisoner
in the Vatican, and prevented from attending
religious services in uny Basilicas of Rome,
Jacobini read a circular to the Papnal Nuncios
sbrond,which 1s to behanded to the respective
Ministers of Foreign Affairs. Part of the
Pope's messaga reluting to religious survices
in the Basilicas confirmed the assertion that
bad the Lody of Pius IX. been peacefully re-
moved the Pope would have found an early
occasion for} passing the doers of thu
Vatican.

There was great disorder at the trial, and the
Court was clearad twice. The sentences
weore received with ehouts and hisges, A
crowd of throe thousand cheered tho prison.
ers when coming cut of Court, and fol.
lowed them shouting, « Down with
tho Olericals!” Soldiers dispersed the mob,
which re-nssombled at the office of one of the
Clerical newspapers, tore down the bulletins,
and started for the ratlway station to protest
to the King and Queen, just arriving from
Naples, but the police provented a demonstra-
tion.

hoisted a rope ladder at 1:15 to the
walls, by which Jawmes Stephens pgot
over. Having succeeded in the relenss, rix

of us acted as a special guard, the remainder
keeping within supporting distance bulind,
I will give tho uames of rome of these six,
who are alive and out of reuch of British
tyranny : John Devoy, Denis Dugen (one of
the Catalpa rescuers), Col. Thomng Kelly,
all now living iu New York city, aud
myrelf.

THE ARGENTEUIL ELECTION CASE.
HON. J. J. C. ABBOTT UNSEATERD.

Laonutg, July 13.—After nearly a yem's
deliberation, judgment was given here, to-day,
by Judge Belanger, in the Argenteuil Elec-
tion case, unseating the Hon. J. J. C. Ab-
bott, with all costs, except those of Enguete,
which ars divided. The judgment declares
the acts of the contractors, Goodwin, and their
foreman, on the Grenville Canal, were cor-
rapt. These corruptly influenced over 100
votes. He also held that corrupt intimida—~
tion had been practised on the canal, and also
that the acts of giving raillway tickets to
voters from Montreal, which wore bought by
Ricbard White, ot the Montreal Gazetle, and
handed by him to Boswell, who kept eut o1
the way at the trial, were illezal and corrupt.
There were other charges which the Judge
did net go into, finding the above more than
sufficient to unseat Mr, Abbott. Much sur-
prise 18 expressed at the dismissal of the per-
sonal charges and at any part of the costs be-
ing put on the petitioners, in view of the
great extent of the corrupt practices proven ;
and an appeal will be taken to the Supreme
Court, to secuare Abbott’s diequalification and
to set right the question of costs. Abbott's
majority, at the last election, was about 60,

her of solaiers were posted at sho:t distances
from cach other, and all persons not provided
witii a ticket ot admission were preventad
from appronching the building. ‘The few
wkn had been forturate emough to obtain
tickets found on agproaching the guard house
a large green oval tent, and adjotning it o
censiderable spuce enclused by 8 canvas
screen and covered with an awniag., One
side of thir tent was occupied by a bench on
which sat the judges, thres Massulmnung and

two Christinng in  black frocs coats
a la Turque and red fezzes, presided
over by a gray-bearded ulem: called

Sourouri Effendi, in u Llack robe and white
tarban, To the right and lett of the judges
sat the public prosecutor, the secretiries and
the subordinate jucicial functionaries, and
bohind them stood eeveral imperial aidus-de-
cawp and palace servants. Below ths bench,
in a trench cut for the purpose, saton cane
chairs the ten prisoners (Mahmond and
Nouri Pachas) (both brothers-inlaw ot
the Sultan), two ex-—functionaries of the
Pulace, thres officers of the Guard,
two professional wrestlers and a Palace
watchmnn, Belind each of the niisoners
stood & common soldier. The sideof the
tent facing the bench was left open 50 that
the spectators, reated on rows of chairs under
an awning, immediately bebiud the prison-
urs, coutd witnees the proceedings. Awmorg
the audiencu, comprising about one bundred
and twenty peoplo, were the Persisn Am-
bassador and other msmbers of the diplo-
matic body, several high officials in and
out of office, a score of imperial aides-ds camp,
n few ofticers of the Palace, several ulema
in flowiog robes and white or green turbans,
and the representatives of the prews to a
limited number. The spectators mighs have
heen oonsiderably incressed, for behird them
woere more than a hundred chairs unozeupied.
When the indictment had been r3ad, the
President, in a quniet and dlgnified manner
began to question the prisoners. The
first callad upon to state what Le
knew was Mustafa, the wreatler, 8 man of
ordinary size and not presentiryg any
signe of abnoraal muscular development.
His face was of a common typs, apnd betrayed
no symptoms of emotion s he related, in
plain unvarnished terms, how he had cut
open the ex-Sultau’s veins with & linife given
to him for the parposs by Mahmoud Damad.
His description, accompauied by slight and
significant gestures, was brutally graphie,
and made a strong Impression on
the spectators, mors than one of the
older men in the audience giving vent to
their feelings of nudible exclamations, Mux-
tafa’s account was fully confirmed by Hacji
Mehmed Pache, who declared tbattogetber
with the Chamberlain Fahri Bey und Djezairli
be bhad hold of Abdul-Aziz while thoe crime
was being perp-trated. Djezaitli, who had
m=de & full confession in his preliminary ex-
amination, was then questioned and retractsd
what he had previously said. :

