Trichina,’
the narasite which has receotly been dis~overed in
e bodies of different suimala, and which has intro-
duced a new and dangerons digense in the buman
gukjact. The liabili'y to be infecied ia forcibly et
forth as follows: The pig eeem3 to be the avimal
saturally the most hiable to trichinosis. He is cer-
tainly more liable to this disease, than any other
animnl used for food neither the sheep nor the
cx belng sobject to it. [t has been found in this
country by iuvestigations in Chirago in 1866, tkat in
all the piga brought to market in rhat city, one in
fifty infected with crichina. This shows that we are
all ip dunger of becomjog infected by the use of pork 18
unless measares be taken, in preparing the meat, to
destroy the vitulity of the worms. Smoking and
siltiog will not do thia ¢f ctually. Ounly thorough
cooking 18 to ba relisd on ap a asfe-guard. Iriare-.
markable that moet, if not all, of the cnaes of trie
chinogig in thia country, thus far have occurred
among the Germaps, Tbis i8  becauss they
have the hnbit, 20t otherwise commoa bere, of enting
bam, s1uaages, and even sometimes fresh park nearly
or quite in tbe unconked state To kill the worma
the bam must ot only be ealted aod smoked, it musi
ba cooked, and cooked thorougily, Now if you bear
in mind that one pig in fifty is infected with tiichina,
you will perbapa think many times before putting
betwern your ling a piece of pork, or ham, ur sausage
in the raw gtate; you will bs certain th.t it ia
ciok d; and not only 1uat, but thoronghly cooked.
Ooe of the worst ceses cf trichinosia thit has come
usder my observation was caused hy eating pork
chops which were rare or slightly underione. Now,

I spenk of thiag particularly sgitis a
very important mit'er, A temporature of leas than
1860° F dos3a not destroy 10e trichina.  As shown by
direct experim~nt therefore a piece of trichinons meat
any part of which has not been raised to or above
this point is just na danperoug =g if it were takeun inna
raw state. Thean are the rheif points of inportance
in regrred to the trichina and  trichinosis, The dis«
ease i8 fatal enough, frequent, enongh aad revolting
enongh to induce u3 to ake all pnesible measures to
prevent it and [ do not thitk anytbiog is sufficient
for this but a personal examination of every piece cf
pok, huw, bacon, ar sans~ge used as food, to sea that
every part of it hag beensubject to a through cookiog
process.

The following is tha answer of the Grey Nuas to
tha petition sgsainst their proposal establishment in
the St. Antoine Ward :

Ts the Chairman and Members of the Health Com-
miltee :

GentoEMEN, — We feel deep regret in not beingz able
tn acceat to tha reqaest you were pleased to mddress
to us ; but we expect from your seose of justice and
highmioded sentiments, that you will ap 'reciate the
troe motives by which we wers guided, acd of wbhich
the following are the priogipal ones:

1st. Our estabiishment waa founded by the Semin-
ary in the year 1693, in that section of the city w.ich
we at present occupy, Itis there we have spent jur
induatry, out redourced, nay, our very exiitesce, ia
vigiting and relieviog the poor, the gick, tne infirm,
the orpben, the aged and helpless,—in & word, mic~
eries of all kinds. Our feeble efforts, we flatter our-
silver, were not unwelcome to the commuuity at
large. Duriog the epidemica of cholera and typhus
cur bumble services were speedily called for and
gra‘efully rrceived. Wo caunot delieve thero jaa
wigh in thia same community now, tg cast us sway
from its midst. A few iodividnals, who enjoy the
wealth snd bappinese of thia world, may, perhaps,
wigh it ; these bowever will alwaya cunstitute bat a
small portion of society ; whilst In a large city like
Montrea:, the poor and the wretched, left to our care,
will ever be couated by thousencés. The Iatter may
be spurned by wordly delicacy, but Christian charity
will never ceasa to open itg arms to them. Qur
Merciful Saviour, we alwava sre in the Gospel sure
rounded by these poor :ffl cted creatures ; itis His
wish that they sbould bave free »ciess to His Divine
Person, and in no instasce does He allow them to be
caat awsy from Him.

