It iiftbrds me unicli pleasure in

presenting for your consideration the reiiortsand statements

connected with the Municii)al athiirs of tins citv coverin<r

the business of the vear 188!).

It must be a source of [)leasure to you to observe the

marked improvement which has taken place in this city

during the past year, not only in the large mimber ot very

substantial buildings which have been er^ cted, but also in

the greatly increased value of real estate, which has advanced

in a greater ratio during the term just ended tlian it has for

many years back.

It cannot but be a sitisfaction to projiorty owners and

residents of Victoria to lind that the city is still keeping in

the van ot progress. By continuing to inn)rove Victoria

and its surroundin£?s its inhubitants can rest assured that it

will always maintain the i)remier position on this western

side of the great Dominion. I beg however to impress upon

Victorians that this advantage cannot be sustained by any

exhibition of a}»athy or by too close a conservation of their

means. For it is an indisputable fact that, bofore much
needed substantial improvements can be carried out, author-

ity to use considerable sums of money l)y the Council is

absolutely imperative. It is true that, during the year just

closed, the ratepayers have responded freely to the requests

i
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ot the Council for fuiulrt to enable it to prosucuto necessary

works, and that they have also supported with an open hand

the boiuises to encourage numufacturing industries an<l

other interests among ns. To my mind, the liberal spirit

evinced by the ratepayers in this cionnectiou has been an

important factor in the city's general prosperity. While the

taxes on real estate have been increased during the year,

not by an advanced rate, but by an adjustment of values,

property owners ought not to comphiin, il they will oidy

take into consideration the actual enhancement of value in

their properties, which I feel sure but few will deny.

The total indebtedness of this city, less sinking fund on

hand, is ^507,118 17 a small amount when its population,

business interests, and cash values are considered. And in

addition to these considerations there is the value ot the

Corporation property (independent of |»rivate property)

which could be disposed of at short notice at from §1,200,-

000 to $1,400,090. This estimate includes that very valu-

able asset, "The Water Workj." It was a most wise act

ot the ratepayers to place at the command ot the Council

large suras ot money to enable it to so perfect the system of

water distribution that consumers generally can have an

adequate supply, at the same time giving additional insur-

ance against tire.

It has been thought wise by the Council to expend ruoney

and enter into contracts which action has caused them to

exceed the revenue tor the year 1889 by some $7,114.80 in

cash paid out, and liabilities to be met in the shape of con-

tracts of $:30,9.32.76. This position was pointed out by your

humble servant when the different propositions came before

the Council for discussion, but it was no doubt, the necessity

of the works being carried on that prompted the members
of the Board to authorize the expenditure and incur the

liabilities. For instance, the additions to the City Hall are

really needed on account of the lack of space for the Fire

Department, necessary police accommodation, and lock-up

facilities, coupled with the necessity for more office room



owing to the growing revenue and consequent increase of

Municii)ul business. The volume of business transacted

during thr year, as will l)e observed by the financial state-

ments was $451,102.02 being considerably over one half of

the expenditure made by the Provincial Government, for

the last fiscal year.

A "Municipal Act " ofgreater compai^s was passed during

the last session of the Legislature, yet I think there are

many amendments which should be made to bring the Act
to still greater perfection. In this connection there ought

to be additional powers given for the better disposition of

the sinking funds, if not for power to borrow money with-

out providing any sinking fund to meet the ultimate pay-

ment of debentures. In either case a large saving to the

city could be effected.

I am of the opinion that the voting qualifications should

be extended, to meet the fairness of establlsliing a right for

lodgers to vote, under proper conditions. I have known
gentlemen paying in this city as much per month for board

and lodginsj as is necessary lor a household voter to pay in

rent for a year, to be enabled to vote for Mayor and Alder,

men. The working of the Licensing Board, since the

amendment to the "Act," has shown that a change to some

little extent should be made to ensure representation on the

Board of such citizens as may be considered desirable, and

a method provided by which witnesses could be summoned
by the Board.

I have been in the past an advocate for a special charter

for this city, but, after more fully considering the subject, I

am now of the opinion that it is better to conduct the Cor-

poration business under a general "Act" for two reasons.

