Immediately after his wife’s 
death he had thrown the unopened 
bottle of poison away. It never occur­
red to him that under the circum­
stances he should have kept it. He ad­
mitted that he suspected his wife had 
poisoned herself at the moment, how­
ever. of throwing away the poison He 
Attributed her death to apoplexy.

Menait of the Post-Mortem.
An adjournment of the enquiry took 

place until! to-day, the jury desiring 
a post-mortem examination. At 2 
o’clock this afternoon the inquest was 
resumed, when Dr. Grant made his 
report on the condition of the corpse, 
a report fully concurred in by Dr. Cor­
nell, who was present at the post-mor­
tem. The medical testimony proved 
that the organs of the body were in a 
remarkably healthy and quite normal 
condition, excepting a patch of unusu­
al redness in the stomach. An odor of 
prussic acid was detected. In the ca­
vity of the chest the doctors testified 
that the drug would leave almost im­
perceptible traces, and that there was 
nothing to indicate death from natural 
causes.

Dr. Bridgeland summed up the evi­
dence concisely and with a strong pre­
sumption against the innocence of 
Hammond. The jury deliberated over 
an hour, and brought in a verdict that 
deceased died from the effects of prus­
sic acid, and that the evidence pointed 
to Hammond as the one who adminis­
tered the drug.

Hniiiinond Charged With Murder.
This evening Hammond was arrest­

ed by Chief Constable Sloan and 
brought before H. Castle, J.P., for a 
preliminary hearing on a charge of 
murder. After the putting in of the 
formal record of the inquest, the case 
was remanded for eight days to allow 
of further enquiries being made. Con.

New Dills Introdiierd.
The following bills were introduced

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THE REMEDIAL BILL.
The political situation at Ottawa 

continues enigmatical. No one can say 
exactly what Is likely to happen. 
There Is a promise held out of nego­
tiations between Mr. Greenway and 
the Ottawa Government, looking to a 
compromise. Probably one or two of 
the Ministers will go up to Winnipeg, 
but the carrying of the second read­
ing Is declared to be a condition pre­
cedent to these negotiations, and Con­
servatives who are opposed to toe 
Remedial Bill are asked to vote for 
the second reading In order to let it 
reach this stage. We confess we can­
not see how they can vote for It un­
der these circumstances, for the issue 
Is exactly the same. The debate Is al­
most certain to drag out until toe end 
of next week. There must be some 
reason for expecting a solution of the 
difficulty through the proposed nego­
tiations, but we are not yet convinced 
that Mr. Greenway is acting ln any 
other way than under a strict under­
standing with Mr. Laurier. We still 
believe these two are determined to 
render ineffective any effort of the 
Ottawa Government, either in the way 
of settlement or of legislation. As 
we see it, they are determined to send 
the Conservatives to the country 
divided on this question. Their policy 
is not to have it settled in any shape 
or form. There is one thing now quite 
certain that no Remedial Bill will go 
to Its third reading.

THE TELEPHONE COMPANY AND STORMS.
A correspondent who was deprived 

of his telephone service for several 
weeks by reason of the recent stormy 
weather thinks that the Bell Telephone 
Company should be compelled to make 
a rebate to all subscribers who have 
suffered in the same way as himself. 
Unless there Is distinct provision In 
the contract between the company and 
its subscribers, whereby the former is 
relieved from responsibility for Inter­
ruptions in the service due to storms, 
we believe, as a matter of law, that 
the company could be compelled to 
make the rebate. A great deal of In­
convenience has been occasioned by 
the severe storm of this winter. We 
had a similar storm last year, and as 
we are likely to have the same kind of 
weather in the future, It would seem to 
be only a matter of prudence on the 
part of the Bell Telephone Company 
to string their wires in a more sub­
stantial manner, If, Indeed, they do not 
go farther and put them 
ground. We will never have a satis­
factory telephone service In Toronto 
until the wires are burled. We think 
the interest on the capital necessary to 
place the bulk of their wires under 
ground would not exceed the expenses 
the company are put to from time to 
time ln repairing the system, 
this expense they add what might be 
fairly charged against ln the way of 
rebate to customers who are deprived 
of the use of their lines, they would 
probably find that the underground 
system would pay in the long r.u_n. 
This question will no doubt come up at 
the expiration of the agreement be­
tween the company and the city, which 
expires during the present yéar.

