A Circular Distributed at SI. xHary's
Church at Winnipeg-** Freni Godless 

Schools, Lord, Deliver Ils.”

Winnipeg, Ang. 24.—A circular regarding 
the Separate schools In Manitoba was plac­
ed In the pews at St. Mary’s Church on 
Sunday last. It Is understood that with 
the permission of the bishops of each dio­
cese the circular was sent to every Roman 
Catholic congregation In the United States 
and Canada, about 20,000 In all.

Regarding the Indulgence referred to In 
the circular, Father McCarthy, at High 
Mass, said It was only granted to those 
who had confessed, received Communion, 
and who were In a state of grace. If a 
man gave $10,000, he said, toward Catholic 
schools, he might get a blessing for his 
liberality, bat would not get an indulgence 
unless he were In a state of grace.

The circular reads :
1. Object—To maintain, m spite of perse­

cution, the Catholic Church In Manitoba.
2. Spiritual advantages—A plenary Indul­

gence^ the feast of St. Joseph, Ang. 27, 
to all contributors and promoters.

3. Fifty masses shall tie said each year 
in March for the benefactors living, and 
fifty more in November for benefactors 
deceased.

4. Names of departed friends may be af­
filiated. (This has reference to prayer.)

6. Conditions—Aimaal subscription Is 25 
cents. A whole family may be affiliated on 
paying $1.

The circular Is signed by Father Gulllet, 
St. Mary’s Church, Winnipeg, and Arch­
bishop Langevin, and closes as follows:

’’With the approbation of the venerable 
hierarchy of Quebec, from Godless schools 
Lord deliver us (40 days- indulgence.)"

some cases Investigation la necessary before 
a girl can enter a place at service, 
meantime she is being cared for In the 
Shelter, enjoying the 
Christian home, while, if It were not for 
this provision, she would be compelled to 
mix with criminals, after which there is 
seldom the same Incentive to a Chrattan 
life. Sometimes it Is found that a girl has 
left home without the knowledge of her 
parents, who, when written to, are rejoiced 
to hear of her whereabouts and take her 
home again. In cases where a girl Is sick 
or Incompetent she Is sent home.

Thus these girls, mercifully saved from 
swelling the ranks of the criminal classes, 
a burden upon our city, will remain re­
spectable, self-sustaining members of so­
ciety. We cannot explain why girls come 
to Toronto, not knowing wnithcr they are 
bound, or where they are going. Dut they 
do come. We can only deal with facts. 
These are the girls we seek to old, and by 
giving them a helping hand In their ex­
tremity prove ourselves "a friend In need.1* 
This, In their own words, Is what the wo­
men of the W.O.T.U. are doing In this line, 
and already their reward Is great, tor 
many touching letters expressing gratitude 
for the timely help which kept them irom 
falling into sin have been received rrom 
the rescued ones.

The City Council, recognizing the valu­
able work of the Shelter, grants it the 
small allowance of $200 per annum, a sum 
totally Inadequate, were It not tor tne vol­
untary contributions of those who are al­
ways willing to give to a deserving cause. 
The answer to that first bi questions, “Am 
I my brother’s keeper?" has been given 
cordially and earnestly in the affirmative 
by our end of the century, and whatever 
sins are written against ns In the “Great 
Book," we can at least be free from that 
most terrible of all, that of leaving even 
“one of the least oï these" to destruction.

great charity organisations, the socialistic 
tendencies and In the ever-growing 
of societies with noble plans for the pro-, 
ventlon of both crime and poverty in 
Christian lands. For it has come to this : 
Not only do we Consider U our duty to 
rescue the poverty-stricken, the sinner and 
the criminal, but It is conceded on ail 
hands that prevention Is better than cure; 
that it Is a wiser policy to slop In and 
prevent crime than to try ?» cure It oy 
punishment and prisons.

