Holden,” and that settled it. He is Im-
proved in appearance and was neatly dress-
ed, The most comspicuous characteristic
about the man is his eagle eye, black and
flashing, denoting tons of determination.
Mr, Osler sald: “If you still desire to give
evidence you are at liberty to do so.” »

Holden kissed the book and looked around
the court, He seemed at ease. There was
4 pause of five minutes.

Went Back to Belleville.

“We went) back to Bellevile on the af-
ternoon train, with Mackie. He said, we
have got to go down to Napanee to-n'ght,
Saturday. I said, all right. I had brought
a screwdriver, a couple of punches, and a
brace from Montreal with me to Beilevilie,
I gave these to Robert Mackie. We went.
We couid cateh no train, so we got a rig.
James Mackie was, brought Into the room
and introduced to ' me.

James told how
we could get into the rig. We followed
his Instructions. The rig was a sleigh with
two horses. Both James and Robert got
in.

James
Mackie drove all the way. We tried to
get Hunter up. We could not get him up,
60 we puiled the staple from the door and
gave the horses some oats.

Then we went
back to Hunter's and took two robes from
the stable. Mackie sald he knew Hunter
tind would return them.

They Had a Capsize.

“We drove up to Deseronto. The horses
shied and upset us, broke the shaft and
hurt us.

He de-
clared §2000 of unsigned bills had been
burned. He said that the $400 draft could
not be cattached, He 'had not signed It
over; he was positive that it was a $400
draft. Bringing the confession to a closs,
Mr, Osler drew from the witness that he
had acted on the advice of his counsel.
The witness said Pare bought the tickets
from Deseronto. « Holden den.ified the tools
produced as the ones he had used on the
safe. He missed a little lever about four
inches long. He didn’t know what had
become wof the ptrong, b'g, Lome-made
screwdriver, - :

. Mr. Porter Took a Turn.

Mr. Osler finished with the witness and
Mr. Porter took a turn at Holden.

‘“How long have you been figuring in
criminal work?’

The wh'tuess looked flerce, like a lion
driven to bay, and smle(f an answer:
“That's a pretty hard question.”” Being
pressed, he piteously satd: ‘“Since 1836.”
He 15 a sad-looking man. A charge of at-
tempt at burglary and one of robbery
sent him to jaill. “I was guilty of the
burglary, but I was Innocent. of the robbery.
I was sentenced for seven years to §St.
Vincent de Paul Penitentiary. I have been
imprisoned, though I was innocent. I was
in jail for thrashing a policeman, Tt was
the latter's fault.” : :

The Judge: There's no_harm In that, any-
way. [Laughter.] ¥

The witness was hardly civil. “Don’t let
him do any bulldozing then,” were the
witness’ words, while “he glared llke an
angry bull at Mr. Porter, “I got two months
for hitting the policeman. I put in two days
and I escaped. Six months after I was
arrested, 1 got three years then. That
was in 1873, and I put it all in but about
4% months. Then I ‘as put in for seven
years and I was pardoned out. I kicked
in a door and got seven years more, We
were after some cigars. I served five
years and half of this term. I got $100
and a gratuity from the Government for
good conduct, - That was the last time,
Now I have a dozen trades at the ends of
my fingers, I always workefl at whichever
I was allowed. I always made a living
by stealing. I want you to understand
that I have bad 17 years of sentences up-
on me. I was always convicted under
the name of Holden. -I was chased out of
every place by private detectives. They
are just about rotten at the core. I always
had money, I thought for 8 or 9 or 10
days before I made up my mind to gointo
the business, I was thinking about It 14
days. - I was about two weeks out of work,
it was with me to go to jall or rob a
bank. I said I will rob the bank, I was
driven into it.”

A Long Adjournment.
At 6 o'clock Mr, DPorter suggested an
adjournment. The judge sald there was
a long time to adjourn.

TORONTO AND THE 14-FOOT SYS-
TEM.

