These are all 
United States projects. To them must be 
added the Couadlan'Vreposai for the ton- 
structlon of a big canal from Georgian 
Bay by way of the! Ottawa River to Mon­
treal. If these projects were all carried 
out, or even one-half of them, -very little 
of the water ,of the Great Lakes would find 
its way to the sea by the present natural 
channel. Our new 14-foot waterway would 

bo put out of business were so great a di­
version of water permitted us Is contem­
plated by the various schemes. This ques­
tion of the level of the Great Lakes Is one 
^hat may very seriously affect the shipping 
and commercial interests of this country. 
The! Government should not only agree to 
the ' appointment of a joint international 
committee, but It shotild take active steps 
to demand such a comu^ttec, or it should 
appoint oue of its own to ascertain tbe ef­
fect that these various project» will have 
upon Canadian interests.

While there is a tendency to divert the 
waters of the St. Lawrence sys/cm in the 
ways indicated, there is also a scheme on 
foot to preserve and regulate the flow of 
these waters for the Improvement of navi­
gation. The Deep Waterways Commission 
has reported as practicable and desirable 
the project for maintaining the level of 
Lake Erie near its high water stage during 
the season of navigation by constructing a 
dam across Niagara River below Buffalo 
harbor. The water lost by evaporation In 
summer, says The Nutlonal Geographic 
Magazine, could be partially replaced by 
accumulating the surplus water during the 
closed season and releasing it when most 
necessary in the open season. The best lo­
cation for a dam is, according to the board, 
at the foot of the lake, Just below Buffalo 
harbor. A canal with a lock Is provided 
on the American side around the end of 
the dam and the rapids at the head of the 
river. The cost of the regulating works Is 
estimated at 9700,928, and of the lock and 
canal at 92,825,007. The changes would 
raise the low-water stage about three feet 
in Lake Erie, two feet In Lake St. Clair 
and oue foot in Lake Huron.

Grand Forks. B.C., Feb. 21.—Develop­
