That Rainy River Grant.

Speaking 1o the vote on the Rainy River
grant, -he said one difference between the
two sides of the House was that the Oppo-
sition was divided on that vote and the
Liberals were not. He was preud that he
had voted agalust the Hudson Bay and
James Bay subsidies.

Turping to the headships of financial cor-
porations being beld by Cabinet Minis‘ers,
he quoted, in reply to the Premier’s objec
that the proposal might prevent a large
imporier enterjing the Caubinet, the case of
A, T, Stewart of New York, who was pre-
vented from going into the Government of
President Grant only because he was a
large importer.

Opposition Will Fight,

He promised the Government that at the
close of this session the Governmeut could
not sueceed in rushing thru important sub-
jeets of legislation,

Mr. Whitney restated at length his poliey
on education and lumber.

Attorney~General Was Ignerant,

He denlt forcibly with the statement of
the Attorney-General, that jt was not the
province of the Government to prosecuie
erimivals. This was in conneetion with
the West Elgin frauds. He reminded Mr.
Gibson that the Eleetion Act declares when
an- election court reports any persons, it
shall be their duty to prosecute those per-
sons, unless the court otherwise directs.

HE WATERS OF THE
LAKES,

The maintenance of the level of the
Great Lakes is a question that is being
forced on the attention of the peobvle ot
both the United States and Canada. There
is now before the United States Senate
Committee on Foreign Affairs a proposed
rcsolution providing for the appoiatment
of an international commission to examine
into and report upon the diversion of the
waters of the Great Lakes. Already one
scheme is In operatiom, viz, the (‘hi»gggg
drainage canal, which is depleting Lake
Michigan of its waters at the rate of 600, -
000 cubie feet per minute, Canada is joint-
ly interested with the citles: on Lakes Erle
and Ontario in’ maiutaining the level of the
Great Lakes. TheSuminion, we under-
stand, has already filed a protest with the
Washington authorities, objectiug to the
diversion of such'a large quantity of water
from its natural channel. But the Chicago
drainage. canal 18 only the first of several
other proposed projects involving the di-
version of the waters of the Great Lakes.
The New York Sun admits that the Erie
Canal cannot be enlarged, as proposed,
without drawing its water supply from the
Great Lakes. Other canal schemes depend-
ing upon the Great Lakes for their water
are the construction of a waterway from
Cleveland to the Ohlo River; a canal con-
necting Lake Superior and Lake Michigan;

fect that these various projects will have
upon Canadian interests,

While there is a tendency to divert the
waters of the St. Lawrence sysfem -in the
ways indicated, there is algso a scheme on
foct to preserve and regulate the flow of
these waters for the Improvement of navi-
gution. The Deep Waterways Commission
has reported as practicable and desirable
the project for malntaining the ievel of
Lake Erie near its bigh water stage during
the season of navigation by constructing a
dam across Nilagara River below Buffalo
harbor. The water lost by evaporation in
summer, says The National Geographic
Msagazine, could be partially replaced by
accumulating the surplus-water duriag the
closed season and releasing it when most
necessary in the open seaszon. 'The best lo-
cation for a dam is, according to the board,
at the foot of the lake, just below Builalo
narbor. A canal with a lock is provided
on the American side around the end of
the dam and the rapids at the head of the
river. 'The cost of the regulating works is
estimated at $796,923, and of the lock and
canal at $2,825,067. The changes wonld
raise the low-water stage about three feet
in Lake Erie, two feet In Lake S8t. Clair
and one foot in Lake Huron.
