[ORONTO-SUDBURY BRANCH

Before End of July 2500 Men Will
Be at Work on Part of
the Line.

Montreal, July 22.—(Special.)—""The
proposed Canadian Pacific Railway line
from Toronto to Sudbury will cost $8,-
000,000, and of this amount $2,009,000
will be required for the construction of
fifty-eight miles from Romford to Byng
Inlet. We have decided that the grade
of the entire route should in no place be

more than three-tenths of 1 per cent., |

which is equal to a level track. There
will not be any curve higher than 4

per. cent.”

The above announcement was made
to-day by F. S. Darling, the Canadian
Pacific Railway engineer in charge of
all construction work east of Winni-
peg, who has just returned from. a
trip of inspection along the route of
the new line.

“The reaSon for saying that a three
tenths grade is equal to a level traci,”
he added, "is that an engine can puii
the same number of cars over it as over
a level track. This will make it equal
to any section on any line in Canada.

“Before the end of the month 2300
men will be at work in the portion of
the line between Romford and Byng
Inlet, and the rocky nature of the
country renders the cost over $35.000
a mile. In addition a large number of
bridges will have to be constructed, the
one at the French River alone to cost

“The route that it has been decided
to follow will run from Romford in a
straight line to Byng Inlet and thence
to Parry Sound. Here the line will run
slightly to the east to Bala, on :he
shore of Lake Muskoka, tthen thru to
Craighurst, and passing about six miles
out of Barrie, will touch the C.P.R.
main line at Kleinburg.

“Regarding a port on the Georgian
Eay, the best location for one would
bec at Byng Inlet, for tho it is situated
four miles from the bay, there is a
straight channel. As soon as the first
portion of the line is completed, the
contracts for the second portion wiil be
awarded.

“Tho the northern portion of the ter-

ritory is a wilderness, it contains
splendid lumber, while the remainder s
thru very fertile country.”

Flames was discovered at 11.30 last
night in the premises at 72 Kensing-
ton-avenue owned by Jos.

No One Seriously Hurt, But it is
a Marvel That a Disaster
Did Not Occur.

Clayton, N.Y., July 22.—The steam
vacht Castanet of the Visger line, re-
turning from Kingston this afternoon
with a load of 150 excursionists,caught
fire in midstream and only by the
most fortunate circumstances was an
awful accident averted. The yacht
was four miles from Kingston and half
a mile from shore; a stiff breeze was
blowing and the passengers were en-
joying the ride, when suddenly, with-
out a sound of warning, a sheet of
flame shot up thru the hatchways.

The passengers at once ran to the
ends of the boat. The flames swept

up to the canvas awnings, and in a
moment these were ablaze to the stern.
‘While the passengers were huddled
forward and aft in fear, the engineer
and firemen crawled from the flames
of the engine room. The crew had
meanwhile caught up armfuls of life
preservers, which they handed to the
passengers. Then they began to fight
the blaze. The captain, Barney Nunn,
turned his boat from its course, head-
ing it for the shore, followed by the
steam yacht Nokomis, which was a
mile away when the blaze burst out.
The burning boat was beached on
Cedar Island, and in a moment the
Nokomis was run behind her. The
transfer of passengerswas quickly made
without the loss of life and the united
efforts of both crews extinguished the
blaze:| Engineer Charles Wood and
his son, Raymond Wood, the fireman,
were both badly burned, but will re-
cover. The cause of the accident was

an explosion of gas in the fire box,
which threw the fires out into the en-

gine room and down the galleys. The
boat was a handsome excursion yacht,
built in 1898, The damage to her can
be repaired.

THE PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION.

Those who are interested in the
presidential election might like to know
what Judge - Parker has to “buck
against” i{n his attempt to wrest the
presidency away from Roosevelt. 1In
1900 McKinley obtained 292 electoral
votes, representing 7,207,923 people,
and Bryan 155 votes, representing 6,-
358,133. In order to win, Parker must
take away from the Republicans not
only New York, with its 36 votes, but
33 votes more. Very elaborate calen-
lations have been made as to his prob-
able gains, but in general, it is ex-
pected that he will gain in the east
among the solid men and the capi-
talists and lose in the west, among
the Bryanités, The press of the City
of New York is decidedly favorable to
Parker, making allowance for party
preferences. The New York Sun de-
clares that his celebrated telegram to
the nominating convention was sin-
cere and not pre-arranged. The Her-
ald says that by this telegram he has
shown that he may save the Demo-
cratic party in spite of itself. He has
won the confidence of the people, “and
that sort of confidence President
Roosevelt has not inspired.”

His imperialism anq his dicta-
torial ways, together with his re-
vival of the race issue in the
south and other Rough Rider fads,
have awakened among the people
a distrust of Mr. Roosevelt and
the Republican party quite as great
as the distrust which Bryanism,
sixteen-to-one-ism, populism and
other freakish isms had excited
with respect to the democrats.

