Tagore on India
Sir Rabindranath Tagore, who hos
recently arrived in New York after a
Journey across the continent: from
SBeattie, has been expressing the views
of the most enlightened and cultured
section of Indian opinion upon  the
future of that nation.
“My ambition,” he declares, “is io
bring the ideals of the east before the
people of the west. . We of India can-
not achieve anything by imitating the
west, which is Bampered by aill kinds
of difficultiés, We hope to be able
to ‘show the world that we have some-
thing to giive, not merely to receive.”
Sir Rabindranath, who received-the
Nobel prize for his poetry some years
ago, represents the finest ideals of
India, and has a just title to speak
for his couantrymen. He is entirely
with the entente allies on the issues
of ithe war, and declares that there
is trouble in store for India if the
Germans win. :
“I can't quite see then how the
people wish to see Great Britain lose.”
India has its place in the war“problem
and has done with magnificent gener-
osity what it was not compelled to
do. Its voluntary sacrifice _for the
empire must not be overlooked nor
forgotten. g :
“We are a witness,” says the poet-
pailosopher. “The war, to my mind,
is the outcome of overgrown mmter-
lalism, of an ideal based - on seif-in-
terest and not based on harmony.” He
sees clearly that nationalism as it is
understood -in’ Germany is merely a
survival of feudalism, a system which
is dead or moribund elsewhere, “‘and
which cannot -be revived to replace
the increasingly vigdrous dembcratic
spirit of modern government, .
India, like other mations, has been
touched by the new note of democracy,
but there has been no desire among
her wisest advisers to hurry her into
premature efforts at self-government.
The proclamation of Queen Viectoria
after the mutiny more than half a
century ago, recognized the principle
of self-government as‘one that India
must hrave yielded to her with the pro-
gress of her development. The war
has done much to acquaint the various
members of the empire with its dif-
ferent parts. As a better acquaintance
with India spreads there will prob-
ably be less reluctance to recognize
the principles expressed by Queen
Viectonta, and reiterated by almost every
governor-general since that time.

Editor World: A year or so
the outbregk of the A war
the only anti-suffrage association
in Canada was formed in_ Toronto.
It was argonized because sen-
timent in favor of admitting women to
respossible citizenship was spreading
with wunprecedented rapidity, there
being at that time six suffrage socie-
ties in this city. When war broke out
the: women who controlled the associa-
tion opposed to woman suffrage let. #
be ‘generally known that their organi-
zation would give up active work
against suffrage for the duration of
way and took-a prominent part in the
formation of the Women’s Patriotic
League, of which their president be-
came chief officer., A few days ago
they passed a resolution, which, by
implication, condemned the ° present
suffrage campaign in Ontario and also
by implication practically accused its
leaders of disloyalty. Since many of
the same women are also ' in dhe
Womep’'s Conservitive Club, it was not
surprising to see that association fol-
low a day or so later with a very simi-
lar resolutidn, :

The charge is an easy one to ‘make.
It has been heard at Ottawa many
times in the heat of party strife, It
has leen heard in the Presbytérian
Church wunion controversy. It was
made in Ontario by the liquor inter-
ests when the Committee of One Hun-
dred was conducting its campaign, and
it is interesting to observe that the
grounds for the charge weré the same
as those we have just heard—that the
temperance question, heing ‘a contro-
versial one, would tend to divide opin-
ion at a time when unity is a perman-
nent necessity and that the question
should not be raised in the absence of
our soldiers. y

selfysh public services, We believe that
Mrs, Warren has always been sincere
in her opposition to the enffanchise-
ment of women. Since the war began,
however, many prominent people who
were formerly opposed to suffrage,
have completely- reversed their opin-
jons, among those being Mr. Asquith
and others among the foremost states-
men of England, of France and of
Canada. It is more than possible that
Mrs. Warren aleo will change her mind
upon this very vital question.

As matters now stand, however,
Mrs. Warren has obviously not re-
alized the great amount of patriotic
work which the suffragists have doney
and are doing. The women who are
conducting the campaign give it a'cer-
tain amount of time, just as those who
are interested in other reforms con-
tinue to do, in spite of the war. Work"
for temperance, for the feeble-mind-
ed, for child protection,\ for various
phases of moral reform, is still being

reforms the most fundamental, 'and in
the end it includes nearly all the others.
The same Wogen are also the lea:lers
of the suffragisis’ war auxiliary, which
is activly engaged in various kinds of
patriotic work. Tho none of I(ts
wealth the
auxiliary raised over $6000 last win-

BUDGET TO BE LARGE

Total War Outlay Expected to Ap-
proach, Quarter of Billion
¢ Dollars.

Ottawa, :=Nov. 30. — Sir Thomaus
fWhite is on the ocean and will arrive
in Ottawa paxt week from an Import-
ant series. of conferences with the
British aufhorities on financial prub-
lems. =

One of the chlef questions dealt with
was the financing for purchase of
munitions of war equipmert in Canata
by the imperial authorities, which is
now running nearly a million dollars a
day.

The date of the opening of parlic-
ment will aot be fixed until the return
of Sir Thomas, as the session, especiul-
ly at the jresant time, largely hinges
around the\ budget speech.

Since the war the budget has been
introduced earl’ in the session.. The
date of the opening will depend upon
when Sir Thomas thinks he can have
his budget ready. The estimates of
the various departments are already
being struck and will be ready for
eonsideration by Sir Thomas on his
return. !

The budget, in view of the enormous
war expenditures, which for the fiscal
yvear ending March, will total nearly
$250,000,000, will be the most important
in the history of Canada.  Sir Thomas
will have to provide for ar expendi-
ture of ‘some $350,000,000. The re-
venues are very. buoyant and will
caglly be a Canadian record, hut even
at the highest possible figure will not
meet half of the expenditures.

1t is likely that fifty to seventy-flve
millions of our capital expenditure on
war will be met out of revenue. The
remainder of the war expenditures will
have to be' raised by loans. In addi-
tion to that, Sir Thomas has on his
hands ithe problem of financing British
war expenditures in Canada.

The entries for.this show closed on
Wednesday, Nov. 15, and since that
time Secretary, R. W. Wade and his
staff have been extremely husy getting
the entries classified for they came
in thousands towards the finish.

Mr. Wade states that this show fur-
nishes a classification for light and
heavy horses, beef and dairy cattle,
sheep, swine, poultry and seeds, which
cannot be surpassed.

one who retreats will be shot.

“Po us such 'an order is incom-
prehensible. The heroism and sense
of duty of our soldiers justify our
confidence that they will neyer be
found wanting, evem when ~ fighting
ggainst. numerically superior forces."®

Dr. Helfferich, minister of the in-
terior, said:

“The home army and field army in
this war join hands for an indigsoluble
union. Under the German soil are
rich trezsures, but they mubt be lifted
to the daylight.”
