The Dally Mail contends that if the
troops diverted to Salonica had been
on the western front in 1916, they
might have turned the le there and
that Rumania then nevég would have
been invaded.

“The expedition,” continues the
newspaper, “is a continual strain on
resources, men, shipping and muni-
tions. By keeping the Balkan force
too large for defence and tco weak for
attack we seem to be playing the
enemy’s game, A much smaller force
would suffice to hold Salonica, if that
is desgirable. German reserves are not
infinite, but they are largé enough to
render it dangerous for us to waste
a single man. Thruout 1916 Salonica
has been such a burden as Gallipoli in
1915.

The government was pleased by the
power vote on New Year's Day, sald
Premier Hearst yesterday. It show-
ed the deisrc of the municipalities that
the Chippawa Creek development
scheme, as outlined by the govern-

may be financed is a matter of detail
which can easily be worked out in ac-
cordance with the views of the muni-
cipalities. It is properly a matter for
legislation.”

Speaking of the vote on hydro ra-
dials, the premier said that it spoke
for itself, It showed that, except in the
case of Hamilton, there wag a strong
body of public opinion behind the pro-
ject. There had.been no thought in
submitting the bylaws this year of
commencing acfual work now. It was
a move in the direction of clearing the
ground, rather than for immediate con-
struction.,

SHon. I B. Lucas said that he did
not doubt that the adverse vote to the
hydro radial project in Hamilton would
be the cause of 4 campaign of ednog—
tion in that city. At present, he sald,
there was not the legislative power in
the other municipalities to force up-
on Hamilton the construction of a ra-
dial line against which -that city had
voted. On the other hand, he did not
doubt that a-second vote a year from
nmow would have a different result,
Charter Will Not Be Granted,

He expressed the opinion that the
favorable vote in the other municipali-
ties would have the effgct in Ottawa
of preventing the granting of a char-
ter to the C. N. R. or any other pri-
vate corporation. The vote would
simply tie up construction, The com-
mission had no thought of starting
construction now, nor even of purchas-
ing right of way.

As for the Chippawa Creek vote, the
attorney-general, who is also a mem-
ber of the Hydro Commission, said
that he h no doubt that legislation
would be brought down at the next
session of the legislature to comply
with the wishes of the voters that the
work should be financed by the gov-
ernment on bonds guaranteed by the
municipalities which guaranteed the
interest and sinking fund to pay off
the capital expenditures in thirty years
when the property would pass into the
ownership of the municipalities ad in
the case of the transmission and dis-
tributing systems.

Turkey Apparently Seeks to Entcr
Peace Conference as Indepen-
dent Power. \ 4

Washington, .- Jam, = 2. — American
Ambassador Elkins has . forwarded
from Constantinople an apparently
authentic article from a seini-official
uewspaper in the Turkish capital, giv-
ing the text of Turkey’'s repudiation
of' the guardianship of the great
powers ‘which was created by tha
trealy of Paris of 1856 and the treaty
cof Berlin in 1878. :

No official notification of Tur-
key’s action has reached the state de-
partment, Neither the German nor
Avetrian  embassies here had amy
word of their ally’c action, altho it was'
not unexpected. One of the motives of
the repudiation, it was said, was to
permit Turkey to enter a peace confer-
nce as an entirely independent power.
The United States will take no action
ir. the matter. as this couniry was not
a parly to either treaty and does not
cor gider that its rights are more par-
ticulurly involved thru,the specific ac-
tion than thru the 'wh()le general Tur-
kish _situation.

Turkey has made the war ‘and her
alliances with Germany and Austria
the occasion to do away with many
treaties and disabiities imposed upon
her by other nations for the protection
uf their naticnal existene,
cutset many months have passed be-
fore Turkey has openly admitted’ such
mction thru official statement.. The
moest serious step she has taken ‘whick
affects the United States has been the
abolition of the so-called capitulations
by which Americans and other foreign-
ers were entitled to trial in their own
consular courts,

The significance of Turkey’'s re-
pudiation of the treaties of Paris and
Berlin. officials here lelieve, is a
question entirely dependent on the out-
come of the war.

SPAIN-DID NOT MAKE
REALLY FIERY PROTEST

Note on Submarine Question Less
Truculent Than Was Reported.

‘Washington, Jan. 2.—Spain’s .recent
note to Germany on the submarine
queat;i?n ‘was authoritatively described
today 'as not having been as severe
as press despatches from Madrid have
indicated. A statement issued by the
Spanish egbassy today says:

“It is not correct that the Spanish
