HOUSEHOLD FASIONS.

No. 4.
WALL-PAPER AND DECORATIONS.

We have already in a former article spoken of
the carpet which covers a floor as being to the
room what the back-ground is to a picture, and
now to this comparison we supplement a further
one to the effect that the paper or painted surface
by which the walls of a room are decorated, is to
the room itself what the atmosphere is to the earth,
performing for it many of the same functions
and acting in a great measure as the same medi-
um throngh which all sarrounding defects are
seen.

That this simile raises the subject of paper-hang-
ings to a very prominent position, is of course ob-
vious, and yet to our minds the exaltation is none
too great, nor can too much care be expended on
this particular feature in the make-up of a house.
It is certainly very far from being an affair of
small consequence, as many people seem to imagine,
and it is equally certain that no common idea is
more erroneous than to suppose that by a plenti-
tnde of pictures, brackets, sconces, vases, busts and
old china, the defects of ugly wall-paper can be
concealed and an effectfat once satisfactory and har-
monious be produced. Indeed, in that connection
one of the primary meanings of paper-hangings is
to secure a suitable bﬂck-gmum{‘ for the picture,
with which even less tham ‘moderately handsome
houses are generally well supplied, and thus, it
will be seen at once, that where this order of things
is reversed, and instead of the paper ministering
to the needs of the pictures, the pictures have to
atone for the paper,-the consequence will be that
the ugliness of the walls will not be mitigated,
while the beauty-of the pictures, vases, etc., will be
almost entirely destroyed. As we have said be-
fore with reference to carpets, we say again in re-
ference to paper, that in order to be truly harmon-
ious and pleasant to the eye, it must never be
glaring, self-asserting or in any way conspicuous,
but instead of this, modest, subdued, and if possible
treated conventionally rather than in an attempt to
imitate nature. While great artists like, Whislter,
condescend to spend a whole year of their lives in
painting a room in a harmony of blue and gold
and representations of peacocks with brilliant eyes
and irridescent plumage, the effect is, no doubt, so
dazzling, unique and altogether splendid, that it is
sheer presumption for pumble trans-Atlantic
critics to raise voiges o ssgnsion, but still, even
in the face of sugl ify, we confess to a de-
cided leaning for “Wfiobtrusiye colors and design
and would, so far as our own faste is concerned, pre-
fer paper such as the patterny designed by Morris
and Dresser, to the most go¥geous stenciling or
frescoing that could be conceived\ A painted wall, it
istrue,is cleaner and in many way
than those which are papered, but X
wanting in that powdery bloom which distin-
guishes the higher class of paper-hangings and be-
sides thig, there is no such talent among the fres-
coers and stencilers of the present day as there is
among the designers of wall-paper. Seeing all
this, then, we shall in this asticle eschew the sub-
ject of frescoing entirely, keeping only to the
original letter of our next, otherwise, paper-hang-
ings and outside wall decorations.

Regarding the best color for wall-paper, it is to
be suppossed that the furnisher of the house will be
the most competent judge, but still a very safe rule
to work upon, is one, which, we borrow from Mr.
Eastlake ; namely, that the wall-paper should oppose
rathér than repeat the coloring of the furniture
and hangings by which it is surrounded, and that
undecided tints, such as very light stone colors,
silver-grey, cream color or very pale mauve are
generally preferable to those which are more pro-
nounced. When two shades are introduced it will
be sometimes 'y, unless p ing a natural
instinct for color, to: look into the analogies of
colors in general and study their complements, at
least sufficiently to present any violent dissonances;
but as this may involve too much trouble for the
generality of house-holders, an equally safe plan is
to use the varying shades of one main body tint,
introducing a slight dash of color ouly in the
frieze or border, without whi¢h even -the hand-
somest paper is not complete.

