We have been asked on several
occasions if the Government were
making or intended to make any
special provision for the families
of the five fishermen of Coley’s
Point and Shearstown who were
dsowned during the summer-of
1912, ;

On enquiry from the autborities
we are informed that the Govern-
ment bad gone fully into the mat
ter of those and other similar cases,
and it was found that the Act of

1913 was not retrospectiys, and it
was found impoasgfl}/)&emider
the cases under the~provisions of

that Act.

The position taken was that if
one or two cases “were dealt with
you would have to deal with
others, and it would be difficult to
fix a point for the termination of
such action,

The authorities, therefors, de-
cided to abide by the Marine Dis-
astere’ Act of 1913, which applies
only to the case of persons who lost
their lives after the passing of that
Act, which date was April, 1918,

From the above it will be seen
that no special provision can be
made for those who lost their lives
prior to April, 1913.

At the same time we think that
some provision could and sheuld
be made at least for the young
children of those fishermen who
lost their iives insuch a tragic way

The Attention of the Public is
Called to the Following Pro-
visions of the Act Respecting
Saw Mill, 1914s, Namely:—

B

See. 1.—-Any bona  fide fisherman
who wishes to operate a saw mill for
the purpose of preparing staves for
heading, for making harrels, for fish-
ery requirements, or for {he making of
shingles, lobster laths, or lobster box-

purposes does not exceed 10,000 feet,
board meastire, in any one year, may
obrain, free of cost, a lieense to operate
a saw mill for such purposes, and any
opher purposes in such quantity sub-
ject to the following conditiens:—

(a).—The license may be granted
by the Minister of Agrieulture and
Mines fors/one year from the 30th
November upon the application of
the bona fide fishetman as aforesaid,
who shall set forth in his application
that he is such fisherman, and also
the situation of his mill, its eapacity,
and the period during which it has
been in operation. The Mini:%er c.)f
Agriculture and Mines may in his
Jiscretion, renew the gaid license

annually.

(f).—No persen without obtaix}ing
a license as hereinbefore provided
shall operate a saw mill of the cla'ss
deseribed in this seetion after six
months from the passing of this Act,
under a penalty not exceeding
twenty dollars for every day when
such mill is operated; and all sueh
licenses issued before the 30th Nov-
ember of the present year shall t.ex--
minate on the said date, on whw‘h
date also the first royalty under said
license shall ba due and pay able.

Sec. 2.—It shall be lawful for the
Minister of Agriculture and Miaes_to
issue licenses to persons or companies
who are at present operating miills on
what is known as the ‘Three ngle
Limit’ and are not the holders of tim-
ber or pulp licenses under the Crown
Lands Act, to cut timber to operate !
saw mills for one year from the 30th
November, which said license shall be
renewable at the discretion of the
Minister of Agriculture and Mines on
payment of a fee of Five Dollars. The
licensee of any such license shall pay
as a royalty the sum of one dollar per
thousand feet, board measure, 9n all -
lumber sawn or manufact_ured in the &
mill operated under authority thereof.

(e).—Application for suc.h. license
shall be made to the Mlmster. of
Agricﬁlture and Mines aceompanied
by fee of Five Dollars, and .be-fox-e
tke issue of guch license the Minister
of Agriculture and Mine;s shall cause
to be published for a period of thirty
days, by affixiog the salhne.at a Post
Office or other public buxldmg.m the
neighbourhood of the situation of
the mill *proposed to be opera.ted
under such license, & notice setting
forth the faet that such license has

been applied for. ¢

(g).—No person not bejng the hold-
er of a timber or pulp license .under
the Crown Lands Act shall, W'lthO\lb
obtaining a license as in this Act
provided, operate after one mo‘nth
after the passing of this Act a Saw
Mill for the manufacture of timber
cut on Crewn land under a penalty
not exceeding twenty dollars for
every day when such mill is eperat-
ed;ar‘)d all such licenses issued before
the 30th November of the presgx.lb
year shall terminate on the said
date, on which date also the first
royalty under such licenses shall be

due and payable.

Sec. 4.—The Governor in Council -
may when it shall be ‘made to appear
to him to be for the imterest of _the
Colony by proclamation to be publish-
ed in the Royal Gazette,: prevent the
vinding of growing or standing trees
on the public lands of the Colony or
portion of the same, or lands held
under license, lease or grant, for the
purpose of taking away the rinds of
the said trees for any purpose what-

ever.

See. 5.—The penalty for the infrac-
tion of any of the proyisions and con-
ditions of this Act, where such penalty
has not been fixed by any preceding
seetion of this Act, or by the Crown
Lands Aect, shall be a fine not exceed-
ing ten dollars for each infraction
thereof. All penalties under this Aet
may be sued for in the name of the
Minister of Agriculture and Mines be-
fere a Stipendiary Magistrate or Jus-
tice of the Peace by any Timber In-
spector or other person authorized by
the Minister of Agriculture and Mines,
