NEW ELECTRIC PLANT

FOR CHEMAINUS MILLS

E. ± Palmer Has Let Contract 
to the Hinton . 

Company.

E. J. Palmer, of Chemainus. has made 
arrangements for the installing of a 
new electric system at the mills. The 
contract has been let to Hinton & Co., 
of this city, and work will shortly begin 
on the plant. The system will replace 
that already in use In the mills and will 
be modern throughout Looking ter the 
needs of the future, Mr. Palmer will 
equip the plant so that if necessary the 
whole town of Chemainus may be light­
ed from the mills plant. Of course, the' 
first object in view is the facilitating 
of work in and about the lumber mills 
and yards. It will be possible when 
the new plant is in place to carry on 
work about the mills loading cars or 
■vessels in the harbor just the same at 
night as in the day time.

The generating power for £he new 
electric plant will be the present boil­
ers of the mill where refuse matter is 
consumed, 
whereby in case of it being required, 
hoists for handling timber, etc., may be 
installed to be worked by electricity.

There will' be a 115-kilowatt generat­
or carrying 2,000 volts. Thirty-five arc 
lamps will be installed about the yards 
so that they will be well ligthed up 
al) nfght long.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 4.—Domestic 
shipments from the various Great 
Lakes ports were 25 per cent less in 
1908 than during the season of 1907. 
During 1908 the shipments apiounted 
to 60,518,024 tons, as compared with 83,- 
506,991 tons and 75,609,648 tons during 
the 1907 and 1906 seasons respectively.

The decrease is due mainly to the 
smaller shipments of iron ore, although 
the shipments of all other principal 
Items, except hard coal also show re­
duced totals. The grain shipments 
show a decrease of 22.8 per -cent and 
those of lumber a decrease of 32 per 
cent.

The vessel movement of the year 
also shows a considerable decrease 
over that of the preceding year. The 
total departure in the domestic trade 
for 1908 being 65,624 vessels of 83,378,- 
323 tons net, as against 73,768 vessels 
of 99,16^409 tons net during the pre­
vious year. The freight movement 
through the canals at Sault Ste Marie, 
Mich., and Ontario during the 1908 
season, of 41,390,557 tons shows a rela­
tive decrease of about 29 per cent. The 
freight and vessel movements of the 
Detroit River show a 30 per cent de­
crease.

Measure Defeated.
Sacramento, Cal., Feb. 3.—After a de­

bate extending from 11 o'clock yester­
day morning until 6 p.m.. the assembly, 
by a vote of 48 to 28, rejected the bill 
drawn by A. M. Drew against aliens 
owing land in California. The bill had 
been amended at the request of Presi­
dent Roosevelt and Secretary of State 
Root, so that the clause applying It to 
Japan only was eliminated, making the 
bill apply to’all aliens. But the measure 
aroused such a storm of opposition that 
long before the debate was closed by 
Mr. Drew, it was apparent that the 
measure would be defeated.

The result of yesterday’s contest is 
considered a fair test of the relative 
strength of the two factions in the as­
sembly, and as foreshadowing the de­
feat of all measures that would tend 
to embarrass the national government 
in its relations with Japan.

With the defeat of the Drew bill in 
the assembly yesterday all hope of 
passing any of the anti-Japanese meas­
ures have beep practically abandoned 
by the sponsors of the new regulation. 
One remarkable feature of the Drew 
bill was the fact that the defeat, ac­
complished In the face of an audience 
of 2,000, who wildly applauded every 
anti-Japanese sentiment uttered by 
the opopnents of the measure. Both 
sides made dramatic appeals to the 
packed galleries, and In one of these 
Nathan Coghlen, a San Francisco as­
semblyman, who was an opponent of 
the bill, made a bitter attack on the 
Japanese. He has a large labor union 
constituency, and his opposition was 
based on the plea that the bill would 
be distinctly harmful to labor by driv­
ing capital away.

HEAVY FLOODS IN DEVELOPMENT

Thirty Feet of Water in Streets 
of Teha- MEFTING TO ORGANIZE 

ON FRIDAY AFTERNOONWITHIN THREE YEARS ma.

Red Bluff, Cal., Feb. 8.—The Sacra- 
mento river, swollen by the rains of 
this week, has reached the 30-foot 6 
inches mark, two feet higher than ever 
before since a record has been kept, 
and it Is still rising. The stream, 
which now is cutting out a new chan- 
riel east of this town, has carried 
away over tïSîOOÿ worth-of lumber and 
uprooted sycapÿlre, trees two feet in 
diameter.

New York, Feb. 2.—F. Von Qheel 
lldetoeester, chief engineer of 
apetown to Cairo railway system, and

“In the Capetown to Cairo railway," 
said Mr. Gildemeester, "there is at 
present a stretch of about 2,500 miles 
to be completed.

“America’s Friendship With 
Mikado’s Realm Based on 

Sordid Motives.”

to San Francisco, Cal., Feb. 3.—With 
two nations stirred to a fever pitch 
over the anti-Japanese measures of 
the Pacific coast state, the people of 
California are beginning to wake up
and ask what It Is all about. The out­
burst of the Nevada legislature was 
Unexpected but It has not caused a 
great deal of comment In this state, 
and with the exception of the Asiatic 
Exclusion League, no one is engaging 
In the fight. But these facts are not 
generally accepted as an 
that the people of the state are not 
genuinely interested In the Oriental 
race problem,

The interest of the agriculturists Is 
indicated by the bill to prohibit the 
ownership of property which was In­
troduced by A. M. Drew, of Fresno, 
the centre of one of the largest or­
chard and vineyard districts of the 
state. The other bills were introduced 
tiy Grove L. Johnson, Who halls from 
the Sacramento valley, where the Jap­
anese are regarded with considerable 
hostility by people of all classés. This 
feeling has been Intensified by the ac­
quisition in late years by the Japan­
ese of large tracts of orchard an-1 
garden lands.

The criticisms of the eastern press 
on the anti-Japanesê feeling in this 
state has aroused a storm of protest 
from the papers of California. The 
California papers generally complain 
that the real attitude of the people of 
this state Is not understood In the 
east.

Most of these papers regard the ex­
clusion of the Japanese to be both ne­
cessary and inevitable. They express 
the fear that the action of the state 
legislature will retard rather than ad­
vance the solution of tlje problem. The 
San Francisco Chronicle to-day com­
plains that the feeling against Cali­
fornia In the east Is entirely based on 
"two main motives, both sordid; one 
Is to keep solid with Japan and there­
by promote the sale of cotton goods 
and kerosene, no matter at what cost 
to the unfortunate people of the Paci­
fic coast, and the other is to force con­
gress to give heavier appropriations 
for the army and navy.”

Its utility is nil except as a treasure 
hunters’ ground. According to legend 
two distinct caches have been made on 
the island. In 1821 a British pirate 
sailed thither with loot and buried it 
in the sand. Then came dull unap­
preciative justice. Some of the pirates 
were hanged, others were put in jail, 
there to lose their memory. That 
treasure was never found.

The second legend is seventy-four 
years old. In 1835 the people of Cal­
lao', Peru, were expecting their city to 
be captured and looted by revolution­
aries. While awaiting their doom, a 
British ship, the Maty Dier, sailed into 
port and the authorities of Callao had 
an inspiration. They would put their 
valuables aboard trusting to the hon­
esty of the captain, and then, when 
the revolution was over, he would re­
turn and restore them intact. Cap­
tain Thompson, although an English­
man, was not honest, and scarcely 
had the vessel cleared from port than 
he and his companions fell from grace.

SITTING IN WINNIPEG
St. Petersburg, Feb. 2.—The Turko- 

Bulgarian deadlock over the amount of 
money to be paid to Turkey by Bul­
garia because of the Bulgarian declar­
ation of independence is practically 
broken, and the war cloud in south­
eastern Europe has been dissipated by 
the acceptance of a plan proposed by 
Russia, which reconciles in a novel 
manner the Turkish claim^of 120,000,- 
000 francs '(124,000,000) and the Bul­
garian offer of 82,000,000 froncs ($16,- 
000,000). This plan is based on the war 
indemnity of 8,000,000 francs ($1,600,000) 
a year which in accordance with the 
Berlin treaty of 1878, Turkey is to pay 
to Russia for a hundred years. These 
payments bear no interest. The Rus­
sian proposal is to remit them until 
the Turkish claim against Bulgaria, is 
satisfied. Russia will collect, instead, 
82,000,000 francs from Bulgaria in simi­
lar instalments. These payments will 
bear interest, and the amount of this 
interest will recoup Russia.

Bulgaria has formally assented to 
this proposal, and the. Russian govern­
ment has assurances tfcat the plan Js 
satisfactory to - Turkey.

The settlement of the Turko-Bul- 
garian difficulties, it is stated in well- 
informed circles, involves the recogni­
tion of the Empire of Bulgaria, whose 
proclamation 
cipitated the crisis. As soon as the de­
tails of the arrangements have been 
worked out, the protocols will be 
signed. , .

