Including These on Water, Number 
Reaching New York During 

Month Is Over 88,000.

American Team Defeated English 
Players in tliei First Cup Match.NTED BY II TOY CANNON REDUCED TO THREEOttawa, May 30.—The Ontario gen­

eral election yesterday resulted in the 
Ross government being sustained by 
what appears likely to be the narrowest 
majority on record in Canadian political 
annals. At 2 p. m. to-day the latest 
figures at hand showed a majority for 
the government of two. In this election 
the Conservatives gained twelve seats, 
while the Liberals gained eight. The 
Liberal majority in the last legislature 
was ten. ",

The first general election in Ontario 
was held In January, 1875, and since 
then the strength of parties in the legis­
lature has been as follows:

1875—Eighty-six members, Liberals 
51. Conservatives 35. Liberal major­
ity 16.

1879—Eighty-six members, Liberals 
56, Conservatives 30. Liberal major­
ity 26.

1894—Ninety-four members, Liberals 
51, Conservatives 26, Patrons and Inde­
pendents 17. Liberal majority 
8: Liberal majority over Conservatives

London, May 31.—The first polo match 
for .the American cup was played at 
Hurjingham to-day in fine weather and 
wjtlij the ground good, but soft.

America 2. Engl and 0. The gtme closed 
with a score of 2 to 1 in favor of Am­
erica.

MS New York, May 30.—Immigration is 
the highest point in the historynow at

of the country and the average of the 
class of people coming here is regarded 
by some of the officials as the lowest. 
Counting the immigrants on board 
steamships due to arrive to-day and to­
morrow the immigration for the month 
will reach the record breaking total of 
88,500. In May, 1893, the previous re­
cord month, 73,000 people came into the 
country in the steerage of the Atlantic 
liners. The bulk of the immigrants are 
fiom southern and southeastern Europe.

I Immigration from Ireland, Germany, 
Norway, Sweden and Denmark has 
fallen off greatly. Seventy per cent, of 
the immigrants now coming are from 
Russia, Austria, Hungary and Italy. 
Most of these are non-producers. The 
immigration authorities say the great 
rush of aliens is due to the commercial 
prosperity of this country and industrial 
stagnation in nearly every European 
country.

Toronto, May 29.—With returns from 
half a dozen constituencies somewhat in­
complete, and one constituency, Mani- 
toulin, not heard from at all, the Ross 
government has been sustained. The 
Toronto Globe’s summary of the elections 
is: Liberals, 51; Conservatives, 46, with 
Manitoulin to hear from; while the Tor­
onto Mail and Empire’s summary is: Lib­
erals, 50; Conservatives, 47; with Mani­
toulin to hear from.

In the last House, with 94 members, 
the Conservatives had only 41, and Lib­
erals (one Independent), 53. There have 
been added four new constituencies.

The returns to date are as follows:

Ottawa, May 31.—It is now definitely 
known that the Ross- administration hiul 
a majority of four, but one man, J. W. 
Munroe, of Pembroke, has died leaving 
a vacant seat and reducing the actual 
majority to three. The seat of North 
Renfrew, however, will be again cap­
tured by Liberals.

Montreal, May 30.—Mrs. W. R. Baker, 
wife of the assistant to President 
Sha-ughnessy, of the Canadian Pacific, 
died this afternoon.

On February 23rd Lord 
Roberts’s forces beat off an army from 
Natal which was endeavoring to join 
Cronje, who after failing to elude tho 
British by a magnificent night march 
was now strongly entrenched at what 
has since become known all over the 
world as Paardeberg. After a stub­
born resistance lasting three days Gen. 
Cronje finally surrendered on February 
27th, the anniversary of Majuha hill, af­
ter a fierce night attack. In this the 
Canadian regiment took a prominent. 
part. They were specially mentioned for 
bravery by Lord Roberts. On the night 
preceding the surrender the Canadians 
and Gordons were told off to rush the 
outposts on one side of Cronje’s de­
fences. They were met by a hot fire, 
but advanced to within 100 yards, tak­
ing advantage of the cover provided by 
the broken ground, and finally drove in 
the Boers from the first line of trenches. 
They were advancing into the next 
line when, just at daybreak, a white 
flag appeared over Cronje’s laager, and 
the cheers of a company, posted on a 
hilltop announced that the “lion nf 
the Transvaal’’ had surrendered. Lord 
Roberts sent an officer to conduct Gen. 
Cronje to the British camp, 
ceived him with the words, “You mad» 
a gallant defence, sir." About three 
thousand prisoners of war were takefll 
ineluding some of the best artillerists-" 
on the Boer side, a number of guns, and 
large supplies of stores and ammuni­
tion. Lord Roberts, on visiting the 
Boer camp, praised the ingenuity wMch 
had made it well-nigh impregnable. In 
his reports to London, General Roberts 
was high in his praise of the work of 
the Canadians, and it was felt that on 
this anniversary of Majuha the work 
of the soldiers of Britain’s senior colony 
had caused the opening of a new era in 
the nation's history.

