WESTERN CANADA

North and South of Swift Cur-
reat, Saskatchewan, Disas-
trous Fires are Raging—
Farmer Burned to Death.

Swift Current, Sask., May 7—(Special)—
A disastrous prairie fire has raged about
forty miles north for the last two days.
A family pamed Klien was burned out
and as a result four of them are in a
critical condition, while a child perished
i the flames.

AMERICAN BOY DEAD

Four Year Old Paul Montfort
Killed By Falling From Elevat-
ed Train in Chicago Yesterday

Chicago, May 7—Four-year-old Paul
Maurice Montfort, who was killed yester-
day by falling through a window of a
south elevated train to the sidewalk was
known among his friends as “The most
photographed boy in America.” His fa-
ther A. W. Montfort, is a photographer,
who does a large amount of commercial
work, and whenever a firm wished a baby
boy's picture to advertise its goods Mr.
Montfort used his little son as a model.

Some of the firms using the boy’s pic-
ture are National Advertisers and thus
the happy face of the lad has looked from
street cars, newspapers, magazines and
billboards upon residents of hundreds of
cities and towns. In one of his most
widely known poses the boy is smiling as
a brand of Talcum powder 1s being shaken
over him. In another noted pose he is
playing with a safety razor and laugh-
ing.

Millions of pereons have seen his pic-
ture taken while seated upon a tin bath
tub, amusing himself with a cake of soap.

Yesterday he climbed upon the seat of
an elevated car and placing his hands
trustfully against what he imagined to
be the window pane, plunged to the stone
sidewalk, 35 feet below, and died two
hours later. His skull was crushed in
like an egg shell.

The boy had just boarded the train ac-
companied by his mother. The frenzied
and screaming mother was carried to the
next station by the train. When told that
her boy was dead she was with difficulty
prevented from doing herself bodily in-
jury.

BRIGANDAGE CARRIED ON IN
SUBURBS OF CONSTANTINOPLE

There is Still Much Disorder in the Surrounding
Country—Abdul Hamid Had Opened Bank
Accounts in New York—Situation in Turkey is

Still Critical

Constantinople, May 7—There is con-
siderable disorder in the country sur-
rounding Constantinople and brigandage
is being carried on in the very suburb of
the capital. This state of affairs-is a re-
sult of the rapid changes in government
and undoubtedly can be laid at the doors
of the deserters from the former Constan-
tinople garrison and political fugitives
:vho have undertaken to live on the coun-
Ty.

Count Dene, secretary of the Austrian
Embassy, who is at present engaged in
organizing the first fox hunt at Constan-
tinople, rode out to Sweetwaters in the
western. suburbs yesterday to examine the
country. While there & man stepped out
of ‘a clump of bushes by the highway,
pointed a revolver at the Count and de-
manded money. The Count turned quick-
ly and galloped away. The man fired twd
shots but neither found its target.

Beirut, Asiatic Turkey, May 7—An in-
vestigator, who has just returned here
from a trip. to Kessab, reports that all
the American property at that place was
completely destroyed by the Moslem rawd-
ers. It included a girls’ high school un-
der the direction of Miss Ettie N. Cham-
bers, a missionary of the American Board
of Commerce for Foreign Missions. Three
fourths of the native houses also were
destroyed, but the Armenian church and
the new Protestant school building ars
standing. Almost all the people who fled
from Kessab, thus saving their lives, have
returned. They found that their houses
had been completely looted. 'They are
today absolutely destitute. Some food
and clothing are being distributed, but
there is no system in the work and the
supplies are wholly inadequate.

One hundred Turkish reserves have re-
turned to this town, but as they took
part in the rioting and killing there the
people do not trust them. The situation
at Deurtyul on the coast north of Kessa
still is critical. ; !

Constantinople, May 7--The parliament-
ary commission which is taking an invent-
ory of the contents of the Tmperial Pal-
ace at Yildiz, the residente of the deposed
sultan, has learned that Abdul Hamid de-
posited during recent menths considerable
sums of fnomey in N York banks
through a confidential agent. The amounts
thus sent to America and the names of
the institutions holding them are, how-
ever strictly withheld. It appears that Ab-
dul, Hamid has in ‘the: neighborhood . of
$10,000,000 in German banks. An examin-
ation of the accounts of the deposed sul-
tan indicates that his confidence in French
banks diminished several years ago then
passed successively to Great Britain and
Germany and was recently beginning to
be reposgd in American houses. It is un-
certain What steps, if @ny, the present
government will take to' possess itself of
his foreign deposits.

