The new volume ■ which contains 370 
pages and numerous illustrations Is 
valuable contribution to the historical 
literature of the province and demands 
a place on the bookshelves of every 
New Brunswicker. Its great mass of 
information and the Interesting hand­
ling of it combine to claim for the book 
a1 permanent place In the esteem of all 
to whom the lives and work of the 
men who made this province what it 
is, seem worthy of remembrance.

The book begins with a comprehen­
sive sketch of the early history of the 
province preceding and subsequent to 
its first exploration.

AMHERST, Dec. 12,—Word was re­
ceived here this evening from Middle- 
boro, about six miles from Wallace, of 
the death of Jennie Canfield; daughter 
of James Canfield, of Middleboro.

EDWARD ATKINSON.

TARIFF COMMISSION» TO VISIT THE S00 10 STOP MANUFACTORIES
LOCATING IN CANADA.

SAULT STB. MARIE, Ont., Dec. 12. 
—The dominion government tariff com­
mission will hold a session at the Soo 
December 21. Word to this effect has 
been received by J. B. Way, secretary 
of the board of trade7~from Hon. W. 
S. Fielding.

One of the most Important matters 
to be brought before the commission 
when it visits the Soo. will be a re­
quest for the removal of the duty on 
soft coal to be used for cokeing pur­
poses.

If the request is granted it doubtless 
will result in the establishment by the 
Lake Superior corporation of a large 
coke plant here.

Illinois Association Becoming Alarmed 
At the Result of the Tarriff 

Restrictions.

CHICAGO, Dec. 11.—The conditions 
which are rapidly drivng large manu­
facturing interests from the United 
States to Canada are to be considered 
within a few days by the Illinois Manu­
facturers’ Association. Reports just 
gathered show that 132 of the leading 
concerns of the country have been ob­
liged, chiefly on account of tariff re­
strictions, to establish branch plants 
in- Canada. The resulting loss finan­
cially is estimated at upwards of $50,- 
000,000

The agitation which the Illinois 
manufacturers are about to start is ex­
pected to assume the form of a national 
appeal to congress. The remedy most 
in favor locally and throughout the 
country provides for reciprocity legis-

One man who has paid in several 
hundred dollars to the company, but 
whose stock has not yet matured, to 
speaking to the Sun, remarked that 
this would be to him a most unsatis­
factory arrangement. He had saved 
the money for a specific purpose, and 
if unable to get it at the expiration of 
the contract perdiod, he would be 
greatly disappointed. “Then again,” he 
said, "I may only get one hundred and 
fifty dollars of stock in the purchasing 

„company for the three hundred that I 
have paid in.”

The prevailing excitement will un­
doubtedly cause many lapses. Already 
the collectors here are beginning ’ to 
feel the effects of the agitation.

One young girl wjpo works hard for 
her money and is not extravagantly 
remunerated, told the Sun she had paid 
in about fifteen dollars, but decided 
not to pay in any more, preferring to 
lose that than run the risk of losing 
a larger, sum. “Several of my com­
panions are in the same position,” she 
said.

When it is remembered that those 
who drop out before the expiration of 
the contract period get nothing, It will 
be seen that the company stands to re-' 
celve a very large sum in the aggre­
gate tf the agitation spreads.

The pathetic feature of the whole 
business is that if there is any loss or 
shrinkage, the sufferers will be among 
the classes who have denied themselves 
to make their payments, and can ill af­
ford to lose the money. By far the 
larger proportion of shareholders are 
women, many either employes of shops 
or factories, who were looking for­
ward to having a tidy little nest egg 
when their shares matured.

While there has been nothing in the 
shape of a panic among the local 
shareholders, a good many of them are 
feeling anxious, and the office of the 
company on Prince William street has 
been besieged with inquiries as to the 
exact position of affairs.

The stage end of Me­
chanics’ Hall has a background of ar­
tistic mountain and forest country, 
through which a stream comes tumbling 
down to a tail to a beautiful cascade 
of real water into an oval lake that 
occupies about a quarter of the floor 
space in the hall. Under the balconies 
will be typical camps, each designed to 
show people the best methods of living 
in the woods. All around the edge of 
the hall a standing forest will lend 
beauty and verisimilitude to the scene. 
Woodcraft is to be exemplified at the 
end of the hall nearest the entrance.

In the middle of Exhibition Hall Is to 
be set a great pond, where the water 
fowl will live.

liquor Cannot be Sold Within 500 
Feet of a Public School.

