Cleveland, Aug. 10.—~Every theory
on the murder of Wm. L. Rice, the
millionaire attorney whose body, shot,
clubbed and slashed, was found in the
roadway near his home on Friday
night, has been upset by the testimony
offered today at the coroner’s inquest.

The first sensation was when Geo.
Freeman, a gun expert, testified that
the bullet taken from the dead man's
he:{l, did not come from a thirtytwo
calibre revolver, as had been suppos-
ed, but belonged to either a Winches-
ter rifle or a Russian gallery gun. The
bullet weighed 115 grains, and, accord-
ing to Mr. Freeman, could not belong
to a revolver of any make known in
this country.

A little later in his examination
Mr. Freeman said that Mr. Rice must
have been shot while the murderer
was standing some distance from him.
According to the expert, if the bullet
bhad been fired at short range it
could not fail to have passed clear
through the skull instead of simply
lodging in it as it aid do.

PRISONERS MADE
BAD COIN N AL

Inmates Of Charlestown State
Prison Conducted An Ingen-
ious Counterfeiting Plant In
Their Cells.

P

Boston, Aug. 10.—How three in
mates of the state prison at Charles-
town were able to comstruct a counter-
feiting outfit and manufacture spurious
halt dollars has been discovered by
secret service officers. Ever since
July 21, when the state prison officials
discovered that counterfeit half dollars
were in circulation in the prison and
that some had got outside, an investi-
gation has been in progress. At that
time it became known that Patrick
Hanley, of Lynn, who is serving a 25-
year sentence a8 fin habitual ¢riminal,
was invelved.

Tonight it was announced at the of-
fice of the United States district at-
torney that.twe other prisoners, whose
names were withheld, had been found
to be accomplices of Hanley, and that
the cases of all three would be present-
ed to the federal grand jury next fall,
All three men have three or four more
years of their present sentences to
serve.

The method of the coumterfeiters
was ingenious. They picked up scraps
of tin and lead about the prison and
in some manner secured a jeweler's
crucible and some plaster of Paris.
One of the trio has a knowledge of
electricity and it was he who devised
the means of melting the tin and lead.
He cut in on the electric light wires
in Hanley's cell, attached two pleces
of carbon and placed them on a small
sheet of iron cevered with fireproot
cement. On the white hot carbon the
crucible swas placed, the metal was
melted and the colns were manufac-
tured in a plaster of Paris mould. It
is suspected that there was an
accomplice outside the jail who as-
sisted in the distribution of the coins
and the supplying of material for their
manufacture.

J. McMorrow, who
instructed the local officers to turn
their books and other records over to
the general headquarters in Boston.
Later Robert B, Upton, a special agent
carried the charter and books to Bos-
ton.

The revoking of the charter was the
result of the suspension by the local
union of business agent Frederick P.
Studley because of dissatisfaction with
the terms of a decision made by the
state board of arbitration in a dis-
agreement with the W. L. Douglas
Company. President ‘Tebin ordered
the men reinstated and when the un-
ifon failed to straighten the matter out
revoked the charter.

LONG TERM

FOR THIRTY
CENT THEFT

Boston, Mass., Aug. 10.—Three
years in the housge of correction for
stealing 30 cents was the sentence
meted out yesterday afternoon to Hen-
ry Smith, of Charlestown, who was
found guilty of robbery by a jury in
the superior eriminal court.

Smith, who is but 20 years of age,
has spent the greater part of the past
four years in the various jails of the
county for petty crimes,

The robbery was ~committed in
Charlestown, near the Charlestown
State prison, and the money was tak-
en from Alfred N. Wadman, a boy of
about 15 years. He was passing along
the street when Smith met him. It
was claimed that Smith was under
the influence of liguor,

The evidence showed that Smith
grabbed the boy by the neck, threw
him to the ground, and took the 30
cents from Wadman's poeket.

Smith was not captured until near-
ly two weeks later.

Smith has spent time in the House
of Correction for larceny, and when
sentence was pronounced yesterday
the prisoner asked that it be changed
to the Charlestown State  prison.
Judge Sanderson refused the request.

