Maniac Breaks Cell, Kills
Guard With lron Bar, Re-
leases a Comrade And Both
Make Their Way Out.

Montreal, March 16.—~Francois D'-
Haine, a guardian, was struck down
and killed at the asylum of 8t. Benoit
Joseph yesterday. Two inmates have
escaped from the institution, one of
whom, Augustus Panneton, is said to
bave been the assailant.

Panneton and Rappael (Gadbois are
the two men who made fheir escape.

The men displayed great cunning
and resource in making their getaway.
Panneton was confined in one of the
strongest cells in the institution. His
hands were manacied behind his back;
the door was a stout one, secure with
six immense locks, and the transom
at the top was small and was barred
with stout iron rods.

Somehow the man managed to get
rid of the handcuffs, Then he tore
out several of the bars over the tran-
som, and, ‘being a thin man, crawled
through. Then he proceeded to the
o¢ll of Gadbois, and released him.

Francois D’Haine, aged 055, the
night guard, heard noises issuing from
the corridor, and proceeded to inves-
tigate. When near the cell he came
upon the two men.

D'Haine immediately tried to get
the maniacs under control, and return
them to their cells, but he was at-
tacked. One of the pair wielded an
iron bar, about two feéet long, which
had been wrenched from its place in
the lavatory, probably on the preced-
ing night. D’'Haine’s skull was frac-
tured by the blow he received, and
death was almost instantaneous.

Arrangements Fairly Well Ad-
vahoed For Counting Popu-
lation Of Canada—Will Be
An Expensive Undertaking.

Ottawa, Mar. 16—It costs something
to take the census of Canada. The
appropriation for the purpose is $1,-
000,000, but Mr. Archibald Blue, the
census commissioner, says that the
cost would exceed this amount.

The commissioners have been ap-
pointed and their names will be an-
nounced in the Canadian Gazette in
a few days. There are 2 in all
Three permanent officers of the cen-
sus bureau will be assigned to meet
the commissioners at various conven-
fent points throughout the Dominion.
There will probably be four or five
meeting places in  Ontario and the
same number in Quebec. There will be
one meeting place in the Maritime
Provinces and one in each of the west-
ern provinces,

The instructions to the commis-
sioners will be given in April and the
instructions to the enumerators in
May. The latter have not as yet been
appointed. Actual work on the cen-
sus will be commenced June.

It has been arranged that the fac-
tors or diatrict managers of the Hud-
son Bay Company, will take the ce
sus at the different stations of this
company and one of the principal of-
ficers of the company has been ap-
pointed a commissioner.

Counting the Indians,

The Indian agents of the govern-
ment will take the census at all In-
dian agencies, They will receive the
instructions direct from the census
bureau and report directly to it.in-
stead of the department of Indian af-
fairs. At the last census there were
93,460 fullblooded Indians in Canada
and 34,481 halfbreeds. It is expected
the aborigines while not showing any
great increase, will be able to hold
their own,

While perhaps the most marked in-
crease in the population of Canada
will be found in the various cities,
rapid strides have beén made in the
rural distriets of Ontario and the west.
The provinces of Saskatchewan and
Alberta will it expected, show the
greatest increases. Manitoba will show
a substantial gain, but the prowvince is
a comparatively small cne and a large
portion of it has been settled for
years,

Fredericton, Mar. 18.—Occasionally

The \lulmmn l’nnin(-oa have one
advantage over the West. There is
evidently considerably less danger of
dying of typhoid In the cities of these
provinces than in the cities of the
prairie country.

A glance at the figures given below,
showing the death rates for typhoid
in vurious cities will show that health
conditiens in the East are much bet
ter than in the Northwest. The rate
glven St. Jehn is, it is true, rather
high as compared with Halifax and
Moncton, but in 1909, the year for
which this comparison is made, . St
John had an unusual epidemic of ty
phoid; and, besides, the vital statistic.
compiled by the St. John Board of
Health take in the county as well as
the city, and in that year when the
city was credited with 15 deaths from
this disease scveral cases were im
ported. For 1910 as well as for 1908
only 6 deaths were due to typhold,
which for a population of 100,000 would
make the rate about 10,

8t. John is particularly fortunate in
the purity of its water supply, as no
cases have been traced to this source.

