If this sum should
prove insuffjclent to redeem all the
notes of an insolvent bank, then all
the other chartered banks are required
to contribute pro rata sufficient adds
tional sum to make good the def]-
ciency. Thus holders of Canadian
bank notes are always amply securea,
Gold will be given by the Dominion
Government in exchange for the notes
when presented at any branch office of
the Receiver-General.

Banks of Exchange receive money
on deposit, and, instead of paying
back to the depositors, make payments
by dnafts on other banks.

Necessity of Banks—All classes are
Interested in banks, whether they be-
lUeve in them or not, as the bulk of
the notes circulating as money are ia‘rl
sued by them. The provisions of the
Aot under which the chartered banks
do business in Canada are of Mnterest
to others besides Canadians, for it is
universally admitted to be of high ex-
cellence. The power to establish banks
that issue notes ts granted by the rep
resentatives of the people in Parlia-
ment; hence banking should be under
stood by all classes.

Chartered . Banks — The Canadian
Bank Act is the result of yeans of re-
peated effort of committees of both
branches of Panliament. The Act is a
consolidation of many separate acts,
formerly enacted by several provincial
and  territorial legislatures under
which charters to camy on banking
were conferred on certain corpora-
tions. But soon after the provinces
were confederated, the general subject
of bank chanters was taken up in Par-
liament with a view of estabilshment
of a general act for the whole Domin-
fon, the result being the passage of
one general act under which banking
has been carried on by gll chartered
banks since 1871. The limit of the
operation of the act was fixed at tem
