The Tracadie Lepers.
We have received a copy of the New 

York Sun containing a long letter signed 
"Ziska," in which the writer describes a 
visit to the Tracadie lazaretto lately, 
what he believes to be the origin and 
cause of the disease, the condition of the 
lepers, the lazaretto, etc., and the self- 
sacrifice of the good nuns who, for God’s 
sake, attend on the lepers, dress their 
sores snd minister to all their wants. Of 
what he believes was the first case of the

The ceilings are low, and the rooms are
ventilated. The Sisters work to great dis­
advantage. AU that they receive is spent 1 
upon the immured lepers. They are now 
building a dormitory for themselves at their , 
own expense. The isolation of the lazaretto 
is so complete and Visitors are so few that 
its wants do not reach the public ear. 
Surely there ought to be one man in the 
Parliament of the Dominion of Canada to 
champion the interests of the poor men and 
women whose life imprisonment to a punish- 
ment for no crime, although confined for 
the protection of the community.”

A daughter, twenty-four years old, whose 
fingers are drawn up like the claws of a 
dead bird, has inherited the scourge from 
the mother, and is now in the institution.

“ Singular as it may seem, the lepers 
are subject to attacks from ordinary dis­
eases. There have been deaths from 
jaundice and typhus fever. In some cases 
the skin is dry and clean, and in others it 
is covered with ulcers. Those afflicted 
with ulcers live the longest. Damp 
weather has a damaging effect. The 
patients are feverish, and complain of 
rheumatic pains. They have fits of drow­
siness, and sleep for hours daily. In 
winter and summer they invariably im- 
prove. None have died within fourteen 
months.

“They are peculiarly sensitive. We 
were warned against using the word 
leprosy within their hearing. They speak 
of it as the ‘disease.’ Each patient ap­
parently has an impression that there 
may be some mistake in his case, and 
that he is suffering from some other com­
plaint"

He describes at some length several of 
the cases which he saw, and others of 
which he heard, and the manner in which 
it runs through the afflicted families. He 
seems to come to the conclusion that the 
disease is not contagious, and he says — 

“The native families of French des­
cent seem to be satisfied it is contagious.

This physician 
made a careful study of the disease. It 
baffled his skill. He could give if no 
name. He found nothing like it on the 
medical calendar. It seemed beyond the 
reach of remedies. So engrossed was he 
in its study that he grew thin and pale. 
Sleepless nights were passed. To add to 
his distraction, his attention was directed 
to a second case. The victim was a Mrs. 
Landry, living seventy five miles from 
Miramichi. Of French extraction, she 
was in no way related to Mrs. Gardner. 
Fawn-colored spots appeared upon her 
body. Her akin became as transparent 
and as scaly as isinglass. The contrac­
tion of the fingers and the ominous swell­
ing of the eyes were there. There were 
the same aches and pains as in the case 
of Mrs. Gardner. The physician was 
nonplussed. At the end of his medical 
rope, determined to ascertain the true 
character of the disease, he sold his little 
property and went to Europe. He tra­
velled through England, France and Ger­
many, and gleaned no information. Act­
ing upon a hint received in Paris, he 
passed through Denmark into Norway. 
Near the coast, where the main staple of 

food was dried fish and salt meats, he 
visited a lazaretto. Ite inmates were im­
mured for life. There was no mistaking 
the symptoms. They were suffering from 
the same disease as Mrs. Gardner and 
Mrs. Landry. It was leprosy, and incu­
rable.”

DUBLIN, Aug. 19.—One of the two boys 
wounded at the time the Joyce family 
were murdered near Cong, has died of his 
wounds. He was 14 years old. The 
other boy, who is 13 years, is in a very 
prostrate condition.

that neither that nor the highest “cul­
ture” is sufficient to change for the better 
the moral nature of man.

The young men who participated in 
that brawl have received a bitter lesson. 
It is to be hoped that they at least will 
profit by it, and will abandon the evil 
ways which have led them down so deep 
into crime and disgrace. It is to be 
hoped, also, that to others who are but 
entering upon a career of vice and dissi­
pation, that terrible event will be a 
warning.

