-erials and the completed fertilizer 
proved very satisfactory. They 
got a good article and saved over 
$1000 on the 70 tons.

This afternoon there is a meet­
ing of the society in Burtt’e hall, 
Hartland, and it will be demon­
strated that farmers can mix 
their own tertilizer and save $15 
a ton on it. All doubting Thom­
ases are requested to come and 
learn rather than stay, away and 
criticize.

The society can take another 
hundred members and the greater 
the number, the more material 
can be bought, and the more mat­
erial bought the cheaper it comes.

Their 
escape has been long concerted, was 
successfully executed, despite many 
serious obstacles on the journey to 
the Dutch frontier, where both 
arrested, being suspected of smug­
gling. Their reception by the Dutch 
was extremely kind. Both the escap­
ed prisoners are rapidly recovering 
from the severe strain of their long 
tramp across country by night.
