So many comments have been made
upon our editorial upon the improper
use of our flag that we herewith print
some regulations respecting the prop-
er time and place to fly same:—

(War Department Bulletin).

Many inquiries concerning the pro-
per method of displaying, hanging,
and saluting the flag are being re-
ceived in the *‘War Department with
the evident object of securing some
authoritative statement relating to
the subject. In this connection it
should be remarked that while it is
within the province of the War De-|
partment to prescribe rules and re-

question for observance within the
Army, yet it is beyond its province to
prescribe any such rules or regula-
tions for the guidance of civilians or
to undertake to decide questions con-
cerning the subject that are presented
by civilians.

“There are, however, certain funda-

The staff edge of the flag is the her-!
aldic dexter or right edge. When
the nation flag is carried, as in a pro-
cession, with another flag or flags, the
place of the national flag is on right,
i. e, the flag’ own right. When the
national flag and another flag are dis-i
played together, as against a wall|
from crossed staffs, the national flag
should be on the right, the flag’s own
right, i. e., the observer’s left, and its
staff should be in front of the staff of |
the other flag. Wher a number of
flags grouped and displayed from
staffs the national flag should be in
the centre or at the highest point of
the group.

International usuage forbids the
display of the flag of one nation above
that of any other nation in time of
peace. When the flags of two or
more nations are to he displayed, they |
should be flown from eparate staffs,
or from separate halyards, or equal
size and on the same level.

It should not be festooned over
doorways or arches nor tied in a bow-|
knot nor fashioned into a rosette.;

When used on a Sdstrum it should’
be displayed abéve and behind the
speaker’s desk. It should never be:
used to cover the speaker’s desk nor
to drape over the front of the plat-!
form. For this latter purpose as well |
as for decoration in general, bunting
of the national colors should. be used. |

Under no circumstances should the
flag be draped over chairs or benches,
nor should any object or emblem of
any kind' be placed above or upon it,
nor should it be hung where it can be
eaily contaminated or oiled.

A very common misuse of the flag is
the practice of embroidering the flag
on cushions and hangkerchiefs, and the
printing of the flag on paper napkins.
