Ald. John Ashton by two votes in 
ward three’s aldermanic recount, 
opened yesterday and which was ad­
journed after an all-day session until 
today at 2 p.m.

Seven more of the 25 subdivisions 
in the ward have yet to be checked 
over.

Drake, hav­
ing gained three votes to the latter’s 
one. This allowed him a majority of 
one, as Ald. Drake had a majority of 
one on election night.

Gains Eight Ballots.
During the afternoon session, when 

eleven more subdivisions were 
checked, Ald. Drake regained first 
place and increased his lead by one 
vote. During the day his net gain was 
eight ballots to seven of his opponent.

The advanced railwaymen’s and 
commercial travelers’ poll is one of 
the seven remaining subdivisions to 
be counted again, while the other six 
are from the extreme eastern section 
of the ward. •

One other vote for Ex-Ald. Ashton 
is held in reserve, pending a final de­
cision by Judge Macbeth, who seeks 
a ruling. The ballot is marked in a 
certain manner, and his honor under­
stands that there is a supreme court 
ruling that would guide him in his 
judgment. This one ballot may yet 
enact a very important role.

In Case of Tie.
In the event of a tie vote, City 

Clerk Baker must cast the deciding 
vote. He will give it to Ald. Drake as 
now being in office. The clerk es­
tablished this precedent when he 
Voted for Dr. Hugh Stevenson when 
Col. Gartshore and the ex-mayor tied 
in a mayoralty contest.

Ald. Drake has served eight years 
in the council, and this would be his 
first defeat. Ex-Ald. Ashton is a 
representative of the Labor party, 
and served several years on the coun­
cil, and was also chairman of the 
board of works.

Canadian Press Despatch.
Edmonton, Dec. 21.—Hotels and 

restaurants will not be permitted to 
sell beer, according to the bill which 
will be submitted to the Legislature 
next month, implementing the re­
cent referendum which was indorsed 
by a large majority for the legal sale 
in the province of intoxicating liquor.

Sale of beer by bottle or glass for 
consumption on the premises will be 
permitted, however, in such prem­
ises, consisting of a room conforming 
to strict regulations of the board, it 
is announced in a statement issued 
today by Premier Greenfield, follow­
ing a three-day caucus of his sup­
porters in the Legislature.

A liquor control board of three 
members with “very wide powers" is 
to be appointed to administer the act.

Permits are to be issued to resi­
dents and visitors, and they may 
purchase wines and spirits in sealed 
packages at government stores in 
quantities "limited by regulations of 
the board" for consumption "in 
private residences only." Beer is also 
to be sold only to permit owners.

There is to be a measure of local 
option governing the location of 
liquor stores and licensed beer 
premises. Bona fide clubs will be 
permitted to sell beer to members, 
subject to regulations.

Sir John Martin Harvey’s inter­
pretation of those subtle and intensely 
morbid shades of character which 
have made Hamlet the greatest psy­
chological enigma of all time, drew 
merited appreciation from Grand 
Theatre patrons last night. No other 
role, perhaps, is so admirably suited 
to the temperament of the noted Eng­
lish tragedian. The mighty Shakes­
peare himself could not have failed 
to commend this new and distinctly 
original characterization of the mel­
ancholy Danish philosopher.

There have been Hamlets and 
Hamlets. Some have been content to 
sacrifice the esthetic, emotional Ham­
let for the virile, dominant Hamlet 
who so subtly reflects the undaunted 
philosophy of pessimism which was 
Shakespeare’s. Sir John's Hamlet is 
not of the latter, and perhaps that 
is why his characterization seems so 
delightfully naive and distinct in it­
self.

The new Hamlet, whom Londoners 
have hitherto not seen, bares his soul 
to the world, and is unashamed. The 
torment of an introspective mind 
seeking to solve the riddle of life and 
death; the tolerant scorn of an heroic 
soul for the sickening orthodoxy of 
his fellows; the despair which genius 
always feels on finding that ques­
tionings bode no good and that the 
riddle of life and death shall always 
remain a riddle—these are the stress­
ed points of this new Hamlet, who, 
by revealing his bleeding heart, 
strikes a sympathetic chord in the 
hearts of all whose misfortune it is 
to understand.

Traits Lovable.
The story of Hamilet has been too 

often told to bear repeating. It is 
Sir John Martin Harvey's projection 
of Shakespeare's philosophy as re­
flected in the haunted figure of the 
Prince of Denmark, which is worthy 
of comment. With the exception, 
perhaps, of John Barrymore, no other 
living Hamlet has so successfully 
“sold" the public on the charming, 
lovable traits of that tragic figure. In 
presenting an original Hamlet, how­
ever, Sir John in no way obscures the 
star of Shakespeare. He rather ac­
centuates those points which the 
great bard intended should be accen­
tuated. ...The Martin Harvey production is 
particularly fortunate in its struc- 
ture and method of presentation. The 
final scene, which in the Hamlet of 
Forbes Robertson closes with the 
death of the title figure, followed only 
by Horatio's soliloquy, is in this new 
Hamlet much more effective. Ham­

Reports Cure 
For Plague

Associated Press Despatch.
London, Dec. 22.—Hope that a 

cure for the foot and mouth dis­
eases which is now ravishing cat­
tle herds in Great Britain at last 
is at hand, is held out by the Daily 
Express' Utrecht correspondent 
who reports that important exper­
iments are being made there by 
Professor Pfeiler, a German, and 
a Dutch veterinary.

The two are now working out 
their theories in the neighborhood 
of a public slaughter house in 
Utrecht. The correspondent says 
the method employed is a sub­
cutaneous injection of a specially 
prepared serum. Dr. Pfeiler be­
lieves it will eventually save Eu­
rope the tremendous wastage she 
now suffers, because of the plague 
of the disease.

In the meantime the disease 
continues to spread.

James Gray, chairman of the military 
hospital committee, was a dominat­
ing figure, presiding over the great 
gathering.

Another interesting guest of the 
occasion was Sir Adam Beck, who 
has an Interest in the sanatorium, 
having been largely instrumental in 
its erection.

Never was there such a Christmas 
party as that party, largely because, 
for the first time, soldiers, civilians 
and children all had a part in it 
Hitherto their Christmas fun ' bas 
been enjoyed apart.

From the tree came gifts from the 
Red Cross Society for the soldier pa­
tients—150 soft, gray dressing gowns, 
beautifully trimmed with blue, which 
had been cut out by the Bed Cross 
committee and made up at the Helena 
Costume Company, through the gen­
erosity of Ernest Little. To each of 
the civilian patients was also given 
a present, all purchased under the 
supervision of the Ladies’ Auxiliary 
to the London Health Association, of 
which Mrs. G. T. Brown is the presi­
dent. And for the children were 
quantities of toys, which came from 
Mr. Donahue of Hay's Stationery 
Company and other friends in the 
city. And when the tree had been 
stripped every man. woman and child 
had been made happy.

