people may be restored to happiness 
and contentment in the countries 
which are theirs and my only home."

General Bot ha suggests that besides 
himself and General Delarey, whom 
Mr. Phipps appoints to disburse the 
fund, a third trustee should be chosen 
from J. Bose-Innes, Attorney-General 
of the Transvaal Colony; Sir Richard 
Solomon, legal adviser of the Trans­
vaal administration, and Major Sir 
Hamilton Gould-Adams, Lieutenant- 
Governor of the Orange River Col- 
ony.

Port of Spain, Island of Trinidad, 
Sept. 24.— A leading German merchant 
who recently escaped from Ciudad 
Bolivar, on the Orinoco River, Vene­
zuela, arrived, here yesterday, and 
made a statement under oath before 
the officials here, setting forth that on 
Aug 20 the Venezuelan warship Res- 
taurador, formerly George J. Gould’s 
yacht Atlanta, when steaming up 
the Orinoco River for the second time 
in order to again bombard Ciudad 
Bolivar, hoisted the American flag in 
order to be able to reach that city 
without arousing the suspicions of 
the inhabitants as io her identity, and 
by this strategem reached the custom 
house at Ciudad Bolivar. She then 
immediately opened fire on the centre 
of the city, causing loss of life and 
damage to property in the quarters 
inhabited by foreigners.

AN INSULT TO “OLD GLORY."
Washington, Sept. 24.—The circum­

stances reported by the German mer­
chant in the above cablegram were 
explained by the reception of two 
cablegrams from United States Min­
ister Bowen, at Caracas, at the state 
department to-day. The first stated 
that Ihe Venezuelan gunboat Res- 
taurador had approached Ciudad Bol- 
ivar, flying the American flag. She 
did not lower the flag until she was 
very close to the shore, when she 
opered fire upon the insurgents from 
her position. There was great con- 
sternation. When the Restaurador 
returned to La Guira the fact was 
reported to Minister Bowden, who in- 
dignantly demanded a complete apol- 
ogy from the Venezuelan Govern­
ment and also that the flag of the 
United States be saluted by the of­
fending ship. The second cablegram 
from Minister Bowen reports that the 
Venezuelan Government promptly ac­
ceded to these terms, made a suitable 
apology and the commander of the 
Restaurador hoisted the American 
flag and fired a national salute. The 
matter is still under consideration be­
tween the state and navy depart­
ments.

Middleton vs. Scott—Judgment (L.) 

on motion by plaintiffs for lea ve to 
appeal from order of a Divisional 
Court (1 O. W. R. 536) affirming order 
of Street, J., on defendant’s appeal 
from the report of a Master.

Held, that two courts, 
one of them of plaintiff’s own choos- 
Ing, having passed against them, and 
considering what is now at stake in 
the action, viz., costs only, it would 
be a wrong exercise of discretion

HOME OF THE BUCKINGHAMS.

Stowe Palace, One of the Most Magnifices 
of Country Seats.

Stowe Palace, one of the most 
magnificent and stately country 
seats, not only in England, but like­
wise in all Europe, is in the market, 
and, while it may possibly be acquir­
ed at a bargain and far below its 
actual value, yet it is useless for any 
one save an exceedingly rich man to 
dream of purchasing it, so vast is 
th, coat of its maintenance.

Although best known as the house 
of the last three Dukes of Bucking- 
ham and Chandos, it owes its origin 
to that Lord Cobham who was one 
of the principal lieutenants of th< 
irst Duke of Marlborough. Indeed, 
there is a good deal in common be­
tween Stowe Palace and Blenheim 
Palace, the creation of the first Duke 
of Marlborough, Stowe being decid- 
edly the more manificent of the two. 
Its facade is a thousand feet long, 
and the area of the buildings alone 
is enormous.

Among the features of the place are 
the trees around the so-called Bour­
bon tower, planted by King Louis 
XVIII, of France, who spent much of 
his exile at Stowe as the guest of 
the first Duke of Buckingham. The 
second Duke entertained the late 
Queen Victoria and the Prince Con- 
sort there in the early days of the 
Victorian era, and the place, after 
having been rented to the late Count 
of Puris from the time of hie ban­
ishment from France until his death, 
is now in the possession of Lady 
Kinloss, eldest daughter and heiress 
of the last Duke of Buckingham and 
Chandos, and a peeress in her own 
right.

She is married to Captain Morgan- 
Grenville, a former officer of the 
army, and at her death the title of 
Lord Kinloss will pass to her son. 
Though well off, she is not rich 
enough to live at Stowe or to keep 
the place empty year after year un­
rented. For she has found no tenant 
for it since the death of the Count 
of Paris. That is why she is now en­
deavoring to sell it, and the person 
who buys it will by reason of its 
possession become at once one of the 
most conspicuous and influential fig­
ures in the aristocratic County of 
Bucks, where there are so many beau­
tiful patrician country seats.

SCIENTIST’S NOVEL TEST.

Carried Larva Next His Skin and Hatched 
Out Moths.

Carrying the larvae of peach moths 
around next the skin of his body in 
order to prematurely hutch the in- 
sect is the sacrifice to science which 
Entomologist Warren T. Clark of the 
University of California made in or­
der to conduct an experiment, says a 
San Francisco special to The St- 
Louis Republic. The result was a 
success, and the loss of fruit from 
this pest, it is estimated, will be re­
duced from 60 to 114 per cent.

Prof. Clark recently returned from 
Newcastle, in the northern part of 
the State, where he went to study 
the means of checking the ravages of 
the peach moth. He noticed that the 
winter spraying the orchardists did 
had no influence on the pest, since 
the worms were buried beheath the 
bark. Then in order to determine 
whether the warmth of spring would 
bring out the larvae he transformed 
himself into an incubator, with the 
happy result that the worms did ap­
pear.

Since the experiment demonstrated 
that spring spraying " was the most 
effective that period of the year will 
henceforth be the spraying period, 
and the loss to the peach crop, 
which has heretofore been enormous, 
will be greatly diminished.

This amount is greater by 
pearly five times what was moved in 
1900-01, when only 15,405 cars were 
inspected there, and nearly double 
that of 1899-1900, when 38,668 cars 
were inspected This amount shown 
as inspected there does not include 
flour or any feed milled west of Win­
nipeg, but does include wheat milled 
there or at Keewatin. and all ship- 
ments, whether via Emerson or Win- 
nipeg. About 7,000,000 bushels has 
to be added as having been used in 
the country for seeding, and another 
million for milling purposes, bringing 
the total crop up to 60,000,000 bu­
shels, including 3,000,000 bushels 
still in the country. Taking an av- 
rage of 55 cents per bushel for ail 
of this the country has realized on 
last year’s crop about $33,000,000.
