KINGSTDN, ‘July - 5.—Tobacco  ig
to be given' the convicts *at the
Porismouth  penitentisry after being
banned for twenty-folir years. ;
During that period tobacco was
officially declared contraband, and
any prisomer found in possession of
it, or of cigar stubs, 'matches or a
pipe, was-severely punished, and, in
addition it is estimated that fully 75
per cent. of the prison offences and
punishments prisoners were subject-
ed to were due directly or indirectly
to tobacca.
Many of the guards have been dis-
missed for giving or permitting a
prisoner to have. tobacco.
Warden-Ponsford addressed the
convicts, stating that no more
punlshment would be inflicted upon
them for having tobacco, but on the
contrary tobacco -would be given to
all who were users of it before com-
ing to the prison. A small quantity
will be issued each week, but pris-
oners who misbehaved will bé de-
prived of tobacco as a punishment.
A -stock of tobacco has been order-
ed and it is expected that within the
next two weeks the regulation will
go into effect.

ontrol knows full well the valus
of the *‘sensatfon” in news as has
son ‘seen in its bold and oftimes
disconcerting disclosures of policies
during the war and its remarkable
documents on the Bolshevik program-
me for Great Britain. Accordingly,
its editor can'be aequitted of any lack
of -appreciation of the selling value
of “crimson news,” if it'has any.
In answer to my first question as to
the office practice in connection with
crime, divorce and sexual news, Mr.

“At the Morning Post we keep a
most rigid censorship ofi news of this
kind, and, roughly speaking, we omit

‘some five million Bnglish pounds to
cover the total
French railways during 1920. The
contrast is a considerable one, and
there is little wonder that the French
papers which comment on it are dis-
tressed by this evidence of whole-
sale ‘dishonesty. The only exbhna-*
tion is that, like ourselves, our bel-
ligerent neighbors  have still to
work the war out of their systems.
Casnalties of Ile and limb are not
the only damage done to a people
by an’ ordeal of the kind through
which Europe has just passed. There
is a weakening of moral fiber and
responsibility which only time secur-
ity, and hard work can remedy.

—Uncle Sam will
soon ‘become ‘the possessor of the
British-built R-38, the largest rigid
airship -yet comstructed in any coun-

Trim and smart as. the quarter-
deck of an' admiral’s flagship, the
R-38, soon fo be designated official-
iy by her new American name, ZR-2;
is claimed to be the most formidable
craft ever to *‘take the air.” 1

She is expected to be capable of

5,000 miles” flight at full speed—
70 miles per hour—or 6,500 miles a
“cruising speed’” of = 60 miles per

hour.

Her specifiéations call for an arm-
ment of 14 Lewis guns, of 280 pounds.
The machine-guns are dist¥fbuted at
vantage points so that any form of
attack, from land sea or &ir, might
eﬂm be combatted.

Tho—thip s heavy armameft serves
as an index to her chn.ractai‘ She is
designed to serve, if occasion-arisés,
as the gemeral headquarters of a
whole battle fleet, eyes, ears and, in
emergency, an auxiliary - “business
end.”

Perhaps his-
tory will never record a more deter-
mined attempt to make a‘governor
general feel:"‘at home’ than the wel-

come that will-be. extended to Baron |

Byng, of Vimy, soldier and pﬁtu-
man, and the popular< and-honored
leader of the Canadian Corps in
France and ‘Flanders. >

T0 BE TRIED

Government to Equip Plant at
Brighton for 10,000 Bar-
rells of Apples

ormoi'sTEﬁcunEn

Warehouse Will be Ready to
Take Early: Apples on
August 15th

TORONTO, July 2.—The efforts of
the speecial fruit committee of the
Legislature to induce the Govern-

{ment to experiment with cold storage

of apples and other fruit have brought
results. Hon. Manning Doherty in-
timated that the Govermment had
decided to establish a cold storage
warehouse at Brighton to test the
value of cold storage as applied to
the apple crop of the province.

When the Minister took up the

‘| matter a year ago he imstructed P.

W. Hodgetts, director of the fruit
branch, to visit Brighton, which is
the centre of a good apple-growing
district, in order to secure options
on warehouses which might be suit~
able for the purpose. Several suit-
able buildings were found, and an
option obtained on one of these has
now been taken up., Hon. Mr. Do-
herty stated definitely that tenders
were being secured for the installa-
tion of cold storage machinery, and
within a few days, work will be
commenced on the necessary changes
in the’ building. The total invest-
ment will be about $30,000, and this
will give aceommodation for about
10,000 barrels of apples. . The build-
ing will be ready by the 15th of
August, it is expected, and will take
care of the early apples as they come
in.  The service of the cold storagé
warehouse will be particularly valu-
able. in the cooling of early and Fall
apples, but as a resuit of the energetic
work of the méembers of the fruit
committee, assurances have been re-
ceived that the growers will utilize
the building for the storage of Win-
ter apples as well. Mederate charges
will be ‘made for the service glven,
