Discovery of » New Mineral.

Mr 
Mason then consulted authorities end 
ditermined te make testas for Wolfram. 

Tbe ore he 
pronounced to be wolfram without 
doubt. This ore produces a metal called 
Cornwall, in » place in Germany, and 
one other place.
