The following Table is published inder the resolution of the Legislative Assembly
of the 8th May, 1856, adlopting the recommendation of the Committee to whom my
report had been referrgd. Itis--tliat adverted to in the Notice prefixed in the Index
to'the Statutes io1rcein Lower Canada, as necessary to exhibit clearly the result
of the revision which the order to prepare that- work had -obliged me io undertake,
and to aflord directly that information as to what Acts and parts of lÀcts are or are
not in force, which can only be gathered indirectly fron the Index., The Table and
the Index suþplement and check each other. the former aflording fuller information
as regards the Statutes and parts of Statutes not ,in forée; and the latter as regards
those inforce. Any Act referred to in the Index'can be fotnd at once in the Tables,"
in its place according to date and chapter; and if fuller information be required than
the Table furnishes as to-the provisions of any Act in force, it iill be 'fouñl under'
the same Title in the Index, where'a briefnote-of the subjec" of each section in force
is entered.

-The oject of the Table is not to shew what any Act under consideration itself
proviiies, (f6r this appears on the face of the Act which is supposed to be before the
reader,) but how its provisioas are affected by later Acts which are fnot before him.
This could, however, be done only so far as their action upon it is direct and suscepti-
ble of being.briefly stated, for it would b impossible in 'any moderato space, to trace
the indirect effect of every Act upon évery other ; there are probably, for instance,
fe* Statutes connected with the administration of the law which will not be in
some way or.other'incidentally-aifected'or modified by the new Judicature Act: of
1857, (cap..44,) when it comes fully ir Îorce.

The Index having -been published before the Table, and containing a' brief
unmary eof every section of every Public. Act in iorce, and the Acts on the Sanme

subject-being arranged in it under the same Title so that reference can easily be made
from one to the other, it wasthought unnecessary (even bad time permitted) to enter
into quite se mucli detail as to the effect of one Act upon ahother, as is contained in
the former Tables to the Acts and Ordinances then in force in Lowcr Canada, which
were published without an Index and beAore the publication of the Revised'Statutes.
Indeed the main object of the present Table, is rather to account for the repealed and
expired Acts and parts of Acts, and to shew how they ceased to be in force, (which

cthe Index does not generally do,) than to shew the existing Statute 'Law, which is
imore filly given in the Index.

If tÑi~nformation now given could have preceded or' accompanied the Index,
should have felt more at- liberty as to the form of the latter, and could pçrhaps

ha<e improved it for some purposes- by dividing the Acts more and entering their
provisions tgndq, a greater nurù r of special titles. TlóO«e is, however, considerable
tdvantage "in' réfenring to t'e hole of an Act under one title, in an Index not
attached to the volume coetinirhg stich Act ; and the important object ohÂiabiing

- every one to test for himself and easily, whether the. Index is or is not correct in
treating any Act or part pf an Act as in forcç'ornot i force, wifl bê at leateguall'y
well attained by the form and order of publication act'ually adopted.

The Table cornes down to the present time, including the Acts of 1857, and tltéir
effect on former Acts: and as, the changes made by these Acta in the Index' are
important, a brief continuation of that work to the samle period is added, including
not only the additions and corrections consequent on the said Acts. but the Errata in
the original work, and some references from one part of it to another which appeared

désirable. The Acts of 185 re réfrred to by their chapters only, except-the new
Judicature Act, and the Act amending the Muni'cipal Corporations and toad Act,
vhich arl sô important that the subjects-of the several divisions adopted in the Acts

themselves have been separately entered..

Iê preparingthe Table the same distinction ha eenIiîade between-Public Acts
and those of a Local or Privte nature, as 'in the Indez. As regards the former,
every sectin foun. to be direetly repealed or affected, has 'eben mentioned: as regards
the latter, tbe Acts amending·them are referred to without entering into further
details. An Act, the -special purpose of which is confined to Upper Canada, is
omitted in the Index, and merely referred to in the Tables by the words " Upper
Canada " opposite the number of its chapter,

A later'Act upon thé same. subject as a former one is considered as amending 't,
although itnmay.merely make additional provisions upon the subject without actually
repealing any thing in the prior Act: and it has been deemed, conveniènt under the
first Act upon any subject, to\refer to all the Acts relating specially to the same
subjet.\

Acts pepealed by permanent Acts which have themselves been afterwards rep'ealed,
are treated as not revived by suéh repeal, although the usual form of words for
preventing doubts as te the revival may bave been omitted, unless there is something
to shew the intention of the Legislature that tie repealed Act should revive.

As regards Acts supposed to be " EFFETE " becaiàe nothing more remains to be
donc under'them, the remarks in the Notice prefixet to tho Index are applicable; the
word merely expresses an opinion that such is in all probability the case.

When no part.of an-&ct is deemed. to be in force, tihis opinion is expressed and*
the reason assigned ; but for greater facility of reference, the subject (or some part of
it) of an. Act supposed to be wholly or partly in force, is pintedVin fulI Capitals, and
the.Chapter in Roman Numerals.. The date of the Royal Assent is given after the.

subjeet, except whère it is the same as thàt of the ne4x preceding chapter or chaptqrâ,
in which éase-it is'iot repeated. When the Act has been originally temporary the

-letter T. is put after:th subject matter as in the former Tables.'

AlthouglMhéTable>forms.a necesâary part of the worl ordered by the Legisla-
tive Assembly, and must have been performedby me nder Mr Gamble's Resolution

whether the Statutes were further revised or ,hot ; yet, it now forms an essential

partof the work ofRevisiôn, and its preparation has constituted, with the approval

and assistanèe, of my Colleagues, a ;very large portion .of my: labours as. one of te

Revibers. Indeed it is self evident,' that the first step in revisien must be an Expyr-
gatory List separating the living from the dead and effete matter,-acco unting for
every Act and7 Section which·has ever.beeni ia force, and shewing whether the whole or

any part of it is still.1a, andif it is net, then how and when it ceased te obe s.
This List'the Table intended tobe and this account it professes to render', sub-
ect to the naoification abov.e mentioned as regards Local and Private Acts. The

selidation oftlePublic Statteswbyhi will ie .the result of the.labeurs ef the

Ce missioners will partially supeiedAxy- work, and the changessto be wroughtby

G. 3, c. 8, which repeals sect. 8 of 17 G. 3, c. 13. The ordinances
(but nt the -Act) were suspended as to Montreal to 1st May,
1834; by 9 G. 4, c. 57, amïended by 1 W. 4r, c. 50 :-as to Quebec
to the same day, by 2 W. 4, c 57:- and as 'to Three Rivers to lst
May, 1838, by 3 W.,4, c. 25:-all expired, But this ordinance
seems superseded : by ·the provisions of the Acts incorporating
Quebec, Montreal and Thrée Rivers, a.nd by the general Muni-
cipal Act, 18 V'c.
