House was laid, and I lie building 
completed three years later.

In 1847 the rail wax question began to agitate the community, hut it was 
not until seven years later that the first line to l ohourg, via Rice l.ake and 
Harwood, was completed.

In 185a the Town was incorporated, having a population of 1.800. (See 
folio 13.)

In 1858 the Midland Rail wax lo Port Hope, was completed, and extended to 
Lindsay in i8Sj. The Ci rand Junction was built 111 18711 ami the Canadian 
Pacific 111 1883.

In iS'mi II. R. II.. I lie Prince of Wales, now King Edward VII, during a 
1 rip through Canada, paid a visit to tin* Town, which occasioned an enthusiast it , 
lovai celebration.

The Town owes much of its initial growth ami pr spent> to ti e timhei 
and lumber business, but during the “ Seventies this began to decline on 
account of the exhaustion of the limits tributary to the water system. Its excel­
lent geographical position combined with good railway facilities and great 
water powers, however, makes it a most desirable location for large industries, 
the establishment of a number of which have more than coni|H‘nsatcd for the 
decadence in the lumbering business. The completion ol the Trent Valiev 
Canal, which may occur before many years, will certainly add to the power and 
shipping facilities of the town. flic ttion at the present time is about
1 i.no.i.
