The specific gravity of the official lime and sulphur dip authorized for use by the
Department of Ag ure of the Dominion of Canada is 1023.0,

By using an ordinary urinometer, an instrument commonly used by physicians
for determining the density of urine the reading should be 23.0.

1 he readings are obtained with the dip at a temperature of from 105° to 110
Falirenheit

Should the urinometer sink below the mark at 230, the dipis too wealk, that is,
there is an insuflicient amount of the chemical products obtained Ly the fusing of
the lime and sulphur by boiling and more of the stock solution should be added that
the correct reading may be obtained.

[t may be stated by individuals preparing dip that the official formula will not
produce the result indicated, but in dip so prepared a careful examination will revea
cthat there 1l

ree Iphur in suspension. A continued boiling of the stocl lu
tion will give a product which on proper dilution will give a ¢

r t readin on the
instrument. In fact the Canadian official formula will, if the ingredients are boiled
for three or four hours, give a dip much stronger than is obtained by the two hours’
lmi!lh‘.’.
