I'HE IPRENCH ASSOCIATION
LAW.

It fs not at all sure that the new
Prench Association Law will come into
effect, oven should it be adopted by
the Senate, The bill has yet to pass
the Senate, and though It was adopted
by the Chamber of Deputies by &
majority of eighty votes, it will not be
voted on by the Senate until towards
the end of July. The most glaring
ipjustice in the bill is that while asso
clations in general do mnot need any
special authorization from Parliament
to be recognized &8 legal, religious
organizations Rre equired to ask
anthorization, which may be refused
by a Chamber hostile to religion. In
case of refusal by the Chamver to
authoriza the organization, the pro
perty will be confiscated, and the
members will be forbidden to teach
school, But the opportunity to ask
for anthorization will run on after the
passage of the bill by the Sonate, and
the debate on authorization will pro-
bably continue to the end of the ses-
sion, and there is no doubt the elec-
tivns for 1902 will tarn on this iseus,
whereupon the Government s very
likely to be defeated, and its pollcy
reversed before the next meeting of
the Chamber. The Catholic party are

{geue at the coming general election,
and are even now holding meetings
{n the constituencies to bring the mat-
tor to the attention of the elactorate.
In the meantime the Papal Nunelo,
Mgr. Lorepzelll, has quit Parle, to
mark the indignation of the Holy
Father at the hostility to religion
manifested by the Government.

PRAYERS FOR THE DEAD,

It may not be generally known to
our readers that the Hebrews still re-
tain in thelir synagogues and private
houses the practice of offering prayers
for the dead. Four times in the year
thess prayers are publicly and golomn-
ly offered in the SyDAZOR LS, and in
gome private houses more often than
this according to the devotion of fam-
{lies. [t was undoubtedly on account
of thig practice that our Lord made
reference to some sins which ghall not
be forgiven either in this world or in
the world to coms. (St. Matt. xii ; 31,
92 : 8t. Mark iil; 29.) Certainly if
this practice were wrong, or contrary
to the divine revelation given to the
Jews, our Blessed Lord would have
condemned it as He did Mber wrong
and stuful practices and omlssions into
which the Hebrews had fallen. (St
Matt. xi. and xxiil.) His mention of
this practice wita approbation proves
that prayers shcu!d be offered for the
dead that their sins may be forgiven,
and illustrates the text of 2 Macha-
bees xil ; 43 46, where we &are told
that Judas Machabeus ordered sacrifice
to be offered in the Temple of Jerusa
lem for the sins of those that were slain
{n battle, because “ {t is a holy and
wholesome thought to pray for the
dead that they may be loosed from
their sins.” These texts prove, not
ounly that prayers should be offered for
the dead, but also that there is a pur-
gatory or place of purgation in the
other life where venial sins are atoned
for and forgiven after due punish
ment has been undergone.

SPIRITISM.

A recent lssue of the New York
Times- Democrat gives an explanation
of one of the Spiritualistic medinm
tricks as related by a medium. The
statagem would be amusing as a trick
of legerdemain, but it is disgusting as a
pretence of communication with tke
spirit world. Questions are wiitten
in a private room by the visitor, and
are sealed in an envelope The me-
dium, who has retired to another room,
{s now called in by means of a bell.
The medium then goes into a trance
and answers the questions categori-
cally, though they are sealed and
placed in the pocket of the visitor.

T'he secres of the trick isthat e plece
of carbon paper was placed under the
thin baize covering of the table on
which the questions were written, and
thus a copy of the questions was left,
which was withdrawn by the medinm
by a concealed slide, while he was in
the mnext room. In his pretended
trance, he had before him the copy,
and was, of course, able to answer the
questions as he saw fit. 1f the visitor
chanced to write the questions else-
where than on the prepared table,
he was told that ‘‘ the spirits were re
fractory that day " and was asked ©o
call again, It le lamentable that such
impostures should be palmed on the
public under the pretence of & new re-
ligion

CHURCH UNION.

A prcposal has been made by the
Rev. Joseph Parker of London, Eog-
land, that the Congregational, Bap-
tist and Presbyterian Churches should
unite into one body. The Baptist and
Congregational unions have already
eunthusiactically expressed their ap
proval of the proposition, and it is
highly probable that an effort will be
made at an early date to put it into
offoct, at least so far as these two
bodies are concerned. The Presby-
terians have not yet had an opportun
ity to express their sentiments in re-
gard to the matter.

