Christian Sympathy.

« Remember them which suffer adversity, as being
yourselves also in the body.” Heb. xiii. 3.

How tender is the spirit of the Gospel. How
rich the fragrance that it sheds over all the re-
iations of life. ’

It represents man, not es an isolated being,
haughtily contemning buman aid,—or retiring
to some secluded hermitage, dragging out s
lonely wretcled existence, striving by fast and
penance, rnd eelf-mortification to recommend
himself to his offended Maker, and to gain sn
entrance into Heaven,—but * setting the soli-
tary in families,” in neighbonrhuodl. in commu-
pities, it evjoins in loving accents, * Bear ye
one another’s burdens, and so fulfil the law of
Christ. ’

Not such has been the characteristic of the
ancient or modern heathen world. Now and
then there have been bright exceptions; men whe
like the generous Roman could exclaim, * I am
a man,and whatever concerns humanity concerns
me ;" heroic instances of patriotism, of filial,
fraternal, snd friendly devotion, like brilliant
stars, sparkle amid the gloom that enveloped the
more! hemiepbere,—but there have been few and
scattered, and still, as in his day, the picture
urawn by the pen of the inspired Apostle, i
refirence to thote who yet * sit in the valley
and shadow of death,” remains too correct a

epresentation, * Hateful and hating one ano-
er.”

But when Christisnity descended from Hesaven,

jre followed, first and fairest in her train, the
“iogel of Pity. Her mission wes to bind up the
broken-heart, to loose' the ceptive’s bond, to
give the * oil of joy for mourning, and the gar-
ment of praise for the spirit of heaviness.”

Embodied in human form in the person of the
Redeemer; how winning are the charms which
commend her to notice.

How simple the record, yet bow lofty the mis-
sion, “ He went about doing good.” Trace his
steps through those three eventful years of his
public ministry,—and see if every act bespeaks
not bis infinite compassion.

The sick and the bereaved share alike in bis
sympathy ; the eyes of the blind are opene_d;
{he lame man lesps as an bart ; and the tongue
of the dumb sing ;—the widowed mother’s tears
are exchanged for thanksgiving as she embraces
her son, dead but alive again,—and the Cansac-
itish woman, as she hurries joyfully homeward,
geems to hear again in fancy the matchless tones
of that compassionate Lord, ** Be it unto thee
even as thou wilt !”

And like its Divine Master the spirit of Chris-
tiagity is essentially loving. Cruelty, harshness,
coldness, indifference, belong not to it. It bas
tears to shed for others woes ; it has sympathy
ever ready by kindly word and deed to aid the
afflicted. The heart in which it dwells, as a
moviog, livieg principle, cannot but feel how
binding the claims of a common humanity. No
matter how lofty its rank in social elevation,—to
what eminence of prosperity it may have at-
tained, it forgets not those who are less highly
favored ; it devoutly recognizes that * Allis of
God,”—and not with arrogant boasting, nct with
supercilious bearicg, not for the praise of men,
bus with lowly love, with thoughtful care, with
gentle tenderness, it goes forth on its missions
of mercy, seeking only the approval of the Re-
deemer, * Inasmuch as ye did it unto one of the
least of these, ye did it unto me.”

But to such a course of conduct the Apostle
would urge us by yet another consideration.
He reminds us that we, too, are in the body,
partakers of the same flesh and blood, and lisble
to the same troubles in which others are involved.

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Prayer in Little Troubles.

We are often greatly affected by things that
seem to be too small for prayer. If we bad to

|| spesk of some grand success, or some sublime

calamity ; if “a host were to encamp against
us ;” if famine were to stare upon us or if some
massive obstacle were to rise like a mountain
in our path, we should think those matters
wortby of an errand to the throne; bat *‘ the
trivial round, the common task,” the vexatioms,
the annoyances, and *‘ the insect stings of life”
—we bardly like to trouble the Master with the
story of these, or if we do, it seems to befit the
solempity of prayer to mention them, not in
plain Jangusge, and by particular description,
but only in the dialect of ceremony, and in
some inferential way. But, this our way is our
folly. Duly consider what Chalmers calls ¢ the
power of the littles.” Look at little things in
their combination.  * One single snowflake,” it
has been said, “is a little thing, but a whole
day of snowflakes may block up the road-
way, obliterate the landmarks, gather on the
mountains, descend like an avalanche into
the plains, and thus overwhelm cottages in
its fall.” In like mannper, one single care is
a little thing; but a whole day of cares, a
week of cares, a life of little cares,—we call
that sum total a great thicg. The least fact
has infinite relations ; and as the year is made
up of moments, and the world of atoms, so is
life of little things. Look at little things
separately. Could esch one be traced in its
single influence along the line of its future bis-
tory, the mind would faint at the thought of its
amazing greatness. A little wheel in a vast
machine, may, if neglected, throw the results of
that machine into destructive confusion. A
little miscalculation in some process of high
matbematical thought may issue in enormous
and damaging mistake. A little spark may fire
a prairie ; a little leak may sink a ship ; 8 little
seed may hold a future forest growth of good or
evil. A dislodged etone in your pathway may
seem to you to be a thing too trivial for notice,
yet it may have drawn the potice of an angel.
That stone may cause a fall, the fall a fracture,
and the fracture death ; therefore it is written,—
« He shall give his angels charge over thee, and
keep thee in all thy ways, lest thou dash thy
foot against a stone.” Scme slight unchronicled
incident in your experience may color your life
for eternity. Some noteless action may be the
germ of a power, that shall spread through all
the earth, and fill all hell with heightened sor-
row, or all beaven with praise. Apply these
considerations to the subject of prayer. While
that poor widow is kneeling on a ragged strip
of carpet in her garret, with her heart full to
breaking because the barrel of meal ia almost
empty, the cruse of oil almost spent, and ,he
has just been gathering * two sticks,” meaning
to light a fire, and dress what remaine, that she
and her child may est of it, and then die (1
Kings xvii : 8-16), would you silence her?—
Would you say, * He to whom you speak about
a little flour and a little fire is at tbis moment
calling constellations into light, or bidding

