We give below the moat important 
of the. new Act relating to mining, no4 be­
fore the Legislature of Ontario.

3. Àll Royalties, Taxe» or Duties wliidh by 
any patent or patenta heretofore Issued, aie re­
served. imposed or made payable l]>on, or in re­
spect of any ores or minerals extracted from the 
laudigranted by such {«tenta, and lying Within 
this Province, are hereby repealed and abandoned, 
and such lauds, orra, and minerals shall Renee- 
forth be free and exempt from evrfy such Royal­
ty, Tax or Duty.

4. All reservation» of gold ami attirer mine» con­
tained in any patent or {«tenta heretofore i-tmed, 
granting in fee simple any land or lands situate 
within this Province, are hereby rescinded and 
made void, and all such mines in or ui*m any 
such land» shall henceforth be ileemed to have 
been granted in fee simple aa {«it of such lands, 
to the subsequent and present proprietors or 
owners thereof in fee simple.

5. No reservation or exception of gold, diver, 
iron, copper, or other mines or minerals, shall 
hereafter be inserted in any patent from the 
crown granting any lands in the Province known 
as mining lands.

ti. Any person or persons may explore for mines 
or'minerals in any unsold Crown lamia, surveyed or 
unsurveyed, not in the actual use or occupation of 
the Crown or of any public Drliartment, and not 
under leaae or license from the Crown or the Com­

to be lost to the Bank, ought to have been 
long since written off as bed, and that a great 
part of the reminder should have been 
treated as of extremely doubtful value. And 
they deem it to be a subject for the deepest 
regret that the late Directors should not have 
seen it to be their imperative duty, both for 
their own eakea and in the interest of all con­
cerned fairly to confront the difficulties with 
which the institution has been long beset, 
and to bring their published statements into 
harmony with the actual facta of the case.”

The recent crisis in New Brunswick fur­
nishes the latest case in point. The cashier 
of the Commercial Bank was allowed to fol­
low his own devices by his Diesetora, and at 
the close of his career, left a deficit of $90,000 
' his accounts. On his sudden departure,

The greatest success seems to attend the 
operations of thoee joint-stock coinjianiee 
whose management takes the form of Execu­
tive individuality, as Mr. Scratthley calls it.

Mr. Scratchley, in his book on Bewfil 
Building Societies, puts the matter in a dsn 
light, and we cannot do better than give his 
own words :

He then proposed the following plan :
“To"provide, then, a sufficient bar to dis­

honesty, or curative to lack of principle, 'a 
Committee of two professional Inspectors 
should be splinted, whose duty it should be 
to exercise a surveillance over the Execu­
tive Committee, without interfering in the 
sets of management, except to report what is 
being done to the constituents of the Com­
pany or Shareholders. The Inspectors should 

.not both be simply accountants : one at least 
should be required to ]«*sesa some legal, as 
well as professional knowledge, of the matters 
pertaining'to the particular class of business 
they are called npon to supervise. They 
should be required to test the accuracy of 
tbs reports from time to time submitted by 
the Managers ; and to watch that all their 
measures taken are in strict accordance with 
the Deed of Settlement, and the objecta and 
principles of the Society. These Inspectors 
should be men of fairposition in life, and be 
adequately paid. Their tenure of office 
fficud be limited, and fresh Inspectors 
should be appointed—under a Rotation svw- 
tem—every two or three years. They should, 
■ore particularly, not bt permitted to eomd 
(hoir clerks to do the tcork which they have 
undertaken, and for which they have been 
personally selected. •

Thus would they have the strongest incen­
tive to the faithful discharge of their duties, 
unes, by any neglect, they would not only 
loss the particular appointment they hold in 
one society, but render themselves ineligible 
to like offices in other institutions.

If it be objected, that in some recent no­
torious failures the management wtp intrusted 
te men of supposed superior position in life, 
vs answer, that in thuee very instances the 
public were deceived by an apparently respect­
able Board of Directors placed over the com- 
pany’s officials, who, while they were not 
ashamed te draw large remuneration out of 
its funds, were yet too indolent to-exercise à 
necessary and wholesome supervision over its 
slabs. This would not have occurred had 
there been Inspectors attached to the associa­
tion, instead of a large body of Directors, 
who had no such special experience as would 
enable them to detect the irregularities that 
vers occurring.

MINING EXTRAORDINARY.

