\fy Dear Sir.—I now proceed to the exami­
nation of the Letters which you have addressed 
to a “ Dear Reader,” and of which mine to you 
have been the occasion. 1 have taken the stand­
point outside your church which you requested 
l our “ Reader” to tike and there I have consid­
ered and inwardly digested them. My views in 
reference to them 1 will noiv frankly and candid­
ly give to you and to the pnblic. And if a word 
or sentiment shall escape me, not essential to my 
main object, that will give you pain, I beg you 
to charge it to the account of that frailty of our 
common natures from which, alas! neither Peter 
nor bis successors were, or are exempt.

Those letters give the old statement about the 
papal being the only true church, andin the old 
wav; a statement which has been better made 
very ntrinc times. There is an utter absence 
from it of freshness ; it is a mere distillation from 
other minds wonderfully weakened in the pro­
cess. Out of the old beaten track of Christ ap­
pointing apostles and making Peter their pope— 
of giving to them, and especially to him the keys 
of the kingdom, you seem unable to tike a step.
And you present the argument, if it can be so 
called, in the weakest and dullest form that I 
have seen it. How to account for this—whether 
on the ground of an over estimate of your talents, 
or that you are reasoning against your own in­
terior convictions—I know not. Although com­
paratively unknown, and with but little general 
reputation at stake, I vvould not bo the author 
of them for your crook,'crosier, and mitre.

A remarkable feature of these letters is the 
Coolness and confidence with which their state­
ments have been logically and theologically re­
futed very many times ; and yet you reproduce 
them with its much composure us if they were 
the utterance of the divine Spirit, as if they were 
the merest, and some of them the most foolish 
assumptions. Thu argument ot assertion is one 
iu which your church is very powerful, because 

| with a certain order of mind it is so potent. With 
many it is sufficient to know that the pu[>c, the 

I bishop or the priest says so. And it is difficult 
! to conjecture what those may not say who alii.m 
! that thev can change a little wafer made of flour 
j into the real body and blood ot Christ. But you, 
j Sir, should know that you live not in the age o! 
j Thomas Aquinas, and that you ar read by in- 

ceasing multitudes in your own Church with 
whom assertion is simply assertion.

The argument of these letters is one maintain- ] 
ing and enforcing ecclesiastical despotism. Chris; j 
appointed apostles—over the twelve he placed 
r.'ter as pope—to these and their successors he j 
gave the government of the church in all ages ; 
and countries, and the power of the keys to ad- ! 
mil or to exclude, to bind or to loose as they j 
might deem meet. All who submit not to tins , 
external arrangement which you call “ the body | 
uf ibe Church,” must l>e both to God and to j 
the Church as heathen and pub ic ms. It this ; 
argument is true then there is not a man on earth j 
who can be saved, however he may submit to - 
the yoke of Christ, unless, in addition he pu son j 
the yoke of the. pope. And yet the gospel is 
called a “ law uf liberty and the generous and 
warm hearted Veter, who, although according to 
your showing, the first pope, yet wore no shackles, 
declares, “ of a truth 1 perceive that God is no 
respecter of persons, but in every nation he that 
t'earcth him, and worketh righteousness is ac­
cepted of him.” Sir, the 'monstrous 
to which it leads proves your argument to be a ' 
monstrous one ; and that argument is put forth 
at a time when the divine right of kings and 
priests to enslave the nations civilly and spiritual­
ly is passing away like the loam upon the water», 
before the indignant scorn ot the world ! A he 
fate of the doctrine of divine light to hold in 
bondage the bodies and souls ot men. as held b\ 
kings and papal priests, reached this country 
about the commencement of last Lent, when 
t our letters died. 1 have sometimes thought a 
coroner's jury empannelled to investigate the

The scriptures, you say, (No. 10,) owe to 
your church their character for authenticity and 
inspiration. How is this ? The Old Testament 
was completed, and was in use hundreds of years 
before the coming of Christ ;—the Evangelists 
and Apostles who wrote the New Testament were 
inspired so to do by the Holy Ghost. These 
things are capable of the fullest proof—nor 
would their prpof be weakened a hair, if the 
whole papal Church were swallowed up with the 
company of “ Core.” Why is the Bible more 
than snv other ancient book indebted to your 
church for its character '? Do we not prove the 
Apocryphal books uninspired which your Church 
places in the Canon ;—and with equal facility 
could we not prove the Epistles of Paul to ba 
inspired if your church had taught otherwise ?
Do we not, with the utmost facility, show all 
your corruptions of Christianity and of the 
Scriptures, and separate the false from the true 
as easily as does the husbandman the chaff from 
the wheat ?

The scriptures as we possess them, existed be­
fore the rise of your church—before a general 
council ever commenced—before a declaration 
was ever made by a council as to the canon of 
scripture. Any such declaration must be found­
ed on antecedent evidence. And unless such 
evidence existed previous to the declaration of it 
—the declaration itself is a falsehood. Let it 
then be granted that we have no evidence of the 
truth of Scripture save what the church of Rome 
gives us. and the whole fabric of Christianity tot­
ters to its base. Are you prepared tor this result ? 
or would you rather sustain popery than Chris­
tianity ? _ ,

Truth is the great object proposed by God to 
our belief.

The Jesuit, token separately from the body, is 
a man like others, and many among them are 
truly excellent ; which cannot be said of that 
compound mixture named, after him whose holy 
name they usurp, “ the company of Jesus.” We 
are acquainted with men among them respectable 
for their goodness of heart and strictness of mor­
als, who would deserve to be called good, if, in 
spite of their commendable qualities, they had 
not the sin of belonging to a wicked body, aud of 
concurring in some way to wicked ends.

We will say then that the Jesuiles are chargea­
ble with the great offence of serving bad masters 
in the worst offices ; and that it is the criminality 
ot each individual, and proceeds from the spirit 
and the laws of the body. The Jesuits devote 
themselves to the service of the sovereigns 
wherever they are, and of these chiefly the Pope, 
whom they recognize as chief of the world. It 
the Pope and the sovereigns had not been tyrants, 
the Jesuits would not have been what they have 
been. It is not then the Jesuits who first formed 
such tyrants ; the popes were generally tyrants 
before them, and were so afterwards by instinct, 
in virtue of the bulls and constitutions which 
they professed, so that it is impossible for any 
pope to be anything but a tyrant without desert­
ing his own laws. Besides, the Jesuits assumed 
the enterprise of converting every new king to 
the spirit of their times : aud this mission they 
received from the pope and some other king. 
We are therefore generally to conclude, by 
logic and facts, that the Jesuits have not so much 
made popes and kings tyrants, as that tyrants, 
already made, have used Jesuits as ministers of 
their 'tyranny. And in this the Jesuits have 
been guilty of allowing themselves to be used to 
subserve the accursed ambition of those whom 
the Devil mttde the masters of the world, as soon 
as thev had bowed down to him. Aud hence it 
is that at this dav, when justice pursues the 

■ masters, it pursues also the servants ; and the 
I people, in driving away Jesuits, serve God, who 
| intends again to give liberty to the people.

