At first the date was not fixed, and was not
thought to be near, but soon Russakoff ob
served in Jeliaboff and his friends a feverish
haste, occasioned, he thinks, by the ariess
that had weakened aud alarmed the party. It
was a week before the 1st (13ih) of March that
he accepted the task in answer to Jelisboff 8
categorical demand. Tke latter then brought
bim into immediate relation with those who
were preparing for the deed, and he was
introduced into the revolutionary quar-
ters of Sablin, which had been taken
with the express object of getting all
ready for the attempt, His first duty was, in

If, hewever, the Imperial carriage
did not come that way the conspirators were
to meet in the Michael street, where Peroffsky
would give them a sign 1if they were to go to
the Catherine Canal and await their vietim
there. This was what in fact happened ; and
Russakoff, getting the signal from the woman,
went 10 the canal, and, as al~eady stated,
threw his bomb under the horses. At that
time Elvikoff was standing by the railing
some way further on.

MOTIVES OF THE PARTY.

In explaining the motives that perved him
to regicide Russakoff repeated that the party
considered terror & means of proteciion to the
movement and of showing the people their
strength, holding high their standard and se

curing its authority, also as an answer to the
oruel, represrive measures of the Government,
He personally did nos share the views of the
party a6 to the general advantage of regicide
and terrorist deeds ; bat in present circum

stances he felt that the desth of the Emperor
was the only issue from an intolerable situa

tion, and the only way to obtain new and
better conditions of life and activity for the
socialist, as worker for the good of the people

The Sovereign Grand Lodge, which held
its @itting in last September, is the
highest authority of the order. It charters
State and Provincial Grand Lodges and sub-

rdinates in States having no Grand Lodge.

A tax of $75 for each representative is paid
by the States or Provinces to the Sovereign
Grand Lodge ; from this source, and the
sale of supplies, the revenue of the Bovereign
Grand Lodgeis derived.

During the past year, the large sum of
$1,539,628 was expended by lodges in bene
fits, and within the same time, $170,286 by
encampments, and $4,946.29 by Rebekah
lodges for a like purpose. The revenue of
the lodges and encampments for the year
1880 was %4.391,215. From the years 1830
to 1879 iuclusive, 902,845 members and 120,
645 widows and their families were relieved,
and 86,351 brethren were consigned to the
tomb. The amount expended for such pur-
poses was $20,202,885.

THE OBDER IN ONTARIO.
