All of the atcounts emphasize
the immense character of the French
and British attacks and all claim the
preliminary vietery explaining, how-
ever, the heavy fighting has not end-
ed and may continue for weeks.

Fate of ﬁni;nd Decided

Petrograd, Aug. 2—(Delayed)—
The provisional government has re- |
fused to acknowledge Finland’s in-
dependence law and has instead is-
sued a manifesto dissolving the land-
tag and appointing a general elec-
tion on October 1, declaring that the
government when the landtag meets
will submit its own law regulating
Russo-Finnish relations..

The manifesto, which is signed by

all ten ministers, expounds the pro-

visional government’s- contention

that Finland enjoys independence

only within the limits defined by her

constitution, the essential factor of

which is'the position of the emperor

and grandduke, which has now pas-}
sed to the provisional government.

The independence law, the manifesto
says,- ‘not - being submitted for -the
sanction of the provisional govern-
ment as the authority invested with
the former granddukes right of sanc-
tion is unconstitutional and further;
declares that the government can-
not “recognize the Finnish landtag’s
right arbitrarly to seize the freedom
of will of the coming constitutent
assembly.” ¢ o

The fate of Finland can be de-
cided only in agreement with the
Russian people, the manifesto. de-
clares.

The minister for Finland took the
manifesto to Helsingfors and de-
livered it to Governor General Stak-
ovich who read it to the Senate af-
ter which he ﬁiade a friendly speech
in which he said: {

‘“This manifesto is the most dem-
ocratic action yet performed by the
revolutionary government for it mak-
es Finland’s people  master 0f theéir
own destiny.” ; 4

Berlin, Aug. 3.—Czernowitz, - the

‘capital of Bukowina, has been cap-

tured by the Teuton forces, according
to the offiicial statement issued to-
day by the German general staff.

Czernowitz has been the scene of
some of the most bitter fighting of
the war and the Bukowina capital
has changed from Teuton to Russ-
ian hands allogether ten times.
Czernowitz was first captured by
the Russians from the Austro-Hun-
gariang on September 4, 1914, only
to be evacuated a few weeks later.
In November of that year the Russ-
ians again occupied the city and held
it until February 1915. In the fol-
lowing month the Russians again re-
turned to the attack and after a ter-
rific battle stormed the capital and
Austrians out. This time the Russ-
jans held the position for only two
weeks . Twice in January 1916, the
seat of the erown land changed hands
and in June of that year it was again
captured by the Russiang and held
until the present time.

Czernowitz is situated on a hill
south -of the River Pruth and is
about 140 miles southeast of Lem-
berg, the capital of Galicia. Before
the war it had a population of about
70,000.

Heavy Fighting
Continues Along
Flanders Battle
Front; Terrible
Losses BeingIn-
flicted on Foe

British front in France and Bel-
gium, Aug. 2.—The British and
French, and the Germans alike, along
the front of the battle in Flanders
still' held their positions late to-day
in an iron grip of bogland, produced
by the torrential rainstorm, which
has been delvging the battle line
from Tuesday evening until to-day,
when it showed signs of moderating.
Beyond artillery operations whic%x
are continuing with great intensity,
there is little activity with the ex-
ception of one or two points and tho
French and British were resting in
consolidated and strongly organized
positions commanding the territory
which they captured from the Ger-
mans in the first few hours’ on-
slaught.

St. Julien to-day continued to be a
‘storm centre, the artillery of beth
sides pounding steadily at their op-
ponent’s positions about this place.
The British were again in possession
of the 300 yard front just north of
Frezenberg, which the Germass
wrested from ‘them in a counter-at-
tack late yesterday. In a sharp drive
last night, afrer\heavy artillery pre-
paration, the Britigsh forced the Ger-
mans from this BE ] ; and
have held it sinece. is was the only
counter-attack of any consequencs
delivered by the Germans since late
Wednesday. g T

Detailed 1eports of Tuesday's
battle show that the front between
Hollebeke and La Basseeville was
the scene of some of the heaviest
fighting of the day, the Australians
and the English charging along this
line swept over large numbers of
Germans lying in skell holes who
were overlooked in the semi-dark-
ness. - Immediately after the British
troops had gone beyond these holes
the Germans began sniping at the
rear of the advancing forces. These
snipers were eyentually dealt with
and the shell holes cleared. The
morale of the German troops in this
section is said to have been good
and they made a stiff fight for the
positions which they finally had to
relinquish. -

In the ruined village of Hollebeke,
the British were faced with large
numbers of eoncrete dugouts which
had no surface entrances, but which
were approachked by tunnels. The at-
tacking troops forced their way into
these strongholds which contained
large numbers of men and blew them
to pieces with bombs. This under-
ground tunnel is still filled with Ger-
man bodies. Just north of Hollebeke
two strongly held German positions
were occupied without a stop. On
the ground 'cverlooking Wytschaete,
the British oncountered shell holes,
camouflaged with wire netting and
hedges which had been interlaced
with barbed wire. This delayed their
progress somewhat, but did not save
the Germans. Fierce fighting occurr-
ed here and the Australians, who
were conducting the offensive, car-
ried the positions with bayonets, kill«
ing large numbers of the enemy.

One notable incident of the day's
fighting occurred on the Warneton-
Gapard farm road at a windmill on
a slight elevation: This place, pre-
viously had been bitterly contested
because it overlooks the surrounding
country which is yery flat. The Aus-
tralians took the place in the garly
morning, but the Germans regained
it the same night. At midnight the
Australians charged the position with
bayonets and ejected the Germans
after sanguinary fighting. La Bassee-
villa was also the scene of severe
fighting and here, as at Hollebeke,
were found concrete dugouts which
are now filled with their dead defend-
ers who were bombed.

THE SITUATION

On the authority of Major-General
Maurice, chief director of military
operations, the statement is made
that the recent offensive on the west-
ern front attained its purpose, and
may be regarded as a completed op-
eration. General Haig will now de-
termine upon another objective, and
then after the usual preparations,
will proceed to achieve it. The idea
held by many of a continuous “big
drive is thus obliterated. The elab-
orate entrenchments and defence
works of the Huns evidently do not
permit of any such program, and all
assaults will have to be prefaced by

heavy artillery work at designated }-

points taken seriatim. . Meanwhile
the foe has made a number of vie-
lent counter-attacks in an effort to
regain the ground taken northeast
of Ypres. The official report states
that in every instance he has been
repelled. The ground is stated to be
covered by thousands of German dead
and the prisoners taken present a
most gaunt appearance with days of
terror, under the inferno of the aw-
ful British gunfire, plainly written on
their faces. The Kaiser has summon-
ed a special meeting of his war coun-
cil, and one despatch says that a
withdrawal of German forces is con-
templated eastward. ;i

There is still little comfort - with
regard to the Russian forces, who,
for the most part, continue.to fall
back, although there have been scat-
tered instances of stubborn resist-
ance. It is asserted that the Ger-
mans have taken the bridgehead “on
the Dvina River—a serious loss. As
a factor in the struggle, the Musco-
vite is out of it, and it would appar-
ently be idle to expect any recovery
of importance within any immediate
period.

