Mr. C. K. Green, traction manager of 
the Dominion Power and Transmission 
Company was the first witness on the 
stand, and stated that Theaker had 
been discharged from the company's em­
ploy because he had carried passengers 
free. Mr .Green said there were other 
charges that would be brought up. Mr. 
Green admitted that spotters were on 
the cars and he had «cen spotters* re­
ports concerning Mr. Theaker.

Mr. Reeves read several of the rules 
issued by the company, and said he 
wanted to show that these rules were 
not being carried out. Mr. Reeves want­
ed to know what was done by the 
company in regard to the fare-boxes and 
the registers. Mr. Green »aid that fîiè 
company depended on the fare box. It 
had been found almost impossible to 
work the fare box and register, and the 
latter was used only a* a help to the 
conductor. Mr. Green admitted in ans­
wer to Mr. Reeve*, that it was impos­
sible for a man to obey all the nlv>, 
but all the company asked was that a 
man should do his best.

Former Chief Engineer Says it Will 

be a Failure.

New Haven. Conn., March 9.—John F. 
Stevens, a vice-president of the New 
York, New Haven & Hartford Railroad, 
and a former chief engineer of the Pan­
ama Canal, has issued a statement re­
garding the waterway, in which he pro­
phecies its failure. Mr. Stevens says 
that the canal will not help the United 
States in its trade with South America, 
ns practically all the inhabitants of the 
southern continent are east of the Andes.

Mr. Stevens also says that in the com­
mercial relations of the United States 
with the islands of the Pacific and the 
far east, the canal will be of little value.

STOVE MEN SETTLE TROUBLE
IN THE BIG U. S. CITIES.

5,000 Men Return to Work in Detroit—Effect 
on Hamilton.

The Detroit Free Press announces a 
complete agreement between the strik­
ing stove mounters and thé stove manu­
facturing concerns. The agreement in­
cludes not only Detroit, but practically 
the whole stove business of the west. 
The result in Detroit will be the immedi­
ate return of 5.000 men to work—most 
of them, in fact, resumed work this 
morning. The Free Press says;

A* a result of an agreement reached 
at a conference between the striking 
stove mounters and representatives of 
the different stove manufacturing con­
cerns of the city on Thursday afternoon 
5,000 men will go back to work Monday 
morning.

The stove mounters have been on a 
strike for the past six months and their 
refusal to work has resulted in hun­
dreds of stove workers being forced to 
remain idle. Several fruitless confer­
ences had l*een held between the manu­
facturers and representative* of the 
strikers. The settlement effected is re­
ported to be satisfactory to all concern­
ed. All the strikers have signified their

willingness to go back to work Mondar 
morning.

It is said that there is some likêli* 
hood of the Stove Mounters' Union de­
claring a strike here, although not many 
of them are at work. The foundrvmen 
have asked that they accept a cut in 
their wages, as they did the Moulders’ 
l nion. A mem lier of the union stated 
on Saturday that -mir Hamilton con 
corns bad advertised in other cities for 
mounter*, and some union men had come 
here, but had refused to go to work 
whoa they learned that trouble i* brew

IRISH PROTEST.
ARBITRATION TREATY BETWEEN 

BRITAIN AND U. S. OPPOSED.

Petitions Sent to Washington Expressing 
Fear of War, in Which Britain Will 
Join Japan.

Washington, March 8.—Irish opposi­
tion, which, it is asserted, defeated the 
arbitration treaty negotiated by United 
States Secretary of State Ulnvy and 
Lord Paunccioic twelve years ago, now 
menaces the new arbitration treaty 
which has been evolved by Secretary 
hoot and British Ambassador Bryce. 
Already the Initcd States State De­
lta rtment has been deluged with remon­
strances and protests iroui Irish patriot 
organizations, all directed against the 
new convention. Moreover, tins opposi­
tion has developed belore anything spé­
culé as to the nature and scope ut uie 
new treaty has been made known ofli- 
cially. 'inere has been nothing mure 
than a relerenee to the subject in the 
British Parliament, and some statements 
in explanation based upon that decision 
in American newspapers.

The protests so lar received at the 
State Department also show a lack of 
understanding of the nature of the 
treaty which binds Great Britain and 
Japan. In the protests fear is expressed 
that the United States will find herself 
confronted by a combined British and 
Japanese fleet in the event of any seri­
ous issue between the United States and 
.Japan. Indeed, some of the petitions 
quote from a speech by Sir V\ iltrul Laur. 
ier, the Canadian Premier, January 28th 
last, a prophesy that such a combined 
fleet might some day be expected to 
drop anchor in Vancouver haroor.

Mr. Chrirtie’s Strong Plea For 
Technical Education.

Former Hamilton Man in Gospel 
Tabernacle.

Wentworth Baptist Church was crowd­
ed when Rev. A. L. Huddleston preached 
his farewell sermons yesterday. He took 
the opportunity to say a few words of 
regret, and expressed his gratitude to 
the members and friends of the church 
for the loyal and hearty way in which he 
had been supported. During his three- 
and-a half year term there had not been 
a discordant note, all the societies work­
ing with perfect harmony, and allowing 
him to do his. work without interruption 
and to the best adxantage. He had gain­
ed the confidence of the members, and 
he asked that it be transferred to his 
successor, and hoped to hear the most 
favorable reports of the church work.

In the morning he selected his text 
from the 15th chapter 1. Corinthians, 
13th verse: “Watch ye, stand fast in 
the faith, quit you like men, be strong.” 
He said if wé look into the Christian 
life we will find that it presents to men 
the most difficult tasks, which prove 
their ability to follow their leader, .lesus. 
He told of the hardships of the sentinel 
of the army when at xvar; the night- 
watchman in factories and the watch­
man on vessels; how they are required 
to keep watch at night to ensure safety. 
The Christian, being at war with sm, 
must keep watch and in every xvav pos­
sible defeat it. The church is made up 
of men and women who xvatch the 
groxvth of church life, and if any should 
stray bring them back to the fold. They 
must watch because of the enemy. The 
strength of the church depends on the 
watchers. Mr. Huddleston said his be­
lief xvas that the people of to-day would 
be unable to hold to all their forefath­
ers’ customs, but there was one that they 
xvould always hold to and that was reli­
gion. Christianity would always shine 
out, clear and strong, as it has been 
firmly instilled into men’s hearts by the 
power of God. Be strong in the Lord 
Jesus, he said. The world is longing and 
waiting for strong men, men who are 
strong both intellectually and spiritual­
ly. that they may not only carry their 
own burdens, but help carry the burdens 
of the weary traveller who is fighting 
against sill. Let all things be done m 
love, and God’s spirit will continue with 
the church, and finally they would hear 
Christ say, “Well done, thou good and 
faithful servant, enter thou into the joy 
of the Lord.”

