China—The Gbxat Rebellion.—In China, the 
rebellion, to which we lent week directed our 
reader's attention, appears to be advancing with 
rapid strides, and it is evident that the position 
of the Emperor ie becoming highly critical. It 
ie stated that Nankin has fallen into the hands 
of the rebels, and that they are now threatening 
the maritime city of Shanghae, which, in the 
abeence of European aid, will bo incapable of 
resisting them. As the insurrection has thus 
extended itself into those districts of the Empire 
from which the supplies of tea for the Euro­
pean market are principally derived, its success­
ful progress or speedy suppression becomes a 
matter of no slight concern to us in this coun­
try ; for if, in consequence of the disorders pre­
vailing in China, the supply of tea should 
suddenly fail, no inconsiderable part of our 
Chancellor of the Exchequer’s financial scheme 
for the next seven years would tell to the 
ground, and probably involve him in difficulties 
from which he would find it difficult to discover 
a means of extrication.
