IMPORTS AND EXPORTS.

[Mail.]

“Itis a striking fact that woile the
exports of lumber and agricaltural pro-~
duce have greatly iucreased during the-
past two years, the exports of manufac-
tured goods have considerably diminish
ed. Those who contended that present
prosperity is due to the tariff are under
obligation to show that its operation kas
put usin a betler position to pay by our
exporls for our imports.— Globe of
Aug. 18th.

Our contemporary has not yet
apologized for publishing false
figures of exports, as we proved
by reference to the Blue-book, in
a recent issue, To poison the
stream of public opinion is an
offense the morning organ has
too often attempted to commit.
But the eyes of the people are
open to tricks like that now,and
deception is not so easy as it
used to be in old times. Mean-
time we 1ave to observe that  if
our contemporary will consult
the last returns of trade and
commerce it will find that the
N. P. has just fulfilled the very
condition demanded, 1t will fiad,
under the signature of Mr.John-
son, a table of statistics which
skows that the value of the ex-
ports from the Dominion in1880
exceeded in value those of any
other year since 1874, and the
value was only exceeded m two
vears, viz., 1873 and 1874, since
thedate of Confederation, It
also shows a result never shown
before in the Dominion statistics,
viz.: anexcess of exports over
imports, the amount of such
excess being, over total imports,
$1,421,711, and over value of
goods entered for consumption,
$16,129,109. ' The amount of
import and export Customs du..
ties - coulected. $14,138,849.22,
was exceeded in 1874 by $283,-
033.45, and in 1875 by $1,222,-
532.90.but in no other year since
1878. Table No. 3, aggregate
trade of the Dominion, exhibits
an increase in the trade with
(Great Britain, oveythat of 18779,
of $13,018,438, an({a decrease in
that with the United States| of
$8,207,863. The trade with the
British and foreign West Indies
and South America during the
last year amounted t0$7,562,678
and in 1879 to $5,498,929,show~
ing an increase in favour of last
year of $2,063,749. The trade
with China angéapan shows an
increase in the last year
over 1879 of $425.944, and
astill larger amount over the
two preceding years. These
facts are official, indisputable,
and significant. They prove
that our export trade is in a heal-
thy state, and that our own
foreign trace is not decreasing.
The figures will no doubt not be
gatisfacto.y to an organ that
makes a practice of publishing
false statistics without any *re-
morse for the crime, or any
apology when corrected.

FISHERY MATTERS.

We print a short letier today sign~
ed “Southwest,” which shows to a
small extent the way in -which the
business of the fishery department is
conducted in this county. There can
be no cure for the systemm of evils
which exists in the management of
this department, withoat striking at
the cause. Remove the cause, and
the eftect ceases: dismiss Mr. Whit-
cher, dismiss Mr. Wilmot, then
abolish a mu'titude of the existing
regulations, ani build up infellig-
ently from the bottom. Since the
day Hon. Peter Mitchell left the fish-
ery department it has been going to
the dogs, till it is now a scandal to
the public service of Canada. The
system is wrong; the officials are
sunk below the ears in old foggy
grooves, and areabsolutely indifferent
to public opinion or the call of duty,
Things now are no better than when,
under Sir Alberts reign, the manage-
ment of our fisheries was a reproach
to the country.

THE LUCK OF THE BLAKE

COLLECTORS.

The trio who are trying to scrape
up alittle money for Mr. Blakes re-
ception have met witha good many
refusals. One merchant yesterday re-
fused to give anything that was for
¢pam drinking”; he said he had a
bard time enough to get along him-
gelf, and never made anything out of
Blake or his party. He likewise told
them—and he mind yon wused lo be a
very strong Grit—since Blake sand
Huntington came here we have -had
nothing but rain, rain, rain; that this
is nothing but a judgment sent upon
the Provinces for the continued lying
of Blake and his party. The collec~
tors went away very chagrined, and
tried next door—but got nothing.

THE FAIRVILLE ACCIDENT.

The jury censured the
two officers, and read a lacture of
caution to the railway mavagement.-
The toady St. John press thinks no
lesson should have been read the
management; but when it is a rule
with the management to have its
orders read to the train officers, why
was not that rule carried. out on the
day in question? No, the important
crossing order was given as coolly to
the condnctor, as if 1ts contents had
been “‘at next station fake in a cord
of pickets”—every day orders are
poked into the conductors hands,and
poked away in his pocket, till he gets
out on the road. And on the day in
question, when there was the excite-
ment of & pic-nic, the officers put, in
the msual way, what they regarded as
some petty ord&r into their pocketss
intending to rfead it on the way
out. But think of the “management”’
that will poke such an important
order into a conductors haud, with-
out a word of comment! We deem
Murray Kay and McLeod, just as
much, yes more, to hlame than the
censwred train-men.

