When the Phcenix park murderers were
hanged by Marwood, says the New York
Truth, the mother of the youngest—who was
really a boy-—kneeled on the ground in all
the rain in front of she gaol, and cailed down
curses on all concerned in the execution.
Marwood was then im excellent health.
Almost immediately he took todrink, This
weakened his vitality. At a subsequent
execution in Engiand his cunning, that had
hitherto been proverbial, deserted him, and
he made a wretched bungle of an exe-
cution. A few days ago he contracted
pneumonia, which to rally from he did not
have strength enough, and now he i1s dead.

The champion drunkard »f the. world is a
woman named Jane Johnson, of England,
now >4 years of age. She has been convicted
of drunkenness in Leeds and other towns ia
Yorkshire over 200 times, Tweive months
ago she joined the ranks of the Salvation
Army, and cau~ed no small stir by the thril-
ling stories she told of her remarkable career.
She addressed large meetings of the army at
Exeter Hall and other places in Lonaon, as
well as in the provinces. For some time past
she has been under the care of Miss Booth,
who, however. at last found it impossible to
overcome her anxiety to return to Leeds,
Her fare was paid, and on her arrival in that
town she soon became drunk and was arrested.

Some time since a portion of the inhabi-
tants of Strome Ferry, in Scotland, objected
to the landing of fish for the Southern mar-
ket on Sunday, and a party of Sabbatarians
collected with stones and stonegdthe fisher-
men aud the labourers who were conveying
the fish from the boats to tHe train.

This occupation is carried on
all along the coast now, and its
revival perhaps indicates an improved
state of business in Ireland. uring
the summer watchers are kept on the lookout
day and night for the approach of the piich-
ard shoals, and when the beacon fires appear
the fishermen hasten to their boats, There
is great rivalry among the fisherfolk of neiyh-
bouring viilages, and disputes are frequent as
to the quality of the fish caught by them,
each one generally claiming that its own are
the best, though the villages may be within a
few miles of each other. These fish, thuugh
caught for pilchard, are sold and eaten for
sardines, and are considered far superior to
them by the fishermen themselves,

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How to Combas Diphtheria,

Dr. Bryce, of the Provincial Board of Health,
sends the following as one of many cases oc-
curring to show that ‘every city, Sown, and
village is yurl{ losmg valuable lives from
the absence of laws for the compulsory iso-
lation of cases of infectious diseases. It is
given in the ‘weekly report of a co nd-
eot from District X, of the health map. The
following are the words of the report :—** An
epidemic of diphtheria commenced in this
village about two weeks ago. The first case,
a boy about five years of age, was taken sick
Friday, 28th Sept. The next, a girl about
the same age, on Thursday, Oct. 4th, Both
of these cases proved fatal. I saw the first
case five days after it began and prodounced
jt dipbtheria, and advised isolation and pro- |
per care and treatment, The parents could
not be made to understand the gravity of the
disease and did not exercise any caution.
The second case I saw four days after its be-
gmoning and found it very bad. An old
woman in the village took “this case out of
my hands. The neighbours went out and 1
this house. A woman with a large family
laid out the corpse, no sanitary precautions
being observed. The disease has spread sd
rapidly that I advised the closing of the
sch Itis difficult to trace the origin of
this epidemibt, but not difficult to account for
ite spread.”

Standard Railway Time,

The Grand Trunk and its connections and
the Canada Pacific and its branches have
sgreed to join with-a number of other leading
roadsin the adoption of the new standard rail-
way time, which will come into foroe on she
majority of raiways on‘the 18th November.
As it may be applied to the new fime tables
shortly o be issued by the different oom%u-
ies, it will be of interest to know exactly how
it will affect Toronto and the other leading
cities of the province, For railway time
table purposes the continent is dividad into
five divisions. Throughout each of these-di-
visions one uniform railway time will prevail
and there will be just one hour's difference
between the railway time in one division and
the time in that adjoining it. Toronto, Ham-
ilton, and Port Hope will belong to the sec-
ond sectidn, based on the 75th meridian,
~whigh is four minutes slower than New York
'local time. Toronto railway time will there-
fore be seventeen minutes faster than our
local time, Port Hope railway time fourteen
minutes faster, and Hamilton railway time
nineteen minutes faster. So thatif a train
were advertised to leave this city at seven
o'clock it would be necessary to be at the
station at sevenfeen minutes to seven on ao-
count of .our local time being seventeen min-
utes slower than the uniform railway time
for this division, Hamilton teains will in
like manner be affected by the differemce be-
tween the local time and the upiform time of
the section, trains leaving there nineteen min-
utes abead of the advertised time, and Port
Hopg fourteen minutes ahead, ;

