THE MURDER.

Prisoners on Trial Before
the Police Magistrate

For Shooting the Déeceaeed Fred
Titus of Gibson.

The examination of the negroes, Odber
McMichael and his son Charles, for the
shooting of Fred. Titus at St. Marys on
‘Wednesday night last, was begun before
magistrate Marsh at the police court on
Monday morning. Henry B. Rainsford
and J. W. McCready, appeared for the
prosecution and Geo.A.Hughes for defence.
Rainsford Staples was the first witness
called. He said, knew deceased, prisoners
resided at St. Marys, they were barbers,
did see prisoners and Titus together on
Wednesday, the 5th inst; saw Titus in
prisoner's shop, the prisoners, Alex. At-
kinson, Fred. Titus, P. Hughes were pre-
sent about four o’clock, when witness en-
tered shop Titus ¢caught him and said he
conld throw witness, witness replied that
he could do that all right, he then let go
of witness, prisoner Odber said his son
Charles could throw Titus so quick it
would make his head ache and would bet
five dollars on it. Tilus handed witness
a $5 bill saying he would put it up, wit-
ness put it in his pocket, Odber told
Charles to go and get his boots and he
would show him, Titus said,d—m your
soul, he could throw him or his son.
Odber said to Titus, don’t d—m my soul,
Titus made some reply but witness did not
remember ‘words, then Odber drew off
and hit Titus with his fist Jand knocked
him against the wall, then Titus clinched
Odber, and rushed him back on the
counter, then Charles jumped on Titus’
back and hit him several times, Atcheson
took Chreles off, then Charles turned on
Atcheson and they had a tussle and Peter
Hughes and witness separated Odber and
Titus; Odber and Titus got at it again
when witness went out the back door and
left them.

When witness came out to his own shop
door after a minute he saw Titus on top
of Odber on the sidewalk, helped Hughes
to separate them when witness took Titus
away into his back yard, some boys from
Gibson took charge of Titus and witness
thought took him home, witness then
went home to tea, went back to shop
about six o’clock and all was quiet, about
eight o’clock heard a noise again on the
sidewalk near McMichaels and went out
on platform, saw Titus and told him he
had better go home, he had a stone in his
hand and was standing in front of Mc-
Michaels, Alex. Atcheson was with him,
Atcheson was pushing the door open and
stumping the McMichaels ta come out and
fight him, told them they had better go
away and they did so and witness went
into his own store, came out twenty min-
utes after and Titus and Atkinson were
standing at the corner of witness’ shop.
Atkinson was coaxing Fred to go home
with him, told Fred he had better go with
him, they moved off up the street, heard
some glass breaking when witness return-
ed to the shop, heard a shot and some one
ran into his shop, went out and saw Titus
lying on the sidewalk about 15 feet from
McMichaels door, Charles McMichael was
standing on the sidewalk with a rifle in
his hand,when witness stooped over Titus,
Charles lifted the rifle towards witness
(objected to and allowed) witness said drop
that Charley, Charles lowered the rifle
and went inside, then Odber ran around
from the yard to the alley with three
black bottles in his hand, said to him
¢ dber whodid this ?” Hesaid his boy did
and he had told him to do so, had found
Titusapparently dead, witness got a light,
Dr. Mullen came and in about three
quarters of an hour the coroner came.

Cross-examined by Mr. Hughes: When
witness went into barber shop the prison-
er and deceased were friendly; it was
about six o’clock when witness got Titus
to go home; the quarrel was over; heard
Atkinson calling on the McMichaels to
come out ; heard McMichael tell them to
go away ; heard the glass break and the
report of the gun; never heard of Titus
starting a row but when he was in one he
was sure to carry it out; when witness
saw deceased on the platform Atkinson
was not with him ; prisoners stayed most
of the time of the quarrel in their shop;
they have been at St. Mary’s about two
months and had behaved themselves.

