4. Prince Fdward Island is separated
from:the Main'and Provinces of Cnada by
the Strait of Northumberland, and during
the winter sesson, which generally begins
about the first of December and lasts until
the end of April, the harbors and rivers
are frozen, while the passage of the Strait
is impeded, though at no time wholly pre
vented, by floating ice. Previous to the
n the only connection with the main
« during winter was by means of ordin
ary hoats, dragged across the drifting ic
and propelled by oars through the stretches
of open water hetween Cape Traverse in
the Island, and Cape Torment'nein New
Brunswick —a distance of nine miles.

“5. During the first winter after Confed

eration (1873.74) no attempt was made by
the Dominion Government to provide such
steam service. During the two subsequent
years (1874-75, 1875-76) an old wooden
steamboat, which had for years been engag
ed in orlinary mavigation, but without a
single qualification to fit her for the winter
navigation of the Strait, was placed upon
the route between (ieorgetown, one of the
Island ports, and Picton, in the Province
of Nova Scotia ; and, as wasto be expected.
she utterly failed in the service required of
her. At the commencement of the winter
of 157677 & new steamer called the North
ern Light was placed upon this route. This
steamer was not constructed for the ser-
vice, but was designed for another pnrpose
wnd therefore her work can be regarded
anly in the light of an experiment.

6. The service performed by the
** Northern Light " has been most unsatis
factory, her trips being irregular and the
weommodation she afforded has been
neither continuous nor efficient. Accord

ng to the official returns for the last four
years, there had been an average in each
winter of sixty-four days during which she
has been entirely laid up. Nor does this
furnish any idea of the irregularity of her
trips before she entirely ceased running in
each of these years, but only of the con-
tinued period when she was laid up andin
operative. At times she has been ice-bound
for periods ranging from ten to twenty-
four days, to the imminent danger of pas-
songers and mails. Upon oneoccasion four
vears ago, some of the passengers —among
themn women and children —were forced,
\fter remaining on board several days, to
leave her and walk a distance of many
miles to the shore, when night overtaking
them they received injuries from cold and
exposure which resulted ultimately in the
leath of one of the party.

7. During the time when the ‘‘ North
ern Light " is laid up the people of the Is
land are oblidged to resort to the old
method of crossing between theCapes Tra
verse and Tormentine) already described,
s route attended with many hardships and
great dangers. In the month of January
last a party of twenty-two persons were
detained on the ice for two days and one
night in an attempt to make the passage,
when they suffered most severely from cold
wnd exposure—the majority of them being
badly frozen—and several have since sufler
ed murn.don of their limbs as a result of

the injuries then received.
“8. Oneof the principal inducements
held out tq the pre of this Island to en
ter the Comfederation, was the promise
contained in that clause of the terms of
Union quoted at the ing of this mem
orial, and they ulur:lly expected that &
union with the Dominion would bring un-
interrupted ieation st all
of the year with the rest of Canada and
the warld. They believe that they would
