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Archbishop Begin’s Pastoral

WE publish to-day the Pastoral
issued by Archbisbop Begin, of
Quebee, promulgating the Enoy-
clical of our Holy Father the
Pope, on the Manitoba Schools.
This is a scholarly, able and ex-
haustive document that goes to
the very root of the question, and
touches every feature of it. . So
fully does this Pastoral deal with
every phase of the question under
consideration that the other Bish-
opsof Canada have adopted it.
This Pastoral lays down the in-
terpretation that is to be put upon
the Pope's “Encyclical, and inter-
dicts all contrary interpretations.
This Pastoral, together with the
Encyclical, both of which we
have published, are not only
worthy of careful reading and re-
reading, but of being carefully pre-
served for future reference. The
Encyclical contains a luminous
exposition of the teachings of the
Church on the question of educa-
tion, and the Pastoral is an admir-
able complemept of the Enclyeli-
leal. and gived it ifs true inter-
pretation. Possessing a know-
ledge of these two famous docu-
ments no Catholic can have ‘any
doubt as to the policy of the
Church, or as to the attitude he is
conscientiously bound to assume
towards the question of the Maani-
toba schools. It may not be out
of place to reiterate what we have
already pointed out; that the de-
cision of the Pope was not sought
by the Bishops of Canada, nor by
any member of that episcopate.
Neither was it sought by any
member of the Conservative party
of Canada.

PART THIRD.

DUTIES OF CATHOLICS AND OF ALL CITIZENS
REGARDING THE FUTURE.

It is not enough to state the injustice
committed and the insufficiency of the
heretofore proposed for the repara-
tion thereof ; it is important to trace out
a line of conduct for the fature. And this
is done by Leo XIII in the last part of his
Encyclical.

1.—Catholics are bound to strive to re-
conquer, by all legal means at their disposal,
all their rights in their fulness. Such, says
the Pope, must be the aim in view, such

the object to be pursmed with zeal and
prudence.”

2—In this difficult struggle, in which
all should have the same ambition and the
same desire ; to render entire justice to the
minority, if honest differences of opinion
may occur, nevertheless these various sen-
timents, stated with all moderation and
charity, finish by being effaced and blended
in a certain into a senti-
ment and a brotherly unanimity. The
principle of such unity of action is the
episcopal authority and direction, without
which nothing must be done nor under-
taken : non sine consilio vesiro.

3.—The Catholics of Manitoba must be
disposed, as they have always been, to ac-
cept, without ceasing toclaim entire justice,

obtain, provided, naturally, ' that hh;y
agree with the doctrines of the Church and
cause to disappear from the schools the
neutral teaching condemned by the Sov-
ereign Pontiff.

4.—The Holy Father, trasting in the
excellency of the cause of the Catholics,
expresses the hope that, owing to the equity
and the real prudence we have a right to
expect from our governments, owing also

dians, this thorpy question will finish by
receiving' a thoronghly satisfactory solu-
tion. He also greatly relies, to reach this
end, on the loyal and enlightened concur-
rence of journalists, whose task is so noble
and so important, but who may worthily
fulfil their mission only by respecting the
rights of truth, of justice, of religion, and
by obediently following the egiscopal direc-
tions :  Vereantur ac sancte observent epis-
coporum ouctorilatem.

6.—The Bishops must provide by their
authority, and with the aid of those who
direct educa:ional establishments, that a
full programme of studies be carefully and
wisely elaborated, and that such only be
admitted as professors who are_endowed
with the qualities requisite for the func-
tions of a solid and profonndly religious
teaching.

We are desirous to
proclaim it aloud: We are above all po-
litical parties : We have no intention to
be bound to any. What we degire ig the
triumph of g sagred cause and not the tri-
umph of party. And this triumph, We
hope that all men of heart, all friends of
justice and liberty will help Us to obtain
it.

There is no question of coming back up-:
on an unfortunate past ; this is the hogr of
a completq, entire reparation that We ex-
pect, and that hour, all sympathies, every
noble courage, every generous kindness
muost strive to hasten. Let public men
therefore unite together and have recourse
to the means that wisdom and patriotism
shall inspire them to put ap end $o the
violent statq of things we are all enduring.
They know the means of action authorized
by the Constitution. Let Justice come
from the government of Winnipeg, induved
to repair the injnstice committed ; let- it
come tq ps from the Federal government,
by an efficacious and abiding law, as we
have already demanded, or even, were it
possible, from the Imperial goverpment ;
We sha]l rejoice thereat, and the heart of
the Sovereign Pontiff —We know it—will
be consoled,

In the name of justice, in the name of
that harmony that should reign among all
the citizens of the same country, We invite
Protestants—whom & diversity of belief
does pat prevent from being our brothers—
to give us their hand and to work with us.
Already many of their number, by what
they have done in the past, have deserved
our gratitude, of which We here offer them
the sincere expression, All, such is Our
hope, will listen to Our voice ; they . will
treat that small but valiant minority of
Manitoba as they would be treated them-
selves were they in their place. We rely
upon them, and—let it be known to them
—the victory that We shall win will be
theirs as well as Oury, for it will be the
victory of right and of liberty.
