DEAD AT NICE, FRANCE

Ottawa. April 7—The most import-
ant 1 development of today's session
of the House was the announcement
of Hon. MacKenzie King bearing on
the strike situation in British Colum-
bia”dnd Southern -Alberta. He said
that unless either the operators or
the miners applied for a board of
conciliation under the industrial dis-
putes act between now and Monday
next the goveéernment proposed in
order to give the public all available
information to institute a searching
investigation on its own behalf. Al-
though the minister did not say so
definitely this doubtless means that
the government will appoint a board
or a commission on'its own behalf to
conduct the enquiry. The minister
said that the situation never contem-
plated under the act had arisen be-
cause of the fact that this was the
first strike in which heither party
had made a request for g board.
Replying to a question by E. N.
Rhodes (Cumberland, N.S.), the min-
ister said that it would not be wise
for him to express an opinion as to
the merits of the dispute, but the
government was determined in the
interest of the public to get all the
available information on the situa-
tion.

Glen Campbell (Dauphin) in re-
plying to the assertion of the minis-
ter of agriculture that the Conserva-
tives werg afraid to secure a vote on
the main issue of the reciprocity
agreement, placed himself on record
as belng ynalterably opposed to the
government’s propogsal.

NEW BRUNSWICK STOPS
EXPORT OF PULP WOOD

Bill Introduced in Legislature by the
Surveyor-General to Prevent De-
pletion of Forest Areas, Making
Granting of License Contingent
Upon Manufacture of Timber in
Canada.

Fredericton, N.B., April 5—In the
legislature yesterday -Hon. W. C. H.
Grimmer, surveyor-general, introduc-
ed a ‘bill to prevent the export of
pulp wood from crown lands of the

province. The act provides that
every timber license or permit con-
ferring authority to cut spruce or
soft wood trees or timber not being
pine, suitable for manufacturing pulp
or paper on the ungranted lands of
the crown, shall be contained and be
subject to the condition that all- such
timber cut under the authority or
permission of such license or permit
shall be manufactured in <Canada,
that is to say, made into merchant-
able pulp, or paper, or into sawn
lumber, woodenware utensils, or oth-
er articles of cdmmerce or merchan-
dise as distinguished from said
spruce or other timber in its raw
or unmanufactured state. There are
provisions for the enforcement of the
regulations and also exempting such
logs as may be required for fuel or
building purposes. The regulation
applies to all licenses or .permits
hereafter issued, whether for the first
time or in the renewal of licenses or
permits heretofore issued or granted,
and the act comes in force when pro-
claimed by the governor-in-council.

Executive Board at Indian-
-apolis to Support the
Alberta Strike.

Indianapolis, 1Ind., April 5.—The
International Executive Board of the
United Mine Workers of Amerioa
have decided to support the six thoms-
sand miners of the Albertg distriet,

who suspended woPk  April 1. It s
alsg understood that this endorse-
ment will mean the extending of
financial assistance to the Alberta
Mine Workers, if necessary. On this
financial »roposition, Glen Stubbas,
vice-president of the district, who is
in the city, and the jnternational «&(-
cials, are non-committal.

It is understood, however, that the
miners had considered the bearing of
the Lemieux law on the situation
and had received legal advice, t*rat
as the miners had already suspended
work because of the expiration  of
their contract, before any request
for assistance was made to the In-
ternaitonal board, assistance at this
time or in the future would not be
inciting to a strike or lockout and
would not be a violation of the law.

At the present time there are about
20,000, including the Canadians, of
the 300,000 who comprise the miners’
organization, who are out on strike
| but everything points to a speedy re-
turn of 16,000 of these to work, and
as the internationa] organization fg
in good financial condition it will
probably be liberal to the Alberta
members,

The resignation of Manager Ash-
worth, of the Crow's Nest Company,
has caused considerable discussion
among the operators, and it is
thought that the new manager of the
company wil] decide to break with
the Operators’ Association and make
an independent agreement.

'MANAGING-DIRECTOR

1910, 32,923 Persons, Mostly
Young Men, Left.

London, April 7—The Irish emi-
gration statistics, which have just
been made public for the year 1910,
go to show that the various land
purchase and laborers’ acts and the
frequent prophecies of approaching
home rule have not sufficed by any
manner of means to keep yvoung Irve-
land at home. The report shows that
32,923 emigrants, of whom 18,113
is an increase of 3,693 as compared
with 1909. Of the total number of
persons who left Irel: , 86.9 per
cent. were between the s of 15
and 35, while only 6.2 per cent. were
over thinty-five. In actual figures
13,403 of the emigrants were between
the ages of 20 and 25. Only 2856 of
the total number were married. One-
third of them had their passage
money sent them from America.
