Attempt to Pilot Dirgi- 
ble Across Atlantic.

Fabrice has now definitely completed 
the plans for his adventurous attempt 
to cross the Atlantic in an airship, 
and the date of departure is fixed for 
the middle of May. The launching 
point has not yet been chosen, but it 
will be either on the coast of Portu­
gal or the Island of Teneriffe.

The balloon is ellipitical in shape, 
162 feet long and 49 feet broad, and 
contains 6.000 cubic metres of hydro­
gen. The basket takes the form of a 
gondola, shaped like a submarineboat. 
28 feet long, 7 feet boad, fitted with 
a four horse-power motor. This en­
gine will only be used to keep the bal­
loon in the course of the African 
trade winds, the doctor’s idea being 
to make the voyage entirely without 
mechanical propulsion by keeping 
within the air currents which took 
Christopher Columbus on his voyage 
of discovery.

To obviate al danger that might 
arise from the expansion of gas under 
the influences of changes of tem­
perature, the baloon has two enve­
lopes between which an air current 
constantly circulates. - Water is to 
be used as ballast.

The tendency of the edu­
cated is tq. wakefulness, and the man 
who does intellectual work and exhib­
its what his friends think a disposi­
tion to oversleep is obeying a healthy 
instinct. Sleep recuperates him and 
he knows it.— From the Family

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The Festival of Empire.
How - tlic Story of the Early Days "of

Britain and the Colonies Will Be
Told—The Vast Scale of the Forth­
coming Pageant—Preparing 15,000
Dresses.

Newfoundland—the oldest of our 
Ctdonies—Canada, Australia, New 
Zealand, South Africa and India are 
sending their sons and daughters to 
represent them in the great “Festival 
of Empire” at the Crystal Palace this 
summer.

This festival is to be the greatest 
pageant ever produced in this coun­
try. Its aim is to show in the most 
vivid possible manner the rise of the 
British Empire. It Is to tell the 
story of our race in living pictures.

The pageant is a lesson in history, 
told not in colourless words, but by 
a series of colossal scenes in which 
whole armies of trained performers 
will take part. These performers 
would populate a fair-sized town.

Fifteen thousand citizens of London 
and another thousand or more from 
the Colonies, all dressed in accurate 
costumes of different periods, will 
show scene by scene the great story.

Princess Louise, Duchess of Argyll, 
has consented to become the head of 
the committee that will select the per­
formers ; Earl Roberts will give ad­
vice for the military scenes; Sir Ed­
ward Poynter, P.R.A., and Sir Walter 
Paraît, Mus. Doc., the King’s musi­
cian, will advise on matters artistic 
and musical. The pictorial represen­
tation of the life and industries of 
the Overseas Dominions are to be ar­
ranged under the presidency of Lord 
Strathcona and Mount Royal, while 
the Duke of Norfolk, Duke of Devon­
shire. Du.ke of Fife, Marquis of Lon­
donderry, Earl of Rosebery, Lord 
Avebury and General Sir John French 
are among the members of the coun­
cil.

Mr. Frank Lascelles,' “The Master 
of the Pageantry,” explains that thg_ 
aim is to illustrate the history of our 
people in chapters, that might be 
called ‘England,” “Great Britain,” and 
“Greater Britain.” The first scene 
will be prehistoric London. Artfcient 
Britons in their settlement on the 
River Fleet will hunt deer, and King 
Lud will appear in the flesh.

Then the scene will change to the 
London of the days of Roman occu­
pation, and the struggle between the 
invading army of the Emperor Con­
stantins and Allectus will be fought 
again.

Saxon London will next be recon­
structed. and then one of the most 
dramatic scenes of the pageant—the 
Danish Invasion. We shall see the 
Danes sailing in their great prowed 
boats till they are stopped by “Lon­
don Bridge.” The bridge, swarming 
with defenders, will break, its living 
load will- be hurled into the water, 
and the boats of the Danes will ad­
vance again. For this scene the lake 
in the grounds of the Crystal Palace 
will be used to represent the River 
Thames, and a replica of the London 
Bridge of those days will be built for 
the occasion. Now we reach the time 
of the Norman Conquest. We shall 
see King Harold marching out to 
meet William of Normandy, who pre­
sently makes his victorious entry 
with his knights and soldiers.

Scenes change, and presently we 
shall be watching a tournament in 
Cheapside before Edward II. and 
Queen Philippa. Knights on mailed 
horses will strive together on ground 
where the motor-omnibus throbs to­
day and the victors will be rewarded 
amid the pomp and pride of tourna­
ment.