They pay no taxes, and why
should they, when, as they advance, they are
not represenled, and yet they have two men-
of-war to protect them—the Eunglish Druid,
commanded by Captain Kennedy, and the
French (lorinde,under thesway of Command-
ant Delarenne. On a late occasion a number
of Importers who landed goods on this neutral
ground refused point blank to pay duties

to the Newfoundland Customs’ officers
reminding them  significantly at the
same time of certain chests of

The
Tho truth is France is, aiter o hundred years
of semi-inactivity, once more abont to pursue
a vigoroug Colonial policg, no matter on
whose corus she treads. Englond is more
in the wiy than any otber country, Dauring
the whole of the eighteenth century
Frauce and Englar,d fought for naval
aad Colonial suryremacy all over the
world with varyng successes, but owing
to the deep corr aption of the French Court,
France was de’eated. She lost what she had
gained in I+ dia, several West India and ocean
islands, vo.st possessions in Canada, and bhad
to allow Epgland to pursue her victorious
policy without a rival. Then came the
Revolution, and France, warring agsinst a
world, lost the balance of her Colonies. Eng-
Yand was supreme. France has now come
to the conclusion that she made a fearful
mistake ths past number of centuries in try-
ing to tyrannise over Burope. She now
thinks it would have been better had she left
Germany, Spain, Austria and Italy to them-
selves, and exerted her force and her geniug
in perpetuafing the French name and lan-
guage abroad. She has begun to do so. In
taking 7Tunis she has menaced Egypt
and India; in annexing Cochin China
sho has placed herself on another
flank of the Empress’ Dominions and in her
tenacity regarding the French Shore and her
drawing of close commercisl ties with Can-
ada she may be looking to the future. At all
events England is jealous and irritated. She
sees the possibility of another stroggle with
her ancient enemy for supremncy, and she is
not go sure of herself, seeing steam has
changed the cendition of naval warfare and
that France will no longer play hergame by
embroiling herself on the continent. 1f Gene-
ral Hocke were alive in our day he would not
fiud it difficult to put an army opo board a
gteam float and land it in Ireland.