20d. The merchants of Montreal have given us
to nnderstand for a number of yeara past that they
cnpsidered onr present esteblisbment, from ita close
proximily to tbe harbou:.

Law Established 1o Ireland, Mr. D’[sraeli bas a
hard task imposed upon bim § nor is it to be ex-
pected that the manoer 10 which be does his best
to discharge 1t, wmill raise his reputation asa
statesman, or as a logician. He speaks eloquently,
and like a powerful orator in defence of the Es-
tablishment, but bis arguments are unworthy of
his great abilities.

In substance they amount to this:—That it
would be a grirvous wrong to disestablish the
Trish Protestant Chureh, since thereby 1t would
be at once placed in a posstica of inlericrity to
the Catholic Church 1a that country, which is
established. ‘Chis will startle most readers, but
Mr. D'Israeli has a theory ot his awa as to what
constitutes an Establishinent,

His definition of an .Established Church is—
Any relizious body recoguising the authoricy of,
and subject to, one visible head upnn earth, that
head possessing at once terntorial, and spiritual
jurisdiction, *¢ Argal”—as the Catholic Church
has such a bead—therefore the Catholic Church
13 ap Established Chureb n every country or
nation 10 which she reckons any adherents.

It will he seen of course that Mr. D'Israeli
ignores that which 1a the characteristic difference
betwixt such nn Established Church as the Catho-
lic Church 1o Ireland, and the T'rotestant Church
of the same country. The latter is estaklished
By Law,” aud the other is not: and what the
Catholics complain of as unjust 13, not an estah

wshment in the moral and ecclesiastical order—
but 2n establishment in the legal and political

Parliament can Jisestablish it, the Protestant de-
nomication beretofore kaown as the Church as
Br Law Estabhisked, will sull be free if its mi—
nisters aod people see fit—to submit themselves
as impheily to the authoritr, to the spiritual acd
ecclesiastical jarisdiction of the British Sure-
reign—es do Cathalies (o the’ authority and
jurisdicuon of the Sovereign Pontiff.

| Protestant Church bas simply a ‘egal, and not at

all a moral existence. Tt s the mere creature
of the law : and when tie creator withdraws, it
necessarily dies, and the process of decomposi-
tion, or disintegratioa sets in. Herein consists
the difference betwixt the Church as “ By Christ”
Etablished—and a Church as * By La2w" Es-
tablished. Whetber the State ackaywledge and
proteet,or whether it disavow and persecute, the
former 1L 1s still the Establi-bed Chu.ch: but i
from the other the State for one momeat with

draw 1ts protecting hand, it immediately falls,
and can no longer be distiogmshed from any of
the other Protestant sects, which the Law never
has estabhisbed.

We have evidence before our eyes of the truth
of this in those Colontes, where the Avglican de-
nnrmtoation i, in so far as lawis concerned,on an
equal footing with the Presbyterians, Unitarians,
the Methodists, and other Prctestant bodies—and
more especially in the so called South African
branch of the Anglican Church. Dr. Celenso,
Protestant bishop of Natal,as our readers will bear
10 mind, having published his private views as a
Protestant upon the Pentateuch, and other reli~
gious matters, and these views having given
areat ofience to some of hbis brothes Protestants,
was deposed by the authori'y of snother Pro-
testant bishop, the bishop of Capetown. The
deposed bishop sets the bishop who deposed him
at defiance, and is sustawned by the Privy Coun-
il : and the fact ehcited by these strange pro-
ceedings 13 thus summed uvp by the Londen
Times :—

U It foliows that in many cases a Colonial Bisbop
is indepecdent of all authority io the exsrcise of hia
episcopal functiona., He may commit any epormities
witbin bis own diocese, and no one hag avy jurladic-
tion over him. He may deny the essential dootrines
of Christianity, or even of religion, and if he pleases.
be may still hold bis post, and exercise the functions
of bis office.”