First, in matters of litigation, the meaning of the general

"Act" becomes known to all legal men throughout the

Province by the interpretation given in the Coui'ts, which

cannot be said of special "Acts;" Second, a general "Act''

can be amended by the Legislature, without expense to the
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Corporation, wliilc, if iiii iuneiidiiu'iit is dosirod to u spcciiil

"Act" (otherwise Private Ai;t) it will cost in each case, or

every time that it is taken into the Legislature, from $400

to 1750.

HEALTH
Is a suhjcct rcriuiring tin; most earnest attention of the

Council. The Health OHicer's l{ei)()rt furnishes tlie infor-

mation that the death rate tor the year has been es.s tnan

tliat of forraei' years. This is gratifying.

financf:.

The financial statements lierev/itli, iluly signed by the

City Auditor, will show tlie amount of business transacted

during the year.

It will he seen tlr'<^ the revenue of the (/orporation ia

steadily increasing, principally from enhanced valucsin real

est;ite and watsr rents. It is safe to predict tliat the revenue will

tor the next five years, grow as much as it has in proportion

during the last five. It this should be found to be the case

by 1895, the city's revenue will be $300,000 per annum, a

sum, the possession ofwhich will enable the Council to carry

out many needed iraj^'ovements.

During the year there was added to the indebtedness of

the Corporation, by way of loans the sum of $215,000, tlie

greater [lortion of which has been and is being expended on

water works. The Debentures bearing 5 per cent sold at a

higher premium than ever before, proving that Victoria is

growing in wealth and stability.

As has been before mentioned, the total expenditure for

the year by the Corporation was $451,162.02, nearly double

any amount that has been expended in any single year here-

tofore. The great difficulty which the Council has to com-

bat, is the keeping of the expenditure inside of the Revenue.

STREETS

Have had during the term especial attention and a deal of

money has been laid out, the information concerning which

will be observed in the iinancial statement and street com-

mittee's report. I would again impress upon the citizens

the importance ot having the central portion of the city

pav«d at an early date, so that it may be kept thoroughly

clean.

WATER WORKS
The much needed increase ot the wat-^r supply has been

eftected. During the year two loaii - ot $70,000 and $00,000

were authorized by the ratepaye^B, and, when these suras

shall have been expended, it will be i'ound that the works

will be in a thoroughly efficient condition. One other

improvement ougat to be carried out, viz: an increased

lilterage capacity. A very lengthy report prepared with

much care by Mr. Summertield, water commissioner, will

give detailed information.

CITY LIGHTING.

The committee's report on this subject will be iound to

contain particulars ot improvement in this branch of city

service, as well as calling attention to certain necessary

changes. Although the service may not be entirely satis-

factory to ourselves, those at a distance, commenting through

the press upon our system of city lighting, speak of it in the

highest terras.

FIRE DEPARTMENT.

It is satisfactory to all of us to know .that this branch of

the municipal service is now in such a state o*" perfection

that if the Council for 1890 can supply the department with

a chemical engine, it is about all that the officers and men

i
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could ask for. It is fortunate for the city that so little loss

by fi. has occurred during the year.

POLICE.

The condition of this important arm of the public service

has been satisfactory. The good order prevailing now and

in the past is the best gunrantee of the ability of thedepart-

ineiit to protect our citizens. It was found necessary during

the year to incura considerable expenditure for the better

accommodation of the force.

SEWERAGE.

It, is unfortunate that this raost important and much
needed work is no further advanced than it was left by the

Council of 1885. A by law asking the ratepayers to agree

to the borrowing of $(350,000 for its prosecution on the com-

bined system or "Pickering and Corapton's plan" was

defeated. This is one of the questions that ought to receive

the attention of the incoming council, and in my opinion

plans according to the separate system should be at once

prepared and the ratepayers asked to assent to the floating

of a loan for this purpose at the earliest date possible.

There is much that oiight to be undertaken toward the im-

provement of the streets that cannot be done until permanent

sewers are laid.

ROSS BAY CEMETERY
lias not yet been enlarged. This matter should be seen to,

as it will be found that more space will be required in the

near future for this purpose.