THE CIVIC DEBT 18 ALREADY LARGE 
ENOUGH.

The directors of the Industrial Ex­
hibition have requested the city to as- 

liabillttes connected with the Ex-sume
hibition to the amount of $225,000. In 
return the directors offer the city a 
block of twenty-four acres of land ad­
joining the Exhibition Grounds. , The 
property, it may be stated, Is unpro­
ductive. Considering the present con­
dition of the real es|dte 
the fact that the city already has a 
large amount of vacant property of its 
own, the proposal Is altogether a one­
sided one. The Exhibition seems to be 
in a flourishing condition, the receipts 
from all sources are very large and It 
appears to us that a concern of Its 
magnitude and resources ought to be 
able to take care of itself without much 
difficulty. At any rate, the civic debt Is 
already so large,.,and we must still 
further add to It by providing for some 
necessary Improvements, that we can­
not consider any proposal to increase 
the load without having the ‘very best 
reasons for so doing. The directors of 
the Exhibition have a great business 
organization under their control. They 
ought to be able to finance the concern 
within themselves.

A NEW COIN NEEDED
The Canadian Trade Review of 

Montreal suggests the advisability of 
supplementing our -list of coins with a 
new one of the value of 12 1-2 cents. 
There are thousands of transactions 
dally, says our contemporary, which 
call for twelve and a half cents or 
37 1-2. and soi on, being paid, and it 
is impossible to pay this sum by com­
bining any coins we use. Half yards, 
half pounds, or half pecks or any 
goods which are twenty-five cents a 
yard, pound or peck cannot be bought 
at the price fixed. The universal cus­
tom is to charge thirteen cents for 
half at any article at twenty-five 
cents. Now half a cent Is not a large 
sum to most purchasers, but to many 
It is an item they ought to be pro­
tected from wasting, for surely it Is 
waste to sacrifice money solely because 
there Is no coin to represent the pay­
ment we wish to make. In the course 
of a year these half cents amount to a 
sum worth saving.

A still more convenient coin than a 
12 1-2 cent piece would be one of 
2 1-2 cents. Such a coin would fill a 
long felt want, in providing half fares 
for. street cars, ferry boats and vari­
ous other purposes. The Government 
ought to familiarize the public with 
Canadian nickel, and the best way lo 
do It would be to issue a 2 1-2 cent, 
nickel coin.

Yesterday evening at Trinity Univer­

sity the Venerable Archdeacon Tims 
delivered an address on mission work 
among the Indians to the Northwest 
situated In the diocese of Calgary.

The Rt. Rev. A. Sweatman, D.D.i 
Bishop of Toronto, presided over a 
crowded room and in a few pleasant 
words Introduced the lecturer to his 
audience. The Archdeacon’s address re 
was illustrated by magic lantern views 
depicting Indian life and modes of liv­
ing. For 13 years he. has labored among 
the Blackfoot Indians. When he first 
went to them they had no written lan­
guage and hls first duty was to learn 
to speak their tongue and this It took 
him two years to accomplish. The 
Blackfoots are sun worshippers and 
some of their rites were most graphic­
ally described. -The- lecturer concluded 
with an urgent appeal for assistance 
in the work. The Rev. Canon Sweeney 
of St, Philip’s alsp. yldressed

Mr. Blue Lretnre* at Egllntoa.
Mr. Archibald Bide, director of Gov­

ernment mines, held a large audience 
entranced last evening at the Y.M.C.A.
Hall. Egllnton, on the wonders of the 
land styled by him the New Ontario.
The country so named lies in the north