It Is Interesting to know that, while the 
question of caring for women and girls 
who go up to the big towns In the Om 
Country, with the idea of earning a live­
lihood, Is being agitated by snch an au­
thor as Hall Caine, Toronto Is endeavoring 
to do In a small way Just what this fa­
mous writer urges : A system to prevent 
penniless young women from falling Into 
the snares and pitfalls which are set ror 
their destruction wherever the wicked, pre­
vail—and prevail they do In all cities, large 
or small. For example, a girl of 17, a 
fair-haired, bine-eyed, simple little crea­
ture, arrived In Toronto a week ago. Plie 
was on her way to an aunt, who lived 
some miles from here, bat by miscalcula­
tion she found herself at the Union Sta­
tion without a cent. It was a sorry pre­
dicament for any human being, but es­
pecially so for a young girl, with mgnt 
coming on, in a strange city. When sue 
reached Front-street she asked a couple 
of “gentlemen" to tell her where she might 
go for assistance In her difficulty. They 
questioned her, and, finding her friendless 
and alone, one of these “gentlemen" offer­
ed to take charge of her—all she would nave 
to do was to go to his hotel with him, and 
he would see that she would be cared for. 
The simple little creature was just aoout 
to accept this offer when a well-known 
Toronto lady who was passing noticed her 
In conversation with these men. She pass­
ed on her way, but, beginning to feel un­
easy, returned, asked the girl $vhere sne 
was going, learned the state of affairs, 
took her from the men to The Shelter on 
Elm-street, left her in safety, then went 
on her way, feeling that she had done one 
good deed that day. The girl was cared 
for for a few days at the Shelter, was 
provided with a place at service, where 
after she earns ’enough she will be able 
to go on to her aunt.

This is Just one case out of the, many 
which occur daily In big cities, and If 
is not taken to prevent them being snared, 
the time comes when the city is compelled 
to care for them as criminals. It Is hor­
rible to think that, while the city Is full 
of good men, these silly flies of girls 
who are ever crowding to the cities near­
ly always fall a prey to the had men, the 
human spiders, Irho are ever ready to 
seize upon such creatures and destroy 
them. The W.C.T.U. never did a better 
or more needed work than In establishing 
this Shelter for young girls. Last year 
it was the means of saving 130 girls, near­
ly all of whom were provided with situa­
tions In respectable families, sometimes 
outside the city. It aims at a three-fold 
result, viz. :

Immediately after the close of the 
morning conference J. B. Serbe called 
a meeting of operators for 2 o’clock 
this afternoon to discuss the situation 
and outline a plan for future, action. 
The outlook after the adjournment of 
the conference seemed to be encourag­
ing for the miners. There is no ques­
tion of the anxiety of the coal operators 
to start their mines. Nearly every 
coal company in the Pittsburg district 

represented at the Monongahela 
House during the conference.

The Rochester and London mines at 
Dubois, Iowa, quit work this morning, 
notwithstanding that they decided at a 
meeting held last night to continue. 
The agitators from the Pittsburg region 
had been working unceasingly for a 
week to get the men out, and have 
succeeded.

M'S« Miner» Destroyed a Bridge In Order to 
Hove It Bebnllt In Better Shape.

Seattle, Wash., Aug. 24—With the ar­
rival of the steamer Rosalie from Ska- 
guay and Dyea comes the news that the 
town organization of Skaguay, under the 
leadership of A. J. McKinney, has taken 
definite action to open the trail. On the 
arrival of the collier Williamette none 
of the passengers were allowed to take 
their baggage until the entire cargo had 
been placed high and dry on the beach, 
then the individual holdings were seg­
regated. It was seen at once that to 
get over the trail was impossible. A 
miners’ meeting was convened, at which 
it was decided to declare the trail 
closed. The miners put their action into 
immediate effect by tearing out several 
orosspieces of the bridge across the 
Skaguay River. Then about 700 citi­
zens went to work on the trail, and the 
following day their number 
creased to 1000. They had about j)0 
pounds of giant powder and a small 
quantity of dynamite and expected on 
four days after the sailing of the Rosa­
lie to re-open the trail in a greatly 
proved condition. The dangerous places 
where many horses have been lost will 
he fixed up with scantling, and the 
marshy portions will be corduroyed. This 
action will result in many prospectors 
getting through to the mines who would 
otherwise have beer? blocked all winter.