During the past few years there has
been an increasing tendency to tranship
grain en route from the upper lakes
at Georgian Bay ports. The fact that
this business is growing would lead
to the conclusion that it is cheaper to
tranship at these ports than to carry
the freight by vessel around the On-
tario peninsula and through the Wel-
land Canal. The towns fhat are princi-
pally interested in having the grain tran-
shipped, instead of being sent through
by vessel, are: Owen Sound, Midland,
Collingwood, Parry Sound and Toronto.
It 1s in the interests of all these places
that as large a percentage of the traffic
should be transhipped as possible.
While the business is increasing quite
satisfactorily there is no doubt it could
be very largely developed through cowr
certed action on the part of those most
directly interested. It is of particular
interest to Toronto that the grain tran-
shipped at Owen Sound, Midland end
Collingwood should not be™sent ﬁxmgh
by rail to Montreal, but should be
transterred from the cars here and sent
on by boat to its destination. This sys-
tem of transportation will be found to
be the cheapest of all. In the light of
the new conditions that are about to
ccme into operation, Mr. Moberley’s
proposal to build an air line reilway be-
tween Collingwood and Toronto becomes
of present importance. According to
Mr. Moberley’'s report the country be-
tweert Toronto and Georgian Bay is par-
ticularly favorable for railway construc-
tion. The distance is about 70 miles
and the grades are light. His idea was
to make the Toromto terminus at Ash-
bridge Bay, which would be- the most
ccnvenient place for handling a heavy
trafic. With cars of 100 tons capacity,
grain could be carried between the two
points for 1 cent a bushel. By tranship-
ment at Collingwood and Toromto, 600
miles on the round trip-would be saved.
The time ie opportune- for Toronto to
interest itself in this important ques-
tion. All  the reports on the Georgiam
Bay, with the exception of Parry Sound,
are equally interested' with Toronto in
providing facilities for diverting as much
of the trafic as possible, via Toronto.
The whole country is interested in re-
ducing the cost of transportation from
the head of the lakes to the seaboard
It an air line between Georgian Bay and
Toronto is an integral part of our trans-
portation system, its construction be-
comes a question of national interest,
and the Dominion Government might
very properly be called upon to assist
in the undertaking. But whether a new
air line is built or mot, Toronto shounld
bestir iteelf and provide the necessary
facilities for handling the increased
trafic that will be/presented as soon as
the 14-foot system is completed. We
already have several lines between
Georgian Bay and Toronto. They will
serve the purpose until the necessity for
an air line is more clearly established.

THE SEALING INDUSTRY.

We can hardly credit the newspaper
despatches that the Behring Sea seal
question is to be settled by the buying
out of the Canadian fleet. The country
will never consent to any such sacrifice
of its rights. The right of Canada to
engage in.pelagic sealing is unquestion-
able. We own the good will of the
business as well as the plant necessary
to ecarry it on. From the tenor of the
despatches, the public is led to believe
that the Americans are not only not offer
ing anything for our good will, but they
are haggling over the value of the ves-
eels engaged in the business. It is evi-
dent that our neighbors are wvery
anxious to obtain a monopoly of the seal
industry. The value that such monopoly
would be to them should form ¢ basis
for estimating the price that should be
paid Canada for its good will. Another
point that should be taken into com-
sideration in arriving at the figure to
be paid Cannda .is the fact that other
allied industries will be affected by our
going out of thé business. According to
The Victoria Times, the cost of out-
fitting the sealing fleet during the three
years preceding this season averaged
$135,000 a year. If we sell our good
will of the business, the merchants of
British Columbia will lose this trade.
The sealing dndustry during last
year pgave employment to 807 white
men and 903 Siwash Indians, not includ-
ing those who hunted individually off the
coast. The amount of wages paid was
$350,000. Sixty-five schooners were en-
gaged in the trade, with a total tonnage
of 4292 tons, valued at $614.500. Our
abandonment of the industry would
throw these men out of employment.
Canagdian merchants would lose the
trade done with these fishermen, The
value of the skins taken averages $750,-
000 per annum, and the fact that 35
schooners in 1898 captured very nearly
as many seals as 65 vessels in 1897
shows that the "seals are npt being
exterminated as claimed by the Ameri-
cans. The industry in all its ramifi-
cations is of more importance than ap-
pears on the surface. The value of the
plant is but a minor consideration in esti-
mating fe indemnity Canada should re-
ceive for abandoning its rights in favor
of the jAmericans. The only reason
why we should consent to the sale of
our rights at all is that a cause of frie-
tion between the two countries may be
removed. But if we consent to retire
from the industry we ‘should do so
only on the understanding that our
claims will be treated liberally and not
in a haggling and beggarly spirit.

“We'd ‘like t¢g be judged in the way we
udge the corporation,” Mr. Withrow went
on, sticking to his ewn lines. ‘'‘As far as
spending money recklessly is concernad,
every dollar, exeepting prizes and salaries,
comes to the city, except what is stolen.
We take good care none goes that way.’
Finally he was induced to say that the um-
mediate requirements were . the enlarge-
ment of the Main Building and the replac-
ng of the” Implement Hall, which was
scarcely safe.

Ald. Hubbard: It Is not safe,
use at all. It isn’t worth $10.

Mr. Withrew estimated that $50,000 or