Mr. Roosevelt has the Support of
his intimate friends and his politi-
cal proteges, but conservative peo-~
prle eye him with distrust. They
acknowledge that he is irreproach-
dble as an individual—that he is a
staunch patriot, a good husband, a
loyal friend. But they doubt his
capacity for self-control,distrust his
Judgment and question his concep-
tion of presidential duties.

Like the German Emperor, he
wishes to meddle in every detail
of the public service, to control
every department, to rule every
official, to be hoth the lawmaker
and the executive, to be the source
of power anq to apply it.

The New York Post attaches con-
siderable importance to the deliver-
ance of The Herald. It is not neces-
sary to idealize the newspapers of New
York, or to suppose that they are
thinking altogether of “the people.”
Their utterances ake significant as
showing how the -conservative forces
of the United States are likely to go.
These forces
nor wholly evil. They are on the side
of peace, order and good government,
as commonly understood. They are
unheroic, and in excess timid
selfish, As a rule, they win elections,
and hence the eagerness of both part-
ies to obtain their alliance.

And this principle extended to other
cities would soon permit of a wider
application and more easily arranged
readjustment. For instance if the
Grand Trunk were asked to ‘make
what was too great a sacrifice at To-
ronto it might turn out that at Mont-
real a common user would be ordered
that compelled the Canadian Pacific
to even up, and so on to all congested
points.

Isn’t it absurd also to build two
rival lines to Sudbury from this city
when a common user might be ar-
ranged over one?

These are live questions.

Postscript: Since the above was
written news has been received from
Ottawa of the probable adjustment of
the various conflicting interests in re-
gard to a new union station in this
city. As far as we can gather from
the despatches the Grand Trunk and
Canadian Pacific and Canadian North-
ern have reached an agreement, by
which a terminal trust will be cre-
ated for the erection of a union sta-
tion for the joint use of these roads,
and also, as we understand it, for the
use of any other road that may here-
after be constructed.

dian Northern for the expropriation of
the whole burnt district south of Front,
béetween Yerk and Yonge, the negotia-
tions with the G.T.R. and the C.P.R.
Lad to be broken off. Controller Spence
at once explained that the city could
not negotiate without first knowing
which railway it had to deal with, and
this could be determined only by the
rdilway commission.
which railway has rights on that pro-
perty,” said Mr. Spence, “and the nego-
tiations will proceed all right.”
Decision of the Commission.

This was an argument for which Mr.
Blair did not seem fully prepared, bhut
he made the best of it, and incidentally
forecasted the decision of the commis-
sion. “It is the business of the board,”
he said, “to see that many railways
that want to get into the City of To-
ronto shall get their own reasonable
terms made. So far as the public in-
terests are concerned it makes no dif-
ference whether the expropriation is
made by one company or by another.
The mere matter of expropriating will
not be allowed to give the expropriat-
ing railway any superior advantage.”

William Biggar, solicitor for the
Grand Trunk, hastened to explain that
under the union station agreement the
land was owned by the Grand Trunk,
and that the ownership of any lands
subsequently acquired for union sta-
tion purposes should be vested in the
Grand Trunk.

Frank Spence pointed out that the
¢ity never had from the Grand Trunk
any proposition to expropriate the
larger area which the railways now
Proposed to take. ‘The negotiations in
Montreal related solely to the terri-
tory originally applied for.

Mr. Biggar replied that from the
outset the Grand Trunk had contem-
plated the expropriation of the whole
biock bounded by York, Yonge- Front
and Esplanade-stregbs. He was now
prepared to formally enlarge the com-
pany’s explanations. At this point the
Canadian Northern projected itself in-
to the proceedings.

Where C.N.R. Comes in.

Mr. Ruell, the company’s solicitor,
informed the commission that nego-
tiations so far had totally iZnored the
Ca_nadian Northern. The company, he
€aid, required terminal facilities in
Toronto. While the negotiations be-

to the union station on reasonahle
terms. As to the immediate use of
the station and terminal facilities Mr.
McGuigan promised to let the Cana-
dian Northern out of the difficulty
also, The Canadian Northern would
be allowed to use the present statlon,
and additional tracks would be laid
down to provide for the extra traffic.
D. D. Mann Speaks.

Donald D. Mann lifted himself from
the midst of a formidable array of
Canadian Northern representatives
which included William Mackenzie, W.

Moore, A. H. Royce and- George
Ruell, and stated in as many words,
that Mr, McGuigan's proposition would
not go. The Canadian Northern, he
said, was prepared to build a new
union gtation and have it completed
next year. If not on the burnt district
\\_'here could the company find a sta-
tion site? The Grand Trunk might
take as long as it pleased to build the
Station. At opresent the Canadian
Northern had no rights at all in
Toronto. It wanted to come into the
centre of the business district and do
business next year.