Where the furniture is upholstered in brown,
(and en-passant brown, we believe is at present the
popular shade for such uses,) a very pleasant effect
can be produced by papering the walls with cream
color, or still better with a ‘“ dado” or plinth space of
plain cream color rising three or four feet above the
floor ; above this, a middle space of diapered paper
in which brown figures are introduced ; and still
higher up another space of frizee left just below
the ceiling and filled with arabesque ornaments,
painted on a distemper ground. The latter style
18, it is true, slightly expensive but the effect is ex-
tremely artistic, and more than this, can be pro-
duced on a cheaper scale and on one which in-
volves far less trouble; though so far as the
trouble is concerned we do not expeet much con-
tradiction when we assert that it is well spent, for
of all dreary and monotonous metheds of decoration
for a handsome room, the dreariest and most same-
like is to cover it all over with one unrelieved
pattern. -

The choice of design in the paper is not so im-
vortant nor omnipresent as its coloring, but still,
even in this respect, there are quite a number of
rules to be remembered, among which, one of the
most important is, that nothing dwarfs the size of a
room 8o much as paper of a large or sprawling
pattern. A close and small design may be pro-
nounced best for the main portion of the walls of
every room, unless the room itself be extraordin-
ary-as to size, and even then, when it may be ar-
gued that a large pattern is positively necessary,
the outlines should be so interlaced and mingled
and the colors so subtly blended, that the closest
observer would find it somewhat difficult to dis-
cover where one figure ended and another began.
To produce this result, the best decorative forms
are sprays and bunches of leaves, as for example,
ivy, oak and fig leaves. :Flowers, however,
are not, as a general thing, in equally good
taste, detached bunches being especially objection-
able on account of the spotty appearance which
they bestow upon any wall which they are called
upon to decorate. Still, however, where flowers
and leaves are both intermingled, conventionalised,
changed in inessentials, and arranged so as to cor-
respond to geometric rule, those unpleasant effects
may be averted, and the result will be productive
of all sorts of wierd fancies and conditions. Striped
paper, it is popularly suppgsed, possesses the power
of lifting the height of th® room ; but, like other
ideas which we have previously considered, this
supposition is but a snare, and a delusion, and gen-
erally meets with the reward of all poor artifices.
To say the least of striped paper, it is ugly, and,"if
placed in any conspicuous room, is infinitely wear-
1some to the eyes of the beholder. Therefore,
stripes, and, in fact, every other design where the
repetition is marked, should, above all things, be
banished from our sleeping rooms, as very few of
us have not lived long enough to experience the
maddening .infl which pr d or monot-
onously designed paper can produce upon us when
either fevered with sickness or weary and wakeful
through trouble.

In view of such contingencies as these, oiled papers
in plain colors might be very conveniently, and, in-
deed, are very widely, used—delicate colors, such as
flesh tints with bordering of deep crimson, pale
green with deep green or olive, or a pinkish lavender
with trimmings of deep maroon, Eeing especially
pretty for bedrooms; but still, were we obliged to
use them altogether, even they would be found ex-
tremely monotonous, and at best they are not so
pleasant nor suggestive as many of the figured de-
signs which we remember distinctly but do not
possess sufficient word power to present before our
readers.

Passing from the theme of wall-paper to
that of wall-furniture, we find that the chief ex-
ample of this class is the mantel-piece mirror or
pier-glass, and that Mr. Eastlake says of it that
while it is assuredly the most prominent article
among the wall-decorations, it is, in itself, the
most eminently uninteresting. Again, as before,
we disagree with Mr. Eastlake, and remembering
the manner in which many of our feminine, and
a few of our masculine, friends invariably contrive
to place themselves before this “eminently unin-
teresting” piece of furniture, we feel like flatly
contradicting him. We neither like nor approve
of it ourselves, and feel far more comfortable in a

In hanging or sorting pietures, the first thing to
be considered is that each kind should be hung by
itself. That is, water eolors and oil paintings
should never be hung in the same room, as the
one destroys the: other, and while the oil painting
looks ccarse and almost dauby, the water color
can not fail to appear thin, insipid and washed out.
Across the Atlantic the rule is to have only water
colors in the drawing rooms, while ml' paintings
are given places in the dining room, library and
hall, and, considering the delicacy and fineness
which should be associated with painting in water
colors, we are inclined to think this a very safe
and practicable rule. As a matter of course, how-
ever, very few of us will adhere rigidly to the let-
ter of this law, and, while banishing our oil paint-
ings, will still eling to the photographs, engrav-
ings and various knick kmacks by which even a
plain room can be made te ook so cosy ; but still,
in doing so we must be eareful to classify even
here, not hanging prints er photographs in prox-
imity with water colors, and paying due attention
to the frames of each. Amother rule is that we
should not hang glazed drawings opposite a win-
dow, as the sheen of the glass reflects the daylight
and annihilates the effect of the picture behind.
Yet another is that the eolor of the picture cord
shonld match or harmonize with the color of the
wall behind it, and lastly, we are told by the om-
niscient Mr, Eastlake that pictures should always
be hung upon more than one nail, and that instead
of making a triangular space by means of a cord,
we should snspend it on two nails, thus making a
square instead of a triangle. We have disagreed
50 often, that for the sake of appearances we will
not do so again ; but still, eur concluding remark
is.that we do not like this latter plan.