It is understood that Turkey will 
take the lead in recognizing Emperor 
Ferdinand, not waiting for a confer­
ence of the powers to do so. The other 
powers will perforce follow this ex­
ample. The Russian scheme also will 
obviate the necessity for international 
control of Bulgarian finances, which 
would have been almost inevitable had 
Bulgaria been forced to float an ordin­
ary loan to cover the payment for the 
railroad and the Rumelian tribute. As 
it Is, Bulgaria will not be so burdened 
as It would be to keep up the military 
establishment. The settlement is a 
great relief to the Russian officials, 
upon whom the task fell. Last week 
they professed optimism on the ulti­
mate result of their diplomatic nego­
tiations, but they now admit that war 
between Bulgaria and Turkey was an 
imminent possibility unless the dead­
lock were broken.

In view of the new in­
ternational conditions assigned to 
Japan, it has become necessary that 
our people, instead of scattering in 
foreign lands, shall concentrate in the 
Far East, thus securing an united ef­
fort looking to legitimate activities and 
avoiding everything likely to obstruct 
the dex'elopment of international com­
merce and industry.

“These considerations have led the 
government to follow an avowed pol­
icy with respect to emigration to 
Canada and the United States enforc­
ing in perfect accord and good fqith 
the restrictions placed on emigration."

Count Komura concluded hiis speech 
by announcing that the imperial gov­
ernment had decided to notify the 
xarious powers next year of the ter­
mination of existing commercial treat­
ies to be effective one year after such 
notice was given. He said that it was 
the intention of the government to ne­
gotiate new treaties, unhampered by 
unequal engagements. The new com­
pacts, he continued, will be based en­
tirely upon the principle of reciprocity 
with a x'iew to the free development 
of International commerce.

E. B. Morgan, Vancouver, president 

of the Local Option League, the first 
speaker, said local option was no ex­
treme or radical measure but mereir 
the giving of the right to the people 
in such districts as were designated 
of saying, by a majority vote, whether 
they wanted tho retail sale of intoxi­
cating liquor to go on in their midst 
or not.

Mr. Morgan urged two out of many 
possible reasons for the granting of the 
petition—that the request was fair 
and reasonable and Just, and that a 
very large majority of the voters of 
British Columbia were asking for it. 
Eighty or ninety per cent of the peo­
ple cativassed had signed gladly.*

Rev. Dr. Spencer, superintendent of 
the provincial Local Option League, 
expressed his sense of the prixdlege of 
Joining In the request for a law which 
would place British Columbia in line 
with all the other provinces in ad­
vanced legislation regarding the li­
quor traffic.

States thirty-five million people were 
living under local option without li­
censes and eleven whole states had 
gone “dry.” In Canada, east of the 
Rockies, fourteen hundred municipali­
ties were enjoying local option regime 
and in spite of attempts at repeal only 
one per cent had gone back. The pe­
tition he had the honor to present, 
asking for a similar condition in Brit­
ish Columbia, contained the names of 
ten thousand men, all voters, in addi­
tion to which petitions signed by 25,- 
000 people had been sent to the var­
ious members for presentation in the 
House.

course with his colleagues In the minis­
try, is very much more likely to secure 
considerate treatment and prompt action. 
When the Conservatives were in power 
at Ottawa there was a constant demand 
by both parties in British Columbia for 
cabinet representation, and this .was fin­
ally, almost grudgingly, granted by the 
appointment of Col. Prior to a cabinet 
position.

PISTOL FIGHT WITH BURGLAR.

Fernie, Feb. 2.—An attempt was made 
last week to rob the store of P. Caro- 
sella on Baker avenue, and the brother 
of the proprietor had a narrow escape 
from death at the hands of.the bur­
glars. Louis Sasosella, who manages 
the business for his brother, has a bed­
room at the rear of the liquor store, and 
at 3 o’clock in the morning was awak­
ened by the breaking of a pane of glass 
in his room and at the same time heard 
the command to throw up his hands. 
Instead of obeying the invitation of his 
unwelcome visitor he reached under his 
pillow for his revolver, but before he 

it the man at the 
window opened Are on him, four bul­
lets narrowly missing him. He dropped 
to the floor and crawled towards his 
assailants and took two shots but in 
the uncertain light failed to hit his man 
and the intruder escaped. Two 38 cal­
ibre bullets were found imbedded in the 
pillow upon which Sarosella had been 
sleeping and two more were extracted 
from the wall over the bed.

Early on Tuesday the Norwegian 
steamer Cecil tied up at the outer dock, 
having arrived in the roads about 3 a. 
m. She is now discharging 600 tons 
of nitre for the Victoria Chemical 
Company, and will leave to-night or 
early in the morning for Tacoma with 
2,200 tons of copper ore, which she 
brought flUgg. Antafagasta,

To a Times reporter this morning 
Captain Oleson told the story of his 
difficulties which ended in a libel case. 
The vessel had passed Cape San Lucas 
about 11 o'clock at night bound north, 
and the captain thought he was giving 
the Island of Sta. Margarita a wide 
berth. The night was very thick, and 
there was a breeze blowing toward the 
land and a strong current in the same 
direction. At 6 o’clock a scraping was 
felt on the vessel’s bottom, and before 
the steamer could be stopped she was 
ashore on a sandy reef on the Island of 
Sta. Margarita, inside of Cape Tlisco, 
twenty miles out of her course. The 
steamer was not making very fast time 
when she went ashore, probably only 
six knots.

For thirty hours the Cecil lay on the 
sand bar. The tide was low when she 
went on, but as it rose, although only 
a few feet, the swell and current drove 
her farther ashore, and the captain and 
crew were in a hopeless condition. It 
was then that the Caracao of the 
Pacific Coast Company, came along, 
and arrangements were made by the 
captain to try to haul the steamer off, 
and if successful he was to receive 
$25,000 in payment for his services. 
When the tide rose the hawsers were 
made fast, and the Cecil came off with 
very little injury except for a strain­
ing of the plates of the bottom, which 
caused slight leaks in several places. 
When the vessel arrived at San. Pedro 
the owners refused to pay the sum 
agreed upon, it being held by them that 
the promise was made when the ves­
sel was in imminent peril. According­
ly libel papers were served and bonds 
given before she was allowed to leave 
port.

When she went ashore the Cecil had 
on board a cargo of 5,400 tons. The 
steamer discharged 2,000 tons of nitre 
and 700 tons of sugar at San Pedro. 
At San Francisco the steamer landed 
several hundred tons of nitre and 27 
tons of silver ore.

At San Francisco divers were sent 
down to examine the vessel, but no In­
formation as to her condition could be 
obtained. As soon as she has dis­
charged her cargo she will go into 
dock in order to make thorough re­
pairs. It is thought that the engines 
may be affected somewhat.

Coming north from Sah Francisco the 
Cecil had heavy weather with ’A S. E. 
squalls.

ville bandits, Bill and CleVe Newman 
and Ben Hart, have been landed behind 
the bars. They were arrested by Chief 
Constable Bunbury and Constable 
Docksteader, of Phoenix, assisted by a 
deputy sheriff of Okanagan county, 
Washington, at Orovilie, Wash., a 
town close to the boundary line, some 
70 miles west of here.

The trio are all characters of 
bad record, and in their arrest the 
police believe they not only have the 
Bridesvllle bandits landed, but the 
desperado who held up Charlie 
Thomet’s hotel bar, Midway, and mur­
dered the proprietor some months ago, 
and the perpetrators of a series of 
hold-ups along the boundary line west 
of here during the past year.

The Canadian police rounded the 
bandits up at Orovilie, but on account 
of being in American territory, they 
were unable to make an arrest. By a 
clever ruse, however, the constables 
got Hart in the direction of the Cana­
dian boundary, and once across the 
line they quickly made his capture, 
though not without a passage of guns, 
Hart being armed with an automatic 
Colt revolver and defying capture.

Newman brothers were taken at 
Orovilie by an Okanagan county 
deputy sheriff, one having a 45-Colt 
double-action gun and the other a 
38-Smith & Weason. Hart was brought 
to Green jail, and has since turned 
King's evidence, confessing to Con­
stables Bunbury and Docksteader that 
he took part in the Bridesvllle hold-up, 
and implicating the two Newmans.

The steamer Tees arrived from Cape 
Scott and way ports Monday after 
being delayed on the way north in aid­
ing in the rescue of the crew of the 
schooner Sequel, and later spending a 
day stormbound at Quatsino. At the 
lattes place a strong southeast gale 
was blowing which made it Impossible 
for the steamer to leave.

The Tees brought down a few pas­
sengers, among them being a large 
number of Indians who had been at­
tending a potlatch at Nootka. Many' 
of them did not come farther south 
than Banfleid. J. R. Noot came down 
from Quatsino, and Father Maurus, 
principal of Christie's industrial school, 
also came down. Among the others 
were Dr. Raymur, medical missionary 
at Clayoquot; Mrs. Wasden, from San 
Juan, and a number of loggers. J. R. 
Motion and wife from Albemi also 
made the trip from that point.