Ladysmith Relieved.
On Feb. 21st. General Buller crossed 

the Tugela northward for the last time 
and fought his way from hilltop to hill­
top toward Ladysmith, during the suc­
ceeding week. Every hill was fortified, 
and to gain one summit was to find the 
Boer guns looking across at it from the 
next. With bulldog tenacity General 
Buller stuck to his task, and on the 
night of Feb. 28th his efforts were crown­
ed with success, and General Dundon­
ald, at the head of a composite regi­
ment, entered Ladysmith. The garri-

After the victory at Paardeberg, and 
the relief of Ladysmith, General Rob­
erts's force pursued the enemy, winning 
many small engagements and capturing 
à quantity of supplies. The enemy re­
treated toward Bloemfontein. the 
Free State capital and Lord Roberts 
was not loath to follow them into the 
heart of the enemy's country. After a

The next British reverse came at 

Stormberg, Cape Colony, upon which 
point General Gatacre was advancing 
with 3,000 men. He made a night 
march from Molteno, fourteen miles 
distant, in the hope of surprising the 
enemy in Stormberg at daylight, but 
when within two miles of Stormberg 
was himself surprised by a strongly 
posted Boer force. The battle began at 
4:15 a.m., and after a battle lasting un­
til 8 o’clock, the British were forced to 
retire to Molteno. The disaster was at­
tributed to imperfect information, which 
gave the Boer forces as much smaller 
than they really were, and also to false 
guides, who led the British into a trap, 
where the Boers had everything pre­
pared, opening on the troops from three 
sides at once. One of the British guns 
had to be abandoned in the retreat, and 
about 600 British soldiers were captured. 
This disastrous battle took place on De­
cember 10th, and in the two months that 
had elapsed since the Boer ultimatum 
tile British had fought nine battles, lost 
566 killed, 2,027 wounded and 1,977 
nrssing or prisoners.

Magersfontein,

The Fisheries Bill, which was brought 
down by the government yesterday, pro­
vides a number of amendments to the

«•Iex­

act of 1901 in regard to the regulation 
of fishing in British Columbia waters, 
and especially in connection with (he 
regulation of fishing under fishery leases, 
licenses and permits. It provides for 
the appointment of a fishery commis­
sioner, overseers and other officers and 
clerks by the Liout.-Governor-m-Counçil, 
and constitutes ‘ every provincial con­
stable, ex-officio, a fishery overseer with 
jurisdiction in every part of the pro­
vince. The fishery commissioner re­
places "the board of commissioners pro­
vided in (he act of 1901.

The bill gives wide regulating powers 
to the Lieut.-Governor-in-Couneil, sec­
tion S providing that: “The Lieutenant- 
Governor-in-Council, may, from time to 
time, make regulations, and may, from 
time to time, vary, amend, alter or re­
peal, all and every such regulation as 
may be found expedient for the better 
management and regulation of crown 
lends leased under the operation of this 
act. or of regulations made thereunder, 
and the fishing rights thereto pertaining, 
or for the regulation of any fishing 
lease, license or permit which may be 
made or granted by virtue of this act, 
or of said regulations, and to prevent 
the destruction ofl fish, and to forbid 
fishing in any waters within the pro­
vince, except under authority1, of a fish­
ing lease, permit or license, apd for the 
purpose of carrying the provisions of 
this act into effect; and all regulations 
so madç shall have the same jforce and 

' effect ’.«is if herein, contained afid enact­
ed, and every opence against any such 
regulation may be stated as having been 
made in contravention of this act.”

Section 12 of the bill provides that 
“The commissioner may issue, or author­
ise to be issued, fishery leases or fishery 
licenses for fisheries and fishing to be 
carried on in provincial waters, subject 
always to\ such regulations, conditions 
and restrictions as may from time to 
time be made, ordered, established or 
fixed in that behalf, as limited by above 
section by the Lieutenant-Governor-in- 
Council, and published, in the British 
Columbia Gazette, or as may be con­
tained in the lease or license ; but leases 
or licenses for any term exceeding five 
years shall be issued only under author­
ity of the Lieutenant-Governor-in-Conn- 
cU.”