Cinclnnati Association Formed

for This Purpose

Cincinnati, May 7—The Daylight Associ-
ation was organized at a meeting held
at the Queen City Club last night by prom-
inent Cincinnatians, who are planning to
carry the agitation for more daylight to
the remotest parts of the country, and to
bring the matter before President Taft,
Congress, and the Post Office Department
and Railroads.

CANON WELCH TO
BE MADE A DEAN

He Wili Leave Toronto to Be
Made Dean of Wakefield
England

Tordnté),May 6—(Special)—Canon Welch
is to resign from the rectorship of St.

SUPPORT PLAN FOR
BIG WINNIPEG FAIR

A special meeting of the council of the
St. John Board of Trade was held yester-
day afternoon to meet H. M. Belcher, of
Winnipeg, who is one of a large delegation
of prominent citizens from the capital of
Manitoba who are visiting the principal!
cities throughout the dominion in connec-
tion with a proposal to hold an interna-
tional exhibition in Winnipeg in 1912, to
commemorate the centenary of Lord Sel-
kirk’s colonization of Selkirk: in 1812.

Mr. Belcher, who is a prominent whole-
sale dry goods merchant in Winnipeg,
made an eloquent and forceful address to
the council with a view to getting the sup-
port of the board of trade in a request
which will be made to the dominion gov-
ernment for either a grant of land or
direct financial assistance to ensure the
success of the undertaking.

In outlining the objects of the proposed
international exhibition, Mr. Belcher said
it would afford a world-wide advertise-
ment of the immense possibilities of west-
ern Canada and would give a stimulus to
immigration. He touched also upon the
desirability of commemorating the hun-
dredth anniversary of the arrival of Lord
Selkirk and the first settlers in the west.
He said it would give opportunity to de-
monstrate Canadian arts and industries
and Canadian resources, and laid stress on
the interest which would be aroused among
capitalists to further develop Canada and
Canadian manufactures.

At the close of Mr. Belcher’s address,
there was a short discussion and the
council unanimously passed a resolution
asking the dominion government to give
| generous support to the project.

Later in the afternoon Mr. Belcher was
taken for a drive around the city and to
the west side, and in the evening was en-
tertained at-dinner by W. E. Foster, presi-
dent of the board of trade. Mr. Belcher
left for Halifax on the late train.

Fhe ‘report can be boiled down in es-
sence to the statement that there is a dis-
crepancy between receipts and expendi-
tures of $134,000. Dr. Pugsley invalidates
this conclusion and discredits the whole
report by showing by the inescapable rules
of arithmetic that the commissioners took
no account of a sum of between $50,000
or, $60,000 of ‘interest which was one of
the legitimate charges against ' construc-
tion. i

Mir. Crocket' made no attempt to re-

lieve  the commissioners of the onus of
this astounding omission.
The only other phase of Mr. Crocket’s
speech that calls for comment was his at-
tempt to defend the personnel of the com-
mission. - All that need be said about his
effert in that respect is that in looking
about for a judge to preside it was unfor-
tunate that they should have selected the
one occupant of the bench in that prov-
ince who is8 known never to have aban-
doned his itching to re-enter the political
field and that if they desired to gain re-
spect for the findings of such a body they
should not have made up its membership
of three Tory partizans with a furious
party man like H. A. Powell to act as
counsel.

BOY FINANCIER
STARTLES LONDON

Earning $5.00 a Week He Specu-
fates to Extent of $250,000
Within a Year.

London, May 6—It was stated at the
Guiddhall last week, that Charles Ruth-

ven Dealtry, a boy clerk, of Brunswick
Gardens, Kensington, although only in
receipt of $5 a week, had speculated in
the vear to the extent of $250,000.

Deéaltry and another clerk, William Ray-
per Jenkins, of Parklands roads, Streat-
ham, were charged  with oonspiring to de-
fraud their employer, Mr. Maurice Blood,
a stockbroker, and - falsifying his books.

Mr. Basil Watson, who prosecuted said
Mr. Blood discovered that his banking
account was:. lower than - it should have
been, and questioned his clerks. He then
found that Dealtry had opened an account
in the clinet’s ledger without his knowl-
edge, and had speculated in various Amer-
jcan stocks and shares. I

“According to a statement which Jenk-
ins made, the account was a joint one; he
and Dealtry had been speculating in Deal-
try’s name,”” Mr. Watson continued
“When they ‘could not pay ‘the difference,
they opened . accounts'in the names of
Mrs. Sharman and Mrs. Dealtry, in order
to cover the losses.