BOSTON, Dec. 13,—District Attorney 
John B. Moran today set about fulfill­
ing one of the pledges made during 
hie recent campaign for office by call­
ing upon John R. Coleman, an em­
ploye at the Hotel Touraine, to sur­
render the license granted to him by 
the Boston board of police and giving 
him the right to sell liquor at a place 
on Tamworth street. Should Coleman 
surrender or be deprived of his license, 
the guests of the Hotel Touraine, one 
of the leading hostelries of the city, 
would be unable to procure liquor on 
the premises.

Under the Massachusetts law no li­
cense will be granted to allow the sale 
of liquor within five hundred feet of 
a public school. The Hotel Touraine 
is situated at the corner of Boylston 
and Tremont street, a trifle less than 
500 feet from the Winthrop school on 
Tremont street. A narrow lane called 
Tamworth street runs along the east­
erly side of the hotel. Coleman has 
for several years been granted a li­
cense to sell liquor at a room on Tam­
worth street, and this room is in the 
hotel structure, being separated from 
the rest of the building by a parti 
wall. Guests at the hotel who desire 
to obtain liquor get the waiters to act 
as their agents. This plan it was be­
lieved technically covered the law for­
bidding the sale of liquor in the hotel. 
District Attorney Moran claims that 
the delivery of liquor constitutes a 
violation of the law, and for that rea­
son he demanded that Coleman surren­
der his license.

Today Mr. Moran requested the po­
lice commissioners to come to his of­
fice, and also the board of license 
commissioners. The chairman of the 
board, Mr. Cole, however, notified Mr. 
Moran that the board would be pleased 
to see him at their office if he cared 
to call.

The strike 
went against the men and Mr. Russell, 
in an effort to restore his paper in their 
favor, paid one thousand dollars to the 
steamship" owners to expedite the return 
of imported strike breakers to Mont­
real, and so enable the St. John men 
to resume iVbrk more promptly. A few 
days later Mr. Russell, in a signed tele­
gram from Montreal to the Telegraph, 
made a somewhat spectacular but 
senseless attack on Mayor White, ac­
cusing him of cowardice in refusing to 
preside at the public meeting. The edi­
tors and the owner were seeing things 
double, and the next act in the comedy 
was the announcement of the resigna­
tion of Editors McCready and Belding 
and of the local manager, John Rus­
sell. The owner tried his hand again 
a few days later and announced that 
Mayor White was to resign hls office. 
Up to the present the editors are at 
their desks and the mayor is still at 
city hall while the amusement loving 
public is awaiting the rise of the cur­
tain on the next act.

The closing act came on Wednesday, 
when it was announced that Mr. Rus­
sell would not accept the bunch of re­
signations tendered him.

After we once see that the over­

END OP THE AGE NOT END OF 
WORLD.

We are not of those who expect this 
world to be burned up. Quite «the con­
trary, we expect its rejuvenation, its 
perfecting as the Garden of Eden, the 
paradise of God, the everlasting home 
of the majority of the human family— 
of all except the truly consecrated 
church of this Gospel age and those 
who shall ultimately die the second 
death. We have no sympathy of 
thought, therefore, with those who are 
looking for the destruction of the earth; 
but we nevertheless believe, as the 
Scriptures teach, that the present age 
or aeon will cease and a new age or 
aeon begin. In error the translators 
have rendered the word aeon “world” 
and given a misimpression.

More than this, we believe that the 
Scriptures clearly indicate that the pre­
sent age is now ending and the new 
age, lapping with it, is beginning. It 
is at this particular Juncture that all 
the New Testament writings, as well 
аз our Lord’s great prophecy of Mat­
thew xxiv, centre, indicating a time of 
confusion, a trouble stich as the world 
has never known before, and pointing 
out that these are Judgments of the 
Lord designed to prepare the world for 
the next dispensation and the reign of 
the kingdom of righteousness. Further­
more, the apostle distinctly points out 
that these judgments will begin at the 
House of God—the nominal church. 
Our Lord also points out the same, 
thing, calling it a separation of wheat 
from tares in the harvest or close of 
this age.—Matt. xiil:30.

It is because Christendom as a whole, 
though nominally a wheat field, is 
practically a tare field with a scatter­
ing of wheat intermingled that there is 
to be such a commotion in connection 
with the separation of the wheat and 
the tares.

OTTAWA, bec. 1Ї,—It is recalled thatFew things are more surprising in 
this age of wondîrs than the stubborn 
way in which old world superstitions 
survive in the by-ways of our country.