Friday Night, Labor

nr‘amfsumrmm couneaif‘ eting

Men Feel That Time for

Selecting Workmen to Go Before Commfsion

Might be Exteum.

, As a special meeting of the build-
ing._trades. council has been calledq
for Friday evening to consider the
question of sending répresentatives
before the royal commission on techni-
cal education, the action of the com-
mittee of the board of trade in fixing
upon Friday as the last date for re-
celving dpplications for a hearl as
caused some dissatisfaction in labor
circles. It is felt that the board of
trade committee conld not have been
aware of the intentions of ‘the labor
representatives, or it would not have
taken action barring the representa-
tives of the building trades council
from the opportunity of placing their
views on technical education before
the commission.

At the last mecting of the printers’
union the guestion of technical educa-
tlon was discussed, but no definite ac-
tion was taken, as it was not certain
that the men who wanted to place
their views on record would be able
to attend the sessions of the commis-
sions, In the circumstances it seems
advisable that the board of irade
ghould dispense with all formality and
make it known that the workers gen-
erally will be welcomed at the ses-
sion. In the circumstances it is
heped that the board of trade will
digpense with all formality and
is not likely to be a very large num-
ber of workingmen present in any
case, for the workers here are not as
aggressive as in other cities. And
judging from the remarks of the
speakers at the last meeting of the
committee, the members desire that
the commission should be given every
opportunity to hear the views of the
workers,

Labor m men, it ig said, are a great
deal more interested in the question
of techmical education than the em-
ployers of this ecity. Many of the big-
ger unions have established schools
and correspondence courses for the
purpose of providing technical In-
struction for their members, One of
the latest organizations to fall in line
is the printing pressmen's union,
which at its last convention decided
to establish a technical school where
members can go and receive instruc-
tion in the art of presswork, and al-
80 in the operation and handling of the
new and intricate machinery being
constantly put upon the market. All
the printing for the international or-
ganization and also the officlal journ-
al will be done at the school, and
there wil be a correspondence course
for the benefit of members not able
to attend the school

What theé printers’ uniolf are doing
along this line may be judged from
the following article in. tHe Typo-
graphical Journal for August:

A Critic and Observer on the Course,

After investigating the educational
efforts incidental to the trade, Henry
Turner Bailey, editor of the School
Arts Book, has given the public an-
other instalment of his views. In an
eastern magazine, reviewing the work
of several printing schools, Mr, Bailey
says:

“But perhaps the most significant
amovement of recent years is a move-
ment on the part of a great printers’
organization, the International Typo-
graphical Union, which has resulted
in the establishment in Chicago, un-
der the management of the Inland
Printer Technical School, of a course
of Instruction in Printing, which may
be followed by correspondence.

“The correspondence school zmow
has about 1,600 pupils (now more than
1,600-~KEd.), and new ones are being
added at the rate of four or five a
day- Pupils are located in every
state in the union, in Canada, England,
Australia, and other far-away places.
Local unions, in many cases, pay part
of the tuition of pupils from their
distriet.

“The course offered is a happy com-
bination of the technical and the
esthetic. Based on wide practical ex-
perience, and on thorough knowledge
of the elements of beauty as embodied
in printing art, it begins at once to
transform the student’s ideals and to
Improve his work. From the outset
drawing plays the important part in
this discipline. The first lesson is
the drawing of handsome Roman capl-
tals. The results of instructions,
which may be seen at any time at
headguarters, are of astonishing vari-
ety and excellence. - Some of the best
sheets are produced by students more
than 50 years of age. When a labor
organization turns its attention from
educating its members to believe only
that they must receive a maximum
wage, whatever thee quality of their
work, to educating its members to
produce good work, whatever their
wage may be, the eternally right
standard of the master craftsmen of
the middle ages has reappeared, and
a new day of hope has dawned for
the workman and for his craft. By
the establishment of this correspond-
ence school the International Typo-
graphical Union has proved itself a
leader among labor organizations. It
has adopted the one method whereby
the best interests of its membership,
and therefore its own best intepests,
can be promoted; namely, the méthod
which improves the individual ‘vian.
It has adopted the one method which
can work good and only good to all
concerned.”

One Man Made Chief of
Placed in Cartridges
Border--Scotty Smith
Dough to His Horse.