Interviewed with reference to an
article in the Times, charging the Ap-
peals Committee with giving relief
without investigation and insinuating
that “as the date of the civic elections
draws nearer the generosity of the
aldermen increases.”

cases are given relief. In justice to
my department, through which all ap-
peals are made, I think it is only
right that the citizens should know
the facts,

“In the first place the Times infers
that becaunse ‘in less than thre
months the Appeals Committee of the
city council has wiped out, or greatly
reduced, the taxes of some ecighty-five
persons,” there¢ should be some com-
fort for they man who is not anxious
to pay his tayes.' Further on in its
editorial The Times adds: ‘It appears
that as the date of the civic elections
draws mearer the gemerosity of the
aldermen increases.’

Reducing Arrears.

“In reply to this insinuation I may
state that for the past twelve months
a special effort has been made by
the chamberlain's department to
wipe out arrears of taxes, which have
been standing on the books for many
vears. Relief has only been granted
when the ‘defaulters were unable to
pay, and there was no prospect of a
payment in the future. We have
cleared our books, and I do not believe
the city is any poorer by so doing.
“The Times also says,” continued
Mr. Lingley, ‘that this system dogs
not appeéar to be an ideal one.

RECIPROGITY AND

CANADIAN MLLERS

Flour Man in City Yesterday,
Believes Passage of Reci-
procity Agreement will Close
Smiall Canadian Mills.

That the statements that the farm:
ers of the West are overwhelmingly
in favor of reciprocity are misleading,
is the opinion of A, H. Balfour, a
representative of the W. (. Omand
and Company, of Toronto, who was at
the Royal yesterday.

“Canadian flour is well known and
favorably regarded in the Old Coun-
try,” sald Mr. Balfour to a Standard
reporter, “Our Canadian flour mills
are increasing their sales in the Old
Country and the prospects of develop-
ing markets for our flour in the old
world and elsewhere are bright. More-
over Canada sells a very large quan-
tity of fall wheat to the British mill-
ers who use it for blending purposes

-to whiten the flour made up from
wheat obtained from other sources, |\

“If the reciproecity arrangemen
put into effect, it is going to force tife
smaller Canadian flour mills out of
business, because the big American
millers will buy Canadian wheat, mill
it across the border, and boost it in
the British market as flour made from
Canadian awheat, and thus beat our
own millers out of the British trade.”

Mr. Balfour who has travelled a
good deal in the West, said that so far
as e had had opportunity to judge
the reports that the Western farmers
were strongly In favor of reciprocity
were not correct.

“At present, he added, “the Wesiern
farmers have a natural pride In the
fact that Canadian flour has guch a
high reputation in the Britifh iaar-
kets. and many of them entertain the
opinion that if the American millers
get a chance to buy Canadian wheat,
mix it with inferior brands of Ameri
can Wheat, and boost the product in
the Fritish markets as flour made
from Canadian wheat, it will tend to
destroy the reputation of both Cana-
dian flour and wheat, and so lead the
British people to increase their pur-
chases  from Russia—a departure
which, by limiting our markets, would
tend to retard the development of the
Waest,

“A very large proportion of farmers
wounld sooner not sell to American
millérs than run the risk of losing the
British market. Moreover they feel
that they wowld not get any better

from the Canadian millers, and they
would prefer to sell to, the small Can-
adian mills which aré located nearer
to the wheat fields, afd assist in de-
veloping ' the country, upon the pros-
perity of which as a whole depends
the development and improvement of
the transportation facilities which en-
able the Western farmers to make
money out of the wheat fields,”

Mr. Balfour sailled on the Saturnia.
He is going to the Old Country in the
iuterests of his firm which does a
large business buying from the small.
er Canadian mills, and shipping to
forelgn countries.