The Coercion Act, or the Crimes Act, 
as it is technically called, has already 
proved a signal failure as a means for the 
prevention of crime. The police swarm 
in town and country, exercising in the 
most arbitrary and tyrannical manner the 
extraordinary powers with which they are 
clothed, imprisoning all who are obnox­
ious to them or offend their dignity, so 
that it is said the streets of some western 
towns are deserted long before nightfall, 
the country people not daring to remain, 
lest, if overtaken by night on the why 
home, they may be imprisoned. Judge 
Lawson, sitting by special commission in 
the Dublin Court House, and assisted by 
special juries which some call € packed,’’ 
is treating with the utmost rigor all who 
are convicted of “outrages” of any sort, 
sentencing men convicted of what is call­
ed aggravated assault to ten, fifteen, and 
in some cases twenty years penal servi­
tude. In two cases he has sentenced men 
to be hanged, and the number of those 
sentenced to penal servitude is already 
very great. But all this does not deter 
the criminal classes from the commission 
of other crimes. Since the special com­
mission was issued two or three farmers 
have been shot dead, apparently because 
of some violation of the secret agricultu­
ral code, more dreaded than any Act of 
Parliament ; and a policeman was shot in 
the open day in the streets of Parsons- 
town. This murder the telegrams de­
scribe aa follows;—•

DUBLIN, Aug. 13—A telegram from 
Parsontown, King’s County, states that sub- 
Constable Edward Brown was assassinated 
there last evening. Accompanied by 
another constable he passed tho public- 
house of Kiernan Egan on Townsend street, 
when a man standing in the door way fired 
four shots al him from a revolver. One 
shot struck Brown in the back and passed 
through his right lung. The murderer es­
caped through the house Into the yard, 
which opens into a side street From this 
point all traces of him were lost. The 
street was crowded, it being market day. 
A doctor was in immediate attendance, but 
Brown lingered in great agony until mid­
night, when he died. Two arrests were 
made to-day. A revolver was found in the 
yard of the publie-house. Brown had only 
been two months in Parsontown.

That exceeds in audacity any crime -of 
the kind committed since the dreadful 
murders in the Park. On the night of 
the 17th a whole family were brutally 
massacred near Gong, in the County of 
Galway. Some time ago a bailiff who 
went out to serve ejectment papers, and a 
lad who accompanied him, were murdered 
near the same place, and their bodies 
were sunk in a lake, where they were dis­
covered some time after. It is said that 
a man named Joyce, who lived near the 
lake, and some members of his family, 
were suspected of having given informa­
tion in that case. On the night of the 
17th a party of armed men visited the 
house, shot and killed Joyce, his wife, 
his daughter and his mother, a very old 
woman, and wounded two boys, one of 
whom, aged 14, has since died. Ten men 
have been arrested on suspicion, and

We do not know what the pay of an 
Irish policeman is. It was but 16d., or 
at most is. 6d. a day, that is from 32 to 
36 cents a day, and besides they were fur­
nished with the uniform which they al. 
ways wore, and had barrack accommoda­
tion, fuel and light free. Wo see it stat­
ed that the pay was increased about 
twelve years ago. Their demand lately 
was for an additional shilling a day. For 
such work as they do, although on the 
whole they lead a very idle life, the pay 
should he large. The Irish Secretary 
stated in the House of Commons that it 
was not proposed to alter their permanent 
pay, and that the £180,000 which was 
asked would be divided amongst them as 
gratuities at the rate of about three 
months’ pay to each man. The pay of 
the officers is to be increased. The pay 
of county inspectors is to range from 
£425 a year to £598, according to length 
of service ; the pay of sub-inspectors of 
the first class from £357 to 2435 a year, 
and of the second class from £237 to 
£305. The total cost of the force has 
been about £1,600,000 a year. The gra­
tuity must be repeated if the troubles 
continue, and it is thus made the interest 
of every man in the force to keep the 
troubles alive.