ELABORATE PROGRAM
NEW STEPS HERALDED

The predicted municipal storm 
over the administration of affairs by 
John S. Cousins, reeve of Middlesex; 
Walter Laidlaw, first deputy, and 
William Boler, second deputy, did 
not materialize at the meeting of the 
Ratepayers' Association of Manor 
Park last night. These three officials 
did not show up as anticipated, and 
the meeting therefore indorsed W. 
S. Merriam to oppose Mr. Cousins 
for the reeveship, while W. L. Wright 
will be candidate for the council.

The stewardship of Messrs. Cou­
sins, Laidlaw and Boler during the 
year was vigorously assailed by a 
battery of speakers, who claimed they 
had not shown sufficient interest in 
the welfare of Manor and Highland 
Parks.

W. L. Wright declared the three 
present incumbents had become 
“moth-eaten" and urged the ratepay­
ers to oust them from office. Others 
said the drainage system in those 
districts was “terrible," and still 
others charged Mr. Cousins with fail­
ure to live up to political promises 
along with his two associates.

“They have not pressed the claims 
of residents here in regard to the 
construction of adequate drainage 
system," one speaker said.

A. C. Jolley added that now was 
the time to show them that the rate­
payers would not stand for a further 
period of alleged neglect.

"The present township councillors 
have failed to fulfill any of their pre- 
election promises," he said.

E. G. Robson appealed for a hand- 
some majority for Mr. Merriam. He 
recommended that the latter be 
elected by the greatest majority ever 
given a candidate. “We've got to 
make the result emphatic and sub­
due them for all time." he said.

It's all quiet again along Main 
Street, and no doubt that “easy atti- 
tude of super-medocrity will persist 
until such time as “Overtime" Wenige 
delivers another of his hair-raising 
inaugural addresses. The defeated 
candidates have presented their alibis 
and the successful have selected 
their favorite chairs for the ensuing 
term.

Just what is the aldermanic record 
for the current year? Just what con­
crete proof is there to submit to con- 
vince the skeptical that Mayor 
Wenige and his associates have 
achievements to their credit other 
than possible reputations as expert 
conversationalists?

Just what has Mayor Wenige and 
the members of the common council 
done during their term of office? 
Have they "left undone those things 
which they ought to have done” or 
have they “done those things which 
they ought not have done.”

Much was said both in and out of 
the council during 1923. Much is 
said both in and out of the council 
every year. And much will be said 
both in and out of the council next 
year, and the next following, and the 
year after that. The mayor and 
twelve aldermen will expound thejr 
views, and lift their clarion voices in 
much the same manner and volume in 
one year as in another.

This Consolation.
And there is always this consola- 

tion; that no matter how incompe­
tent or unreasonable one council may 
be or seem to be, to the general pub- 
lie, it will be always possible to elect 
a worse one.

Ald. George Burdick's timely com­
ment at the farewell session was: 
“We didn't poke one another in the 
eye as they did in Toronto,” while 
reference was also made to a Michi­
gan mayor, who last year threatened 
to throw one of his aldermanic op­
ponents through the window. Noth­
ing quite as sensational as that 
occurred during 1923, and no one 
need ever dare essay the remark that 
the British right of free speech was 
ever violated. As a general rule, the 
municipal procedure bylaw was 
blandly ignored. Members talked of­
ten and at length. Their opinions 
were voiced so all could hear, and 
very rarely did anyone object.

Mayor Wenige did feel impelled 
one night to admonish Ald. William 

Wilson, while now and then Ald. 
Wilson felt it his duty; perhaps from 
his respected position as “dean of all 
the councillors,” to correct Ald. Watt. 
But a sharp command. “Sit down. 
Watt," or "Don’t be jumping up and 
down, Drake." was the extent of Ald. 
Wilson’s lesson.

Taking them "by and large,” as 
they would say at Ottawa (so it must 
be right), the 1923 legislators be­
haved about as well as they have 
done in past years.__

And now as to their record. While 
they appear in the public limelight 
probably more than any other of the 
city representatives, not excluding 
the city’s delegates to the important 
■eats in the governments, the gen­
eral public seems to have never quite 
gathered the significance of the fact 
that the mayor and aldermen pos­
sess but a 4 per cent spending power. 
They jingle together but 4 cents out 
of every dollar.

And this is what they did in 1923: 
THE TAX RATE.

This was lowered; not much but a 
decrease in the rate from 34.9 to 34.7. 
Just what difference this actually 
made in the tax-bills and with the 
normal assessment increase, can be 
best answered by the ratepayers 
themselves, who naturally will know 
if they paid more to the tax collector 
in 1923 than they did in 1922.

ASSESSMENT DEPARTMENT.

THE BRITTAIN REPORT.
The council ordered this report, 

paying one-half of the expense— 
about $2,700. The remainder was met 
by the local branch of the citizens’ 
research bureau. The visiting ex­
perts surveyed the fire, police and 
several departments at the city hall 
and a voluminous report was referred 
after a great deal of discussion until 
1924. Despite the efforts of the mem­
bers of the Chamber of Commerce 
and other leading citizens, the coun­
cil declined to send the “commission 
form of government" project to the 
people, as recommended in the same 
report.

FIRE AND POLICE PROBES.
Many charges and counter-charges 

of “petty persecution" by police of­
ficers and “dissension in the fire de­
partment" were bandied about the 
council chamber from time to time 
throughout the year. Probes were 
asked for by individual members of 
the council and members of the de­
partment, but finally deferred until 
after the Brittain report was sub­
mitted. The report cannot be now 
presented until 1924, the aldermen 
feeling that the time had not been 
adequate for a fair consideration of 
the problems.

INDUSTRIAL AREA.
The first real step to have this city 

property ready for possible factories 
was taken. Certain local improve­
ments were approved with the con­
sent of the ratepayers affected and 
a good half of the pavement author­
ized for Brydges street has already 
been constructed.

GRADE SEPARATIONS AND 
UNION DEPOT.

A special committee of the council 
re-opened negotiations with Sir 
Henry Thornton and his C. N. R. 
representatives and with the C. P. 
R., and action is promised. Pre­
liminary reports are now under prep­
aration as the initial move.

ANNEXED DISTRICT SCHOOL 
TAX.

This was another question of 
ancient vintage to receive the con­
sideration of this year’s council and 
a “show-down" was ordered. The 
city authorities were ordered to col­
lect additional taxes from industries 
in the “annex" of East London. These 
concerns refused to pay. The case 
was heard in county court; judgment 
reserved and a decision expected at 
any moment. A win for the city 
will mean another $15,000 annually 
for the city for the next four or five 
years.

CITY SALARY QUESTION.
This problem confronted the mayor 

and his colleagues when they came 
into office—a long list of recommend­
ations coming over from the previous 
year. No definite action was taken, 
however, until a few weeks ago, but 
the question was finally settled and 
the bylaw passed in November.