The proposition includes the proviso
that each of the three uniting sects
shall preserve its individuslity, which
means, we presume, that they will re-
tain their distinctive doctrines and
practices.

The Congregationalists and Presby-
terians adhere in theory to the same
Westminster Confession of Falth,
though the former are very lax in re-
gard to its {nterpretation, whereas the
Presbyterians have been until recently
verystrictinadhering to the doctrinesof

Arminian in bellef, rejecting the doc-
trine of the foreordination of a great
part of humanity to everlasting dam-
nation. It may be presumed, there:
fore, that the movement will include
only Calvinistic Baptists, unless the
British Presbyterians revise thelr
Creed by eliminating this doctrine
from their Confession of Faith.

On the other hand, there ig a very
essentlal difference of belief between
the Baptists and the other two denom-
{nations named in regard to infant Bap-
tism, and whether Baptism gshould be
administered by immersion or the pour-
ing on of water. The Presbyterians
hold that Baptism may be administered
by pouring, while the Baptists main
tain that immersion i8 & divine com-
mand. Infants are aldo baptized by
the Prosbyterians, whereas the Bap-
tists assert that the baptism of infants
ig unlawful.

It is thus seen that, by the agree-
ment that each sect will maintain it8
{ndividuality, there will be an agree-
ment to ignore what 18 admitted to be
a divine institution. How will these
gects reconcile such a union with the
Scriptural assertion in 1 Tim. {il, 18,
that ** the Church of the living God 18
the pillar and ground of the truth 2"’
Surely this cannot be ¢aid of a Church
which agrees that one-third or two-
thirds of ite adherents shall violate &
commardment of God.

It is further to be provided that
there shall be no uniform or inflexible
way of recelving or recognizing min-
isters of the new Church. This is also
a flagrant departure from the Scrip-
tural teaching, from which we learn
that the *' presbyters " or priests of
the Church were ordained by the im
position of hands.

« Neglect not the grace which is in thee,
which was given thee by prophecy with the
imposition of the hands of the priesthood.”
(1 Tim. 4, 14.)

“Impose not hands lightly upon any
man.” (5, 22,

““And when they had ordained for them
priests in every Church, they commended
them to the Lord.” (Acts 14, 22,

Here the original Greek word used
by the sacred writer ig ¢* Cheirotone-
santes (When they had imposed
hands.)”

This is recognized in the Presby-
terian mode of ordination which I8
thus laid down :

“ It being manifest by the word of God
that no man cught to take upon him the of-
fice of a minister of the gospel until he be
lawfually called and ordained thereto,”

and

The dignity of LL. D., conferred
upon Hon. David Mills by Queen's
Unpiversity, will be regarded by Cana-
dlansaga graceful and :pproprlstetrtb-
ute to one who has given of his best
for the development and upbutlding of
this country. Too often an honorary
degree is given to {ndividuals who
have bat little to distinguish them from
mediocrities, but in this cage it 1e

Howsoever one may dissent from the

political tenets of Hon. Mr. Mills, no
Canadian canunot but admire his sin-
cerity and courage, his unimpeachable
scholarship, and his efforts to view
public questions, not by the light of
party expediency but of principle.
He is not a mere politician nor 18 he
an adept in the artifices upon which
weak men rely to gain the favor of the
voter. We venture to say that he
considers such methods a8 objectionable
features of our national life, and that
his championship of any cause s im-
pelled by what in conscientious judg-
ment he deems to be jast and right
and that his only fear is to be unpopu-
lar with himself rather than with the
multitude. He has becn a good friend
and an honorable opponent—courteous
and digntfisd in gpeech--bringing to
bear upon the subject with which he
has had to deal the resources of &
cultivated intellect ; in short, & noble
and stimulating personality.

And we should like to point out that
his position is not due to any partial-
ity of the good dame Fortune, who is
credited with the care of the indolent
and unthorough. It hes been won by
hard work, and goes to show that, de
gpide pessimistic prophecies, there is
room in Canada, and at the top, for
men who do not believe that learn-
ing is to be without exertion, without
attention, without toil, without ground-
ing, without advance, without finish-
ing.