Never let me trifle wita
trifles. Trifles educate me, trifies wake my tem-
per, trifles color my views of trutb, trifles influ-
ence my though's of God, trifles affect my
power of prayer, trifics combined make the very
sublimites of life. I will take to the Master
these small perplexities, these little interests,
these obscure, indefinite cares that weigh my
spirit down, but which are too little to excite
the sympathy of man, for they will not be little
in the sight of God. It is his glory to notice
things like these ; and by his care for the little,
he proclaims his mejesty snd maintains bis
throne.— Symbols of Christ, by the Rev. Charles
Stanford.

Becutiful and bright are the mornings which

promising in our opinions ; our assertions are
less dogmatic ; our invectives less sweepingi
we become more considerate ; more disposed to
“ make allowance ” for the faults and foibles and
the crimes of others, as if growing more in uni-
son with the sentiment,

** That mercy I to others show,
That mercy show to me !

and as if we felt that to the ‘ judgment ” we
were ‘‘ passing away.” Then again a tooth or
two has fallen out, and we instinctively take a
seat at the window when about to read the morn-
ing paper; we look more for facts, less for
opinions ; men’s characters are measured by
their conduct rather than by their profession ;
we are more anxious to learn what men do than
what they say ; and we consider what is in the
heart of greater importance than what is in the
head. In all our judgments, we are more deli-
berate as we become more sensible that there is
less ability and less time to correct mistakes, for
that we are  passing away.”

The streets are now less full, and so are the
churches, ot the friends of our school-dsys; of
whom in the whirl of business we have regretful
thoughts, and feel of some one more distinctly
remembered, “ Oh! how I would like to see
him sgain ;” or, as to some other one,known to
be living, we determine we will write a letter and
talk of old times, and make a thousand inqui-
ries about mutual classmates and friends ; but
in another hour business engsgements crowd in
—the letter is never written ; and the next we
hear—* he is desd.” Then comes the feeling,
with an overwhelming force, that we also are
* passing away !” And so we.are, dear reader;
but be it cur care, that while the physical man
is letting go his Kold on this mortal life, the spi-
ritual shall grow stronger day by day, rising
above the clogs and shackles of the mortal frame,
praparatory to being disengaged from it alto-
gether ; and at the instant of its complete dis-
entanglement, the vision of * the substance of
tkings hoped for ” so long, breaks in upon the
ravished sight, and we have *‘ passed away "—
to Heaven !

How to Overturn the Pulpit.

I once beard a minister say that one of the
pleasantest introductions which he believed he
bad ever had to a parishioner was in the case
of a poor and leme woman, who walked several
miles to bring him five eggs in a little basket,
the produce of ber one hen. It established a
Jife-long intimacy between them, which was as
ardent on her part as on his; and no wonder.
He said that years afterwards the recollection of
those eggs among the fresh grass in the little
basket would bring tears to his eyes as he wrote
his sermon and thought of his people. This
woman was never heard to say that she did not
know her minister.

It matters not how Scriptural may be the creed
of Protestant Churches, how pure their admin-
istration, or how holy their membership, they
lack the mark of the true Church—Apostolic
Succession. Their Ministers are mere laymen,
 wells without water,” and their benighted
flocks are listening from Sabbath to Sabbath to
sermons which have no * truth ” in them, and
receiving sacraments which cannot convey
« grace.” It matters not although God may
have borne his testimony to these Churches by
honoring them to suffer for his name, or to
spread his truth all over the earth. That testi-
mony cannot be accepted in the absence of the
one only infallible mark of a true Church, the
apostolic succession. The Cburch which in Eng-
land produced a John Owen and a Richard Bax-
ter in former days, and a Robert Hall and a
Jobn Angell James in our own times, is no
Church of Christ : it lacks the apostolic succes-
sion. The Church in Scotland, which number-
ed in its ranks an Andrew Melville and a Sam-
vel Rutherford, and, more lately, an Andrew
Thomson and & Thomas Chalmers, is no Church
of Christ: it lacks the apostolic succession.—
Thess men taught without suthority and * ran
unsent.” Their pure piety and their fervid
zeal, their burning eloquence and their unwear-
jed labors in the cause of the gospel, do not en-
title them to rank es mipisters of Christ—the
bands of Greek or Roman bishop were never
laid upon their head.

Christianity in India.