Enterprise has, sometimes, sn odd way of 
shewing what it can do. It is sanguine and 
self confident. It despises small things for 
its visions are golden; it sets natural laws 
at defiance for its spirit is unquenchable. 
Devious are its ways; oftentimes past finding 
out. Stimulated by the ewri sum» fame*, it 
soars on venturesome wing into the regions 
of imagination, and, from loftiest eyry, out- 
stares the noonday sun. Fledglings are 
sorely tempted by its hair-brained feats and 
like Icarus of classic story dare to trust to 
unproven pinions on a voyage through space, 
and, with a like luck, end their ambitious 

amid the waves of trouble.
It has been said that Canadians are not an 

enterprising people. If we are not, we are 
certainly nearing the premier standard. We 
have in our midst those whom eyes are full of 
■peculation. Madoc has been worked out by 
promoters of companies, and though the 
experience gained is anything but pleasant 
to reflect on, it has not been lost on some in­
dividuals. There were some, however, who 
despised Madoc gold, whom caution prevent­
ed them from sinking their money in gold 
mines so near home. Although little gold 
has been brought from 'Madoc, a quantity 
not inconsiderable has been waylaid on its 
road thither. Some of those who resisted 
successfully the seductions of Madoc remem­
bered and in an unguarded moment fell 
victims to Nova Beotia. Although we are 
ready to condole with the unfortunate, we 
are ready to concede that a nice tiling may 
be made by starting a company.-^Being in a 
communicative mood, we are prepared to tell 
how the nice thing may be made. Suppose 
A and B own a tract in Nova Scotia worth 
99,000. They start a company (!•* » <*11 
it the Honeysuckle) and stock it for I1Î6,- 
000. A and B retain as proprietors and 
promoters half the stock, $62,600, and sell 
the other half, $61,600, at eighty cents in 
the dollar. Two calls of 30 per cent realise 
$86,000, which A and B pocket and then 

* further call of 10 per cent for working 
capital.

Take another case. C and D delighted 
with the undertaking just spoken of, deter­
mine to try their hands at forming a company.

They also journey to Nova Scotia, secure 
two acres worth $2,000 and some government 
areas worth $16. On their return they may 
bring ont the Scotch Thistle Odd Mining 
Company of Nova Beotia—capital $50.<XX> 
Of the 60,€$0 shares the promoters retain 
three-eighths, or 18,760, leaving 31,260 to 
be sold. The latter are sold at 80 cents per 
share, realising $36,000. Of this the pro­
moters retain $30,000 for their land and their

trouble, and generously allow $6,000 to go 
qs working capital. If the laws of Nora 
Scotia do not permit a company to obtain a 
charter unless its capital is $100,000, it is an 
easy thing to issue 50,000 new shares and 
distribute them gratis among the share­
holders. The only effect of this manœuvre 
is to double the shareholders’ liability, and 
as it occurs after they have been drawn into 
the scheme, they can only grumble a little- 

By forming companies in the way indi­
cated, it it quite possible for promoters to 
make considerable au ma of money, and as the 
plan has been tried here with great su owes, we 
are justified in concluding that all Canadians 
are not deficient in enterprise. The pro­
moters are rewarded, and if the share­
holders are not satisfied they can tune their 
voices and chant in chorus the Rev. Mr. 
Punahon’s verses jT ;,i.

BEET ROOT SUGAR

The trade in sugar has, as all are aware, as­
sumed large proportions. Sugar is produced 
now in nearly every eountry, and enters so 
largely into our social Wants that it will be in­
teresting to our readers if we can show how 
the trade is to be developed in the New 
Dominion, and not only the consumers bene­
fited, but also several other industries encour­
aged, chief among which is the agricultural 
one. We purpose, therefore, in this article, 
to point out as briefly* possible the probable 
advantages to the D<S»inion of erecting fac­
tories for the manufacture of sugar from beet 
roots, after first haring taken a slight retros­
pective glance at th* sugar trade. In the 
year 1148 sugar cane was first introduced into 
Europe from Asia, and cultivated in Cyprus, 
and afterwards introduced by the Mooes into 
Spain ; but the produetioo was very limited 
and the chief mode of sweetening food wse 
with honey and syrhpa. Ia 1606 the cane 
was first imported I*to the West Indies, 
which, with the East Indies, supplied the 
European world until recently.

This trade rapidly developed itself till the 
time of the Continental blockade, when 
Napoleon sough* to «ripple England by ob­
structing her Colonial trade. In 1747 a 
German, named Margraaf, commenced a 
series of exi-erimenls on extracting sugar 
from different root*, especially beets; hut 
beyond drawing the attention of the 1 

world to it, nothing JTactical resulted, 
ing Napoleon’s wig* the matter was f

is not improbable that, twenty j years hence, 
the consumption of cane sugar|i* Europe, ex­
cept in Great Britain, Spain, 
will be a thing of the past.