The Jesuits have served kings, and enough 
S has been mid of their wickedness in this. 1'hey 
| have served their popes in a very peculiar way :
; and we will speak ut this diabolical service- -we 
i will point our pen to show all the evils to Chiis-

trine of divine right as held by kings and popes 
and bishops and other inferior clergy, which lias 
recently token place in Europe.

But I pass from the general impressions made 
by the. perusal of your letters to the considera­
tion of their statements. Y ou will remember ; 
that my work is not to prove anything save the 
utter truthlcssness of your positions. Y our num­
bered paragraphs are like stones in a pile, in con­
tact, but without logical arrangement or connex­
ion. I will cut from them your main principles, 
and will seek to show you that they are the 
merest papal assumptions. In doing this 1 w ill 
not confine myself to your arrangement, nor vet 
to y our language or method of argumentation. I 
w ill even give to your principles the advantage 
of the better statement made of them by stand­
ard papal authors ; as I truly believe that noth­
ing is finally lost by fairness.

1. You assert that the Bible has no authority 
save what your church gives it, and that it must e 
understood and received as your Church interprets 
it. And you doubt private interpretation as the 
root of heresy, and of all evil. Although this is 
not among our first postulates, I select it as the 
first for examination, because of its fundamental 
importance. If I nave no right to read, or in­
terpret the Bible, or to deduce from a single pas­
sage of it a meaning different fronl that which 
your church puts upon it, then controversy is 
ended. I am shut up either to return to Holy Mo­
ther or to go to hell. Now, Sir, as by the grace 
f,f God, 1 intend to do neither one or the other, 
L will show that the principle above asserted is
a false assumption. To be sure it us not yours, 
nor Milner’s, nor Hay’s merely, it is asserted by 
the Council of Trent, and all are cursed who re­
fuse to receive it. •

The first question I wish to ask is, where is the 
authority you claim for your church, given her . 
upou this point I must havo proot beyond ques 
Lon Do you assert the need of an infallible in­
terpreter of the will of God ? Such an one would 
be convenient but where is such need asserted , 
—where is such an interpreter appointed . 
you point me to a passage of scripture you ad­
mit my right of interpretation, for I must exer­
cise my judgment to decide whether it is or is 
not to the point. If you tell me that uniform 
tradition asserts the possession of this authority 
by the Church, how do I know that your tradi­
tion is true ? Your Churoh has corrupted the 
written words hence I may infer that if there 
is any such thing as unwritten tradition she has 
corrupted that also.

the merest debauchees! Now, Sir, if I go to 
these holy fathers, who individually, are men, 
but who, unitedly, are "holy mother, for the 
sense of scripture, must not my religion be based 
upon man ? And from building upon such men 
l am compelled to cry out in the languge of the
Litany, “ may the good I»ord deliver me.

But admitting, for the sake of argument, that 
I am bound to receive the scriptures as your 
church interprets them, then will you answer me 
a few questions ? How am I to obtain her sense 
of them ’ Oa the greater part of the scriptures 
she has given forth no binding interpretation 
•Yt what period of the life of holy mother am I 
most likely to get a true interpretation . Is it 
when she was Arian with pope Libenus . or when 
she was pagan with Marccllmus ? or when she 
was pelagian with pope Clement XL? or when 
she was infidel with Leo X7 or when ‘"umpels 
were her waiting maids with John XII.iind Ale^ 
ander? or is it when she was drunk- with tbe 
blood of the martyrs ? or when rival popes were 
tearin«r out each other’s bowels ? or is it when in 
the height of her charity she was thundering her 
curses from Trent against all who refused to say 
Amen to her decisions ? These, Sir, are very 
important questions to be answered as I may be 
Aiian Pelagian, or infidel, a Calvanist, or an 
Arminian, according to the time I seek from holy 
mother her interpretations of the word of God. 
Perhaps my reverence for the venerable old lady, 
now in ner wrinkles and dotage, might be great­
er than it is, were it not for my sense of her dis-

peurite art, that he founded an order expressly 
for the purpose of teaching it. And lie recom­
mended to his sons nothing but grammar, enjoin­
ing it ou them to learn theology at. the school of 
the Dominicans. Who would have told him 
that in serving Rome they were soon to become 
theologians, in spite ot their restrictions .' A id 
behold them, in fact, not only in their houses, 
but also in the colleges and universities, sitting 
in professors’ chairs, to teach the doctrine winch, 
more than any other, commend» them to the ser­
vice of Rome.

Jesuit theologians were the same things as 
Jesuit politicians. Ambitious of precedence, 
they naturally desire to distinguish themselves 
in their theories above their own masters. 1’ or 
example, the Dominicans sustained in their school 
the ancient and holy doctrine of salvation bv 
grace, which works out our regeneration and 
sanctification by means of faith. But behold 
the Jesuit theologians, with the new doctrine, 
that our good works, forseen by God, are the 
occasion of our predestination ! and as they could 
not, with the theological language of those times, 
find out the kind of knowledge which the Al- 
michty would use for such a work of foresight, 
neither in that which they call ” vision, nor in 
that called in the schools “ simple intelligence, 
thev did not doubt their faculty to invite a third, 
which thenceforth became celebrated, under the 
name of " intermediate knowledge. And tins 
step, which in the beginning seemed a small 
thin"-, was the fatal foundation of the pretended 
ment of our works, destroying that only ment 
which we have, in the sufferings of Christ. 1 lien 
rose penitences, fasts, &c„ as a satisfaction lor 
sin frequent confessions and weeping betore 
images, with all those other forced external acts, 
which are practised by the bigots of the Romish 
system, to the loss of the spirit and the diminution
of faith in the Redeemer.

The Jesuit theologians have sustained the war 
against the Bible, which so much dishouours 
Rome, and, from the theologian Bellarmme to 
the last professor of the Roman College, they 
have all taught in public, that the Bible, which 
God has given to the people, is a dangerous book, 
which the people ought not to read. Instead ol 
it they have placed a high value on numerous 
litte books, called books of devotion, which teach 
the worship of Mary, the heart of Jesus, and a 
legion of saints, making them mediators and in­
tercessors with God, in opposition to the mstruc 
Lions of the Apostle Paul, that “ there ts one 
advocate and mediator with God—ChnstJesus. 
These are the works which have been given us by 
thousands of their writers. And to these it we 
add the books called casuistic, those grand per- 
vertors of Christian morals, we shall find such a 
treasure of a library as would be appropriate to 
hell, for thence has issued the spirit which has 
dictated to the Jesuits the corruption of faith in 
Christ, the overthrow of morality and the enor- 
mous evils to Christianity which have ruined so
many souls. . .