Further details show that British
air machines did wonderful work in
connection with the recent great of-
fensive, often descending to within
a few feet of the ground in their
valuable task of observation and,in-
formation.

. THE TORONTO MEETING

The *“Win. the War” convention
held yesterday in Toronto had the
right tone about it and the right pur-
pose behind it.

Men and women took part, repre-
senting all classes and all shades of
political belief, and by vociferous:ac-
claim endorsed every statement of
the speakers that the one duty of.the
hour in Canada, regardless of any-
thing else, is to continue Canadian
help in the struggle to the last ounce
and the last man,

Premier Hearst put the matter in a
nutshell ‘when he said:

“There should:be. only one party in
Canada; a party determined to win
the war and to mobilize the full
strength of the country in men, in
money and in resources.”

Mr. Rowell, leader of the Opposi-
tion in the local legislature, was equal-
ly emphatic in the assertion:

“We have staked our future on the
issue of this war and we have to put
all our energy in to \guarantee our
own  future;”

An exceptionally busy day was ex-
periehced by the fire department yes-
terday, five alarms Dbeing received
between eleven o’clock in the morn-
ing, and two o’clock this morning.
The Maloney and Templar fires oc-

curred yesterday morning, and early
vesterday afternoon respectively.
Later on in the afternoon \ some
boys playing in the vicinity of the
civic dump on the east side of Ox-
ford street, set fire to the paper and
other refuse in the hope of driving
out the rats from the debris. The
fire soon spread, and the acrid fumes
reached the surrounding residential
district. An alarm was telephoned in
to the fire department, and the hose
wagon was sent over, Twelve hun-
dred feet of hose was laid before the
blaze could be extinguished.

At 1.15 thisrmorning, the firemen
were roused from their beds to fight
a bad blaze in a brick cottage at 10
Bond St., occupied by A. Loisniski
and family. The inmates of the house
were not at first aware of the fire,
and the flames were first seen by a
neighbor who rang in the alarm.
When the fire fighters. arrived the
frame kitchen at the rear of . the
house had been demolished and the
roof was in flames. Two lines of
hose were connected and the confla-
gration' put out, but not beforée the
roof had been completely destroyed.
The partitions between the rooms
and the walls were left standing.

The army of Crov‘n Prince Rup-
precht -evidently considers the Bri-
tish gain north-east of Ypres the most
important made in Tuesday’s battle,
for upon this territory he has con-
centrated the strongest of his coun-
ter-offensive operations in an attempt
to regain the lost ground. His efforts
however, have gone for naught, the
British artillery and infantry fire rak-

putting an end to the attacks and
adding materially to the ° already
heavy casualties the Germans have
suffered. The battlefield is said to
be literally strewn with German dead.

There is no indication in either
the British or French official com-
munication just when their combin-
ed push again will be started but it
is possible that at least a day of warm
sunshine will be necessary to dissi-
pate the quagmire so that big allied
guns may be realigned and to per-
mit the airmen to relocate the posi-
tions, the foe is holding.

Reports coming from Holland de-
clare that the Germans are moving
their headguarters further east,
which bears qut earlier stories that
the Kaiser’s generals feared their
lines might be broken and the for-
ces in Belgium isolated.

That the Battle of Flanders will
last several weeéks at least is well
understood here, The allies are us-
ing men and material on a scale hit-
herto unknown. It is generally con-
ceded that on the result of this of-
fensive will depend the question whe-
ther it is feasible or not to drive
the Germans by force of arms from
the occupied territory and also the
wider question of the value of a fron-
tal offensive as a general strategic
prineciple. {

Many
fights occurred between the rival
pilots. but the Teutons were com-
pletely outclassed, both in numbers
and in skill, and were forced to re-
tire at most points, after losing six
machines.

The majority of these air battles
were at a height of 200 feet or less,
and in at least one instance the two
opposing pilots battled to within 50
feet of the ground at which height
the German side-slipped and crashed
to the earth.

The British planes were under
constant and heavy fire, particularly
from rifles and machine guns, owing
,to the low altitude at which they
iwere flying, but through all this hur-
ricane of lead and steel-all but three
came back safely. These are reported
missing and there is no indication of
what befell them.

One Man’s Heroism

Wonderful heroism was displayed

by the British airmen, who perform-
ed remarkable deeds. One typical in-
stance will show the nature of the
important work carried out; A Brit-
ish aviator crossed the Yser salient
at dawn. For a time he patrolled the
roads and canals, now and then run-
ning the gauntlet of the enemy fire
at a height of 30 feet in order to
secure information for the guidance
of th® infantry in their advance.
During this patrol work he came to
a German aerodrome. Owing to the
early hour, only one enemy was stir-
ring outside the shed, and he paused
in his ablutions only long enough to
satisfy. himself that the plane above
him was one of his own.
1 The British airman cireled low
‘and dropped a bomb squarely on one
of the sheds. This brought numbers
|of Germans tumbling in a panic from
the buildings. He turned his machine
gun on them, and circling about .the
field, bombed two other sheds with
disastrous effect. All the time he
kept up a steady stream of machine-
gun' fire at the Germans, a number
of whom were killed or wounded.

The Teutons finally got a machine
gun into aetion against him, but he
dived and at 20 feet silenced it with
this- own gun. Having put this gun
out of action, he circled the field,
firing with his machine gun through
the doors of buildings at the hud-
dled enemy within. At one time his
actually touched the

{machine

|ground.

Leaving the aerodrome the British
aviator attacked two German mount-
ed officers and put them to flight. A
little later he encountered a column
of 200 troops and swept along the
line with his'gun working steadily.
The entire column was dispersed and
fled by devious ways to cover.