For his evening subject he took part 
of the 15th chapter of Luke’s gospel, 
commencing xvith the” 11th verse. Mr. 
Huddleston said he expected to go away 
and leave a great deal unsaid, but there 
was one thing he wished to speak of, 
and that xvas the work of the choir. 
They have supported him by their sing­
ing *o( the gospel, and giving what he 
xvas not in a position to give. He en­
vied some of the members of the choir 
who were able to give their service free- 
lv and said he enjoyed the singing more 
because of the voluntary nature, not 
one cent having been draxvn for this 
work. He said his life had been bene­
fited bv the members of the church, 
and if hé was leaving uenntless he would 
be rich in the knowledge he had gained.

He always felt there was something in 
man that allowed him to claim kinship 
to God, and while a man was capable of 
going to very low depths, yet there was 
something in human kind that l‘°ked 
him with God. Where was the man that 
can get himself away from conscience 
and sever himself from all outside 
claim» and live the life of the brute? 
The higher the realm from which man 
had fallen the more aad the fall. Mr. 
Huddleston said the natural tendency of 
man was downward, and tf left to him­
self he would never reach the haven 
without the assistance of the gospel of 
Jesus Christ. He didn't see how a man 
could look up to heaven and think he 
had done his duty when God wnt Hll 
Son and man had not yet accepted Him. 
In closing, he said the man who per 
siatently refuses the claims of life'and 
rejected God’s great mercy loved dark­
ness rather than light.

This kind 
of a life brings rest and contentment, and 
it will not be blighted or dwarfed, or 
end in eternal death.

The person who lives the largest life 
is the one who sees God most; the most 
abundant life is enjoyed by not one xvho 
understands the world most, but by one 
who understands God best. The doing 
of kind nets to one another is one of the 
surest ways of receiving God’s blessing.

ed among the people of Ontario and am­
ong the toilers of our country for tech­
nical education that thousands of dol­
lars would be spent on technical schools 
instead of squandered on political hacks 
and in a way detrimental to the public 
good,” declared Rev. Herbert B. Christie, 
pastor of Simcoc Street Methodist 
Church, in the course of a ten minute 
social address, on technical education 
and wealth producing power, previous 
to his sermon last evening.

Provincial Produce Prices.
The provincial markets were rather 

quiet, but many farmers coming out on 
account of the bad weather and roads. 
Prices were generally slightly lower than 
last week with a lexv exceptions. At 
Hamilton, where deliveries of hogs have 
been light lately, prices of both live and 
dressed were firm at last week's figures. 
At Belleville, oh "the other hand, hogs 
have been coming in plentifully during 
the week, and consequently sedd slowly 
at lower prices. At other points pork 
prices were usually a little lower. Hay. 
as a rule, was firm, hut in some cases 
sold at lower figures. The demand for it 
has lieen good throughout the Province, 
and farmers have experienced no diffi­
culty in selling whatever they have 
brought to market. Dairy products are 
becoming more plentiful, and prices are 
dropping steadily, though slowly. The 
markets for grain continue firm. Oats 
sold at several points a few cents higher.

Dun's Review.
Favorable symptoms are more numer­

ous in the commercial outlook, especially 
in respect to the growth of confidence. 
Jobbers note more pressure to replenish 
depleted stocks of staple merchandise, 
orders in many cases being for delivery 
next fall. This disposition to provide 
heyond immediate needs is a very good 
sign. The advancing season has also

contributed to the better feeling by ac­
celerating the distribution of spring 
goods and stimulating interest in build­
ing operations. Industrial plants are 
more active, pig iron production rising 
to the best weekly average in three 
months. Some strikes were threatened 
because of necessary reductions in stag***, 
but little interruption occurred. (Yedits 
are still closely scanned, and mercantile 
collections are by no means satisfactory, 
yet payments are more prompt and the 
volume of business is distinctly heavier. 
Liabilities of commercial failures in Feb­
ruary were smaller than in the two 
months preceding, and banking defaults 
were insignificant as compared with the 
monthly mortality since the October 
panic. Railway earnings declined 15.7 
per cent, in comparison with those of 
February, 1907, the returns for the 
fourth week being much better than the 
earlier figures.

Clew’s Report.
New York, March 7.—So far as Walt 

Street is concerned, value» seem to he 
really scratching bottom, and bad. news 
now exerts little effect because ilte 
worst is generally known and has been 
amply discounted. The recent improve­
ment in the money matrket is now hav­
ing its effect upon securities; the bet­
ter class of investments being firmly 
held in view of the abundance and com­
parative cheapness of money. The reduc­
tion in tlie Bank of England rate to 3** 
per cent. "Was also a helpful feature, in­
dicating improvement abroad and relief 
fropi the tension which developed very 
soon after our October panic. The most 
satisfactory feature. however, is the 
gradually improving undertone on the 
Stock Exchange, coupled with various 
anti scattered indications of reviving 
confidence.

Some of tlie attacks upon Wall Street 
are a aad reflection upon the intelligente 
of their promoters. They smack altoge­
ther too keenly of political buncombe.

As to legitimate or itiegitirosute «pecu­
lation, Wjlio is to decide between the 1wo, 
and where is the tine to be drawn* If 
the investor buys securities in advance 
of his income, expecting to complete the 
al contract? Nevertheless, such agi'a 
And in wlnat respect does such a trans­
action differ from the ordinary margin­
al contract? Nevertheless, such agita­
tion may do snrioos harm, and its falla­
cies should be fearlessly exposed in or­
der to prevent the people from being de­
ceived ami misled. Even now this agi­
tation, especially as manifested in h<«=- 
tile State 1-egifîaturcs, is seriously in­
terfering with that restoration of confi­
dence that, is absolut civ necessary to 
business recovery. It is keeping both 
capital and labor idle. Capital is pro­
verbially timid, and until such attacks 
cease enterprise is sure to 1*- more or 
less repressed. Of course, there are 
abuses that need rectifying, but it is 
folly to carry restraint to the point of 
extinction. Because a few individuals 
play golf to harmful excess, would vny 
sane person suppress so xvholesome a 
sport ? Yet t hat is precisely the policy 
of many of the reformers of the pre­
sent day. Too infrequently these reform 
movements savor of ignorance. Their 
purpose is frequently admirable; but the 
country sadly needs more sanity in 
their application. Let us hax-e peace! —

This leaves over fifteen 
million unorganized militiamen who 
are either entirely ignorant or un­
skilled in the use of any kind of small 
arms.—Lieut.