THE BOOM BREAK.

On Monday morning the South
West Bcom broke, 5,000,000 feet ol
logs escaping. On Monday night an-
other break occured 10,000,000 feet
escaping. These were all stopped by
the bridge—while the ‘“Andouver,”
n charge of Captain Beatty, who is
one of the most ekilful river captains
in the Doiinion, and other steamers
were busy as nailers towing away
rafts from the buown and securing
them. Very few logs escaped, and
those against the bridge are ount of
danger. We suppose it is the inten-
tion of the boom company to use the
boom in fine weuther and at low
water, and always when a little rise
of water comes and the old boom
breaks to fall back on the railway
bridge.

The fallowing are the main heads of
the Land bill asit has finally passed
both houses of Parliament: —

SALE OF TENANCIES.

1—Tenaat may sell his tenacy for the
best price he can get. Coudilions:—

1. Sale to one person only.

2. Notice to landlord,

3. Landlord may purchase on reciv—
ing notice. :

4. Tenant must state cousideration.

5. Court may declare sale void.

6. Landlord may object to pur-
chaser.

7. Court may recompense landlord
out of the purchase money.

8. Where improvements made by
landlord, purchase money apportioned by
Court,

9. Landlord may give notice that he
has claim on the estate.

10. Where purchase money paid in-
to Court, Court must determine all ap-
plications.

11. Tenant who hassold bis tenacy
shall not be entitled to compensation for
distarbance or improvement.

12, Tenant,if holding subject toUlster
tenant right system, may sell in pursu-
ance of that custom or in pursuance of
this seclion; but net both.

DEVOLUTION OF TENANCIES.

II—When a person receives a tcngpey
as a bequest, he must be accepted by the
landlord as though he were a pur-
chaser,

INCREASE CF RENT,

I1[—When landlord demand increase

6. Not opening a house for the sale of
intoxicating liquors.

Court may_determine fair
rent.

2. Rent thus fixed, called judicial rent,
payable first rent day aster decision.

4. Court may disallow application
under this secticn when impruvements
have been made and maintained by land-
lord.

5. When application is made landlord
and tenant may agree to fix a specified
value for tenancy. T'hen if tenant wants
to sell, landlord has right of purchase
at that value.

6. Statutory terms not renewed till
preceding statutory term has expired,

7. No application for fidicial rent
may be made till the last twe.ve onths
of the current statutory term.

8. No rent nayable in respect of im-
provements made by tenant.

9. Court may take action when it
considers the conduct of landlord or of
tenant Lo be unreasonable.

MISCELLANEOUS REGULATIONS.

XII—1. Time of sale limited to one
mouth after receipt of notice tu quit.

2. Court may enlarge time.

3: Court may suspend proceedings
taken against tenant, unless for breach
of statutory conditions.

4. If notice of quit is served for breach
of statutoty conditions tenant may apply
to Court, and if Court thinks adequate
satisfaction is made by payment of dam«
ages to landlord, it may so order.

DETERMINATION OF TENANCY,

XVII[—Tenancy deemed to huve
determined when landlord has resumed
possession by purchase, or default, or
operation of law.

EXISTING LEASES.

XIX—Existing leases to continue as
though this act had not passed. I’ro-
vided that at their expiration they become
subject to its provisions; aud if, since
the act of 1870, the Court considers the
accoptance of any lease to have been un-
reasonable it may annul it.

PURCHASE OF ESTATES.

XXII[—1. Estates may be purchased
by the Land Commission to resell to ‘‘a
competent numper of tenants.”

2. Sale by Commission to tenant may
be in consideration of a fine and of a fce
farm rent.

3. Laod Commission may advaoce to
tenant sum n.t exceeding seventy five
per cent of the price.

4, Commission may indemnify, and
such indemnity will be a charge on the
Consolidated Fund. .

To this must be added the Lords
amendwent, accepted by Mr Gladstone,
that any applicant to the comumission
who may consider himself aggrieved may
appeal to theCour' of Appeals in Ireland,
with the limitation that the leave of the
Court must be asked.

FROM GALWAY TO DUBLIN