Quebec’s iiailways,

Hon, Henry Starnes, Railway Commis-
sioner for Quebec, has just issued a very in-
teresting reporg, the first of its kind, regard-
ing the railways of the province. According
ta the repor tho:]provinoo has, between July
Ist, 1878, ‘and June 30th, 1882, subsidized
1,678 mules of railway. The total of such
subsidies amognted to $4,146,164.94 in
money, and 5,829,000 acres ot land. Up to
July, 1882, there had been paid on account
of the*money grants $2,410,441.50 ; so that
there remained fo be banded over §1,757,-
596.45 in money, and the 5,820,000 acres of
land.

MANN HANGED,
A Revolting Scene Caused by a Baungling
4 Hangman, "

L’OricxaL, 9 a.m.—Mann, the murderer
of the Cooke family, 1s no more. Precisely
at ejght o'clock the solemn progession,
headed by Sheriff Merrick and Rev.
Mr, Phillips, his spiritual adviser, marched
through the court yard to the gaillows. Mann
preserved a caimness of spirit, and ascended
the steps with a strength of purpese and
nerve that is rarely witnessed by mortal in
passing. through such a trying ordeal, He
stepped upon the fatal trap-door with firm.
ness, carefully inspected the pinion-
ing of bhis Jegs, wore a cheer-
ful smile, said  “Good-bye* his
attendants dnd nodded to those he mo:niud
sbout tne' scaffold. After an impressive -
prayer had been offered up by tbe Anglican
minister the bolt was drawn and the murderer
was dangiing in the air,
Mann is credited with having said
that ‘ It's only a hop, step, and a luP from
a sinful world into an eternity of love,” This
morning he joined heartily in the devotional
exercises, singing with great zest a sweet
tenor to that beautiful hyman :

“ Abide with me : fast falls the eventide.
The darkness deepens ; Lord with me abide,
When other helpers fail, and comforts flee;
Help of the helpiess ; Lord abide with me.”
About 8.30'0'clock the body was cut down,
and the inquest was then held.

WILLIE COOKE’S STATEMENT,

Your reporter had an interview with Willie
Cooke, who was badly wounded on the heig
by the murderer, and who has beea maim
for life thereby. He knew little or nothing
of the origm of the crime, but was of opinioa
that Emma was the first murdered, although
to the end Mann maintained that he had a
quarrel with the old man, whom he first
killed, afterwards killing Emma, whom he
admits he outraged. .When asked by a re-
porter if the latter was correct, he stated
that ‘‘the worst that 13 said of me
is true, but I don's want to satisfy
a morbid public by giving de-
tails.” Willie- Cooxe had npothing hard
to say of the dead man ; that he was a
quiet and peaceable boy, and that he never
would have expected him to be guilty of any-
thing of the kind. To- him, as to all other
people, his conduct was incom ensible,
especially when one looked at his inmocent
face, **But, to tell you the truth;,” added
Willie, ** I would rather say nothing regard-
ingit.” In reference to tue Cooke famuly,
Mann is said to the last  to have wished to
-atone for the butchery he committed, by
dying on the scaffold, and time and again
hoped that a reprieve wounid not be granted
him. In these expressions he seem.d earnest
and immovable,

The History of a Suit of Armour,
Some interesting particulars are given by »
contemporary of a suit of armour that origin-
ally belonged to King Francis I. of France.
This armour was bought by the late Sir An-
thony Rothschiid for £100, and sold by him
to the late Lord Ashburnham for £1,000.
Some years aftetwards it was sold by Lord
Ashburnham for £4,000 to a dealer in curi-
osities, who re-sold it within twenty-four
hours to a wealthy customer for no less a sum
than £17,000. The subsequent history of
the armour is still more remarkable, It was de-
ited by its purchaserin the Belgrave Square
autechnicon, aud when that unfortunate
building was destroyed by fire the armour
was buried beneath the rains, Dug vt of the
debris, it was sold for a few pounds as old iron.