Henry Flemming sworn : Reside at St.
Marys ; remembered Wednesday last, saw
Titus and Atkinson together walking
back and forth before the barber shop
about 7.30 that evening; saw Atkinson
go to the door and ask Odbur McMichael
out to finish the row; McMichael told
him to go away, he did not want to have
anything to do with him; Titus was at
that time behind Atkinson and in front
of McMichael’'s window ; Atkinson went
to the door not less than three times in
the same way, and each time McMichael
told him to go away; when Atkinson
came back the last time Titus was right
behind him ; while Atkinson was talking
with McMichael, Titus had something in
bis hand; Atkinson had his hand up
against the side of the door and Titus
asked him to lower his arm, Atkinson
did so and Titus fired whatever he had,
breaking the glass but not going into the
room—striking the middle bar of the
sash; Titus and Akinson then went up
street. Odber McMichael came out to the
door with three bottles, followed by his
son Charles and went after the prisoners;
Odber threw the bottles at Titus and At-
kinson ; Charles had two bottles and a
rifle, he threw both bottles up street after
Titus and Atkineon ; could not say wheth-
er they struck them or not ; Titus stopped
in the alley and Atkinson went up street
a little further; after Charles fired the
two bottles he went into the shop again
and came back to the sidewalk with
another bottle and the rifle which he had
not put down ; met his father going in the
front door, and going towards the back,
Charles threw the bottles he had up the
street after the deceased; just at that
time Atkinson came down street and
went into the alley ; Titus came out of the
alley and walked pretty smart towards
Charles; he got within twelve feet of him
when Charles raised the rifle to his
shoulder, pointed it at Titus and fired;
Titus dropped on the sidewalk ; as Titus
approached Charles he appeared to be
stooped down and had his hand drawn
back as if in the position of striking ; did
not see anything in his hand ; did not see
which way Charles went after the shoot-
ing; R. Staples was the first man to get to
Titus; while Staples was looking at de-
ceased heard him say to Charles, “put

down that rifle;” on looking at Charles

saw that he had the rifle pointed .

Staples, he lowered the rifle when spoken™.

to ; witness then heard Odbur McMichael
talking and his attention was turned to
him ; heard him say his boy shot him and
he had told him to do so; the next man
getting to the body was Dr. Mullen ; went
for a coroner and got back with the police ;
Titus was not dead at the time but breath-
ing.

Cross-examined by H. B. Rainsford:
Titus was not twelve feet away when the
shot was fired.

Cross-examined by Geo. Hughes: Was
opposite the shooting at Mr. Hayes’ build-
ing ; the night was not very dark, it was

: | cloudy ; the street is about four rods wide ;

Staples and McMichael’s shops were lit
up ; had there been no lights in the stores
could not be able to tell who people were
across the street ; saw Atkinson trying to
get into the shop with Titus right behind
him ; did not notice Titus have anything
in his hand ; Atkinson pushed the door
open and McMichael closed it and told
them to go away ; when Atkinson was at
the door heard him say to the McMichaels
that they were cowards and dare not
come out; McMichael told him to go
away ; heard Atkingon say that he would
remember him for it; the old man was
near the door; witness could see through
the window into the shop; Odbur had
pulled the door to and was near the door;
heard Odbur say for someone to look at
his face and see how it was cut; saw
the dent in sash next morning; was sure
it was Titvs that went into the alley, At-
kinson went up opposite Kierstead’s and
out into the street; the shutters were not
on McMichael’s shop at that time ; Titus
was walking fast when shot ; was positive
that McMichael put the gun to his should-
er and that Atkinson was in the alley at
the time; did not see Atkinson after-
wards.

To Mr. Rainsford: Titus had his head
down when the rifle was fired ; held the
rifle long enough to his shoulder to take
aim ; when Charles threw the first bottle
Titus was just coming out of the alley to-
wards the prisoner.

Wm. Blaine sworn, said: When he
reached the scene of the row Odber came
to the door and talked to Atkinson, then
the door was closed ; the man with Atkin-
son threw something at the door break-
ing the glass ; heard the glass break, but

‘could not say as to whether the missile

went inside or not; Odber then threw a
bottle through the broken door; Atkinson
and deceased then went up street running ;
Odber came outside and threw bottless up .
the street; after this witness went up
street and opposite McMichael’s; saw
Odber throw some other bottles up the
street, and at that time told his son to
bring out the gun ; boy came out with the
gun and told his father they were coming
in the back way; Odber then went to the
back of the shop; Charles ran out again
and stood on the sidewalk three or four
minutes. with the gun in his hand ; saw
the man who had beer with Atkinson at
the door come down the street as though
intoxicated, as he passed Staples’ store
Charles fired the gun and the man fell;
someone said, “ put up that gun, you have
killed that man;” Odbur walked down
street as though from the alley with a
bottle in his hand; he said something,
but do not remember his words; witness
thought Charles fired the gun from his
shoulder.