Again the scenes will change, and 
we shall watch the Canterbury Pil­
grims; see the great rebellion of 1831, 
when Wat Tyler descends upon the 
city. The years will fly by; we shall 
see the triumphal return of Henry 
V. after his defeat of the French ; 
the close of the Wars of the Roses, 
and then the dawn of a new era. The 
story of Great Britain begins now. 
We shall be shown the Court of King 
Henry VII. Ladies and gentlemen 
will be seen flaunting^ through the 
famous “Peacock Dance,” when amid 
the tawdry pomp of silks and laces 
there appears one sturdy, sun-tanned 
figure. Among those courtiers and 
white-handed ladies he may look a ' 
giant, and surely tie should, for this 
is Cabot, who has just returned from 
his voyage of discovery, of and to 
Newfoundland.

To the foot of the throne his men 
bring “certain snares”—nets and 
traps such as are used by the natives 
in that fabled land to which the set­
ting sun has guided the discoverers— 
and King and courtiers look curiously 
at those strange trophies and lean 
forward to listen to the words of the 
voyager whose eyes have seen so 
many wondrous sights.

Yes. this man has truly brought a 
new world within their ken. Soon aft 
will be dreaming of the future Em­
pire. The foundations of Greater Bri­
tain are laid.

Soon the historian will have record,- 
ed how Sir Humphrey Gilbert set up 
hie tent at St. John’s “upon the side

of a bill in view of the fleet of Eng­
lishmen and strangers which were in 
number about thfrty or forty sail”; 
and how being accompanied by his 
captains, masters, gentlemen, and 
soldiers, he caused “all to repair to 
his tent and then and there in the 
presence of them all he did cause hts 
commission under the Great Seal Of 
England to be open lie and solemnity 
reade unto them.

‘The effect whereof being signified 
unto the strangers and others by an 
interpreter, he took possession of the 
said lands in the right of the Crowh 
of England by digging up a turfe and 
receiving the same with a hazell 
wande............”

Thus did Newfoundland become the 
first of the great family of British 
Colonies.

We shall see the return of the first 
expedition of the East India Com­
pany; the visit of the Virginian Prin­
cess “Pocohontas” to England; Cap­
tain Cook leaving Deptford on an ex­
pedition to the South Seas, during 
which he explored the coasts of New 
Zealand and Australia.

And finally, to end the great story 
that those scenes have told, we shall 
see symbolic figures representing ail 
the Dominions Overseas, gathering to 
be welcomed in the Mother Country.

Australia will come bringing gold 
and wool, Canada laden with wheat 
and fruit, Africa bearing gold and 
diamonds, Newfoundland with fishing 
nets and the wood from which paper 
is made to-day, New Zealand, India 
—all these lands will send their own 
people to represent them in this 
great pageant, which is to be acted 
daily in May, June and July this year.

Nothing on such an enormous scale 
has been attempted before. A mere 
tally of figures seems to convey noth­
ing. It is impossible to realise the 
amount of work involved by the ne­
cessary dresses alone. Fifteen thou­
sand costumes have to be designed 
and made, and almost every one has 
necessitated a search for the correct 
data.

Five hundred horses, several ele­
phants, and uncounted dogs are to 
appear. The pageant will literally be 
a living history, shown on a stage 
fifty acres in extent.—Daily Mail, 
Feb. 2.

College Debate.

Several others spoke on each side. On 
the vote being taken 40 were found to 
be on the affirmative and 30 on the 
negative.

Piano solos followed by S. R. Steele 
and J. R. Emerson; E. W. Gillett re­
cited and R. Tait sang.

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What WiUHappen ?
Our cable messages to-day are 

manifestly filled with speculation as 
to the probability of a crisis arising 
in Government circles to-day.

These speculations hover around 
certain positions which may be re­
garded as established.

1. The desire of the Conservatives 
for a Reform of the membership of 
the House of Lords without any mark­
ed desire to take away from the 
Upper House the right to vote on the 
annual Finance Bill, and wthout any 
desire to limit its power of veto in 
other directions.

2. The desire of the moderate Lib­
erals to reform the membership of 
the House of Lords, to take away the 
right to. meddle with the Annual 
Budget, and to take away their power 
Of perpetual veto In other directions, 
making the veto merely suspensory 
and that for some limited time.

3. The insistence of the Radical 
group on rendering the Lords im­
potent in finance, and curbing other 
vetoing, without touching the mem­
bership of the House.

The disgust of the Nationalists that 
the Veto Question is not put first in 
the Mnisterial programme.

The advocacy of the Laborites that 
the House of Lords be done away 
with, root and branch.

Last week all these nostrums were 
well advertised. For example Re­
form of the House of Lords and a dis­
tinct abatement of the principle of 
hereditary legislators were set forth 
as part of Balfour’s policy.