The people of Ireland, the faw millions left
of them, are quietly engaged locking aiter
their promising harvests, and watching the
Government Land Bill with more or less in-
1erest, The great bulk of them were nover
over sanguine of any measure which might
be passed by a Parliament the majority of
which ig8 composed of landlords. What
little faith they bad ian the Bill was
weakened by the amendmment to the seventh
clause, inserted for the benefit of the
landlords, but when the Government
acted as if they were inclined to persist in
their emigration clause, it was felt that the
bottom had been altogether taken out of what
was but best an indifferent measure. While
the national press of [reland is lamenting
the depopulation of the country, the most
liberal Government that England bas ever
turnished are contemplating a scheme for
further depletion of an Island wbhich the
last census shows possesses a popula—
tion of little over five millions, but,
which, even English statists acknowledge
can support, at least, double the number
in comfort, Since the last census was taken
ten years ago, the enormous number of 622,
886 has left the shores of Erin to seek that
freedom and contentment abroad, * which at
home they had sighed for in vain,” and if that
kind of depopulri‘on, still going on with un.
dimiuished vigor, does rot satiafy the enomies
of Ireland they are hard to be satisfied.
If the theory of the landlords 1is
anything like correct—that the more people
who emigrate from Ireland the better off are
those who remain—then should that unfortu-
nate coumtry be the most prosperouvs in the
world, for during the past thirty-three yesars,
which counts for a generation of man, more
than three millions have left her soil,
in panic, fleeing they hardly cared whither,
provided they got rid of poverty
and oppression, But are those Ileft
behind really more comfortable? Alas,
no, the residue is steeped in poverty; is
disaffccted tothe heart's core. Those whoare
fond of reading Young Men’s Christian Asso-
ciation literature labor under the delusion that
Protestantiem saves Ulster ; thatthere, at all
events, the people are loyal, happy and con-
tented, but the hard, stern figures of the cen-
gug taker brush away this delusion, a8 If it
were & cobweb, and inform ua that in propor
tion to popualation three have left the
porthern province for every owne who
bas emigrated from Counaught.. They all
go, Protestant and Catholic slike, they
all flee irom the smiling Iland
for which the Lord has done s0 much and the
lords so little; when an absentee wants
money he telegraphs his agent to raise the
rents, but he forgets to tell him to make an
exception in favor of Protestant tenants,
Since 1841, speaking in round numbers, 100,
000 houses in the Proviuce of Ulster have
been razed to the ground ; their occupants,
mostly Protestants and Presbyterians, are
gcattered to the ends of the earth, And
yet the landlorde cry for more, and
are now savage in their fary be.
cause there is a  probability that
owing to the menncing attitude of the
Irish members the clause assisting cmigra.
tion will be abandoned. The Chicago corre-
spondent of the Montreal Gezelle, writing
gome time ago in terms little favorable to the
Irish of that city, gave it as his opinion that,
in o tar as hatred of England was concerned,
there was no difference between Protestant
and Catholic Irishmen, and wo can well be-
lisve him. The Dublin Freeman's Journal of
June the 23nd (and the Freeman 1is
noted for ita moderation) eays, speak.

ing 04 the subject ot depletion:—
“1f *,ne Catholio population (3,951,888) has
ber,n depleted by 198,979, or 4.8 per cent.
fAnce 1871, the Protestaut Episcopaliang have
decreased In precisely the same ratio, 4 8 per
cent., baving lost 32,328 of & communion re-
presented at present by 635,670 persons,
and the Presbyteriaps (who number
486,503), decreased by 12145 in the
.same decennial period. Probably no other
country in the world, even though that had
been devastated by wars or famines every
succeeding year, could match these figures for
the frightful extent and universality of our
depopulation. Have our rulers got a surfeit
of emigration even now? Or will they go on
transporting another hundred thousand Ulster
veomen until the hundreds of thous:nds some
day or other come back to demand an account
of the wicked fatuity which still clatters about
over population after sacrificing three millions
of victims ?"

It is not impossible; the economy of nature
containsample scope for retaliation, and hie-
tory informs us that Injured races—unless they
bhave been utterlly wiped out from off the
face of the earth—have had their revenge
some day.

CROWN LANDS DEPARTMENT.