Such being the case it is no wonder that Mr.
D’Israeli and others fook upon the disestablish-
ment of the Protestant Chureh of Ireland as
equvalent to a sentence of death proaounced

upon it.

That pampblet which was intended by ts
author to destroy the fzith of all Catholics, and
confirm the unbelief of Profestants, who might
read it, proved to her the steel that struck the
f ut, of her whale life, education, and produced
a spark of evquiry, that soon kindled n her mind,
and increased until 1t rose to that fervid flame of
faith, which snpported her, while on this earth,
and led her after anxious enquiry, mto the bosom
of the Church, which praved to her a haven of
rest, aod cleared from her mind all clouds of
doubt, even as the rising cun dispels the dark-
ness from the earth,

She was prepared for her religious change,
and received 1.to the Church, by the late samtly
Vicar General McDonald of Kiogston, whrse
able works, particularly that on the Divine Pre-
sepce in the Blessed Sacrament, and utber sub-
Jects, she coostantly studied and disceminalted,
amongst those who were enquirers after the great
truths she so zz2alously professed ; for ihis many
are indebled under (Fod to her for being to-d:y
in the true fold of Christ. Oa being confirmed
che took the holy vame of Mary in addition to
that of Elizabeth, as proof the great love she
then concerved and always bad for the DBlessed
Virgm, who was her special patroness,

Mr. Z egler was then Music Master of the
66 Regimeat, and for many years after, slation-
ed in the Canadas, and afterwards at different
times with several nther corps in this country, in
the same professional capeeity. He had toleare
Montreal last October, to try as a last resource
and remedy the rative air of bis beloved wile’s
home, and also, on the urgen! iavitation of lis
wife’s sister, in the fond hope (hat it might pre-
serve ler Lo lum, who was the solacing gem of
bis dechining years. But God willed ol‘herwise.
and to His decision, though to him hard to bear,
her beloved husband, as a true Christian, bumbly
subinitted.

The charity of deceased to the nendy was vu-
bounded, and she was often known to deprive
herself of what she called, unnecessary comforts,
to give to those whom she called the Lords
poor, without distinction of creed, class or coun-
try. During the dreadful Irish fainine of 1846,
she was then w Birr. Through that dreadful
time she suflered the greatest wmental agony,
through witnessing the horrors caused by the
starvation around her, sod which, assisted by
the officers and men of the Regiment, sbe and ler
husband did all o their power to alleviate; but to
ker as principal was given the palm, for promot-
ing aod forwarding every chantable act, that
could by them be done for the starving and fever
s'ricken sufferers, and she berame to them a
miistering acgel indeed.

She was a constant reader of the London
Tablzt, and of the True WrrnEss, and always
spoke of those papers in the highest manner, as
Caiholic organs, aud defenders of the faith, and
wished !hat every person had an opportumty to
read and profit by their very able articles, 1n the
defence of our holy religion. '

Hers was the death of those. whom the
Psalmist has written: ¢ Blessed are the derd
who die n the Lord.” Her end was peace, for-
tified by all the holy aids of that religion of
whom she was so ardent a follower for 35 years:
~ Requiescal tn pace.

¢ prafessing oo religion at all’ The 'angnage of this
member becarca go foul thet the President stopped
him. A sec:ne tcok place: several Republicans
asked to speak and were refuzed permission; thry
then left the Chamher in a bady. Messages were
gent backwards and fyrwards between them and the
President, until at Jast they returoed and pronosded a
vote ¢f censure on the Preaident, who bad withdrawn,
leaving the Obamber uader the anthority of the Viea-
President. Sr. Martos explained tha conduet of the
President bat wag betrayed into gaying that he had
perbaps besn mistaken. Satlefisd with this falee ad-
missiot, tha revolationists withdrew their vota of
censure, Tha blazpbemies againat Almighty God,
agaiaat Ocr Divine Saviour, and egainst the purity
of the Blessed Virgin bave been se grosr that some
of the Madrid papera have refased! to report them in
their eolamns. In no Parlisment in the world bas
such language ever been permitted ; even in ita