BEACON HILL PARK.

Much has been done through the liberality of the rate-

payers to make this Ijeautiful resort still more attractive. It

will be necessary, before the good work begun shall have

been carried to completion, to expend considerable funds,

but I deem it a wise and profitable investment which iu

many ways will give the best possible results. I feel sure
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that many of those who in the first instance characterized

the past expenditure as wasteful, have now changed their

opinions.

THE PUBLIC LIBRARY.

The workiiifij of this most excellent institution has been

extremely satisfactory, as will he seen by the report of the

committee. In fact the circ ilatioH ofbooks has far exceeded

the most sanguine expectations of its advocates. Donations

to assist in making it still nearer perfection are always in

ordet' and will be thankfully received.

THE BOARD OF ALDERMKN
Are to be commended for the care and labor that they have

bestowed upon the public business. The draft upon

the time of the members of the Council is year by year

increasing, as much work is performed by the different

committees that should, properly speaking, be attended to

by paid officers. The reason for this may be found in their

anxiety to conduct the affairs of the municipality in the

most economic manner. Generally, it is hardly to be

expected that the members of the Board could always agree

in respect to the best methods of having the business of the

Council transacted, but this is an advantage rather than

otherwise, for it is certain that the final outcome of a differ-

ence of opinion gives a greater guarantee that the matter in

hand will be understood.

I feel that the whole of the members of the Board of

Aldermen for the past year have performed their duties

conscientiously, holding before all other considerations the

best interests of the city.

Complaints are made, and justly too, of the condition of

vegetables brought to market by Chinese.

We beg to submit the followinp; re-

port on Sanitary matters

:

That we are pleased to state that the city during the past

year has been free from any serious epidemic, and that on

the whole, considering the great want of proper sewerage,

the health of the city has been good.

Numerous complaints having been made at the commence-

mert of the year of the stench arising from the open drains,

your committee were compelled to put on a larger force of men
to clean out said drains, and also to put a horse and cart at the

service of the Sanitary officer, to remove filth, etc., from the

mains. A great many of these open drains have been re-

placed by box drains, but a large number still remain open.

Your committee did not think it advisable to put the city

to so large an expense as would be necessary to convert them

into box drains, as we expected that by this time some system

of sewerage would have been adopted. We hope that the

incoming Council will at once stir in the matter of

sewerage, as it will shortly be necessary to replace

a large quantity ol wooden drains that are rotting out,

and in many instances where they are laid near to the

surface are so saturated with sewerage matter that the stench

arising from them is worse than that from open drains.

The increase in the number of box drains laid in '89 over

those laid in '88 shows the necessity of a sewerage system

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being at once adopted and carried out, since the cost of

relaying old drains and of new drains required the

coming year, will amount to a sum of money as large as the

interest and sinking fund on a system of sewerage would

amount to in the same period.

In CO 1 elusion, your committee recommend that where drains

will remain undisturbed for a number of years by any system

of sewerage, that earthenware }npo be substituted for wood;

also, that water closets connecting with the present drainage

system should be abolished, except where connections are

being made and required to be made with Johnson street

sewer.

I have tliu hoiiitr to |)i'L'(?ciit my ro-

port ivpoii the sanitary couditioii of the city, and progress have

made, dating from 1st .laniiary up to Dooemher 31st, INJIO.

During the past sunimei* I have examined a hirge portion of

occupied buildings and in many cases found tliat tlie iidiah-

itants had neglected sanitary duties.

Fully seven-eighths of the Chinese quarter was in a very

filthy condition.

I need not comment upon the innunierahle new box drains

constructed by the corporation, giving opportunities to

property owners to drain their premises: I have also to state

that nine-tenths of entire surface di'ains arc in j^ood condition.

The large block bounded i)y (io\er]iment, 'Douglas, Cor-

morant and Fisgnard streets, has been drained by the pi-operty

owners in a thorough manner, at considerable expense, and

gives good satisfaction. Nearly every person with whom I

came in contact, was oidy too willing to renovate his or her

premises.