the care and consideration for her material 
as well as her spiritual welfare, falling 
like balm on a sorely-wounded creature, 
makes for untold and lasting good. They 
have a dream at the Shelter—but they 
must have help to carry it out—of kcepag 
these girls for three months. In order to 
give them a thorough training In house­
work and cooking, and thus supply the 
city with well-trained servants, certainly 
a dream to be encouraged, and one, If 
looked at from a merely material stand­
point, will be of greater advantage to the 
city than In simply allowing good material 
to go to waste.

Results of the Third and Fourlh Form Work and 
Those Who Receive Diplomas for the 

Commercial Examinations All 
Over the Province.

Tho Inst of the results of the recent High school examinations were hand­
ed out by tho Education Department last night.

For convenience sake all candidates passing in the subjects of Form III. 
or Form IV., .whether under the Kegulntiens of 181X1 or the Revised .Regula­
tions of 1890, arc classified for publication under the one heading of Form 
III. or Form IV. The lists indicate also on what papers of Form III. or 
Form IV. the partial matriculants have passed. Owing to the meagreness 
of the information concerning previous examinations submitted to the De­
partment by the candidates in their applications, it has been found impossible, 
with a few exceptions, to publish lists of the honors won by matriculants. 
Such honors will be awarded candidates on the submission ' of the necessary 
information. It is, however, indicated in what subjects of Form IV. each 
candidate has passed.

Candidates for partial matriculation will forward their Junior or senior 
leaving certificates to the Department for endorsation in the subjects passed 
in these examinations.

Lists of the marks of the unsuccessful candidates in the Various Form 
examinations will be forwarded before Sept, 1 to the principals of the High 
school centres and the I’ublic school inspectors in the cases of the other 
centres. Certificates will follow to the same addresses in about two weeks. 
Candidates need not, therefore, apply to the Education Department for either 
narks or certificatos.

Unsuccessful candidates should consult the principal of the school a 
teceiving their marks before making “appeals.” - f

In no case will appeals be accepted by the Education Department lifter 
Sept. 20. *

Unsuccessful candidates for junior or senior leaving standing will be al­
lowed to take the same options in 1898 as previously selected. This privi­
lege is granted only to those who were candidates in 1807 or in a previous 
rear for junior or senior leaving -certificates.

Employment *T Women and children.
“The Eolation of the Employment of 

Women and Children to That of Men 
was the weighty text of a treatise by 
Hon. Carroll D. Wright, rend by Henry 
Higgs, LL.B., London, Eng.

>Vhile tlie employment of women as 
trenching upon the employment of men, 
a study of live occupations shows tPat 
situations never known until recently 
have been opened up for men, andas 
thev have gone into them the women 
have, to a certain degree, taken the 
places vacated. Moreover, women are 
taking more generally the places for­
merly occupied by children and you re 
the effect of laws restricting the employ­
ment of children to certain ages hav­
ing been to withdraw large numbers 
from employment.

The number of children employed has 
steadily decreased.

Further, wo-meffi are not encroaching 
upon men’s compensation, even _ when 
doing the same work equally efficiently. 
Tlie author gives various reasons for 
the preference for women over men. 
among them being the fact that they 
are more reliable, more easily controlled, 
chcaix-r, more temperate, more easily 
procured, neater, more rapid, more in­
dustrious, more careful, more polite, less 
liable to strike, learn more rapidly, etc.

The president of the association, Sir 
John Evans, expressed the view that 
the introduction of women would have 
the same effect as that of machinery— 
it would at first deprive men of work, 
but would finally culminate in giving 
more work to them.

Ab..lately Fireproof.
A trip through tlie Temple reveals 

what a substantial and handsome home 
the Foresters are to have. The build­
ing is as nearly absolutely fireproof 
as it is possible to construct such a 
large edifice.