“Is there no possibility of reaching
an arrangement that would create a
union station and terminal trust com-
mon to the three railways?"’ asked Mr.
Blair.

“Not yet,” replied Mr. Mann, “for
we have nothing to trade with. The
other railways have their terminals.
We have nothing.”

“It is not in the public interest that
you should build a union station of
your own,” said Mr. Blair, it

“And there may be a fourth rail-
way” wventured City Solicitor Cas-
well,

““There must be a union station on
this ground,” pursued Mr. Blair, “and
to the best of my judgment it should
be ‘for the common use of the rail-
ways and any railways that may here-
after desire aces to the city.”

Mr. Mann still persisted that the fa-
cilities - which the other ratlways
agreed to provide would not accom-
modate the rush of Canadian Northern
traffic. The union station would not
be completed in time to serve the
Canadian Northern’s purpose.

Will Put Up One Third.

To this objection Mr. McGuigan made
answer that one of the difficulties in
the way of speedy construction of the
union station was the staje of the
money market. “I don’t know how
my friend, Mr. Mann, is fixed, but if
he is prepared to put up one-third of
the mondy the work of building the
séation would be very much facilitat-
ed.”

“We are prepared to do that,” re-
plied Mr. Mann promptly.

R. J. Fleming urged the commis-
sion to indicate without delay whether
the railways were going to get the
lands they had applied for or not.
The uncertainty was most unfair to
the lessees. “Let the railways settle
this difficulty,’ ’said Mr. Fleming, “and
I think they will have no trouble in
reaching an agreement with the city.”

“And,” said Controller Shaw, “we
want an order showing specifically
what this land is to be used for. We
do not want it turned into a freight
yard.”

Mr. Blair thought the rajilways might
require some of the land to facilitate
the handling of freight.

‘“No, sir,” said Mr. Fleming, “the
rdilways do mnot need this land for
freight, and there is no reason in the
world why the waterfront between
York and Yonge should be taken up
with any freight sheds or freight yards
at ann?

Mr: Fleming also insisted that as the |
railways proposed to close . Lorne and |
Bay-streets the question of rental and
taxes should be settled by negotia-
| tion.

I Michael McLaughlin of Toronto urg-
! ed the commission to give a speedy
| decision.
| Senator J. K. Kerr spoke strongly
{ along similar lines, and the uncer-
tainty was doing great injury to :he
business community. There was a
paralysis over the city, and action
should not be longer delayed.

Robert Jafiray Heard.

Robert Jaffray of Toronto, as presi-
dent of a company that had thirteen
warehouse destroyed by the fire and
as co-trustee of another property
which lost nine warehouses, said if the

Marshall, Spader & Company wired J. G.
Beaty, King Hdward Hotel, at the close
of the market to-dag:

The artiticlal strefigth which prevailed in
yesterday's market was not in evidence to-
day during the early: trading. A selling
movement of some Kind in Liverpool causeu
a declipe there and gave a*heafty tone to
the situation at our opening. Besides this,
spot sales were reduced abroad and prices
lowered in this division of the market by
4 English points, and futures closed 17
points decline on the old crop and 7 on the
next. Our trading was not interesting, and
it .appears that recent fluctuations have
been the result of trading of a party
working for higher prices on which to sell.
Weather news was one influence,
and foreign news and a free move-
ment of the old crop market
ahout complete dthis side of the question.
The etnire absence of outside specula-
tion is more in evidence than recently. The
orop news of the day was fully as good as
during the recent past, and complaints ‘of
its condition are so few and far between
as to be of no consequence in any market
sense. Too much .rain is complained of in
gome sections, hut the weather map does
not suggest its continuance, while reccipts
of a new bale of cotton, undoubted new
crop origin, really marks the beginning of
receipts this season. Consideration of fu-
tuAre values must include a demand for
cotton based upon present rates of consump-
tion. We have no precise knowledge of this
subject, but recent well-organized reports to
discover the world’'s demand make it appear
thdT a reduction, as compared with last sea-
son, of over 10 per cent. would be conserva-
tive. It is safe to say for the past five
years the average consumption of American
cotton has equaled 10,600,000 bales, includ-
ing season just coming to a close. It seems
that the promise of the near future is for
a contipuance of the present ratio of con-
sumption, which i8 much less than this and
is probably well under 10,000,000 bales. or
at that rate per annum. This is reflected in
our export demand for cotton as well as for
home consumption, and fully as much or
even more in the comparison of this yenr:s
exports of raw cotton with last. The world's
disturbed political and trade conditions are
greatly the cause for this development, but
the fact is none the less true, and must be
recognized as a market factor. We see no-

How He Won thc Albert Medal, But
Modestly Refused to Exploit
Himself.