An_Tnvasion of Grasshoppers.—Noted Vil-
lains in Gaol.—The Prices of Fish, ete.

Avsrix, April 8th, 1877.

DeArR WATcHMAN.~—~With the first return of
spring farmers were busy planting, and while de-
claring they never saw the soil in better condition
for working, they seem almost discouraged on ac-
count of grasshoppers. The wheat crop, which, a
few weeks ago, looked promising all over the
State, has been totally destroyed. The corn and
vegetables, sown later, they did not allow above the
the ground before they destroyed them. Farmers
cling to the hope that the pests will leave for Kan-
sas as soon as they are able to fly ; if so, they will
plant their whole plantations with cotton, as- it
would be too late for ¢orm, oats or wheat. The
great army of pests arrived¥in Texas between the
1st and 10th of last October, and in such numbers
as in many cases to delay the regular running of
trains, the grease making the rails so slippery as
to prevent the engine from moving. As the mer-
chant, mechanic and, in fiiet, men of all classes and
trades are interested in the farmer, they see a hard
year before them, unless, a8 hoped, the grasshop-
pers move north. Many young men, owing to the
depression of times heré and the reported good
times at the Black Hills, are moving in that di-
rection.

I noticed a few days a case of lobsters put
up by the Dominion Paeking Co., St. John ; they
were purchased in Galveston, I believe they are
the only case goods from N. B. in Austin.” All
kinds of canned-fish sell well in Texas. I notice
the canned salmon are from Oregon, while oysters,
and nearly every other kind of ‘canned googﬁ, are
from Baltimore. Salmom by the case per dozen
are worth from $2.75 to $3.00. Oysters can be
bought for 80 cents per dozen cans. Lobsters from
$2.50 to $2.75 per dozen. Mackerel are poor sale,
though they sell for $16.00 to $17.00 per barrel
when a sale is made. Codfish find few customers,
while any kind of smoked fish find, ready sale.

RAILWAY RECEIPTS.

‘We would ask the special attention of our readers
to the following statement, bearing on the receipts
of the Inter-ColonialRailway, from the Moncton
Times. The past and present management of the
road is here very fairly contrasted and the result
will probably startle a good many Government sup-
porters :(—

We were quite agreeably surprised to find in the
Telegraph, a few days ago, & comparative statement
of the receipts of the Intereolonial Railway for the
month of March ’76 and "77. It will be remem-
bered that during all last year the Railway Man-
agement, though frequently ehallenged to do so by
the Opposition press, refused to publish these
monthly statements, theé reason being, without
doubt, that they wished to keep the people in ig-
norance of the results of the disastrous policy which
Mr. Brydges came down 16 inaugurate. Last month,
however, the returns look & little better and there-
fore it is thought advisablé to give the figures to
the people, in the hope that without stopping to
reflect, they will give the Management credit for
prudence and wisdom whieh it does not possess.
The statement shows that the receipts for March,
’77, were $67,164 agains $57,048 in *76—a gain of
$10,116, but if our readers want to properly appre-
ciate the merits of the Management, they must not
simply considergthis bald faet, but must look a little
further—as we have great pleasure in assissting
them to do. The following eomparative statement
of receipts for the month of March ’74,75, ’76 and
77 is compiled from the official Returns and the
Telegraph'sgreport, a typographical error in the lat-
ter being corrected :

We invite careful attention to these figures, in
considering which it is well to note—
1. That March, 1877,—unquestionably a most
favorable month for traffie—is not quite up to
March, '74, in total receipts, and about $5,000 be-
hind in the revenue from passengers and freight.
2. That in ’74 the Railway was under the man-
agement of Mr. Carvell, and that up to that time
the Grits had not disturbed the arrangements made
by the late Government.

3. That in March, *77, about 370 miles of rail-
way were worked more than in March, '74. This
would be about twice as much mileage as in ’74,
and there ought certainly to be greatly increased
traffic receipts on this aceount.