Practically no freight offered, with 
the exception of some dressed marble 
from the Nootka marble quarries, con­
signed to A. Stewart. This marble was 
all crated.

There seems to be a good deal of 
friendly jealousy between the crew of, 
the Tees and Capt Gillen and his men 
as to the respective merits of salving 
the crew of the fateful-schooner Soquel. 
The Tees men claim that they did most 
of the work, and that they were simply 
.aided by the lifeboat crew from the 
Leebro, whereas the Leebro and life­
boat crew say that Capt. Gillen, of the 
lifeboat, should receive most of the 
credit.

To compare the two stories and fit 
them in together it seems that both 
Chief Officer Gillam, of the Tees, and 
Capt. Gillen, of the lifeboat, did noble 
work and vied with each other which 
could do the most. Both undoubtedly 
showed themselves brave men, each 
acting with great coolness and effici­
ency.

The account as given by a member 
of the Tees crew is as follows : When 
the Tees came in sight of the wreck 
the Leebro was standing off a couple 
of miles. The Tees at once steamed in 
as close as possible and a boat was 
lowered and put in charge of Chief 
Officer Ed. Gillam, the Leebro also 
lowering their boat. The six men were 
then taken off the rock by the Tees 
boat, assisted by the other, the Tees 
supplying all the gear. The men were 
put aboard the Tees and at once sent 
to bed while their clothes were dried. 
In the morning the others were taken 
off the wreck, the Tees boat again lead­
ing, and all the men were put aboard 
the Leebro, who later transferred them 
to the cutter.

The port side of the vessel was al­
most tom away, and those who have 
since visited her say that she is 
gradaully. breaking up.

Commissioner Cadman left London 
about six months ago as General 
Booth’s representative from the inter­
national headquarters, and has during 
his trip seen 1,400 people converted.

He was con­
verted while attending a Methodist 
meeting.

- The military system of the organiza­
tion had its inception from Commis­
sioner Cadman at the time of the war 
between Russia and Turkey. Commis­
sioner Cadman told of the excitement 
of the time. He was at Whitby and 
war was expected at any moment. He 
conceived the idea of starting a mon­
ster war on the devil, and issued post­
ers announcing that war was declared 
and 5,000 men and women were wanted 
in the ranks of the Hallelujah army, 
signing the poster “Capt.” Cadman.

INSTALL OFFICERS

an instructive address last evening be­
fore the members of the Presbytery 
and the public in the First Presbyter­
ian church. He spoke on the subject 
of the church and the home. The 
speaker alluded to the tendency in the 
United State* to lower the standard 
of life. It arose, he thought, out ol 
a wrong conception being formed of 
life. The tendency was to shirk re­
sponsible duties and get the most of 
animal enjoyment out of life. This 
was a wrong principle. The teaching 
of Christ was that of sacrifice rather 
than Indulgence In pleasure. The true 
life was reflected in the home and this 
should be Impressed upon the congre­
gations.

He laid stress upon the work of the 
Sabbath school, pointing out that 
parents could not shirk their respon­
sibility upon the teachers in the sab­
bath schools. There was need of 
change In the average Sabbath school. 
The children were not properly taught 
the great things for which the church 
stood. He was not a pessimist but 
parents must watch with greater care 
the development of their children.

The Presbytery of Vancouver Island 
met again this morning in the First 
Presbyterian church with Rev. Dr. 
Kidd, the new moderator, in the chair.

Rev. Dr. Maekay, principal of West­
minster hall, addressed the Presbytery 
this morning on the work of the col­
lege. The outlook was shown to be 
most bright. It was shown that in the 
number of students and the outlook 
generally was far ahead of nearly 
every other college in the same stage 
of its history. At the present time 35 
students who intend to enter the min­
istry have been enrolled for the next 
term. The report of the principal was 
most optlmstic throughout, and was 
listened to with great Interest by the 
members of the Presbytery.

The railway committee of the legis­
lature on Wednesday, under the chair­
manship of A. E. McPhlllips, consider­
ed and disposed of the bill for the in­
corporation of the Victoria & Barkley 
Sound Railway Company. H. B. Rob­
ertson appeared for the incorporators, 
who are all local men.

The company gets power to build 
from the city to a point on Barkley 
Sound, in the neighborhood of Sarita 
river, by way of Otter Point and San 
Juan, with branch lines not exceeding 
twelve miles In length from any points 
on the main line to point adjacent to 
it. The capital of the company is to be 
$1,500,000, and the provisional directors 
are W. K. Houston, H. H. Jones, W. E. 
Laird and C. L. Betterton, with the 
head office here. Bonding powers to the 
extent of $50,000 a mile are given, and 
the company Is granted all the usual 
privileges as contained in the model 
bill.

The committee refused to give the 
company the power to acquire or hold 
water rights, or to develop and dispose 
of power, although Mr. Robertson put 
up a strong argument on behalf of the 
company’s application for the granting 
of such powers.

Another section struck out was that 
which proposed that the provision of 
the Companies Clauses Act should ap­
ply to the company, except where they 
conflicted with the provisions of the B. 
C. Railway Act. Mr. Robertson pointed 
out that the two acts are In conflict In 
several particulars, as, for instance, as 
to the manner In which directors shall 
be elected, the Companies Act provides 
for a rotation, while the Railway Act 
provides that all shall be re-elected an­
nually.

The company has to put up $10,000 
security within six months for the ex­
penditure of a similar sum on surveys 
or construction before December 31st, 
1910.

Paris, Feb. 3:—A straw-stuffed white 
horse which has been found In the cel­
lars of the Louvre turns out to be Na­
poleon’s famous charger, Vizier, present­
ed to him by the Sultan of Turkey. An 
examination of the records shows that 
the horse died lii 1826, on the estate of 
De Chaulaere, the emperor’s equerry.

Government Votes Down Op­

position Amendment—Ad­
dress Disposed of. I

Once more the McBride government 

has gone on record as opposed to leg­
islation In the Interests of the people. 
This afternoon, by a vote of 28 to 14, 
It voted down a proposition made by 
the opposition to give Increased funds 
to municipal councils, which was made 
In the following words:

"In view of the Inadequate revenue 
of the municipalities of the province, 
we regret that your honor's govern­
ment has not seen fit to Introduce, or 
to Indicate its Intention to Introduce, 
legislation transferring the power to

Revenue Tax Bad.
Mr. Carter-Cotton, speaking for him­

self as an Individual and not as a min­
ister, reiterated hts opposition to tbo 
revenue tax. He looked upon It ae 
making necessary an Inquisition Into 
a man’s affairs If it was to be fairly 
applied. As It was there was nothing 
scientific about It, Everybody paid 
*2, no matter what his position or In­
come was. Every other tax Imposed 
by the province was based on a man’» 
ability to pay. As to whether such a 
tax might be fairly imposed by mu­
nicipalities he would not express an 
opinion.

The honorable gentleman, from eases 
which have come under Ms notice, 
strongly advised an independent audit 
of municipal accounts by seme gov­
ernment official, it thought necessary 
the expense of an audit might be 
charged up to the municipalities In 
cases where It was found that each 
audit was a necessity.

the opposition policy. In .this connec­
tion he remarked that if Andrew Has- 
iam, timber agent for this Island, paid 
less attention to the labor problem In 
thfe camps and more to the waste of 
timber In the carrying on of lumbering 
operations, his services would be worth 
more to the province.

To Mr. Williams’ mind there looms a 
large Japanese “peril.” South Africa 
and the Southern States had their race 
problems, hé said, and British Colum­
bia was energetically creating another. 
The salmon and whale fisheries were in 
the hands of the Japanese, the saw­
mills were almost exclusively manned 
by them and the logging camps to a 
lesser extent; railway maintenance was 
exclusively In the hands of the Japan­
ese and Chinese and construction work 
was getting to that stage. The game 
wardens should keep an eye on the Jap­
anese In respect of fish and game. To 
counteract this race the anti-Japanese 
legislation of the House should be re­
enacted and this should be kept up 
until the state of things was realized 
at Ottawa.

Mr. Williams concluded his rerharks 
under this head with some references 
In very questionable taste to the ap­
pearance at the opening ceremonies In 
consular uniform of the Japanese con­
sul at Vancouver.