“Things became worse and worse, and

. they opened additional accounts in" ‘the
names of Schultz and Mre. Walter Smith.
This boy, Dealtry, who was being paid
85 a week, actually bought and sold on
his own account something like $250,000
worth of shares between March, 1908, and
February last.”

Mr. Blood said he took Dedltry into
his cffice in order to oblige the boy’s
father, who was a client of his.

“I "would not have permitted him to
open an-account,” he declared.

In order to
eliminate error due to inaccuracy of the chr-
nometer, it is propsed thta time sigmals be
tranemitted at regular intervals from a land
station, such as the Eiffel'tower. This would
do away with the use of the chronometer,
as the signals could be transmitted practical-
ly instantaneously 'to the vessels. In order
to test the efficiency such system, a set of
signals were sent out of Eiffel tower, and
were received at the "'Brest observatory,
wher it was found that the maximum vari-
ations were not more than half a second.—

Conservative spite and hatred have shot
their bolt. lMr. Hazen and his friends
have played and lost.

WHEN DOCTORS DIFFER

The London Nation sees peace, but the
London Spectator sees war, and who
shall decide when such eminent doctors
differ?

The Nation asserts that it is “the
building of men, not Dreadnoughts, ofl
which thie country stands most in need.”
But, happily for the world, war is not
Lightminded as some of our
people may be, their ruling men are not
so mad as to rush from a war which cost
us 250 millions and much of the predent
depression of trade into a war which
may double the national debt and divide
up our sea trade among our rivals. The
real ‘“‘preparation” of all civilized coun-
tries, conscious or half’conscious, is not
for war, but for a truer conception of
their relations to each other, and a more
harmonious 'interior life. Therefore, in
tpite of German and British jingoes—
who quote each others articles, feed each
others panics, and debit the cost to
their respective treasuries—there will be
no such “struggle’” as the Spectator im-
agines. On our side the Liberal and La-
bor parties, on the German side Social
Democracy—with its twenty per cent, of
soldiers in the German army—will stop
both it and the growth of European arm-
aments.

“Moral force,” the Nation adds, “is not
dead in Kurope, and in the confusion over-
taking all these calculations of material
strength we have a sign that it is the
only thing which is alive.”

* The Spectator asks: “Is there any good
reason why wars must continue and bat-
tle remain the last argument of na-
tions?” ’And it answers ‘“Yes,” and pro-
ceeds:

“We are far from denying that war is
a terrible evil. That it dominates the
world as it does, is a riddle which we
have not the power to solve and which
we will make no pretence at explaining.
All we can do is to point out to our coun-
trymen that they must face the fact that
war is the law of the civilised world quite
as much as of the uncivilised, and that
mankind has as yet found no other way
of settling which to prevail
when what we have termed a clash of
wills takes place between communities
who believe themselves equal in physical
force. Such clash of wills among mnations
is as certain to take place from time to
time in the future as in the past. We
delude ourselves if we thing that arbitra-
tion and the reign of peace and reason
constitute one of the ways by which the
Brnitish nation may escape from the an-
xieties and difficulties which now beset

HIS ACCUSERS DISCREDITED ~ Good

American Members_ Left for Their Homes Yesterday—Com-
- missioners Will Take Broad View

The outstanding feature of yesterday’s debate
in parliament was Hon. Dr. Pugsley’s demonstra-
tion that there never was a serious public- docu--
ment issued in the history of the dominion con-
taining so many and so flagrant errors as. the
report of the commission which investigated the
affairs of the New Brunswick Central Railway.

The document had already been discredited by the discovery that sums which
ghould have been stated as $43.000 and $50,000 appear in the report as $430,000
and $500,000 respectively. With his intimate knowledge of administration in New
Brunswick, Dr. Pugsley was able to show that these were only sample misrepre-
sentations in a perfect tissue of erroneous statements, which would require a
great deal of charity to believe them to be anything else than willful falsehoods.

The painful part of it is that a judge of the superior court of New Bruns-
wick should have set his hand and given his sanction to such a document.