When the writer was touring a short- 
time ago in North Devon he was amaz­
ed to find that some of the natives still 
believed as implicitly in witchcraft as 
their ancestors of the dark, long-gone 
centuries. In the neighborhood of 
Culmstock there are still to be found 
witches who are prepared to exercise 
their spells at any moment for. a con­
sideration in coin of the realm, 
if a maid of North Devon has a rival 
in the affection of her swain, she can 
enlist the services of a witch who, 
when her palm has been suitably "oil­
ed," will read a verse from the Bible, 
burn salt, and dance round, the-room 
muttering the most horrible of im­
precations and incantations.

According to the ‘Tiverton Gazette’ : 
“A young woman who ehtertained a 
feeling of bitterness towards a male ac­
quaintance laid her case before her 
parents, dud" they decided to have the 
young mW'beWifched.' The witch was 
quite willing to subject the offender to 
excruciating torture, but the negotia­
tions fell through at a critical moment 
because the terms were not satisfac­
tory. Other Culmstock witches are said 

-lb put sheep’s hearts, stuck full of pins, 
up the phimneys, and as the hearts dry 
and the pins drop out they profess that 
they can cause misfortune and ill-luck 
to anyone. Toad-collecting for a sim­
ilar purpose is very common.”

In Devonshire, too, there are thou­
sands who still believe in fairies, good 
and bad, as did their ancestors in the 
middle centuries ; in spectral hounds 
whose dismal yelps may be heard on 
dark nights; in sheeted ghosts who 
take their grim walks abroad around 
the witching hour; and in charms 
which will keep danger and disease at 
a safe distance, confound rivals in love, 
or win the heart of the most reluctant 
and unpromising of lovers. Among 
other countless superstitions which the 
writer has encountered in Devonshire 
is the unshakable assurance that, when 
a person dies, any relative who omits to 
touch the dead body may expect to be 
haunted by the ghost of his departed 
kinsman or kinswoman as long as he 
lives.

But Devonshire has no monopoly of 
superstition. In Bedfordshire we learn 
it is quite a common thing to carry live 
snails in pill-boxes as a charm against 
toothache; stewed earthworms are re- 

' garded by many as a specific for jaun­
dice; field-mice will cure the worst case 
of whooping-cough ; to protect yourself 
agalngt lightning you will be wise to 
carry a few roots and a lump of.coal 
about with you; and no lightning ever 
strikes a house on whose roof is ,the 
protective house-leek.

Not many months ago a - Scarborough 
mother seriously assurred a coroner 
that her child’s death was due to the 
evil eye of a former neighbor; at Bot- 
tisham, near Cambridge, a wood-mer­
chant paid for his superstition by a 
term of imprisonment. Believing, so 
he said, that his horses had been be­
witched by an enemy, he had admiriis.. 
tered to them a broth of which nails, 
a pennyworth of pins, and portions of a 
horse’s hoof were constituents. And 
about the same time a herbalist got 
into serious trouble for acting as a 
witch-doctor. He was employed to re­
move spells from haunted houses; and 
hto method was to scatter powder over 
the floors of the rooms while he recited 
the Lord’s Prayer backwards.

In some parts of England girls who 
yearn to be beautiful still believe that 
they can effect heir object by eating 
candles and starch in liberal quantities ; 
it is not long since one of these mis­
guided females, died in the Worcester 
Infirmary from her ill-chosen dietary; 
and a Spltalflelds man about the same 
time was keeping live rabbits in the 
bedroom which he shared with his 
family as a certain cure for his rheuma­
tism.

A few years ago a West of England 
laborer, charged with stealing turnips, 
pleaded that his theft was inspired by 
the wish to cure his crippled son, who 
could onjy be made sound again by 
rubbing his limbs with stolen turnips. 
In some parts of the south of England 
the reputed cure for hydrophobia is to 
take a portion of the flesh of the mad 
dog, grill it before the fire, and make 
the person who has been bitten eat it; 
while in parts of Scotland a still more 
effective cure " is the tongue removed 
from a live fSt. -

But columns might be filled with 
similar instances of twentieth-century 
superstition, from that of the Yorkshire 
woman who believed firmly that her 
child could only be cured of its whoop­
ing-cough by taking it on the water, 
to that of the Lancashire factory 
operative who administered field-mice 
to his wife as a specific for small-pox.

Even London is by no means proof 
against superstitions, of which the fol­
lowing is an amusing example, which 
points itq own moral. For many a 
year hundreds of people have been in 
the habit of making a pilgrimage to 
Aldgate pump and carrying away bot­
tles full of its water to use for medi­
cinal purposes; and yet it is an actual 
fact—stated in court not long ago—that 
the pump whose waters are credited 
with such magical properties draws its 
supply directly from the New River 
mains.