The nucleus of many a fortune ac-
quired in South Africa was obtained
by illicit diamond buying. From the
year 1876 to 1881, before the famous
De Beers mines had thoroughly inau-
gurated a system to cope with the il-
licit diamend trade, illicit diamond
buying was extensively practised in
Kimberley. The penalty of a convie-
tion under this act has always been
most severe, even from the earliest
days of the diamond fields, but a num-
ber of years elapsed before a police
and private detective system was able
to check illicit trading in diamonds.
When the first rush to the diamond
fields occurred in 1896, Kimberley con-
sisted of a few tin huts and Kaffir
kraals, situated on the northwest of
Cape Colony, bordering on the Orange
Free State on the west, the nearest
railway being eover three hundred
miles away, and transpert being at ex-
cessively high rates. Only those per-
sons who possessed a capital of not
less than $500 could reach Kimberley
in any degree of comfort. Real hard-
ships were endured on the road. Ox
wagons and mule wagons were the
general means of locomotion and the
pioneers carried small tents or “bug
walks,” as they were called, to afford
them protection, the thermometer in
summer registering as much as 1156 in
the shade. ‘the town grew to such
an extent after the “rush” that a
large settlement soon sprang up.
Claims were pegged out and washing
for diamonds was carried on vigorous-
ly by all sorts and conditions of men.
A Cape police garrison was establish-
ed and law under the British govern-
ment soon began to assert itself, Cecil
John Rhodes then arrived on the scene
and large companies were at once
formed. The Des Toits Pan claims
came to the fore and after a few
years a huge excavation 150 feet deep
and an acre in extent could be seen,
with Kafiirs in thousands working with
feverish energy, who from the top of
the pit resembled ants, BSaloons and
gambling dens sprang up and illicit
diamond buying soon became rife.
The Orange River only three miles
away, formed the border between Cape
Colony and the Orange River Colony.
No extradition law between the Boer
and British governments existed in
those days and once over the border
both diamonds and runner were safe
from molestation. The penalty for a
conviction was heavy and sentences of
from eight to fifteen years hard labor
on the breakwater at Cape Town were
usual. Most common among the meth-
ods used by the illicit diamond buy-
ers was to employ a Kaffir who could
speak English, furnish him with a lit-
tle money and set him to work on
one of the claims where washing for
diamonds was in progress. REither by
stealing them, buying or finding and
| not reporting them this Kaffir was able
if he was clever, to obtain a parcel
of stones. These would be delivered
in due course to the illicit diamond
buyers, on whose shoulders then rest-
ed the responsibility of getting them
“across the border.”

One of the first big parcels of dia-
monds to be safely taken across the
border and out of reach of the dia-
mond act was carried unwittingly
across by the then chief of police of
Kimberley, Capt. Brenchley. At the
time of the latter's tenure of office
as chief of police he had grave sus-
picions that Tke Solomon was dealing
illicitly in diamonds. Solomon posed

Great Wooden Sailing Vessels
That Carry the Tobacco to
Europe—No Hurry for Cargo
Delivery.

(From the New Orleans Times-Demo-
crat.)

At the Stuyvesant docks for several
months past four ships have been
moored ‘broadside to the wharf. The
ships come to the Stuyvesant docks,
broad winged, silent, settling to their
place like homing pigeons, and having

settled they stay there sometimes
for three or four months,
They have been doing the same

thing year after year for many long
years, Perhaps their annual flight
dates back to the days when Louis-
iana was young and was bounded on
the north and west by “the unknown
lands.” At any rate the captain of any
one of them will assure you these
ships or others of like kind will al-
ways and forever be used in this par-

ticular line of trade.
What cargo do they take at the
port of New Orleans? Tobacco!

Nothing but tobacco!
are they engaged when they have
taken their carge home? ‘What far
ports do they seek?

Why, they go back to Bremen and
deliver their cargo and then they tie
up and don’t do a blessed thing all the
rest of the year.