Admiral Hewitt teleg aphs from Suez 
at 4 this morning, that yesterday Captain 
Hastings, in command of the seamen and 
marines of the gunboats Sea Gull and 
Mosquito, assisted by 200 Highlanders 
under Major Kelsey, proceeded to Shaloof 
and found 600 of the enemy strongly en­
trenched behind the station. The English 
force landed and defeated them, taking 
45 prisoners, some small cannon and a 
quantity of ammunition and stores. Our 
loss is two Highlanders drowned and two 
seamen wounded. The enemy’s loss was 
about one hundred killed and wounded.

The News has the following from Suez : 
—“Have just returned from Chalouf, 
where I witnessed the conclusion of the 
fight in which 250 of our men, including 
Highlanders, blue jackets and marines, 
brilliantly defeated twice their number of 
the enemy. The fight lasted from 11 o’­
clock Sunday morning until nearly 5 
o’clock p. m. The firing of the High- 
landers was remarkable for coolness and 
steadiness. The Gatlings on the top of 
the gunboat worked with abmirable pre­
cision, and did much execution among 
the enemy, who advanced to within 100 
yards of the bank of the canal. The suc­
cess was all the more brilliant owing to 
the extremely difficult nature of the 
country and which abounded with low 

'ridges and water courses. Lieut. Lang, 
of the Highlanders, gallantly crossed the 
fresh water canal in the face of a hot fire 
and brought back a boat thus enabling a 
company each of Highlanders and marines 
to cross and take the enemy on the right 
flank. The enemy fought bravely. Their 
commander was killed.”

General Sir Garnet Wolsely visited De 
Lesseps yesterday and explained the 
action of the British in regard to the Suez 
Canal. He said everything would be 
over in a few days, but that the English 
must use the canal for the present. M. 
DeLesseps expressed himself as fully 
satisfied with General Wolesley’s explana­
tion and said he regretted there had been 
a misunderstanding on the subject.

Yesterday p. m. the 72nd Regt, engag­
ed the enemy at Serapeum and repulsed 
them. Two of our men were killed and 
five wounded. The enemy lost 100 men 
and four guns.

SUEZ, Aug. 22.—Four hundred men of 
the 72nd Regiment left here this morning 
for Serapeum, and when they reached 
that village they found it deserted and 
the railway stock carried off. From the 
end of Bitter Lakes the enemy were seen 
in large numbers, three miles off, retreat­
ing northwards, The Highlanders who 
participated in the fight at Shaloof yes­
terday, occupied the fresh water canal 
lock at Serapeum, an important position 
from which the enemy had retreated. 
The prisoners say that Arabi Pasha forced 
them to fight, threatening to have them 
shot if they refused. They say the chief 
officer fled soon after the action began. 
The success of the British at Shaloof and 
the energy displayed by them in search­
ing the coast toward Ismailia have thorou­
ghly demoralized the enemy. Opposition 
on this side of the canal is considered 
ended.

Prisoners taken at Shaloof declare that 
the defeat of the enemy there on Sunday 
was a terrible beating for Arabi Pasha.

At six o'clock this morning the gunboat 
Mosquito crossed the Bitter Lakes and 
shelled the railway station and subse­
quently troops landed from the gunboat 
and found the place deserted, while large 
bodies of Arab’s cavalry were seen stream­
ing toward the desert.

ALEXANDRIA, Aug. 22.—The transports 
Duke of Argyll, British Prince, City of 
Lincoln and Montreal, with over 1,200 
men and 800 horses, have arrived here.

This p. m. about 600 Highlanders made 
a reconnoisance from Gabriel station at 
Ramleh in the direction of Kafr El Dwar. 
Simultaneously the forty pounders at the 
water works hill opened fire. The Egyp­
tians replied after the third round. There 
was no infantry firing. The British are 
bringing four heavy guns into position 
about 150 yards in advance of their pre­
sent Ramleh lines.

The Egyptian officers appointed by the 
Khedive to accompany the British army 
started to-day, via Port Said.