HOLIDAYS.
At the last session of the council 

annual vacations with pay were 
authorized for all civic employees 
with at least one year’s continuous 
service to their credit. This will 
affect chiefly “outside" workers, as 
garbage men, etc.

NEW CITY HALL.
All year the council battled in 

this regard, there being those mem­
bers who persistently opposed any 
move to build on the McCormick site, 
as desired by the mayor. Plans were 
drafted and prizes given to the archi­
tects—an expenditure of about $5,500. 
In the finish the people rejected the 
proposal at the polls.

SPRINGBANK DAM.
This proposal suffered in a similar 

manner at the polls. The issue was 
not “sprung on" the council until 
late in the year, and the majority 
of them seemed more or less apathe­
tic as to the result.

STREET RAILWAY.

Forganized and the new commissioner 
Harry Bennett has given the coun­
cil assurance that greater effiicency 
will prevail despite a reduced staff 
of assessors. The employees of this 
department were put on a perma­
nent basis and while wages were re­
adjusted, a substantial saving was 
accomplished.

The council feels that a more 
equitable system of assessing will 
be continued. Commissioner Ben­
nett states that many "gaps were 
plugged” during the year, while the 
income assessment returns will be 
greater as a consequence.

A good illustration of the work of 
the department was the elevation of 
the street railway assessment — the 
first revision of its kind in more than 
20 years.

AIL CHRISTMAS
CHILDREN ENTERTAINED.

More than 65 children were enter­
tained by the Acadian Club last night 
at a Christmas tree in the ‘club- 
rooms. Each child was given a 
ChCrCistmas dinner and Santa Claus 
presented gifts.

Governor Wishes To Correct 
Impression Given to the 

Citizens on Question.

Contrary to a report in a local 
paper purporting, to have come from 
Governor Byron Dawson, the prison­
ers at the local goal will not receive 
visitors on Christmas day.

“I don't know where they got their 
information, but I want it under­
stood that inmates shall not be al­
lowed to receive visitors." Governor 
Dawson said this morning. "Many 
of the turnkeys will be away and we 
will not have sufficient help to take 
care of visitors. There is positive­
ly no truth in the statement that 
Sidney Murrell's mother is to see 
her - son. She may come today if 
she wishes, but not on Christmas. 
It is against regulations. The false 
report regarding visitors is likely to 
cause us much inconvenience."

Here also was noted a complete 
reorganization and Mayor Wenige 
and the retiring councillors profess 
to be quite satisfied with the change 
and work accomplished during the 
year.

City Engineer Near reports that 
about 45,000 yards of square pave­
ment was laid, about as much as in 
1922 including Richmond street, and 
despite the fact that the start was 
made several weeks later than was 
customary, owing to the retirement 
of the former engineer and the sub­
sequent reorganization.

Members of the board of works 
who have been in close touch with 
this work, as well as the construc­
tion of sidewalks, curbs, gutters, 
laying of sewers, etc., have voiced 
complete satisfaction with the work, 
and the reported increased effiicency 
of the permanent, employees, both in 
the city hall and on outside jobs.

The council feels that the Increased 
efficiency and re-arrangement of 
duties and responsibilities will tend 
toward greater economy. In fact 
when the tax rate was struck the en­
gineering estimates were cut to the 
bone and the policy of economy has 
.been rigidly adhered to.

FIRE DEPARTMENT.
No. 4 firehall was opened early in 

the year in response to the appeal 
from residents north of Oxford street. 
And this month witnesses the com­
plete motorization of the department. 
The remaining four bores are being 
transferred to the garbage depart­
ment.

And all this has been done within 
the estimates. Fire Chief Aitken has 
long since earned the reputation as 
being one who usually finised the 
year within his estimates. The de­
partment apparatus and fire-fighting 
facilities are now on a par with any 
community of Its size on the conti­
nent.

CITY TREASURER’S DEPT.
Important changes in this office 

are heralded for 1924 if Mr. Brit­
tain's recommendations are to be 
followed. The experts hired by the 
city council for a general survey of 
the city departments reported that 
City Treasurer James Bell's duties 
and responsibilities were greatly in 
excess of his position. More assist­
ance was recommended, while the 
work of the staff was commended.

“Which made the world stand 
still." This phrase has been used 
times without number to express 
men’s awe at. the thought of the 
Great Birthday.

Douglas Fetherston, violinist, 
will play obligatos to the sacred 
cantata, “The Manger Prince," which 
will be given tomorrow evening in 
the Wortley Road Baptist Church.

A number of churches are holding 
their "White Gift" services tomor­
row. and as a result of these there 
will, be quantities of presents secured 
to be distributed throughout the city 
on Christmas Eve.

While the city has already seized 
the Ruggles Motor Truck Company 
in order to secure the 1922 land tax 
amounting to $593, City Treasurer 
James Bell reported today that a 
settlement cannot now be made until 
the affairs of that company had been 
“wound up."

The city contemplated a sale next 
week of certain property of the com­
pany, but after a further conference 
yesterday afternoon with the London 
and Western Trusts Company the 
treasurer states that the city will 
bide its time.

The trust company has been 
authorized as the custodian of the 
company’s affairs until such time as 
a receiver is .appointed by the gov­
ernment, and the claim is advanced 
that this, being a government order, 
prevents the city from any collection 
or sale of any property at this junc­
ture. The city is not eager, how­
ever, to enter into any controversy 
in this regard, the treasurer advises, 
but will wait until the "winding up" 
process is over. The amount is not 
formidable and Mr. Bell is confident 
that the city will be the first to col­
lect.

Turkey and old-fashioned plum 
pudding are looked upon as the chief 
items on any Christmas dinner bill- 
of-fare. These two choice dishes 
have not been forgotten by the dining 
car department of the Canadian Na­
tional Railways, and starting today 
they will appear on both the regular 
a la carte and the special table d’hote 
menu services to be provided on all 
dining cars of the system from coast 
to coast during the holiday season.

Christmas and New Year travel is 
the most intensive of the year, and 
even to place those two special items 
on the menu has entailed elaborate 
preparations and the expenditure of 
much thought and energy. Accord­
ing to Walter Pratt, manager of the 
dining car department of the Na- 
tional system, approximately 1,000 
turkeys, weighing from 10 to 14 
pounds each, will be required to feed 
patrons of the dining cars during the 
time the special menu is in force.

Christmas pudding has been pre­
pared, not by the pound but by the 
ton, for at least 4,000 pounds will be 
consumed on the dining cars during 
the holiday season.