HON. S. H. BLAKE

In last week's issue we made some
remarks on the Hon, 5. H. Blake's ad-
dress recently delivered at the Wick-
liffe college annual convocation.

 Every minister of the Word is_to be or-
dained by im osition of hands and prayer,
with fas'ing, by these preaching presbyters
to whon. it doth belong.”

The original Presbyterian ministers
were not, indeed, thus ordained, but
the necessity of ordination by duly
ordained ‘‘ministers” 18 here ad-
mitted to be necessary, &8 being pre-
geribed in Scripture, and an excuse
12 made for the lack of such ordination
in the early ministers of that denom-
{nation, by alleging the necessity of
the cage under the extraordinary cir-
cumstances then existing. Catholics
maintain the necessity oi ordination
by a Bishop. But even in their own
theory, how can Presbyterians admit
now as a valid ministry the Baptist
ministers who have certainly not re-
celved their orders from & source
which was valid in the first instance ?
Whatever might possibly be said in
favor of the validity of the Lutheran
pastor, Muncer's orders, John of Ley-
den, the noted tatlor who during 1534
and 1535 was the chief leader and
preacher of the Anabaptists of Ger-
many, later known &g Baptists, had
certainly received mno ecclesiastical
ordination further than that he
claimed cupreme religious authority
by virtue of adivine revelation, which
was nothing more than the phantasy
of his own dreams,
Surely, should the union take place
on the conditions proposed, there will
be a great departure on the part of
the Presbyterians from the solemn de
claration made when the Confession of
faith was adopted, to the effact that,

 We are now thoroughly resolved in the
truth by the Word and Spirit of God : and
therefore wa believe with our whole hearts,
confess with our mouths, subseribe with our
hands, and constantly aftirm before God and
the whole world, that this only is the true
Christian faith and religion, pleasing
and bringing salvation to man, which now is
by the mercy of God, revealed to the world
by the preaching of the blessed evangel,”

And,

“ T the which Confession and form of re-
ligion we willingly agree in our conscience
in all points, as unto (+od’s undoubted truth
and vﬁrity.&(munded only upon His written
Word., And therefore we abhor and detest
all contrary religion and doctrine.”

It is a grievcus mistake to suppose
that a new true Church of Christ can
be constructed by the agglomeration
of any number of diecordant man-
made sects. The true Church must be
one in doctrine from the beginning.
This is tiue only of the Catholic

These remarks were confined to the
consideration of the question of the
confessional as used in the Catholic
Church, which we showed to be a di-

What does he
think of the following oath taken only
a couple of weeks ago by the recently
appolnted Bishop of London ?

«1(N) Doctor in Divinity, now elected:
confirmed, and consecrated Bishop of Lion-
don, do hereby declare that Your Majesty is
the only supreme governor of this your realm
in spiritual and ecclesiastical things as well
as in temporal, and that no foreign prelate
or potenate has any jurisdiction within this
realm ; and I acknowledge that I hold the
gaid bishopric, as well the spiritualities, as
the temporalities thereof, of your Majesty.
And for the same temporalities I do my hom-
age presently to your Majesty. So help me
God. God save King Edward.”

There is undeniably scriptural auth-
ority for belleving that Bishops, such
as the Apostles were, should hold spir-
{tual and ecclesiastical jurisdiction, in
countries in which they were foreign
ers, but there i8 absolutely no ground,
whether Scriptural or Traditionsl, for

{sdiction over Timothy and Titus,
who were the Bishops respect-

an apostle of Christ. Nowhere did he
refer those to whom he wrote to the
civil rulers as having the authority he
freely exercised ‘‘to set things in
order” in the Church of God. But
even St. Paul deemed it necessary to g0
to Jerusalem ‘‘to see Peter,” (Gal. 1,
18), that s, to consult with him dili-
gently (historein) regarding the holy
goepel, It would be more in keeping
with tho supposed office and duties of
the Anglican Bishops to take direc-
tions from the successor of St. Peter
than from any earthly monarch.

Mr. Blake next makes reference to
the Coronation oath taken by King
Edward VIL, that relic of a barbarous
age which still figures in the corona-
tion ceremony of the Kings and Queens
of England. He does mnot think it
would be prudent yet to abolish this
enormity. As this oath is at once
false, rash, unjust, and UDDECEssAry,
we must infer that Mr. Blake, notwith-
standing his knowledge of civil law,
has & very hazy idea of the nature and
qualities of & lawful oath.