A correspondent of the Methodist Recorder
furnishes the following:—In Calcutta the anni-
versaries of the various religious tocieties are of
necessity held during the cold season ; and con-
sequently the meetings follow each otber in ra-
pid succession. With the setting in of the warm
weather, what may be termed the Bengal May
Meetings (held in January and February) come
to a close. The attendance, interest, and liber-
ality manifested by the Calcutta Cbristian pub-
lic at these gatherings have been greater than in
former years. The present year began well with
us. On New Year’s morning a crowded congre-
gation, consisting of ministers and members from
all the various Nonconforming churches in tbis
city, assembled in Union Chapel and together
united in the worship of God. The sermon for
the day was preached by the Rev. J. H. Broad-
bent, B.A., and the after sacramental service was
conducted by the senior missionary of the Lon-
don Society. It was truly pleasant to see so
large & number of Christ’s disciples beginning
the year in the house of God, and there merging
all mioor distinctions in the great duty of com-
memorating their common Saviour’s love. The
week of special and united prayer was also well
observed ; the early morning prayer-meetings
were remerkably well attended, and in some in-
stances crowded. A minister of the Church of
England conducted the meeting in our chapel,
and one of our ministers in turn conducted the
devotional exercises at the Church Mission-
rooms. The public meetings which excited the
largest amount of general interest were in con-
nection with Sunday-school work, city mission
operations, and the Pan-missionary Conference.
The city mission meeting derived considerable
interest from the presence and speech of Dr.
Macleod. The Sunday-school meeting was an
aggregate gathering of the Sunday scbolars con-
nected with different denominations; a thou-
sand echolars with 150 teachers were arranged
in the centre of the Town-hall, the available
space on either side being well filled by the pa-
rents and friends of the children. Several pieces
selected for the occassion were sung with spirit
and harmony ; the addresses delivered were list-
ened to with attention, A few days later the
scholars were taken by a special train to Bar-
rackpore, and on their arrival at the station they
were met by the Viceroy’s band and escorted to
his Excellency’s residence, where they met with
a kind reception from 8Sir Jobhn Lawrence and
family, and spent the day in a most epjoyable
manoer.

The
meeting was a good one, and the immediate pe-
cuniary result of the anniversary was a contribu-
tion of £30 to the funds, while incressed inter-
est in missionary operations were exhibited.

One noticeable feature of the season just con-
clnding is the unprecedented number of persons
who bave come to India as visitors, some for
scientific purposes, others on a shooting expedi-
tiom, or & wedding trip, or for change of air, &c.
The visit, however, which has excited the most
interest has been that of the Scottish mission de-
putation. Dr. Macleod has been compelled to
leave India sooner than he at first intended, and
is now returning to Eagland in company with
Lady Lawrence, who kicdly offered him a pas-
sage in tae Viceroy's steamer.

JOSEPH OXLEY, ESQ, OF PUGWASH

The excellent man whose name ttinds at the .
head of 1Lis article, forms a connecting link be-
tween th+ introduction of Methodism into Nova
Scotis, s1.d our present position in the Prov'nce.

In the latter part of the last century, four
English families of the respective names of
Black, Donkin, Wells, and Oxley, mostly from
Yorkahire, emigrated to Nova Scotis, and settled
in the County of Cumberland. A fifth family
by the name of Trueman also came about the
same time.

Methodism in England was then scarcely
twenty-five years old ; yet bad these families
heard the solemn verities of the Gospel enun-
ciated from the lips of the Aposiolic Wesley,
which trutls having been the means of their own
conversiun, they brought with them, and to the
extent of their ability, made known to othersin
the then ** far west,” the land of their choice and
adoption.

In the year 1775, the Black family arrived in
Halifex, in which were four sons ; William, J »hn,
Thomas, und Richard. These were the fathers
of those respectable families who still bear the
pame, and who reside in diffsrent parts of the
Province, particularly in Halifax and Cumber-
land. .

William, afterwards the Rev. William Black
the father ct Methodism in these parts, was
born at Huddersfield, Yorkshire, in the year
1760, and was therefore & lad of only fifieen
years old when the tamily arrived in this Pro-
vince.

The Oxley snd the Wells families arrived a
little time before the Black family ; and among
those families there were some eminently z=alous
and pious persons, who had been members of
Mr. Wesley’s society in Eogland. Buch seems
to hive been the case with that excellent and
pious woman Mrs. Oxley, the mother of our
deceased fiiend, who has the honcur of being
mentioned in Mr, Wesley’s journal. While Mr.
Wells in the year 1779, is called an old Metho-
dist, which certainly conveys the idea of his
baving been & member in his native land.

These emigrant families were then peculiarly
situsted ; they had no church to sttend, no Pas-
tor to preach to them or watch over them, * no
man cared for th eir souls.” Besides, the country
was then a forest, and the necessaries of life were
with difficulty obtsined.
tionary war was then raging ; the friends u}_{h.
government in the County of Cumberland,, were
disarmed by the rebels, and were forbidden to
leave their farms on pain of death ; The homes
of loyalists were burnt, and the little garrison in
Westmoreland was for a time in a state of seige,
In the midst of these trials, this little band of
Methodists were not unmindful of the cause of
religion, nor were they forgetful of the instruc-
tions they had received from the Rev. John
Wesley, and the preachers in connexion with
him ; neither had the impressions made upon
their miods while under their preaching passed
away. On the contrary, they might bsseen on
the Sabbath day, and often on week evenings,
sssembled in little groups in each others humble
dwellings, praying with each other,and exhorting
esch other to faith in God, and perseviraccs
unto the end.