It is a well-known fact that 
capabilities of the cane-growing 
not equal to supply the^en 
rapidly increasing demand for 
the wdrld, and the question naturally arises, 
What is the cheniK.it and lwbt substitute 
for cane. This is solved in Europe by the 
extensive use of beets. To prove this we 
give the quantities produced in jtlie following 
countries in the year 1865 :

not only enough to supply hei own wants, 
but also to export, since in that year she ex­
ported 100,000,009 lbs to Great (Britain, thus 
proving that beet sugar can cbm pete with 
that produced from cane. The question 
arises, Can we in Canada, whé « labor is so 
dear, raise beets cheap enough to make such a 
factory a paying concern? By th e aid of a few 
figures we are enabled to frame] an answer to 
this. In the first place, the soi and climate 
of Canada are admirably suited for the 
growth of beets. An acre of land will pro­
duce eighteen tons, which, at #* per ton, is 
#72 per acre. The cost of plan king, harvest­
ing, &c., we may estimate at J 50, certainly 
not more, showing a profit to I he farmer of 
#22 per acre, which would we 1 repay hinn 
So much for the raw material. Now for the 
cost of manufacture—and we n ay state that 
the figures we give are derived f rom a gentle­
man tlioroughly and practical y acquainted 
with the manufacture of beet-root sugar in 
Germany :

We notice that in California and many 

parte of the Western States, the subject has 
attracted the attention of monied men, and 
that many factories have been erected. 
Canada alone coaid support over a score of 
such establishments, which would add very 
materially to our wealth, and enable us to 
retain and use in the country the money we 
now sent out to pay for the raw article. The 
agricultural interest would be materiaUyjbene- 
titted, as at least 20,000 acres would be re­
quired to raise the necessary affcount of beets 
to supply twenty factories, thus giving a great 
ini I ictus to farming, and the- works them­
selves would give employment to pearly 
3,000 laborers for at least half a year, and 
that at a season when the demand for labor 
is slack ; as the crushing process is carried on 
from about the end of October till toward» 
the middle of March, at which tipije the 
beets begin to lose their saccliarine element. 
On the Continent of Europe the erection of 
new factories is constantly going on, ai>d, in 
many places, by the small farmers clubbing 
together, on the same principle a* our cheese 
factories, they furnishing not only thg raw 
material, but also, to a great extent, the 
labor. The only capital required is a, suffi­
ciency for erecting the building and getting 
the necessary machinery. • As regards the 
latter, our large machine shops can readily 
furnish it—the models could be brought 
from Germany.

The Act under which they are nansd, 
says: “Such of the said notes m are «ads 
payable at Halifax, shall »> long as the car 
rcncy of Nov* Scotia remains such as it noe 
is, be redeemable in that currency at the rst* 
of £1 sterling, English, for every #6 of the 
full value and shall be a l*g.d tender in Noth 
Scotia only."

We do not suppose that notes payable is 
Halifax have been issued by the Bank of 
Montreal in this Province bat if they have 
it would be well for busmens men to he care­
ful, lest they find on their hands Doeinioe 
Notes which are not legal tenders oat of 
Nova Scotia, and are only received by the 
banks at a discount of foer per cent.

AnaloamATiox or ExrREs* Coûtâmes.— Or 
the 29th ulL, at a meeting of the Merchants' 
Vniou and American Express Companies held in 
New York, a consolidation of the two companies 
waa formally agreed upoa. Under the arrange­
ments made, the capital of the American waa 
taken at its present amount, while that of the 
Merchants’ Union was counted at one-half its 
anginal amount, viz., $9,000,000, an that the 
capital of the consolidated company will be $18,- 
#00,000. It appears to have been assumed that 
the other compnniea would accejit the new eor- 
|«oration aa a |*rt of the working combination of 
all the com|wnies, with an interest piopurtioned 
to the ratio of ita stock to the total capital of the 
combined coinjianies, viz., 53 [per cent ; but we 
understand that the Adams Company objecta te 
the term* of consolidation between the American 
and Merchants’ Union, and also demand a redis­
tribution of interest in the general combination, 
not iwsrd upon the proportion of capital. Aa 
matters now stand, there appears to be some pro­
bability of a breaking np of the present joint ar­
rangements of the several companies, with a 
renewal of opposition.

Whitby and Port Perky Railroad.—The 
contract for the building of the Whitby and Port 
Perry Railway has l>een given to Messrs. K este van 
and Starrat, their tender having lieen regarded aa 
the moat favourable of about half» dozen tenders 
which were received. The contractors agree “to 
construct and equip the road for the round sum of 
$330,000, and to accept in payment the $95,000, 
amount of the bonuses of Reach, and of the Town 
and Township of Whitby ; $55,000, cash ; to take 
$40,000 stock themselves, and the bends of the 
Company on the road for $140,000.* Tlie Com­
pany however is to tind the right of way. Tlie 
railway is to l«e iijsm the broad or five feet six 
inch gauge. The sulwidies from the Municipali­
ties were voted some time since, and the director» 
have about $75,000 in stock to raise. The Whitby 
Harlmur Company has agreed to return as a bonus 
to the Company, one-fourth of all the tolls col- 
le- ted on manufactured lumber from the north, 
coming over the rood for ten years. A preliminary 
ronrey has been complétée!, which makes the 
distance from Port Perry to Whitby Harbor 204 
miles. It is expected that the railway will be 
constructed by the first of August next.