At length a cry has been raised against the 
Jesuits, from one end of Italy to the other , the 
rage of the people has burst forth against them ; 
God has punished them as enemies of the public 
good, and oppressors of society, both civfi and 
religious. They have fallen ; aud what is more, 
they have been cast down by a vote of the whole 
people. In this fact we perceive a hand from 
heaven, a beneficent decree of Providence, and 
we applaud the work of God.

From the fall of the Jesuits m Italy we most 
certainly presage the resurrection of liberty and 
religion , and the restoration of religion and 
liberty will be for us an argument to prove that 
the Jesuits will never return, They have ceased 
to exist among us. History will recount to pos­
terity what they were, and bow much we have
had to suffer from them.

But must the Jesuits, since they have Wen 
expelled from Italy for their sins, be wanderers 
and vagabonds in foreign lands, and mark 3d or 
abhorrence and revenge? Oh. would not our 
hearts suffer, to see these misguided men display

the windows are darkened ;—the doors are shut 
in the streets ;—they are at raid of that which is 
high ; the almond-tree flourished!, and the grass­
hopper is a burden.”

how it lights up the wrinkled face with gladness 
and complacerlry, and rekindles the rayless eye, 
to have a Christian friend come in. and talk of 
that goodly Caiman, towards which they are 
journeying, and to which the aged pilgrim is so 
near. Need we add more ? A duty like that 
is not likely to be disowned or despised ; but 
how is it performed ? It may be a fault of age 
and affliction to complain of forgetful ness and 
inattention. Possibly, they do not make allow­
ance enough for the many domestic cares and 
other hindrances which deprive them of the Chris­
tian intercourse which they so much desire. 
But after all, is there not " utterly a fault” in 
this matter ? Are not the aged and invalid mem­
bers of oar churches too much neglected ? Let 
each one inquire, Have 1 (lone MV duty . inis 
is the best test uf fidelity, and the best qmekener 
of a sleepy conscience. Let no one quiet himself 
by presuming that others are more faithful, 
nor by pleading that he has no time to visit 
the aired and invalid members of the church. In 
nine cases out of ten the plea will not bear re­
flection. Let there be " first a willing mind,” 
and but few would have any reason to complain 
of neglect.

Sit down now, kind Christian reader, and re­
count the list of those who cannot attend public 
worship, and who*, hy reason of years and infir­
mities, are cut oft lrom social and Christian inter­
course Ask yourself how long it is since you 
gladdened the heart of such and such an one by 
a Christian visit ? Let this be done, and we fear 
that the consciences of too many would accuse 
them of a neglect which their own kind feelings, 
and their sense of what is due to others, would 
be the first to condemn. Age, poverty, sickness, 
want, are hard enough to bear, when solaced by 
the assiduities of love and kindness. Our owu 
lot of suffering may soon come upon us, when 
the sympathies of others will be craved as cold 
water by him who is dying with thirst. Com­
passion and gratitude alike urge upon the young 
and the happy the duty of remembering with 
tenderness and patience the appeals which infii^ 
mity and suffering are silently sending lorth ; and 
sadlv must his heart be estranged lrom the be­
nevolence of the gospel, who does not feel their 
force.

Faith is Darkness.—Believing, in darkness, 
on God’s bare word, where nothing like fulfil­
ment of the promise is to be seen, is certainly a 
great and glorious thing, by which Gou is hon­
oured ; and oh. that such a faith were more fre­
quently found amongst us ! Alius ! even where 
true faith reallv exists, it is but too generally ;na 
state of conflict, and seldom triumphant and per­
fected. You find yourself, for instance, in a crit­
ical situation ; the cares of this life and domestic 
embarrasments press you down ; vou can see no 
outlet—every human prospect of help is vanish­
ed, You now get an insight into the promises 
of God ; " I will never leave thee, nor forsake 
thee. Fear thou not, I am with thee, Behold,
I have graven thee upon the palms of my hands 
You know that He who thus speaks adresses 
you, and that His word is truth. You take the 
word as a stiff in your hand ; you hope .the best 
where, to all outward appearance, there is noth­
ing to hope : you believe in the dark. This is 
believing the wort ui God. But have we, gen­
erally, such a faith as this’-F. W. Knimma- 
cher

We see them vet : their hearts beat only for 
worldly pleasure aud admiration -, none of their 
associates feel surprised, or attempt to turu them 
to better things : their simple leelings are ac­
quiring the vigour and manliness of a worldly 
maturity, and^they are moving on—a wonder 
to all but those who are going the same way, 
yet no wonder to themselves—numbers falling 
into the grave, numbers wasting with disease, 
numbers bowed down with anguish and disap- j 
pointaient, numbers consuming with envy and 
pride, numbers finding pleasure ceasing to please; 
numbers acknowledging that “ all is vanity, 
with no heart to seek for substance, and numbers 
looking back on life gone through, and a world 
tiled and emptied, and forward to an eternity 
ju»t at hand, yet having no heart, no resolution 
to prepare for it ; we see them no mure, but the 
world is going on as before ; their places are 
fi.hng up, ana ceasing to know them, uunc »l*« 
better than they have lived, or the sadder that 
they are gone.

It is difficult to account for the consideration 
with which persons, accustomed to be wary 
and thoughtful on other subjects, will put in 
peril their spiritual interests, without supposing a 
greater degree of unbelief in their mind than they 
are ready to acknowledge. To say the least, 
it evinces a degree of insensibility to the claims 
and perfections of God, a disaffection with his 
service, a decided preference of the world to 
him, which cannot be continued in without the 
most fearful hazard of running into infidelity.—It 
is an ordinary concomitant ol such a state to 
have all the better and earlier convictions of the 
mind unsettled. When common respect and 
tenderness towards religion is dissipated, truth 
once received and felt, will come under susp cion, 
and be turned off as uncertain. The great re- | 
alities of a future life will hang in doubltulne-s ; 
we shall begin to suspect our need of laith in 
them, and to look with more boldness aud com- 

- posurc to the trial of them without the prepara­
tion which the gospel requires. YVe want not 
better proof of this than reflection on the opera­
tion of our own mind will give us ; but it, we 
should not so readily find il here, we may soe H 
iu the multitudes who in maturity and old age, 
are living without religion and dying without con 
com —This indifference proceeds uom a gross 
perversion of the intellectual powers iu reference 
to spiritual objects, which has its origin in the 
qualities of the heart. They did not anticipate 
this result—they could not have been satisfied 
wlh anv rational prospect of it—but now, that 
they are the subjects of it, they see nothing 
strange or alarming in it.