SUMMARY OF

Austro-GerEénE Continue
Their Advance South of
Dniester

Petrograd, Aug. 3.—That some de-
gree of order and discipline is being
restored in the armies of the south-
western. front, as indicated by recent
official communications, which show
that resistance is being made alongz
the Zbrocz River, south of Husiatyn,
is borne out by telegrams from armv
officers to the ‘War Department and
by newspaper . despatches, Civilian
Commissioner Gobecha, one of sev-
eral sent some time ago by the Gov-
ernment to visit the various armias
and endeavor to restore order, has
sent the following message from the
southwestern front:

“I am happy to report that the
army of’General Korniloff, namely,
the Eleventh, which recently ran
away, is now brilliantly repulsing the
enemy in desperate fighting near
Husiatyn. The Seventh also has made
heroic counter-attacks. There is a
marked change in the spirit of tha
troops, which gives rise to the hop=
that they wil! fulfill their duty to-
ward the revolution.” :

It is also reported that . certain
units of the Fifth army, which re-
fused to obey commands to advance
quickly, have been surrounded and
disarmed by loyal troops.

The appointment of Gen. Korniloff
as commander-in-chief ‘because of
his recognized conrage and ability, is
applauded in’' miklitary ecircles. Gen.
Brussiloff, who,has become extreme-
ly pessimistic towards the military
situation, was nevertheless urged by
Premier Kerensky to withhold his
resignation at least \until improve-
ment had been achieved, but without
avail, Gen. Kornilo’s appointment
was then approved by the Premier.
Gen.,. Korniloff ' has recommended
Gen. Tcheremisouf, the hero of
Halicz,, to succeéd as commander of
the south-west ffont. 3

UTION IN RUSSIA
WAS ESSENTIAL TO DESTROY
GERMAN INFLUENCES THERE

Found it Necessary to Rouse Country
to Active Part in Great Fight:no Re-
volt Had the Czar Been able to Con-
trol Teuton Sympathies of His Wife

(By Fred B. Putney,
Tribune)

“Your majesty, if there is not a
change in the cabinet within twenty-
four hours I cannot be responsible
for the consequences.” ;

This was the warning the Czar of
Russia got of the impending revolu-
tion, and it came from Sir George
Buchanan, the English Ambassador
to Petrograd.

The Russian revolution was a ma-
chine made affair that took advan-
tage of the readiness of the Russian
people for liberalism and liberty. It
was managed by England and France
the latter country playing a passive
part, lending its support by silent
acquisition to the active policy of
the English Ambassador. M. Paleo-
logue, the French Ambassador, was
afterwards blamed for this in Paris.
It was considered there that he
should have had a more active par-
ticipation in affairs in Petrograd,
and on account of the weakness he
was charged with having shown M.
Albert Thomas, Minister of Arma-
ment, was sent to Russia to be the
French repmesentative and adviser to
the revoluf{f®nary government.

Control of affairs by the Czarina
was the direct reason for the revolu-
tion. She was Germanophile, and be-
ing a strong character, while the Czar
was" weak, sNe*dfrected the policy of
the empire, and controlled the for-
mation of the Cabinet to the Ger-
man advantage.

Such things were constantly hap-
pening as the discovery of a train of
thirty cars of munitions intended for
the Galician army wandering several
months later over the Siberian step-
pes. The desertion of Roumania, by
Russia was another thing to be
charged to the Czarina and her con-
trol of Russian policy.

in New York

Half-Hearted Russia an Impossible
Ally

‘With the Allies plans for a great
offensive, to begin in the spring and
continue right through the summer
and until the bad weather came in
the autumn, a half-hearted Russia
was an impossible ally. The Allied
ambassadors in Petrograd tried to
force the weak-kneed Czar into line,
and when that was found impos-
sible, plans were laid for the revo-
lution, a last chance being given the
Czar to take control of his own gov-
ernment.

The plans as made however car-
ried no contemnlation of a republic
or democracy. They were for a con-
stitutional monarchy on the lines of
the English monarchy. The Czar was
to abdicate and his brother, who was
strongly anti-German, take over the
job. The Duma was to be a truly re-
presentative body, with the ministers
answerable to the Duma instead of
to the Throne, and the Council of
the Empire was to be transformed
into a second legislative body such
ag the House of Lords in England or
the Senate in France.

Consultations had been held with
the leaders of the Duma, and the Al-
lied steering committee was satisfied
that the Duma was to be relied up-
on, Miliukoff was thoroughly 0-
ally, and he was counted on to cafry
the Duma with him. The whole idea
was to un-Germanize Russia and as-
sure her active part in the great of-
fensive. A liberal government for
Russia was a secondary considera-
tion. The needs of the Allies were
the driving force, and a liberai Rus-
sia seemed the best. way to accowm-
plish the desired ends. Hence the
peaceful Eyplution. If the Czar had

been strong enough to control the
Czarine and run his own affairs there
would have heen no revolution.

For three days everything seemed
going well. The Czar’'s brother had
one foot on the steps of the throne
taking orders from that body, they
set themselves up as a Committee of
Public Safety and issued orders to
the Duma. Their ideal was free Pus-
sia, and the affairs of the Allies con-
cerned them little.

One of their first proposals was to
execute the entire royal family. They
were thoroughly revolutionists, and
believed that as long as memebrs of
the royal family remailned alive
there was always a chance of the
monarchists raising a revolt and ,e-
establishing the autocracy. Revolu-
tionary soldiers were sent to take
possession of the Czar, but he was
protected by his Guard Regiment,
which remained loyal to his person
and refused to give him up.

Meantime the English government
was extremely anxious over the faie
of the Czar. They felt directly -
sponsible for his safety and trieq :r
get " him consigned to England for
his prison. But the Committee of
Workmen’s and Soldiers’ Delagates
would not consent to the Czar’s ieav-
ing Russia, and England, with moch
trepidation,-had to agree. .

The Duma was powerless, as the
army was with the Committes of
Workmen’s and Soldiers’ Delezates.
Within two weeks after the ravolu-
tion, 1,200,000 soldiers had Iaid
down their gms and gone home.
Those who remained were for the
most part fraternizing very cordial-
ly wath the Germans and Austriais
In many sectors of the front the
two armies lived in the same tren-
ches and ate the same food.

In other cases the soldiers being
dissatisfied with their officers simply
shot them. The army decided that it
preferred to elect its officers rather
than have them appointed from
above, and many regiments pro-
ceeded to the elections. Things got
to such a pass that a general order
was jssued calling the attention of
the soldiers to the fact that it was
not right to shoot their officers with-
out a trial, and requesting them to
defer the shootings until a higher
body had had a chance to pass on
the cases.

Meanwhile the Duma was seeking
to hold on to its vestiges of power
and reach a compromise with the
Committee of Workmen’s and Sol-
diers’ Delegates. But all comprom-
ises ended in the demands of tke
committee being acceded to. A com-
mittee of the Socialist party in the
French Chamber of Deputies, was
rushed to Petrograd, and Albert
Thomas soon followed them .