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ABUSE OF A PRIVILEGE.
The Tory organs seek to make a 

first-class grievance of Hon. Mr. Oliver’s 
objection to allowing original docu­
ments given out to members to remain 
indéfini to!)' in their hands, instead of 
being returned within a specified time 
to the public files; and they hint that 
they merely make the issue the excuse 
for further obstruct ion.

A glance at the situation will be en­
lightening. Since .January, no fewer 
than 355 returns have been brought 
down in response to requests made in 
Parliament. The preparation of these 
returns involves an immense amount of 
labor, and when they include original 
documents, there is added1 the danger of 
the loss of some of them from the files, 
and resultant legal complications. That 
this danger is not an imaginary one is 
elrown by the fact that a good many 
documents obtained by members of tlie 
Opposition, who were allowed to keep 
them out beyond a specified time, have 
never been returned. Hon. Mr. Foster, 
one of the most clamorous against the 
rule as to returning these documents, 
was forced to admit this session that he 
had obtained from the files last session, 
original documents? of importance which 
he had not yet returned, and all lie 
could do was to .say that he would try 
to find them and have them replaced on 
the files. The importance of keeping the 
files intact Has nhvaye been recognized, 
and, attached to every original return 
furnished to members, is -this reminder: 
“This sessional paper is the property of 
the House of Gommons and muet not be 
taken from the precincts of the House. 
The member receiving the same for re­
ference or information is requested to 
return it to the journal office at his 
earliest convenience.” In spite of this 
notice and the tact that members arc 
well aware of their duty in this regard, 
many returns have been taken from the 
House, and kept for six or eight 
months: in some cases they bave never 
been returned. Mr. Lefurgey, M. P., ob­
tained one such return and kej>t it for 
261 d-ays. and when he did return it, a 
number of pages were found to be mis­
sing. Our local sleuth, Mr. Barker, im­
properly kept one of these return* 108 
days. Mr. Ames, one of the leaders of 
the *i,,anderbund. has taken out many 
returns, and five, at least, lie has never 
returned. Many others of the members 
exhibit a like disregard of their duty in 
the matter: and although the liberals 
are desirous of giving them every op­
portunity consistent with the proi>er 
transaction of business to familiarize 
themselves with the publie files, the 
abu.se of the latitude allowed the Oppo- 
K-tion bas been so gross that it ia neces­
sary to insist on a closer adherence to 
the rules of the House, as to the return 
of documents.

The question of returns is being used 
by the Opposition in the absence of a 
party policy which might be presented 
to the people to create an impression 
that they are fighting a desperate bat- 
tte to uncover scandals. The party press 
has been coached to co-operate ami to 
shriek ‘'Blockers’” and “Corruption­
ists:” every time that some absurd and 
irregular demand is made upon the ca­
pacity of the Departmental clerks to 
prepare the enormous quantity of mat­
ter asked for at short notice. An illus­
tration of this was furnished in the case 
of Hon. Mr. Brodeurs Departmental es­
timates when the offices were too small I 
to accommodate a staff of clerks large , 
enough to get out in time the returns j 
demanded. Asking for returns which in- j 
volve gr°at expense to the country j 
seems to be an amusement of the Op­
position. Often they are never used; 
often they are used hut for fishing pur­
poses, and are sought in the vague hope 
that something may tye stumbled upon 
which can be so distorted and misrepre­
sented as to make excuse for insinua­
tions of irregularity. We leave the 
case of Mr. Borden himself, who was 
rather taken aback when his complaints 
about returns, not beiug as promptly 
prepared as he would wish, was met 
with the statement of the vast labor 
thue placed upon the clerks in the De­
partments, and he was reminded that a 
return asked for by himself made up 
about 1.000 typewritten jwiges. To the 
astonishment of Parliament, the Opposi­
tion leader admitted that he bail quite 
forgotten ever asking for the return!

the account there was expended no less
a sum than $1,300,131 under special stat­
utes and warrants, and which was not 
voted by the House as part of the esti­
mates. The disposal of this large sum 
of money In this semi-secret method is 
something which demands consideration. 
When these extraordinary items of ex­
penditure—extraordinary in their man­
ner of expending and accounting—are 
considered, it will be found that last 
year’s bill exceeded $7.700.000. If then, 
we may look for half a million in sup­
plementary estimates this year, and an­
other $1,300,131 expenditure, which the 
House is not to consider under the head 
of estimates, the expenditure of 1908, 
even allowing a few hundred thousands 
for unexpended balances, may be expect­
ed to reach about $9,000,000. This is 
frenzied financing indeed, and furnishes 
the explanation of the Cabinet’s eager 
hunt for subjects for increased taxa-

We had been led to expect that the 
estimates would disclose a determination 
on the part of the Cabinet to do some­
thing for education, and especially tech­
nical education. There are some small 
increases, but nothing further has been 
done for technical education. This is a 
disappointment. When suen a prodigal 
expenditure is being incurred, some pro­
vision might have been made for dealing 
with a matter of such vast importance 
to Ontario. The total increase for edu­
cation is $160,396, a small sum when 
compared with the enormous increase in 
the expenditures.

The outstanding features of the esti­
mates are the great increases in the bur­
dens placed upon the people, and the 
amounts proposed to tie expended. The 
hunt for taxes is keen, and experience 
shows that seldom is a tax once levied 
done away with. The burdens of the 
people are being annually increased, and 
the cost of managing the Province’s af­
fairs goes up steadily. We have had 
good times, and the pressure hath not 
been much felt. This has encouraged the 
spenders at Toronto to greater lavish­
ness. Some day the people will make 
up to the drain of their resources which 
this prodigal policy involves.

DENSITY OF POPULATION

No Where so Great a» in Manhattan— 
Problems of Transportation.

The growing concentration of popula­
tion in great cities is one of the sig­
nificant phenomena of our times. The 

1 city of New York, with its five borj 
ought*, comprises an area of nearly 327 
square miles, with a population of 4„- 
292,000. The population a square mile 
is 13.130. This is greater proportionate­
ly than that of London, whose metropol­
itan district of about 690 square miles 
ha» a population of 6,581,372, or about 
9.500 a square mile. It is greater also 
than that of Chicago, which, with 190 
square miles, has a population of 10,798 
a square mile. The density of popula­
tion in New York is also greater than 
that of St. Ivouis, Philadelphia and 
Pittsburg. although less than in Boston, 
Baltimore and Milwaukee.