it was subseguently sold to Mr. Spitzer, ot

The friends
of the mission and all who desire the en-
lightenment of India, while anxious that
under one of these contingencies the ‘good
work in_India may be continued, would
infinitely prefer the latter, as the suocess
of the enterprise will be marred if the
chief remains hostile to it. The Presby-
terians of Canada, who are responsible for
the mission, and who are next week semd-
ing ous ancother mjssionary to strengthen
it, will watch the course of events with
deep interest, but not with greater inter-
est than will the members of other de-
nominations in England whose missionary
enterprises may be affeéted by the result
in this case.

: GRAPHY.

Our despatches have already given the
readers of THE Ma1x some idea of the con-
tents of the autobiography of Anrmony
Trourore. It contains naturally s good
deal of interesting matérial ~ Even the |
tive. There was nothing surprising in his |
having prepared a series of recollections of
his own career. He was a man of method
and had a good appreciation . of . the com-
mercial value of public euriosity.: He
knew his life would be interesting to all
his readers. - And in his way he appears
to have been quite frank with his public.

Trorrore had indeed a meagre desire to
gratify people’s idle gossip about literary
men. In his essay on THAORERAY for the
English Men of Lettérs series, he refused

disappointed his readers by his refusal. In
his own volume he has been more
conciliatory. - The details of the genieel
poverty of his early life are giveh. it ap-
pears, with ‘some degree of fulness. As
usual such details are as painful as they
are comic, Many natures are quite spoiled
for ever by these early humiliations of
poverty at school. Fortunately Trorrors
was not spoiled. He came out of the
furnace without any worse effect than a
hardening which did him no harm; and
with a degree of scholarship which stood
him in good stead in after days His
experiencein the Post-Office is not unusual.
He was not popular with his minor chiefs,
and such men have it alwaysin their
power to render life disagreeable to the
young fellows whom they don’t like. In
the u'g:ning chapter of ‘‘ The Bertrams”
Mr. TroLLOPE gives.a pretty fair indica-
tion of his views on ihat hitherto unsuo-
cessful experiment, civil service reform
and competitive exammation ; and we
have no doubt that though he eptered the
service before the reform, he saw its
earliest effects and recognized their unsat-
isfactory tendency! ‘

FOOT AND MOUTH DISEASE,

This ailment has beea frequently alluded
to lately, and the efforts made in Great
Britain to secure the sisughtr of a cargo of
Canadian cattle, said to have been affected
with it, makes the -subject of more than
passing interest to oir farmers. Foot and
mouth disease was unkuown in the United
Btates prior to 1869, but since then it has
wpréad rapidly in many localities, being
bighly contagious, but not so fatal as is gener-
ally supposed. It oceurs in eattle and sheep,
and can be transmitted to pigs ; also to the
human species. It 18 caused by a specific
poison, but whether of a vegetable or animal
natureis not positively knowo. The symp-
toms appear in from one to four days after

the poison has entered the system, and are
characterized first by feverishness, followed
by an eruption of small hlisters upon the ton-
ue, 1uside the lips, on the roof of the mouth,
n the fissure-and around the corouets:of the «
feet, on the heels, and in cows not  infre-
yuently in the udders, The animal swaliows
with difficulty, moves the lips constantly, dis-
tharges water {rom- the mouth and eyes, and
is generally igme. be blisters soon break,
leaving raw suriaces, which sometimes heal,
but 1n severe pases form ulcers. Mild cases
tequire butdittle treatmentother than to Keep
the animal S plied with.pleuty of water in
which powdered borax has been dissolved, in
the proportion of ope ouncs of borax to three
gallons of water. Saltpetre or chiorate of
potash can be used instead of borax, and in
the same proportions, The food should con-
sist of gruel made from the meal of either
oats or corn. An excellent application for
the mouth is made by mixing chlorate of pot-
ash with molasses in the proportion of one
ounce of the former to four of the latter.
Place a spooufal of this mixture within the
lips every three honrs of the day. Add one
ound of sulphate of copper, better known as
glue vitriol, to one gallon of soft water, and
wash the ulcers «n the feet with this solution
morning and night, using care to see that it
comes in contact with the ulcers in the cleft
of the feet. If the bowels are locse do not
try to check them, as this is nature’s method
0f expelling the poison from the system,
The Irish Farm says salicylic acid bas
roved of great benefit to anima's affected.
fr, has no power to stop the fever, but it
greatly ameliorates soms ot its most dis-