To Mr. Hughes : Witness believed Chas.
to be excited when he fired ; did not hear
Odber tell Charles to shoot; saw Titus
after he was shot ; saw Titus throw some-
thing at the window.

At the conclusion of this evidence the
case was adjourned till Tuesday morning.

On Tuesday morning the court room
was again crowded. Isaac Wynn was
called : He said that he was at St. Marys
the night of the shooting; went over be-
hind Sergt. Phillips, saw a man lying on
the sidewalk shot through the head;
went to McMichael’s door and saw the
arrest; Phillips came out and handed
witness a gun; witness asked Charles if
it was loaded; said that it was, and un-
loaded it and returned the cartridge to
Phillips and the gun to witness; carried
it to the police office and gave it to the
police magistrate.

To Mr. Rainsford witness said that Mc-
Michael had the 'gun in his hand while
it was being unloaded ; did not hear the
older prisoner make any remarks.

To Mr. Hughes: Gotjthe gun from Phil-
lips outside the shop ; then asked Charles
if it was loaded, he said it was; handed
the gun to Charles, he did not ask for it,
he unloaded it.

Herry F. Dayton sworn said : reside at
8t. Marys; knew the prisoner and the de-
ceased ; about half-past four that day saw
prisoner talking to Atkinson at the door
of prisoner’s shop, Charles was standing
behind Odber ; they were talking of fight-
ing; Atkinson said that Odber had hit
him in the face and he would not leave
till he had seen it out ; Odber said he had
not struck him, witness then went away.
About 7 that night saw Atkinson and
Titus on the platform; Odber told them
to go away, that he didn’t want to have
anything to do with them ; they went up
street together; saw them come down
street about, 8.30 that evening ; Atkinson
went into McMichael’s shop, Titus stood
outside ; heard Atkinson call to Odber
while in the shop ; heard Titus tell Atkin-
son to lower his arm ; Titus threw some-
thing at the door, heard glass break; At-
kinson came out and both ran up street ;
then Charles came out with bottles in his
hand and threw them after the deceased :
he then went into the shop and returned
with a bottle and the gun, threw the

bottle up the street. Titus came down

street in a stooped position; his right
hand behind him as though carrying
something ; Charles had the rifle raised to
about the waist, held it there about a
second and ﬂred did not see the rifle at
his shoulder; he put .down the gun and
went into the shop, and returned with
the gun still in his hand ; saw Titus lying
on platform, R. Staples was stooping over
him; Odber came out of the shop and
said, "« TLet him lie there and die.”

To Mr. Hughes: Was standing at my
father’s shop door when the shooting
took place ; it was about 35 feet from Mec-
Michael’s; after throwing the missile at
window Titus and Atkinson went up
street.

Sergt. Phillips sworn: Isa %ohoeman -
arrested Charles McMichael in his father’s
shop on the charge of shooting Frederick
Titus on Wednesday night ; Odber was on
the sidewalk when first got there ; went
into shop and prisoner followed saAw
the rifle on the counter with muzzle to-
wards door, pushed the muzzle towards
wall ; Charles began to tell what had ha|
8ened told him to say nothing; while

harles was putting on coat preparatory to

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THE PEOPLE’'S ENEMY.

THE SHINPLASTER TICKET.

What brilliant financiers the Shin-
plaster ticket show themselves to be. At
their meetings they tell about the govern-
ment expenditures, but do not give one
fact to show that there has been any in-
crease or decrease in expenditure. They
know that when the old government was
put out of power, the country was in a ruin-
ous condition. No money could be had
for any public work and they had to
pledge the country to some very large pay-
ments. Mr. Blair's government had to
accept the pogition as it was, and had to
pay all contracts made, and all subsidies
promised. These duties they have carried
out, and have placed the province in a
better financial condition than ever before.
There are men in this city and quite a
number of them in the county, who
worked on public structures for the old
government, and bave not been paid for
it, although the books show that mem-
bers of that government, received the
money to pay these bills. Where there
was a record to show that bills had been
paid by their predecessors the government
could not pay the bill again, and so they
have got the ill feeling of some of these
men through no fault of theirs.