The determination of the Govern­
ment to put the Budget through first 
before taking up any constitutional 
question is the cause which has 
aroused hostility among the Nation­
alists and the Radicals. Although 
disappointed the Nationalists last 
Tuesday resolved not to complicate 
matters and passed the following re­
solutions:—

“Resolved, that having regard for 
the supreme importance of the con­
stitutional struggle going on between 
the two Houses of Parliament, and be­
ing convinced that the primary busi­
ness of this Parliament is to act on 
the mandate given in the general elec­
tion and proceed forthwith to limit 

"thé veto "power now exercised by the 
House of Lords over all progressive 
legislation.

“The Irish party decides not to 
complicate that great issue by moving 
an amendment to the Address or by 
balloting for bills and motions during 
the present session.”

That the modifies 
tions of the Cabinet’s original plans 
l ave been forced by the rebellion; 
Radicals and Nationalists is not to Ub 
doubted, but the Cabinet is represent 
ed as having decided not to continue 
the demands of the extremists and 
thet-all mention of Reform of the 
House of Lords should be dropped 
from the Government's plans.

country would be opposed. In all 
probability a plan for the limitation 
of the Lords' Veto will be coupled 
with a reconstitution scheme in which 
the elective principle will be substi­
tuted for the hereditary oneé as a 
good battle cry on which they might 
appeal to the country when the time 
arrives for an election, which is in­
evitable. before their proposals can be 
embodied in the Constitution. To­
day’s -Cabinet Council was prolonged 
unusually long. The Ministers required 
three hours in which to reach a final 
decision upon the plans to be pre­
sented to the House of Commons on 
Monday, when they will be obliged to 
come into a close grip with the ques­
tion of Finance and. the Veto powers 
of the Lords. Subsequently the Pre­
mier and most of the other members 
of the Cabinet left to spend the week­
end in the country, where they-will be 
out of reach of the ix heist whose.:

harrying during the past week has 
made life a burden. It is authorita­
tively stated that the Prime Minister 
conveyed to His Majesty and after­
wards to his colleagues a belief in the 
impossibility of proceeding with the 
proposal for the reconstruction of the 
House of Lords, and in the necessity 
of concentrating all force on the Veto 
question, although several members 
of the Cabinet strongly favor recon­
struction. It is not believed that a 
split will result, but the attitude of 
the extreme Radicals and the Nation­
alists is disquieting. It was thought 
that the motion of Sir James A. Dal- 
ziel, the Radical, disapproving any 
Government resolutions aiming at re­
form would be ruled out, but Sir 
Jamcs has submitted the motion to 
the Speaker and secured the certainty 
of its discussion after slight alter­
ations are made. There are persist­
ent rumors from Dublin that the Gov­
ernment will be wiped out. Wm. O'­
Brien in a published article declares 
that John E. Redmond, leader of the 
Nationalists, is disgusted to find that 
Mr. O'Brien's views on the Budget, 
were right, and has now decided to 
seize an earlier chance than that 
which the Budget affords off ending 
the Government's existence. There is 
a possibility that the Cabinet on Mon­
day may be defeated by a combina­
tion of the Nationalists and a section 
of the Radicals. The idea of the Gov­
ernment retaining office by the help 
of the Unionists is repugnant to all 
sections among the Liberals. The or­
gan of the moderate Liberals, thé 
Westminster Gazette, appealing for 
fair play, says: “It would be better 
for the Government to go than to live 
miserably and discreditably as it has 
been up to the present.” It is as­
sumed that the Conservatives will 
support the Government at this stage 
with a view to securing appropria­
tions, but the latest indications are 
that the rank and file cannot resist 
the temptation of defeating and dis­
crediting the Government at an early

LONDON. Feb. 27.

The session of the House of Com­
mons to-morrow is likely to prove 
fateful for the Liberal Government. 
Premier Asquith's Ministry may he 
defected by the adverse vote of the 
Radicals and the Nationalists. It 
may» survive only to be plunged into 
the throes of a ministerial crisis and 
possible disruption owing to the di­
vergent views of the ministers on the 
question of the Reform of the House 
of Lords, or it may even be saved by 
the votes of the Unionists. Every­
thing will depend on the nature of 
the statement of the Government’s 
policy, which Premier Asquith will 
present to the House, as a result of 
lrat week's Cabinet Councils and the 
Prime Minister’s interyiew with the 
King on Saturday. To a great extent 
the situation is still dominated by the

fact that everybody concerned is more 
or less desirous of avoiding a general 
election. The Nationalists will hold 
a meeting before the Parliament as­
sembles to" decide their course of ac­
tion, and if, as now seems certain, the 
Premier has decided to postpone the 
attempt to reform the House of Lords 
and confine his immediate policy to 
an attempt to limit or abolish the 
power of Veto held by the Lords, there 
is every probability that the Govern­
ment will survive, at least for a few 
months. The situation, however, is 
so complicated and the changes are 
sb continuous that it is impossible to 
predict what may happen. Chancel­
lor Lloyd-George, John Burns and 
Winston Spencer Churchill among 
others were the guests of the King 
at a dinner on Saturday night. Pre­
mier Asquith dined with the King to­
night at the Austrian Embassy.