We have received the report of the Com-
missioner of Crown Lands for 1880, and a
highly encouragiog report it is. By com.
paring this report with those of former years
it will be seen that the Honcorable Mr,
Flyon, through shere force of labor
and intellizence, has made his the
most important among the departments.
[t dragged under other administrations
but it is now what it should have been long
ngo one of the most fertile sources of reve-
nue in the whole Province. From the nu-
merous figures of the report we gather that at
the close of the lust fiscal year 122,443 acres
of land had been snld for the sum of $44,-
489.97, on which over $28,000 havo been col-
lected, and that the unsold crown lands com-
pletely surveyed and divided into farm 1lots
were on the 16th July, 1880, 6,325,578} acres
Of course there are lands in the Province
still unsurveyed to an almost limitless ex-
tent, but we regret to says that indica-
tions of colonization are not strong enough
to permit the hope that they wiil need divid-
ing and surveying for a long time to come.
Of Clergy lands at the disposal of the Govern-
ment there yet remains 167,533 acres after
6,325 had been sold during the year for $2,780,-
41; $18,659 was collected on what used to be
known as seignorial properties ; the revenue
from the sale of beach and deep water lots is
$2,730 ; the Secignory of Lauzon $6,836 ; {ees
from gold mines, $893; woods and forests,
$342,881.44 ; total amount of revenus, $409,-
164.93. Butit is {or the way the Minister
of Crown Launds looked after the mining in-
terest of this Province that be deserves the
greatest credit. Itis very true that mines
will be discovered no matter who isat the
head of the department, but then there are
soveral ways of dealing with them in the
public interest, and it happens that Mr, Flynn
took the right way. His handling of the
Mining Bill was done—as is acknowledged
oven by his political enemies—ia & mas-
terly manner, and under its pro.
visions an incalculable amount of good
will result both to those engaged in
minlng speculations and the Government of
the Province. Before Mr, Flynn's time we
had mining in a desultory way, and the laws
regnlating mining transactions, lands, rights,
&c., were almost ag desultory, if we may use
the expression, but now everything is plain
sailing, and all through the exertions of one
intellizent mind, Nor has the attention of
the Commissioner been altoguther con-
fined to mining; his eHorts at coloniza-
tion have been untiring, and althongh Que-
bec is, perhaps, for what reasons we know
not, the lesst attractive to emigrants, the
useful work issued from his department,
called the © Settlers’ Guide,” replete as it is
with useful information to intending gettlers,
and distributed as it is in the old country,
cannot fail to bring aboat good results
in time. The Commissioner’s report to
the Lieutenant-Governor concludes with
this hopeful paragraph:—¢In conclu-
«gion, I am happy to say that
« there are, at present, signs of a general re-
¢ vival in the timber trade, the transactions
« of the Department of Crown Lands are
« daily increasing in number and importance,
«and I confidently expect that the
s« revenue for the fiscal year 1880.81, which
# will be recorded in the Commissioner's next
i report, and which bhas been estimated at
« $504,000, will considerably exceed that
« fignre.”

LIFE AND PROPERTY IN ENGLAND.

The very great pxcltement aroused in Eng-
land over the murder of Mr. Gold ip a railway
train compartment must have a tendency to
set the wmind of a Canadian or American a
thinking. Correspondents of American news-
papers seeing what vast importance
was attached to the murder by the Eng-
lish dally press, cabled column alter
column to this side of the Atlantic until
we in our turn caught the contagion and
sought eage:ly after the minutest details of the
tragedy. We are, now therefore, acquainted
with the number of the watch taken from the
murdered man as well as s good deal of the
uninteresting history of bis hum-drum life.
And why bas all this excitement been
cauged over a single murder in England?
Wby did it create a panic throughout the
country which has not been witnessed
since the killing of HSergennt Brett in Man-
chester by armed Fenians, which was
something like an act of war? Thereare hun-
dreds of murders commit{edin England every
year, some of them of the most bintal and
revolting nature, but there i8 no cabling over

it, no screaming againat the dotectives for in.

capacity. The iact of a woman having been
kicked to death by her husband in London or
Birmingham is only considered important
encugh to require mere mention -in
the newspapers. Does a murder com.
mitted in a rallway train increase the
enormity of the crime? There are quite
a number of similar crimes perpetrated
on this continent, and there is not much noise
made about them. It will he remembered
that o crime of a precisely like nature was
committed in England some years ago, when
the German, Muller, robbed and murdered &
Mr. Brigge, and that the same amount of ex-
citement was the resmlt. Again we en-
quire, i8 a murder committed in a
rallway compsariment more heinous than
if committed elsewhere?! Well, no, it
is not exacily that; It iz not so
much life that is sacred in the eyes of
Englishmen as property. The gold watch of
the murdered man was taken, and perhaps s
lot of money. Terrible thought. If the pro-
perty of Englishmen is not safe in a railroad
whether are we drifting ? If Mr. Gold was
a poor tremp, trudging along a road ia the
country, and if he was slain by some person
or persons unknown, the London detectives
would not stir themselves. No body would
agk them. DBut property is in danger‘
At that magic shibboleth the heart of the
great middle class is aroused, and the pluto-
cracy offers large rewards for the malsfactor.
The truth is that since the Norman conquest
nntil the present day property owners have
been making the laws of Epgland, ard they
have made them in such a way that !ife was
deemed nothing and property everything.
Property was hedged in and fanced
round until it was almost a crime to
look at it, like the Median Monarch
Dejoces, whom no morial man could
approach oxcept with downcast eyas. Hence it
was that until lately it wos o capital offence to
steal a sheep, and 6ven in our day we hear
periodically of smull boys being sent to jail
for six months by English rquires for steal-
ing a fow nuts, It was the Normans intro-
duced that tremendous respect for property
of which we daily see the fruits. If shoe-
makers or curriers made tkhe laws of Eog-