Your Sanitary Officer would recommend that Cook street

drain, from Fort street running west, be boxed and filled up,

and would report also that a poi-tion of Pembrooke street re-

C[uires attention.

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I also beg to inform you, that I have np to the preseiit date,

served 541 Notices, after personal inspection, 500 siimnion-

ses, 11 requesting removal of nuiisanees. I cannot but com-

pliment the inhabitants generally for the interest taken by

rhem in assisting to promote the sanitary object "Cleanli-

ness." flohnson street ravine has been practically protected,

and cleansed to considerable extent, and in case of a heavy

rainfall can be kept from overHowing. Every precaution is

taken to keep the city in a cleanly and healthy state.

At the close of the year 1888 the ()nt<];oni<^ street committee

recommended the prosecntioii of the work of Hlliiifj; at the site

of Finlaysou's bridge. This work has been carried on, and

the Department of the Interior has conveyed the site to the

city. Your committee would strongly reconinjend to the in-

coming Board of Aldermen that a retaining wall be built on

the line of the west side of Government street, at tlie site

above mentioned, and that api)lication be made to the Do-
minion Government for a grant of that part of the foreshore

extending noithwards from the portion filled in by R. Fin-

layson, to mean water mark on the northern shore of Rock

Bay; and extending westward from the street line on the west

side of Government street, a distance oH about HOO feet.

The National Electric Tramway Co. are pushing their work

to completion, and it is hoped that the line will be in working

order by the end of this month or early in February. The
president of the company assures your committee that

although the laying of the track has been ])rnductive of in-

convenience to the public during its construction, he guaran-

tees that on completion of the whole work the streets will be

left in a satisfactory condition.

'.'^:
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Tlie JohuHou .stioot sower is uoarly coiu[)letocl ami it is

liopotl that it will j)iovo suceosHful iiuli verting sewerage from

enteriug the ravine. This work also caused great inconven-

ience to the residents and storekeepers along the line of

route, and your committee regret to state that the contractor

was not as energetic in putting the streets, through which the

sewer runs, in proper order during the progress of the work
as he should have been.

Dallas Road, from the outer wharf to Menzies street, has

been com])letcd and macadamized, and from Menzies street

to Park boundary is also completed and gravelled. During

the progress of this work a cut of about five feet was neces-

sary near St. Lawrence street. Claims for damages to property

have been put in, which is to be deplored, as it is impossible

to grade streets properly without causing temporary incon-

venience to property owners, and your committee consider the

so-called damages more than counterbalanced by the enhanced

value of the property consequent on the work. Your com-
•..';' a would recommend that the city members be requested

to littve section 193 of the Municipalities Act amended at the

ensuing session, so as to give the Corporation power to make
improvements without being subjected to vexatious and frivo-

lous claims for damages.

The grading of Catherine street is nearly completed, and

your committee would strongly recommend that the rock

crusher be sent there early in the Spring to crush the rock

and complete the street, as it will be one of the principal

thoroughfares to Goodacre Lake and the most attractive

portion of the park.

It is also desirable that about four feet should be taken off

Marvin's Hill, and the road lymg betwe(?n that and Humboldt

street raised about four feet at its lowest point This work,

if carried out, will make the grade easy.

To His Worship the Mayor and Board of Aldermei

:

—

Gentlemen:

I have the honor to submit the

following report of tlie condition of the Victoria Waterworks,

showing the ]irogress made during the past year in the effort

to provide the City of Victoria with a system of water supply

commensurate v.ith her position as a rapidly growing centre

of industry and maritime importance: as also to provide a

fire protective supply of ample dimensions, so that in the

event of an emergency, the city would not have the ex-

perience of several of her neighboring cities and have

to chronicle the fact, that just when the supply

was most wanted, at the critical moment it failed; and

thereby involved a pecuinary loss which would have

provided an ample water supply four or five times above

ejvery requirement. The principal improvement effected

during the past year has been the laying of a new steel main

of 13 inches diameter, from the headworks to city, and which

is primarily designed for a high service supply to the

Eastern portion of the city.

THE 16 INCH MAIN.