Proceeding up the marble staircases 
and along the main corridors and pas­
sages, the visitor will notice the evi­
dences of the carrying out of the idea 
of making the building fireproof. 
Scarcely any woodwork is visible, ex­
cept the movable furniture. The wains­
coting, dados and casings of the win­
dows and doors of every room and pas­
sage are covered with sheet copper 
covering- Every door inside and out 
is covered with the same material, ex­
cept, by way of variety, as in the best 
offices, the covering is of oxydized 
metal, resembling in appearance old sil­
ver. The mouldings .and derices on 
the panel-work throughout the building 
are of the most artistic character.

Among the most elaborately fitted up 
rooms and offices a,re the executive 
chamber, which is a marvel of artistic 
upholstery and decorative design, the 
grent assembly room. 70 feet square, 
with a gallery and ample stage, and 
the offices of the chief officers.

Dollar wheat may be an indication of 
the onward march of long-looked-for 
prosperity, but it has its inctmven-ienees. 
The thrifty housewife will tell you that 
next wee.k when the baker boy coolly 
demands the payment of 12 cents for a 
four-pound loaf.

The local baker magnates met in 
Richmond Hall last night, and after a 
long discussion declared that on Mon­
day next the price of bread should go 
up to 12 cents retail and 11 cents whole­
sale. The long discussion, however, 
was not caused by objection to the 
raise in prices, but only originated out 
of another self-preservation motive, the 
date on which the change in price 
should take place. Bakers who had lint 
little flour -in stock wanted the price 
raised to-day, but the majority were in 
favor of deferring the advance until 
Monday.

The new prices will affect plain and 
fancy loaves alike, and will continue 
at least until Tuesday night, when an­
other meeting will he held to consider 
further advance or reduction.

Editor World: I have noticed some let­
ters In the press lately respecting the crush 
at the gates of the grand stand on one even­
ing at the last Toronto Exhibition, and 
asking for a prevention of its recurrence.

It only oc­
curred on one evening last year, and that 
was because those In charge of the track 
In front of the stand kept the hurdle Jump­
ing going on until after 6 o’clock, contrary 
to my Instructions to stop at 5 o’clock. The 
men consequently could not get the stand 
cleared to let the evening crowd in until 
thousands had congregated at the gates. 
This did not occur again daring the Exhi­
bition, and on Citizens’ Day, the largest 
of all In point of attendance, there was no 
crush whatever. Tickets for the evening 
entertainment can be purchased at any of 
the grand stand ticket offices by anyone 
wishing to do so during the afternoon. 
Every effort and precaution possible will 
be made to prevent a recurrence of last 
year’s cause of complaint—but where there 
are from 15,000 to 18,000 people to pass In­
to any building or enclosure within from 
half an hour to an hour there will always 
be some crushing, unless the public shows 
a certain degree of patience.

Calling 
from time to, time at different mining 
camps, the William Cross steams 
through Upper Manitou Lake, the Mani­
tou Straits, Lower Manitou Lake, the 
Manitou stretch, Pickerel River, Pickerel 
Lake, to the Government dam on the 
Manitou River, by means of which the 
water in all the lakes for fifty miles 
north to Goldrock has been raised tyro 
feet for the purposes'of navigation.

Mr. Justice MacMahon has given 

judgment in the Queen v. Morrison 
alias Conlon. The prisoner was ar­
rested and committed on July 1 on a 
charge of stealing 70 cents and a hand­
kerchief. He was afterwards, on July 
28, tried by the county jndge without 
a jury. He pleaded not guilty, but was 
sentenced to three months’ imprison­
ment at hard labor. Justice MacMahon 
decides that the warrant was invalid, 
as July 1 is what is called a dies • on, 
like Sunday, and a British subject can­
not be tried and convicted either on 
a Sunday or dies non. 
case., as the trial and conviction were 
on July 28, the prisoner is properly in 
jail and must serve his sentence. The 
motion for discharge of prisoner is 
therefore dismissed.