Marquise de Fontenay writes: Sir
William Macgregor, who has just
been appointed governor of Newfoundland,
is one of the most remarkable men of the
Eritish .colonial service, both physically
and intellectuaily, and indeed his herculean
strength has contributed in no small degree
to impress the savages over whow he has
been called to rule in the past with a sense
of the power of the British empire,

No more remarkable illustration of his
muscular force can be given than the feat
which led the late 1Queen Victoria to be-
stow upon him the Albert medal, granted
to civilians for acts of extraordinary gal-
lantry which in the army ‘or navy would
bave won the Victoria cross. Jn fact, the
Albert medal, whick Sir Willlam s the
only colonial governor 'to .wear, may be
looked upon as the civilian counterpart of
the Victoria cross.

It took place while he was high commis-
sloner and administrator of England's pos-
sesslons in the Pacific, with headqoarters
at Fuva, the capital of Kiji, The Syria,
with a shipload of Indian coolies on board,
lad gone aground at some distance from
fuva. Theionly way by which the vessel,
which was stuck on a reef at the foot of a
precipice 'and bheing pounded to pleces by
thesurf, could be reachéd was by means
of ropes and by a broken mast, w.ulvh had
tallen against the sige of the cliff. Again
and again Sir Wiiliam made (L\y pertious
Juurney to and from the wreck either witn
4 inan or woman oa his vack, and some-
times with a chilg held by its clothes be-
tween hig teeth in addition thereto.

The greatest tux on his strength was,
however, in connection with the rescue
from the wreck of 1 wnite woman wno had
got at the spirits, was mad with dvrmk, and
Lad fallen overboard. The captain of the
ship und a police officer, who had gone
after her, were being swept out to sea. Sir
Willlam caused himself to be let down by
a rope, caught the knot of the woman's
hair in his teeth, and with his hands seiz-
ed the two men and dragged thei all three
to sufety. T'hen he wrote his report of ihe
diraster and of the rescue. Neveral of
those who had taken part in the latter re-
celved the Royal Humane Society medal
But as there was no wmention in Sir Wil
lium’'s report of his own services, or, in
fact, of his having been upon the sceie at
all, it was not until much later that the
matter was brought to the attenion of the
government and by the latter to that of
the Queen, who, as sated abovs, conferred
upon bim the Albert medal.

Sir William is a Scotch physiclan ‘hailing
from Glasgow, and atter holding the posi-
tion for a time of resident physician and
superiutendent of the Royal Lunatic Asy-
lum st Aberdeen, he managed to secnre an
appointment as chief medical oficer at the
Ecychbelles Islands, from which he was
travsferred in a similar capacity to the
Mauritius and also given control of the
government lunatic asylum there. Pro-
loted to the post of chief medical officer
of the Fiji 'Islands, he eventually becawe
governor of the colony and high cormmis-
sioner for England's possessions in the
Facific, taking an active part in the sup-
pression of “‘blackbirding”’—that is to say
the kidnapping of netives for compulsory
work on plantations. le"'I)lavl;blr-‘lmg"
was in those days a regular form of inari-
time trade of the piratical order, those en-
ggu;n(] therein 'being hunted down by the
Enrglish authorities like pirates, and Sir
William had many exciting advyentures,
Loth by sea and on land in connectiog with
h:s‘rtlnntloss-war upon the “blackbirders.”
 For seven years he was governor of Bris
tish New Guinea, where there was plenty
of fighting all the time 'with hostile native
tribes and \\'h_ore he may be said to harve
carried his life in his bands.  For the
last fve years he has been governor of
Lagos and high commissioner for the na-
tive protectorate on the west coast of
Africa, where he has shown immense taet
and judgment in dealing with the natives.
Itis promotion to the governorship of Now-
foundland comes to him as a well earned

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‘TELEPHONE CHARGE BY MESSAGE.

London, July 24.—An interesting let-
ter was read from the postmaster-gen-
eral, Lord Stanley, to a conference of
representatives of London local au-
thorities on the purchase of the tele-
ph(_me service by the government,
This eonference met at the Guild Hall
yesterday.

In reply to a resolution urging that
the charge for use of a London tele-
phone ought to be reduced, Lord Stan-
ley observes that there are tyo sys-
tems of telephone charges used by the
National Telephone Company—the “un-
limited service” system and the “mess-
age rate” system.

The proper method of charge for an
exchange service, in Lord Stanley’s
view, was that under which the pay-
ments of the subscribers are fixed in
proportion to the use. g

The ‘“‘message rate” system offered
by the postoffice fulfilled this require-
ment, and its advantages had been
proved by its acceptance by more than
90 per cent. of the subscribers to the
postoffice system.