4. That Mr. Brydges estimated an annual in-
crease in traffic of 15 per cent., as he had a perfect
right to do, the increase up to his time having ex-

ceeded that figure) If this estimated increase had

been realized, the receipts in March, 77, would
have been about $100,000 for the old portion of the
line alone, and the additional mileage should
have greatly increased this amount. We have,
however, only $67,000, and the reader may esti-
mate for himself the loss to Canada resulting from
Grit management of our railways.

5. That Brydges’ general mismanagement and
abominable tarifis ran down the monthly receipts
over §13,000 and it was only after the independent
press, by persistent fighting, had forced him and
the Government to amend the tariffs, that the rev-
enues began to improve. It is A FAcT, which ne
reasonable man will attempt to gainsay, that the
Oppuosition press, by working on the fears and cup-
idity of the Ministers from this Province and b
starting an agitation which could not pe allayed,
brought about the tariff changes to which the in-
creased receipts for March are attributable. It is
A FACT also that such receipts sought, for reasons be-
fore given, to be greatly in excess of what they are ;
and itis A FAOT that under the circumstances neither
the Railway Management nor the Grit press has
anything to boast of in the exhibit for last month.

Some few weeks ago we showed that the revenues
for the year ending June, ’76, were $45,000 less than
for the year ending June, 74, and that from the
day Mr. Brydges came down here the traffic con-
tinued to fall off. We are glad to note the slight-
est indication of a change for the better, but weare
unwilling that the improvement shall be over-esti-
mated, or that the Grits should get credit for a bet-
ter policy adopted by them solely under pressure
brought by the Opposition.

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SIR JOHN A. MACDONALD ON THE ANGLIN

After the Government Party in the Commons

/ .and maintained the Suicide theory. Under these

. circumstances we were prepared to find the Jury
bringing in a verdict of Suicide, but we are glad to
know that they took another view of their duty
and haveadopted a course which will stimulate in-
vestigation and contribute, we trust, to the dis-
covery of the murderer,—for that a shocking murder
has been itted on an ted traveller
through our Province no longer admits of doubt.
Tt is now abundantly clear that the murdered man
was not insane ; he was not unduly excited when
on the Inter-Colonial Railway; he had not been
drinking any stimulant ; he was in no sense a fit
subject for suicidal mania. And, mdreovef, he

_could not have committed suicide, for he was foully
murdered, and we have no doubt that his murderer
will yet be discovered.

Mr. Thomas D: Kingan, a brother of the mur-
dered man, has been at special ‘pains to trace up
his brother’s actions from the time he left Portland
in the Seandinavian until he reached Weldford Sta-
tion. He has seen the purser of the Scandinavian
who assured’ him that Mr. James Kingan was
calm, collected and business-like throughout the
trip from Portland to Halifax ; that he spent most
of 'his time with the purser, talked over steamship
and commercial matters and other practical sub-
Jjects, and seemed as perfectly clear headed as any
man ou the boat, and conducted himself asany gen-
tleman free from anxiety and travelling in the or-
dinary way would have done. Mr. Thomas D.
Kingan also saw gentlemen who lodged at the
hotel ‘at Halifax in his brother’s company, and
gentléemgn who travelled with him by train from
HalifgX, and these say there Was no excitement
about him ; nothing observable out of the ordinary
course. He spoke and acted as any other gentle-
man would have talked and acted. On the way
from Halifax to Trurp or Amherst he was engaged
principally in reading a copy of Harper’s Monthly
which: was afterwards found in his valise. At
Moncton he took his tea, as any other traveller

~would have done, and after eating he walked the

station platform and smoked a cigar, enquired his
way to the Pullman Car and took hisseat. After
leaving Moncton he directed the porter of the Pull-
map to have his bed made up at a certain hour.
He was not “ excited;” he drank no stimulant of
any kind; he conducted himself with perfect coolness,
deliberation and forethought in all his transactions
from the hour of leaving Portland until the moment

" of reaching Weldford ; so that a theory of Suicide

_ can in no way be buil{ up on the circumstances of
his journey. We mention these facts rather in the
interest of the late Mr, Kingan’s mental character
than b they are essential to a complete crush-
ingont of the Suicide theory, for that is annihilated
by other and direct evidence.