Prodigal Recklessness.
"Future generations will look back 

on our prodigality and recklessness 
and wonder we did as we have done," 
said Mr. Munro. "In, the Nechaco and 
Bulkley valleys we find of late trans­
actions by speculators In large tracts 
of land. It works out this way. These 
lands have not yet reached the set­
tlers. They are in the hands of other 
speculators and may pass through 
those of yet others, all at rising prices. 
Before the poor man who will event­
ually settle them—for they will be set­
tled by poor men; the well-to-do set­
tler will not buy himself in the north­
ern country when he can get land 
elsewhere—gets to them he will have 
to saddle a mortgage of half a million 
dollars on those that have lately been 
disposed of alone. A man going into 
a new district ought to be bonused 
rather than have a burden placed 
about his neck.
Baker once said that no man should 
gc on land without a good purse to 
back him, but that is not the way 
new countries are settled. It Is the 
courage, enterprise and muscle of the 
poor man that does it,

“I hope this government will be as 
heroic as Is necessary to stop this 
condition of things In the north coun­
try. The minister of finance and agri­
culture has lately been in England, 
but that was only half his duty. I 
hope he will now face the other half. 
What class of settlers are we to get? 
Are they to go out on qur lands? 
What are we going to do with them? 
Have we a clearly-defined programme 
or are these new citizens we expect 
from the old country to go up north, 
find adverse conditions and drift back 
to the cities? I trust my hon. friends’ 
attention will be paid to these matters 
so that these, people will become actual 
settlers on our land and do their share 
In building up our province. (Hear, 
hear.)

. Parker Williams (Newcastle), In re­
suming the debate on the address, said 
It seemed to be a fashion in a debate 
of this kind to congratulate everyone 
that could by any possibility be con­
gratulated upon anything. The only 
thing his party could see for congratu­
lation was the recent result In Nanai­
mo, where his colleague had been tri­
umphantly re-elected.

Dr. King Seconds.
Dr, J. H. King (Cranbrook),' who sec­

onded the amendment, congratulated 
Hon. Thomas Taylor and also the chief 
Conservative whip (Mr. Ross), with 
whom, as chief Liberal whip, he comes 
Into frequent contact. As a physician 
the member for Cranbrook he desired 
to make particular reference to the 
campaign against tuberculosis.

“A strong and educative movement
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has been inaugurated among the peo­
ple in all the provinces to show tbeta 
the dangers of.the dread disease, tuber­
culosis, and to point out that it is pos­
sible to cure and even to prevent It. 
Looking at the statistics in Germany, 
the first country to go into the matter 
in a scientific way, and also those of 
this continent we will realize the great 
field there is for effort In preventing 
this disease. I have to ask this gov­
ernment to give favorable consideration 
to the request made for aid by the as­
sociation and individuals who are fight­
ing this white plague.

“We have a sanatorium at Tran­
quille, but it cannot accommodate one- 
fiftieth of the possible patients. The 
government should either establish an 
institution in conjunction with that at 
Tranquille or one somewhere else where 
people suffering from the disease may 
receive treatment. Even in the case 
of those who are hopelessly afflicted 
some place should be provided where 
they can pass their last days In com­
fort and removed from the danger of 
spreading contagion among their 
family.

A Provincial Sanatorium.
“The government can well take into 

consideration the request of the muni­
cipalities. It is an Important question 
and there can be no doubt that It is the 
duty Of the people to maintain an in­
stitution of the kind. The movement 
is growing, and we will find before long 
that there is an institution in every 
province and state. When we have It 
on the authority of specialists that 
this disease can be subjected we should 
not put off action In regard to the 
matter.”

Dr. King took up the question of the 
government’s timber policy, and the 
Premier's statement that In a year or 
eighteen months or two years a policy 
would be evolved. Large bodies, it was 
said, moved slowly, but the govern­
ment had a conceited idea of Its own 
size; It was moving altogether too 
slowly In this as In many other lines 
of needed legislation. The government 
should at once co-operate with ‘the 
lumbermen In conserving the timber 
and preventing fires. It was up to the 
people to prevent the disastrous fires 
which took place and limit-holders 
should be compelled to burn over their 
cuttings each spring, as many lumber­
men now did for their own protection. 
The system of fighting fires was In­
efficient. In Cranbrook last summer a 
fire warden noticed a fire and at once 
telephoned to the government agent 
that it was too large to handle without 
more men than he had at his com­
mand. Nothing was done by the agent 
to give more assistance and for four 
days that flre burned. On the day the 
town of Fernle was destroyed the town 
of Cranbrook had been in equal danger 
and Only for a fortunate change of 
wind would have been In ashes.

Public Works Needed.
Dr. King took up the Premier’s refer­

ence to public works In his constitu­
ency and necessary trunk roads. He 
welcomed the Premier’s assurance of 
fair treatment to all constituencies, but 
pointed out that this was not In har­
mony with other words and acta of the 
leader of the government. In the ex­
penditure of public money, he de­
clared, party feelings should be laid 
aside and the interests of the country 
considered. The trunk road from the 
summit of the Rockies to Crestbn, ISO 
miles long, would open a splendid agri­
cultural district, and work on the 
Cranbrook district, and work on the 
Cranbrook section, with required 
bridges, should be undertaken this 
year. He hoped that this year an ap­
propriation would be contained in the 
estimates for a bridge across the Koot­
enay river at Wardner which was of 
prime necessity, especially as the C. p. 
R. is building thirty-five miles of 
lines from that point this year. An­
other bridge urgently needed was 
one across the St. Mary’s river, 
which would shorten the distance be­
tween Cranbrook and Maryville by six 
-or seven miles. The government 
would also be meeting the wishes of 
the district If it constructed a wagon- 
road up the St. Mary’s valley. An ex­
penditure of at least $60,000 in Cran­
brook constituency was called for this 
year.

A provincial grant towards participa­
tion to the Alaska-Yukon-Pacific exhi­
bition was strongly urged by Dr. 
King, who pointed'out that It was'the 
duty of the government to take ad­
vantage of the great opportunity for 
advertising this province which offered.

In seconding the resolution Dr. King 
dwelt on the great straits some muni­
cipalities are put to n.ow In order to 
carry out Imperative works, and the 
immense help It would be to give them 
these taxes for expenditure In the com­
munities where the taxpayers lived.

The adjournment of the debate was 
moved by Hon. Francis L. Carter-Cot­
ton and the house rose at 6.20 p. m.

VANCOUVER FIRES.

Total Losses for January Amounted to 
*117,916.

Vancouver, Feb. 2. — During the 
month of January the flre department 
responded to 47 alarms, six of these 
were false alarms, one being caused by 
a Hindu attempting to post a letter In 
the fire box; thirteen were for chimney 
fires and twenty-eight were for fires of 
a more or less serious nature.

LECTURES ON RESOURCES 
OF BRITISH COLUMBIA

W. F. Best Speaks at Meeting 
of Natural History 

Society.

The secretary- W. F. Best, at the regular meeting of 
National History Society, held Monday 
night in the rooms of the Carnegie lib­
rary, took his hearers for a ramble all 
over the province and pictured for them 
the mines ; the forests, lumbering campa 
and mills; fish, both commercial and 
sporting varieties; the whaling stations; 
the agricultural districts with their or­
chards, dairy farms and ranches; and the 
mountain and river scenery. Something 
like 150 pictures were thrown on the 
screen from slides that were made and 
colored by Mr. Best himself.

The early history of the province was 
portrayed in views of Victoria taken in- 
1860. Following the gold rush he went to 
the mines of Cariboo, showlifë how 'the 
gold was won from the soli, and how, 
after the white men had taken all they 
could get, the Chinamen had stepped in 
and were now working the neglected 
gravels. The coal mines, new and old, 
were also shown, and the standing tim­
ber, the mills and the finished product all 
came In for their share of attention.

At the conclusion a vote of thanks to 
the lecturer was proposed by Rev. Canon 
Beanlands and carried unanimously.

Two new members were elected by bal­
lot, H. S. Crotty and A. TUson, while Dr. 
Hands, the librarian, was made an hon­
orary member.

The resolution referred to in the lat­
ter motion was adopted at Mr. Oliver’s 
initiative, and called on the govern­
ment to make representations to the 
railway commission in regard to dis­
crimination in freight and passenger 
rates against British Columbia.

Mr. Hawthornth waite asked : "Has 
any action been taken by the govern­
ment in respect to a resolution carried 
during last session of the House me- 
moralizing the Imperial government 
to appoint a royal commission to fully 
inquire into all the circumstances in 
connection with Oriental immigration 
into the province of British Columbia? 
If not, why not?”

Hon. Dr. Yj*mg replied that on 
March 10th last the resolution had been 
forwarded to the lieutenant-governor 
for transmission to the Imperial au­
thorities. A letter from his honor's 
private secretary acknowledged it. 
Nothing more had been heard till he 
received a letter of date of January 
28th from the lieutenant-governor’s 
office, stating that the resolution had 
been sent forward on March 16th, the 
only correspondence received from the 
secretary of state since being a letter 
of date of March 20th, informing his 
honor that it had been submitted to the 
governor-general in council.

Condemns Principle.
The House went again into commit­

tee on the message from his honor, 
transmitting the club licenses bill and 
the bill was then read a first time.

cipal servants. Aid. Planta, in report­
ing for the legislative committee, said 
that he thought it a praiseworthy 
amendment, and strongly recommend­
ed the council putting itself in line with 
the other municipalities of the province.