The opposition started out under the assump-
tion that Dr. Pugsley-was in the prisoner’s dock;
before the debate had gone far it was Judg
Landry who was in that position. '

_Mr. T, W. Crothers, who led the attack for the opposition, took his stand

on the report as the judicial deliverance of a court, and it must be admitted that
it was in that character thaf it created any impression on' the country. He
dwelt with unction on the solemnity of the character of the commission, which
he represented as having all the .powers, authority, and dignity of a court.
i Dr. Pugsley was able to puncture this pretension, in the first place by furnish-
ing instances of the extracrdinary recklessness of statement and inference that
marke¢d almost every page of the commission’s deliverance, but sfill more by draw-
ing attention to a piece of conduct of which its. members were guilty during the
course of the inquiry. In the midst of the Dominion general elections the com-
missioners summoned an accountant from Montreal, and, twelve days before poll-
ing day, procured the publication in the press of a statement that there was a
discrepancy between the receipts and disbursements on the railway of - $160,000.
This body, upon whose solemnity, judiciality, and impartiality Mr. Crothers
dwelt with such gravity, was ievideut]y a partizan in the election fight for all its
worth; ‘and made this interim misstatement without having called Dr. Pugsley to
.testify on his own behalf. . . .- y

This gross piece of partizanship was but a
specimen of the political bias with which Dr.
Pugfsley proved the report to be saturaied.

NEWFOUNDLAND'S NEW
ELECTION TOMORROW

Governor McGregor’s Action in
Dissolving the House is Upheld
By the Home Government.

St. John's, Nfid.,-May 6—Governor Mac-
Gregor today received a despatch from
Earl Crewe, secretary of state for the col-
onies in the British cabinet, endorsing the
stand taken by the chief executive of the
colony during the recent political crisis.
During the present campaign, which closes
tomorrow night, members of Sir Robert
Bond’s party have criticized Governor
MacGregor for acceding to the request of
Sir Edward Morris, the premier, that the
iegislature be dissolved and a general elec-
tion ordered.

INITIAL PLENARY
- CHURCH

Roman Catholic Convention at
Quebec—Sessions Begin Sept.
19.

The first Plenary council of the Roman
Catholic Church of Canada will be held in
the City of Quebec ' the Metropolitan
Church of that city beginning the - 19th
of September, according to a letter of in-
diction issued by the Most Rev. Donatus
Sbarretti, Archbishop of Ephesus and
Apostolic delegate to Canada, on Sunday
and just given out by his secretary, the
Rev. Alfred A. Sinnott. This will be the
first council of:the full powers of the Ro-
man Catholic church in Canada, which
has been held in the Dominion and will
be an event of magnitude and great im-
portance. At the’ council will be gather-
ed all the metropolitans, archbishops, and
bishops of the Roman Catholic Canadian
church, as well as the vicars and pre-
fects apostolic, and the abbots and su-
periors of rehgious orders or congrega-
tions.

Public prayers are enjoined by the dif-
ferent ordinaries to be recited every Sun-
day in all the churches of the Dominion,
and on Friday of the second week of Sep-
tember preceding the opening of the coun-
cil, 'that is, on the tenth day of the
month, a solemn fast .is proclaimed.

The letter of indiction first goes over
the ground from the establishment of Ca-
tholic missions in Canada to the present
date. Where tribes of untutored savages
roamed through forests and over plains,
it says, where two centuries ago but one
venerable Bishop of Quebec ruled a small
flock of the faithful, today there ‘is a
great part of the aboriginal inhabitants
brought to the light of the faith, a large
number of Catholics, many prelates rul-
ing over dioceses and apostolic vicariates,
a numerous clergy, both secular and re-
gular, magnificent sacred edifices and num-
beriess institutions of education and char-
ity.

The reason for the calling together of
the council is explained in a paragraph
of the letter, which says: ‘To attain this
end (further education and establishing
of the church) more effective harmony
of purpose, employment of common means
and union of forces are required. "And
this will be more fully and abundantly
gecured if by the common counsel of all
the prelates enjoying the right, what is
to be done and what is to be avoided be
gei forth by them in a general law for
the whole Canadian Dominion.”

Today will be observed as Abor Day in
the St. John schools. There will be no
tree planting. The teachers will give
talks on nature and plant life to the
pupils, who will assemble in the assembly
halls of the different buildings for the
purpose. .

The programme in the High School will
be somewhat more elaborate. Only one
session will be devoted to the regular
studies, after which there will be ex-
ercises in the assembly hall by the pupils.
This will be in addition to the nature
lessons by the teachers.