All through the long wharves are
scattered immense hogsheads roughly
bound in so that the golden brown of
the tobacco shows through the cracks
between the staves. The smell of the
tobacco is everywhere; rather pleas-
ing in the fresh river breez. Once in
a while, but not in too great a hurry,
men roll one of the hogsheads toward
the ship, and when it is in proper
position a rope is fastened around it,
a derrick lets down a great hook,
which is caught in the rope, and the
huge bulk swings aloft, oscillates, pau-
ses and sinks down into the hold. It
you lean over the open hatch and
look (lo}\'u you will see the negroes
down there, naked from the waist up,
gleaming with perspiration in the fer-
vent heat as they tug and push and
wax the hogshead into place; but
there is no haste, none of the wild
rushing with which the banana ships
and the coffee ships are unloaded.
This is a different thing altogether.
This is a tobacco ship and it is being
loaded for a firm not in the slightest
hurry to have it get into Bremen.

HOW DOCTOR REMOVED HEART
OF LIVING MAN AND SEWED IT

Remarkable Case of Surgery in Philadelphia--
Man Stabbed With Pair of Shears Lives Two

Operation.

Philadelphia, Aug. 9.—There wereon his white coat splashed the knife

through the antigseptic solution to
cleanse it, and then with deft, little
jabs, parted the mus the
gash he had made in
face.

hand. He was working between the
jettings, between heart beats, now for
the lives of two men—the man on the
table and the man who had wielded
the shears. As the red fountain sub-
sided the surgeon’s left hand went ir
to the negro's side through the cut,
four fingers and palm to the thumb.
The hand turned, prying the ribs apart.
The fingers groped and worked and
then the hand drew back.

In the froth and red confusion
within the gash the attendants saw

something darker, something more
solld that flexed and spurted out a
red jet that cleared the glass table

and spattered upon the white floor.

The surgeon was holding a beating
heart on the palm ef his hand

The heart was beating very slowly
now as life ebbed-—one beat every two-
third seconds

The fountain ebbed. The surgeon's
right hand reached out for the thread-
ed needle. and, when the organ was
relaxed, he thrust the slim poniard
down in, twisted it for a second stitch
as a seamstress gathers the fabric
with her needle, then drew it out. The
attendant helped pull both ends of the
gut thread-—the gut that was to be ab-
sorbed into the heart substance when
the wound healed,

For an instant the heart quivered,
as though it felt pain, twitched to the
very edge of paralysis and death, then
relaxed and flexed into its beat, squirt-
ing a warm stream over the surgeon's
wrist as one might Bqueeze water
tfrom a leaky rubber ball

The point of the shears had pene-
trated the lower left venmtricle of the
heart, making a wound a half inch
long on the heart surface and a quar-
ter inch on the inner sirface of the
heart chamber, The vital muscle is
thick at this point, Eight stitches were
pecessary to close the puncture and
cap the jet. three underneath; five
above, the surgeon working between
beats, each beat bathing - his ‘hand
and wrist in the man's warm blood.

New York, Aug. 10.—A spirit of cau-
tion on the part of those who have
been operating in the stock market
for an advance in prices began to
manifest itself in the action of the
market today. The feeling was based
as much on the duration and extent
of the recovery as on any pesitive de-
velopments bearing on values.

The low prices of the year were
touched two weeks ago and no im-
portant interruption to the recovery
has occurred since that time. The av-
erage prices of the stocks usually se-
lected as most representative of the
whole market's movement sold this
morning rather more than five points
higher than two weeks ago. In the
active market the advance has been
greater reaching from about 10 to 13
points in & number of cases.

As the recovery has proceeded the
demand to borrow stocks for delivery
has diminished and today there was
reported in the loan department the
return of blocks of stocks which bhave
been so borrowed for delivery. The
borrowing for delivery is a part of the
carrying of a contract on the short
side of the market and its subsidence
accompanies a reduction of the uncov-
ered short interest and of the potential
demand for stocks, which were taken
to mean that buyers at the lower
prices were desirous to convert their
profits into cash. The professional
traders on the floor of the stock ex-
change were inclined to take the sell-
ing rather than the buying side in ac-
cordance with the response of prices
to testing operations.

Events which were not regarded as
unfavorable in themselves did not
check the disposition to sell. Such
was the report by the United States
Steel cerporation of the tonnage of
unfilled orders en hand on August 1st,
which was given out today in accord-
ance with the new policy adepted at