Gunboat Condor went to Aboukir this 
morning and returned this p. m.

At an audience granted to the Feder- 
azione Piana, composed of several Cath­
olic societies of Rome, the Pope des­
cribed the present attitude of the 
government and of the factions which 
really control the government as full of 
danger to religion and society. He said:— 

“To the heart of a father, the afiection 
of his children is so much the more dear, 
as the circumstances in which this affec­
tion is manifested are the more sorrowful 
and painful. Such is precisely the char­
acter of the testimony of love and devo­
tion which you offer to us to-day, dearly 
beloved children, in presenting to us 
theee.new volumes filled with numerous 
signatures of Romans, as a solemn testi­
mony of their indefatigable attachment 
to the Church of Jesus Christ and to its 
Visible Head.

“These repeated manifestations have a 
very high significance for us, for they 
give a denial to those who would wish to 
affront the Romans by believing them, in 
general, leas devoted to the cause of the 
Church, or indifferent to what is done 
against her within the walls of their city.

“In truth, that appeared impossible. 
The facta to which you have referred, and 
which have come to pass, above all on 
that fatal night which witnessed, a year 
ago, the sacrilegious offences committed 
against the venerated remains of our glo­
rious predecessor, demonstrate to evid­
ence how very fierce is the war which is 
waged against Religion, against the 
Church and the Papacy, with the open 
intention of crushing and of destroying 
them if that were possible.

Rome is chiefly marked out as the 
point of attack, because it is the centre of 
Catholicity, the See of the Pontificate, and 
because the faith has been able to plant 
deep roots here and to manifest itself 
here in all its splendor.

“Men educated in hatred of religion, 
and who have been allowed, with full 
leisure, to grow up filled with arrogance 
and audacity, give, in Rome here, the 
proofs of their iniquity. There are jour­
nals which scatter widely and with impu­
nity doctrines of impiety, in blaspheming 
and in cursing the most sacred things;

The Archbishop of Cashel, a few Sun­
days ago, blessed the bell of a fine new 
church at Emly, in the county of Tipper­
ary, and, afterwards, replying to an ad­
dress presented to him, speaking of the 
zeal shown in pushing the splendid edifice 
so rapidly to completion, said to the as­
sembled thousands :—

I shall rather ask you to consider with 
me for a moment our actual condition 
and future prospecta as a struggling peo­
ple—that is to say, what gains, if any, 

, we have made during the last three years, 
and how best we may secure and even

were without heart. They had been different. It is even necessary that all 
those who love Religion and the Papacy 
with a sincere love should henceforward 
openly show themselves as they are. The 
promoters of impiety make their attacks 
without a mask; it is fitting that Cath­
olics should in like manner defend them­
selves, in constituting themselves the in­
trepid champions of their faith, and in 
showing that they are not disposed to 
sacrifice it at any price.

“This costs, it as true; but remember, 
dearly beloved children, that always, 
in the most troubled periods of the 
Church, the preservation of the faith has 
been the fruit of generous sacrifices and 
of struggles sustained with Christian 
courage.

“We have it deeply at heart, dearly 
beloved children, that all good Catholics 
in Rome- should be inspired with these 
sentiments, and drawing from the ex- 
ample of their ancestor* the force to im­
itate them, they hold strictly united 
to the fundamental rock of the Catholic 
edifice, against which, according to the 
infallible promise of Christ, the powers 
of hell shall never prevail.

“Meanwhile, dearly beloved children, 
continue with alacrity and zeal the works 
which you have undertaken, and, above 
all, strive with all care to keep enkindled 
in the people of Rome love for the Cath­
olic faith and the sentiment of those du­
ties which are imposed upon them by the 
very serious and sad condition of the 
present time.

“May the assistance of Heaven, which 
cannot fail you, sustain you in your ar­
duous enterprise, and may Our Apostolic 
Benediction, which with the effusion of 
Our whole heart We impart to you all here 
present, to your societies, to your famil­
ies and to all the Catholics of Rome, be 
a comfort to you.