The famous old English recipe from 
which the Christmas pudding is made 
will be of interest to housewives 
everywhere. The recipe as supplied 
here by the dining car department 
of the Canadian National Railways 
is sufficient to make six two-pound 
puddings.

lb. flour; 1 large carrot, grated; 2 
tablespoonsful ground ginger: 3 tea- 
spoons cinnamon: 3 oz. allspice; 2 
nutmegs, grated: % lb. citron: M, lb. 
candied lemon peal. Rum or brandy 
to be added if desired. Wet mixture 
with 16 eggs well beaten and mix 
thoroughly. Put into molds or batins 
and tie tightly. Boil tor ten hours.

for the year 1923. The reasons given 
you then for the change in the in­
spection were as follows;

1. In 1922 the contract for the sup­
ply of asphalt was awarded to the 
United States Asphalt Refining Com­
pany and shipments were made from 
the Atlantic seaboard. Dow & Smith, 
chemists, of New York City, were 
engaged to test the asphalt cement 
to see that it conformed with the 
specifications. I presume one reason 
for selecting Dow & Smith was the 
fact that their laboratories were con­
venient to the point of shipment. In 
1923 the contract for the supply of 
asphalt cement was awarded to the 
Imperial Oil Company, with labora­
tories at Montreal, and hence the 
Milton Hersey Co., with laboratories 
at Montreal, were the most conven­
ient to the point of shipment.

2. It was advised to you that we 
required more extensive inspection 
of the asphalt pavement than had 
previously been made, and as I had 
already two years' experience in St. 
Catharines with the inspection ser­
vice given by the Milton Hersey 
Company, I had no hesitation in rec­
ommending that their service be re­
tained. I was advised by yourself 
and the mayor that such action was 
satisfactory to you, and that you 
considered the matter of inspection 
as a question of internal management 
and that I was entitled to proceed. 
This was done, and this action was 
discussed at a meeting of No. 2 
committee, but no formal resolution 
was passed on the minutes on ac­
count of the decision that it was 
purely a matter of administration.

Comparisons Made.
Comparisons have been made be­

tween the cost of the service for in­
spection in 1923 as against that of 
1922, and while, as you are aware, I 
have purposely refrained from com­
parisons, with previous work. I feel 
that an explanation of this should be 
made.

In the year 1922. Dow & Smith, of 
New York, made analysis of twenty 
cars of asphalt at $23 per car. and 
twenty samples of finished pavements 
were sent to their laboratories for 
analysis and reports, for which $7.50 
per sample was paid, making a total 
of forty analyses at an expenditure 
of $610. The total yardage of pave­
ments laid in 1923 amounted to 44,- 
428.

In1923 the inspection of the Milton 
Hersey Co. included not only the in­
spection of the asphalt cement and 
an occasional sample taken from 
Ihe finished pavement but it includ­
ed frequent sampling of the binder 
mixtures as well as the surface mix­
tures as laid on the street. It in­
cluded analyses and reports on raw 
materials, such as sands from the 
various pits, limestone filler and bin­
der stone, it included analyses of 
samples taken from the pavements 
which were being repaired to ascer­
tain the cause of the failure of such 
pavements. The yardage of pave- 
ments in 1923 amounted to 44.772 
square yards, in which twenty cars 
of asphalt were used which is the 
same amount as in the previous year 
but the inspection services included 
twenty analyses of asphalt cement, 
sixteen analyses of raw materials 
thirty-eight analyses of hinder mix­
ture and one hundred and eighteen 
analyses of surface mixture. There 
were sixty-three analysis taken from 
the binder and surface of Richmond 
street alone. You will realize from 
this.the thorough nature of the in- 
spetion service given and for which 
they have been paid $153.504.

Murrell and Topping Will Get

Berlin, Dec. 22.—A large bomb was 

exploded last night on the steps of 
a government building at Hanover 
where Oberpresident Noske lives. All 
the windows and doors in the front 
part of the building were shattered, 
but no one was hurt. The perpe­
trators of the outrage have not been 
discovered. The explosion occurred 
about seven o’clock in the evening, 
when the streets were crowded. It 
was at first thought to be an acci­
dent, but it soon became evident that 
an attack had been made on govern­
ment property.

For the first time in years, as 
you may judge by the foregoing love­
ly list of edibles the inmates of Daw- 
son’s Den will celebrate the Yuletide 
with an old-time Christmas feast.

Three girls of ’teen age, hardened 
violators of the law of all types, and 
two prisoners charged with murder 
will sit down to this delectable din­
ner on Christmas Day. Clarence Top­
ping and Sidney Murrell, charged 
with capital crimes, will, of course, 
have their dinner served to them in 
private cells. The turnkeys do not 
believe in taking any chances in this 
regard. But others, charged with 
minor offenses, shall gather together 
like ye round-table knights of old, 
and devour the appetising gobbler. 
For the first time in local jail history- 
this privilege will be given, and for 
the first time a round of smokes will 
be permitted among the law’s offend- 
Governor Dawson has arranged to 
supply each prisoner with a good 
cigar after the feast. Dr. Wilson, the 
jail physician has presented a great 
box of oranges for the occasion and 
A. E. Silverwood is looking after the 
turkey supply. Half a dozen or more 
fifteen pound birds have been for­
warded to the bastile by Mr. Silver- 
wood.

Although no visitors will be al­
lowed on Christmas the prisoners 
may receive gifts. These will first 
be subjected to the scrutiny of Gov­
ernor Dawson before being distribut­
ed. Christmas cards, too, will pour 
into the jail from friends and rela­
tives of the incarcerated men and 
women.

It is unlikely that the three dainty 
misses charged with disorderly conduct 
will enjoy the Yuletide, despite the at­
tractive array of good things to eat. 
These unfortunate girls, all below 20 
years of age, are paying the price of 
folly and remorse. To them Christmas 
Day of 1923 will always bring unhappy 
memories of stern, forbidding walls.and 
a dingy cell, which brothers, sisters, 
mother and father cannot enter to wish 
them a cheery, merry Christmas.

On Christmas the turnkeys will re­
ceive a holiday, and the prisoners will 
not be asked to do any work. Both 
Topping and Murrell will spend the day 
in solitude, but the dinner de luxe-will 
be given them along with the other 
prisoners.

They passed gas 
pumps at a village east of London, 
but they were afraid to take a chance 
on being recognized, and there were 
houses and stores close by. It was 
nearly 6 o'clock when they reached 
the east limits of London on a gov­
ernment pavement.

There they found an oil company's 
station and decided to get gas at any 
cost. They drove in beside the of­
fice building and tried to find some­
one. prepared to buy the gas quietly 
or to take it if there was no one 
there. They could not find any of 
the employees and went to a garage 
at the back. There ward motor 
trucks with small cans on the sides, 
but all were empty, and they could 
not get either gas or oil. Then some­
one found a can of old oil drained off 
from some engine, and they put that 
in their own machine. Ryan stayed 
in the back seat of the car with a 
brace of gats and guarded against 
surprise, while Brown and one of the 
others made a search. While they 
were there a motorcycle policeman 
swung into the place and Ryan held 
both guns on him prepared to plug 
him through the curtains if he made 
a move.

Brown Tells Good Story.
“But Brown pulled off a good one. 