A somewhat remarkable state of
affairs exist at this moment in regard
to the assistant pastorship of Christ
Church { Anglican) Cathedral of Mon-
treal.

The Rav. Professor Steen, who has
been till recently President of the
Church of Engiand Diocesan College
in that city, was found by the Bishop
to have taught doctrines irreconcilable
with the fundamental teachings of
Christianity, and for this reason,
thoagh the Professor was supported by
the students, he has been obliged by
pressure from the authorities to resign
his position, and it was not long since
announced that it was his intention to
leave the diocese of Montreal alto’
gether.

But the rev. professor had frequent-
ly preached in the Cathedral, and his
preaching was very favorably re
celved, not merely by the majority of
the nongregation, but apparently with
thelr unanimous approval, and &
movement was begun by the principal
members of the congregation to secure
his services as assistant minister of
the Cathedral.

A sermon which had been preached
in another church three years ago on
¢ Honest D>ubt " had been particular-
ly commented upon as tending to
jastify unbeliefjin Christian revealed
trath, and during the month of April
last, the Professor thought proper to
repeat in the Cathedral the same ser-
mou, 80 that his views on the subject
treated might be fally known, and in
delivering it on the present occasion
hs made the remark that he repeated
it purposely ‘' because it would be
more significant at the present time."

St. Thomas
therefore sinned by incredullty, pre-
sumption and pride : by incredulity,
because there was already sufficient
evidence to establish the fact inasmuch
as the Aposties who testified to it could
not have been either deceived, or de:
ceivers. Ho einned by presumption,
in demanding physical evidence of &
fact which was made certain by suffic
jent testimony, and by pride, inasmuch
as he demanded that Christ should ac-
commodate Himeelf toHis requirements.
He lays down the law for Jesus our
Saviour, instead of |accepting the law
at His hands. Ho, therefore, owed the
more to the mercy of Oar Lord Whoso
benignly appealed to him : " Be not
incredulous, but faithful,” or bellev-
ing, because ‘' blessed areithey who
have not seen, and have believed.”
Thomas, however, makes full repara-
tion for his fault of incredulity, aud ad-
mitting his error, prociaias it iGos
earnest words his belief in Christ's di-
vinity when he says : *‘My Lord and
my Ged,” & truth which he appears to
have previously doubted.

We cannot agree, therefore, with
Professor Steen’s interpretation that
our Lord approved of Thomas’ doubt,
from the fact that He gave all the
proofs which the doubting Apostle bad
demanded. We cannot doubt that our
Lord's intention was to put the fact of
His resurrection beyond all cavil by
giving ruperabundant evidence of it
as it was to be the fundamental mir-
ecle by which the truth of the Chris-
tian religion was to be demonstrated
to all mankind., And He did this for
the sake of the other Apostles, as well
as for Thomas ; because they wereé to
be His witnesses thronghout Judea and
Samaria, and to the world.
Archbishop Bond, however, has
finally withdrawn Professor Steen’s
license to officiate in his diocese, and
in his letter justifying his course bo
makes quotations from the Professor’s
pulpit utterances and college teachings
in which doubt is thrown upon the io
spiration of Scripture, and other im-
portant revealed truths of religion, in-
cluding redemption, the Sacraments,
the Church of God, and, moreover, he
actually asserts that ‘‘ the only funda-
mental problem in apologetics ie
that Christ i8 more than man.” We
are not surprised that Archbishop
Bond declares

It is but fair to mention here that
Professor Steen has iesued a protest

Oa this point we cannot
gpeak positively, as we have not seen
»ublished any other of his sermons than
+he one on ‘‘Honest Doubt” referred
to above. From it we have presump-
tive evidence, at least, that the Arch-
bishop has not substantially misrepre
sented his utterapces, even theuzh the
statement of them may have been
somewhat exaggerated by being
separated from the context.

It is stated that Professor Steen
nas refused to return to the Bishop
the license he received, though the
Bishop has demanded it. He has
slso been announced to preach in the
Church of St. James with the pastor’s
approval. It would appear from all
thig that insubordination is almost a8
rampant in the Church of England in
Montreal as it is in England, between
Ritaalists and Kensitites.