The Louse of Mr. Oxley, the father of cur de-
parted friend, was one of thoss places where
prayer was wont to be made, end it was under
his roof, that some of the first awakenings and
copversions to God in connection with Metho-
dism took place in the Province. I. was here
that the Rev. William Black, at the age of nine-
teen years, was awakened to a sense of bis lost
state, and was led to seek for, and subsequently
under the same roof he obtained the pardoning
mercy of God. This interesting fact Mr. Black
detailed in a letter tothe Rev.John Wesley, and
which was recorded in his published journal, ro
that the same will be read as a mstter of history
in all future time. For the information of those
of our resders who may mot possess thoze jour
pals, we extract the letter in question :

Uoder date of April 15, 1782, Mr. Wesley
gives this letter, introducing it with these words,
I had now leisure to transcribe e letter, wrote
last May from Amberst, Nova Scotia, by a young
man whose father, some years since, went Liither
with bis whole family : —

« In the year 1779, I saw, if I would go to
beaven, I must lead a new life. But Ididn
know I wanted an inward change, or see the de-
plorable state I was in by nature, till I was at o

prayer meeting held at Mr. Oxley’s. While
they were praying, my heart begin to throb
within me, my eyes gushed out with tears, and I
cried aloud for mercy ; as did most that were in
the roem, about fourteen in number. Oue, in-
deed, could not hold from laughing, whea we
began to-cry out, but it was not long before be
cried out as loud as any. In a few moments, it
pleased God to fill Mrs. Oxley with joy un-
speakable. After this, we went, almcst every
night, to Mr. Oxley’s, to sig and pray. Going
thence one pight, and seeing the Northern
Lights, I thought, * what, if the day of judg-
ment be coming P’ I threw myself down on
the ground, and cried to the Lord for mercy.—
On Sunday, Mr. Wells, an old Methodist, came
to Ambherst, and gave us an exhortation ; in
which be said, ¢ Sin and repent, sin and repent,
till you repent in the bottomless pit.” The words
went like a degger to my heart ; and 1 continued
mourning after God for five weeks and four
days, till our monthly meeting. I was strongly
tempted to put an end to my life ; but God en-
Two days
after, an old Methodist, after praying with me,
said, ¢ I think you will get the biessing before
morring.’ About two hours after, while we
were s nging a bymn, it pleased God to revesl
his Son in my beart. Since that time, I bave
bad many blessed days, and many bappy nigbte.

¢ Not long after, Mr. Oxley’s son came to our
house, and lay with me, and complsined of his
hardness of heart. After I had talked with him
a little while, the Lord laid his hand upon him
in & wonderful manner; so that he rolled up
and down, and roered as in the agonies of death.
But between one and two in the morning, be

. hikewise could rejoice in God his Baviour. These

are a few of the wonderful works of God among

' us; but he is also working on the bearts o1 the

inhabitants in general.

The son of Mr. Oxley mentioned by Mr. Black,
was an elder brother of Jrseph. who was thus
one of the first converts in this Provisce.  For
a long time the house of Mr. Oxley wes used as
s plece for exbortation and prayer, and many
times-h2s a gracicus influence rested upen the
little company there sssembled, while stout-
hearted sinners would often be broken down and
be led to repentance and faith in the atoning
blood.

Joseph Oxley was born March 27, 1778, just
at the time of these religious awskenings. His
parents were pious, and his mother was one of
the first members of the Methodist church in
this Province. Joseph was early traized in the
fear of God, to love Methodism, and to care for
Methodist ministers. 8till it was not until late
in life that he personally connected himself with
the Church, or began to seek salvatiou—and he
was one of the comparatively few who obtain
religion in very advanced life. As a citizen he
served his country well—he held a commission
of the Peacs for miny years ;—was a commis-
sioner of schools ; and a member of the House
of Assembly. In all whick positions he was
much respected and beloved by all who had the
pleasure of his acqusintance.

For-a-considerable portion of his life he re-
sided in River Phiiip ; and it was in this settle-
ment, and at the age of seventy years, that he
first began seriously to think of his epiritual
state, and to connect himself with the Church of
God. But however deep his impressions might
then have been, yet his religious experience was
not satisfactory to himself, for it was several
years after this before he felt a clear sense of his
acceptance with God, by the witness of the Spirit.

The particulars of his conversion he related
in a letter to his daughter, Mrs. Cyrus Bent of
Pugwash ; in whose house he afterwards died ;
and this lady bad the painful, yet satisfactory
duty, of wiping the sweat from tze mearble brow
of her expiring christian parent. Mrs. Bent
has kindly favored me with a copy of this letter
which I transcribe with great pleasure. It reads
thus : — p
“ River Philip, April 10, 1862,
¢ MY DEAR MARY :—I know what I am about

" - o relate to you, will fill you with jcy and glad-

ness. 1 bave for some years, as {ou know, been
a church member, and thought | had a degree
of faith, but 1 was not satisfied, as the fear of
deatb and judgment was not remocved. Since
our protracied meetings, my mind has been very
much drawn outjh secret prayer, but more espe-
cially on Mondey morning last. I prayed earn-
estly that I might be enabled to give up all, soul
and body, and everything else into the hands of
God. My prayer was answered, and in a very
short time after I had thus laid my sacrifice on
the altar, while sitting in my usual seat, musing
on the things of God, the Spirit of the Most
High came mightily upon me, and convulsed my
whole system. The tears flowed freely, and the
following words came before me as if written in
letters of gold ; ‘ The blood of Jesus Christ
cleanseth from all sin.’ From that moment I
felt that [ was accepted, and my sine blotted out.,
Praise the Lord. Up to-this time I feel a calm
reliance en my Redeemer, and bave no more
doubt of my acceptance, than of my existence.
The fear of death is removed, and at that time
1 felt a desire that the Lord would take me to
himself at once, for fear I might sin sgainst such
a merciful God.
Believe me to be your
Affectionate Father,
JosepH OXxLEY.”