These considerations show what the peculiar 
dangers of youth are, in associations which with­
draw their attention from religion and put them 
upon satisfactions foreign to it. There is death 
in the enchantment of this circle. The leaven of
the Pharisees—formality in religion, and distaste 
to spiritual duties—will spread through all the 
faculties of their soil, not leaving, ultimately, so 
much as a lukewarmness for God.—Hookers

Depression of trade on the one hand, and pro­
mising enterprises on the other, claim a share of 
public attention. Nor would we recommend a 
selfish indifference to the singular events which 
are making the present year memorable, not 
only in the history of nations, but of man also. 
As men, and especially as Christians, we are 
called earnestly to watch and consider them. 
But in the midst of them we must not forget the 
important interests of this province which are 
our more immediate responsibility.

The position of parties, the composition of the 
legislature, and'the disposition of the government 
afford great facilities for the settlement of long 
agitated questions, affecting the vital elements of 
our social and political state. It is not too much 
to say that there never was a time when greater 
responsibility rested upon the friends of religion 
and religious freedom. To take one of these 
questions : The clergy reserves—involving not a 
mere temporary advantage to this or that sect, 
but a great principle—not merely a temporary 
intetest, but religion itself, the people of Canada 
have a great duty to perform to their country, 
their children, and to Christianity.

A few months will determine, whether through

The whole of Europe is in a terrible condition ; 
and our only hope is, that Great Britain may 
escape the blast which has swept from one end 
of the continent to the other with such devastat­
ing effect. If England escapes, we shall con­
tinue to find extensive markets for our products, 
and our prosperity will be partially preserved: 
Our markets op the continent have almost be­
come extinct, so that the worst in that particular 
has already been realized ; but, every week or 
month, consumption in that section of the world, 
is restricted or limited—so much the more injuri­
ous must be the revolution causing sueh a state 
of things. With the exception of Great Britain, 
our European export trade has been literally an­
nihilated .

Again, the same writer, speaking of the disas­
trous consequences of these revolutions, says : 
” There is no doubt but that we have suffered 
more than any other nation.”

Money has not, at any time within the past 
five years been so scarce, as at periods since the 
1st of June ; and thus far none have sunk under 
the accumulating difficulties. When these things 
will end we do not intend to prophecy ; it is 
certainly beyond the comprehension of any indi­
vidual, and the only way is to contract opera­
tions of all kinds as much as possible ; enter into 
no new engagements but those actually indispen- 
sible, and leave the rest to time, that grand 
regulator ef all events.

When all thjs is fairly understood, we shall 
hear less of “ repeal clubs,” “ the release of 
Mitchell,” "■ the invasion of Canada,'I and “the 
conquest of Cuba."

The glory of the Mexican war is disenchanted 
by the return of the pitable remnants of the 
army, diseased, filthy, tattered, maimed and de­
based. The appearance of the men excites un­
mingled pity.

Mexico is in the midst of a civil war, and the 
advancing successes of Paredes excite the great­
est alarm in the distracted government.

A Free Soil Convention was announced to be 
held at Buffalo, on Wednesday ; its results ought 
to reach us before going to press.

Throughout the Province there are complaints, 
not only of hard times, but of the closest times 
ever known.

GRANDE LIGNE.
After a brief visit to the primary .v'hoof. as 

above narrated, M. Roussy took us over the farm 
attached to the mission premises. It consists of 
80 acres of good land ; about half of it is clear­
ed, and somewhere about 30 acres are-under 
cultivation—we should say, efficient cultivation, 
so far as our knowledge of husbandry enables 
us to judge. The crops looked promising ; and 
it was gratifying to learn that besides affording 
scope for the industry of the establishment, the 
farm contributes materially to the support of the 
mishion family. In the midst of the cultivated 
portion of the farm we found the little simple 
buryieg ground carefully fenced, hut otherwise 
unadorned. It is already the quiet resting-place 
of some of those who through the instrumental- 

The final de- j ity of the missionaries were brought to a know- 
An animated ] lodge of Him who is ” the resurrection and the 

fife.” The cross of superstition does not mark 
the lowly mound, but the cross of Christ cheered 
and sustained their dying moments. A simple 
burial service similar to that practised among 
ourselves improves the sad occasion, instead of 
the mummery and masses that mock the hopes 
of the surrounding population.

In the course of this ramble we took occasion 
to enquire into the condition of the property of 
the Mission, and the parties in whom it is vest 
ed, and found it to be entirely satisfactory. 
When the property was first acquired, a 
deed was taken in the name of one of 
the missionaries, but so soon as a church was 
organised, an Act of tljc Governor in Council 
was obtained, recognising them as a corporate 
body, and the property was transferred to trus­
tees regularly elected by the church. By them 
it is held and faithfully administered in trust for 
the church. The property at St. Pje is held iq 
the same way, in trust for the church at that 
place.

The constitution of the church naturally be­
came the subject of remark, and the frankness 
of our informant and the simple desire to do the 
will of Christ in so far as jt was known, demand­
ed unfeigned admiration. The fact of the recent 
baptism of Madame Feller and M. Roussy led to 
the enquiry as tq how far it was a Baptist church, 
and we shall state the results of these enquiries 
as frankly as they were communicated, without 
the shadow of a fear that a statement of th* 
whole truth will, in the slightest degree, abate the 
deep sympathy of any lover of the Saviour. It 
has already been stated, that at an early period of 
the Christian experience of Mme. F. and M. R. 
a doubt as to the validity of infant baptism, was 
awakened in Iheir minds. Cut loose from the 
trammels of the formal church in which they 
had b^en educated, they resolved, with the do­
cility of children, to enquire into and perform ajl 
that Christ had commanded. Going to the word 
of God to enquire for themselves, it soon appear­
ed clearly obligatory to make a profession of 
their faith after the manner of the first disciples. 
It remained tp determine iq what manner this 
was to be done. The pastor of the Protestant 
church in Lausanne satisfied them that the prim­
itive baptism was by pouring water upon the 
heads pf the disciples. The great question of 
duty with them was that they should make a 
profession of faith in the name of Jesus, and hav­
ing no other means of information, they were 
satisfied to do so according to their pastor’s in­
structions. After their arrival in Canada, they 
received such light on this duty, that they were 
led to instruct those who were converted through 
their instrumentality to be immersed, in the name 
of the Father, Son, and Holy Ghost. On far­
ther intercourse with Baptist friends, the pro­
priety of their own baptism began to be agitated 
in their minds. They had adopted the rule, and 
in all their course sought faithfully to follow it, 
that they would enquire in all things what was 
the will of the Lord, and, as far as they obtain- 
ed light, they would do it. It was in this spirit 
thst M. Roussy immersed those believers who