When the French committee re-
turned to Paris its president made a
very depressing report to a secrat
session of the chamber on conditions
in Russia, and the outlook there. A
separate peace was looked upon in
Paris as practically certzin. A cer-
tain section of the French Socialist
party, of which Jean T.onguet, a
grandson of Karl Marx, is a lecader,
was delighted. Longuet and his fol-
lowers are pacifists of thz extreme
type.

Mashed Turnips.

Peel and cup up the turnips; wasn
and put them to boil in salted water:
add a tablespoonful of sugar (to re-
move rank taste), boil until tender;
drain; add a lump of butter, season-
ing to taste; mash with a kitchen
spoon.

Escalloped Potatoes

Cut a pint of cold boiled potatoes
in thin slice¢, season with salt ani
pepper. . Dust with flour and put
into a buttered baking dish with a
spoonful of butter, distributed over
the top in small bits. Put in enough
milk to just cover, sprinkle the top
with crumbs and bake in a moderate
oven for half an hour. Serve in the
dish in which they were baked.

Cucumber Pickles.

Cut from the vines—always leave
a stem on—cucumbers, wash and
wipe dry. To 1 gallon of vinegar
add 1 teacup of fine salt, a bag of
mixed spices (1-2 cup); put them
right into the cold vinegar, add 6 or
7 bunches of green grapes and a
piece of alum the size of a large pea;
made in this way, scum will never
rise; keep pickles always under the
vinegar; very easy and sure. Tw9
dozen boughs of ripe barberries nice
with all kinds of meat.

Cabbage Stew.

Take a small head of cabbage.
Chop it fine. Cook until most doue,
then drain off water and add quite 2
little milk. Finish cooking in the
milk and add salt, pepper and butter.

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Reuzier Dorcieres, One of Most Pi@tﬁresque Flgmtb In
Parisian Life; Gentleman Duellist Makes Supreme
Sacrifice Serving With French-Aviation Corps

For, a generation Reuzier
Dorcieres has been one of the

most picturesque figures in

Paisian life, holding the unique
position of -the dean of duelists.
A dinner was given to him in
April, 1911, by two hundred and
fifty men, every one of whom
had either fought a due! with
him, been his or his opponent’s
second in a duel, been seconded
by, him, or had participated as
principal or second in a duel he
sdirected.” All told, he had
been director of 267 sword or
pistol combats. and of the oc-
casions on which he had played
the role of second he had com-
pletely lost count. He himself
had fought no fewer than twenty-
five duels, fifteen with the sword
and ten with the pistol.

It is not surprising, then, that
such a firebrand volunteered to
serve France in arms when the
war broke out, though he had
passed the age limit set by the
order of mobilization. Briel
newspaper bulletins announced
that fact at the time, and added
that he had been attached to the
aviaion service.

A few months ago bulletins
equally brief announced that
Rouzier Dorcieres, French mili-
tary aviator, was ‘‘missing”—
presumbaly either dead or
wounded. No further details
have been given of his fate until
this story of the dramatic end
of a remarkable man.

Paris, Aug.
the, world’s—champion duellist is
dead. Dead, too, in a duel that was
far different from any other clash of
arms in which he had ever partici-
puted. For a coughing, spitting,
flashing machine gun was the wea-
pon used, and it wag the gushing
steam of steel-nosed. leaden peliets
instead of the tip of a shining rapier
that inflicted the morta}l wounds.

Rouzier Dorcieres was a composite
of d’Artagnan and Cyrano de Ber-
gerac in Paris before the great war
flamed over Europe in August, 1914.
He was the victor in more than a
score of duels, and in a certain num-
ber of those encounters—no one
could ever agree on the exact figure
—he had “gol” hisd man. Besides he
had acted as second more than a:
hundred times.

Rouzier Dorcieres was nnt the
most skilled swordsman in Europe,
though no other man of his time had |
occasion as often to place his faith |
and hope ©OF 1lffe™n a slender steel
blade.

But what little he lacked in this
science of swordsmanship was more |
than offset by his dash and daring
and strength of arm and wrist.

Therein lay the secret of his succes-
sion of viectories.

It was said that no man had ever
incurred the displeasure of Rouzier
Docieres and ‘“‘gotten away with it.”
It was common talk on the terraces
in front of the cafes along the Grand
Boulevards that the number of alter-
cations in which Reuzier Deorcicres
had been embroiled coincided identi-
cally with the number of duels he
had fought—and won. And so he was
‘“‘cock of the walk” in the set in
which he moved; a man to be res-
pected, a man to be conciliated, a
man to be humored.

The Beginning of the War

It was the night of August 2, 1914,
the day the general mobilization or-
der had been. posted and stuck on
every. wall through the length -and
breadth of France, calling on sons of
the Patrie to rejoin their depots,
don their uniforms and sally forth to
repel the Hun invader.

On that night Rouzier Dorcieres
and a few of his old cronies—old be-
cause all of the younger men who
had consorted with him were mustér-
ed into the army—gathered at their
table in their favorite cafe.

“My friends,” said Dorieres, as
calmly as though he had been an-
nouncing that he was going to Deau-
ville for a holiday at the seaside, “I
bid you farewell. To-night I am go-
ing to volunteer as a soldier of
France.”

“But you are too old—they will
not take you. They want the young
men; you are beyond the age limit of
those who may go,” replied his
friends.

“I shall enlist to-night,” was Dor-
cieres’s sole rejoinder. Then he left
them.

More than a year later Rouzier
Dorcieres appeared again on the
boulevards. Gone were his hign
crowned, flapping brimmed  black
felt hat, his twining moustache, his
long imperial, his flowing tie. Instead
he wore a steel helmet, a horizon
blue tunie, buttoned up to the throat,
and his moustache was trimmed to
a ‘“Charlie Chaplin toothbrush.” On
his collar and right arm were the
winged insignia of the aviation ser-
vice.

Rouzier Doreieres, silently asking the
question that all had been pondering
for more than a year.

Slowly, as if in answer to this un-
put question, the airman rose to his
feet.

“You are wondering, my friends,”
he began, ‘“why at the age of thirty-
nine, I voluntarily enlisted in the
army, and why I chose to enter the
aviation service, distinctly the place
for a youth. You are wondering why
I have never told you. Ecoutez-
noi.

“You have always. believed that I

have never suffered an affront in my;

life; that he who dared impugn me
or mine, or who showed disrespect
enough to Rouzier Dorcieres—even
by jostling him in passing his table
—would have to answer for that act
on the field of honor.

“It is true. Meore than a score of
times such things have happened to
me. More than a score of times 1
have appeared at the quiet places
you know of at daybreak. More than
a score of times I have stripped to
the waist and waited for the handker-
chief of the referee to drop to the
ground and more than a score of
times it has been the blood of my ad-
‘'versary which has trickled across his
bare skin, a silent, living apology for
the thing he had dome.