This, however, is only partially to 
solve the problem of the slums, for mil­
lions of people elect to herd together 
in uncomfortable, insanitary quarters, 
and dirty streets, preferring to accept 
the drawbacks of a congested, poverty- 
stricken, metropolitan life. rather than 
to accept the larger freedom of sub­
urban existence with its drawback of 
greater distance from the centres of 
things. The stums are a blot upon motl 
era civilization, and vet the problem 
which they present w one that appeared 
impossible of solution. The best that 
can be done is to improve the conditions

PROTECTIVE TARIFF MURDER
The alarming increase in the number 

of railroad accidents traceable to broken 
rails i* again brought to the attention 
of the laiblic by the recent disaster on 
the Southern Pacific near Forest Grove. 
Twenty years ago railroad accidents 
caused by broken rail* were compara­
tive! v rare, but to-day nearly two-thirds 
of the wrecks on road* carrying a heavy 
traffic are caused by broken rails.

More Damming of the Nile.
Sir William Wilkocks in an address 

on "The Building of Nile Reservoirs" 
contends that the construclion of a bar 
ragie **.lhe junction of the White and 
Blue Nile* at Khartoum provides the 
principal engineering solution of the re­
currence of low Nile floods, a danger 
minimized, it is true, by the construction 
of the A»*uan dam, but still a peril to 
Egypt. He considers that an expendi­
ture of something under three million* 
Hvrliug ««mid suffice for work* with 3 
sWrage capacity of three milliard cubic 
meter* of xvater. a result that would 
greatly exceeed what has been accom 
plished by the Assuan dam. Out of the 
six milliard cubic meters of water needed 
for Egypt the Assuan reservoir will only 
be able to supply two. For the other 
four we shall have to turn to the ter­
minal reach of the White Nile, with its 
wide channel, about 1.000 kilometers in 
length, with no appreciable slope in 500 
kilometers, and one of 1-100.000 only in 
the remaining 500.

INTERNATIONAL
REGULATIONS.

AGREEMENT TO SETTLE THE FISH­
ERIES QUESTION.

Six Commissioners Joint Regulations to 
be Framed for Both Countries— 
Agreement With United States to 
Have Uniform Close Season, Same 
Sized Nets, and Similar licenses 
Granted.

Ottawa, March 8.—A basis of agree­
ment has practically been reached be­
tween the United States and Canada, 
relative to a final settlement of the 
fisheries question of all boundary 
waters. Correspondence is now being 
exchanged between the two Govern­
ments looking to the drafting of the 
terms of a special treaty which will 
be made between Great Britain and 
the United States.

It is . understood provision is being 
made for joint regulations framed by a 
board of six commissioners, three ap­
pointed bv the United States and three 
by Canada, in respect to close seasons, 
tne size of nets to be used, the grant­
ing to licenses, etc., for the waters of 
Passamaquoddy Bay, St. John Hiver, 
St. Lawrence River westward from the 
beginning of the international boundary 
at St. Kegis, Que., the great lakes, 
Lake Champlain. Rainy River, Rainy 
Lake and Juan de Fuca Straits, B. C. 
The treaty will be for four years, and 
may probably be continued after that, 
as * both Governments are anxious to 
end the present unsatisfactory state of 
affairs, which is rapidly leading to the 
destruction of fish in these waters.

By making an international treaty 
the individual States will be bound by 
its regulations, according to the con­
stitution of the republic. Hitherto the 
chief difficulty in the war of reaching 
an agreement has l>een owing to the 
fact that each State along the Inmnd- 
ary has had charge of its own fisheries 
laws, and a common agreement could 
not be reached.

Canada has everything to gain by 
the new treaty, as our fisheries regula­
tions in the waters referred to ore 
much more strict than has been the 
ease with the States across the border. 
The new arrangement will practically 
mean that the United States- Govern­
ment will adopt the Canadian standard 
of inland fisheries protection.

Lake Michigan will l>e exempt from 
the application of the treaty, and to 
offset this on the Canadian side the 
Georgian Bay will also be exempt.

The fisheries question is the first to 
be settled of the outstanding issues be­
tween the two countries which were 
discussed by Hon. James Bryce with 
the Government here during his recent 
visit. In respect to other questions, 
negotiations will have to be continued 
for some time yet.

BARCELONA’S WELCOME.

King Alfonso to Visit the City To­
morrow.

Barcelona, March 8.—The city is be­
ing extensively decorated, and no offi­
cial efforts will be spared to give King 
Alfonso a creditable and enthusiastic re­
ception on his arrival here on Tuesday. 
Nevertheless, the greatest concern is felt 
for the King's safety, owing to the ac­
tivity of the Catalonian revolutionists 
and anarchists who recently have creat­
ed almost a reign of terror in the city. 
There have been five bomb explosions 
here since January 1, and not a single 
culprit has been caught. Only a few 
days ago placards were posted through­
out Barcelona that an attempt would | 
be made upon the life of the King should 
he carry out his determination of visit- ! 
ing this city. The placards were torn j 
down by the police, but the fear that an J 
outrage will be attempted remains.

General Linares, who was in command 
of the Spanish forces at Santiago, and 
who is now Captain-General of Catalonia, 
will be in supreme command of the mili­
tary arrangements, and in conjunction 
with Inspector Arrow, late of .Scotland 
Yard, and now chief of police here, is 
taking every precaution to insure the 
safety of the King, who will be his per­
sonal guest.

In addition to the troops who will line 
the routes wherever the King goes prac­
tically all the civil guards in Spain ex­
cept detachments in Andalusia are con­
centrated here, and eight hundred police 
have been specially drafted for this ser­
vice. Secret instructions have been is­
sued to the police to search all persons 
wearing long Spanish capes, under which, 
as was the case in the Lisbon tragedy, 
arms may be concealed.

A CANADIAN CHANNEL. 

Proposed to Construct One in Detroit

Detroit, March 7. In addition to the 
Livingstone channel from Lake Erie 
through the lower Detroit River to the 
westward of Bois Blanc, which will be 
completed in 1911, prominent Canadian 
vessel owners and others will ask the 
Dominion Government to open a channel 
on the east side of Fighting Island, to 
be used entirely by upbound vessels. This 
channel would he wholly within Cana­
dian waters.

bank. A second man. Michele Dogo- I stino, whom the police believe is an ac­
complice of Peilatro, was arrested 
while running from the bank after the 
shooting.