Keep Horses Healthy,

Dr. C. E. Page gives the Medical and Sur-
gical Journai some suggestions on keeping
horses in health, which are not only in agree-
ment with the bestteaching, but sustained by
bis owr. and others’ experience ;—

““The- custom of working or exercising
horses directly after eating ; or feeding after
hard work, and before they are thoroughly
rested ; baiting at noon, when both these vio-
lations of a natural law are committed ; these
are the predisposing causes ¢f pinkeys and of
most diseases that affect our horses. Keep
the horse quiet, dry, warm, and in a pure at-
mosphere, the nearer qutdoor air the b-tter,
and stop his feed entirely at the tirst symptom
of disease, aud he wili speedily recover. It
has'been demoustrated in tens of thousands
of cases in family hife, that two meals are not
only ample for she hardest and most exhanst-
g lahours, physical or mental, but alto-
gether best. The same thing has been fuily
proved in hundreds of instances with horses,
and has pever in a single instance failed, aiter
a fair trial, to work the  best results, An
hour’s rest at noon is vastly more restoring to
a tired animal, whether horse or man, than a
mealof any sort, although the latter may
prove more stimulating,

“The morning. meal given, if ssible,
early encugh for partial stomach digestion
before the muscular and nervous systems are
cailed into active play ; the night meal of-
fered long enongh after work to insure =
résted condition of the body ; a diet liberal
enough, but never excessive; this is the law
and gospel of hygiene diet for either man or
beast. Ihave never tried to fatten my horses,
for I long ago learned that fat is disease ; but
I havea vnr found that if a horse does solid
work enough be will be fairly plamp if he has
two sufficient meals, Muscles the product
of work and food ; fat may be laid on by food
alone. We see, however, plenty of horses
that are generously—too generougly—ied,
that still remain thin, and show every indica-
tion of being under-nourished ; dyspepsiais a
disease not confined exclusively to creatures
who own or drive horses, But for perfect
health and immunity from disease, restriction
of exercise must be met by restriction in diet.
Horses require more- food in cold than in
warm weather, if performing the same labour.
Incase of a warm apeli in winter, I reduce
their teed niore or less, according to circum-
stances, as surely as I do the amount of fuel
consumed. I also adopt the same principle in
my diet. The result 1s, that neither my ani-
mals nor myseli are ever for one moment
sick.”

Thoroughly
‘harrowing wheat fields in spring will produce
such & mellow seed bed as to insure a good
cateh of clover. pORE
- One of the most common mistakes in farm-
ing is the attempt to cultivasi: too much land.
Too much work is laid out and too little done,
Que man and one assistant for three or four
months of the year will undertake to crop
aigr!:‘y acres, The ground is imperfectly pre-
pared and poorly seeded. The whole work is
rushed, and though the labour is performed
lateand early, the workis never overtaken.
Thete is always more to do than can be done
with sofew hands. The result is a hard
year’s work and no profit, with, sometimes,
the conclusion that *‘farming does not pay.”

Storing Potatoes,

The conditions to be filled in keeping pota-
toes, the /ndiana Farmer says Yo"

1. A teraperature that sball be a little
above the freezing point. Freezing is fatal to
the potato, thaw it as we will. Apples, and
many vegetables may be frozen, and if thawed
slowly in the absence of light, will suffer little
or no damage ; but a potato once frozen is
ruiped. On the other hand, a tem ture
above 50 ® will encourage sprouting if it does
not induce rotting. Potatoes should be ex-
cloded from the lighs.