All parts of the public service are being
economically cared for; all money due on
contracts is paid as soon as the work has
been satisfactorily done ; roads and bridges
are being improved and there is not one
cent more asked from the taxpayers than
when the government went into power.
Instead of an increase, $18,000 a year is
being saved in the running of the depart-
ments alone—enough to very materially
lessen the taxes in this county at least. It
has been a regime of economy, prudence,
and impartial legislation.

HON. P. G. RYAN.

The Hon. P. G. Ryan has found it nec-
essary on account of ill health to resign
as a member of the executive council and
chief commissioner of the board of pub-
lic works and as a commisioner of the pro-
vincial lunatic asylumi. No man has ever
filled the trying position of commissioner
of public works with such benefit to the
province ags has Mr. Ryan. His colleagues
had the fullest faith in his judgment and
business capacity, while the opposition
could not find a fault with his manage-
ment. His resignation is a loss to the
province, and one which is much
deplored.

It 18'Nor at all probable that any large
number of votes will be cast for the oppo-
sition ticket in York, but it is the duty of
all government supporters to work as hard
as if they had a strong ticket to beat. It is
necessary that this Shinplaster ticket be
buried. Each government man shounld
get to the poll early and should get in all
votes possible.

THE COUNCIL.

The abolition of the legislative council
is one of several acts passed since Mr.
Blair came into power that not only shows
his ability as a statesman, but that he
possesses the energy to grapple with and
overcome difficulties that have been im-
passable obstructions in the pathway of
former governments. Since Confederation
year by year the opponents of the upper
chamber have been growing in' number,
and now it would be indeed difficult to
find a person who would wish the coun-
cil placed in its former position. It was
too costly a luxury for a country with our
population to support; it was of no bene-
fit, while cases might be cited to prove
that it has been, on several occasions,
detrimental to the best interests of the
province. We have heard the statement
made that it prevented the hasty passage
of a bill ; but after a bill goes through the
routine of the lower house and the press,
it is pretty well ventilated, and its weak
and strong points fairly well set forth.

When Mr. Blair was elected a repre-
sentative of York he told his constituents
that it would be his aim to abolish the
council. He has done g0; he has saved
to the province this year alone $10,000.
Oppositionists will try to detract from his
fame by saying that the council might
have been abolished years ago. It would
take too much space to tell of the various
difficulties that arose when this question
of abolition was earnestly entered into.
One opposition journal said it could not
be abolished. Were Mr. Blair to succeed
in getting a bill for abolition through
both chambers the governor would refuse
to sign it; that should his honor sign, then
an appeal would be made to the Imperial
[ parliament. We will give the opposition
the credit of voting for abolition when
the bill was before the house, but they
did it because they thought the measure
would not pass. While prepared to do
anything that would show opposition to
the government, they knew that their
constituents would not allow them to
vote against that important bill.

The government of which Attorney-
General Blair is leader, if it had nothing
more to commend it to the people than this
piece of legislation, would be justly en-
titled to the fullest support; but every
session has seen some important measure
passed that was a benefit to the province
and a step onward in the march of
progress.

DISGRACED HIMSELF.

OPPOSITION BOMBS

A Yery Funny Display in the
Gity Hall

MR. GREGORY IN THE BOSOM
OF HIS CONSERVATIVE
FRIENDS.

Captain Howe Wants Time to
Look Up the Blue Books.

MESSRS. ALLEN AND PINDER DECIDE
THAT BLAIR MUST GO.

A Faithful Report of the Wed-
nesday Night's Meeling,

The opposition ticket, with the excep-
tion of Herman Pitts, showed themselves
at the city hall Wednesday evening, and
spoke to a very fair audience, largely
made up of government supporters. It
was nearly half-past eight before the
audience was large enough to warrant the
management in opening the show, and
very many left before the proceedings
concluded. Mr. W. McFarlane, who was
one of the ticket so soundly beaten in
October, 1890, presided, and his associates
on the platform were all conservatives,
not a single liberal giving his countenance
to the meeting, except Mr. Gregory who
spems to have entirely lost his self respect,
or he would not permit himself to play
the clown to the Vanwart-Pinder circus.

The gentlemen who sat around the
chairman included such strong personal
and political friends of Mr. Gregory as
Mr. J. 8. Neill, Mr. E. B. Winslow, Capt.
Cropley, Mr. Thos. Temple, Mr. Pinder
from Nackawick, Mr. Harry Beckwith, at
present mayor of the city, and Mr. John
Black. Mr. Gregory looked thoroughly
at home in this pleasant society, Mr.
Temple beaming as his old opponent as if
he (Temple) had never been arrested on
the same platform by Mr. Gregory’s
orders. It was a most inspiriting scene
to witness this political love feast, with
Mr. Gregory and his old tory enemies as
the chief actors.