The 
Almeriana brought 1,100 tons of gen­
eral cargo and two round trip pas­
sengers— R. A. Joundry and J. F. 
Lee. She will sail for Liverpool on 
Wednesday with fish and oil cargo.

Dear Sir,—The other night in read­
ing over the columns of your paper 
1 noticed a communication headed : 
“Should he be flogged," the writer of 
which states he would like to know 
what is being done in the matter with 
regard to cruelty perpetrated on the 
poor horse, as previously reported in 
the Evening Telegram.

Last 
Tuesday this same individual was 
seen forcing a poor, half-starved 
brute with a car load of sand and 
gravel up the bye lane back of the 
Pilot House, opposite the premises of

heavy load, whereupon it was be­
labored by this inhuman individual 
with the assistance of his comrade, 
which caused the poor beast to fall 
under its load three or four times. 
For the information of those who 
have feelings for the dumb brute I 
might day .that this “brute” to my 
mind should never be allowed by the 
authorities to drive any dumb beast. 
There are too many acts of cruelly 
allowed to go unpunished in this 
country, and such inhuman beings 
should be severely dealt with by flog­
ging or some other suitable mode of 
punishment, thereby stopping all such 
unmerciful acts of severity on God’s 
most useful creatures.

London, Feb. 21—A typical story 
concerning Mr. John Burns was told 
recently at a meeting held at Witham, 
Essex, to promote the well-being of 
the pea-pickers, who, in the summer 
time, flock in thousands from the poor 
parts of London and Essex.

Canon Ingles, vicar of Witham re­
lated that representations was made 
to the President of the Local Govern­
ment Board that legislation was need­
ed to inforce better treatment for the 
pea-pickers. Mr. John Burns, in 
order to ascertain how the pea-pick­
ers fared, disguised himself as a pea- 
picker last summer, and worked tor 
several days among the men and wo­
men on Essex farms.

Mr. Burns then sent an inspector 
of his board to prepare a report on 
the condition of the pea-pickers, and 
that report had been published, and 
had served to draw attention to what 
was adniitted to be a public scandal. 
Mr. Burns advised the Essex people 
that public opinion must be aroused 
before farmers or the pea-pickers 
could be compelled by law to provide 
accommodation for the pea-pickers 
who at present had to sleep out in the 
fields and were less cared for than 
the cattle on the farms.

The Bishop of St. Albans, who pre­
sided at the meeting, warmly com­
mended the action of Mr. Burns, who, 
he said, was always ready to listen 
sympathetically to any request con­
cerning the well-being of the people.

Two Yale Men Shot
j By a Negro in Smoking Car of 
I a Train on the Jersey Central.

New York. Feb. 23.—Harison Higbee 
j and Leslie Lord, two young Yale 
j graduates, and socially prominent in 
I North Jersey were wantonly shot 
i down and probably fatally wounded 
i to-day by an infurated negro in the 
I smoking car of a Jersey Central train, 

in which they were riding to their 
homes in Newark.

Accompanying Higbee and Lord 
were Gale Young, of York, and bis 
cousin, Roger Young, of Newark, both 
Princton graduates. Soon after the 
train left Jersey City the negro des­
perado. who was accompanied by an­
other man of his race and a mulatto 
woman, accused the four young col­
lege men of making remarks about 
the woman. Lord was about to reply 
but Higbee told him to keep quiet.

“Don’t you tell me to keep quiet," 
yelled the negro as leaped to his feet 
and drew a revolver, “I’ll quiet you,” 
and he opened fire upon the four 
young men. The first bullet went 
through Lord's stomach and he drop­
ped to the floor. The second plough­
ed into Higbee’s chest, and then Gale 
and Roger Young leaped for the 
negro, but he continued shooting, the 
shots caused a panic in the car and 
pasengers stampeded for the doors or 
hid under seats.

“Gale Young went down under a 
blow on the head, but Roger held on 
to the man who had emptied his pistol, 
and who was so powerful that he 
dragged Roger Young with him from 
the train while it was making twenty 
.miles an hour. , Roger Young went 
with him. In striking the embank­
ment Young’s grip on the negro was 
broken, and the desperado disappear­
ed in the darkness. His companions 
also leaped from the ■ train and got 
away. When the train stopped the 
wounded men were taken to a hospi­
tal in Jersey City, where it was said 
they,would probably die.

Roger Young was found Back on 
the track a half mile, badly stunned 
but not seriously hurt.

The other day we were down on 
the wharf standing under the gallery, 
having an old time chat.