jand, it would, in ali probability, be
bigh trenson to apeak disrespectfully
of leather, Ws would not, by any means,

bave it understood that property should not
be respected even uext to life itself. It is
true that the gentry who framed Ingland’s
laws obtained the lands and things thereunto
appertaining in a singular way themselves,
but since then another class of property-hold-
erg has appeared, who have created wealth by
industry, sud this wealth the laws should
jealously guard. What wa object o is mak—~
ing a fuvtish of property, falling down before
it as if i1 were the Living God. It
is no wonder that the iden that
matter is etornal bhas obtained such
a hold on the minds of men. And nc
where has the idea obtained so much agsin
England—-vhere so many Bibles are printed
and so fewof therm read, We may be wrong,
but we cannot kelp thinking that the average
Englishman if he ever gces to Heaven will
not be supremely hbappy there unless the
rights of property are respected. Aund so
Messrs. Briggs and Gold, the two men mur-
dered in o compartment of a railroad train,
will live in history simply because they were
in possession of gold watches.

The streets, through which the pro-
cession passcd, were trimmed with fir trees
and arches, Just at the entrance of the
town one arch was erected :another inrther
on, un ihe main street, just before turning off
towards the church : nd another stil} nearcr
the church before re=uaing it. This arch, as
were also the other two, was surmounted with
the cross and bearing the motto # Cend Mille
Failtke.”

Over 75 carriages, nccompanied by a piper,
Ieft Alesandrin and vicicity to meet the
Bishop ai St. Raphaels on his way to Aiexan-
dria. The Bishop was accompanied by
Fathers Gauthier, Parish Priest of Williams-
town, Masterson of St. Raphaels, Graham of
Lochiel, snd McDonell of Alexandria, and
Fsther Kelly, his secretary.

The protession arrived at Alexandris about
4 o'clock in the afsernoom, and halted just
before the Eresbytery, directly opposite to the
church docr. Here the Rev. gentlemen
alighted and entered the Freabytery to rcbe
according to the urual custom.

The procesion being formed the proces-
sion moved along and procecded to the
ckurch, the Dishop robed in tull Pontificals
and walking tnder & canopy borne by Dr.
Chisholm, Durcan A. McDonrld, Postmastaer,
A.S. McPher, A, B.Campbell, O. Chatlebois,
and Allan J. McDonald. The procession,
besides His Lordship, consisted of the clergy
whose names have just been given and eight
or ten acolytes, ane of whom walked abead
cerrying the Cross whiie anotber carried the
censer, and another still assisting to carry the
pastoral staff. Afer the usual genuflections
aud the offering of Pruyers by the Parish
Priest His Lordship took his chair on the
right hand of the altar. Drs. McMillan and
Chisholm then stepped forward aund Dr,
McMillan read the ollowing vary excollent
address on behalf of the parieh .

MATCH.
ALD, RYAN'S EXPLANATION.
To the Sporting Edltor of the Mail:

S :— Mr. Ryan's object in writing you as
e did on the subjsct of the above lacrosse
match is & mystery to all.  His remarks are
wholly irrelevant. He states, for instance,
that ¢ oaly such as aro practised players”
should be appointed umpires. What has that
to do with bis decision in the fifth grme?

« went high"?' There are not wanting hosts of
« friends,’ on the other hand, who as e¢m-
phatically asgert that the ball was not
whigh,” Truly, it games are to be decided
in this fashion, we would soon hear the end
of lacrosre.

Mr. Ryan goes on to eay:—t The orly
point of which I am not cleur is whether the
gamg was claimed by the Shamrocks ; if not,
then my decision was uncalled for at that
stage of the gnme, snd the wrong thereby
done caunot be regretted Ly anyons so much
as by mvsclf. Had I been aware that thu
duty of sn umpire wes only to decide when
called upon by theplaycrs, 1 would beina
position to speak on the point with adegres
of certaiuty wlich I connout do at this mo-
mont.”