The total length of the 16 inch main is 27,200 feet, from

the dam to the terminal point in the Work Estate; and in

40 feet wide is fenced on both sides, and biidges have been

constructed where necessary.

Six rubble masonry culverts with brick arches, have been

constructed over streams, at points where necessary for the

pipe to pass over.

The total cost of the 16 inch steel main, complete in every

particular, is given herewith in the subjoined statement,

except th it it also includes the cost of half a mile of the

heaviest work on the whole line, that was prepared for the

24 inch steel main (now under contract) and was more

advantageously performed at the time, than could afterward

be done when the 16 inch main was in situ.

Labor account as above 374.S9 92

Stores, materials and sunib-y account 5014 58

(Irand totiil cost of main as completed S80l;}8 62

The cost of trebling the su|)ply of water that can be

delivered in the city in any given time, is thus ver}' far

below any estimate that has been brought foiward as an

argument in favor of temporary works, as against a second

main from the lalces to the city.

It will thus be seen that during the day time, the pressure

over the entire system of street mains, service pipes and fire

hydrants has been increased by from 18 to 19^ lbs per

square inch, and with the consumption increased about 50

per cent.^owing in a great measure to the increased pressure;

whilst in the night time the pressure has also been increased

by from 1 1 to 13 lbs per square inch and the water delivered

at an elevation 25 feet higher during the night time than

heretofore recently.

A comparison of the altitudes given of the lake etc. , and

the height of the water in town, will clearly show that very
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nearly all that ia posHiLle has been obtained in the way of

pressure from our present headworks, and that tliroo tini(>s

the amount of water can V)(> ddHvered in the city in the same

])eri()d of time as formerly.

Numerous observations and exploratoiy surveys havolKum

made in connection with lieavcr and Elk lakes and tlujir

vicinity; but in view of the suit of the property owners along

Hydrants.

Twenty-two new fire hydrants have been placed in

position during the year, and six defective ones have been

cut out and replaced.

The total number of tire hydrants now connected to the

mains is 82, whilst their relative value for fire purposes is

given in the preceding tables.

Services.

During the past year 186 new services have been con-

nected with the mains, making a total of 1,924 services

connected with the water works system of Victoria.
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The number of new dwellings connected with services

already supplying houses, during the year, was 15.

The cost to the waterworks of putting in the services,

in labor, lead pipe, brass fittings, etc., was $1,907 77, and

does not include the cost of cleaning, fitting and coating the

old pipes, which when dug up whilst relaying street mains,

were used in extending the water supply to outlying houses

in streets which are not graded; in some cases not taken

over by the city, and in other cases scarcely cleared; but if

new pipes were required to make these extensions, it would

involve a large outlay, either for the city or parties sup-

plied, or both.

and Street Liglitiug," in a review of the transactions in that

department covering the year just closed, beg to report as

follows:

I he 35 additional lamps put up during the past year neces-

sitated the purchase of material for, and the construction of

six miles of line; the erection of two masts and twenty-nine

lamp poles for individual lamps, and with a view to the facil-

itation of lamp-trimming, the 20 old individual lamp poles,

with one exception, have been replaced by neat painted cedar

supports, with lamp-lowering gear.

The two Sperry dynamos with about 30 lamps in fair con-

dition, are stored at the works. They would be useful for

service singly, on short circuits, in mills or factory, and we
would recommend that they be offered for sale.

During the past season the speed of the 14x18 engine was

increased from 105 to 161 revolutions, and since that time

has been doing the work formerly accomplished with the aid

of the 10x12 engine; but your committee are of opinion that

the power, both in point of kind and quantity, is unsuited to

the service, and in order that the department may keep pace

with the recurring needs of our fast growing city, your com-

mittee think it needful that further extensions of the lighting

system should be immediately undertaken by the incoming

Council, and to this end they would respectfully recommend

the sale of the present engines and boilers, and the purchase

of desirable machinery capable of developing 175 to 200 H.P.,

To His Worship the Mayor and Board of Aldermen—

GkntIvKmkn :

—

We, the P'ire WardeiiH, beg leave to

siibiiilt the followlno; report :

The tire record for the past year has been comparatively

light.