+On this point the facts are overwhelming. When

! M:!Kingan's remains were taken to New York
h C\_vere submitted to examination at the hands
of Dr.W. A. Hammond, the Surgeon General of the
United States Army during the rebellion, and one
ofthe most eminent, if not the most eminent, of the
surgeons of America. On examining the head it
,was found that the deceased had received a blow
on the crown at the point where the hair divides;
this blow had been given by some heavy, dull in-
strament ; there was “ scalp wound, which was
round, and about fiveséighths to three-quarters of
an inch in diameter; r removing the scalpa
portion of the bruised flesh or muscle of corres-
ponding size dropped fram the skull; the wound or
fracture was clear through the bone or skull, under
which aud over tfie congested brain there remain-
ed about a tablespoonful of congealed blood. Dr.
Hammond stated that this wound alone, whicll he
declared had been made when the man was alive

* ‘with the blood coursing through his veins, was
sufficient to cause death. Strange-tosay, the wound
was not found by the medical gentlemen who gave
testimony before the Inquest.

With this important fact ively

d

the murdered man,—that the most thorough and
determined pursuit of the murderer should be
made? Are we to allow this great crime to remain
unpunished, even uninvestigated,—for no one will
pretend that the Inquest at Weldford was a thor-
ough investigation? Are we, on the plea that the
Inter-Colonial Railway’s interests may be injured,
to permit this outrage against God and Humanity
to remain in its present shape?’ Even on the low,
sordid ground of selfishness, we must now have
further investigation. The world now knows a
Murder has been committed on our Railway: is
the world to understand that such a murder may
be perpetrated on this public work and that no de-
termined efforts will be made to bring the murder-
ers to justice? If so, then we may as well close
the railway to foreign travel, [for most assuredly
the outside world will hold the Government of
this country responsible for the lives of those who
trust themselves to the protection and care of the
Government railways of Canada. Indeed, every
motive which can move men to act justly and to
perform a sacred duty, calls for early, prompt and
thorough action in connexion with this shocking
murder,—a murder so vile, so brutal, so like to
pitiless butchery that the heart sickens when we
contemplate the horrid details.

THE FOSTER SCANDAL.

The Steel Rails job, the Fort Francis Locks job,
the Goderich Harbor Improvements job, the Rail
Transportation Norris job, the Anglin Printing
job, and, later, the Kaminisiquita Terminus job,
have each had a share of public attention. Per-
haps the Foster Contract job is not surpassed by
any of them in the barefacedness of its favoritism
and lawlessness.

At the time of the conspiracy by which the
present Government seized the reins of power,
Senator A. B. Foster rendered services which in
the eyes of the Reform party entitled him to com-
pensation, which the party proceeded to repay
him, on the usual fashion of the pure Reform pat-
tern,—out of the public funds. Mr. Foster’s busi-
ness was that of a Railway Contractor, and, forth-
with, a contraet was provided him. Without
waiting for any survey, a contract was effected
with him for 85 miles of what was called the
“ Georgian Bay Branch” of the Pacific Railway,
and a further contract upon 112 miles of the
‘“Canada Central Extension.” As customary in
such contracte, penalties were provided for breach
or failure in carrying them out, but, as it appears,
these fine sounding clauses were but matters of
form, as we shall show. Mr. Foster, on becoming
acquainted with thé nature of the work he had un-
dertaken, did not like the look of things; his pros-
pect of making a profit was not good, and he threw
up ‘'his contract. Tt might naturally be supposed
that here would come into operation the penalty

ideas of the men he had to deal with. He applied
for compensation, and he got it. In respect to the
Georgian Bay Branch, he had paid to him the snug
sum of §41,000, entirely against law and right; for
no certificate of the Government engineer {without
which no payment conld be legal) was ever ob-
tained. This money was not paid as compensation
for any work performed in the way of partial
building of the Road, but for surveys, pretended
to have been made—surveys which, it is supposed,
showed him that he had a poor contract, and the
cost of which the country should no more be called
on to bear than it should be required to pay for
Mr. Foster’s private farm improvements, his resi-
dence or his cattle.

And in respect to the Canada Central Contract,
Mr. Foster was entitled to payment of seventy-five
per cent. of the value of rails which he delivered
upon the ground. He delivered none upon the
ground acording to contract. He delivered at a
point ten or twelve miles from the Railway a
quantity of Rails, and received from the Govern-
ment the sum of $68,000.