Some of the 
aldermen were of the opinion that the 
city was overstepping its authority, 
and that the inspection of the dairies 
came properly within the jurisdiction 
of the provincial authorities, but the 
report of the committee was adopted.

An official letter had been sent 
to all concessionaries, warning them 
that if by the first of April there had 
not been done a sufficient amount of 
work to justify the conclusions that 
their mills would commence operations, 
no further extension of their conces­
sions would be granted.

Licensing of Clubs.
The attorney-general, on the second 

reading of his bill for the licensing of 
clubs, said that the proposal was a 
new one. For some years there had 
been a problem rising In the existence 
of a number of clubs which might be 
called spurious, not being incorporated 
for benevolent or social purposes. After 
inquiry a few years ago several of these 
had their charters cancelled and the 
section of the Benevolent Societies’ Act 
under which such clubs secured incor­
poration was amended. This hàd not 
entirely met the trouble, and It was 
found that in some cases where a man 
had been refused a license he got four 
or five others to join In an application 
for incorporation as a club. There 
were several of these not only in cities 
but in rural districts, and the Union of 
B. C. Municipalities, had asked for the 
licensing of these clubs so as to secure 
control over them. The power to deal 
with these clubs was kept In the hands 
of the government, it being felt that if 
the matter was left in the hands of 
municipalities, and of the government 
in unorganized territory, there might be 
a divergence of policy. In the enforce­
ment of the act, too, it was considered 
that the burden should be on one cen­
tral power, with a police and detective 
force to successfully bring prosecutions. 
An officer, under the direction of the 
superintendent of provincial police, 
would be necessary and the license fee 
would go towards meeting the neces­
sary expense.

In Great Britain and in Alberta sim­
ilar legislation was in force or project­
ed# going very much further than his 
bill proposed. There was no intention 
to harass legitimate clubs, but to get 
after what might be called “fake” clubs 
operating in defiance of the liquor 11-, 
cense act. But as no exceptions could 
be made the legitimate clubs must suf­
fer for the general good and take out 
licenses. He introduced the bill with 
the very best reasons In the world.

J. H. Hawthornth waite asked, sup­
posing the government brought down a 
local option measure this session, if it 
would affect these licenses.

The attorney-general said that would 
depend on the eenditions placed in any 
local option measure, and he could not 
take the hon. gentleman into the con­
fidence of the government as" to what 
these might be.

G. R. Naden inquired if it would be 
the policy of the department to grant 
club licenses where there were no other 
licenses, as in Prince Rupert.

“I am not in a position to make any 
statement on that point,” Mr. Bowser 
replied. “We will have to deal with 
each application as it arises, on its 
merits.”

Mr. Hawthomthwaite objected to 
the prohibition of sale to “miners” in 
these clubs. He denied that miners 
drank to excess, as a rule, but when 
they did they could hold it as well as 
the average • club member. The mem­
ber for Nanaimo also urged that the 
English practice of allowing any man 
to inspect these clubs upon payment of 
a shilling or some other fee. If this 
was done, he thought it would have 
the moving-picture shows beat to a 
turn.

The member for Nanaimo was evi­
dently having a rub at a marginal ref­
erence in the bill which spelled 
“minors” as of mine-workers were 
meant.

The second reading of the bill was 
carried and further consideration 
stands over.

Bill for Security of Miners’ 
Wages Explained by H.

C. Brewster.

Legislative Press Gallery, Feb. 3.
A short sitting and a busy one it was 

which the House held to-day. With a 
set debate out of the way and the or­
dinary slim order paper of this stage of 
the session, it was not likely that there 
would be much to do.

Nevertheless the attorney-general 
managed to take the first step toward 
the probable strangling of a useful bill. 
Miners have long labored under the dis­
advantage fit having no means of se­
curing their wages by lien. 
Brewster, member for Alberni, brought 
in a bill last session to remedy this, 
but it had a short shrift, mainly be­
cause the government promised to deal 
with the matter in question. As the 
promise had no fruition, and the need 
for the bill was only the more empha­
sized during the recess, Mr. Brewster 
introduced it again, and to-day it was 
discussed on the second reading. The 
attorney-general put a virtual night­
cap on it by moving the adjournment 
of the debate, a device which those ex­
perienced in parliamentary affairs re­
cognize. No one will be surprised if 
the attorney-general is not prepared to 
resume the debate until it is too late 
for the order for this resumption to be 
taken up, and the bill has to join the 
other innocents in the indiscriminate 
slaughter which marks the end of the 
session.

At the opening of the session the pe­
tition of the Southeastern Kootenay 
Railway Company, presented by F. 
Davey, was read. The company asks 
the Flathead Valley Railway Company, 
a Corbin enterprise, be not granted the 
charter for which it is asking, and 
wishes to be heard by counsel when the 
bill comes before the railway commit­
tee. The latter request will be acceded

Private bills introduced were those to 

authorize the Pacific Coast Coal Mines 
Co., Ltd., to assume larger powers (H. 
B. Thomson), and to enable the Cold­
stream Estate Co., Ltd., and the White 
Valley Irrigation & Power Company, 
Ltd., to amalgamate their water rights 
(L. W. Shatford.)

Bowser’s Legislation.
The attorney-general introduced four 

amending acts of minor importance, the 
laws amended being the Provincial 
Elections Act, the Municipal Clauses 
Act, the Fire Insurance Policy Act and 
the Supreme Court Act.

The changes in the first mentioned 
act include the postponement of thé 
posting up of applicants from the last 
Monday in March and September, to 
the second Monday in April and Octo­
ber, and the giving of one month’s no­
tice of the holding of a court of re­
vision instead of two months.

A paragraph which proposes amend­
ment in the usual legal style of existing 
statutes bears the marginal * index: 
‘Names may be stricken from list on 
ground that elector has ceased to re­
side in electoral districts.” Sub-section 
(e) of section 10 of the act of 1903-4 starts 
out: “Upon the holding of such court— 
(of revision)—it shall be the duty of such 
registrar to hear and determine any 
and all objections against the reten­
tion of any name or names on the 
register of voters.” And to this it is 
proposed to add the words “in any elec­
toral district.”

Other Amendments.
Notice of objection to any name has 

now to be given to the registrar fifteen 
days previous to the holding of the 
court and a notice to the voter for­
warded twelve clear days previous, to 
which it is now intended to add a post­
ing up in the registrar's office of notice 
of such objection within one week after 
it has been received. A further amend­
ment provides for the striking off of 
names of men who have ceased to re­
side in the electoral district. The act 
now refers to a residing in any part of 
British Columbia.

The amendment to the Supreme 
Court 4-ct repeals the section stating 
that trials shall not take t>lace within 
two "Veeks after the opening sittings 
of the full court except on order of a 
judge In chambers.

A technical amendment is made to 
the Fire Insurance Policy Act which 
provides that the award made in case 
of a difference as to the value of pro­
perty insured or the amount of loss 
shall be made by a majority of the ar­
bitrators.

The Wages of Miners.
H. C, Brewster (Alberni), in moving 

the second reading of his bill to better 
secure the wages of certain mine-work­
ers, said that When he brought a sim­
ilar bill in last session he allowed it 
to drop on the promise of the attorney- 
general to deal with the subject, 
thing had been done and since then 
other instances of what it had been 
sought to prevent had occurred. Prac­
tically every other worker was protect­
ed by law as to his wages to a greater 
or lesser extent There was the Car­
penters’ Lien Act, an act for the pro­
tection of seamen, another for the plac­
ing of liens on logs; all except he who 
went to work on a mining prospect had 
a surety of getting his wages.

Several instances were cited by the 
hon. member where men had been done 
out of their wages by promoters, usual­
ly from south of the line, who pulled 
out and left the workmep in the lurch. 
On Texada Island alone, he said, there 
were thousands of dollars owing to 
miners, and the west coast had suffered 
equally. The House should not allow 
this to continue.

Mr. Brewster’s bill provides for the 
deposit in a bank of a sum of money, 
and the posting up in a conspicuous 
place at the mine of a certificate from 
the bank manager that the bank has 
become responsible for that sum to hé 
used to pay wages. This sum shall not 
be less than will pay wages due when 
notice is posted up, and it will subject 
the operator to a fine of $50 and costs 
If he runs up a wages bill for a larger 
amount.

The attorney-general moved the ad­
journment of the debate. .

The acts to amend the Magistrates’ 
Act and the Horticultural Board Act, 
as well as the act providing for the de­
cennial revision of the statutes 
advanced a stage.

Pulp Concessions.
John Oliver moved the following res­

olution ;
“That an order of the House be 

granted for a return of copies of all 
leases granted- under the provisions of 
sub-section (5) of chapter 30, statutes 
of 1901; also, for copies of all corre­
spondence, telegrams or other papers or 
documents between the government, or 
any member thereof, and any other per­
son or persons, in relation to such 
leases ; also, for copies^ of any regula­
tions, restrictions and conditions estab­
lished by the lieutenant-governor-in­
council in connection with such leases.”