He walked out to the policeman and 
told him he was glad the cop had 
come along.

"‘We are tourists and are in 
trouble,' Brown told the cop. ‘We 
have run out of gas and oil and we 
cannot find anyone here. We are 
leaving five dollars to pay for what­
ever we get here, but we cannot 
wait, because we have got to go on to 
Port Huron.’

“The story sounded all right to the 
cop, and he told them there was a 
garage open further up the street. 
Then they asked him the way out, 
and he escorted them part way down 
and directed them out to the Sarnia 
road.

"Ryan was afraid the policeman 
was pulling a trap on them and sat 
with his guns on him every inch of 
the way. When they got safely out 
in the country again Ryan was able 
to laugh, but he ordered the gang 
to take no more chances on comedy.

“They rode through to the St. 
Clair River, and at Sombra arranged 
with a bootlegger to shoot them 
across to the American side in a 
launch. They were safe on the 
Michigan side before noon.

Directing a mob is more interest­
ing than directing an individual play­
er, is a sidelight reflection that Rex 
Ingram has made in regard to his 
Metro production of "Scaramouche" 
which comes to the Majestic, Mon­
day evening, December 24th, 1928.

THE MAN PHILIP SNO WDEN
Editor of The Advertiser:

Sir,—Seeing in your issue of The 
Advertiser of the 19th Inst, a picture 
of Philip Snowden reminded of a 
promise I made you, Mr. Editor, some 
time ago, to give you an insight into 
his character, obtained while I was 
working with him on a Labor paper 
which he was editing.

My duties led me to spend much 
time every day in his home, thereby 
becoming acquainted with his private 
character. His mother is indelibly 
fixed in my mind, and whom I great­
ly admired for she was one of the 
finest and best mothers England ever 
produced. It was a real inspiration 
to see the affection between mother 
and son.

His audience hardly 
ever dwindled till his last word was 
spoken.

In his visits to the city where I 
resided I always attended him going 
from place to place. He once told 
me his mother said I always feel sat­
isfied when going to L----- because I 
know S----- will look well after him.

Several little domestic Incidents 
come into my mind that occurred 
during the time I spent in his home. 
It was always an inspiration to see 
the strong attachment between 
mother and son. On one occasion 
Philip’s mother said to him: “Philip, 
we never have such times now as we 
used to have when we went to chapel 
together.” Philip said: "No, mother, 
we don’t; didn’t I used to sing 'Jesus 
Lover of My Soul’ and 'Work For the 
Night Is Coming,’ didn’t I used to 
give it 'gyp,' mother?” Philip came 
over and sat on the opposite side of 
the hearth to myself, his mother 
settling herself down on the hearth 
rug and they both sang again the old 
songs.

Philip Snowden’s character is 
shown in his dealings with the small 
things as well as in the big things. I 
remember his speech in the House of 
Commons on the budget brought in 
by the then chancellor of the ex­
chequer, soon after his first election 
to the house. He received congratu- 
lations from both sides of the house.

An incident comes also to my mind. 
He had been announced to speak in 
the open air in one of the parks in 
the city, and just as the meeting was 
about to commence the rain came on 
and the meeting was abandoned. 
Snowden was conveyed to the rail­
way station in a pony phaeton, and 
before alighting his fee and expenses 
was placed on the seat beside him. 
He refused to take more than his 
third-class railway fare. He was 
pressed to take the full amount. 
Which he positively refused to do, 
ultimately stating that on reaching 
home his mother would ask him what 
sort of a meeting he had, and if he 
told her there had not been one in 
consequence of rain, she would say. 
“And did tha take the fee," and if I 
had done I should have had to return 
it right away.

Some few years ago I met Ramsay 
Macdonald in Toronto, and I may 
say that if he should be called upon 
to form a government at the present 
time Snowden would certainly be in­
cluded. In my opinion he would make 
an excellent home secretary or even 
chancellor of the exchequer.

Don’t be fresh to umpires. Those 
fellows can do a lot of things for you 
if they think you are really am­
bitious. They can give you a lot of 
tips and they are eager to do so. The 
same thing goes for visiting play- 
ere< your own team mates or the 
spectators. If a fan should ask you 
a question answer him in respect­
ful and sincere manner. At the 
same time don’t let visiting players 
or anybody else walk on you. While 
a youngster should not be fresh he 
must be ready to uphold his rights. 
Once he shows the white feather he 
is gone.

Once on the field a young player 
should remember never to see or 
hear the spectators. Your whole in­
terest should be centered on the 
other club and your brains and 
energy should be aimed at how to 
defeat them.
McGraw Takes a Fall Out of the Kid.

Don't forget that ball players who 
have earned reputations have a cer­
tain amount of dignity. Make a point 
of respecting that dignity as much as 
you can.

How would you like to be a share­
holder In one of the baseball clubs 
of the Pacific Coast League, whence 
came Kamm to the White Six at the 
price of $100,000, O’Connell to the 
Giants at $75,000, Pillette and Syl-I 
vester Johnston to Detroit at $50,000? 
How would you like to be a share­
holders in the Baltimore club, whence 
came Bentley to the Giants at’ 
$65,000, and which now holds Boley, I 
Groves, Parnham and others at 
prices ranging from $50,000 to $150,- 
000?

These are only vague instances of 
the enormous sums paid to minors I 
for players. Toronto sold Wingo to [ 
Detroit for $50,000, and there are 
dozens of other sales that go through 
at prices ranging from $5,000 to 
$25,000 that rarely bring mention in 
the sporting columns of the papers.

The majors are the highest pin­
nacle of baseball, but to keep the 
teams of the big time on this pin­
nacle the owners are forever comb­
ing the dozens of minor leagues 
throughout the country for new 
material. The Mint League has fre­
quently been called the “cradle" of 
the big leagues, but the word 
cradle hardly fits the circumstances 
any more.

Out of Infarcy.
The M.-O. is now out of its in­

fancy, and is recognized as the best 
class B organization in baseball. It 
might better be called “the school- 
house" of the big leagues. True, 
there are numerous other circuits on 
the continent, but it is very doubtful 
if any of the others, in the same 
class at least, have produced and 
sold as many players to clubs of 
higher company as has the Mint 
League during the five years of its 
existence.

While I have not the records at 
my finger-tips, I can recall a few of 
the players of this organization who 
have graduated to higher company.

Hamilton sent Behan to Phila- 
delphia; Brantford sold Estelle to 
Louisville and Saganda to Kansas 
City; Port Huron sent Judd to 
Rochester and Glasner to Toronto; 
Kitchener sent Summers to Toronto 
and Mat Kirley to Syracuse; Bay- 
City sent Cuyler to Pittsburg and 
“Lefty" Good to Detroit; Saginaw 
sent Harry Schriever to Brooklyn 
and Hermann Schwartje to Roches­
ter; Muskegon sent Crouse and Gil­
lenwater to the White Sox.