The charge in Brother Oxley was obvious, yet
ke himself was not satisfied with this ; he saw
that a greater bleesing was attaivable ; and be
determined not to rest until he arrived at that
Toree years after, God again shone upon
bic -mind, and filled his whole soul with love.—
Of ibis he wrote as follows :—* Tce blood of
Jesus Christ cleansetb from all sin’—Praise the
Lord. |

« | wrote the above on my eighty seventh birth
day ; the twenty-seventh day of March, one
thousand eight hundred and sixty-five.

JoserH OXLEY,”

During the last three years of his life, he was
evidently ripening for heaven. In the early par
of the past wiater, the writer was at Pugwash,
and had the pleasure of seeing him at the house
of his son-in-lsw Mr. Cyrus Bent. He then
stated thet his soul was filled with the love of
God, and only waited the call of his Master to

. go to his home above.

His Jast iliness was short, during which be
was sttended by the Rev. Mr. Paisley,—to whom
he expressed bimselfl as to his hope of heaven
in the clearest and most satisfactory manner.—
“ From the time (said he to Brother Paisley) that
I experienced the blessing of perfect love, to the
present, I have never had & doubt or a cloud on
my miad.”

On the 16th dsy of March, 1868, our aged
brother, witbout a struggle, exchanged morta-
lity fer life, within eleven days, of ninety years
of age.

The Christian a Living Temple.
When the Apostle Paul would remind the
Christians at Corinth of the holiness, the dignity,
and the immunities which belonged to them as
the Lord's people, he said, “ Ye are the temple
of the living God.” This choice and beautiful
figure is found in several other portions of apos-
tolic writing, to illustrate and enforce christian
duty and privilege No metaphor could have
been more appropriate for the purpose than
this ; none, the import and besuty of which,
woull be more readily understood and ap-
preciated by all those to whom the apostle
wrote, whether Jews or Gentiles. In the mind
of a Jew no object was invested with greater
glory and senctity than the temple at Jerusa-
lem; and upon embracing the religion of the
crucified One, he would rejoice that in his own
experience there was the fulfilment of what the
temple of God had so sigoificantly adumbrat-
ed. Nor would the figure be at all foreign to
the mind of the Gentile christian, for he had
been accustomed to temples dedicated 1o the
worship and service of imaginary deities ; while
both Jew and Gentile, when enlightened by the
Spirit of God, and brought to submit to Jesus
Christ as their Saviour and Lord, would with
lowly shame remember that they themselves had
been temples of idolatry and poliution, and that
other lords had bad dominion over them. As
the subjects of a gracious change, they would
feel the force of the appeal: “ What fruit bad
ye io those things whereof ye are now ashamed ?
for the end of those things is death. But now
being made free from sin, and become servants
to God, ye have your fruit unto boliness, and
the end everlasting life.” The difference be-
tween their former state and their new condition
was so grea', and the distinction so marked be-
tween those who rejected christianity, and those
who truly embraced it, that they could not fail
to feel the force of the searching and pointed
interrogatives of St. Paul: “ For what fellow-
ship hath righteousness with unrighteousness ?
and what communion bath light with darkness ?
and what concord hath Christ with Belial 7 or
what part hath he that believeth with an in-
fidel ? and what agreement hath the temple of
God with idols ? For ye are the temple of the
living God ; as God hath said, I will dwell in
them, and walk in them; and I will be their
God, and they sha!l be my people.”
The christian being represented as “a tem-
ple of the living God ” suggests the ideas of se-
paration from sin, dedication umto God, and
occupancy by the divine presence. The temple
of Godis holy, and whatever would defile it
maust be kept at a distance. Sin is abhorrent
to the divine nature ; it 1s the abominable thing
which God hateth, and must be utterly renounc-
ed by all who would stand in favour with God
The temple is set apart for God, separated from
all that is oftensive to Deity, and unrecervedly
dedicated to Him, to be for His honour, used
for His glory, sanctified to His service.
But there is also, and especialy included in
the figure, the important thought of divine in-
dwellings. The temple in Solomor’s days was
made peculiarly the Lord's by the manifestation
of the glorious presence of God within it. The
sublime prayer of dedication had been offered,
and then the glory of the Lord filled the house,
so that the pries's were not able to minis.er by
reason of the glory. Without this, naught else
would have availed to render it the house ot the
Lord. So isit in the experience of the Chris.
tian. Outward services and forms of godliness
will be fruit'ess if rested in asthe end and aim
of the christisn life. There must be entire se-
paration from sin, hearty dedication to} God,
and the conscious manifestation of the divine
presence in the heart confidently expected ; “ as
God bath said, I will dwell in them, and walk
in them ; and I will be their God, and they
shall be my people.”
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The offering sincerely and tru'y made shall be
accepted, and the divine attestation of its accept-
ance s"a'l not be iong withheld. God himseif
wiil come to the believing heart ; will hallow
it and fill it with His love; will make it His
dwelling place, His temple. O, how defective
must that view of religious experience be, which
denies the privilege of the conscious enjoyment
of the divine presence ! Further, it is surely
the will of God that His people shou!d have H's
presence with them, not as a very rare privilege,
aflorded only occasionally, or granted only to
the more favoured of his saints. It is a privi-
lege for all, and to be enjoyed always. What
says the Saviour 7 If a man love me be will
keep my words, and my Father will love him,
and we will come unto him, and make our abode
with hm.”