saw i' „o be the will of God. If Baptists are 
disposed in the first instance to be surprised that 
he should teach to others what he had not prac 
feed himself, they must take two things into Re­
count—1st , the state of things amid which they 
had been educated, where Baptist principles 
were entirely unknown ; and 2nd, The fact that 
the view of the duty which was first impressed 
on their consciences, and which still remained 
most prominent in their views of the ordinance 
was the necessity of making a public profession of 
their faith. This they felt that they had done 
—they felt that they had nothing new to pro­
fess. At the same time they sought earnestly in 
prayer and by the study of the word of God to 
know their whole duty. At length, having ob­
tained clearer views of baptism, as being a posi­
tive institution, it appeared that if they hud not 
done the very thing Christ commanded, they had 
done nothing ; being also deeply impressed with 
the beauty and importance of the figure, whirc- 
by there is forcibly represented a burial with 
Christ, and a rising again to a new life, through 
the power which brought him from the dead, 
they were, a few weeks ago, baptised into the 
death of Christ by Dr. Cote. We see here hon­
est enquirers led gradually iuto the whole truth. 
And the same progress is observable in the 
history of the church with which they are con­
nected. With the light they possessed, it was 
not to be expected that the church they were 
seeking to set in order, should be all at once a 
Baptist church. It is satisfactory to know that 
almost without exception those who were brought 
out of the darkness of popery, escaping from the 
thraldom of tradition, and coming to the simple 
teaching of the bible, saw it to be their duty to 
be immersed upon a profession of faith, hut this 
could not by them ho made a condition of ad­
mission into the church. And accordingly, un- 
baptized persons were received. The question 
was asked, “And now that Madame Feller and 
yourself have received clear light on the. will of 
Christ, and have obeyed him, what will be the 
future course of the church*.’ ’ Fhc answer was, 
« We are all agreed that we cannot receive into 
the church, any but such as arc immersed in the 
name of Jesus.” It was asked “ Are there re­
maining any members of the church who arc not 
baptized ?” “There is one man” was the reply. 
•• And how will you dispose of him, provided he 
does not submit to the ordinance of Christ.”— 
The answer was, “ We should not do anything 
hastily ; wc should'in the first instance seek to 
instruct him. Certainly the church would not 
be prepared at present to cut him off for this 
reason. But so far as any practical difficulty 
frOjn this source is concerned, all trouble will be 
saved, for lie is about to remove to Canada 
West. As to admissions in future, we arc all 
agreed.” A long conversation followed upon 
the admission of unbapN’*1 persons toocciision- 

! al communion, which hitherto has h. en freely- 
practised ; and tin; ivftnrk of M. Lousst \va>
certainly all that could hi- demanded. ' Ibis is 
altogether a new subject to us. No one lias t" ur 
said so much to us on the subject as you have 
done. We have all thought of it, and de-ire 
earnestly in this, as in every other matter, to be 
led in the way of all truth. Wc shall continue 
to seek to know the will of Christ, and seek 
grace to follow it. As for the church, even if 
we saw the law of Christ as you see it, wc could 
not seek to enforce it, until the members were 
fullv instructed in the matter from the word of 
God. But we have confidence that they, with 
us, desire to observe all things whatsoever Christ 
has commanded us.”

Here is the whole truth without concealment 
or misrepresentation. And where is the Chris­
tian, be his own views what they may, who does 
not love and admire the ingenuous and simple- 
hearted search after truth which their whole 
course displays. ? Surely it would he a sorry 
misapprehension of the character of B iptists, to 
suppose that anv other statement couid make u 
more forcible appeal to vur sympathies than the 
naked truth does. The position they occupy is 
to us a most interesting one, an.j surely Baptists 
ought to he the last to urge them on ta»!cr than 
honest, prayerful, child-like enquiries into the 
will of God may lead them. They pay a poor 
compliment to our love of truth, and to our at­
tachment to religioqs liberty, who think it neces­
sary to hold out that these missionaries symbo­
lize with us as a denomination, in order to secure 
our aid. And iye doubt not that an increasing 
cordiality and liberality in our efforts to sustain 
them will he the emphatic rebuke of such ill- 
judged attempts. Extending towards them the 
warmest sympathies of brojhcrhood, bidding 
them God-speed at once in their evangelical la­
bours and their prayerful enquiries, we can say 
to them with a charity that is full of hope, “ If 
in anything ye be otherwise minded, God will 
reveal even this unto you.”

We had returned to the mission-house, and 
paused to contemplate the rich and extensive 
landscape which it commands. The lengthened 
shadows and the softened atmosphere of evening 
enveloped it with a peculiar charm. The distant 
mountains !—Those of our readers whose early 
life was spent in a mountain-land, and who have 
been for years cooped up in the tame, level, for­
est-bound clearings of this western world will 
find a 600 miles journey repayed by one long 
gaze at these mountains. In one direction, the 
wide valley, through whose luxuriance we caught 
occasional golden glimpses of the Richelieu, ra­
diant beneath the declining sun, is bounded by 
a range of hills of peculiar form. Foi the mo­
ment, we were standing upon the ascent of the 
Lammer-moors, the fertile “ Merse,” with its 
storied towers and legendary mounds was spread 
out at our feet. Tweed was glancing through 
the groves as it used to do in summer evenings, 
•• long, long ago.” And there—looming softly 
through the haze—was Cheviot old. For the 
moment !—Yes, but what a lifetime of memories 
was crowded into that moment ! Father, mo­
ther—brothers, sisters—friends, companions—
the buried, the parted, the lost------ But the clear
tinkling of the tea-bell calls us back abruptly to 
the common-place realities of a later and a lower 
life. Once more,

“ Far# well to bonnie Tefiotdale 
And Cheviot’s mountains blue.”

Read over again 
the statement and proposal addressed to Baptist 
churches in our last. Remember the first week 
of September is approaching. Many are waiting 
for your halting, counting as their last hope of 
prevailing against you upon the possibility of 
some little disaffection marring so noble a pros­
pect. Thousands who love the cause to which 
we have bound ourselves, are looking, with high 
hopes and eager anticipation, to see your pur­
pose accomplished in the banding together of 
six thousand Baptists, in a league of brotherhood 
for the exhibition and maintenance of the truth.

On being requested to announce a convention 
of delegates of Baptist churches to meet at St. 
George’s on the first Wednesday in September, 
we felt it to be due to the brethren in St. 
George’s wjiuse hospitalities might thereby be 
taxed, that they should be consulted. Letters 
were accordingly written on the subject, and an 
answer has been received from Rev. W. Smith, 
expressing the pleasure of the brethren to re­
ceive the convention. It is due to the church at 
St. Catharines to mention that the following
preamble and resolutions have, iu the interim, 
come to hand ;

Whereas, the proposed meeting of ministers 
and brethren for the purpose of organizing a 
union among the Regular Baptists of Canada

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FROM TFK MISSIONS.