“But there was one time 'when I
was insulted—grossly—and the man
who did it escaped me.

Began Two Years Ago.

“Do rou remember the winter, five
yvears ago, that I passed in Switzer-
land? It was there, when I was stay-
ing in Zurich, that the thing occurr-
ed. It was after dinner. I was sip-
ping my chartreause, gazing at, the
crowd when the man sitting next to
me nudged my shoulder. Without
s0o much- as an apology for intruding
on me he began:

‘“‘So you .are Rouzier Dorcieres,’
he said.. ‘I recognize you. And they
say you have never been touched in
a duel. Well, I am sorry I have
never had the good fortune to meet
you. in one,’” Then he laughed a
sneering laugh.

“My blood boiled. ‘But you will

‘““His face darkened.
the time he was a brave man even
though he was a German. ‘Mon-
sieur,” he said, ‘I shall, meet you hers
before 10 o’clock, with my seconds
and the swords.
affair before I depart. Wili you await
me?’

“Would I await him? My heart
leaped with joy at the ‘prospect. I
bowed with pleasure as he stalked
from the restaurant to make his
plans. And then whom did I see sit-
ting near me but our old friend, the
Comte de B , as fine a second as
any man ever had. In two words 1
had recounted the incident and call-
ed on him to act in my behalf.

Waited Eight Days.

“] waited in that restaurant with
the Comte until 11 o’clock. The
Prussian officer did not appear. Then,
uneasy, I want to the railroad station
I stood there scrutinizing every per-
son who passed through the gates to
board the midnight train, but he was
not one of them. At 1 o’clock in the
morning I went to my hotel and re-
tired. I remained in Zurich for eight
days seeking the migerable coward
and then returned to Paris.

“Although I tore up and cast away
the card he had given me, I never
forgot his name. Two years after-
‘wards I read in a despatch from Ber-
lin of his being breveted as an aviator
in . the Kaiser’s service, and later,
from time. to time, I read or heard
from people from Germany, of how
he was working in the service of the
German Army.

“That is why I entered the aviation
service of France. Becausé I still
hoped to meet him and make 4im re-
pay his debt of honor to me.”
Rouzier Dorcieres sat amid a sil-
ence that hung heavy round the
board, One by one his friends ap-
proached him, wrung his hands and
kissed both his cheeks, as French-
men do. Then he stood up, saluted
stiffly and strode out of the room.
That night he left.Paris and returncd
to the front as a machine gunner in
a fighting aeroplane.

The Story of the Duel.
Now Rouzier Dorieres is dead. H=2
has fought his last duel. He- has
cleaned his slate of its one blot. And
he has died in so doing.
His pilot, the atiator who opera-
ted the aeroplane’ inn which Rouzier
Dorvieres manned (the gun, told this
story. ~Told.it to the same coterie, of,
friends who had listened to Darcieres
explanation of his motive in joining
the aviation service more than a year
before,
‘““He told me to find you, Messieurs
and to tell you just what he told me
as he lay dying—dying from eleven
machine gun bullets which riddled
his torso in that last combat, which
nerly cost me,’also, my life.

‘‘Rouzier Dorcieres was the strang-
est machine gunner I ever had with
me., Unlike other gunners he always
carried - binoeulars, and when we
sighted and approached a Boche
aeroplane, he spent his preliminary
time in peering intently at the ocen-
pants of the enemy machine insted or
preparing and testing his gun, anxi-
ously, as most gunners do.

‘“As we circled near the German
machine jin his last fight, Dorcieres
passed me a serap of paper. On it he
had serawled a request that I swoop
past the German as near as I could.
Instantly I divined his reason and his
reason for always ecarrying and us-
ing his. high power  glasses. .He
thought he recognized one of the oe-
cupants of the other machine.

“L swerved .and doubled -and shot
past ‘the Kokker’s tail. Dareieres »
eyes had been, riveted to the glasses
and he dropped them now heedlessly
and they smashed in the bottom of
of the fuselage.

“Dorcieres’s right hand was on th-
trigger of the quick firing gun and
his' left was feeding ithe cartridge
belt cleanly into the loading echamber
as we rounded  and . flashed bLy,
abreast, but a little higher than the
enemy.

‘“Taca- tac- pouf - pouf - tac-pouf-
pour—and he drove thirty rounds at
the Fokker. And then as I swerved
the Boche turred upward and let fly
at us. - He had been travelling faster
than I thought because my mind had
bheen distracted by approaching too
near him at Dorcieres request and ho
reached us with every shot from his
machine gun. Our fuselage cracked
and splintered as the leaden hail per-
forated the car and, the choking
gasps that T heard behind me were
the positive indication that my gun-
ner had been. hit.

“I too turned upward as my motor
was undamaged, and climbed with
the German. Then we both planed
and approached each other, and the
test was which of the two machine
gunners would prove to be the bétter
man.

“When I saw afterwards how ter-
ribly Dorcieres had been hit in the
{ firat evehange of firing I realized that
‘my -apprehension as to the outecom®
was unnecessary. ‘When'a, man in
his condition ecan hnld himself to the
gun at all he is invineible. I heard
my machine gun -begin to spit at the
extra fraction of a second that we
came within range and the enemy
gun never once barked a reply.

Well, they have
talked about 100,000 airplanes in
recent congressional debates as the
number America needs to do her part
in the war, and the pendm§ bill calls
for an appropriation of $620,000,000
for the building of aircraft. Thel‘e is
certainly something new about that.

Gen. Squier will not use specific
figures himself, but the motto which,
figuratively speaking, he has hung all
over the walls of tha fieadquarters of
the Signal corps at the war depart-
ment is , “Enough pianes to defeat
Germany.”

“Just how many that will be,” he
primarily on Ger-
many. Von Hindenburg has as much
as anybody else, perhaps more, to do
with the formulating of our plans.
We cannot have any specific plans
that may not have to be changed any
day. That is the difficult thing for

to make clear to the loyal and pa-

lic business men who are stand-
by ready to help us in manufact-
They are men who deal in

nmous quantites, and they are ac-
nstomed to predict the needed quan-
tity, of output for normal peace op-
erations a long way in advance, but
we cannot do that in war. We must
be ready to make quick shifts, ready
at all times to assume all the respon-
sibility for appearing inconsistent.