For fourteen years. Patti told the 
po-l'iee. he has constantly defied BVick 
Hand terrors, and only a month ago 
the front of his bank was blown out 
by a bomb, and $40.000 scattered in the 
street, which was saved by prompt 
work on the part of the banker.

Pellatro told the coroner to-night 
that he went to the bank to kill Patti, 
but fired no shots. 'Hie police have 
been unable to find Pellatro’s revolver. 
Patti is held by the police, pending fur­
ther investigation of the affair.

Hon. Jacques Bureau, Pius Michaud 
(Victoria, X. B.), and C. B. Major 'La- 
belle). In the nine contested constitu­
encies Liberals were elected in six and 
Conservatives in three. The aggregate 
Liberal majoritities totalled 5,318, and 
the aggregate Conservative majorities 
1,500, to vÆich Major Beattie’s majority 
in London against the Labor •• .udidvLe 
contributed 1,035.

A Probability That the Monopoly May 
be Broken Up.

London, March 8.—There is a prob­
ability, according to The Daily Mail, 
that the diamond monopoly will be 
broken up through the non-renewal of 
the contract, which expires this month, 
between the Premier" 'Diamond Mining 
Company and the Diamond Syndicate, 
whica hitherto has taken the output of 
both the Premier and the De Beers 
Companies. In case the contract is not 
renewed war will be declared by the 
Premier Company against the DeBoers.

The Diamond Syndicate practically 
controls the world's output, amounting 
to about $50,000,000 annually. » Early in 
the year there was a depression in the 
diamond markets of the world, result­
ing from the financial situation in Am­
erica and the money stringency in Eur­
ope. In order to maintain the price of 
diamonds the Premier Company an­
nounced a considerable reduction in 
their monthly output, and the Diamond 
Syndicate also came to the support of 
the market, deciding that there should 
be no reduction in the price of stones. 
It was believed at that time that the 
slackness of the American demand 
would be short-lived.

SMALL LOAF CRY.
WON ENGLISH DIVISION OF HAST­

INGS FOR UNIONISTS.

Arthur Ducross, Tariff Reformer, Given 
Over Thousand Majority—Govern­
ment Blamed for Increase in Price 
of Bread.

New York, March 8.—The Herald has 
received the following cable despatch 
from London : The Parliamentary di­
vision of Hastings, which takes in three 
south coast watering places, returned a 
Radical member in 1885 and again in 
1900. Two years ago, however, it show­
ed it had had enough of Radicalism, 
and this week at a by-election it lias 
presented Mr. Arthur Dueros, Unionist 
and tariff reformer, with a majority 
of 1,018, two and a half times that givne 
to his father at the general election.

TEN DIED FROM EXPOSURE.

Schooner John F. Milton Wrecked Off 
Alaskan Coast.

Fan Francisco, Marlic 8.—The schoon­
er Czarina, which arrived to-day from 
Pirate Cove, Alaska, brought news that 
tin* schooner John F. Milton, which 
sailed from San Francisco November 
23 for Bear Harbor, Alaska, was driv­
en ashore during a gale on January 8 at 
Ivaterck peninsula, Unimak Island, and 
was broken in two. Ten of the crew 
died of exposure, and it is believed that 
twenty-five survivors are still on the 
peninsula.

Two of the crew put out in a dory for 
assistance, and arrived at Sandpoint af­
ter six days’ hardships. The lightkeeper 
at the island pressed the schooner Mar­
tha into service, and despatched it to 
the scene of the wreck.

CONVICTS BREAK FOR LIBERTY.

“Lifers” Attack Penitentiary Officials 
and Kill One.

Deer Lodge, Mont., March S.—Warden 
Frank Conley, of the Montana Peniten­
tiary, was severely wounded to-day, and 
Assistant Warden John Robinson was 
killed by three life convicts, George 
Rock, \\. H. Hayes and another, who 
tried to escape from prison.

Robinson's throat was cut from ear 
to ear, and the jugular vein was sev­
ered. Conleys’ throat was gnsiied and 
he was stabbed several times in the 
shoulder and the groin before he was 
able to draw his revolver and fchoot 
down Hayes and Rock, who were 
armed with pocket knives.

It is believed that the warden will 
recover.

NINE CONVICTED AFTER TRIAL 
AT BOSTON.

One of the Wealthiest and Most In­
fluential Chinese of the City Found 
Guilty of Causing Four of His Coun­
trymen to be Killed.

Boston, March 7.--Wany Charles, 
one of the wealthiest and moat influen­
tial Chinese of Boston, and eight of 
his countrymen, claimed to be notorious 

hatchet men,” were found guilty by a 
jury in the Superior Criminal Court 
late to-day of nnirder in the first de­
gree on four codât# alleging the killing 
of four Chinese ,in Boston on August 
2 of last year. A tenth defendant, Yee 
Watt, who had also been on trial on 
the same charge, died suddenly in his 
cell last Tuesday while the trial, which 
lasted 33 days, was in procréés.

The murders for which the nine 
Chinese were found gulity grew out 
of a long-standing feud between the 
Hip Sing Tong and the On Leong Tong, 
rival Chinese societies.

Early in the evening of August 2, 1907, 
a number of strange Chinese sudden­
ly appeared in Oxford Place, in the 
heart of the Chinese quarter of Boston, 
and fired over forty shots into a crowd 
of Chinese merchants and laundrymen 
who were lolling about in the rear of 
their places of business after a hard 
day’s work. When the police arrived 
they found three Chinese dead and a 
dozen seriously wounded, one of whom 
died.

It was charged that Warrv Charles, a 
rich and influential Americanized 
Chinese of this city, and President of 
the Hip Sing Tong, had instigated the 
killing in order to frighten the Chinese 
business men into joining his society. 
He was therefore indicted as being an 
accessofy before the fact. Time to ap­

London, March 8.—A special despatch 
received here says that China has apolo­
gized to Japan for hauling down the 
Japanese flag when the steamship Tatsu 
Maru was seized. The despatch further 
states that China later will reply to the 
Japanese Government regarding the 
seizure of the steamer and its cargo.

The statement was made at the Jap­
anese Embassy here to-day that China 
has expressed deep regret for hauling 
down the Japanese flag on the Tatsu 
Maru, and has promised to punish the 
officials responsible, for the act. It was 
further stated that China had promised 
to reply later concerning the seizure of 
arms.

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HAMILTON ARTISTS.
Praise For Their Work «t 0. S. A. 