2. A mediom degree of moistare.' An
atmosphere so damp that the potatoes will
appear wet on handling will promote rotting ;
orif so dry that the potatoes shrivel, or ap-
pear wilted, will injure the quality of the
crop and diminish the weight, though they
may not rot or sprout,

3; Potatoes should not be stored inlarge
heaps, or bins, and these should permit free
ventilation. To fill these conditions potatoes
may be kept in & vegetable cellar, for vege-
tables should not be kept in a cellar under a
living room ; but if so kogt it will be safer po
store them in barrels, or bins not more thanm
thiree feet deep so that they can be inspected
frequently. -Buf, if ‘the ecrop is very
large ' und ,is " intended for the. spring
markes, it will, perbaps, be cheaper
and safer to store them in piles or
holes, covered with earth, in the primitive
way. About 50 bushels of potatoes may be
F'rled in a conical shape, as steep as they will
ie, This shonld be covered witha coat
of straw, and on this ten inches of earth
should be placed ; or better if dry sawdust
can be procured, that four inches of this be
spread over the earth covering, which may
be reduced*six inches, The pile should now
be covered with corn' fodder, or with boards,
0 as to keep it dry.

THE DAIRY.

The Ayrshire is a particularly heavy, long
milker, giving five times her own weight per
season. The niilk is somewhat low in specific
gravity and per cent of cream, but it is over
the average in cheese production. The Ayr-
shire grade is not improved in any respect ex-
cept in duration of milking season.

Here is an idea :—The length of time that
a young heifer keeps in milk after her first
calf is likely to measure her staying qualities
for all after life. For this reason young
heifers shon!d have their first calf in the fall.
By good ecare and prog:r feed an abundant
flow can more easily kept up the next
summer. If beifers calve in the spring they
ate very lisble to go -dry early in the next
fall.

A lady correspondent of the New Zngland
Parmer complaius that she can’t prevent her
tin milk pans snd other tin vessels used in
the dairy from feeling greasy, and wauts to
kunow what is the srouble,” The matter is
simply that they are not washed clean, 'it an-
swers. Hot water is the remedy, and if that
does pot work it will be because you do not

use enough of it or don't have it hot enough.

Guess work is poor work. It is very much

them asked him if he could make a cheese.
He told her ne thought he. codld, and went
to her home to try it.. When the rennet was
about to be putin, he asked the woman whe-
ther the temperature . was right, whereapon
she dipped in her hand and said, ** Yes, I
think that will do.”” The Doetor, however,
inserted the thermometer, and found that it
was just two degrees lower than it ought to
be. Whereupon herhusband, who was stand-
ing by, said :—'*Oh, Sallie! I tell you you
have spoiled many a cheese for me by feeling
the m lk with your hands instead of testicg it
with the instrument.” At lasts cheese
was made aud worked, and when sold fetched
more money than the good woman had been
in the habit of getting, After that all the
farmers in that neighbourhood presented
their wives with a thermometer apiece.

Ther&is'%'hole in the vellar wall
wheré' the'sir-consthntly enters, the tempera-
ture is constantly changing, snd the outter
changes too, or gaﬁ‘&int;g If farmers will
make their butter‘Well, then put it where it
will'keep, it will’ do"much better in the end,
Perbaps the soil°6f "a man’s fatm is low,
springy, and wet;’ then the feed will be sour,
and‘you cannot get'good butter out of that,
either ddiry or vreitiéfy. The flavour of the
butter depends lafgély on the flavour of the
feed. In order to make fine Butter in the
winter time the utmost ¢leanliness must be
observed; must wash the cow’s udder in
warm water and dry with a cloth. If the
atmosphere is bad your milk will be tainted,
It depends upon circumstances whether 1% is
safe to set your milk down in an improperly
cleaned or an improperly ventilated stable,
As soon as the milk comes to the exact tem-
perature of the surrounding air it absorbs the
impurities therein.

THE POULTRY YARD.

There is just as much difference between
the eggs of fowl allowed to roam and forage
for themselves and these which are fed regu-
larly on good nutritious food as there is be-
tween a leg of Southdown mutton and thau of
a common, half-starved sheep.