Now as to the meeting itself. Mr. Greg-
ory was first introduced, and he spoke two
solid hours in his usual prosy and stilted
style, completely tiring the audience, and
presenting the same old canvass. His
most important and most truthful state-
ment was put forward when he declared
that he would not undertake to charge
that one dollar of the public money ever
found its way

Into Mr. Blair's Pocket.

Mr. Gregory has evidently found that
his former slanders on this point did not
go down with the electors of this con-
stituency, When Mr. Gregory struck the
formation of the opposition ticket, and
his reasons for not joining the same, he
was most interesting. But he only told
half the truth ; he did not say thas it was
common street talk that if Mr. Gregory
was nominated on the ticket, the Messrs.
Vanwart and other prominent opponents
of the government would have nothing
to do with the ticket. But Mr. Gregory
was very frank in other respects. He
said he was tired running elections and
being defeated. If it took three thonsand
votes to elect a man, and he, Gregory,
could only get twenty-nine hundred it
was of no use to him, and he had retired
from politics for the present. This was
rather discouraging to Messrs. Pinder,
Howe, and Allen, and the trio looked as
if they would liked to have muzzled Mr.
Gregory at that point.

In making a comparison of the govern-
ment and opposition tickets Mr. Gregory
was also most unfortunate ;and when he
set up Mr. Pitts against the attorney-
general,the audience saw that he was
making fun of the whole thing,and burst
into a loud langh. Mr. Gregory was get-
ting in his work just then at the gen-
tlemen who sat behind him,and who had
prevented his candidature in this contest.
Altogether Mr. Gregory’s address was
favorable to the government. He gave
them much credit for starting up the
dairying business, and long before he got
through the opposition were sorry they
had put him up to speak; but Mr. Greg-
ory had satisfaction.

Capt. Howe was the next speaker, and
after stating that he did not intend to
blow his own horn, the captain proceeded
to declare that he had never been guilty
of a mean or dishonest act in all his life.

He had
come down from Stanley with his musket,
and was off to Sussex when the rebellion
was over and Reil had been captured.
The rest of the captain’sepeech was abont
honesty, and his want of knowledge of
the blue books; and when he touched
the former,the candidate frop Nackawick
craned his neck fo drink in the captain’s
words. Mr. Howe. said he didn’t know
much about public affairs, but he prom-
ised, if elected, to look the matter up;
and if he found things as bad as they
were represented to be, he would let them
know. It will strike most people that
Capt. Howe ought to go home and study
up, before he presents himself to the elec-
tors.

Mr. Allen was very nervous when he
started off with his little speech, but was
truly eloquent when he struck Gladstone
as an example ofa man who, like Stockton
did not tell his policy while in opposition.
Mr. Allen was much worried over the
$250,000 bridge debentures. He said that
the government had already spent $159,000
of that amount,and nobody knew where a
dollar of the money had gone, unless it
went into election expenses. Evidently
Mr, Allen has not travelled much ; and it
would he wisdom for him to take a jaunt
through the country and inspect the mag-
nificent iron bridges the government have
erected out of the $250,000 grant, before
airing his ignorance of public affairs. Mr.
Allen was also very much incensed be-
cause Hon. James 1. Fellows was made a
legislative councillor; and he put the
amount Mr. Fellows paid for his seat up
to $15,000. Mr. Allen was altogether mis-
taken in this, Mr. Fellows paid $150,000,-
000, and the money in gold was shipped
over from the Bank of England in a
special steamer, and stored in Mr. Blair'’s
oat-bin, a special guard being on duty
there, whenever Mr. Pinder was known
to be in the city. Mr. Allen, it is expect-
ed, will join Capt. Howe in looking up the
blue bboks before he again attempts to
discuss public questions.

The city hall was packed to the doors,
when Wm. Henry took the chair. The
candidates agreed to speak alternately.

Thos. H. Colter was the: first speaker.
He spoke of the fine vote received by him
at the last contest. He had received a
strong call by a convention to once more

yallow his name to be put in nomination.