Your correspondent may dismise his donbts

MURDER IN WESTMEATH.

Muoruinear, July 5.—A murder occurred
last night at the cross-roads of Ballagh,
about two miles from this town, the victim
being «. herd in the employ of a Mrs. Cleary,
pamad Michael Curran, aged about fifty years,
and ti:o murderer a yousg man named
Patrick Lnly, laborer, aged 21. The circum-
stances are stated to be as follows:—Curran
and Daly lived within a sbort distaace from
each other at the place above-
named, and it seems that latterly
they were not on the best terms, on account
of Curran, in hia capacity of herd, having
threatened to prosecate Daly for cutting
grass and wood. It also appearg that the
latter threatened to «“ do away” with Curran.
Betwesn 9 and 10 o'clock Imst night, Carran
was passing Daly’s house, when the latter at-
vacked him with a pitch-fork, wkloh was
taken from him by some persons who were
present. Subsequently Daly got a knife,
and again encountering the deseased, in
flicted no tew than 14 terrible wounds. Word
was at once sent for a priest and doctor who
promptly arrived. The conatabulary were
alsgo communicated with, and were goon on
the scene. llaly was arrestsd .and lodged in
Mullingar prison. Curran expired early to-
day. An inquest will be held to-morrow,

LORD ROSEBERY ON DEMOCRACY.

The Earl of Rosebery presided lately at
the annual public debate of the University
College Debating Society. At the close of
the discusslon on the question, % That the
advance of Democracy in England teuds to
strengthen the Foundations of Society,”

Lotd Rosebery snid he felp rome difliculty
in taking part in the debate sinco the #8-
sembly of which he was u member had buon
aboliched at an early part of the evening.
(Laugnter.) Suveral definitions had vesn
given of democracy, and onu of the 8. eak«
ers bed said it meant manbood suflrage
and electorn}l districts, bLut though de-
mocracy might Jead to these, it did
not pecessarily menn this or any
other particular politicul change. (Henur,
hear.} Democracy might bo woll defined
as % The Governwent for aud by the people”
(Cheers). Ot this kind of demucracy they
had in Enpgland had some experience, aud
with this experience he did not feel disposed
to quarrel. Several speakers had takeu it for
prauted, that, with domocracy, the Monarchy
and the House of Lords must ceaso 10 exist,
but he (Lord Ressbery) could pot concur in
this view. (fcar, hear). As far as he could
judge from ihe newspapers, and from con-
tact with various clasees in this country,
there was no special tendency in dewocracy
to affect the Monarchy., (Hear, hear). Asto
tho House of Lords, it aflorded a good exem.
plificalion of the theory that threatsned men
livo long. (Laughter). They were told
that if the House of Lords rejocted the Lianidl
Bill it would be wvery much threatuned
but it was much threatened last
autumn, and yet it still survived. If
however, it ever did come into violent contact
with democracy it would probably meet de-
mocracy ag thu cow did Stephenson's loco-
motive. (Laughter). But why should the
whole force of democracy bs employed to
swoep away an institution which fultillod one
of t} o greatest wants of all countries—a prac-
tical second chamber, snd one which at the
presont moment did no great injury to any-
body? (Hear, hear) Ho did wot shure the
uBperity muanifested by ouws of the speakers
against American institutions, and having
visited tho country on severnl occasions, ho
felt the greatest warmth for Awmerica and tho
Americnp people. Persons who clecied by free
choice a moderate intellect to represent them
wera better off than those who had o leviathan
intelloct placad over them against thoir will,
aud this free choice the pooply of the Unied
States possessed. 1t had been said by tho op-
ponents of democracy that the best mon in