The tire departiiieiit i-esponded to twenty-iive aJHrms, Nine

ahiruis for grass tires were sent in, making a total of thirty-

finir alarms during the year.

A new Merryweather steam lire engine, purchased from the

Montreal agents of Messrs. Merryweather tk Sons was tested

on December 18th. The test proved most satisfactory, and

your Fii'e Wardens accepted the engine.

A Preston yKrial 70-foot Truck was also purchased from a

Toronto firm. The engine and truck were urgently needed

by the tire department to combat large tires. It will be nec-

essary for the incoming Board to purchase a team of horses

for the Preston Truck.

The purchase of 2,000 feet of fabric tire hose was also con-

sidered advisable.

Early in August last a contract was entered into with the

California Electrical Works to supply and tit up a Gamewell

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fire alarm system. The alarm system was to have been in

working order at the end of the year ; but owing to some

disagreement between the customs authorities and the com-

pany, tliey have been unable to clear the boxes; but we hope

the matter will be amicably settled in a few days, enabling

the company to complete their contract. The present alarm

system is in a most deplorable condition, owing to the loss of

time occasioned by waiting for alarms by telephone.

During the year the placing of additional hydrants was

carried on in portions of the city where new mains have been

laid.

The salary of the Chief Engineer was raised from $700 to

$1200 per year. Your fire wardens considered this increase

advisable, as under the new order of things the chief engineer

devotes his whole time and attention to the department. The

salaries of the permaneiit men were raised and a new driver

appointed.

' A number of improvements have been made in the engine

houses, thereby increasing the efiiciency of the department-

Among the improvements, we might mention that sleeping

accommodation has been provided for twelve firemen in the

second storey of the Deluge fire hall, and a s'i.ling bar runs

to the sleeping room, enabling the men to reach the ground

floor without the loss of time. On the completion of the

addition to Tiger fire hail, your fire wardens would adviso

similar improvements to provide sleeping accommodation.

We would also recommend the purchase of a good chemical

engine, which Avould greatly increase the means of extin-

guishing fires and would lessen the damage caused by water.

The Tiger steam engine should be placed in thorough

repair. The engine requires a new boiler. Should the city

of New "Westminster purchase the small Merryweather engine,

we would advise the disposal of same at the sum mentioned

in

chi
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in a telegram forwarned to that city some days ago. The

chief engineer recommends the sale of old apparatus. The

recommendation is endorsed by your lire wardens.

We c» nsider that the chief, assistant, officers and men have

done their duty during the year in a satisfactory manner.

Gentlemen :

—

I have tlie honor to herewith eubmit

the annual report of the Victoria Paid Fire Department upon

matters pertaiuintr to the same. I also respectfully submit

suggestions and recommendations t<» increase the effiniency of

the organization under my jurisdiction.

Al'l'OINTMKN'l'S.

In the matter of appointments I have always used great

care and, as demcmstrated at fires, the officers and firemen

have proved that the lives and property of the citizens are

guarded by careful, prudent men. The members have con-

formed to the rules and regulations readily, and all has gone

forward with complete satisfaction.

KIRKS.

During the year the department responded to 34 alarms of

fire, classified as shewn by annexed tables. The fire loss has

been very light, due, in a great measure, to the promptness

and efficiency of the department.

.\HPAR.\TUS.

Tlie apparatus in use by the department is in good con-

dition, with the exeepti(m of the steam fire engines purchased

by the Volunteer Fire Department. The Tiger steam fire

engine requires a thorough overhauling. The Deluge engine

requires a new set of boiler tubes. Stored in the various

houses belonging to the tire department, I find a number of

articles which should be sold, including tn-o manual fire

engines, one hook and ladder ^ruck, one four-wheel hand

hose carriage, two hand hose reels and an P^nglish fire escape.

The apparatus mentioned was purchased some years ago by

the Yolunteer Fire Department.

WATKIt SLIM'LY.