A few facts in relation to these rails will show
the public how business is done in the Reform shop
when good friends of the Party of Purity are to be
dealt with. Mr. Fleming, Government Engineer,
certified in regard to these rails that they were
“said to be delivered.” He testified before the
Committee of Public Accounts that he did not
know the quality or brand of the rails, yet he as-
sumed them to be of the value of $48 per Ton de-
livered where they jgrere. This price is not far
from double the real value of good iron rails.
But further regarding these rails. Witnesses
called before the committee testified that they were
of very inferior quality, one witness, a railway
officer, on being asked if he had ever seen worse
rails, replied “he had not.” The worst yet is to
be told. So completely did Mr. Foster—Reform
associate with the McMullens, Youngs, Hunting-
tons, McKenzies, in onsting the Sir John A. Mac-
donald Government—feel himself master of the
situation, that being in want of some rails to fill
anotlier contract, he coolly sent and took from the
pile of rails the Government had paid him for, a
quantity of them, such quantity being at first said to
be 100 tons, now ascertained to be 227 tons,—took
them, it is stated by a Government official, with the
knowledge of the members of the Government, but
without any Order in Council, just borrowed them,
because he wanted them; sent to the yard'where

strated, the di of the probabilities of the
late Mr. Kingan cuiting his own throat in
sgveral places with his own penknife; bleeding
himself to death, sitting on the end of a pile of
poles holding his head in one position and empty-
ing all the blood in his body into a single spot,
after cutting the main artery; and after losing all

Does any
one doubt that, if Mr. Kingan was knocked insen-
sible or next thing to dead by the blow, that subse-
quently his throat was cut and gashed by the mur-
derer; that he was held over the bloody hole in
the snow until his life-blood had been drained
“from his body; that his own handkerchief was
used to wipe the blood away; that hisknife was
taken from the pocket and so left as to create the
impréssion that he had used it on himself; that
~his arms and wrists were cut 50 as to deepen that
impression ; that, finally, to leave no doubt of the
act being his own, and, moreover, to cover up the
tell-tale wounds in head and throat, he was so
placed on the rails that the down train, by crush.:

What is the duty of the co;)ntry in the pre-
mises? Does it not owe it to its own good name, to
the protection and safety of its own people and,
equally, to the stranger and the foreigner passing
through :—is it not due to the family and friends of

this Gov t property was stored and carried
off what he wanted, no one checking the delivery,
no one apparently authorizing the loan, in fact, no
one in this whole Dominion having any, even the
slightest, right or authority togrant a loan of the
kind. Mr. Foster simply helped himself. Some
semblance of acknowledgment he made, after-
wards, by depositing bonds as security, bonds in
respect to which, on being questioned, the Premier
admitted that he would not' be surprised if they
could not be sold at any price for money, but
which bonds, in any case, did not profess to repre-
sent more than the value of 100 tons, while 127
tons more were taken (227 in all). for which even
worthless bonds were not given in security !

Who would not be a Government favorite ?
Here we have haste made to pay a political debt
by a contract made without survey. The con-
tractor relieved of his work when he finds it not
to his mind to fulfil it. ' $41,000 paid him illegally
for surveys which there is no certainty he made
and no legal certificate for. $68,000 paid him for
a rubbishy lot of rails, not delivered according to
contract. And then, to crown and cap the whole,
this helper of the Reform wrecking crew treating
the property for which he was paid quite too much
of the public money of the Dominion, as his own,
and abstracting, borrowing and carrying away, for
his own uses, about one-eighth of the entire lot!

It is now reported that Mr. Foster is in financial
difficulties, and his property has been attached.
It will be interesting to know whether the country
will finally lose the amount he so coolly borrowed.

A vindictive hatred of Sir John A. Macdonald
has enabled a partizan committee and a subserv-
ient majority to procure a vote that irregularities
were committed in dealing with the Secret Scrvice
money, and restitution of the same is demanded.
There needs no vote to show that a vile irregular-
ty has been committed in this Foster business.
The returns brought down to the House, and the
evidence before the Committee, show plainly
enough that $109,000 in cash has been irregularly
and illegally paid away to a favorite. Who is to
be proceeded against for the recovery of this sum
into the public chest ?

THE “FARMER"” AND THE AROOSTOOK.

Referring to a circular isshed by a Mr. Tilley, of
Aroostook, the WATCHMAN | says—

“ Mr. Tilley tells all the world to go to Aroostook
“and raise 1:ulnlocs for starch factories, but as the
* Aroostook is about as far qut of the world as any
“one can get, and the potato starch when manu-
“ factured will be abou far as possible from a
“ market, the probabili hat the call will be in
“ vain, especially to capitalists, who won't see the
“ advantage of devoting their lives to the cultivation
“of potatoes to sell at 25 cents a bushel, U. 8.
‘ currency.”