For the information of the House the 
member for Delta said he moved this 
by reason of the number of pulp land 
leases given under the act of 1901.

The motion for an address in reply to 
the speech was then adopted without 
division, and the debate was over.

Bills Introduced.
1 The decks were thus cleared for ac­

tion and the House proceeded to dis­
pose of a number of Items of business 
which had been accumulating on the 
order paper, beginning with the intro­
duction of bills.

H. C. Brewster (Alberni) re-intro­
duced his bill for the better securing of 
the wages of mine workers under cer­
tain conditions. Men from south of the 
line will take up a proposition, per­
haps on option, and work it till the vein 
pinches out, or their money does, and 
then decamp leaving their men’s wages 
owing and no recourse for the men. For 
want of the legislation Mr. Brewster 
proposed last year and now 
there have been three such cases in his 
own riding alone since the session of 
1908. The member for Alberni pointed 
out the other day that the Mechanics’ 
Lien act does not meet these cases and 
he proposes that a deposit be made to 
cover the wages of the men In advance.

H. B. Thomson introduced a private 
hill for the consolidation of certain 
mining leases in Cariboo held by John 
Hopp.

The attorney-general introduced two 
bills amending recent legislation. The 
first remedies a verbal defeejt- in the 
Ditches and Watercourses act, 1907, by 
making It clear that the engineer can 
let work on non-compliance with the 
award for the completion of a ditch, 
“or any portion thereof.” The other is 
designed to give more time for ap­
peals from municipal courts of re­
vision. At present the voters’ lists have 
to be posted on December 10th and the 
court of revision meets on December 
21st. It is now proposed to have the 
lists posted on December 5th and the 
court sit on December 10th, which gives 
about a month before election day for 
dealing with appeals. The change is 
one of those recommended by the 
Union of British ^Columbia Municipali­
ties.

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The Natal Act.
Mr. Oliver moved: “That an order of 

the House be granted for a return of 
copies of judgments of any court, in 
each case of prosecution under author­
ity of Chapter 23, 1908, intituled ‘An 
act to regulate immigration into Brit­
ish Columbia.’ ”

In doing so the member for Delta 
Bald the question had been one much 
discussed. Last session the attorney- 
general stated that if his legislation 
was let alone he would undertake that 
not another Japanese would land in 
British Columbia. The Dominion gov­
ernment evidently took him at his word 
and did not disallow the act. Under it 
a Japanese was arrested but steps were 
taken on his behalf and the conviction 
quashed. That was confirmed by the 
full court. Meanwhile the Dominion 
government, under it* immigration 
laws, deported the man. The motion 
was moved for the purpose of getting 
some information as to what had taken 
place in that case, and also to give 
the attorney-general an opportunity to 
tell the House where the province stood 
in regard to this important subject at 
the present time, and to state whether 
he was going to appeal to the highest 
court in the realm.

The attorney-general sat silent and 
let the motion pass without a word. So 
did the premier, but neither of them 
looked at their ease as the House wait­
ed for the formalities of putting the 
motion to be disposed of.

Charges Reiterated.
Mr. Oliver moved next: “That an or­

der of the House be granted for a re­
turn of copies of regulations issued by 
the government under the ‘British Co­
lumbia Fisheries act,’ also showing the 
names of officials appointed under au­
thority of said act; the length of ser­
vice of each official; the rate and the 
amount of pay of each official; the 
travelling expenses or other allowances 
of each official; the names of firms ob­
taining licenses, and the amounts paid 
in each case; the number of licenses 
issued to an individual fisherman, and 
the amounts collected ; the names of 
persons proceeded against for infrac­
tions of the fisheries act and regula­
tions; the offence charged in each case; 
the results of prosecution in each 
case; the amount of cost in each case; 
by whom such costs were paid; names 
of prosecuting attorney in each case; 
the amount of fees paid to prosecuting 
attorney in each case; the amount, if 
any, still due to prosecuting attorney 
in each case; the travelling and other 
expenses of prosecuting attorney in 
each case; the total amount recejved 
from issue of licenses, and the total 
expenditure in connection with the en­
forcement of the act.”

Mr. Oliver explained that this reso­
lution sought to obtain some informa­
tion for the House regarding the ad­
ministration of the provincial fishery 
regulations by the attorney-general’s 
department. As he had charged the 
other day, the attorney-general had de­
liberately sought to bring about a con­
flict with the Dominion by the instruc­
tions which he had given to his officers. 
Fishermen had been persecuted, evi­
dence had been altered by the prosecut­
ing attorney and the stipendiary magis­
trate was not fit, by reason of age, to 
act. No magistrate, in possession of 
all his faculties, would allow a pros­
ecutor to dictate to him the 
which he should write down as having 
been given iA evidence. It was a sight 
which it was- to be hoped would never 
recur in a British court; in this case 
not a court of Justice but a court of 
injustice.

Monday night’s council meeting took 
strong objection to the action of Aid.
Turner in allowing the Vancouver-

Aid. Turner was on his feet instantly 
explaining that he shouldered the en­
tire blame, and told the two aldermen 
who objected that the city was out of 
cement, and would be unable to get 
any. and would have to lay men off 
street work if the Tod Inlet people 
had not been accommodated, 
company was sending to Montreal for 
a part of their machinery, which had 
broken, and mean time asked for the 
use of a portion of the city's, crusher.
He had consulted with the ' engineer 
as to the best course to follow.

Aid. Henderson said he did not like 
to see the rock crusher sent to Tod 
Creek while Slmcoe street needed It.

Aid. Fulerton said he was tired of 
things of the kind as the aldermen were 
blamed by the ratepayers.

Mayor Hall told the council he had 
explained to the Sunday school super­
intendent over the telephone on Sun­
day night when that Individual had 
rung him up. The men would have to 
be laid off work if a few of the Tod 
Inlet employees had not been allowed 
to come in and dismantle the crusher.

Aid. McKeown said from Aid. Turn­
er’s explanation It was apparent he 
was dealing In the best interests of the 
city. No one was to blame in the mat­
ter at all, and no one should be con­
demned. It had been explained that 
the men working on Sunday were not 
city employees, and several gangs of 
men would have had to be suspended 
In .the- city this -week if the company 
had not been accommodated.

There was a large audience in the 

city hall last night when the question 
of the tenders for sand and gravel 

commissioners for report. aSaln came up for consideration upon
The Victoria Publishing & Printing the reading by the clerk of a letter

from J. Haggerty. The writer asked 
for an explanation why he had been in 
receipt of a letter from the council an­
nouncing he had been awarded the 
contract and having replied in due 
course, had then received another let­
ter Informing him that as he was not 
in line with the specifications his ten­
der could not be accepted.

Aid. Turner asked for an explana­
tion, and also desired to know why a 
letter written to the council In time 
to be read at the last meeting was not 
read. The letter was that of H. B. 
Hicks on the gravel tenders, which 
appeared in the Times during last 
week.

Mayor Hall replied to Aid Turner 
showing that a clerical error had been 
the cause of the letter having been 
laid aside and not read. The error was 
not Intentional, but entirely accidental.

The question of Mr. Hicks being a 
“straw man" was then gone over 
again, and a long discussion followed.

Aid. Henderson thought it decidedly 
unfair that Mr. Hicks should have been 
called a "straw man” while his letter 
was in the hands of the city. He de­
clared Hicks’ tender was the lowest, 
but Aid. Stewart rose to his feet and 
pointed out that Aid. Henderson would 
find on a close comparison of the fig­
ures that the Hicks’ tender would cast 
the city $8,000 more than one of the 
others.

The mrfyor and the city engineer will 
take the matter up and report back to 
the council again.

“The people do not mind the higher 
taxation if they get the roads In good 
shape. Now, gentlemen, for fifteen 
years you have been putting off the 
evil day.

The intention is to get the Belleville, 
Douglas and Humboldt portions prepar­
ed prior to the time of beginning on 
the causeway, and Aid. Turner proposes 
to have it all done before the heavy 
traffic of the summer commences. The 
portion of the expense that would 
ordinarily be charged to the property 
will in the case of the Empress hotel 
be paid for by the city. The total cost 
of the work from an estimate offered 
by the city engineer through Aid. 
Turner last night ' is $62,740.

The motion as originally Introduced 
proposed to pave Belleville street from 
Government to McClure streets.

Aid. Stewart was opposed to the 
Belleville end of It.

Aid. Henderson advocated do­
ing the causeway and Humboldt street 
first and taking up the other work later.

Aid. Fullerton pointed out that the 
cost was heavy.

Aid. Mable also advocated that the 
causeway be done first, but was told 
by Aid. Turner that the other thorough­
fares must first be prepared to allow 
an outlet for traffic from the docks.