By the way. this boy Crouse looks 
like a coming major star. I had the 
opportunity this fall of looking him 
over in a White Sox uniform, and he 
filled the bill quite acceptably. Flint | 
sent "Hank" Luce to Pittsburg, and I 
this brings us to our own class-room I 
of this great school—the London 
Tecumsehs.

If he can't quite get the hang 
of it, ask the player in question and 
he will always help. If you have a 
weakness, be frank enough to tell 
the older players about it. With 
their help you can overcome it.

Work on Your Weaknesses.
I used to have a fault of throw­

ing too hard and often too high to 
first. I talked with Hughey Jennings. 
George Smith and others. They 
helped me wonderfully.

Always work on your weaknesses. 
The strong points will take care of 
themselves.

The chances are that you will not 
set the world afire at the start, but 
don't blame it on the umpires. Watch 
everything that goes on about the 
field. In the most unexpected place 
you will pick up some little point 
that will be of help to you the rest 
of your life.

Freshness in some youngsters is 
funny. In others it gets on every­
body's nerves. Not many of you can 
be funny. That's a sort of gift.

I remember one young fellow who 
went to bat with Bill Klem umpiring. 
He called two strikes on the young­
ster. The boy turned around and 
started a big kick.

"Remember, son,’! Klem told him, 
“these plates in the big league have 
corners on them."

A few minutes later he called an­
other and the boy was out.

"They may have corners," he said 
to Klem, as he started back to the 
bench, "but I'll be doggoned if this 
aint’s the first one I ever saw with a 
bay window in it."

Hans Wagner’s Own Story
One of the Greatest of Baseball Players Gives 

Fascinating Account of His Long Experi­
ence From the Inside Angle.

By HANS WAGNER. 
SOMEAN ANSWER TO baseball—in fact, anything to keep 

busy. That strenuous sort of work 
had me in fine shape when I re­
ported. I always ate what I wanted 
and when I wanted. I even drank 
beer in the old days. I don’t say 
that would be good routine for other 
youngsters, but it didn’t hurt me.

Whenever there is a practice a 
youngster should hurry to get to it 
He should practice all the time. If 
the team is not playing he can go 
out and work with the ground keep­
ers.

QUERIES FROM YOUNG­
STERS.

This chapter of my experience is 
intended mostly for young ball play­
ers or any other youngsters who 
would like to improve their game. 
It is in answer to at least fifty re­
quests for advice as to how a young­
ster should act and feel when getting 
his first chance in the big league.

The first thing is to feel sure that 
you are a good player and never let 
that get out of your mind, lie ag­
gressive always, but be careful not 
to be a smart Aleck. A lot of young­
sters lose their real chance by think­
ing they know too much and refus­
ing to listen to the old-timers. I 
never knew a veteran ball player 
who would not go out of his way to 
help a starter if he felt that the 
youngster really wanted to learn. 
Even the players on opposing teams 
will stop to coach a youngster if he 
isn’t too fresh.

Once a youngster joins a club he 
should be extremely careful to obey 
all the club rules. He may not think 
it advisable to go to bed at 10 o’clock 
or to cut out lunch, but he should 
remember that it is the manager’s 
theory and it might work out best.

Personally I have my own ideas 
about training, but so have others. 
I don’t think I ever went to spring 
training when I wasn’t in as good 
condition when I started as when I 
finished. To tell the truth, spring 
training was always a sort of lark 
to me. You see, I hunted and fished 
all winter, played basketball, indoor

“I can recall his appearance in those early 
days," T. P. O’Connor writes. “A tall, raw-boned 
young Scotchman with the high cheek bones 
characteristic of his race; with an immense 
mass of coal black hair that rose in a mountain 
from his head; and very fine eyes, dark enough 
to look almost black; and an expression also 
typically Scotch in its combination of shrewd­
ness and enthusiasm.

Almost in a night his hair turned white 
and deep lines came in his face. The hand 
of sorrow had been laid heavy upon him, for 
in a brief period he lost a child and a wife—-a 
woman of angelic sweetness of character, the 
niece of Lord Kelvin and closely related to W. 
E. Gladstone on the paternal side. Early in life 
the terrible conditions she had witnessed in work 
among the poor led her to become a socialist 

•and throw in her lot with the Independent 
Labor party, of which her future husband was 
the head. She brought him money and perfect 
comradeship. With his three daughters now 
remaining, he lives in a colorless, standardized 
little villa at No. 9 Howitt road, Belsize Park, 
Hampstead.

This outward lack of friendliness is charac­
teristic even to-day of the man in his relations 
to his party. He, like Parnell, holds himself aloof 
from his followers, and they are afraid of him. 
By sheer intellect and Interest he rules them, 
principally because Ramsey MacDonald is the 
Labor leader who can address the Commons with 
the elegance of Balfour’s own phrase making, 
with the lucidity of Asquith, and the fervor 
of Lloyd George.

After all, he is not perhaps the great Bogey 
that some parts of England would have us be­
lieve. He believes that socialism should be a 
political rather than a revolutionary movement. 
He is for the capital levy and gradual state own­
ership and operation of fundamental industries. 
But this he makes clear is to be extremely 
gradual. The socialistic state, in his opinion, 
can best be accomplished by legislative means. 
Bolshevism and communism have always met 
with his opposition by every means. The line 
of demarcation between Communism and So­
cialism, to him, is very clear. Under Com­
munism, according to him, the state not only 
owns the land and its industries but owns the 
people as well. They are designated for certain 
work and assigned certain pay, whether they 
will or not. But under socialism the people are 
free. They can select their own work. They 
are no more the slaves of the government than 
are the present civil servants of the crown.

Perhaps no one quite knows Mr. MacDonald 
yet. From Lossiemouth recently, by request, 
he wrote a reply to the question: “Where shall 
we turn for joy?" “A good walking stick, a 
pipe and any weather are enough,” he said.

river, in which the three cascades and the river 
bed are faithfully reproduced, and are gathering 
data thereby as to the effect of little islands on 
the natural flow.

One evidence that water needs to be drawn to 
the extremities of the falls is the fact that the 
scenic tunnel in the gorge on the Canadian side, 
which is 800 feet long, the end of which used to 
be behind a solid body of water, has to be ex­
tended. Early this summer only spray was fall­
ing over in front of the last outlook. To improve 
the view the park commission blasted away two 
feet of rock at the crest of the falls over a 
stretch of 75 feet. That appreciably improved 
the scenic effect. But the commission is now 
proceeding to extend the tunnel another 160 feet 
towards the centre of the falls.

If the submerged weir plan were adopted, 
coffer dams would have to be built on either 
side of the river on the crest of the falls, creat­
ing large dry areas which would permit of the ex­
cavation of shoal spots as shown on the accom­
panying diagram. The location of the proposed 
curved weir is also shown. U.S. government 
engineers say that from three to three and a 
half feet depth of water should be allowed to 
go over the reformed crest, or about 70,000 
cubic feet per second.