Letter from Sackville, N. B.

Dear BRoTHER —I bave no doubt that 8
line or two from this quarter will be acceptable,
s0d therefore as I bave to write you on busi-
cess, | am induced st the same time to add s
word or two on other matters. We bave bad a
long, but pot an unpleasant winter here. In
some respects 1 have been sgreeably disappoint-
-d. We bave not had a storm worth the name.
The cold has been rather severe and steady.
Frem the commencement of December up to
the 10th of the present month the roads have
been good, and the sleighing constant, sfford-
ing opportunities for more than an ordinary
amount of out-door recrestion and labor,—re-
cently the weather has been on the whole sgree-
able and spring-like,—the smow had nearly
dissppesred, but yesterday and lsst night
brought us a rather ample supply, this however
is fast melting in the rays of the sun. Spring
wheat has been sown in scme places, snd be-
fore long, no doubt, operations both on sea and
land will be very sctive and general.

Qur “ Bewing Circles ” have helped to enliven
and render agreenble some of our winter even-
ings, snd we have had some very pleasant and
profitable gatherings in connection with the
« Mount Allison” Institutions. (I send here-
with an sccount of one of these, published in
this day’s Borderer, which it might not be amiss
to republish.) The beneficial influence of these
Institutions, intellectua'ly and in other ways, is
seen and felt all around ; mary here and else-
where owe to them and to their sainted founder
a debt of gratitude, which perbaps is not in all
cases sufficiently felt. No other establishments
of the kind, | am persuaded, have done more
for the benefit of these Provinces, and none
bave a higher claim to the confidence and sup-
port of the parents and guardians of youth.
The large staff of professors and teachers, in
both departments, are capable and earnest
workers, possessed of bigh and well-tried quali-
fications for the positions they sustsin, amd
anxious for the mental and moral advancement
of all committed to tbeir charge. Could parents
st a distance, and especially Wesleyan parents,
persomally imspect theee institutions and witness
their operations, I am sure they would more
generally avail of them, even though in doing
so some considerable effort and relf-denial
might be necessary.

A iull course in the male
or female department I regard as a far better
snd more valuable thing than a material fortune
for a yourg man or young woman.

Templars” was established here some months
back, the members meet at present in the vestry
of our church—additions are made to the order
nearly every week. Under the auspices of the
lodge a more general total abstinence society has
been organized, M. Wood, E:q., is President.
The first public meeting was beld in the church
about a month since ; it was numerously attend-
ed, and several interesting and efficient speeches
were delivered, at the close a number of names
were appended to the pledge. Another meeting
of the same nature is announced for pext Mon-
day evening. I hope soon to form a ‘ Band of
Hope.”

Railway operations are going forward here,—
preparations are making for the bridge over the
river.

Considerable religious interest has been
awakened in the community of late. Our Bap-
tist friends at the upper part of the viilage have
been putting forth successful effort.

We have had a very encouraging attendance
at our Church nesrly every evening the past
fortnight. Our members generally, I am happy
to say, appear to have gained fresh life, and are,
I trust, becoming prepared for greater usefulness.

Ministers are men, with the common wants of
men, and as liabie to be disheartened and bio-
ken down in spirit as other people. They are
also as susceptible of encouragement by sympa-
thy, kindness and sttention, as those whom they
serve.

It is
his businees to tell the truth, the whole truth, and
nothing but the truth ; and the truth alope cap
profit and save men. People sbould therefore
carry with them, into their business, lives, and
bomes, the recollec.ion of their spiritusl guide,
and of what be has ssid to them.

| ful misatep, danger, and deplorable fall, would

they escape, if, in the moment of tempt-‘tion,
they would just bethink them of their minister,
and what be bas told them, or advised upon the
subject.

3. People are to remember their ministers
as their official superior s—their suthorized and
legally constituted advisers and guides,—who
have a Divine right to tl e place, functions, and
every authority of their office. They may be
feeble, and r.ot slways as wise, and as free from
mistakes or uncouthness, as some would like
to see; but still, they are ministers, legiti-
mately endowed with the prerogatives of the
station. They msy be advised with acd
counselled, but their cffice is to be respected,
their rights are not be invaded, and their honest
endesvours are to be regarded as transactions
of the authorized ambsssadors of Jesus Chbrist
4. Eepecially are people to remember their
ministers in their prayers. Even the Apostles,
endowed as théy were with the Holy Ghost, felt
the need of this species of encoursgement snd
heip from their disciples. The weakest and
poorest saint can thus strengthen the champions
of the truth as it is in Jesus. And when people
go into the audience chamber of God, to lay be-
fore bim their wants, and to seek from Him
that grace and guidancej which they need for
themselves and their families, it is fitting and
due that they should there remember also him
whom God bas sent as His servant and messen-
ger to them.

It is, indeed, part of the Divine economy of
grace and mercy to weak and sinful humanity,
that a ministry bas been moved and qualified to
serve in this holy office ; and so much depends
upon the zeal, aotivity, and faitbfulness of those
who fiil it, that it is an important injunction,
which all Christians should carefully lay to bheart,
and which we urge upon the practical attention of
every reader: Remember your minister.—The
Lutheran.

An Open Pulpit, and an Open Com-
munion Table.
BY REV. D. A. WHEDON.