The Ax»/wit nun.bx of the Baptist Missionary 
Mcguzir.t . bounds in matters of interest to the 
lovers of m. usions. We extract the following :—

A MODEL CHVhCR AMOK» THE KARINS.
In the following brief notice of the Dong-yen 

church, its house of worship, its parsonage, its 
charitable fund supplied by monthly subscrip­
tions, and especially its organisation as a Domes­
tic Missionary Society, we have a graphic repre­
sentation and promise of what may be expected 
of Karen enure nee in home co-operation with mis­
sion» ries. for ‘be ««'ungelisation of the Karen 
peootc. Nor »- it a solitary specimen ; though 
it is seldom that the fact is brought to view with 
such distinctness and impressive beauty. ire 
letter is from Rev. F. Mason, dated March 22,
1848. ,, . . _

j kave recently returned from a visit to Dong- 
yan where with my family I spent three weeks. 
The Doug-yan church had sixty-seven members 
Wt veav and one has since died, leaving the 
present number sirty-iix ; ho other changes hav­
ing taken plaee. WhJe there, two were examined 
and received by the church for baptism : but I 
was too unwell"at the time to administer the or- 
dinanoe ; so I left them for my brother Moore to 
baptise after he comes.

I regard the field that has been allotted to 
brother Moore, second to none iu the provinces ; 
both as regards importance and interest. Dong- 
yan is in the centre of a more populous region of 
Karens than I know of any where else ; and they 
are exclusively Pjho Karens. There is a very 
good beginning made in the church, which em­
braces some of the moat respectable and wealthy 
families in the settlement. They have a very 
neat little chapel, the wooden floor and wooden 
rides of which they paid for themseWe.- ; and that 
is more I believe than any other of the Karen 
churches in this province have done towards their 
wooden chapels. They have supplied themselves 
with an ample number of good seats, after the 
model of those in our Episcopal church. They 
were the first Karen church on the coast thus to 
seat their chapel, but their example is now in 
the course of imitation by others. Add to this, 
the church have built, at their own expense, a 
convenient bamboo house for the accommodation 
of the missionary when there. They have also a 
good bell, a present from the Birman church in 
Maulnjsin—they having had two given to them ; 
aad a communion set that was sent irum Ameri­
ca. Then, to keep the chapel roofed and supply 
any other pecuniary demand upon them as a 
church, they have a church fund, to which they 
make monthly subscriptions. I saw nothing 
wanting to make the church as complete 
as any at no me, m external matters, ex­
cept a Missionary Society ; so while there I went 
to work and formed one. The 'plan was for 
them to send forth a preacher from among them­
selves to preach the gospel to others, the church 
pledging his support. This they did, and the 
man was forthcoming. There was a man in the 
church who had studied with a view to the min­
istry with brother Bullard, and was in Mrs. Bul­
lard’s school last rains ; but no requisition being 
made for his services, he was now engaged in 
business. When the inquiry was made, “ Who
vill go for us ?” he offered himself. He gave up 
his business, threw his basket over his shoulder, 
and followed by bis wife, walked down to the 
boat with me, and I took him up to Gyne, oppo­
site the mouth of the Houngbrau ; and there I 
let them go like Noah's dove, to wander to and 
fro in the wild region watered by that river, with 
Crung-puug as the base of their operations, iu
the confident hope that thtix- will return with nn
olive branch.”

aersxL to nia minisiut.
In his reply to the circular addressed to the 

Missions, inviting a general union in the Concert 
of Frayer, held during the session of the Mission­
ary Urion, Mr. Ingalls, writing from Akyab, 
April 25, says :

J have not hitherto felt the duty binding upon 
rae to pray for the church and ministry at home, 
as I have to plead for the dark pagan. Y our 
resolution touched a tender chord, and caused 
truth to flash across my mind that called forth 
inexpressible feelings. Last night was to me a 
sleepless, feverish night. Has it come to this, 
that we must pray lor God to incline men to go 
as missionaries to the heathen ! Can it be, that 
among the thousands entering the sacred minis­
try, the many are doing it with the reserve that 
it is to labour in pleasant fields spread around
uieuj, owi .l »,..............ri.uUwl hv their
vows oi consecration to carry out the design ol 
Christ in appointing the ministry ? “ (Jo preach 
the Gospel to every creature !" Has the ministry 
neglected to do this in a great measure for eigh­
teen centuries, and are they still disposed to de­
fer a compliance with the last great command 
of the axoomled Saviour ? If the ministry, whom 
God has called to preach the gospel, are holding 
back from this xvork, who, wuo is there left in 
the militant church to whom the heatheu can 
look (or help.? Has the Eastern Association at 
Hamilton (Madison University) become extinct ? 
Has the spirit of missions, wzio but a few years 
since filled that “ School of the Prophets,” taken 
his departure ? Does the Holy Spirit of misions 
find no admittance at Newton or Brown Univer­
sity ? Where is Columbian College ? Was it 
not planted and fostered lor the express purpose 
of raising up missionaries of the cross ? And 
has it come to this, that the church of the “ first 
boni” is withholding her sons and her daughters 
from this work ol thaLord,or, if sparingly given, 
witfiolding the means to sustain them ? It these 

. humiliating facts exist iu sections of the blood- 
bought church, surely it is time not only for con­
certs of prayer, but it is time for deep repentance. 
But would you, ye who are slumbering on your 
couches of case in Zion, have us tell tne native 
converts that this is the great reason why the 
chariot ol salvation rolls so slowly in pagan lands ? 
I can but record my feelings and close. It may 
be, that the church will yet bitterly regret that 
she has done so Lille in the peaceful times given 
her ; the walls of Jerusalem may have to be 
raised in troublous times. I have not lime lo write 
more. May the Lord richly bless you in your 
concert, and grant the desires of your hearts m 
conferring the blessing ol salvation on many who 
are now ready to perish !

RELIGIOUS INTELLIGENCE.

Tag Sixes Bill.—The bill in Parliament to 
compel refractory landlords to sell land enough 
for the erection of churches, makes progress, in 
spite of opposition, and will soon reach a third 
reading. The Soottiso papers think it will un­
doubtedly pass the House ; but in the House of 
Lords it will be apt to fare differently.

Persecutions in Prussia.—Great ecclesiasti­
cal events are expected at Berlin, should no po- 
liuoal disturbances prevent. A repetition in 
Prussia of the scenes of the Canton de Vaud 
seems to be anticipated. " The pastors who 
should quit the church here,” we quote a letter 
from Beilin, “ would be, in proportion, still more 
isolated than those of Vaud ; and the new church 
would wear a colour terribly political I fear we 
must expect scenes of persecution and fanaticism. 
Id. Nrtscli, in his sermons, warns all Christians to 
prepare themselves.”

Philsroitart in Bavaria.—In Munich, the 
priests have set themselves in a furious opposition 
le a liberal movement is favour of complete re­

lirions liberty. They have thé popular- and the 
iti>* King with them. His Majesty, at the Fele 
Dieu, walked behind the Host, surrounded by his
brother# and a numerous suite ; while, at Vienna, 
the same festival Was celebrated in the entire ab­
sence of the Court, and curtailed in every re­
spect of its ancient splendour.