‘“Wars,” continued the general re-
suming the thread of his interview,
‘““are usually won by new devices. His-
tory shows that, Frederick the Great
was the first to employ the principle
of drill, and won, his battles by that
agency. Until this time armies had
beer formless crowds of men which
could not be quickly handled and
manoeuvred. Frederick the Great was
the first drill master. He saw the
possibilities in having men trained
to march and halt and wheel and
counter-march, and so on, automat-
ically like a great machine, in re-
sponse to a word of command. He
made an army a co-ordinate, cohe-
rent thing, capable of quickly re-
sponding to meet every emergency
as the emergency was seen and un-
derstood by a man in supreme com-
mand. And his success was, based
on that.

‘“This now seems a very simple
matter-of-course thing, but it was
unheard of before Frederick the
Great introduced it into warfare as
his new contribution. Whereupon he
became the world’s great soldier for
a generation or more and all the oth-
er nations went to drilling their arm-
ies.

““Napoleon’s contribution was the
faculty of adapting his battle plans
to the ground on which the battles
were to be fough.. He was the first
to see the advantages of terrain and
to make use of ravines and woods in
the disposition of his artillery and
other forces, To-day, of course, that
is the mere A B C of warfare,, but
it was new when Napoleon intro-
duced it and his success depended
upon it. For more obvious illustra-
tions we may go back to the first
use of gunpowder, and the victories
of troops that had powder with w mch
to go against spears and a e

‘‘Now in the present
many has confronted the e
innovations against which we have
been fighting in the conventional
way. First she astounded the world
with the big guns that tore down the
Belgian forts, forts that would have
been impregnable against any other
type of weapon. Then came her
Zeppelins, against which the allies
had nothing to oppose successfully,
and then the U-boat. Germany had

from day to day, if necessary is not the big new things, plus all the con-
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ventional agencies of warfare.

“But our turn has come. Millions
of men have been digging themseives
into the earth. Submerged boats
have been destioying our ships, and
the world is at a deadlock. The pos-
sibilities of the two long familiar ele-
ments, earth and water, seem to*have
become exhausted. But there is the
third element, the air, which has dis-
tinet qualities that the others do not
possess. The air is the greatest of
all oceans, without coasts or limits
of any sort. Let us learn to think of
it that way. To do so will help,
psychologically, to solve the problem.
Instead of thinking of ourselves as
living on_top of the earth. let us
think of ourselves as living at the
bottom. of this hitherto unknown,
limitless ocean. We must learn to
use it as the fish use the sea. We
must ‘win it for our own as the third
great element, for I believe that all
the wars of the future will be fought
in it, and I believe that this war will
be won in it. b

“It is transparent. Men cannot
hide themselves in it by digging. It
will not conceal the submarine. You
can neither mine it nor net it. It
makes possible a war in three dimen-
sions. In the old way a line of fort-
fications on the border meant pro-
tection for an entire country, but in
the new way every square foot of
enemy territory is subject to attack
regardless of where the armies of
the earth may be holding their lin-
es.

“To develop all the possibilities of
fighting in and from the air in this
present war will be America’s great
part. Europe is war weary and ex-
hausted. The personnel of our allies
for the most effective military avia-
tion has been used up, killed in the
infantry, cavalry and artillery. I
mean the young men between nine-
teen and twenty-five years of age—
the period of life when men are at
their best for aerial work. In Ger-
many this class of personnel has cer-
tainly been exhausted. So it remains
for us, coming in with a fresh view-
points, to end this thing the first pos-
sible minute.

‘““Nothing else counts. Saving a
week of this war would be cheap at
any price. And the Unmited States
alone, can make this contribution to
her allies and the world. We can
outman all the other countries in-
volved, friends and foe, and we can
surely outbuild them. So we should
make tiis a great national plan to
win, to make our contribution to the
cause something that will be dis-
tinctly American in conception and in
magniture. And there must be
promptness at any cost, for the sake
of our own people as well as for the
people of Europe. To win quickly
by the sheer weight of the number
of our machines means the sending of
the minimum number of men of the
United States to the trenches.

“We can train our men for actual
warservice in the air in seven
months, comprising eight weeks of
ground work and four months of fly-
ing at the training schools in this
country, and then a month of inten-
sive battle-plane training work in
France. 1 dom’t know how many will
be needed. That, again, depends upon
von Hindenburg. But we want en-
ough to operate in regiments and
brigades if necessary to make all Ger-
many unsafe, to force her to demo-
blize her air forces at the front and
send the men and machines hack to
protect the, cities. This will blind her
artillery and render it helpless oy
depriving it of the range finders.
Furthermore. our regiments and bri-
gades wiil be able to destroy all of
Germany’s interior lines of transpor-
tation for the movement of troops
and supplies, They will be able to
rob the enemy fleet of the security
it now enjoys at Kiel. An airplane
can now carry and rop a thousand
pounds of explosives. If that is not
enough to sink a dreadnought, it
certainly can disable her for three
or four months, and then she can
be disabled again in the same way
after repairs. We can make the
Kiel canal itself useless.

“These are some of the things that
America can do if she has a suffi-
cient preponderance of machines. In
addition to all that, we can carry on
the more conventional aircraft war-
tare along the front, working on
the three levels ranging all the way
from the altitude of 19,000 feet of
the solo: machines down through the
one-mile ievel of the range finders to
the .bomb-dropping machines flying
as low ags circumstances ' call for
admit.

“We will waste n9o time in experi-
menting with baitle- plane devices of
our own before we begin the work of
construction. - On the contrary, we
will call on our allies to furnish us
with their best plans and specifica-
tions, with which we can rush our
building progr'lm 4

Manasseh must have been born about
three years after that fillness, as he
was twelve years old when he began
reign (xxxiii, 1), and the question pre-
sents itself, Was it a real blessing to
Hezekiah to have his life thus pro-
longed? When we are determined to
have our own way God sometimes in-
dulges us, even though He knows it is
not the best thing for us, as when He
gave Israel their request, but sent lean-
ness into their soul (Ps. cix, 15). A
mother once told me that when her
two boys were very young they were
sick unto death, but she would not give
them up, and God let them live. But
they grew up to give her a broken
heart. Whole hearted submission to
the perfect will of God is the better
way. Contrast the Lord Jesus at the
age of twelve about His Father’s busi-
ness and returning to the lowly home
at Nazareth, there to be subject to
Mary for the next eighteen years (Luke
ii, 42-52).

Manasseh’s reign was the longest of
any of the kings of Judah, fifty-five
years, and part.of it was the very
worst, according to the record in lesson
verses 3-10. He wrought much evil in
the sight of the Lord and caused Ju-
dah and Jerusalem to err and to do
worse than the heathen whom the Lord
bhad destroyed before the children of
Israel, ahd, though the Lord spake to
him and to his. people, they would not
hearken - ¢(verses 2; @, 9, 10). - He was:
surély controlled by the devil during
that part of his reign.