Exhibition.
R. Holmes, writing in the Globe maga­

zine section of the Ontario Society of 
Artists’ exhibition, says;

Mr. Albert H. Robinson, of Hamilton, 
exhibits a large canvas with such an 
effect of sunlight as marks it out as a 
notable triumph in this direction.

Messrs. J. S. Gordon and H. A. Ney- 
land, of Hamilton, are very strongly im­
pressionistic, not only in general aim, 
but also in a pretty rigid application of 
the technical methods that characterize 
the school. Mr. Gordon’s four large con­
tributions and Mr. Neyland’s two are an 
interesting and important feature of the 
present exhibit. The irridescence is not 
over emphasized in Neyland’s “Irrides- 
cent Wave.” The broken blue-grey and 
green of the sunlit stretch of rugged 
seashore in “The Lone Gate” contrasts 
beautifully with the triangle of placid 
sea in the toper right corner, and the 
sunlight is present. Mr. Gordon’s works 
all attain a very considerable measure 
of success, and both men are to be con­
gratulated upon their serious prosecu­
tion of work in this method which is not 
a “fad” or an eccentricity, but an appli­
cation to a carefully-thought-out scienti- 
fic theory.

The portraits by Miss Palm, of Hamil­
ton, display a wide range of treatment. 
Mr. Gordon's portrait shows the strong, 
abrupt contrasts resulting from the high 
studio light concentrated with most 
force on the face. There is a strong 
suggestion of life and strenuous energy 
in the pose and expression of the artist 
ns he turns from his canvas apparently 
to study his subject.

DESTINY OF RUSSIA
To be Vanquished by Britain, Sa) * 

Mr. Ambury.
Mr. George Ambury, a lecturer of the 

C'hristadelphian creed, gave an address 
last evening at the G". G). O. F. Hall on 
“The Destiny of Russia.” He said that 
he believed the world of to-day was ex­
isting in the Latter Day, which is spok­
en of in the old Testament. The prophe­
sies of olden time state that a great 
war will come to pass between two great 
nations of the world. Mr. Ambury 
thought that Russia and England were 
the mitions. Russia had always cast a 
covetous eye on the country to the 
south of it, and he believed that it would 
not be long before these countries came 
to blows. In the Bible it is said that 
the Jews will re-inhabit their own coun­
try, and as there are upwards of five 
million Jews in Russia, the speaker de­
clared that when the Russian Jew starts 
to make his pilgrimage to the Holy 
Land, then it will be that Russia will 
try to make her power absolute through, 
out the Asiatic Continent. But she will 
not succeed, asserted the speaker, as 
England has large interests in the east 
that she will not give up.

Mr. Ambury believed that the judg­
ment day was not far off. The speaker 
quoted many passages of scripture in 
support of his argument, but he did not 
state what the destiny of Russia was, 
other than to say that she would be se­
verely defeated by England.

THE MIRACLES
Dealt With by Prof. Seymour Last 

Evening.

Last evening a very interesting lec­
ture was given by Prof. \\. P. Sey­
mour in the A.O.U.W Hall to another 
large audience on “The Miracles of 
Christ and Their Relation to Natural 
Laws." As a text for the evening 
the Professor chose the 12th verse of | 
the 14th chapter of the Gospel of 
John. “Verily, verily 1 say unto you, 
he that belie vet h on me the works 
that I do shall he do also; and greater 
works than these shall he do, because 
1 go unto my father/*

The Professor opened his discourse 
by saying: When we view the starry 
heavens and look upon the beauties 
of creation what a vast magnificent 
temple is this which God hath made 
our dwelling place.

She 
is the kind mother of us all; in her 
arms we are cradled ; on her bosom 
we are nurred. and her voice falls on 
every well-attuned ear like the music 
of heaven. The harmonies of nature 
are but a transcript of the divine 
perfection; her voice therefore is tbû 
voice of God, but how false has be«~. 
the education of mankind in times 
past and also of the present with ref­
erence to things divine. Our theolo­
gians are ready to admit that the 
great Divine Architect is the Creator 
of it all, yet they isolate, if you will, 
the natural from the Divine, and con­
fess to you that they can not under­
stand anything that is supernatural. 
Giod is the author of nature. Jesus 
did not attempt to do anything that 
is not natural, therefore, what Jesus 
did he did by natural law. Our theo­
logians have told us that these mir­
acles which Jesus did are not to be 
understood by the mind of man; we 
can not understand them because 
they are divine; they are supernat­
ural. It it not more rational to sup­
pose that the principles He taught 
concerning humanity were within the 
possibilities for our understanding? 
If these great fundamental principles 
and the laws of which they are con­
trolled ore great mysteries and to be 
mysteries forever to you and me and 
to future generations then His teach­
ings are in vain. I believe Jesus 
was divine and understood natural 
laws better than you and I do, and 
that it was his superior understanding 
of nature’s laws and divine revela­
tion that made him a better teacher 
than any other human being that ever 
graced this earth.

The Professor took up some of the 
mitacles of Jesus, such as the woman 
who was cured by an issue of blood, 
the turning of water into wine, the 
raising Jairus* daughter and the rais­
ing of Lazarus front the dead, etc., 
all of which he attributed to Jesus* 
superior knowledge of mind over mat­
ter and not to anything supernatural. 
Although many of the ideas advanced 
by the Professor were somewhat start­
ling to many of his hearers he was 
listened to with profound interest 
throughout the entire discourse. The

PRECAUTIONS AT 
TRIAL OF ALIA.

QUESTION OF SANITY OF MURDER­
ER OF FATHER HEINRICHS.

Deputies Armed With Revolvers to 
Shoot Anyone Who Interlered—Ques- 
tionable Characters Kept Out of 
Court House—Insanity Experts Sub- 
poenaed. i

Denver, Col., March 9.-Anticipating 
the presence of a large crowd at the 
opening of the trial to-day of Giuseppe 
Alia, the Syrian who in cold blood mur­
dered Father Leo Heinrichs, of St. Eliza 
Ix'th’s Church, while he was giving the 
sacraments on Sunday, leb. 23, Sheri tt 
Alexander Nisbet had stationed deoutiea 
along the walks and in the ;ntrance 
wavs leading front the jail t> the court 
room, and also in the court room itself. 
This precaution was taken to prevent 
any attempt at mob violence, although 
the authorities did not look l'or any real 
outbreak of this kind.