To secure hens for profitable laying, cross a
large and a small breed togesher. Itis better
if the male be of the small breed. If breed:
ing is continued frow the same fowls a subse-
quent year, it 18 then desirable to get the
male from a large breed, and thus alternate
each year.

Keeping hen houses well provided with
dry earth where the fowls can dust them.
selves daily, and scatter it over the floor, is a
good preventive of hen lice, But where they
once get a foothold nothing is so good to ex-
terminate the pests as thorough cleanliness
and the liberal, and even'lavish, use of kero-
sene oil in every creviee and.on ali wood work.

The wings of & fowl may be so trimmed as
to appear uncut when folded. Thisis done

When a man keeps fowls and keep no ac-
count of the cost, nor of the daily return from
them, he is more inglined to neglect their
wants than a carefgl man will be, and then to
think that negl J:n't hurt them much,
But half freezing to death in cold and damp
quacters, and theneglect of regular feeding,
tell very quickly on the ege yield. - No man
deserves shiocess with poultry who thinks it of
no account to loogweiully after the comfort
of his flocks. _ ¢

‘The quantity reported saved
by the last returns shows an increase over
that as likely to be saved by returns
recei on the lstof August of over 8,000
tons, These figures apply to only prairie
bay, which is that on which the farmers
almost wholly rely. The average yield per
acre in prairie hay as given for the province
is 1.93 tond, In other kinds of grasses 3,054
tons are reported saved with an average per
acre of 1.34 tons, ‘Where the crop was cured
before the fall of rain of the 18th August not
a complaint is made of the condition of the
hay, but Some hay that was caught by that
rain has been b!

Wheat,—The frost of the 7th mber
has caused it anxiety among all classes of
persons in the province regarding the injury
done t0 the crops, particularly to wheat.
The whole season has been an exceptional
one, and the wheat harvest has been full
two weeks later than usual. The crop w
reported at a standstill for a cansiderable
timain J but was pushed on rapidly and

romisin % the rains of the early part of
ul ‘y. the continued favourable growing
and filling weather of August. The ripening

September, consequently from all parts 8f
tho'gmviuo reports came in giving estimates
of odumgovuiyinglmm 4 per cent. to
50 .per cent. . In some parts no damage
whatever is reported, and where the grain
was ripe and ewt the frosc has been
powerless for barm. ' The earliest date
on which the wheat harvest is reported as
having commenced is in township 2, range 22
west, where it began on the 4th of August.
The average date on which it began through-
out the province was the 29th of August, and
ended the 19th September. Correspond-
ents speak univ y of the high quality of
the sample of the whest erop, and where not
injured by frost, is plamp, clean, hard. and
bright. In estimatng the average yield per
acre, correspondents were asked not to take
the average of the best erop in the township,
but the average of the total acreage under
erop, even though the returns in some cases
be no more than the seed sown. To this
2556 have answered, showing an average
yield per acre of 28.63 bushels, They were
also asked to give the comparative quality of
the grain as compared with the average of
other years, 100 representing the gemeral
average quality year by year. Almost all
bave answered this question, and the result
gives an average ity for the province at
102. All wheat standing at the time of the
frost is reported injured-according to its de-
gree of ripeness, but to what extent a great
many do not say, not feeling disposed to do
80 until aiter the grain is threshed.
Barley.—Though barley harvesting had
commenced in & few plices during the first
week of August, the harvest was not general
till the second week.. The average date of
the beginning of the harvest was the 18th
of August, and the date of ending the 10th of
September. As in the case of wheat, corre-
spondents were asked to repart on the aver-
age yield per acre and comparative quality of
the berry. Answers bave been received from
the large majority which show an average

A man who possessed $50,000 in Govern.
ment bonds, but who will probably not have
one mourner in the worid, died in Walden,
N.Y. on Monday night. His name was
John Wilson. He was well-known through-
out that portion of the country as ** Doctor™
Wilson. He bad lived in Walden for fifey
years, and for thirty years he worked as boss
stone-mason, never' having been known to
lose an hour’s time. He hoarded every cent
of his wages possible, epongiog his living here
and theére, and making a purchase only when
he was driven to do it by necessity.