@ He spoke in scathing terms of the reports
that had been circulated throughout the
county respecting his candidature. He
spoke of the work he had done and would
not speak of the opposition cries that had
been raised, but would tell of his work in
connection especially with the roads. The

“members, he said, had taken the road
money into their own hands and some of
the county councillors agreed to that way
of road repairing. We, he gaid, had of-
fered the full control of the roads and
'bridges to the councillors but on account
of the bye road grant being small, they
would not agree. We then, he said, took
it to ourselves and the result speaks for
itself, the best roads that the county has
ever seen. The electors of York will bear
us out on the 22nd, ®nd will say that the
roads were never in the condition that
they are to-day.

Our opponents, some of them now can-
didates, have admitted that the roads
were never in betier condition. I have
travelled the county for weeks and weeks,
free gratis, looking after the roads and
bridges. One of our opponents has said
that I was paid $5 per day for it, but I
make the statement that it is a malicious
falsehood. Where the last government
spent hundreds on the roads we have
spent thousands and received more value,
dollar per dollar, than that government
did. In York they spent $17,143.46, this
government has spent in York $30,803.
This shows what the government has
done. Let any man challenge the state-
ment and I am prepared to prove it.
This is some of the money that our op-
ponents charge us with putting in our

pocket. We gave the farmers $2,178, the

old government gave $621. Why afe all
the cheese and butter fictories springing
up all over the province?  The govern-
ment have been working actively for
these and all advance in these lines is
due the government. The government
gave the farmers a grant of $10,000 last
year to help these out. When has the
same been done by any other govern-
ment.

The government paid $30,000 dollars
for the horse importation, and the late
exhibition proved that it was one of the
greatest benefits that a government had
ever conferred on the people. His honor
Sir Leonard Tilley stated the ring show
was the best horse parade he had ever
seen. The opposition respecting the cattle
importation say that I had no trouble to
get good stock as the government gave
them tome. Thisis hardly worth contra-
dicting. The cattle and horse importations
amounted to $50,000. Speaking of the
increase of debt I can show you where
every cent has gone. I could show you
where, under the subsidy act, the great
expenditure on railways was contracted
by the-old government. They will not
tell you anything about the number of
iron bridges built, the roads laid out and
finifhed ; they will not tell you of all the
other improvements that must cost money.

Mr. Pitts will sell the temperance and
orange vote to the opposition and they will
sell the opposition vote to him. Mr. Pitts
is not the only temperance man before you.
My colleagues are temperance men. Mr.
Pitts said that Thomas Colter was kicked
out by the Good Templars; this he charged
as a bare-faced falsehood; ask the Rev.
B. H. Thomes if this is so; ask any
prominént man of that society and
they must give the lie to Mr. Pitts.
I, he said, worked for that temperance
order for a year and did not charge that
society one cent for my years work. Mr.
Pitts is not a better temperance man than
I am myself. Mr. Pitts would not let
captain Howe attend his convention
because he would not take Mr. Pitts’
pledge, the pledge of prohibition, but Mr.
Howe could not take it. If all the tem-
perance people had gone to Mr. Pitts’
convention he would not have been
nominated. I havespoken on all temper-
ance platforms in this county and others.
It is not worth my while to reply to Mr.
Pitts’ arguments. I can only say that
what is seen in the Reporter is not true.

See what has been done on the road at
Douglas. One of the most dangerous
pieces of road is now open for travel, a
piece of road that other governments
shirked. I ask you in conclusion to vote
the full government ticket on the 22nd
and roll up a large majority.

A §7,000 BLAZE.

St. Marys Visited by the Fire Fiend on
Friday Afternoon.

One of the greatest fires that has occurred
at St. Marys for some years, broke out on
Friday afternoon last about three o’clock.
It appears that James Riley of that place
was removing to Houlton and before he
had half of his furniture out, the house was
in flames. It is said that a defective flue
was the cause, The flames spread to Thos,
Tomlinson’s barn and woodsheds in which
were stored forty cords of dry hard wood,
and when this got well under way the heat
was very intense. The 8t. Marys hand
engine had got to work assoon as possible,
but in spite of it Tomhnson's hotel and
Walter McFarlane’s dwelling house were
on fire. An alarm from the city hall here
called out the firemen,and an engine and
hose ‘reels were sent across. The men
worked with a will and prevented the
flames from spreading to the Amos Bhields
house and railway station which were
several times threatend, in fact were on
fire. The C. E. R. sent a locomotive up
and removed several cars belonging to the
C. P. R. which were in danger.