America devoted themaclves to monuvy-got.
ting, but this wns a strong argument in its
favor, a8 showing that democracy was not cor-
rectly represented as a kind of grabbing at
the properiy of athers. (Cheers) ‘L'he ques—
tion bufore the meeting was of a very diflicnlt
nature, for a democracy depended as much
on the charnctcr of the people as a despotism
depended on that of the despot. If the Gov-
urnment was ontrusted to the people. the man-
ner in which it would bLe administered de-
pended on the peoplo themsolves. (llcar,
hear.) lHistory and analogy was in this caso
no sufficient guide  There were Republicw
In different parts of the world, but no
sure inference a8 to tho effecis of de-
mocracy in thig country could be drawn, In
Awmerica there was room enough for overy
experiment in politicsand inretigion; Switzer-
land was poor nnd small—an object of atteck
or dusire to nobody, and both thuse countrivs
were thug very differently circumstanced to
Y¥ugland, The French Repnblic had only
lasted eleven years, and its fato among the
most changeable people in the world could
pot be yet known. (Hear,) The iden of o
Republic in South Awmerlea appeared to bo
the raising of fictiticus losns and the aseas-
sination of their DMinisters, and thie
form of government it was not desirabie
to imitate, (Lnughter.) In Epgland there
was an ancient but limited Monarchy, with a-
tts attractious, 8 hereditary Chamber, an K a
tablished Church, and an arlstocracv foundend
on land. 'These were nll clements uncon-
geninl to democracy. (Hear, hear.) But,on
tho other hand, there Wag an enormous popu-
latlon crowded inte a limited epaco—a metro—
polis which wns a State in itself, with a popu-
lation greater than that of the United States
a century ago, 'These were favouralle cir-
cumstances to domocracy. 1o firmly betieved
that the advance of democracy would lurgoly
affect the power and convenience of the
privileged clusses in this country. This was
u circumstance which rome of thiz class
would regret, but he did not think they
ought to regret it. A limited clurs in
possession of great power, and groat pri-
vileges, aud great moeans of enjoyment to the
oxclusion of & much larger clags was in the
position of a person gotting a high ruto of in-
terest fuc his money, which was attended witi
great danger, and who soon Legan to Jong for
the eweet simplicity ot the three per cents,
(Langhter aud chevrr).  All great salutary
changes were not 80 much revolutions
aR compromises, avd the higher classes
would fut up with the necessity of parting
with soma of their priveliges and power
in consideration of pgreater security for
those of thum which remained. (Uear,
bear.) As regards government there seows
to be grunt advantage in democracy. With
an oligarchy the responsibility was too
great nand the penalty for failure too high.
Ho (Lord Rosebery) had always (elt, as did
many who opposed the foreign policy of
the Jate Government, that the responsibility
of that policy was shared by tbo grent
mnss of the electors who returned that
Government to office, nud that it was not
fair to cast the sole 1esponsibility on the
Government when the majority of the elect-
ors had endorsed their palicy. (Hear, hear)
It was a great advantage that the people
should share with the Government the re-
sponsibility of its acts. Sappuse thoe case of
a policy which ended {n a great national dis-
aster. If the French people had felt that the
responsibility for Sedan rested with a Parlia-
ment elected by themsel ves Sedan would have
caused no revolution. (Hear, hear.) And it
the policy ot the late Government in Afghan-
istan or South Africa had ended in disaster, no
great political convulsion wounld have ensued
—(hear, hear)—because in 1867 the vast
majority of the poopie were given a share in