Our supply of water has been all that could be desired until

the recent cold weather, when 1 found a number of hydrants

frozen. During the year I e\am"ne(! the hydrants regularly

and reported to the Water Commissi»)ner. 1 found several

in a defective condition. The AVater Commissioner's report

will shew the capacity of the mains, number and location of

hydrants, pressure, and every d"tail in connection witli the

water oupply. The business portion of the city is also pro-

tected \/ith large cisterns.

FIRK ALARM JKLKORAPH

This branch of the department is under constructicm. On
August 2nd, last, an agreement \va- entered into witli the

California Electric Works for tlif fiii-nishing. constructing

and equipping of a complete ' unwell Fire Alarm system of

the most modern design and iteiial. Owing to delays

caused by the non-arrival of the matriiMl md seizure of the

alarm boxes by the Inspector of Customs, tlie system remains

incomplete. I am assured by the agent of the California

Electric Works that everything will be in running order in a

short time. The present system is most unsatisfactory.

Gentlemen :

I have the honoi to roport that the ooiiditioii of the Polico

Force is at the pieseiit time very fair. The total strength of

the PoHce force is as follows: one Superiutemlant, one Ser-

geant and nine Constables ( in uniforrn ) and three Con-

stables in private clotiies, a total of fonrteen. Of the

nine uniform Constables, two are detailed for duty at the city

lock-up, leaving seven of that class for patrol duty. The
three constables in private clothes, which have lately been put

on, are now employed at night to patrol that portion of the

city east of Douglas Street hitherto unprotected.

There has been a few changes during the past year, arising

fiom resignations and one death.

Only one complaint has been brought before the Police

Committee against a constable for neglect of duty. In this

case a reprimand was considered sufficient.

The detailed account of all the cases brought berore the

Police Court, which I beg to submit, will show that very
few serious crimes have been committed.

And I beg further to state that no serious oflfenders have

escaped the vigilance of the Police.

The new Police quarters now in course of construction will

be when finished, of much benefit and comfort to the mem-
bers of the force.

Yoni- Drainage Coniuiittee beg to

report that from the beginning of tlic year the matter of

obtaining a proper system 'if sfwci-age fur the city, has

engaged to no small degree tiieii' time and attention.

Whether the "Separate" or •* (,\»m hi ned '' system should

be adopted, was a (juestion that gave risi' to protracted dis-

cussion in Council and in committee. In May last, tiie sei--

vices v)f Mr. Willis Chij)nian, 1>. 8c.. of Jh-ockville Out.,

Sanitary Engineer, were secured, to examine the topograph-

ical outlines of the city 'Uid report as to the system he would

propose as best adapteo .»r the place.

Hi.< report, laid before the Council (jii the -ith of June last,

recommended an important alteration in the plans of Messrs.

Pickering 6c Crompton, adopte<l by a |)revious Council, and

strongly advised the adoption of the " Separate " system.

Desiring to obtain every information possible on so impor-

tant a subject, your Committee recommended the Council to

invite Mr. Pickering to revisit Victoria, in the hope that after

reviewing all the conditions to be considered under existing

circumstances, he might be willing to modify his original

plans in order to meet the views of the Council relative to the

question, and in the event of t!ie Council accepting the plans

so modified, to arrive at some definite agreement as to the

fulfillment of his scheme.

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Mr. Picker! iifT on reach! no; Victor i^a. iidvocated what he

termed the " Kestricted-Coinhined System'' chiiming for it

the advaiitajres of both '' iSeparate "'
iiiid "Combined'' systems.

To bring the matter to an issue, a by-law was pi-epared ask-

ing for a h)an of SBoO.OOO to carry into elTect this latter

system proposed by Mr. Pickering and was j^laced before the

ratepayers for their vote on the ;h'd (»f December last but did

not receive their assent.

Your (Committee, iiowever, beg to state, tiiat they do not

apprehend that the defeat of this Ity-iaw is tt» be regarded as

an evidence of indifference or anti])athy (»n the ])art of tlu-

ratepayers to every sewerage sclieme. but simply their dis-

approval of the one then submitted to them.

A very important part however of whatever system (if

sewerage that mi\j be ad<>])te(l (for it is evident .-ome system

must be decided upon in the near future) has been undertaken

in the I'lying of Johnson Street sewer.