This extract shows #good deal of ignorance on the
part of our contemporary. Starch is being largely
manufactured in Aroostook, and profitably too, as
is evidenced by the fact that five new factories will
be put'in operation this year. Under these cir-
cumstances it is not probabléthat the seven factories
already in operation there have been making a
loss. As to Aroostook being out of the world, it
will be only twelve hours from Bangor or St.John |
when the new arrangements on the New Bruns-
wickRailway fgo into effect. That hundreds of
farmers are making money raising potatoes at 25
cents U. 8. currency ber bushel ought to satisfy the
WATCHMAN that the speculation was a good one.
We don’t want especially to champion Aroostook ;
but we do not like to see a Provincial journal de-
crying the resources of a district whose trade will
1 the near future enrich our own people, and the
example of whose inhabitants the farmers 6f New
Brunswick would do well to follow.

We have here another illustration of the say-
ing, “a little learning is a dangerous thing.” The
‘armer,iwithout looking below the surface of things,
appears to assume that the, Aroostook will have a
monopoly of potato growing and starch making.
Onr theory is that as soon as the new industry is
fairly established -and shown to be moderately
profitable in this part of the Continent, starch fac-
tories will springup everywhere, potato cultivation
will be overdoné and the starch’ market glutted.
Already numerous enquiries have been sent to St.
John from [potato growing districts, for information
on the subject of starch making, the machinery re-
quired and the formation of starch companies. We
hold that when the districts near the great markets
for the manufactured article enter actively into pota-
tojeultivation, remote districts such as the Aroos-
took will stand a poor chance ; and hence the man
who leaves New Brunswick for the Aroostook coun-
try, relying mainly on the sale of potatoes to starch
or farina factories, is leaning on a slender prop
for his declining years. The Furmer, we notice, does
not explain the fact that the Mr. Tilley who blows
the trumpet for the Aroostook invites outside far-
mers to goin and buy farmswhich Aroostookers
have deserted. If the Aroostook is such an Eden
why are therie so many abandoned farms and so
many of its il“ﬁ%i\tnn‘.s willing to sell out? Since
the Farmen has taken the Aroostook under its pro-

There appears to be little doubt that neithér Mr.
Anglin, Mr. Norris nor Mr. Currier (the latter an
Opposition supporter) was entitled to retain his
seat, they having been contractors with the Gov-
ernment in the fullest sense. - The Anglin case is
well understood. Mr. Norrisg's case was scarcely
less notorjous, the jobbery in the matter of the
Steel Rails transportation! having effectually fixed
his status, His sedt has| just been vacated. Mr.
Currier, it appears, has been a contractor under
the Government without his knowledge, the Gov-
ernment having purchaséd a quantity of lumber
from two  firms in which he was interested.
Mr. Currier promptly resigned his seat when he
was made acquainted with the facts by their
production in Parliament, but the Government
Party are endeavoring to whitewash Mr. Anglin,
who won’t resign, expecting to be pulled through.

There can be little doubt that Mr. Isaac Bur-
pee’s seat is in jeopardy,/if the Opposition choose
to follow him up. The public accounts show that
the firm of I.'& F. Burpeé & Co. have been' fur-
nishing supplies to the Government of late years.
And there is evidence to prove that Mr. Isaac Bur-
pee was at the time a member of Parliament and
Minister. of Customs. The law is against a party
in trade being Minister of Customs, and against a
member of Parliament furnishing supplies to the
Government. Both Mr. Burpee and the Premier
have deniéd that Mr. Burpee has been a member
of the firm since accepting the position of a Min-
ister. Unfortunately for them, Mr. Burpee in Au-
gust last swore in Court that he was then a member
of the firm, his partners in December last swore to
the same effect at this later date, and Mr. Burpee
himself 8o described the partnership changes as to
show that he had always been a member of the
firm. Such affidavits ought to be accepted as con-
clusive evidence. There can be no doubt that Mr.
Burpee may be sued for $2,000 per day for every
day that he has been illegally sitting as a member
of Parliament, but whether the game is worth the
powder i3 quite another thing. In Mr. Anglin’s
case, his poeition was, no doubt, a great public
scandal ; \we can not sece that in Mr. Burpee’s case
the eyil was so clamant and injurious. If the game of
the Government in moving against Mr. Currier and
pretending that Mr. Domville’s seat was in peril,
was merely “bluff,” the country 1s satisfied that the
game was a losing one. to them, though the coun-
try as a whole may passibly be a gainer by the
discussion and by the examination of the public
accounts to which the recriminatory charges have
led.