Aid. Turner did not anticipate the 
slightest difficulty in regard to the cost 
of the work being provided. He an­
nounced having Interviewed the 
strongest objectors in the city on the 
matter, all of whom were large prop­
erty holders, and all of whom said In 
one breath, "Give us the streets,- we 
will pay efor them.”

Aid. Bishop and Humber supported 
Aid. Turner strongly, Aid. Humber 
saying the city should “play up” to the 
C. P. R„ the C. P. R. having “played 
up” to the city, while Aid. Bishop 
thought progress work should be car­
ried on with all Speed.

Aid. Humber suggested the money 
should be borrowed, and was told by 
Aid. Fullerton that course could not be 
followed, but the funds would have to 
come out of general revenue.

The city solicitor, however, Informed 
the council the work could be done on 
the local Improvement plan, and Aid. 
Turner said the property holders were 
ready to petition for it.

Aid. Raymond urged that the money 
be spent on the main streets, and the 
motion as put by Aid. Turner was car­
ried.

founded request of the province in the 
matter had been complied with by the 
government. During the late campaign 
an absolute guarantee was held out by 
the opposition candidates that the Con­
servatives would readjust the situation.
A forged telegram had been used for 
this purpose and with good effect In 
Victoria city, but the leader of the 
Conservative Varty had repudiated hi* 
responsibility for the message when it 
had been produced on the floor of the 
House.

“I frankly admit,” continued Mr. 
Smith, "that there Is a marked feeling 
In British Columbia, of lack of confi­
dence In the Integrity of the Japanese 
to carry out the terms of the agree-1 
ment.” He then proceeded to prove 
these fears to be ungrounded. During 
the six months following the drawing 
up of the agreement only 198 Japanese 
had come into Canada. Thé fact that ' 
during thé same period five times as 
many Chinese had come into the pro­
vince at the Pacific coast in spite of the ’ 
head tax of $500, demonstrated ‘ the 
practical effects of the Japanese treaty 
and that the contract had been main­
tained up to date.

As an answer to Mr. Cowan’s allega­
tion that “the halt, the maimed and 
the blind” of Japan were being let la­
to Western Canada, Mr. Smith remind­
ed the member from Vancouver that At 
Japanese were deported last year for 
being physically degenerate.

A Lively Passage.
Mr. G. H. Barnard, member for Vie- ; 

toria, interrupted at this juncture with 
an Interrogation as to whether Mr. 
Smith had received a majority of votes 
in his riding or not.

“Had I forged telegrams I might have 
got a greater majority,” retorted Mr, 
Smith. “I tell my honorable friend 
from Victoria that he. sits In this House 
as the consequence of a forged tele­
gram.”

The telegram episode was then refer­
red to on both sides. Mr. Borden was 
hotly scored by the member from Na­
naimo for allowing the bogus telegram 
to be circulated In every corner of the 
province In his support without a sug­
gestion of a denial. It had been stated 
at Conservative public meetings that : 
the opposition leader had committed 
himseif to the terms of the telegram.

Mr, Cowan—"The telegram was never 
read in my constituency.”

Mr. Smith—“Do the people of Van- - 
couver not read the Colonist?”

Mr. Cowan—“The Colonist is not cir­
culated in Vancouver;” and then the 
House laughed.

Mr. Smith’s last shot was to inform 
the House that certain members of the 
Western quota who came outgo strong­
ly for “a white Canada” were large 
employers of Orientai labor for their 
own personal enrichment.

J. D. Taylor, of New Westminster, 
who resumed the debate, created a de-, 
cldedly favorable Impression In the 
course of his maiden speech. He re­
minded the House that the Colonist was 
an "Independent” paper, in which the 
Conservatives had no proprietary con­
trol.

A. S. Goodeve, the newly elected re­
presentative of Kootenay, also dilated 
at some length on problems in British 
Columbia.

“white Canada” do employ yellow men. 
And so long as these gentlemen come to 
this House with crocodile tears, be­
moaning the. depressed condition of 
British Columbia and declaring their 
desire to defend the white labor of Brit­
ish Columbia against the yellow races, 
yet spend their own money in encour­
aging the presence of these Orientals in 
British Columbia, the people of that 
province will not believe for very long 
that they are true advocates. The 

Subterfuge May be Successful 
on election day for once. But "chick­
ens come home to roost,” and when the 
electors’ facts become known, the per­
manency that these hon. gentlemen ex­
pect in their political lives will be ab­
solutely destroyed. I have preached 
against Orientalism strongly, and I do 
so yet. But I have practised what I 
preached, for I have never spent a dol­
lar in the employment of an Oriental. 
And it is my business to put it up to 
these hon. gentlemen that they are 
not consistent advocates on this burn­
ing question for British Columbia. They 
must clean their own doorstep. If 
their Influence is to be of importance 
in this House, they must give a guar­
antee that they do not encourage with 
their money and through their business 
that class in British Columbia of which 
they complain and over whose presence 
they pretend to be broken-hearted.

I believe the effect of the settlement 
of this question has been reasonable 
and fain I believe that when the facts 
are presented to the people of British 
Columbia the government will get 
credit for its position so long as they 
are kept out. When the contract with 
Japan expires, two years from now, if, 
in the Judgment of the people of this 
country, it is absolutely necessary to 
have restrictive legislation associated 
with the treaty, that is the time to put 
it through. But I submit that, accord­
ing to the figures before this House.

Japanese Immigration Has Been 
Reduced

by the settlement and yet encourage­
ment has been given to Oriental trade 
which is entirely in the interests of the 
great undeveloped province of: British 
Columbia. I venture to think that that 
is the position that the people of Brit­
ish Columbia will stand for when they 
realize the meaning and importance of 
what has been accomplished.

I have spoken longer than I intended 
to do, but it is important I should speak 
long. I*am the only representative on 
this side, and I have to reply to all my 
hon. friends opposite. I am In earnest 
on this question, because I am a be­
liever in a white British Columbia, and 
I am glad to say that I put that belief 
into practice. I think this government 
ought to go as far as possible to ex­
clude these people, and that we ought 
to encourage white people instead to 
come to British Columbia and assist 
us in developing that great province. As 
long as you have 30,000 Orientals in that 
province, you make it impossible for 
white labor to come in from the British 
Isles. I repeat that while our Tory 
friends have made the province of Brit­
ish Columbia an Oriental country, and 
never did a thing when they were in 
control to restrict Oriental immigra­
tion, the Liberal party have taken vig­
orous steps against Chinese immigra­
tion, and have entered into a reasonable 
agreement with the Japanese govern­
ment to restrict immigration from that 
country. They have successfully re­
duced the emigration of these people 
to British Columbia in the last six 
months, down to eighteen persons In 
the month of December last. Tf this 
government compelled the government 
of Japan to stand to the integrity of 
that agreement, the people of British 
Columbia themselves, four years hence, 
will support this government in their 
Japanese policy, for the question will 
be settled by keeping out all classes of 
Orientals.

Canada, that the just claims of British 
Columbia, the moment of the party’s 
return to power, shall be referred to an 
absolutely independent and Impartial 
tribunal.

I do not know whether the hon. lead­
er of the opposition will be prepared 
to accept that as the statement that 
was given to my hon. friend ; but one 
thing is certain—it was a good vote 
catcher.

History of This Question,
Let me ask, who created the Oriental 
question in British Columbia Was it 
the Liberal party or the Tory party? 
The Oriental question in British (Colum­
bia was created twenty-five or thirty- 
five years ago, when the Conservative 
government of that day appointed 
their own - commission, and their own 
commission reported that Oriental la­
bor In British Columbia was a neces­
sity to the development of that pro­
vince.

Mr. Speaker, the real evil of Oriental­
ism in British Columbia to-day is not, 
as our friends opposite would try to 
make it out, the recent influx of certain 
classes of Orientals; the foundation of 
the Oriental evil in British Columbia 
was laid by the Conservative govern­
ment twenty-five years ago when, In­
stead of inaugurating a system of white 
Immigration into British Columbia, 
they adopted the report of their own 
commission which said that Oriental 
immigration was absolutely necessary 
to develop the resources of that pro­
vince. But the gentlemen opposite 
never tell the people of British Colum­
bia anything about that; they consider 
the whole question at the present day 
in connection with the Japanese immi­
gration. For fifteen and sixteen and 
seventeen years after that date repre­
sentations were constantly made by the 
people of that province to the Conser­
vative party in power to redress the 
wrongs which they had inflicted on 
the province tn connection with their 
immigration policy. Let us look for a 
minute on the other side of the picture, 
and, Sir, I placed these facts before my 
constituents just as I am placing them 
before this House now. I had not the 
honor or the privilege of submitting my 
views to the good people of Vancouver, 
but I think the hon. gentleman (Mr. 
Cowan) who represents that constitu­
ency will not gainsay the facts as I now 
state them. The Liberal party came 
into power in 11196 and the first session 
thereafter the tax was increased to 
$100. The commission which, had been 
demanded by the people'of British Col­
umbia was granted by the Liberal gov­
ernment, and two and a half years 
from the date of the report of that com­
mission everything that British Colum­
bia had ever asked in regard to the

Endorsement of the Position 
I have taken in this House and what ft 
thought of our hon. friends opposite 
and the position they took in the pro­
vince:

“There is one other matter in con­
nection with the subject that seems to 
require some reference.