As Americans see it, 24,000 additional cubic 
feet could be made available for power purposes 
as soon as the regulating dam at Buffalo is 
installed. But with the submerged weir near 
the crest, the additional diversion could be safely 
increased to 44,000 or 50,000 feet. It is claimed 
that a flow of 50,000 cubic feet would be ample 
to sluice ice over both the falls and that the 
constant flow, with.the remedial dam operating, 
would be about 180,000 cubic feet. That would 
leave from 100,000 to 110,000 cubic feet avail­
able for power purposes as against 56,000 being 
used to-day.

At least 90,000 cubic feet is needed to take 
care of ice in the Maid of the Mist pool. There is 
no likelihood of trouble on that score, for with 
70,000 cubic feet flowing over the falls and the 
quantity of water already being poured back into 
the river immediately below the cataract by power 
plants, all the additional diversion could be 
used elsewhere. Canada’s share could be used 
for a second Chippawa canal or tunnel and the 
U.S. for a canal that would develop power with 
the maximum drop near Lewiston. All experts 
are agreed that no more water should be un- 
economically used for generating purposes at 
the falls.

Of the first increased diversion of 24,000 cubic 
feet for power, the Americans propose to take 
20,000 feet, leaving Canada only 4,000 This, they 
explain, is because the two countries agreed to 
an even division of all boundary waters in the

thirty in number, would be not unlike the Three 
Sister islands in appearance. It is believed that 
they would hold back the water and make the 
flow more even, and that with a little chipping 
away of the river bed near the sides of the 
stream, submerged weirs would then be unneces­
sary, although the dam at Buffalo would be a 
desirable supplement.

Mr. J. H. Jackson, C.E., superintendent of 
Queen Victoria Niagara Falls Park Commission, 
is one of those who support the island plan 
of equalizing the flow. The park commission 
also has gone on record as favoring this plan. 
In its latest annual report, now in the printer's 
hands, the commission, which has Mr. P. W. 
Ellis, of Toronto, as chairman—Mr. Ellis being 
also chairman of the Toronto Transportation 
Commission and chairman of the Toronto Hydro 
Commission—not only comes out definitely for 
the islands as against the submerged weir, but 
deprecates' the American suggestion that the 
volume of water and the mist are not attractions 
and that a much larger increased diversion than 
24,000 cubic feet could be made for power pur­
poses. The report says:

“The commissioners believe that the 
volume of water pouring over the Horse- 
shoe is most impressive and that a reduc­
tion of almost 50 per cent, as is recom­
mended cannot be made without sacrific­
ing some of the majesty of the scene. 
Neither does it appear safe to concur in 
the suggestion made by some observers 
that the central veil of mist detracts from 
the charm of Niagara. Indeed, it en­
hances the appearance at high stage under 
clear weather conditions, but with strong 
winds it is far from pleasant.

"Doubtless the extra water to meet the 
needs of existing developments could be 
taken from the river if compensating 
works were to be constructed, but the park 
commissioners are of the opinion that the 
building of islands in the upper rapids, 
the lowering of the rock ledge at the ex­
tremities, with as small a proportion of 
distinctly artificial construction as is 
practicable, should be the basis of negotia­
tions between Canada and the United 
States for the restoration of scenic 
Niagara."

Test With Model of Falls
T HE idea of placing artificial islands above 
1 the falls has supporters in the United 
States. American engineers have been secretly 
at work testing the idea. They have constructed 
a large model of the falls and upper Niagara

great lakes system and Canada now is getting 
more than her share at the falls. Divided as 
they suggest, the two countries would both be 
getting 40,000 cubic feet. The additional 4,000 
feet would be handy for the Chippawa canal, 
enabling it to produce up to capacity, but it 
would not warrant the building of a second 
canal.

Chicago's Drainage Canal
VTT HILE Chicago is taking upwards of 10,000 
W cubic feet for her drainage canal, there is 
no possibility that Canadians will consent to an 
even division of water at Niagara falls. The 3,000 
cubic feet taken into the Welland canal for 
power will have to be checked off against the 
Chicago diversion should the latter ever get in­
ternational sanction. I

If the total diversion at Niagara were in­
creased to 80,000 cubic feet, the calculations 
might work out this way:

Thus Canada would be getting 7,500 c.f.s. of 

the new diversion and the U.S. 16,500, and any 
further increased diversions would be on a 
straight fifty-fifty basis.

It would be quite possible to take enougli 
water from the Niagara river near the Whirl­
pool, with a 90-foot drop, to develop 240,000 
horsepower of electricity. It seems that this 
could be developed much more cheaply on the 
American side than in Canada. Our “cousins" 
even regard the cost of development on our side 
as prohibitive ,so they suggest that they 
take all the water that is available. A better 
plan might be to have an international develop­
ment and make a fifty-fifty division of the
power.

Wearing Away Process
NY kind of remedial measure will check the 

flow over the notch of the Horseshoe falls 
and the dangerously fast eating away of the rock. 
Much of the recession is due to huge rocks being 
thrown about in the lower river by the action 
of the water, exercising a scouring effect. The 
lower strata are softer than the upper but the 
latter collapse after a period of undermining. 
The crest line of the falls in the eighteenth cen­
tury and at different periods since then is 
shown on a diagram. The notch was more 
acute a few years ago. Since then some heavy 
falls of rock have made it more of a horseshoe in 
shape.

The falls have been wearing away for 30,000 
or 40,000 years. American engineers suggest 
that in 30 or 40 years the notch may be carried 
over to their side of the boundary, which also 
is indicated on the diagram, but this is extreme­
ly unlikely. It is more probable that at a later 
period the American falls will be dried up by 
the recession of the Horseshoe.

The treaty of Ghent was intended to divide 
the waters of the great lakes system evenly 
between Canada and United States and its auth­
ors succeeded fairly well. But at Fosters’ Flat in 
the Gorge 80 per cent, of the flow is on the 
American side and at the falls 93 per cent, is 
on the Canadian side.

The new waterways treaty that must be ne­
gotiated as a preliminary to the construction of 
the deep St. Lawrence waterway and power 
development should adhere to the principle of a 
fifty-fifty ownership in the waters of the great 
lakes system. It should declare to what extent 
existing diversions are validated and require all 
new diversions for whatever purpose to receive 
the sanction of the International Joint Com­
mission.

BUTTERFLIES TO ORDER 
FRENCH BREEDING FARMS

WHAT must surely be one of the most fascin­
ating industries in the world is carried on 

in Southern France, where special butterfly 
farms have been established. Here, under sci­
entific guidance, hundreds of beautiful speci­
mens are bred.

Cross-breeding has been tried, and numer­
ous experiments are conducted to obtain bril­
liant and original markings on the wings of 
these insects, which are afterwards sold to col­
lectors or for the adornment of women’s hats 
and dresses.