If the church of Christ is one, though like the
divisions in an army embodied in several orga-
zations, why shou!d nct its separate parts re-
cognize and declare their essential unity in the
fullest and most unequivocal manner ? Not
because it was so designed in the beginning, but
because the traditions of men have made it so,
has it come to pass that minis'erial ordination
and the sacraments are by large numbers made
the tests of the true church. Ritualism is ex-
alted above Christ. So much the more impor-
tant is it, then, that we who seek the church
wherever its Head reveals himself, practically
illustrate our faith by such interchange of pul-
pits as shall recognize his ministers, whatever be
their ecclesiastical relations, and by the free ap-
proach of all his disciples to his Holy Supper.

The tendencies ot the hour are to a more en-
larged Christian sympatny, and to the breaking
dowr. of those barriers which keep Christians
apart. The Methodist is not becoming less a
Methodist, nor the Congregationalist less a Con-
gregationalist ; but both are becoming more
truly Cbrist’s. No good principle is abandoned ;
better ones are adopted. The multiplying in-
stances of denominational courtesy exhibit these
tendencies.  The preaching of the Rev. S. IH.
Tyng, jr, in a Methodist Episcopal Church in
New Brunswick, N. J ,and the recent exchange
of pulpits in Westerly, R I, by the Rev.
Messrs. Hubbard and Dennison, the former an
Episcopalian, and the latter a Baptist, are not
the offspring of caprice, but 1he result of con-
victions that may mot be disobeyed. Who that
read the accounts of the closing scenes of the
Week of prayer at Findley and Springfield, O.,
in each of which six denominations united in
the celebration of the Lord’s Supper, did not
feel that they were honouring their common
Lord, and declaring their unity more strongly
than was possible by mere words ? Who did
not wish he bad been there ?

Nearer home at that same hour a similar
scene occurred. The final service of the Week
of Prayer in Newport, R I, was held in the
Second Baptist Church, of which the Rev. C.
H. Malcom is pastor. Baptist, Methodist, Con-
gregationalist, Episcopalians, Moravians, were
there. After a time spent in prayer and ex-
hortation, the large assembly arose, sang a hymn
together, and united in the repetition of the
Apostles’ Creed and the Lord's Prayer, when
the psstor announced that they would proceed
to the celebration of the Lord's Supper. Mi-
nisters of different sects stood at the table ; Bap-
tist, Congregationalist, and Methodist laymen
distributed the sacramental symbols. It was a
beautiful illustration of the “ charity ” which
had been the topic of the day. A deep solem-
nity pervaded all minds as the service proceed-
ed. A bholy joy filled believing and loving
hearts. The Lord was in his holy temple;
Christ stood revealed in the midst of his people,
as in this highest form of recognition of their
oneness in him, they received together the to-
kens of his sacrifice. That hour will never be
forgotten. There, too, looking upon the scene,
was one, no stranger to the house of God and
its ordinances, but until then worldly and pray-
erless, who was so impressed by that sacramental
service that upon the spot he resolved to become
a Christian. He went to his home, commenced
prayer in his family, and soon found his soul’s
salvation. The presence of Christ manifested,
and the power of the Spirit exerted, were a dou-
ble attesiation of the divine approval.

These are but single instances, widely sepa-
rated in locality, it is true ; but they are repre_
sentative of the honest longings of Christians
for that spiritual onenes which Christ praved
m:ght be theirs. They are the legitimate out-
growths of the great evangelical revival in which
we live, begun a century and a quarter ago, and
destined to increase until the saints of the most
High shall possess the wbole earth. Spiritual
Christianity bas for the most part demolished the
barriers which dogmatic theology for ages in-
terposed to the fellowship of the churches ; so
now it has its struggle against the demands of a
mere ecclesiasticism which can only _hinder its
triumph, and never aid it.

Most of the churches have no difficulties in
their way. The Protestant Episcopal and the
Baptist, one among the smallest of our numer-
ous sects, the other among the largest, are the
chief ecenes ot this struggle. The two sections
of the Protestant Episcopal Church, more anti-
gonistic than most separate churches, are con-
tending about infinitely more than mere questi-
ons of the canon laws ; they really represent Ri-
tualism and Evangelism, Rome and the Gospel.
Therefore it is that while an exchange of salu-
tations between s Methodist General Conter-
ence and a Presbyterian General Assembly
seems to everybody simply beaatiful and Chris-
tian-like, a meeting of Episcopalian Bisbops