Osurcb and Statx in Franos—Among the 
matters of interest in the French National As­
sembly is the action of the Committee of Wor­
ship, in the election of Bishops. The project of 
direct and spontaneous nomination of Bishops 
by the Government, has been rejected, and a 
pbui of nominating them by the head of the State, 
from a list of candidates adopted instead. It re­
mains to determine who shad prepare the list cf 
presentation. M. Arnaud, member for Arriege, 
who is in favour of the seperation of the Church 
from the State, withdrew from the Committee 
when they had agreed upon the intervention of 
the Government, which he objects to under any 
circumstances.

Temperance Sermons.—In connection with 
the anniversary of the Scottish Temperance 
League in Glasgow, several sermons were preach­
ed on the Sabbath. Nearly all the services were 
well attended, and some of them were crowded ; 
and it is thought that this mode of promoting 
tiio temperance movement wi,l prove exceedingly 
effective. Never (says the News,) on any former 
occasion, were the doctrines of abstinence pro­
nounced in the hearing of so many of the citizens 
of Glasgow at one time.

ScomsH Theological Education.—The Ge­
neral Assembly of the Free Church has sent 
down to the Presbyteries an overture on the sub­
ject of theological education, which requires, that 
no person shall be enrolled as a student of theo­
logy unless he has gone through a full academi- 
-oil curriculum of literature and philosphy, and 
has acquired a knowledge of the Hebrew lan 
guage ; that every student shall be examined be- 
lore admission to Divinity Hall, by a Board of 
Examiners appointed by the Assembly ; that 
the ordinary curriculum of theological study shall 
he four years, and in no case less than two ; that 
the theological faculty shall consist of five pro­
fessors, and that the students shall all attend for 
one session upon a class of natural science.

Chateaubriand’s will.

M. de Chateaubriand has left a will, iu which 
he provides for the publication of his memoirs, 
which he has entitled Mémoires iToutre tombe. 
In 1830 lie made over these memoirs to a pub­
lisher ul a certain price, but stipulated that they 
should not be published till after his death, and 
that four of his friends should superintend the 
publication. The friends named are MM. Man- 
darouk-Vertamy, Louis de Chateaubriand (his 
nephew), Hyde de Neuville, and de Levis.

Chateaubriand is said to have given frequent 
utterance in his last days to the following strik­
ing sentiment—" That the social question that 
agitated nations at present could not be solved 
without the Bible—with the soul (spirit) of 
Christ, whose doctrines and example have de­
nounced selfishness, this gnawing worm of all 
concord.” We hail this as an indication that 
some at least in France are beginning to see that 
mere political change, of what ever kind, cannot 
heal the miseries of that country, and that it 
must obtain something far higher, if it is ever 
again to enjoy peace.

LIQUOR IN THE HARVEST FIELD.
Is it possible that Christians—members of the 

U ai ted Brethren, Xfp.ihndutfc, Baptist, or any 
other professedly evengelical church, will still 
cleave to this barbarous, demoralising custom ? 
We bad thought that on this subject the battle 
was fought and the victory won, and that none 
but the most ignorant and depraved would sup­
ply their hands with that which is so well known 
to be deleterious to health, life and morals. But 
we are sorry to learn that we were mistaken ; 
we hear that in some places those from whom 
we had expected better things—men who in 
other respects exert a good influence, stand in 
the way of the temperance reform by sanctioning 
the use of this poison, which has ruined more 
families and destroyed more lives than all the 
other poisons together. After this, we feel pain­
ed, grieved, horror-struck. We ask, is it possible 
that it is for want of light ? Is there any cor­
ner of our beloved and enterprising Ohio so shut 
out from the light of truth on this subject* as to 
think there to no harm in countenancing drunken­
ness ? This we can hardly believe. We are 
aware that the prejudices ol some, oiaerwisj
good men, have prevented them from reading 
and hearing lectures on this subject ; but havs 
they not the Bible, which speaks in thunder 
tones—“ woe to him that oivkth his neighbor
DEINK, THAT PUTTBTH HIS BOTTLE TO HIM !” Have 
they not eyes to see and ears to hear the evils 
of tampering with this deceitfnl, health, life and 
soul-destroying agent ? The great difficulty is, 
ihe want of a willingness to crucify the habit, 
the acquired taste, for it is a lamentable fact 
that nine out of ten of those who furnish it for 
others, and who oppose temperance principles, 
love to take a little themselves. Like slaves to 
any other evil habit, they try to think it beneficial 
to them, Or that there is no harm in taking u 
little. They do not reflect that every drunkard 
now in hell, or on the way to that place of tor 
ment, began by taking “ a little " for health’s 
sake. Many who tie now bending their course 
towards the drunkard’s end, began their down­
ward course in the harvest field, or at the raising 
or log-rolling. At such social and neighbourly 
gatherings they have been taught, by precept 
and example, by pious parents and respectable 
neighbours, to take a little to keep up their 
strength, a. little for cold and a little for heat, 
until the web is wound around their youthful ap­
petites, the taste is acquired, the habit formed, and 
they are moving with great velocity down the in­
clined plane to ruin.
Reader, are you a parent, a professor of religion, 

and^in opposer of the temperance reform ? Does
your opposition arise from a love of liquor__do
you use it—do you furnish it for those in your 
employ ? If your own dear offspring should find 
a drunkard’s grave, whs will you blame for it ? 
l)o you say that you have used it for many years 
without becoming a drunkard ? That may be ; 
but are you sure that your children will have the 
same control over their appetites that you have 
had ? Do you not already perceive the evil 
growing on some of them ? But should your­
self and family escape, are you sure you are not 
by your example making others drunkards—your 
neighbours and hired hands ? Aie you sure that 
none of these will rise up against you in the judg­
ment, and say that you,-deacon, elder, class-lead­
er, exhorter, minister—y ou a professed Christian, 
a good neighbor and citizen, have ruined me ; 
when solicited to abstain entirely from the use of 
all that could intoxicate, I used your name as 
an example, and reiterated your arguments 
against temperance, until, ere I was aware, I 
found myself irrecoverably lost—loet by first 
hiking a little. Dear reader, if you would avoid 
being the cause, directly or indirectly, of the ruin 
of a son, a friend or neighbor, cease to tolerate 
tbe use of alcholie drinks. Cleanse your hands ; 
put away the evil of-your doings ; delay not, but 
make quick and thorough work of it. Short of 
this we know not how you can maintain a con­
sistent profession of the religion of Christ—a re­
ligion that requires us to shun even the appearance 
of evil.—Bel Telescope.

THE INDIAN CHIEF.