The Lord permitted the kings of As-
syria to take him and bind him and
carry him to Babylon, and there in his
affliction he humbled himself greatly
before God and prayed unto Him, and
God heard him and brought him again
to Jerusalem and to his kingdom. Then
he knew that Jehovah was God (verses
11-13). In the Apoerypha there is a
prayer recorded  as his, part of which
is: *“Thou, O Lord, according to Thy
great goodness, hast promised repent-
ance and forgiveness to them that
have sinned against Thee. * * * |
bave sinned above the number of the
sands of the sea; * * * I have set up
abominations and bave multiplied of-
fenses. O Lord, I have sinned, and I
acknowledge mine iniquities, where.
fore, 1 humbly beseech Thee, forgive
me, O Lord, forgive me, and destroy
me not with mine iniquities.”

‘Whatever his actual prayer was,
God, who reads the. heart, saw that he
was sincere and abundantly pardoned
him, according to ¥sa. lv, 7  Whatever
encouragement there is in this and in
the conversion of Saul of Tarsus and
of the penitent thief for any and every
sinner, however great. to turn to the
Lord, for He came to save sinners,
and His word ever stands, “Him that
cometh to me 1 will in nowise cast
out” (John vi, 37). He is not willing
that any should perish and has no
pleasure in the death of the wicked
(I1 Pet. iii. 9; Ezek. xxxiii. 11). His
cry to sinners is. Look unto me and be
saved; incline your ear and come, unto
me, hear and your soul shall live. And
to His owa who. have. wandered He
cries: O that they were wise, that they
would consider their latter end! O
that my people had bearkened unto me
and Israel bhad walked in my ways!
(Isa. xlv, 22; v, 3: Deut. xxxii, 29;

ADMIRAL WS A
OUTSPOREN OFFER

A Man Of Ideas Who Has
Little Patience With
Red Tape

LIKENED TO BEATTY

Took a Large Part In Up-
building of the U. S.
Navy

—re

(From the New York Sun)

‘““How under the sun did Sims wir
his detail? How could a man of his
stamp expect favor from the depaii-
ment-"" Such are queries that have
been heard frequently since Vice-Ad-
miral William Snowden Sims was
chosen to command the American
naval forces in Europe—Sims the
out-spoken; Sims the aggressive ad-
vocate of many reforms in our fighi-
ing fleet;Sims, the man who talked

much and often right out in meeting: ¢

Yes, the very Sims who was officially
reprimanded about six years ago
when he declared that America might
be counted upon to give every man,
every dollar and every drop of blood
in supporting the British empire if
that realm were ever menaced by an
external foe.

A veritable revolution was made
possible when congress, last August,
substituted promotion by selection
for the higher grades in place of the
time honored practice in that country
of. advancement by seniority. Pro-
motion by selection was earnestly
opposed by many of the senior offi-
cers of the service, and seemingly
with good reason.

A short time afterward Sims, then
a captain, told just why he favorad
celection and considered promotion
by seniority anything but helpful to
the stimulation of enterprise amowng
his brother offiercs.

“One of his objections sometimes
mentioned in opposition to any form
of selection is that the man who s
popular, but perhaps not of as great
ability as some other men, would b=
selected. Those who make this oa-
jection neglect to consider the _fact
that popularity is a distinet and valu-
able military asset, and is so recog-
his brother officers.

“I know officers in niy experience
who are really brilliant intellectually,
who have been thorough students of
their profession, who are encyclopae-
dians of knowledge on professionul
subject but whose disposition is suc»
that not only have they not been use-
ful in any of the positions they have
occupied, but they have actuall; been
detrimental. A man of that kind
placed in complete authority ir. com-
mand of a large or small ship, if he
is of that disposition, with all of his
ability and reasoning power producus
what we call a madhouse ‘

“Officers try to get off the ship:
frequently use influence to do so.
Men desert; they sometimes paint
‘madhouse’ on the outside of the tir-
rets, and the ship is acompleis
wreck as a military organization. For
that reason popularity is a good
thing.

,He¢ unconsciously summed up the
reason for his own fine standing in
the navy when 'he emphasized the
nmilitary value of popularity. Not ths
popularity of the studied effort to
please, but the popularity of a man
unafraid to battle with odds, aud
when results were obtained to share
with all concerned whatever there
was of credit. Indeed, the quality of
personality has made nim much akin
to Admiral Sir David Beatty, of
whom a sailor exclaimed after the
test and carnage of the battle of Jut-
lan'd? Wiy, we’d go to hell for Dav-
ia:”

Biographically Sims’ earlier career
in the navy was not particularly con-
spicuous. Born at Port Hope, Can-
ada, in October, 1858, he entered An-
napolis in June, 1876, as an ap-
pointee from Pennsylvania. ‘Then
tor years he showed professional ap-
titude and did all ot the work set
him in a very capable manner, but

none of this gave him a chance to.

shine notably.

In November, 1900, he was order-
ed to the Asiatic fleet and what fol-
lowed upon that detail put him in
the proiessional limelight, and some-
how Sims has managed to stay there
more or less continually ever since.
It is not saying too much to credit
him with having pulled the navy by
its own bootstraps high out of a rut
i which it seemed in a fair way to
remain. Just how it all happencd
has been told best by Sims himselt
1n his efforts to enlighten congiess-
men; so let him tell tne story in his
own inimitable way. :

Broke Y'hrough Red Tape

A membper or tne naval cowmittoe
remarked, "We‘nave pbeen told tnat
uaval oilicers never nave any faulis.”’
Ana to tiujs bit of irony Sims prompi-
Iy. retoriea, "“I'nat is alt ngnt, but
wuey are wdde out ol the sawme Kind
oL stull that congressmen are; Lhey
are just tne ‘run ol tne mine,” and
they are subject to the same numan
jupuises.” Ana tnen'Wwiin a relresu-
1Ng candor Sims wedt Oou L0 expialu
Just wuy progress was hampereu 1L
e navy, anu ue lade it ciear how
nard il was ior a well meaning critic
W efiecl miprovewent,

“We formeriy nad a number of
Duveaus and 0O chlei Of naval Opera-~
tions,” ne said, “and one oL the bui-
‘eaus designed a guu and another one
aesigned a ship, and 1f 1 or any oifi-
cel as captain or a ship or as an OLfi-
ce{' on 4 snlp wrote a critiéism, that
criticism weant to the secretary of tie
navy and his clerk looked at it and
said, ‘'That is construction; that goes
in chute No. 1,” and down it went to
the construction department.