AHa’s case was the first on the crim­
inal docket, and Judge Whitcford, who 
is taking his turn on the Criminal 
bench, hud ordered present an open 
panel of 100 veniremen. It was expect­
ed that the defence of Attorney \\ idde- 
corabe. representing Alia by appoint­
ment of the court, would advance the 
theorv of insanity in the hope of saving 
the life of his client, and to be prepared 
for combatting this defence, the prose­
cution had summoned eight of the most 
skilful brain specialists in the city to 
be present for the purpose of observing 
the defendant, and thus being in readi­
ness to give expert opinion as to his
^The defence had arranged also for 
three alienists to serve their side; When 
Mia was taken from the jail to the 
Court House he was tinder guard of 
Sheriff Nisbet and four deputies, each 
armed with a brace of revolvers. His 
men had explicit instructions to keep 
the jail ground clear of, and to arrest 
any one, who showed any evidence of 
intention to attack the prisoner. Spec 
tators in the court room were closely 
scrutinized, and all suspicious characters 
were excluded from the building.

POWER DAM
IN VERMONT.

CONNECTICUT RIVER TO SUPPLY 
POWER FOR ELECTRIC PLANT.

Will Distribute Electricity Into Parts of 
Three States Hundreds of Men 
Working Day and Night—Dam Will 
Cost More Than a Million.

Brattleboro, Vt., March 9.—The con­
struction of a big dam across the Con­
necticut River is now under way with 
the expectation of turning the waters 
of New England’s greatest river into 
New England's biggest electric plant. By 
means of the dam it is proposed to dis­
tribute the electric power within a radius 
including parts of three States. The 
power here is believed to be the largest 
undeveloped water power in New Eng­
land. Now that the plan to utilize the 
power has materialized the work is being 
rushed to completion by a force of 450 
men working day and night.

The cost of the dam will be more than 
a million dollars. Its location is five 

,j miles south of this village, abutting on 
^ the Vermont side of the town of Vernon, 

and to Hinsdale on the New Hampshire 
side. At this point that natural condi­
tions are remarkably favorable for the 
work. The electric power here develop­
ed will be 16.500 horse power. While it 
is expected that the new plant will ben­
efit mainly the towns of Brattleboro and 
Brandon, Vermont, Hinsdale and North- 
rille, N. H., more points are also in­
cluded within the marketable radius of 
50 or 60 miles. Included in this circle 
would be Adams, North Adams, Pitts­
field, Springfield, Worcester and Fitch­
burg, Mass., and Nashua and Manches­
ter, N. H. It is expected that Fitchburg 
will be one of the main centres of dis­
tribution. The height of the dam, in­
cluding its flush boards, would be 34

The power house, which will be built' 
of solid masonry, will extend from the 
Vermont shore 250 feet out into the 
river, and wil be part of the dam.

CAVE-IN ON WELLAND CANAL.

Large Portion of the Bank Slides Into 
the Water.

Welland, Ont., March 8.—The first 
serious cave-in on the Welland Canal; 
in the past ten years took place yes- 
terdav at a point three miles south of 
Welland, when the east bank, for a 
distance of 350 feet, slid into the water;. 
Though no measurements have been 
taken, marine men say they believe a 
sufficient channel has been left for the 
passage of a boat, so that the opening 
of navigation on the canal is not likely 
to be retarded.

DARWINISM.
Critidim of William Joinings 

Bryen’s Utterances.

To the Editor of the Time,!
''ow emce the hubbub recently 

occasioned by the epeechifying of Wil­
liam Jennings Bryan, while on hi, Cana- 
dian tour, has somewhat subsided, per­
mit me a little space in which to offer 
a few words in criticism of what this 
worthy person has* said anent “Darwin- 
18m,7.’- that -is, Evolution.

Without doubt Mr. Bryan is a clever 
speaker; perhaps lie is best described as 
a word juggler—but whether or no, it 
cannot be gainsaid tlmt he possesses a 
magnificent voice, even though lacking 
in those other qualities which constitute 
a true orator. With all due regard to 
the gentleman’s ^wonderful versatility” 
and exceptional vocal powers, however, 
it strikes .me that Mr. Bryan gets sadly 
beyond his depth when he assumes to 
discuss a problem of such world-wide im­
port and moment as that much maligned 
“theory” of evolution. Providing Mr. 
Bryan was reported correctely in his 
Montreal address, it is quite evident 
that the gentleman has succeeded in 
demonstrating not the falsity of the 
evolutionary “theory;” but his own col­
ossal ignorance of the subject he under­
takes to discuss. In so far his address 
can be said to have any bearing on the 
verity of “evolution,” it consists mainly 
of catch phrases, platitudes and vagar­
ies; he does not, and quite likely can­
not, produce a single fact or vestige of 
evidence to bolster up his unti-evolution- 
ary attitude. But this is not strange; 
only a brief review of Mr. Bryan's past 
is needed to convince one that he is elo­
quently typical of the six men who went 
to see the elephant, “though all of them 
were blind.” Probably Mr. Bryan would 
recognize a fact were it to hit him on 
the nose—but it is doubtful. His recent 
attack on “Darwinism” or evolution fur­
nishes but added proof that “fools rush 
in where angels fear to.tread.”

Let us observe for a moment how this 
worthy American gives “Darwinism” its 
coup-de-graee.

The multitude of natural facte and 
laws, classified ami formulated after 
years of patient study and research on 
the part of Darwin and a score of other 
men of science, are rudely—yea, one 
may say almost flippantly—brushed 
aside by this Nebraskan corn-husker. 
and in their place he substitutes that 
old, revamped and worn-out notion of 
“design” behind the material universe. 
Thus equipped—with «much “faith” but 
little logic—this modern St. George sal­
lies forth to slay the dragon “Darwin­
ism.” Needless to say, his efforts prove 
unsuccessful, for when the church, which 
has fought “Darwinisms” for fifty years, 
fails to slay the “héresÿ,” surely Bryan 
has essayed a hopeless task.

Did space permit I think I could show 
—much more conclusively than did the 
Herald’s editorial of the 11th ult.—that 
granting even Mr. Bryan’s contention 
of a “Designer” behind the material 
universe (which we deny), even then 
Evolution stands not only as a plausible 
“theory” of the origin of species, but as 
the sole and only explanation of the 
thousand and one phenomena in which 
Bryan and his ilk see only the "myster­
ious” and the inexplicable. Of course 
it is to be expected Brian’s false rea­
soning and fiery denunciations of “Dar­
winism” will find reedy acceptance in 
certain quarters, yet withal methinks 
his rantings gain him. but scant and 
only temporary allegiance—for it is 

pleasing to note that while Bryan and 
his cohorts may periodically maKe a dial 
of noise, they are nevertheless the cen­
tre of a gradually narrowing circle. 
Slowly but surely “Darwinism” is gain­
ing ground day by day, while Bryenism 
is indeed “a faith that surely wanes.”