A shout was heard down street and it was

seen that Peter Hughes house and James,

Hayes barns were going fast. The engines
could not be spared and the men had to do
the best they could with the few appliances
athand. The chapel and priest's house
were thredtened, but at this point the wind
which had been sweeping along the line of
houses, blowing very strongly, changed and
blew towards the river, carrying the cinders
where they could do no damage.

Riley’s house had a mortgage on it for
$400 and was insured to that amount, As
most of the furniture was got out there was
little loss. Tomilson lost heavily. The
hotel and outbuildings were worth about
$3,000 and there was no insurance. He
also lost $200 in cash burned in the house
and about half of his furniture, besides
forty cords of wood. W. McFarlane lost
his residence worth $2,500 and quite an
amount of furniture burned and broken.
There was $1,000 insurance on the house.
Peter Hughes house was more damaged by
his friends than by the fire, and his loss
will foot up to $200; no insurance. Jas.
Hayes lost two large barns filled with hay
and grain besides some farming utensils.
His loss will be well up to $700. Too much
credit cannot be given the city firemen for
the yery efficicnt aid they rendered; with-
out this help from the city there would have
been few buildings left standing. If there
had been no bridge, the city engine would
have arrived too late. St. Marys people
should bear this latter fact in mind and vote
for the man who put the bridge there.

A WORLD’S RECORD.

The Marysville Mill Has Set a Mark for
North America.

For some time past saw mills in various
parts of the province have been doing what
was called heavy cutting. Gangs were
turning out fifty, sixty and one has been
credited with ninety-four thousand feet of
sawn lumber for the day of ten hours. The
latter mark is one that has been seldom
reached, and over half of that quantity was
pine which cuts more easily than spruce,
perhaps three logs to two.

Alex. Gibson, jr., who has charge of his
father's mill at Marysville, determined to
see'what one of the gangs in the old mill
could do, and so told Richard Staples, mill-
wright and H. C. Titus, filer, to get the
gang in shape for a record. On Monday
last she was started, there being at the
gang 8. Stafford, John Godsoe, W. Capens
L. Love and W. Hartt ; at the patent edger
W. Bubar, L. Bubar and Amos Pond; at
the trimmer C. Higgins, F. McSorley and
Geo. Stafford; on the bed which was
managed by Jacob Libby with John Me-
Cray, sorter, there were P. Markey, J.
Downing, R. Wade, D. Stevenson, and D.
Bruce. There was a small army of slab
men and edging carriers. Mr. Estey, of St.
John, was engaged to scale the deal and saw
something new to him in the way of cut-
ting.

It was the intention to strike the hundred
thousand mark. The gang was striking an
average .clip of two hundred and twenty-
five strokes to the minute with feed of an
inch and a quarter, that is the log moved
through the gang one and a quarter inches
for each down stroke. Four-deal logs,
twenty-two feet long, went through in
from 30, 40, 45 up to 56 seconds, no log held
the gang a full minute as when the work
was hard she was given the full pressure of
water, At the end of the first two hours
and a half it was seen that she had cut
25,070 or a little better than 10,000 to the
hour and the men knew that the 100,000
mark would be reached. It was then de-
cided to rush her for a few minutes and for
a quarter of an hour the logs went through
like smoke, the surveyor hanging out 3,800
feet for the 15 minutes or at the rate of
15,200 feet for the hour.

She was then eased away and kept up the
same regular clip till noon, when she had
passed the limit set for the five hours and
all knew that a world’s record would be
reached.

Belts were tightened and everything put
in shape for the terrible rush of the after-
noon, and at sharp one the water was again
turned on. Logs disappeared like magic
and steadily as a clock ticks that unceasing
grind went on till six o’clock stopped the
sawing. The ten hours had been done
without a break and the surveyor was soon
surrounded. When he held up 142.(00 as
the cut there was as hearty a cheer as the
old mill has heard for many a day. There
were five thousand of spruce boards also
sawn, but as these bad not been edged they
were not counted. Nothing like this has
ever been done in North America, in fact
there are few gangs that can cut half of it.

The lath mill, managed by Mr. Alexander
also broke the record, one machine runby
8. Grant, D. Gregory, J. Taylor, H. Finea-
more, D). Howard and E. Gregg turned out
eighty-five thousand in ten hours throwing
all forty and fifty thousand marks into the
shade.