Thirdly be retired his right by Ricochet—
which uncovered his pickets—when his ooly
possibility ofsuccess in doubling up his cen-
fre dank by flank, and throwing out his cle-
panc de_srice by the left oblique to relieve th
skirmish line and confuse the enemy, if such
a8 mage-uvTe would cenfuse him, and at West
Point they said it would. It was about this
time that the Emperor had two horses shot
apderhim. How often you 8vo the remark
that General So and So, in such and such a
battle, had two or three horees ghot under him.
Gen. Burpside and many great Furopean mi.
litary men, a8 I was informed by a higa mi-
litary officer at West Point, have justly charac-
terized this if a wanton wuste of projectituy,
and he impressed upon me a conversation in
the tent of the Prussian chiofs ut Gruvelotte,
in the course of which our honored guest just
referred to—Gen, Burnside—observed that if
vou con’t nim a horee o as to hitthe General
with it, shoot it over him snd you may bag
something on thoother side ; whereas a horre
shot under a General does no Fort of damnge.
I agreo cordially with Gen, Burnside;, and
heaven knows I shall rejoice to see the artille-
rists of this land ard ot all lands cende from
this wicked and idiotic custom.
At West Point they told me of another mis.
‘ake nt Waterloo, pamely, thns the French

WEEELY REVIEW — WHOLESALE
LHARKETS.
We havy now atrived at that uninteresting
period of tlie year called by merchants « bo-
tween geasons.” In most wholesale branches
the spring trade is fully over, while the full
trnde has yet to commence. “lho first half of
the year, or the spring trade portion, has wit-
nessed nn increagsed movement in staple
goods, and vreparations for the latter half of
1881 indicate that an active fall trade is
luoked forward to with certainty. Remittances
are dropping in satisfactory, and country
merchants seem more than ever alive to the
importance of securing the large discounts
offered for prompt payments. The hay crop is
engaging attention aund harvesting operations
may now be said to have fairly commenced, at
least, in the West. Crop reports from points in
Canada show that fall wheat is 88 per cont of
nn avernge crop; spring wheat 92; barley
104; oats 102; peas 102; rye 72; hay 92;
potatoes 106 ; corn 81 roots 101 ; upples 67 ;
other fruits 77. ‘Lhis may be considered a
gold exhibit, ng laet year thelepring wheat
crop wag fo affected by weather influences as
to be generaily congidered a failure., Ot
course later and more accurate returos may
modify the above fizures very materially.
The movement of grain at Montreal 50 far this
season exhibits o falling off. Last year the
receipts of prain of all kinds trom the let of
Januaiy up to the 15th of July were 7,623,351
bushels, wi ils this year there were received
within the same dates 7,013,400 bushels.
Flour and menl reduced to bushels were, how-
ever, received to the extent of 2,295,175 bush-
els this year, in the same period, while Iast
year only 1,604,260 bushels arrived. In
detail it may be mentioned that the receipts
of wheat from Jaguary lst to July 15th this
year, were 2,640,167 bushels, a decrease of
230,535 bushela. The receipts of corn were
2,032,266 bushels, a decreaso of 1,385,594
buslels, and the receipts of barley were 37,708
bushels, a decrease of 62,838 bushels. Thero
was an incraase in the receipts of oats of 254,
691 bushels; in thoreceipts of peasof 814,325
buashels, and in the receipts of flour and meal
of 600,915 buehels. In the shipments
of grain, flour and meal from DMontreal
to Europe in the period of time above
named there was a decreaso this year amount-
iug to 2,191,160 bushels. The only increase
iu shipments of any one cereal was in peas,
&aid increase smounting to 561,684 bushels.
Whent, corn, oats, barley, flour and meal were
each exported in much less quantity than
last year. The total shipments so far this
year were 7,142,080 bushels, as against
9,233,240 bushels for the correspouding time
in 1880.

Groceries,~—Thoe only transactions in tens
of any linportance during the week were cor-
ficed to good medium Japans and low grade
Coogous, and at the steady prices, country
store keoperg are buying freely. Of grocery
goods generally it may bo stated that the
cheering prospects in all parts of the couutry
feem to have the effect of brightening up
tvade with retnil merchants who are doing a
most satistactory business.

YINCE OF QUEBEC.

1. The declaraiion of ownersaip by the Crown
and reserve of all mines not epecially granted,

2 Yror the sale of mining rghts on patented
and selguorlal lands, and on unpatented lands
acquired for agricultural pursoses. Secs, 4to 12

3. For imposit'on of oyalty under Order in
Council if deemed advisable Secs. 13 & 52

4. For granting licenses (0 mine for gold or
silver on publle lands and en conceded portions
of Seignory Rigaud, Vaudreult, and other pri-
vate lands. Ses, 14, §0, ¢l ceq.

5. Ior the sale of lands as minlng locations.
Bec. 23, ¢t seq.

6. For imposition of penaliies for contraven.
tion of Aet. Sre. 10, el scu.

Under this Act purtieshoiding Tetters Patent
tor lands wranted for agricultural parposes may
nequive the right to work any mines of gold or
silv:rthewoon, vithout jlear se, by paying the
vommlissioner ofCrown Lands & saum #ulllejent
to myuke up, with thc amiount paid before issue
of putent, Lhe price of twodollars per acre, In
1hie case G Irea grants” the whicle price of two
collars perncre mwust bo paid, Censitaires in
tho scignories in which the Crown holds miping
rights may acquire these rights by payirg opa
dollar and & half peracre forthe whole of thei
land, or a! least ore hundred acies; and the
seignor or proprietor of the unconceded poitinn
of 1 seignel'y may Jo the same on paving two
dollars et acie; the extent over which such
rights eanbe acquired Lelng, however, limited
to four huadred acres, or, in speclal casey, cight
huadred acres.