This work, owing to an unlbraeen delay at its commence-
ment, caused no small inconvenience an<l some loss to

a number of merchants doinor business on Johnson street.

Recently it has progressed more siitisfact(trily, and the

sewer at present promises to secure fo;* the city, when com-
pleted, the object desired in its construction.

Gentlemen :—

Your Committee beg to report that

during the past year some much needed and thorough, sub-

stantial, as well as ornamental, work has been accomplished,

a portion of which is still in progiess.

The following resume, which we have pleasure in laying be-

fore the ratepayers will doubtless assist them in forming

some idea of what has been undertaken and performfed.

THE PUBLIC LIBRARY.

This institution was formally opened by His Worship the

Mayor in May hist. His Worship borrowing the first book, a

volume of Carlyle. Since then through the energy, courtesy

and fostering care of our esteemed librarian Dr. McGregor,

the right man in the right place, the library has riaen from

one degree of success to another.

The salary of the worthy librarian however, is totally in-

adequate, and it is hoped this matter will receive due atten-

tion at the hands of the next Council.

The library has at present an active membership of over

1000, and the daily record of books loaned has reached the

number of 120.

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The present rooms are (MMitiully located, easy of access,

and well supjilicd with nioval)!*' runiitiire; the reading room,

altlion<;li somewhat insntlicieut as to size, heiii}^ fiiniislied

with many ol the leadin<^ i)«>riodi(!als.

THK CEMiyrElllKS.

ITpon the old Cemetery which resembled an ancient and

deserted ruin, gi*\en over to deejay, some attention and care

has l)een bestowed. TIil- trates and fenc(^s have Ix^en repaired

while the sacred precints they enclose are no longei- a pas-

ture as they have been for cows ; a desecration and a defile-

ineut most grevions to the friends still living, of those whose

bodies linve been theiein long buried.

With regard to the new cemetery at Ibjss Bay, your Com-
mittee have to report that the caretaker's house has been

subjected to repaiis, having been ])ainted outside and

tkoroughly renovated inside.

The fence, gates, and seats have received a coat of paint

and a better water su])ply has been obtained by deepening

the old well, by the addition of a large tank, conveniently

situated, and by placing a pump in blie ravine on the south

side ot the cemetery.

These latter imjnovemen/s were very necessary and nuich

appreciated by visitors to the c( (>tery in the dry summer
weather.

THE ( ITV HALL.

Ad addition to the city hall, long known as the north west

wing, required to accoiodate properly the police and fire

department, has been built at a cost of .*7000 and also some
inexpensive but convenient and valuable office fittings have

been supplied to the offices of the City Clerk and City Treas-

urer.

The business of the corjjoration has increased, however, to

such an extent as to make it compulsory to provide more
room, and to provide it on a more business basis. The con-

tract, therefore for the northeast wing of the city hall has

been let which when completed, besides giving enlarged

accomodation for all the ofiices (notably the Mayor's) and

This fountain has been thoroughly overhauled

repainteci and ])laced in good running order, much to the

satisfaction of the residents in the vicinity and the public

generally, who may now obtain in passing it, if tliey so require,

an abundant supply of water.

BEACON HILL PARK.

Special mention must be made of this beautiful public

resort, the fame of which is not confined to this country and

th ' United States, but has extended to the old land as well.

In instituting and carrying on the extensive work of im-

provement niidortaken in this park this year, the city is to

be congratulated in securing the services of so experienced

and capable a man as Mr.TV. Blair, to execute the design for the

embellishment of the park adopted by the council, which

every one must admit is a masterly one.

The greater portion of the $25,000 voted by the ratepayers

has been judiciously expended with results already admired

by all, results which by enhancing the value of residential

property in the vicinity of the park, will increase the revenue

of the city and prove a free and fiir advertisement of Vic-

toria to the travelling puljlic for all time to come.

Your Committee would stronglv recommend to the incom-

ing council and rate paj'ei's, the desirability of voting an

additional sum to complete this noble work of improvement

which all so highly approve of, and which is intended to

be a lasting monument to the enterprise and good taste of the

people of Victoria.