According to the strictest dictates of fashion,

| silence; but, however fashion may order such

things, it seems to us that this kind of reception is
neither well-bred nor refined, and that, however
multitudinous' may be her duties, a bride ought to
make time to convey some expression of thanks,
cither before or after her marriage, for every gift
which she receives. Such a course may, no doubt,
be opposed to etiquette, but where etiquette itself
opposes true refinement, the man or woman who
elects to abide by its formulas must, at heart, be
simply vulgar.

the regulation costume varies from time, but it
always excludes white ties and dress coats, and thus
to be in the fashion the Benedict-elect must not be
too elaborate in his fout ensemble.

The remaining ceremonials such as wedding re-
ceptions, tours and the “At Homes” after the
tour has been completed, have each and all their
separate code of laws, but not having.as yet at-
tempted a book of etiquette, we prefer to omit
them . from our discussions of the subject, particu-
larly as those laws vary so comparatively seldom
that most pepple must be thoroughly acquainted
with them before now.

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THE WELDFORD TEAGEDY.

WHAT A NEW YORK SURGEON SAYS REGARDING
THE WOUNDS ON DECEASED'S HEAD—A VERDICT
OF MURDER AGAINST SOME PERSONS UNKNOWN.

(By telegram to the Telegraph.)
WELDFORD, April 16,
This morning the inquest on the body of James

Kingan was resumed.

_Thomas D. Kingan, a previous witness, wished
to give further evidence, and was called, when he
said : William A. Hammond, who is a surgeon re-
siding in New York, examined the head of my
brother in my presence. On the crown of the head
he found a  wound, under which, on the top of the
brain, was a large quantity of congealed bload,
about a table-spoonful. He said that the blow wbuld
cause death. I asked if, after having cut the carotid
artery half through, deceased could bleed in one spot
to the extent of two or three pints of blood, and he
answered “I think not.” The surgeon had never
known any one who had committed suicide to
bleed in one place. I asked if, having cut the main
artery in two places, my brother could walk 50
feet. His answer was “ No.” Iasked ifthe wound
on the crown of the head was given him when alive
or dead. His answer was: “ Undoubtedly while
alive.” He further gaid that a man could not hag-
gle at his throat, by repeated cuts; that he had
never known a man to cut the main artery twice
in a case of suicide. I asked him ifja man could
take off his coat, after having cut the main artery.
His answer was: “No; I have never known of
any such case.”

Peter Dagle, surveyor and  farmer, was sworn.

I was on the 10.40 train from Moncton on the even-
ing of March 12th. T got off at Weldford, near
the tank, No one was with me. I walked along
by the cads, and went to Mr. Delaney’s house; saw
no one near the Pullman car outside; I heard
some one walking inside. was a second-class
passenger; saw no one on the track. I did not go
around the Pullmz&n car. Igot off on the west
side. I got into Mr. Delaney’s house before the
train started. The train must have been delayed
over five minutes.

Here the evidence closed.

The verdict of the jury was that the “ deceased,
James Kingan, came to his death by the act of some
person or persons unknown.”

KINGAN—MURDER.
[From the Daily News.]

The verdict of the Coroner’s Jury in the Kingan
tragedy coincides with the first impression of the
public mind after the finding of the wangled re-
mains of Mr. Kingan on the track at Weldford. It
was at first supposed that a foul murder had been
committed for the sake of plunder, but various
circumstances changed that horrible impression in-
to the conviction that the unfortunate gentleman,
while suffering from a temporary attack of insanity,
had taken his own life. The dead man’s brother
was slow to accept this explanation, and carried the
body to New York for examination, where Dr.
Hammond, one of the best surgeons in the United
States and a high authority on insanity, found
wounds so mortal in their character as to refute the
theory that the victim walked from the pool.of blood
to the track after they were inflicted. Dr. Ham-
mond’s opinion, as given to the Coroner’s jury yes-
terday by Mr. Kingan, together with the festimony
given at the second sitting of the jury, that three
men were seen near the scene of the tragedy on
the fatal night, were decisive with the jury, and
the verdict is murder.