If the 
matter was referred to them* at all, we 
do not see how Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
could refuse to abide by their decision. 
From what passed in the Dominion 
parliament, we must assume that Mr. 
Borden would have acted as Sir Wilfrid 
has done, had he been in power. It 
cajmot be wise, therefore, if we hope to 
succeed ultimately in our claim, to at­
tack Sir Wilfrid Laurier and throw 
the matter into the arena of party pol­
ities. Nor, although we are opposed to 
him do we think scuh a course is fair 
to Sir Wilfrid Laurier.”

That is an important statement com­
ing from the source that It does. That 
is from one of the most independent 
and intellectual Conservatives newspa­
pers in British Columbia, and Ï am 
glad to have the opportunity of present­
ing that editorial, because I know that 
my hon. friend will accept the rebuke 
of that paper. One thing ls certain, 
that if the question is to be amicably 
and reasonably settled it must be set­
tled by the influence and the co-opera­
tion Of every province of this Domin­
ion.

I say that my hon. friend is not abso­
lutely free from the responsibility for 
reading that telegram.

There are two ways of settling this 
Oriental question in British Columbia. 
I will join my friends opposite in any 
reasonable method of settlement; but 
It can never be settled by forging tele­
grams; it can never be settled by ap­
proaching the question exclusively from 
a partisan point of view.

One way is for em­
ployers of labor in British Columbia not 
to employ Orientals. Tho second way 
is by reasonable legislation. I am not 
sure that any one of the hon. gentle­
men I have referred to can subscribe to 
the first principle. They stand for a 
“white Canada.”

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There was a rather small attendance 

in the council chamber of the city hall 
Tuesday for the purpose of protesting 
against the action of the legislature in 
disenfranchising the women house­
holders and the old men. Much interest 
was taken in the proceedings, and those 
present showed by the applause given 
the speakers that they were in earnest 
in this matter.

Mayor Hall called the meeting to 
order soon after 8 o’clock. While re­
gretting the presence of so few, he said 
they were an influential few. Personal­
ly, the mayor said, he was in favor of 
equal suffrage. He had to leave to at­
tend a meeting of the health and morals 
committee of the city council, so A. J. 
Clyde was called to the chair until his 
return.

Bishop Perrin, on being called upon, 
read the following resolution:

“Whereas the women householders of 
a large number of the mtmicipalities 
of this province have enjoyed the privi­
lege of the school and municipal suf­
frage for many years; and whereas the 
legislature of British Columbia at the 
last session of parliament disfranchised 
all women householders in the muni­
cipalities controlled by the Municipal 
Election Act; and whereas the women 
householders have as great interest at 
stake in the municipal elections as the 
male householders, and sex distinction 
in municipal franchise is neither just 
nor right to the individual nor in the 
best interests of the munieipality:

"Therefore be it resolved that this 
meeting appoint a committee to wait 
upon the premier and the attorney- 
general and respectfully ask that the 
Municipal Election Act be amended so 
that women householders shall be given 
the municipal suffrage on the same 
condition as male householders.”

In speaking to the resolution Bishop 
Perrin mentioned the poor way in 
which the meeting had been adver­
tised. If the resolution passed, however, 
he felt that the premier would recognize 
the disability under which they labored. 
Any female holding property was al­
lowed to vote. Those not holding pro­
perty, however, were not allowed to 
vote. A man may pay 'a tax and vote, 
but a woman may not vote even 
though she be willing to pay. His lord- 
ship thought that any lady over fifty 
years of age who was willing to de­
clare her age should have an oppor­
tunity to vote.

The women of British Columbia had 
not made their cause so prominent as 
in the Old Country. When in England 
he saw a woman roughly handled, and 
it brought tears to his eyes. He be­
lieved the women should work quietly 
and calmly. towards getting their votes. 
In the question of local option espe­
cially women should have a chance to 
vote. The Bishop said he certainly 
could not understand the position of 
the thousand men who voted in favor 
of keeping stores open .on Sundays. 
When a woman had presided over the 
greatest Empire in the world, as the 
late Queen Victoria had done, and done 
it so well, even at an early age, he 
could not see why the women of the 
country should not have a voice in the 
affairs of the country.

Mrs. Spofford regretted that Mrs. 
Cooper was not able to be present 
through indisposition in order to sec­
ond the resolution.

In the history of every reform there 
were three periods—the period of 
ridicule, of opposition and of success. 
She thought the first stage had been 
passed. The men should be thankful 
they had not to bear the ridicule. Op­
position was not yet passed, but they 
were getting on well. She outlined the 
growth of the women’s suffrage move­
ment in the different civilized countries 
of the world, showing that from year 
to year country after country, state 
after state, had given the franchise to 
women. In British Columbia, however, 
there was no progress. The women here 
had been retrograding. The country 
was a wonderful one, and this most 
westerly province of Canada should 
show a more progressive spirit. She 
was pleased to hear the Bishop say 
the women were capable of intelligently 
exercising the franchise. Women were 
amenable to the laws and they should 
take a hand in making those laws. 
That they should not do so she claimed 
was neither fair nor just, and she 
wondered at the blindness of the men 
in not allowing it.

The members of the legislature told 
them that the men would never stand 
for taxing the women, as they would 
have to pay the tax themselves. When 
speaking to a gentleman on the subject 
a short time ago, she had assured him 
that the wgfnen would not give up the 
fight while they were above ground. 
She hoped the men would now take the 
matter Up.

Mrs. McNaughton endorsed the reso­
lution, which then passed without op­
position, and the following committee 
was apoplnted to interview the govern­
ment: Mayor Hall, Joseph Peirson, 
Mrs. Spofford, ex-Aldermen 
and Meston, Mrs. Gleason. Bishop Per­
rin, H. D. Helmcken and Mrs. C. E. 
Cooper.

The case of the old men was then 
taken up by Joseph Peirson, who said 
he felt rather out of place and could 
not understand- -flow he should have» 
been singled out to stand up for the 
old men. He was rather annoyed that 
more had iy>t turned out. He was 
vinced that the roll was bad in point of 
law. Votes had been sold at $2 apiece 
and other irregularities brought abqut. 
Many doubts were created by the read­
ing of the act. The doubt was empha­
sized by Judge Spinks in the upper 
country. The municipal authorities 
would not take the $2 from some, while 
they_ took it from others.

Mr. Peirson said he represented 
one hundred old men who were in the 
same positlbrii as himself. They 
kept from voting through a decision of 
the Chief Justice.

With regrfrd to the claims put for­
ward by old men, Mr. Peirson said it 
was to the old men they came in the 
last resort for advice and help. Many 
men voted whose property was mort­
gaged beyond its value.

Paris, Feb. 8.—The American Cham­
ber of Commerce in Paris is deeply 
concerned by the report of the parlia­
mentary committee which was appoint­
ed to prepare a plan for the revision 
of duties, as it has found that the new 
schedule proposed will be a great blow 
to American exports to France,

Under these schedules the maximum 
duties on American products imported 
■Wto France have been increased on an 
average of 20 per cent., whereas the 

■ maximum rates under which the pro­
ducts of European countries are im­
ported are Increased only 5'per cent.

The report particularly affects Ameri­
can agricultural machinery, on which 
the maximum rate has been increased 
16, per cent. As the United States sup­
plies 60,000 of the 80,000 agricultural 
machines purchased by France every 
year, the burden of this increase is on 
American exporters, and will be heavy.
Other maximum increases affect gratae] for lighting, 
wood, metals, cloth, furniture and 
musical instruments.

There is a feeling among the mem-* 
bers of the American Chamber of Com­
merce that the report represents the 
answer of the commercial interests of 
France to the severe customs regula­
tions of, the United States, and that 
this furnishes proof of the necesstty 
on the part of the United States for 
the creation of a dual tariff under 
which that country could bargain for 
reciprocal advantages abroad.

It is understood that the representa­
tives of American interests will join 

tin a request that parliament do not 
pass the report in its present form.

A local conünittee 
will take up the matter at once and 
formulate preparations for the re­
ception of the visiting delegates. A 
programme of entertainment will be 
prepared and as a means of giving the 
visitors a warm reception and making 
their stay here enjoyable and instruc­
tive a visit to the fish traps at Sooke 
will be inserted in the programme in 
addition to many other features.

The convention will be under the 
auspices of the Dominion Educational 
Association, and the seven hundred 
delegates are expected to have their 
cars switched onto the lines of the C. 
P. R. or the Great Northern and travel 
down to Seattle to take in the A. Y. P. 
fair.