The farms are provided with special leafy 
trees and plants on which the eggs are hatched. 
Directly the young appear the branches are cut 
off and taken to a specially ventilated room, 
where they are placed in vases of water.

As soon as the tiny caterpillars have eaten 
up this first supply of leaves fresh branches 
are provided. Having been in an even tempera­
ture for about two weeks the young caterpillars 
are taken out into the open, where they are 
placed on plants that are protected from birds 
by long nets.

When they have become fully grown this 
protective net is removed, and soon they retire 
into cocoons or roll themselves up into leaves. 
These are collected and stored in specially ven­
tilated boxes, where, in a very short time, butter- 
flies of wonderful hues are evolved.—Tit-Bits,

adian cataract is awe-inspiring, and each return­
ing visit to them increases the wonder that the 
upper lakes are not drained dry. More than 
twenty times as much water goes over here as 
takes the plunge at the American falls. The 
water dashes 165 feet down to the level of the 
river below the falls—known as the Maid of the 
Mist pool—and impelled by its own weight con­
tinues on down and down for more than another 
165 feet, so that the total drop may be nearly 
350 feet before the water begins to rise to the 
surface of the lower river.

But even the Horseshoe falls are prejudicial­
ly affected to a slight degree by the present 
diversion of water for power purposes. True, a 
great volume of water is always passing over 
the centre of the falls. But on either side, where 
the water is shallower, the varying in the flow 
due to changing levels in Lake Erle appreciably 
narrows the falls and the varying in the con­
sumption of water for power purposes, while less 
recognizable, is apparent to the naked eye.

Photographs recently taken by the Queen Vic­
toria Niagara Falls Park commission would even 
support the view that the amount of ironing done 
by the housewives of Ontario is reflected in the 
appearance of the falls. Appearing herewith is a 
picture of the Canadian end of the Horseshoe 
falls on a Sunday last month when industry was 
resting and the power generation was low. Along­
side of it is a picture taken on a Tuesday, twelve 
days earlier, when industry was busy and when 
the housewives' ironing brought on the peak- 
load power period. It may be that the level of 
Lake Erie had some bearing on the result. But 
it will be noticed that on the Sunday the water 
was flowing on the right to the abutment wall 
while on the Tuesday it stopped many feet to 
the left. Also the Tuesday picture shows a big 
strip of the precipice uncovered by water.

The view of the U. S. government engineers 
is that “The scenic beauty of Niagara falls has 
been appreciably damaged both by the recession 
of the apex of the Horseshoe falls which is pro­
ceeding at the rate of about four to six feet a 
year and by the diversion of water for power and 
other purposes."

Artificial Islands Suggested
A NUMBER of plans are being suggested for A enhancing the beauty of the falls while 
permitting an increased diversion of at 
least 24,000 cubic feet per second for power pur­
poses. The international joint commission has 
considered the building of a dam at Buffalo at a 
cost of eight million dollars which would raise 
the level of Lake Erie by two feet and Lake 
Huron by nearly one foot, and permit an increase 
of 20 per cent, in the low water flow over 
the falls. The dam would really be a submerged 
weir, half a mile long, and having a series of 
sluiceways.

U.S. government engineers champion this dam 
at the mouth of the river, plus a submerged 
weir, curved in form, 1,380 feet long, to be built 
across the central part of the rapids upstream 
from the “notch” in the Horseshoe falls. In 
addition, they would cut down the high Canadian 
end of the falls and also the shallow area on the 
American side near Terrapin point. This would 
deepen the water on the edges of the river and 
falls, and distribute the flow more evenly. The 
Americans would also put in a submerged dyke 
extending from Goat island to Chippawa. These 
plans mean more benefit to the American side of 
the river than to Canada, which, perhaps, is not 
unnatural in view of physical conditions. The 
cost of these works would be about six million 
dollars.

Canadians are inclined to favor a more 
unique plan, namely, the placing of a series of 
artificial islands in the river immediately above 
the falls. These islands, possibly twenty or

ities, but has usually been overlooked. At the 
present time Hon. Mr. Stewart, minister of the 
interior, is gathering data relating to the use of 
water by the various plants.

Remedial Measures Needed
\X7 ITH the power plants on both sides of the W boundary utilizing all the water allowed 
by the international treaty, if not exceeding it, 
and the public clamoring for fresh supplies of 
electric energy, what is to be done? The pre­
vailing opinion among those who have faced the 
whole situation is that a much larger diversion 
of water for power purposes should be sanctioned 
under conditions that would preserve Niagara 
falls as a great spectacle; in other words, that 
engineers should perform various surgical oper­
ations on the river, cutting away its bed here, 
building up there, and regulating the flow in a 
way that would provide a remedy for much of 
the harm done and to be done by man to the 
works of nature.

The view that vastly greater water diversions 
can be made without detracting from the beauties 
of the falls, and without remedial measures being 
taken, is not borne out by investigation. Only 
10,000 cubic feet of water is passing over the 
1,000 feet wide American falls to-day, which 
means an average depth of only one foot. These 
falls are entirely on the American side of the 
river. They are very pretty, forming a long 
snowwhite screen of water which permits of a 
close-up view from favorable angles. Any cur­
tailment of the present flow would seriously mar 
the appearance of these falls.

American citizens try to make themselves be­
lieve that the American falls provide a more 
beautiful view than is offered by the Horseshoe 
falls, which happen to be mostly within Can­
adian territory. Their engineers say that the 
bulk of the water goes over the Horseshoe falls 
in the notch near the centre of the falls, which 
are 2,600 feet wide, and that because of the loca­
tion of this notch the heaviness of the prevailing 
mist, and the unfavorable angle of view, the 
Horseshoe falls are inferior.

Unbiased visitors to Niagara do not share this 
view. If the American falls are pretty, the Horse- 
shoe falls are majestic. The thunder of the

Paris, Dec. 21.—Premier Poincare, 
replying to adverse criticisms of the 
Ruhr operation from the government’s 
opposition, today reviewed the entire 
situation in the Chamber of Deputies.

He produced figures purporting to 
show that France and Belgium had 
obtained more than 5.000,000 tons of 
coal and coke since January 11, the 
beginning of the occupation, as com­
pared with what he termed a 
"probable zero" had not the guaran- 
tees been taken. He added that with 
27 per cent of the entire Ruhr produc­
tion assured for 1924, the shipments 
next year will reach more than 26,- 
000,000 tons.

The premier reiterated the govern­
ment's intention not to evacuate the 
territory beyond the Rhine "until we 
are completely paid," and lauded the 
occupation as an effective means of 
bringing Germany to the realization 
that she must come to terms.

Concerning the experts committee 
appointed by the reparation commis­
sion to investigate Germany's finan­
cial situation, he expressed the hope 
that their work should be success- 
ful.

I want the children -of Canada to 
know that for the first time in the 
world’s history Santa Claus has been 
interviewed.