He '
not on'y preached in a Baptist pulpit, but
brought Mr. Dennison into his own, meaning
thereby to declare before the world, and in an |
unmistakeable way, his conviction of the valid- |
ity of his ministerial ordination. * He prayed
the prayers,” said Mr. Dennison’s hearers. The
power of God came down upon the Baptist con-
gregation ; and the next day a man of gray hairs
called upon Mr Hubbard to tell him that his
sermon had been blessed to the conversion of
his soul. Christ, the heavenly Bishop and only
Lord, sanctioned what the earthly Bishop for-
bade. It is the old controversy in a new form.
The canon and an exclusive pulpit is arrayed
against Christ and an open pulpit. The disobe-
dient rector will very probably be put on his trial
but the court cannot employ in their decree of
condemnation the apostolic formula, * It seem-
ed good to the Holy Ghost, and to us.”
The embarrassment of our Baptist brethren
is in the question of communion. But a divis-
ion exists among them also. Logically, if they
alone have the sacraments, if their immersion is
the only baptism, and their Supper the only
Supper, they alone constitute the church, and
theirs alone is the ministry. A High Church
party is drifting to this conclusion. The Low
Churchmen revolt from such ecclesiastical big.
otry. Ritualism, they hold, must not supersede
the gospel. The church ot Christ, they say, is
made up of his professed disciles, whatever the
name they bear. A member of it has a right
to his table. A minister of it has a right to a
recognition as such; and, if recognized as a
minister, he may not be repelled from the com-
munion. Acknowledge Methodists or Congre-
gationalists to constitute a Christian church, and
the logical sequence is open communion, The
number ot those who adopt this view, and bhave
thrown off the galling, ritualistic yoke, is sar-
prising to even those who are familiar with the
facts. Impelled to a closer union with other
denominations, many churches and some of the
leading ministers have come to the practice of
unrestricted communion, though unostentatious-
ly ; while others wait hopefuily for their hour.
The tendencies of the day are swift and certain
towards the love and unity of apostolic times.
Whether Methodists will gain or lose by the
universal adoption of their own principle, is a
question of no moment. Christ will be exalted,
charity will triumph, the power of the Holy Ca-
tholic Church will be wonderfully increased,
and a great stumbling-block in the gospel’s path
will be removed.—Zion's Herald.

The Down Grade.

The down grade is plessant, if ,it be not too
steep, and do not lead in the wrong direction.
If it be steep, even though it lead whither we
would go, it involves the dauger of an increas-
ing speed that soon is past control, and ends in
violence and death. Much more do we dread
the fatal facility of descent when the incline is
away from our goal, and conducts to a fatal pre-
cipice. Two years since three young Eoglish-
men, brothers, climbed Mount Blanc to its
summit without a guide. Oa their return over
the ficzen sncw, tied to each other, that if one
slipped, the others might hold bim, the fore-
mast fell at the top of a loog slope, and drag-
ged the others down with him. They slid
gently and scarcely uonpleasantly "at first, but
with an ever increasing speed, till suddenly they
went over a precipice of twenty or thirty feet,
at the foot of which one lay dead, and the other
two insensible.
If a locomotive be climbing the steep up
grade of the Pennsylvania road over the Alle-
ghanies, and lese steam, or have insufficient
power for the long train behind, so thst just
before reaching the summit, it first comes to a
stand, and then begins slowly to recede, it needs
no prophet to foretell the result. The passen-
gers who would not be dashed to atoms with
the train, must leap from it, es soon as it takes
the down grade. A moment’s delay and it is
death, whether one leaps or remains.

There is a down grade in life, and wretched
is the fate cf those who have descended. The
men on the gallows, the crowds in the state-
prisons, the painted, diseased hags on the street,
tbe vietims of strong drink with bloated fea-
tures a delirium-iremens experience, are the
wrecks at the bottom. Young men and young
women coming to the city, if incautious and un-
warned, soon begin the descent. Gay society,
late hours, increasing expenses, distaste for all
that is serious, growing fondness for exeitement,
the fashionable wine cup, the opera, the theatre,
the- ball-room, illicit and unmentionable plea-
sures, crime, disgrace, open shame, ruin—such
is the grade. Warnings are met with, derision,
They know what they are about. The grade is
a little down, that is true, just emough to make
motion easy and pleasant. When the speed in-
creases they will jump off upon the grass.—
Soon the speed shows imminent danger, and
the friends cry out is slarm. But they smile
back. It is not yet perilous, only exciting, and
there is a charm in excitement. 8o they act the
madman, until the rush of the devil's train is
terrific, and the bottomless pit directly ahead,
when they look on both sides for the soft grass
upon which to spring, but there is only a wall
of rock, and in a moment the crash comes !
There is & sense in which we are all on the
track that is a down grade if we head toward
the bottom. Life does not run over a level
plain, but up a mountain on which the grades
are often steep,and woe to him who loses motive
power in the ascent ! The law of gravity ever
present draws steadily downward. The problem
of life is, Is there counteracting power to draw
us to the top, where lies the city of our destina-
tion, the New Jerusalem ? Alas ! if we are out
of fuel or water, or fail to feed the fires or
the boiler. Native depravity, evil example, per-
petual temptation, these are the steady pull down
ward. Bible truth, & divice Saviour, an in-
dwelling Spirit, constant watchfulness, unceasing
prayer, firm faith, the use of private and public
means of grace, these are the sources of over-
coming power.

LoNDoN, April 27—Details of the Abyssinian
news report that the enemies work were carried
afier vigorous resistance. Theodorus lost, dur-
ing the engagement, sixty men killed and two
bundred wounded. The English had fifteen
rank and file wounded, after the works were
completely carried. Theodorus was found dead
by the English soldiers in the tentre of his
stronghold, he had been shet through the bead.
Some say he was killed during one of the bat-
tles, others incline to the epimion that he com-
mitted suicide when he found the fortunes of the
day against bim. The King’s body was recog-
nized by the British captives when released.
Theodorus’ two sons were taken prisoners, and
all European prisoners set free. The interior
of the fort of Magdala presented an extraerdin-
ary and splendid sight, the place was glowing
with barbaric splendor. The British troops
plundered it at once. The men found four
Royal Crowns made of solid gold, twenty thou-
sand in silver, thousands of silver plates, several
lots very rich jewels, and a mumber of other
articles of great value. Gen. Napier took by
bis victery the 28 large guns used against him,
five thousand stand of small arms, ten thousand
swords, ten thousand spears, and many other
articles of war.

The British captives will start for home on the
14th April. .