The following beautiful story » literally true, end was 
finit publisher! in a lecture delivered by William Tracy, 
l^atq. of Uuca, pn the early Itie.ery ef Oneida county, N.

One of the first settlers in Western New York
was Judge W------- , who established himself at
Whitestowu—about four miles from Utica. He 
brought his family with him, among whom was 
a widowed daughter with an only child—a fine 
boy about four years old. „You wiU recollect, 
the country around was an unbroken forest, and 
this was the domain of the savage tribes.

Judge W-------saw the necessity of keeping on
good terms with the Indians, for, as be was nearly 
alone, he was completely at their mercy. Ac­
cordingly, he took every opportunity to assure 
them of his kindly feeling, and to secure their 
good will in return. Several of the chiefs came 
to see him, and all appeared pacific. Bnt there 
was one thing that troubled him ; an aged chief 
of the Oneida tribe, and one of great influence, 
who resided at the distance of a dozen miles, had 
not yet been to see him, nor could he ascertain 
the views and feelings of the sachem iu respect 
to his settlement in that region. At last he sent 
a message, and the answer was, that the chid 
would visit him on the morrow.

True to his appointment, the sachem came ;
Judge W------- received him with marks of respect,
and introduced his wife, bis daughter, and her 
little boy. The interview that followed was in­
teresting. Upon its result the Judge was con­
vinced his security might depend, and he was, 
therefore, exceedingly anxious to make a favour­
able impression upon the distinguished chiel. He 
expressed his desire to settle in this country, to 
live on terms of amity and good fellowship with 
the Indians, and to be useful to them by in­
troducing among them the arts of civilization.

The chief heard him out, and then said : 
“ Brother, you ask much and you promise much. 
What pledge can you give of your faith ? The 
white man’s word may be good to the white 
man, yet it is wind «hen spoken to the Indian.”

“ I have put my life into your hands," said 
the Judge, “ is that not an evidence of my good 
intention ? 1 have placed confidence in the In­
dian and will not believe that hs will abuse or 
betray the trust that is thus repœed.”

“ So much is well,” replied the young chief,
the Indian will repay confidence with confi­

dence, if you will trust, he will trust you.”
“ Let this boy go with me to ay wigwam —I 

will bring him back in three days, with an ans­
wer !”

If an arrow had pierced the bosom of the 
mother, she could not have felt a deeper pang 
than went to her heart, as the Indian made this 
proposal. She sprang forward, md running to 
the boy, who stood at the side <f the sachem, 
looking into his face with pleased wonder and 
admiration, she encircled him in her arms, and, 
pressing him to her bosom, was abut to fly from 
ihe room. A gloomy and ominois frown came 
over the sachem s brow, but he dil not speak.

But not so with Judge W———. He knew 
that the success of the enterpri*, the lives of 
his family, depended on a decision of a moment.

“ Stay, stay, my daughter," ht said, " Bring 
back the boy, I beseech you. He is not more 
to you than to me. I w oti'.d not risk a hair of 
his head. But, my child, he mist go with the 
chief. God will watch over him! He will be 
as safe in the sachem’s wigwam, as beneath our 
own roof.”
The agonized mother hesitated fit a moment,she 

then slowly returned, placed the buy on the knee 
of the chief, and, Kneeling at his feci, burst into 
a flood Of tears. The gloom passed from the
sachem’s brow, but he said not a word. He 
arose and departed.

I shall not attempt to desc ibe the agony 
of the mother fur the ensuing three days. She 
was agitated by contending hopes and fears. In 
the night she awoke from her sleep, seeming to 
hear the screams of the child calling on its mother 
for help. But the time wore slowly aw ay—-and 
the third dav'eainv. Ilotv slowly did the hours 
pass. The morning waned a way, noon arrived, 
yet the sachem came not. There was a gloom 
over the whole household. The mother was pale
and silent. Judge W-------walked the floor to
and fro, going, every few minutes to the door, 
and looking through the opening in the forest to­
wards the sachem’s abode.

As the last rays of the setting sun were thrown 
upon the tops of the trees around, the eagle- 
feathers of the chief were seen dancing above the 
bushes iu the distance. He advanced rapidly 
—».a ll>y little boy was at his side. He was 
gaily attired as a yoimç chief—his feet being 
dressed in moccasins, a fine beaver-skin was on 
his shoulders, and eagle feathers were stuck in bis 
hair. He was in excellent spirits, and so proud 
was he of his new honors that he seemed two 
inches taller than he was before. He was soon 
in his mother’s arms, and in that brief minute 
she seemed to pass from death to life. It was 
a happy meeting—too happy for me to des­
cribe.

“ The white man has conquered ! ” said the 
sachem ; “ hereafter let us be friends. You have 
trusted an Indian, he will repay you with con­
fidence and friendship.”

He was as good as his word ; and Judge W. 
lived, for many years, in peace with the Indian 
tribes, and succeeded in laying the foundation 
of a flourishing and prosperous community.

THE TWO WORST EVILS.

Italy has two evils, gither of which would be 
enough to break down the most vigorous nation 
—if a vigorous nation would not have broken 
both, ages ago. These two are the nobles and 
the priesthood—both ruinously numberless, both 
contemptibly idle, and both interested in resist­
ing every useful change, which might shake 
their supremacy. Every period of Italian con- 
vulaou has left a class of men calling themselves 
nobles, and perpetuating the titles to their sons. 
The Gothic, the Norman, the papal, the “ nouv­
eaux riches,” every man who buys an estate—in 
fact, nearly every man who desires a title—all 
swell the lists of the nobility to an intolerable 
size. Of course, a noble can never do anything 
—his dignity stands'in his way. The ecclesias- 
tics, though a busier race, are still more exhaust­
ing. The kingdom of Naples alone tins eiglitv- 
five prelates, with nearly one hundred thousand 
prelates and peisvus of religious orders, the 
monks forming about a fourth of the whole ! In 
this number the priesthood of Sicily is not in­
cluded, which has to its own share no less than 
three archbishops and eleven bishops. Even 
the barren island of Sardinia has 117 convents ! 
Gan any rational mind wonder at the profligacy, 
the idleness, and the dependence of the Italian 
Peninsula, with such examples before it? The 
Pope daily has between 2000 and 3000 monks 
loitering through the streets of Rome. Besides 
these, he has on his ecclesiastical staff, twenty 
cardinals, four archbishops, niniy-eight bishops, 
and a clergy amounting to nearly hire per cent, 
of his population. With these two mill-stones 
round .her neck, Italy must remain at the bottom. 
She may be shaken and tossed by the political 
surges which roll above her head, but she never 
can be buoyant. She must cast both away be­
fore she can rise. Italy priest-ridden and noble- 
ridden, and prince-ridden, most be content with 
her fate. Her only chance is in the shook, which 
will break away her encumbrances.—Blackwood's 
Magazine.