“Now the head of that departmcnt

jor bureau is the official  adviser of
the secretary of the navy by law as to
whether that criticism is just or not,
and you simply could not get by it.
* * % Criticidm after ecriticisia
came in and you c¢an imagaine what
the man who was responsible would
gay. He had designed the appliance
criticised and naturally he believed
in it. -

‘““As soon as we found out that we
could not shoot that criticism was
sent, and T reported the defects of
the open turrets, ete., to the depart-
ment. I was a young officer out in
China, a young lieutenant, youneg ‘n
grade though not in years. It was
in 1900 and 1901.

“I was young and innocent at that
time and I supposed of course, that
when such things were brought to
the department’s attention like thai
they would jump at the chance to
rectify them; but it was not until
some time afterward that I founi
not only that there was nothing beinz
done but that there was nobody in
the navy department who had heard
about these reports; and I wrote a
great many of them from China. and
I deliberately used rather unofficiai
language, because I wanted to tlear
something loose, but I saw later that
it was an entire mistake,

‘“I therefore wrote a letter to the
president of the United States in 196°
over the head of the commander in
chief of the Chine station and over
the head of the navy department. I
was the rankest possible kind of in-
subordination; but according to my
idea, when a situation like that arises
where you know that you are abso-
lutely right and where there is noth-
ing deing complete military subcid-
ination becomes cowardice. I con-
ceived it to be my duty to take the
chance.

Detailed to Teach Navy

“Now, I do not claim any credit
for what resulted, but we immedi-
ately bounded into the air with our
shooting, because I brought hoie
the ideas that were originated by
tiiat wondorful man Vice-Admiral
Sir Percy Scott, and since that tirie
we have gone along quite well in
target practice.

“The target practice in the navy
from the time we took up Scott’s svs-«
tem until about 1908 was very satis-
factory indeed, as far as our infor-
mation went. The Englishman is
said to be much more conservative
than the American. When I got the
information concerning his naw
methods from Capt. Scott, for thay
was his rank when in China, aud
brought it homePresident Roosevelt
pushed it along and we went ahead
of the British navy in shooting, be-
cause the British navy admiralty was
not willing to accept Scott’s ideas at
that time.

‘Up to 1909 we were at least equal
to them . Then came the slump im-
mediately after that, and the fault
was with naval officers; they ma«»
a fundamental mistake. That mis-
take can be readily understood by a
simple illustration:

“1f you had a company of a hund-
red men that you were to teach to
shoot with rifles S0 that
they could fire volleys that
would go accurately to the
mark, necessarily you would
take each line of men individualiy
cut to a target, and say, ‘Now, thers,
fire away;’ and you would drill him
until he could hit the, mark. In
olher words, that man would know
'that he might as well get busy, ne-
cause he would be found out if he did
not learn to aim accurately. Having
done that until each man could aim
and hit the mark you could then
sland -them up in a company, in line,
and you weuld say, ‘Aim, fire!’ and
they would fire a volley that would
hit at least in the neighborhood of
the enemy.

“Now, if somebody else took a cola-
pany and said, ‘I do not want 1o
waste all of this ammunition by hav-
ing these men shoot separately at
the target; I will just stand them all
up in a line and let them all shoot
tcgether.’ And I want to tell you
that under those conditions every
rookie would say, ‘I should worry.
They cannot tell whether I hit ihe
target or not!’

“The competition would be gouc
out of it; there would be no personal
interest and you could not get any
good out of it at all. Now exactly
what we did up to 1909 was to train
the crew of a ship, the gunpointers
and gun crews, the same way Yyou
would train a company of soldiers,
one at a time.

“We let every gunpointer know and
every man who loaded the gun, and
everybody else know that we were
going to fire the guns individually,
one at a time, on a range so shoct
that if they did not aim properly we
would find it out, and if they made «
guod record we would give them a
reward, and if not we would give
them a black eye. Those are the two
things that tend strongly toward ei-
fieney—rewards and punishments —
the bouquet and the black eye, and
they get busy. That is what we used
to do, and we made very remarakp'e
shiooting records under that systerl.

“Finally, about 1909, tue people
who caunot think, or do not think -
there is always a certain awmount of
criticisin of target practice methous
1 the navy—conceived that we were
wasting wany hundreds of. thous-
ands ot dollars a year in firing a‘
shiort ranges when we ought to wve
fearning to hit the ememy at loug
range; and 1 give you my word, they
abolished the sort range practice,
and that happened which will ai-
ways happen with ordinary, every-
day human pature, namely, the eli:-
ciency iu shooting began to go down.
In 1y12 1 pointed out exactly what
had happened that the target prac-
tice was an utter and absoiuce
wreck. i 5

“Up to 1909 we had a book which
was written in my office by my as-
sistants and which contained all toe
information we had about gunnery
and all the practical details and di-
rections. It was the bible of tiie

gunnery officer; it was given to every

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cadet in the first class at the Naval
academy and he had to pass an ex-
aniination on it so that he knew
something about shooting when he
came out.

“When they abolished the short
range practice they withdrew that
book, and had it brought in from the
service and burned, and it was not
put back in the navy again in a mod-
ified form until 1913. There were
practically four years during which
the young fellows coming out of ihe
Naval academy had no instruction in
the intricacies of how to shoot; they
had to go aboard ship and get it by
word of mouth from one to the oth-
er, and our efficiency necessarily
went down, down, down; but since
that time it has been coming up
slowly.

Made Destroyer Flotilla
Much more might be recounted of
Sims and our target practice and the
part that he has played, even after
ne had given up charge of that spec-
ial work, in correcting faults and
showing the way to substantial im-
provement; but it may be asked by
the impatient, “How has that par-
ticular specialty qualified him for his
work abroad, which at the present
time is more directly concerned with
the skillful employricut ot a [lotilla
of U.S. destroyers?’” Again we sce
another angle of Sims’ many sidel-
ness and discover that his peculiar
fitness now is the consequence larz<-
ly of amazing betterment achieved by
nim in dealing with the mediocre
statug of the torpedo flotilla four
years ago.

U. 8. destroyers and torpedo boats.
especially the destroyers, were not
accomplishing wonders of any sort.
There was a lack of co-ordination in
their efforts and their manoeuvres, so
far as they went, did not bring out
anything in the way of striking value
to the battle fleet. Opinions differcd
widély as to their best possible war-
time usefulness and no one seemed
to know just what the boats were
physically capable of doing in time of
need.  The department decided to
turn the whole problem of thase
craft over to Sims, and he was deo-
tailed in command of the torpedo
flotilla of the Atlantic fleet, on Juue
5, 1913.

that he was attacking the problem u:
the destroyers just as he had grap-
pled with the intricacies of gunne:)