Few men there are, who occupy high 
places in science to-day, but who accept 
Evolution in one form or another. True, 
some of these are not yet prepared to 
go the “whole hog” by accepting the full 
consequences of the law, but was there 
ever a time in which the timorous were 
not to be found in the rank of science 
as well as the more common fields of 
human activity ? A few centuries ago 
but few would accept the (now proven) 
fact of the earth’s rotundity—some even 
persist in a contrary belief to the pres­
ent day. It would be interesting to 
know if Mr. Bryan is of this latter cult 
also? However this may be, it is a 
well established fact that many learned 
men were convinced that Columbus lias 
sealed his doom when he sailed his ships 
into the uncharted and “mysterious'” 
waters of the' unknown western ocean. 
Now, why was this? Because these 
learned, yet withal conservative men 
(still rooted in their preconceived notion 
that the earth was flat), expected Co­
lumbus’ ships would sail to the edges of 
the world—and then fall over! How 
childish and preposterous this notion 
appears to us to-day; but we must re­
member that since then scientific knowl­
edge has verified the “theory” of that 
“heretic” from Genoa. The conservative 
wise men of Columbus’ time were proven 
wrong and the “radical” Columbus was 
right! Is this not also to be the case 
between the Bryans of our age and the 
advanced Evolutionists such as Ernest 
Haeckel?

Before parting company with Mr. 
Bryan permit me to enquire (I trust the 
enquiry is not impertinent), Where docs 
the gentleman hail from? Judging by 
some of his utterances one might almost 
imagine he was from the “show me” re­
gions of Missouri. His recent antics, 
however, tend to confirm the “theory” 
that he is from the rural districts of 
Virginia—where ’tis said the natives 
don’t know that the war is over yet.

Now a word regarding the Herald’s 
editorial comment. After pointing out 
how . illogical and untenable is Bryan’s 
position re evolution by referring to the 
proofs manifest in embryology, that is, 
the science of foetal development, the 
Herald straightway commits quite as 
unpardonable a blunder as that of the 
chronic candidate for the United States 
presidency.

In summing up. the editorial in ques­
tion says: “Darwinism is, of course, only 
a theory. Its truth has never been proven. 
There are eminent scientists who refufee 
to accept it.” (I take it that the term 
Darwinism is here used in its broadest 
sense, meaning the development of the 
organic from the inorganic, or in other 
words, man from matter). To me this 
conclusion is entirely unfounded for the 
good and sufficient reason that said 
conclusion is quite at variance with all 
known facts, scientific experience, and 
last but by no means least, it is non­
suited at the bar of pure reason. T shall 
not, however, at this juncture attempt to 
elaborate proof nor encumber more 
space with arguments in support of these 
contentions, but to such ns are desirous 
of studying the scientific evidence and 
the facts marshalled fn support of “Dar­
winism” T suggest that they peruse the 
works of Darwin, Huxley. Spencer. Tyn- 
dal and above all those of Ernest 
Haeckel. (They can be obtained from 
the Public Library.)

statement re “Darwinism,” allow me to 
enquire: Does the circumstance that 
“certain eminent scientists" reject or 
accept certain doctrines affect the truth 
of such doctrines? Manifestly not; but 
from the peculiar construction of the 
Herald’s sentences this inference is set 
up: “Darwinism is only a theory and its 
truth is unproven” because “eminent 
scientists refuse to accept it.” I submit 
that this is to beg the entire question 
and moreover it does but create and 
foster prejudices in the popular mind, 
which must react harmfully in the con­
sideration of more practical questions. 
The plain facts and the unvarnished 
tmth will hurt nobody—with the pos­
sible exception of Mr. Bryan.

ROBINSON COMMITTED.

Case of Shooting the Fleeing House­
breaker at Granby.

Montreal, March 8.—Thomas Robinson, 
of Granby, accused of firing the fatal 
shot that killed an unknown man on 
February 26 at Granby, came before 
Judge Mulvena, of Sherbrooke, to-day. 
Eight witnesses were called, including 
the father fyid brother of the accused. 
Robinson when sworn made the follow­
ing statement: “I fired the shot which 
probably proved fatal, without any in­
tention to kill or injure. I was running 
with a rifle. My intention was to make 
the man surrender and give himself up; 
that was all.’’

Judge Mul vena, in committing him to 
stand his trial at the next term of 
King’s Bench at Swetsburg, said in part: 
"Thomas Robinson, you are in a serious 
position. Without intent to do so you 
took the life of a human being. You let 
your zeal outrun your discretion, and, to 
say the least, you have committed a 
deed of gross carelessness. Beyond the 
fact that you knew lie had committed a 
felony and was in flight, 3*011, with oth­
ers, followed him. Had you shot this 
man when he was threatening you you 
would have been in a different position 
to-day, but \'ou were over one hundred 
yards away, and he was fleeing, and was 
shot in the back.”

KILLED AT ST. CATHARINES.

Man Named Lambum Found Dying in 
Grand Trunk Yards.

St. Catharines, March 8.—The mangled 
body of a man named Lamburn was 
found in the Grand Trunk yards shortly 
before 8 o’clock last night.* As life was 
not extinct, he was taken to the General 
and Marine Hospital, where Dr. J. M. 
Jory did everything possible to restore 
consciousness, but this afternoon death 
resulted.

How the fatality occurred is not 
known. (Lnmhurn, who is quite deaf, 
was engaged in the Kinleith paper mills, 
and was walking home, three or four 
miles, along the track towards Jordan. 
He wore a heavy cap pulled well down 
over his ears, and, it is presumed, could 
not hear and was struck by a passing 
train. Lamliurn is survived by a widow 
and son and daughter.

Current Shows Cables’ Strength 
To determine when wire hoisting ropes 

have depreciated beyond the limits cf 
safety has been a difficulty of mining en­
gineers and to avoid risk»—in the ab­
sence of exact tests—many ropes have 
been doubtless discarded while still in 
fairly good condition. The strength of 
the ropes is now gauged by a novel use 
of electric induction. The ropes ere 
passed through a coil of copper wire 
traversed by an alternating electric cur­
rent—which exactly correspond to 
changes in the thickness of the rope— 
rre recorded on a suitable instrument. 
Dangerous wear or broken strands cause 
the indicator to give warning.
